NICARAGUA POLICY

Votes Four to One Against
Withdrawal of Troops;
0. K.’s Naval Furd.

Washington, April  26.—The

Coolidge-Kellogg policy of using 2
“big stick” toward unruly ele-
¥ients in the Pan-American Repub-
lics in general and in Nicaragua in
particular stood endorsed today by
Lhe Senate through an overwhelm-
ing vote of confidence,

The Senate voted four to one
against the immediate withdrawal
Of marines from Nicaragua and
!\':'Iv(‘ rejected other proposals lim-
mng the President's power to use
marines in foreign countries after
next February.

) The efforts to restrict presiden-
tial powers was made through
amendments to the $363,000,000
naval appropriation bill. In the
end, the bill was enacted, carrying
n}mul $1,000,000 extra for the ma-
rine occupation of Nicaragua, and
no restrictions were placed on the
President's discretion in using the
fund.

Vote of Confidence.

The administration first received
a vole of confidence when the Sen-
ate rejected an amendment, pro-
posed by Senator Norris, Republi-
can of Neb., declaring that after
next Febh, 1, none of the appropria-
tions could be used in Nicaragua to
“pay the expenses in connection
With acts of hostility against that
nation or for any intervention in
the domstie affairs of that nation.
unless war has been declared by
Congress.” This met defeat by a
vote of 22 to 52, 19 Demoecrats
joining with 33 administration
senators to oppose it.

Then a similar amendment by
Senator McKellar, Democrat of
Tenn., was rejected by a vote of 20
to 53. The findl test came when an
amendment by Senator Heflin,

Doran and Coast Guard officers.

By May 1 the government will
have 300 prohibition and customs
agents and over forty Coast Guard
boats forming the blockade against
liquor smugglers in the vieinity of
Detroit.

Lowman = said he had received
pledges of cooperation for law en-
forcement while in Detroit from
public officlals and large industrial
plants.

SOUTHERN STATES

Georgia, Alabama and Flori-
da Hard Hit—Over Twen-
ty Millions Damage.

Atlanta, Ga,, April 26.—Flood

water, sweeping South Georgia,}
Northwest |

South Alal;ama and
Florida, in a devastating race to

the sea, has caused damage to rich
farmlands, and railroad and private
property estimated at more than
$20,000,000.

In addition, 5,000 are homeless.
Forced to evacuate their homes
when the raging rivers, swelled by
eight Inches of rain last Sunday,
swept through the towns in the
lowlands.

The situation was improving in
South Georgia today, and the high
waters of the Ocmulgee and Oconee
rivers were gradually receeding.
The Ilint river also was falling,
and train gervice into Albany and
adjoining cities has been resumed.
Highways in South Georgia were
still impassable,

South Alaboma and Northwest
Florida reported the greatest dam-
age to crops and railroad and pri-
vate property. The residents of the
town of Caryville, Fla.,, fled to
higher ground at Bonifay, when 12
feet of water from the Choctawhat-
chie river inundated the town. The
town of Westville, across the river
from Caryville, was also flooded.

Houses Swept Away

Many houses were swept away in
Century and Milligan and adjoining
villages on the Northwest Florida
coast. Conservative estimates of the
damage on the Florida coast are:

Louisville & Nashville railroad
$500,000; Brown Florida Milling
Co., $750,000; Harbeson Milling
Co., $100,000; roads and bridges on
the West Apalachicola river, $1,-
000,000; Old Spanish Trail, $200,-
000; crops, orchards, truck farms,
$3.000,000; residences in Caryville,
Westville and Milligan $500,000;
power dam at Elba, blown out to
save the town, $600,000.

The damage to South Alabama
was considered even worse. The
country around Dothan and Alusia
was devastated to the extent of $1,-
000,000. While the loss to farms,
livestock and railroads was almost
incaleuable, Phe section swept was
some of the best agricultural land
in the south.

Eight hundred families in Brew-
ton, Ala,, were forced to flee thelir
residences, and about 400 persons
have been sleeping in the court
house, which is on higher ground.
Great damage was done to the lum-

That the young racing driver had
invested all of his money in the
fateful “Black Hawk'" car and
was therefore financially pressed
when he drove it to his death was
the disclosure of Harry A. Miller,
Los Angeles race auto manufae-
turer for whom Lockhart drove
his first race.

““He raced at Daytona Beach be-
fore his hand was healed from a
previous accident,” Miller said.
‘“‘He hoped to establish a new rec-
ord and relieve his financial situa-
tion.”

The message read:

“Ford plane left Greenly Island

from Point Amour stated the ¥ord
plane will stop at Murray Bay, the
little town near the Lake St. Agnes
airdrome, Robert Canndn, of the
Canadian Trans-Continental Air-
ways received a message from
Greenly Island today indicating that
Balchen will not risk the weakened
ice of Lake St. Agnes.

The message to Cannon stalinz
that the relief plane would land
west of Quebec, asked that a ﬂeld'
be prepared and requested a
weather report.

The flyers hopped off just in time
if they wanted to land on the ice at
Lake St. Agnes with any degree of
safety for it has begun to thaw and
turn soft.

Conflicting Reports

Owing to conflicting reports re-
ceived here it was not certain
whether the landing would be made
at Lake St. Agnes or at Murray Bay.
There have been alternating snow
and rain storms at Lake St. Agnes
adding to the unfavorable condi-
tions by turning the surface to
slush.

The Ford machine weighs about
6,000 pounds and even if it were
equipped with skids it would re-
quire thick, solid ice with a smooth
surface.

A feeling of relief swept through
the airports along the St. Lawrence
when definite news was finally re-
ceived that the Bremen airmen were
on their way. The wait had been
so long and the tension so keen lhat{
it had begun to get on the nerves
of the aviators and fiying officials
interested in the trip.

BARON'S MESS.-\QE

Curtiss Field, N. Y., April 26.—
F'red Melchior, pilot of the Junkers
monoplane F-13 sister ship of the
Bremen, was endeavoring today to
have the F-13 ready by this after-
noon for a flight to Montreal or
Quebec. He said he hoped to leave
in time to meet the crew of the
Bremen when they are brought
down from Greenly Island in the
Ford relief plane, to whatever des-
tination they select for the first

The F-13 will be ready to fl¥
when its new propeller is completed
at the Curtiss factory. The factory
has promised the propellor for this
afternoon. This propeller was ord-
ered at the time the F-13’s original
propeller, the only Junkers propel-
ler available in this country, was
sent to Greenly Island. to replace
the Bremen's propeller, believed
then to have heen damaged beyond
repair in landing.

HANGS SMALL SON
AND THEN HIMSELF

Discovered in
Cemetery—Bodies Are Not
Yet Identified.

Chicago, April 26.—Authorities
today sought to determine the iden-
tity of a man and a boy whose
bodies were found late yesterday in
Elmwood cemetery at River Grove.

The man's body was suspended.
at the end of a rope with which He
had hanged himself. The boy also
died by hanging, but his body had.
been cut down and carefally ar-
ranged on an improvised bier.

The bodies were found in a deep-
ly wooded section of the cemetery
apart from the graves. A note In
the man's pocket revealed that he
had killed the boy and then him-
self. It read: b

“I had no job and couldn't gét
work, Bury me any place. My wif.
will find that what she blamed me
for wasn't true. I am’ taking the
only one I love hest in the world
with me. I hope the family will
forgive."

The note, written in Polish, was
unsigned. The man was about 28
years old; and the boy but 5.

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 SCIENTISTS SAY
 MENLIVED HERE
AMILLION YEARS

Washington,—Man probably has
lived on the American continent up-
wards of a million years, according
to recent discoveries made by
Bmithsonian Institute scientists.

Information indicating that man

* may have come to America In the
Pleistocene or Glacial Age, has
been obtained by a Smithsonian
party working at Melbourne, Fla,
under the direction of Dr. J. W.
Eidley,

“'Controversy as to the age of
man in America has raged for de-
rades and has been particularly ac-
tive in recent years,'” sald Dr. Gid-
ley. ‘‘Additional facts pointing to
man's early residence, obtained dur-
{ng the work just concluded, sub-
stantiates the firm belief of myself
and other paleontolgists that man
really existed on this continent dur-
ing the Pleistocene.”

Remains Found

In 1916, according to a statement
issued by Smithsonian, Dr. E. H.
Sellards, at the time state geologist
of Florida, discovered human re-
mains at Verno, Fla., associated
with fossil bones of animals known
only in the Pleistocene. Later an
amateur collector made discoveries
of similar remains at Melbourne
and in 1925 the Amherst-Smithson-
ian expedition found a human skull
in what were considered Plelstocene
beds.

There were three principal geo-
iogical strata in the area in ques-
tion. The bones at Vero and Mel-
bourne were found in the middle
statum in beds definitely consid-
ered of the Pleistocene, The ques-
tion whether thesc bones were de-
posited in the middle stratum at a
later date or whether they were de-
posited there originally was studied
carefully by the new expedition.
Gidley found to his own satisfac-
tion that the human bones were
placed in the Pleistocene stratum as
it was being formed.

Digeing into the Pleistocene stra-

tum the expedition found such re-
mains of man as bone awls, arrow
head and pieces of pottery. The
animal remains found near appear-
ed to have been of the late Glacial
Age. The investigators considered
that it would have beelr impossible
for the human relics to have been
pushed down from higher strata
without leaving a trace,
Fixing The Time

“The human skull which we found
at Melbourne in 1925 in the Ice Age
strata was imbedded solidly in the
gand,” Gidley said. *“We now say
positively, theretore,’ that the hu-
man remains belong in this strata
and they could not have been in-
gerted later.

“Further, to give strong support
of thess conclusions we found an
arrow head made by human hands
near the middle of the Ice Age
stratum and a few feet from the
fossil bones of a Pleistocene masto-
done."

The same general geological con-
ditions were found to exist at Mel-
bourne and Vero.

According to Smithsonian ex-
perts the Pleistocene age existed
from 100,000 to 1,000,000 years
ago.

BISHOP DISCIPLINES
ENGLISH PARISH OVER
DISPUTE WITH VICAR

Leijcester, Eng.—A sensation
has heen caused in ecclesiastical
circles by the action of Dr. Bards-
ley, Bishop of l.ancaster, in placing
the parish of St. Mary de Castro
here “under discipline,” because of
a serlous dispute between himself
and the vicar, the Rev. J. W. F.
Warren.

The dispute was precipitated by
the bishop’s demand that Dr. War-
ren should discontinue six specified
Anglo-Catholic practices. The vi-
car conceded five of the points, but
refused to accede to one demand.

The bishop then took extreme
actien, and in placing the parish
under discipline, he refuses to visit
or recognize it, or to confirm any
of the children. Diocesan grants, if
any, relative to the parish are now
withdrawn and the license of the
curate is suspended.

The vital point in the deadlock is
the determination of the bishop
that none but sick persons shall be
allowed to receive Communion from
the Reserved Sacrament. This Mr.
Warren declares must remain with-
in the province of the parish priest,
and he refuses to surrender that
position.

PERSIA STILL FIGHTING
SPECIAL PRIVILEGES OF
MANY FOREIGN POWERS

Teheran.—Although as early as
last May the Persian Government
notified the various legations in

_ Teheran that the capitulations
would be abolished within one
year's time, there is no chance of
the special privileges enjoyed by
foreign governments being scrap-
ped within any such short time,

The question of the capitulations
is being talked about in the news-
papers, some of which go 8o far as
to say that several foreign govern-
ments have agreed to abrogate the
extra-territorial rights which their
nationals have enjoyed for many
centuries in Persia.

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120,000 SINGERS TO
" GATHER AT VIENNA IN
BIG MUSIC FESTIVAL

Vienna.—Vienna will be invaded
by the greatest army of musicians
and singers the world has ever seen
during the Festival of the Union of
German Singing Societies this
summer, lasting from July 19 to 23,
and attracfing 200,000 to &00,000
visitors from abroad as calculated
by the city authorities of Vienna.

About 120,000 singers are ex-
pected to join their voices in honor
of the German music and of the
“Father of Songs"” Franz Schubert,
the famous Viennese composer,
who died in this city a hundred
years ago.

The singers and other guests of
Vienna are, however, expected to
require some sleep after all the
Viennese joys of “Win, Weib and
Gesang" (Wine, women and song),
and this constitutes the greatest
problem of the festival, The City
and the State decided to open all
schools, and other available publie
buildings as dormitories and besides
all this the inhabitants of Vienna
were requested to offer their guest
rooms to their singing brethren.

But in spite of all efforts, hous-
ing facilities on hand seem to be
insufficient Tor the Grand Army of
musicians. Therefore the Austrian
government accepted the aid offer-
ed by the German Ministry of War
to lend 60,000 beds for the time of
the festival.

The festivities will take place
partly in epen air, partly in newly
constructed giant singing hall with
a capacity of holding about 10900
persons.

KANSAS FARMERS TRY
NEW WAY TO SUPPLY
RABBITS FOR MARKET

Spivey, Kansas.—So great is the
eastern demand for rabbit meat,
and for the fur of ti - small animals
that farmers in this section of the
country have developed something
more than : Lobby of catching and
killing themn, In their wholesale
slaughter, a two-fold purpose is
gained; a hug: demand is supplied,
and much crop damage eliminated,
for the “"cotton tails'" are a constant
1nlztcnace to many varities of plant

e.

John Johnson, farmer near here,
began several years ago shipping
rabbit meat to market. Shot guns
were used to kill them at first, but
this method proved entirely too ex-
pensive. Then a small net was
employed for catching the animals.
The net grew in size until now
Johnson owns a net large enough
to circle an eight acre tract.

Estimated cost of the net is §2,-
500, The obstacle is made of
heavy cord and reaches three feet
from the ground, with steel stakes
every few feet to hold it up.

After the trap is set, a half dozen
men on horses ride through the
fields drageging a long chain whica
scares the rabbits into the net.
Sometimes the bunnies hurl them-
selves into the tight cords with
such force as to break their necks.
The rabbits are prepared on the
ground and placed into crates
ready for shipment.

An average day’s catch with the
use of the large nets is often in ex-
cess of one hundred.

Farmers, generally, are glad ro
have the animals exterminated for
when they are plentiful they often
do as much damage to crops as all
insect life put together,

He holds pa-
tents and the corporation has pur-
chased manufacturing and sales
rights for the entire United States.

E. L. Harrison, engineer and
architect, will start work immedi-
ately on the construction of a full-
size, electrically operated, demon-
stration unit capable of holding 20
cars. This will be demonstrated to
business men throughout the Unit-
ed States.

The device takes up about the
same space as two parked autos in
the congested business district. The
patents provide for a speclal de-
vice which permits the cars to be
sent up one side and down the
other.

BIG TELESCOPE
IN OHIO SCHOOL
[S MADE IN U. 5.

Cleveland,—The largest teles-
cope now in use in any college or
university is located in a little town
in the central part of Ohio. It is
the third largest telescope In the
world,

Installed at Ohio Weslyan unli-
versity, Delaware Ohio, in 1924,
the huge telescope stands as a
monument to its donor, Professor
Hiram Mills Perkins, who died dur-
ing the year of installation. Pro-
fessor Perkins, who was born in
1833, taught classes at Ohio Wes-
leyan for fifty years.

Following Professor Perkins'
death, Professor Clifford C. Crump
planned and directed the construc-
tion of the large optical Instru-
ment, which weighs 38 tons.

Mounting Cost $100,000

The mounting for the telescope
was made in Cleveland at a cost of
approximately $100,000, Lenses re-
cently cast, are being ground and
polished at the Bureau of Standards
in Washington, This is sald to be
the first work of this kind in this
country.

In the meantime lenses loaned by
Harvard university, are being used.

An unusual feature of the Per-
kins telescope is it can be moved
on its working base a distance as
short as 1-100th of an inch and
stopped.

American Product

The telescope is an entirely Am-
erican product, which in itsel, is
an unusual case. Every part put in-
to the work, including all acces-
sories, wae made in this country.

When completed, it will comprise
one of the most expensive pleces of
apparatus in any college or univer-
sity, and will be the biggest avall-
able for student instruction.

It i{s predicted it will take two
vears for the Bureau of Standards
to grind down and polish the lenses,
largest ever moulded in the United
States,

Total cost of the telescope
amounts to one half million dollars.

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U:S.SHIP PLAN
FAILS T0 WORRY
EUROPE CIRCLES

Berlin—European shipping ecir-
cles are but slightly impressed by

the announcement that the newly |

founded Trans-oceanic Company of
the United States intends to take
the wind out of the gails of the
existing shipping companies by
launching six new 35,000 ton steam-
ers capable of making the voyage
from America to BEurope in four
days.

German shipping experis ex-
press serious doubts about the prof-
its of the American project for the
first three or four years of opera-
tion at least, It is pointed out that
for the purpose of attaining such
express train speeds, ships must
be built in an entirely different
style and out of the lightest metal
possible.

Project Expensive

This in connection with the giant
engines required will render the
project so expensive that passen-
gers on these super-ships must be
charged a considerably higher fare
than the one demanded now by the
various international shipping com-
panies., Besides this, it is declared,
entirely new harbor accomodations
at a cost of more than $300,000,000
are necessary for a fleet of such
ocean racers. Thus, the difficulties
the Transoceanic Company has to
face in carrying out its plans are
so manifold and serious that for the
time being no trouble is expected
from this side for the development
of the European shipping business.

Experts in German ship building
believe that it was hope for pres-
tige rather than profits that in-
duced Amerlca to announce such a
plan, The idea of reducing the time
now required by.a trip from Euro-
pean harbors to New York, without
considerable loss of comfort and
safety, however, is not entirely new
with German shipping engineers.

Try New Models

The German Ship Testing Insti-
tute at Hamburg has been carrying
out experiments with ship-models
for almost one year with the result
that with present technical and ma-
terial means speeds of about 40
m. p. h. (the present record held
by the ‘Maurstania’ stands at 26.29
m. p. h.) are well possible, and that
ships of 38,000 tons capacity are
most suitable for this purpose,
Leading German shipping com-
panles, however did not order such
ghips, because it is feared that the
majority of passengers would hard-
ly be ready to pay an incomparably
higher price for saving from two to
three days on a trip from Hamburg
or Bremen to New York.

Europe s nevertheless watching
with keen interest every step the
American concern may make, be-
cause it is realized that the future
of the transatlantic shipping busi-
ness depends on a much faster pas-
senger service between the two con-
tinents.

FOKKER BOOSTS
AIRPORT AS AID
T0 TOWN BOOMS

Pittsburgh.—The time is not far
off when a city without an excel-
lent airport will be as badly handi-
capped as a present-day town with
no railroad connections.
That was the prediction made by
Anthony H. G. Fokker, internation-
ally known designer of alreraft, air
pilot and prophet of progress, while
visiting this city to testify in a case
involving aircraft patents.
““Air transportation is developing
80 fapidly that many cities will be
entirely out of the picture as far
as having a part in national avia-
tion lines if immediate steps are
not taken to start something in the
right direction,” he asserted.
It is no dim :nd misty future,
Fokker referred to, it Is a condition
which he forsees for the immediate
future. Already aviation would .be
in much more general use if suit-
able landing places were provided,
he believes.

Cities Must Get Busy
“In another two years the major
aviation lines from north to south
and east to west will be establish-
ed so fast has aviation moved for-
ward,” he said.

“The city that does not busy it-
self and provide terminal and land-
ing facilities will find itself left off
of these main routes and will have
committed a blunder which will
prove an increasing handicap as the
years go _ by."

ly under her sorrow. The airman's
mother, Mrs. Henrietta Bennett,
will meet the body at New York
when it arrives at 7 o'clock to-
night.

Bennett will be buried in his
navy officer's uniform with full
military honors at Arlington at 3
o'clock tomorrow, He will lie within
a few feet of Admiral Peary, dis-
coverer of the North Pole.

Bennett died ughting. But it was
a losing battle from the start, de-
spite the strenuous efforts made to
pull him through. The disease to
which he succumber, had gained too
great headway before he could be
brought to the hospital.

Left Sickbed

He left a sickbed in Detroit and
flew 800 miles to Lake St. Agnes.
When he arrived there he had a
ligh temperature. The next day he
was rushed to the hospitul at Que-
bec by airplane. »

A specialist was called from New
York. Col. Charles A. Lindbergh
made a spectacular flight from New
York with anti-pneumonia serum.

But all to no avail. Bennett's in-
juries last year when the trans-At-
lantic plane “America’” crashed
while he was at the controls had
i weakened one of his lungs. At that
! time one of his ribs “had plerced
the lung, making a gaping hole
which healed but apparently left
the organ susceptible to the ravages
of the disease which took his life.

FUNERAL ARRANGEMENTS

Washington, April 26.—A funer-
al service such as the government
gives only the most distinguished
of its representatives will mark the
burial in Arlington cemetery to-
morrow of Floyd Bennett, the
| trans-Polar fiyer who sacrificed his
J life in the furtherance of aeronau-
tical science.

Mourned alike by the President,
Cabinet member and his old com-
rades in the Navy, Bennett's body
will be brought here from Quebec
at three p. m., Friday and borne
across the Potomac to Arlington
where a special grave has been se-
lected.

The man who rose from an oOT=
dinary “Gob'"" in the Navy to a ver-
itable dukedom among flying men
will be buried within fifty feet of
the grave of Rear Admiral Robert
E. Peary. Thus the first man to
reach the North Pole and one of
the first two men to reach it by air
will sleep their last sleep in close
proximity.

President Coolidge led the capi-
tal's expressions of grief over the
tragic death of the naval filer. He
telegraphed Mrs, Bennett that her
husband's death ‘‘will be a great
loss to the science of aviation.”

MAY CITE STEWART

Washington, April 26. — The
Senate public lands committee de-
cided today to ask the Senate to
cite the conflicting testimony of
Robert W. Stewart, chalrman of the
Standard Oil Company of Indiana,
to the federal district attorney here
for a possible prosecution of the
charge of perjury.

’ Results of Republican primaries
in Massachusetts have produced
panic among the field-against-
Hoover partisans, Obwviously the
‘temper of the voters in widely sep-
rarated sections of the eduntry, with
‘relation to the candidacy of the
secretary of commerce, is much the
‘same. The results in Ohio especial-
-1y indfcate that even the most elab-
‘orate and energetic machine meth-
ods are not adequate to the task
of smothering general sentiment in
the party.

It is now on the cards that there
will be an accession of yitriolic ac-
cusations brought against the sec-
retary by selfishly interested poli-
ticians, particularly in the granger
states. More anti-Hoover propagan-
da, half a dozen times over, than
has hitherto been employed is al-
most certain to make its appear-
ance between now and convention
time, as it becomes apparent that
only by some such desperate meth-
od can the nomination of Hoover
be stopped, if at all. .

There is little chance that it will
be at all effective. In the first place,
nothing succeeds llke success, and
the Hoover movement has so far
been surprisingly successful.

AIR COURAGE
The stuff of which these voy-
ragers of the alr is made was shown
by Lindbergh, preatest birdman of
,them all, when on the off chance o!f
'saving a fellow adventurer's life
"he made his marvelous flight from
New York to Quebec with a new
serum which it was thought might
perhaps add a straw’'s weight to
Floyd Bennett's chances of defeat-
Ing the destroyer, Pneumonia.

Without an apparent thought
for his own life Lindbergh tore in-
to the snow and rain, flew over a
wild and hopeless country for much
of the way, at & sheerly terrific
speed under the conditions, making
200 miles in less than four hours
and arriving In time to have sav-
ed the life of his airsmate had his
burden possessed that magic capa-
bility, He and his technician com-
_banion equally tcok grisley chances
on that trip. But it detracts noth-

.ing from the valor of the serum |

expert to remember that it was im-
possible for him to possess a tenth
part of the awareness of danger
which was the inevitable heritage
of Lindbergh from his experiences.

Then there is the case of Ben-
nett himself, Sick, weakened, utter-
ly unfit for such an undertaking,
"his resolute soul would not permit
him to stay on the ground when
there was on foot such an enter-
prise as the rescue of the German-
Irish filers from their peculiar em-
barrassment. In order to help men
0of his own kind- to achieve the
glory which they had earned, Ben-
‘nett risked his very life—and lost.
‘He would have 1laughed at the
l,tbought of. doing otherwise,

They are a breed apart, the Ben-
‘netts, the Lindberghs, the Colis and
‘the rest.

. And it is because of this that this
cnewspaper ls slow t6 accept the be-
lief that asll the world is just on
the eve of taking to the air.

It was an astonishing thing to
hear Chalrman Madden of the ap-
propriations committee declare
that, as amended, he saw fo valid
reason why he should not supportl
the bill and intended to vote for
it, and in the next breath state that
if the President should veto the
measure he would vote to support
the veto.

One hesitates to accuse so re-
putable a legislator as Mr. Madden
of time-serving, but this Is about as
free a confesslon of buck-passing
as is often encountered. And Jt Is
well known that many of the mem-
bers who voted for the flood con-
trol bill did so expecting a veto
and would have voted against it if
a veto had not been looked for.

However, it would not be so very
surprising if the President didn't
veto the bill at gll, Why should he?
As at present drawn the chief exe-
cutive has the power of disapproval
of the report of the planning
board, and if he cannot interpret
that power to .cover every necessary
precaution for preventing excess-
ive payment for -flowage rights to
Southern lJandowners the executive,
whdever he may be, will be lack-
ing in ingenuity.

Grant that the bill seems to open
the way for excessive price-charg-
ing for spillway lands, no excess-
ive prices would be paid if the bill
were honestly administered, To
pay 376 an acre for $5 lands in
Louisiana ought to be looked on as
common fraud, bill or no bill—and
undoubtedly would be,

But the immediate point is that
Connecticut should be proud of
having five members of the House
who are not sneaks.

AIR-CLIMBING AUTOMOBILES

The killing of Frank Lockhart
in an unprecedented automobile ac-
cident while traveling at a rate of
203 miles an hour in a test at Day-
tona brings into active considera-
tion a physical fact that has large-
ly escaped notice but which might
well be borne in mind by every
motorist with a penchant for high
speed. That fact is that the aiy-
plane differs from the automobi
only in degree in its susceptibility
to atmospherfe lift wunder condi-
tions of rapid propulsion,

Impart sufficiently rapid motion
to any object and the bearing of
that object on the air will lift it.
A bullet fired from a gun the bar-
rel of which is trained at an absos
lute level will “jump,” tracing a
trajectory arc which continues to
increase its elevation until the
speed of the projectile has begun
to diminish. This is just as true of
a thousand pound shell as of a
twenty-calibre bullet,

The airplane takes off more
easily than an automobile because
it has a vastly larger atmospheric
bearing surface in proportion to
its weight, But the automobile does
have a certain amount of atmos-
pheric bearing and the lifting force
of the atmosphere is exerted iIn
proportion as its speed is develop-
ed. It, too, tries to Lake off, and for
the same reason, True, Lockhart's
automobile is the first that has
ever taken to the air to such an ex-
tent that its soaring was actually
perceptible, But that machine only
received to a greater degree the
same upward impetus that is im-
parted to every car which travels
fast, Precisely the same law of
physics operated, in the case of
that ill-fated engine, which oper-
ates whenever a speedster '‘hits it
up” on the road. The "hold on the
ground' possessed by the automn-
bile becomes less with every mile
per hour added to its speed. The
lift of the tmpacted atmosphere im-
parts to every rapidly driven car
something of this tendency to
“climb up the alr,” The machine's
contact with the earth becomes
lighter, more easily deflected by
any extraneous circumstance.

It is this same bearing on the at-
mosphere which caused Lockhart's
Stutz to climb the alr at 203 miles
speed and which causes so many
other automobiles to “lose trac-
tion’” and leave the road, out of
control, at 60 and less.

Let the motorist who delights in
high speed realize that the faster
he goes the less his machine par-
takes the qualities of a wheeled ve-
hicle and the more it resembles an
unguidable flying machine, and he
will perhaps be less likely to im-
agine that everything is jake be-
cause his car Is good and the road
clear. -

It is an unfortunate aspect of the
situation that the whole group of
investment cHrporations—which by
their nature ought to provide as
safe and sane an agency for the
employment of funds as any out-
side of savings banks and govern-
ment bonds—are likely to be re-
garded with unjust suspicion for
some time to come by Connecticut

New York, April 26.—Wall
Street has outgrown such roman-
tic individuals as ‘‘bet-you-a-mll-
lion” Gates, or Jim Keane or Jay
Gould. The vast finanecial changes
that have been made since their
time make it difficult for any per-
gsonality to rise into national prom-
inence for more than a few gec-
onds. The person is now subordin-
ated to the huge financial scheme.

Fabulous tales that brought
gasps in the day ot a Gates, a Har-
riman or a Gould are now common-
place. Men whose names are un-
known now undertake bigger deals
than these old-timers ever dreamed
about During such a financial flurry
ag recently visited ‘‘the street' hun-
dreds of anonymous ones stepped
out of their obscurity to flgure in
hazards which would have brouht
newspaper scare-heads in Harri-
man's time.

And whereas those oldsters of
the financial kingdom became al-
most fictional personalities and
were known from one end of'the
nation to the other, the present-
day crop prefers to remain in the
background. What these modern.
generals eat for breakfast and how,
many yachts they sail no longer is
a part of their camouflage.

In those good old days each pass-
ing whim was recorded, but little
was whispered about what they
would do on Wall Street. The mod-
ern financial figure is far less chary
about letting the public in on busi-
ness conditions. While the recent
buying rush was at its peak a Co-
lossus of the market distriet cre-
ated no end of comment by honest-
ly recommending the purchase of &
certain stock and predlcting it
would reach a certain high figure.
His word sent tens of thousands of
small buyers to the brokers' offices
with money to invest. And most of
them made money.

Business in Wall Street has be-
come too vast to be ruled by a sin-
gle personality.

If you
don't you're a slacker and ought
to be fined or something. All sorts
of organizations have put on cam-
paigns to get us all’ to use our

 ballots,

Wwilllam Bennett Munro, profes-
sor of municipal government and
chairman of the division of history,
government and economics at Har-

vard, took considerable issue with,

that fdea in an article recently in
the National Munlecipal Review.
Simon Michelet, the president of the
National Get-Out-the-Vote Club,
came right back at him and the
arguments of these two gentlemen
are presented here for the “slacker”
if he needs help in deciding whether
to mend his ways.

Munro's strongest point was that
it were better for a voter not to
vote than to vote as stupidly as
he often does. Said he:

“What we really have in this
country is not government by a ma-
jority'of the people, but govern-
ment by a mere plurality of the
politically interested. If we under-
took. to run corporate business on
the principle that every stockholder
is in duty bound to come and vote
whenever directors are elected, or
routine questions decided, our
whole 'system of corporate organi-
zation would break down. . . To
the extent that government Is busi-
ness (which It has become to a
large extent in the cities) that
analogy seems to hold.” .

He concludes that the “slacker
vote” holds no menace except to
political machines depending on a

machines-

that “our uplift organizations, in
their rabble-rousing campalgns to
‘harry the slackers t the polls,’ are
metely playing into the hands of
the boss and dolng some of his
work for him.”

Shortly after that, Michelet re-
celved g letter from Benjamin T.
Affleck of the Natlonal Munici-
pal League, opposing the get-out-
the-vote movement and recommend-
ing reduction of the number of
voters and boosting voting age from
21 to 25 in order to obtain & higher
quality of voting.

Michelet has fired back at both
Munro and Affleck, charging them
with encouraging “the age-old dan-
ger of government by & self-ap-
pointed class.” Who, he demands,
are those persons to determine
when & voter have voted intelligéfit-
ly, and when otherwise?

He proceeds to show how crooked
 politicians in Affleck's home balili-
wick of Chicago have stuffed the
boxes with just enough fake bul-
lots to, make up for the registered
voters who didn’t vote for them-
gelves. In one precinct, some 300
ballots were marked for persons
who never came— to the polling
booths. Which, Michelet demands
in a letter to Affleck, are best—
300 legal votes or 300 illegal votes?

Michelet then looks over the
world and finds the only first-
class country where universal suf-
frage is denied is Italy. He points
out that the voting age in Germany
is 20 years and that 80 per cent
of German voters reach the polls.

One thing they all agree on: that
an intelligent ballot is a national
need. Organizations like the Na-
tional League of Women Voters
and the Natiomal Clvie Federation
are €ngazed in movements to give
the voters some idea of what the
political issues are all about. Mich-
elet's altitude is that the voter
{en’t as dumb as he looks, and that
the big thing Is to get voters inter-
ested enough to vote. :

No one seems to have any ob-~
jection to the ‘“‘intelligent vote."”
Michelet points to the recent elec-

ample of good things that happen
when unusually large numbers of
citizens turn out to do their stuff.

And this because he had “cleaned
up" on Radio, having fought his
way up from the status of office

boy.

Ghosts Are Seen.

The lights flicker ou nrized white
boars' tusks which hang in festoons
on the sacred sounding logs. On
such nights the performers in the
ceremony believe they see the
ghosts of the dead, perched on the
branches of the trees looking down
on them.

Although 50,000 natives live
with ease on the isiands, the comp-
lications of governments have pre-
vented more than 1,000 French and
English taking up residence. Valu-
able crops grow rapidly. Three
hundred nuts on a single cocouut
tree i sald to be a common record.
Coffee, bhananas and three crops of-
corn per year are the harvest of
the plantation owner who can
krave siray bullets, a queer govern-
ment, the fever and make the na-
tives work.

“The latter effort French col-
onist show signs of abandoning,"
the Geographic said. *“‘France in-
iroduced [ndo-Chinese and Japan-
ese to work. The other partner in
the Condomium government did
rot approve this practice so the

question of dissolving the agrec-
ment has again arisen. It has been
suggested in Paris that parl of the
French Sudan or the remnants of
the French empire in India might
be exchanged for full control of the
New Hebrides.”

On the campus front,
Bingham shows a view of the old
fence on which students sat in
days when the stovepipe hat and the
derby were signs of being really
up-to-date in dress. The fence
went years ago and most of its
wood now is used as frames for
engravings of the old campus. If
one of the pictures gets into the
market, bidders are numerous.

The new art museum, gift of two
graduates whose names are to be
kept secret for ever so long, shows
a line of gargoyles representing
Handsome Dan, the original Yale
bulldog. The new W. L. Harkness
recitation buildings has rows of
decorations, from the famous ‘'lost
ship" of New Haven’'s colonial days
down to the seals of modern uni-
versities.

Memorial Quadrangle, gift of the
Harkness family also, shows Presi-
dent Hadley and President Angeli,
apnd many anoth:r notable, carved
aut of the walls of the vast struc-
ture. The new library, now under
way, is to have similar adornment
as far as bas-reliefs are concerned

FOR YEAR 1927

Berlln.—Desplte‘ the fact that

satisfactory business conditions pre-
vailed in Germany during 1927, the
balance sheets of the industry of
that country, just available, the di-
vidend levels apparently are little
higher than during the preceding
year, according to reports to the
Commerce Department at Washipg-
ton by Commercial Atfache Fayette
W. Allport at Berlin.

“In numerous instances the rela-
tively high avtivity of the war was
not reflected in a corresponding in-
crease in nét profits,” Allport said.

This dividend situation was con-
sidered more unusual in view of
the faet that during 1926 the first
six montns were marked by severe
business depression, according to
Allport. -

“The increase in overhead costs
is an outstanding feature of many
of the industrial balance sheets,”
Allsport continued. “Wages have
risen more rapidly than pricaes. The
activity of 1927 is referred to as
a ‘guantity boom'—suggestive of
the ‘prosperity without profits’
that has been said to have charac-
terized American industry during
the same period.”

Burdensome Taxes

Among the other items that have
consumed profits during the past
vear are mentioned in the increased
burden of taxation, shorter life of
machinery au.. equipment result-
ing from the frequency of technical
improvements, and the replenish-
ment of stocks. In the textile and
several other industries, however,
the 1927 dividends are substantial-
ly above those of 1926—particular-
ly where the labor cost is small in
proportion to the “end price” of the
product, according to Allport.

In the case of leading commercial
banks the absence of a dividend in-
crease was most marked. The larg-
er turnover has led to an increase
in income from fees and charges,
but this has been offset by lower
interest returns, and the absence
of customary profits from stock:
exchange operations, owing to the
steady decline .a stock trading fol-
lowing the May panic.

“The gr-:test inroads in profits
have come from increas:d operat-
ing expenses as revealed by the re-
ports of banks,” Allport said.
“The position of mortgage banks
is somewhat better. The first and
last quarters of the year brought
mortgage bond sales to a higher
level than for sometime previous.
Consequently an increase in divi-
dends is noted in some cases.

“For the shipping companies
1927 was unusually favorable and
was reflected in their dividend pay-
ments, The increases are to some
extent attributable to the ultracon-
servative dividend policy of these
companies in 1926.”

Lloyd paid eighty
per cent, as compared to six percent
in 1926. The Hansa Dampfisehiff-
mahrts Gesellschaft increased from
six to ten per cent while other com-
panies had similar or higher divi-
dends in 1927.

“It would be unfair to assume
that the absence of dividend in-
creases in the basic industries indi-
cates that the German program of
‘rationalism' has been a failure,
however,” Allport said. ‘“In many
cases the absence of higher divi-
dends is traceable to extra costs of
reorganization and consolidation.

“CONSTITUTION” IN LAST
CRUISE IS TAKEN TO
DRYDOCK TO BE “SAVED"

Charlestown Navy Yard, Boston.
—The final cruise of the U. 8. Fri-
gate Constitution, victor in 42 nayv-
al battles for the supremacy of the
seas in the days when the United
States was a struggling nation, was
made in taking the vessel into dry-
dock from an anchorage just out-
side the drydock.

Lieut. C. H. K. Miller, of Phila-
delphia, stood on the bridge of “Old
Ironsides,"” planks that had besn
trod by Barrow, Rodgers, Issac
Hull and other herces when the
Constitution was battling with
French, British and Tripolian pi-
rates.

The cruise of about 100 yards
took nearly 12 hours to complete
and in that time Lieut. Miller did
not leave the bridge of the shlp.
The Constitution was placed .n th»
drydock without the slightest in-
jury, not even a bit of paint beinez
scratched fron. her sides in the trip.

Washington, April 26,.—The man
who turned down Harding's offer to
‘make him secretary of the navy,
Coolidge's offer to make him am-
“bassador to the Court of St. James
‘and the Republican National Con-
vention's offer to make him vice-
-president of the United States is
“now a candidate for the job that
“has filled his dreams for 20 years—
Lhe presidency.

He is Frank 0. Lowden of Il-
_linois, who was born in Minnesota
and-reared in Jowa. He is 67 years

“old now and, if elected, would be
“well past 68 when he entered the
_White House. But age has rested
~lightly upon him. Gray-haired,
. blue-eyed, firm-jawed, well-built, he
“is as robust and as active today as
“a man 20 years his junior.

=~  This year marks his second effort
“to get th® presidential nomination.
~In 1920 he campaigned as a busi-
“pess man's candidate and failed. In
-1928 he seeks the nomination as
“the farmers' candidate. -

A resolute singleness of pur-
pose has marked Lowden's career
_pver since he set his eye on the
- presidency.
.y At Cleveland in 1924, after the
Republican National Convention
“had gone through the formality of
nominating Coolidge for another
term, the party offered Lowden the
vice presidential nomination on 2a
silver platter. Everybody realized
that the Republican nomination
was tantamount to election that
. vear, but Lowden refused to accept
it.

“They denied me the presidency
in 1920 and I will not accept it now
ty walking slowly behind the hearse
of some other man,” Lowden said.

He wanted to be president—or
nothing at all.

Like Banquo's ghost, the sensa-
tional disclosures in 1920 that
Lowden's agents were spending
huge sums to “puy”’ the votes of
convention delegates—particularly
those from the crucial border states
and the negro delegates from the
south—have returned to haunt him
after eight years.

Lowden's friends say the money
was so spent without Lowden's
knowledge. The attribute it to
over-zealousness on the part of
Louis L. Emmerson, recently nom-
Inated for governor of Illinois, who
was the disbursing agent for Low-
den's pre-convention campaign. At
any rate, the story was brought out
by a senate committee headed by
Senatoy Borah. Lowden forces ad-
witted having spent $38,000 in Mis-
wouri alone. Lowden repudiated
the delegates involved.

But 1920 was a ‘‘spending year."
The futile effort to nominate Gen-
pral Leonard Wood uvwust $1,750.-
000 and even then thes Wood cam-
paign fund “went broke' 30 days
hefore the convention, it was Te-
vealed later in a suit brought by
Col. William Cooper Procter, Cin-
sinnati soap manufacturer and
Wood “angel”, to recover part of
the money he had advanced.

Meanwlile, as Lowden and Wood |

were fighting it ow, Harry M.
Daugherty was quietly circulating
sround, lining up second-choice
votes for Senator Harding of Ohio.

When General Wood reached his
maximum he ha d312 votes and
Lowden was only & half vote be-
hind him. Senator Hiram John-
son's maximum was 148. Johnson
was a hopeless entry and the Borah

committee’s disclosures, being made‘

in Washington just at that time,
rendered the nomination of either
Wood or Lowden impossible.

So, when the deadlock broke,
Harry Daugherty trotted out his
-dark horse, Senator Harding, who
Jhad started with only 656% votes.
The rest is history, including the
forced retirement of Attorney Gen-
eral Daugherty a few Yyears later.
¢ Aside from five rather colorless
years as a member of Congress
from the 13th district of Illinois
antil he votuntarily retired in 1913,
he only political office Frank O.
gowden ever held was that as gov-
ernor of Illinais.

From 1916 to 1920, as governor,
he converted a state deficit into a

state surplus of $15,000,000, des-.

pite the fact that he twice reduced
state taxes, clipping off $7,000,000
a year.
Business acumen and ability did
~it,  Gov. Lowden consolidated 125
state departments and bureaus into
nine compact departments with
responsible heads, applied the
budget system to state finances and
succeeded admirably. o
Putting' the state on a business
basis was easy for Gov. Low-
den. For years, he had been a busi-
ness lawyer, dealing with compli-
cated business problems, and he
merely applied his business prin-
ciples to the ste government.
Once there was a baker's war in
' Chicago and Lowden was engaged
/' by one of the factions as its attor-
pey. He not only succeeded in halt-
in the war, but he brought the
warring factions together into a
merger and out of this arose the
* National Blscuit Co. Hes is also
iven credit for having organized
the American Radiator Co. and
pother “big business' concerns.
Lowden’s law practice and invest-
ments have made him wealthy.
' Moreover, early in his career as a
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Ex-Gov. Frank

lawyer, he married a daughter of
George M. Pullman, the wealthy
slesping car king.

A few years later, when George
M. Pullman died, Mrs. Lowden and
her sister divided between them-
selves the thirty Pullman millions.

A “WIDER PARK STREET”
IS BIRCH STREET SEQUEL

Talk of Broad Thoroughfare
Now Intrudes on Permanent
Bridge Problem.

As was anticipated at the tim2
of the town meeting décfsfon to
widen Birch street, talk of other
street widenings is floating about
town already, and just at present
most of it centers on PBark street,
whose complicated bridge situation
has been recelving much thought
from the selectmen for a long time.

Park street is the main avenue
between the south end business sec-
tion and the west side, where are
located the mills apd a large resi-
dental section. From the inter-
gection of Main and Park there are
gidewalks on both sides of- the
street as far as the east side of St
James street, and from that point
there are no walks until after the
bridge is crossed. The section
abutting on land owned by R. O.

State Boxing Board WantsT

Him to Explain How
He Can Choose a Ref-

eree.

New York, April 26.—Either to-
morrow or at the next regular
meeting on Tuesday, Tex Rickard
will be haled before the indigmant
State Athletic Commission and ask-
ed to explain the double bone, or
compound fracture committed by
himself and Jack Dempsey in con-
nection with the allegation that
referees and judges could be ap-
pointed for important fights at the
whim of the promoter. Rickard’'s
bone consisted of putting an idea
like that on paper; Dempsey’'s of
introducing it as part of the evi-
dence in the Jack Kearns suit.

The nature of Rickard's explana-
tion was forecast by the excuse he
offered in an interview today. He
declared, in effect, that he merely
was spoofing about the entire mat-
ter; that he realized Dempsey was
prey to many misgivings in the
early days of 1926 and that he
took this means of re-assuring the
then champion. Perish the thought,
said he, and that he would serious-
. ly intimate for a moment that the
State Athletic Commission could
be pushed around to suit his con-
venience to say nothing of his de-
sires.

Farley Silent

Just whether Chairman James A.
¥arley will care for this explana-
tion was a matter of some doubt
today. He declined to comment. on
the matter in any way but left the
Inference that any action that
seemed necessary to his colleagues,
Willlam Muldoon and George E.
Brower, would find him lining up
behind the decision exactly 101 per
cent, Fahrenheit.

| Mackenzie is no puritanical ama-
'teur on the subject of writing
rabout golf, but he refuses to be-
|come an author because he “hasn't
 begun to know all there is about
golf.”

“I'm too young and I have too
much to learn about the game to
be writing or telling anyone how
it should be played. There is al-
ways something that every player
can learn about the game,” he told
the writer,

It was only with reluc¢tance and
with a generouns disposition to be
nice to a friend that the Wash-
ington youngster consented to be
interviewed and then it was with
the strict understanding that any-
thing he sald was merely an ex-
pression about his own game and
not a dogmatic course guaranteed
to produce a score in the low sev-
enties after two readings.

“I've never heen interviewed be-
fore and you'll have to pardon me
if I might appear sglow. If you go
around the course with me I ecan
answer any questions you want to
ask me but don't look at my game
too close because I'm not bearing
down yet,” he said.

“When I was just starting out to
play golf,” he went on in explain-
-ing his aversion to any literary
work on the instructive phase of
the game, “I was warned against
reading, Freddy McLeod, my in-
structor, told me not to read any
articles of instruction and to for-
get them if I did, He said I would
be so filled up with ‘do this' and
‘don’'t do that’ that I couldn't loos-
en up and be myself.”

It was gathered during the later
conversation that a lot of young
Mackenzie's logic about his own
game is based upon the theory—
“Be Yourself." He played football,
baseball and basketball in his high
school days and he has g nice way
of applying the fundamentals of
those games to illustrate points he
makes about the technique of golf.

“T'1l tell you what I did when
1 started and I think it would not
be harmful for another beginner,”
he said. “I picked out my favorite
golfers and imitated them almost
down to personal mannerisms. My
game is a combination of Bobby
Jones, Freddy McLeod, Leo Diegel
and Bob MacDonald, I watched
them for countless rounds and
when 1 picked up a club [ tried to
make myself feel as they looked.
1 remember once I followed Jones
for five successive rounds and nev-
er once looked at the ball he was
playing.

“1 believe this may be a natural
instinct in young Americansg to ob-
serve and imitate their heroes. For
this reason almost the tiniest
youngster will hold a baseball bat
in a fundamentally proper grip. He
will throw a baseball or a football
with & mnatural swing and he will
kick a football the same way. Now
that golf is having an appeal to
little fellows you will notice that
they are getting an instinetively
proper way of standing, holding
and swinging the clubs, Of course
they are'not in perfect form hbnt
they start with the proper founda-
tion.

“7 started at the very beginnlg
as a mimic. 1 used to make Mc-
Leod mad by imitating his every
movement on the course, even to
the extremity of using a handker-
chief as he did and as loud as he
did. I found later that in this
manner I absorbed the fine points
of his game without knowing it and
without being burdened with the
thought that I must do it and do
it too exactly.”

Mackenzie doesn't stresg the im-
portance of so meany various and
widely differing precepts laid down
by the masters about the stahce,
the conformation to the fraction of
an inch to a model position of the
body and the feet, He belleves, of
course, that there {s one ideal way
to do everything but he also figures
that what may be perfect for &
player of a certain build or physi-
cal type will mot be effective in
some other players amd it is up to
the individual to find the style that
anits him best and works best fof
him.,

Mackenzie does emphasize, how-
ever, the necessity of using a
proper grip on the club but he
leaves the selection of one of two
orthodox grips to the individual.
