The Herald learned today from a 
reliable source that the Ninth 
school district committee, is consid­
ering the discontinuance of the 
Open Air School and the School of 
Housekeeping, which are housed 
just south of Teachers' Hall on 
Main strest. That the committee is 
contemplating such action will, no 
doubt,, be a shock to many local 
people, ft is reported that a simil­
ar (luestion of a policy must soon 
arise in the Eighth school district 
in regard to its Open Air School.

Foi- Economy. ,
The suspension of both ’ these 

units in the Ninth district is plan­
ned to effect economy. While resi- 
,Tents of the district who have been 
interviewed on the question applaud 
every effort the committee makes 
lo economize, many of them deplore 
any curtailment of school e.xpendi- 
tures that make for a decidedly less 
eftective administration of the 
school system. The Herald has 
learned that the committee has 
carefully weighed the case and has 
found that the small numbers con­
cerned apparently do not warrant 
the expense entailed which runs 
close to $5,000 in the Ninth dis­
trict. '

It is the opinion of many that, if 
this same work can be accomplish­
ed by other methods at less e.\- 
acnse, the action would be com­
mendable. but the public will want 
to know first what is to be substi­
tuted in the Open Air School’s place 
and what the comparative costs 
will be. In the Ninth district the 
$5,000 annual expenditure includes 

\ the cost not only of conducting the 
Open Air School which at present 
houses 20 pupils, but also of con­
ducting a School of Housekeeping 
which vitally effects the educational 
opportunities of over 100 seventh 
and eighth grade grammar school 
pupils.

Health Builder
The Open Air School has firmly 

established itself in public favor as 
# means of restoring to health by 
fresh air treatments perhaps a 
small number of children in the 
aggregate who came in the average 
from families who were least able 
to provide the open air, sunshine 
and food which they most needed. 
The public has followed this experi­
ment now for some twenty years

REP. M. B. MADDEN 
DIES IN CAPITOL

G. 0. P. Leader in the House 
Drops Dead While 
Committee Room.

Wa.shington. April 2 7— Represen­
tative Martin B. Madden of Illinois, 
for many years one of the Republi­
can leaders of the House, dropped 
dead this afternoon at the Capitol.

The Veteran legislator, who was 
one of the little coterie that has 
dictated affairs in the House for 
years, expired without warning in 
his office in the appropriations com­
mittee room. He was chairman of 
tiiat ])owerful committee.

Heart disease was ascribed as the 
cause of death. Madden had ap­
parently been in good health and 
si)irils during the earlier part of 

'The day. He was stricken and died 
shortly before 1:45 p. m.

His Twelfth Term
Rep. Gladden was serving his 

twelfth consecutive term in the 
House and had just been nominated 
for another term in the turbulent 
Illinois i)rlmary of last week. He 
represented the first Illinois Con­
gressional District, located in the 
heart of Chicago’s “ Black Belt.”

Few members of Congress had a 
keener grasp of Legislative proce­
dure than did the veteran Chica­
goan. For many years he has been 
known as “ The Watchdog oY the 
Treasury,” a cognomen he earned 
long before he became chairman of 
the powerful appropriations com­
mittee. Several presidents and all 
secretaries of the treasury for the 
last two decades have leaned 
heavily upon his ability in fiscal 
matters. Members of the Legisla­
ture w’ere shocked by the announce­
ment from the rostrum that Mad­
den had died. It adjourned im­
mediately.

Rep. Madden had been particular­
ly active of late, even for him. He 
had a hard battle for renomination 
In the Illinois primary, and he had 
put In strenuous work in the last 
few weeks leading the White House 
fight against the Johes-Reid Flood 
Relief Bill.

Washington, Ap”il 27.— Two dis­
tinct tax bills, one by the Republi­
cans proposing a $203,000,000 re­
duction and one by the Democrats 
offering a $325,000,000 slash, will 
be presented to the Senate next 
week.

The Democrats will flglit to 
eithe. reduce or repeal aU holdover 
wartime taxes while the adminis­
tration will battle to hold the tax i 
red'iction within the limit fixed by 
•the Treasury. A veto by President 
Coolidge has been indicated if Con­
gress finally enacts a $300,OOO,0000 
tax slash.

A strange alliance bet.ween the' 
administration forces and the Re­
publican Insurgent group was 
rumored today, by which the In­
surgents v.'ill support the adminis­
tration’s plan in return for aban­
donment of the Mellon proposal to 
repeal the federal inheritance tax. 
Administration leaders already 
have reversed the action of the 
Senate finance committee by which 
it voted to repeal this tax at a ses­
sion two weeks ago, and the Re­
publican bill wijl be reported with 
the tax ‘eft intact. The Democrats 
have favored retention of this tax 
all the time.

HALF HOLIDAY GETS

Washington, April 27. •;— Al­
though fifteen days have passed 
since the reported seizure of La i»iur 
mine in Nicaragua, and sTx days 
since announcement of the alleged 
seizure by the owners in New York, 
no confirmatory intelligence has 
been received by the State Depart­
ment fro.m either Minister Charles 
C. Eberhardt, at Managua, or naval 
or marine corps commanders in 
Nicaragua.

The present roster of Trinity In­
cludes 56 Episcopalians, 36 Roman 
Catholics, 21 Jews, 19 Congrega- 
tlonalists, 16 Atheists, 7 Baptists, 
5 Methodists, 5 Presbyterians, 2 
Lutherans, 1 Spiritualist and 1 
Agnostic.

stores with Chamber of Commerce 
memberships, excepting naturally 
the drug stores, confectioners and 
the like which, do not figure in the 
.genereL merchandising situation, 
and substantially every other busi­
ness place had subscribed to the 
plan outlined above.

New York, April 27 —  Having 
sold his stock holdings of Lehigh 
Valley railroad and the Wabash 
road to the Pennsylvania Railroad 
Co., and retired from the trunk-line 
consolidation field L. F. Loree, head 
of the Delaware & Hudson Rail­
road Co., is free today to eitgage in 
any merger project he may choose, 
according to railroad authorities 
in the financial district.

Though the purchase price of the 
stock sold by Loree was not stated 
in the official report of the sale, it 
is understood that the 630,000 
shares of the two roads brought 
$63,000,000, representihg a profit 
of $23,000,000 for Loree and the 
stockholders of his road. The aver­
age purchase price of $100 a shaie 
compares with current prices of 
around $90 a share for Wabash and 
$115 for Lehigh valley, each stock 
having moved up about 12 points 
since Monday.

Loree was able to sell the stock 
“ free from any encumbrance 
which means that he was not com­
pelled to borrow money on the 
security of the stocks purchased, 
nor did the “ bankers for the road 
participate in the profits derived 

" from the sale. It is known, how­
ever, that a considerable amount of 
money, was borrowed on the securi­
ty of the coal properties held by the 
road.

The "Four Trunk Line’ merger 
system, having been cleared of all 
obstructions, will now be pushed 
forward.

Chicago, April 27— A demand of 
the Chicago crime commission that 
three criminal court Judges he re­
moved from the bench, today en­
gaged the attention of the executive 
committees of the Circuit and Su­
perior Courts. These latter com- 
r'.ittees are responsible for the ap­
pointment and removal of Criminal 
Court judges.

The three jurists who drew the 
fire of the crime commission are 
Emanuel Eller, Otto Kerner and 
Stanley Klarkowski.

The crime commission, through 
its president, Frank J. Loesch, 
charges the three judges were put 
on the criminal bench at the in­
stigation and through the influence 
of politicians, against the protest 
of the Chicago Bar Association.

The Charges
the charge lists the three nam­

ed judges as the worst offenders on 
the criminal bench in the practice 
of recent years of striking off a j 
major charge against a criminal, 
accepting a plea of guilty on a 
minor charge, and eliminating jury 
and trial, but at the same time “ bar­
gaining” with the criminal on the 
exchange of lesser punishment for a 
plea of guilty.

It is charged that Judges Eller, 
Kerner and Klarkowski have nul­
lified a total of 364 felony indict­
ments during the last three 
months.

Judge Eller was out of town to­
day and could not be reached. The 
other two jurists declared they had 
no apologies to make for their

Thgt New Car^eleti^

By ISRAEL KLEIN 
Science Editor, NEA Service 

Dirt is the great enemy of mo­
toring. It must be kept from all 
parts of the car, if the engine, chas­
sis and other moving parts are to 
be in good  ̂condition.

Appearance of the body is sec­
ondary to the proper maintenance 
of those parts which dirt can at­
tack and injure. Now is the time 
to ward it off.

To help keep dirt from the mov­
ing parts off the engine, we have 
oil filters, air cleaners and fuel fil­
ters. But these parts become clog­
ged with dirt and need cleaning at 
least once a year.

This is the time to do it.
A recent cleaning of automobiles 

by engineers of a company manu­
facturing fuel and oil filters show­
ed that these parts collected more 
than a pound of dust from these 
liquids. If this material Isn’t clean­
ed out of the filters, they become 
clogged and useless.

Since oil and fuel pass through 
these parts before entering the 
places where they are needed,'It is 
essential that the cleaners he kept 
from clogging up. Otherwise, the 
whole system will choke up.

Dirt settles also in the vacuum 
tank and in the main gas tank. 
These should be drained until the 
gasoline comes out clean. It’s not 
much, but the little left there might 
eidg up the fuel feed line and 
iheck the whole supply system.
; Even with these drained clean, 

thL.h feed line should be blown out. 
^articles of greasy dirt passing 
through the line might stick to the 
lldes and, after collecting one on 
uiother, might cause the whole 
Ihie to bis stopped up. 
i The carburetor, too, should be 

airfdned clean the same way, and 
the needle and valve washed out 
^Ith kerosene.

All the dirt and much that has 
accumulated underneath the car 
should be cleaned out. This should 

i best be done at a service station 
where facilities are had for doing 
this and where, at the same time, 
the chassis might get a good greas­
ing.

Dirt and mud that has been left 
on the bo'dy will eat into the fin­
ish unless It’s cleaned off shortly 
after it has dried up. Although 
most cars are neglected in winter. 
It would be best to give them a 
cleaning once a month, and more j 
often in spring, in order to main-' 
tain a high finish.

The oil and grease that has ac­
cumulated on the enginq and other 
parts under the hood should be 
cleaned off with kerosene, if only 
for'the sake of appearance.

But grease left on. an engine will 
heat up under the blgb tempera­
ture of*the motor on a warm day 
anad send a distreesing odor back 
into the car.

Oil falling also on the fan belt 
and the fan pulleys will cause the
belt to slip, with the result that 
cooling efficiency will be greatly re­
duced.

YOUNG AVIATORS 
TAKE BIG PLACE 
INFUTUREWARS

HICKMAN BEUEVES HE 
WILL CHEAT HANGMAN; 

HOPEFUL OF APPEAL
San Quentin Prison.— Preoccu­

pied with “ grandstanding^” during 
his daily ball game, William Ed­
ward Hickman is convinced he will 
not be hanged for the murder of 
Marion Parker.

Fellow convicts and guards as- 
. sert that the youthful kidnaper has 
repeatedly said of the outcome of 
his appeal, “ You’ll be surprised.” 
He leers knowingly in discussing 
the appeal, they say.

The earliest date possible for his 
execution in event his appeal is 
denied will be some time in June, 
it is learned here. As no other 
executions are scheduled before 
that date, Hickman, if hanged, 
would be the one hundred and thir­
ty-third man to die on the San 
Quentin gallows.

According to authorities Hick­
man’s execution in June would 
mark the thirty-third year of San 
Quentin hangings. The first execu­
tion was March 3, 1893, when Jose 
Gabriel of San Diego was hanged.

Hickman’s disposition has grown 
jovial under prison life, those who 
see him daily report. He takes 
great pleasure in the daily period 
of recreation and plays baseball 
with gusto. Whenever spectators 
watch from the gallery “ The Fox” 
attempts fancy throws and catches 
to draw attention.

Hickman’s disposition to “ grand­
stand” in the presence of visitors 
almost cost him his privilege of ex­
ercising daily. He was severely 
rebuked by prison officials who 
told him that any further “ clown­
ing” in the presence of visitors 
would result in loss of his privi­
leges.

PARIS WILL DESERVE
CELEBRATED TITLE OF

“ THE CITY OF LIGHT”

Paris.— Paris will soon be more 
deserving than ever of its celebrat­
ed title “ the City of Light.” Its 
antiquated , rosy-hued gas lamp- 
posts, many of which are still light­
ed at dusk by picturesque French­
men wearing long blue blouses and 
strange hats, are doomed. Thous­
ands of the latest modern electric 
ones are going to replace them be­
fore the summer is over if the plans 
of the city government can be work­
ed out.

Narrow little streets which hard­
ly merit more than the name of 
“ alley” , such as “ the street of the 
fishing-cat,” “ the street of the one- 
eyed man” or the one “ of the bad 
boys,” will beam with electric 
lamps, as well as some of the chic 
quarters which have long needed 
them.

PLYING BEAUTY Sh 6 w

Washington. —  Young men will 
not only fight the next war but will 
direct tt if aviation assumes the 
military pre eminence predicted for 
It by experts.

For Army leaders declare that a 
man is too old for flying after 15 
years, and this would remove most 
military aviators between the ages 
of 36 and 39.

Under the new separate promo­
tion list bill before Congress it is 
proposed to give the Secretary of 
War the right to order army avia­
tors into retirement after 15 years. 
The average age of commissioning 
of flying officers is 24.

Back New Plan
The nation’s leading aviators, in­

cluding Col. Charle^ A. Lindbergh, 
Major Herbert A. Dargue, Lieuts. 
Lester J. Maitland and Albert Heg- 
enberger, are backing the new plan 
to divorce army promotions for the 
air service^from the rest of the 
Army.

All declare that military flying 
is “ a young man’s game,” and de­
mand that the service not only be 
composed of young fliers but ruu 
by them. A few years ago there 
was little concern about the future 
of aviators because fatal crashes 
ended the careers of most of them. 
But improvement of airplanes has 
bettered their chances for a long 
h ê.

Major Dargue, who commanded 
the Army’s- around-South America^ 
flight, explained to a congressional 
committee that before the war there 
was one aviation casulty for every 
100 hours of flying. In the train­
ing camps during the war it rose 
to one casualty for each 1,000 hours 
of flying and now there -is one 
death for every 3,500 hours in the 
air.

Too Conservative
Fliers who have been in the air 

for 15 years and reach the age of 
35 become too conservative to make 
good military aviators, the Army 
experts say.

The Army must either keep them 
on, discharge them without pay or 
retire them. The present proposal 
is to permit their being ordered on 
the retired list with three-eighths 
pay at a time when officers of 
other branches are just beginning 
to assume commands of importance.

This plan is not only proposed for 
the American Army, but is already 
In effect in Great Britain, France 
and Italy where the same deter­
mination Is shown to keep military 
aviation predominately in the 
hands of young men.

Today is Arbor and Bird Day, 
by proclamation of the Governor 
of Connecticut. It is, perhaps, re­
ceiving a perfunctory recognition. 
It ought to be one of the outstand­
ing dates of the year in the appre­
ciation of every child in the state.

In our disregard for trees ŵ e are 
becoming, in this state, well nigh 
barbaric. Over in New London, in 
order to gain a few inches of space i 
for automobile traffic, they have 
just completed denuding two im­
portant streets of all their trees, 
thereby converting pleasant, even 
beautiful ways, into naked slashes 
of positive hideousness. New Lon­
don is no different from the rest of 
us.

Said Kilmer;

“ I think that I shall never see 
A poem lovely as a tree.

A tree whose hungry mouth is 
pres’t

Against the earth’s sweet flowing 
breast;

A tree that looks at God all day 
And lifts her leafy arms to pray;

A tree that may in summer wear

Upon whose bosom snow has lain. 
Who intimately lives with rain.

Poems are made by fools like me.

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(117) Federal Tax Is $36,110,447.
Connecticut contributed 1.2% of the 12,865,683,000 collected 

by the federal government through the Internal revenue bureau 
last year. Connecticut’s total of ?36,110,447 made her the 
seventeenth state in ranking the states as to the amount collect­
ed in each. Five years earlier $50,224,645 was collected by the 
bureau in Connecticut. The aggregate collections of internal 
revenue in Connecticut for 1913 were only $1,987,074, the total 
for the United States that year being $344,424,453. The 
United States total for 1922 was $3,197,451,083.

Almost all the internal revenue last year was derived from 
the income tax, Connecticut’s $33,799,750 paid in this form 
making up 93.6% of the total federal tax bill for the state. 
Corporations paid $18,068,705 in income taxes, and individuals, 
$15,731,045. Under miscellaneous federal taxes collected in 
the state and which amounted to $2,310,697, the estate tax 
amounting to $l,367,515 is the largest single item. Connecti­
cut stood fourteenth in a comparison of other states on the 
income tax.

In 1922, $27,245,128 was collected in income and profit 
ta.xes in the state from individuals and corporations. The 
estate tax that year amounted to $8,429,612; public, utilities, 
$5,169,187; insurance, $1,384,944; e.xcise taxes (manufac­
turers), $3,731,580; admission, $1,167,405; miscellaneous, 
$3,096,789; total, (all sources), $50,224,645.

Cf the $1,987,074 collected in 1913, $807,364 was on fer­
mented liquors; $668,878 excise tax on corporations; $255,125 
on distilled spirits; $240,855 on tobacco.

PHELANISM
Coroner Phelan of Bridgeport

Yet If ever anybody was 
completely, everlastingly and over­
whelmingly righ\lt is the man who 
dares to stand up and insist that 
the pedestrian was here first and 
so is entitled to all protection from 
the automobile, which, however 
numerous, is the real interloper.

NEW LONDON PROJECT
Scarcely anyone will be greatly 

surprised or disconcerted by the 
decision of the United States Ship­
ping Board that the proposed four- 
day line from New London to Eu­
ropean ports is not sufficiently 
promising in its nature to warrant 
the requisite government backing. 
The Shipping Board has hardly 
ever made a decision on anything 
that was not exactly contrary to 
general opinion. If it has been 
right, then in nine cases out of ten 
public opinion has been wrong. If 
it was anywhere near unanimous 
in Its decision in the matter of 
the four-day line it must have been 
a new experience.

Somehow there is considerable 
lack of confidence in the judgment 
of the Shipping Board. And the de­
gree of the confidence is not en­
hanced when the Board gives as 
one of its reasons for refusing to 
sanction the enterprise its disbelief 
in the ability of the Brown Bovqri 
Shipbuilding Co.— which is one 
of the largest shipbuilding con­
cerns in the world— to hold up its 
end of the financing arrangements.

This seems like a pretty shallow 
reason for turning down the pro­
position. Surely whatever backing 
the government might give the 
proposed line would be so covered 
In the contract by conditions that 
the government would not stand to 
lose through any default on the 
part of the promoters. And . we 
rather doubt the ability of the 
Shipping Board to forecast more

as the inauguration of a great res­
cue crusade into Russia, through 
long years of apparent inaction, 
has been an achievement that prob­
ably not one other living man could 
have equaled.

And now Wrangel has gone. 
What will become of “ Wrangel’a 
Army” is a subject for profound 
speculation.

PRIVATE ARMIES
China provides just at present 

an illuminating example of the ef­
fect of the practice of keeping pri­
vate armies. Millions of its people 
are starving. Medieval Europe pro­
vided another example of the same 
policy. Civilization ran down at the 
heel pretty badly under the system 
of multiple personal wars.

So far as we can recall, the keep­
ing of private armies in this coun­
try has restricted Itself to just one 
class of individuals— the owners of 
coal mines. From anybody but a 
coal mine operator the admissions 
of R. L. Ireland, manager of bitu­
minous properties, made yesterday 
before a Senate committee, would 
have been breath-taking.

"Oh, yes,”  said Mr. Ireland, “ we 
have machine guns, riot guns, 
rifles, tear bombs and pistols for 
shooting gas shells. We have all 
these things and hope that we shall 
never have to use them to protect 
our property.”

It goes without saying that the 
mine owners do not maintain these 
armaments without maintaining 
also the manpower to employ them. 
So here we have the private army 
principle as a settled institution on 
American soil.

Does anyone believe that the 
class of employes dealt with by the 
mine owners is unique? That it is
altogether different from other || 

accurately than the Brown Boveri j groups of workers in other rugged.
company the outcome of the lat­

Beaten more by failure of Eu- ‘ 
ropean powers to adopt a definite 
policy toward Red Russia than by 
any fault of his own or his soldiersr 
Wrangel performed the amazing 
feat of withdrawing many thou­
sands of troops to foreign soil and 
reorganizing them into a static 
army, pledged to reassemble at his 

i call however far In the future It 
! might come, and of keeping that 
organization In being from the time 
of the Crimea debacle until the 
very ihoment of his death.

All over the world are scattered 
the elements of “ Wrangel’s Army.” 
There are many of them in Ameri­
ca, in every European capital out­
side of Russia, in Japan, South 
America, Turkey— earning their 
living in a thousand different ways 
and appropriating each a bit of his 
earnings to the funds that, soma 
day or other, they have hoped 
would help to put a new White 
Army on Russian soil and rescue 
their homeland from the tyranny 
of Bolshevism. '

Wrangel’s later life has been as 
wonderful an example of tenacity 
of purpose, persisting in spite of 
failing health, and of relative suc­
cess 'in that purpose, as the world 
has witnessed in many a long year. 
To have held thousands upon thou­
sands of F.tdelx separated Individ-j

laborious lines of employment? \ 
Are the steel mill laborers of Gary i 
or any of the Pennsylvania iron 
towns a distinctly gentler crew 
than the miners?

For two generations the coal 
mine operators have followed a 
policy of force, of challenge, of 
armed intimidation toward their 
employes.

^W ashington. April 27.— The row 
in the D. A. R. over its state black­
lists of nationally known persons 
designated as f’radicals” has em­
phasized the fact that the good old 
cry of “ bolshevik” at men and wo­
men not entirely satisfied with the 
existing order of things Isn’t quite 
as effective as it used to be.

One hfears the word less and less. 
For awhile it was one of the most 
terrible epithets in the language, 
but it was so worked to death that 
in these days its use generally 
brings a laugh.

Washington has had its “ bolshe­
viks,” but most of them are now 
again recognized as good American 
citizens. Among those attacked 
tacked by various interested per­
sons or organizations as “ bolshevis­
tic” or “ communistic” are Senators 
Borah of Idaho, Shipstead of Min­
nesota, Wheeler of Montana, La- 
Follette of Wisconsin, Norris of Ne­
braska, Frazier of North Dakota 
and Brookhart of Iowa. All are Re­
publicans except Wheeler.

For some reason or other, Grace 
Abbott and Julia Lathrop, the pres­
ent and former heads of the gov­
ernment’s Children’s Bureau,, have 
also been held up as agents of 
Moscow or something of the sort.

So has Jeanette Rankin of Mon­
tana, the first congresswoman, who 
is now vice chairman of the Amer­
ican Civil Liberties Unipn, an or­
ganization formed to preserve the. 
r i ^ t  of free speech.

Oreeiu sreeldent of the

American Federation of Labor, also 
has been an object of the anti-bol- 
shevist attack, along with William 
H. Johnston of the International 
Association of Machinists. Labor 
leaders have often flung the term 
“communist” at each other in fights 
for union control, but the A. F. of 
L. has repeatedly proved its conser­
vative tendencies.

There is evidence that some per­
sons for awhile made easy money 
by forming patriotic societies 
whose business it was to keep 
members informed by confidential 
letters of the activities of the 
“ reds” in America.

The Federal Trade Commission, 
In its Investigation of public utili­
ties, recently found that some elec­
tric power interests had been 
spreading propaganda to the effect 
that advocates of municipal owner­
ship of electric light plants were 
bolshevistic persons, despite the 
fact that there are some 2400 mu­
nicipal electricity plants ip the 
United States— în Los Angeles and 
Cleveland among other cities. Re­
putable manufacturers and busi­
ness men have sometimes been led 
to contrlbule to antl-communlst or­
ganizations by mls-representatlon 
of the “ peril.”

Military men, worried by propa­
ganda of peace societies, have 
helped spread the Idea that the na­
tion was menaced by Russian 
agents. One officer in the War De­
partment once, told this writer in 
all, serloushess that there were 7,- 
000 subversive organizations in 
this country seeking to undermine 
the government. As a matter of 
fact, a census taken by a commun- 
iiit a year or two ago revealed that 
there were 7000 commuxdatfl

among our 115,000,000 inhabitants.
An article in the Army and Navy 

Register once said that the “ Com­
munistic International” had sent 
$3,000,000 in gold to America and 
that it would be used by the Na­
tional Council for Prevention of 
War in a campaign to wipe out 
our army and navy “ so that when 
the red uprising comes the coun­
try will be at its mercy.”

One of the silliest uses of the 
charge of communism came when 
it was laid against those who first 
disclosed the oil reserve and Daugh­
erty scandals.

In the same year. Miss Lucia R. 
Maxwell, librarian of the army's 
chemical warfare seriHce headed by 
G^n. Amos Fries, prepared the fa­
mous “ spider-web chart” designed 
to link many important organiza­
tions with “ the Socialist-Pacific 
movement,” directed from good old 
Moscow. Among the organizations 
linked were the General Federation 
of Women’s Clubs, the W. C. T. U., 
and the National League of Womeu 
Voters. The chart was published, 
but on vigorous protest from the 
women, Se^etary of War Weeks 
ordered all copies in possession of 
the chenttcal warfare service to be 
desttoyeo and made Fries “ Inform 
all persons that there are errors 
in the chart and request their de­
struction.” Weeks apologized for 
it.

One of the most Important fac­
tors In the care of the tuberculous 
Is the co-operation of the patient 
in the handling of his disease.

In a thesis prepared In the Uni­
versity of Minnesota, Blanche Pe­
terson Insists that the most import­
ant single factor in the cure of tu­
berculosis Is an intelligent attitude 
of the patient. ,

Doctors, nurses and socljil work­
ers endeavor therefore in every 
possible way to Influence the pa­
tient to assume an intelligent and 
constructive outlook.

A questionnaire sent to a score 
of leading physicians who have 
specialized In this subject resulted 
In the almost universal response 
that reasonable and courageous 
attitudes are highly constructive. 
The worst states are those of fear, 
anxiety and depression.

The patient with tuberculosis 
who becomes discouraged, hope­
less, pessimistic or rebellious Is dif­
ficult to treat and aids in his down­
fall.

Dlsconragement
"When a person^flrst learns that' 

he hai this disease, he Is likely to 
he upset and depressed. Knowing 
nothing of modern care, he Is like­
ly to feel that the disease will he 
promptly fatal.

If, however, the physician who 
makes the diagnosis will tell the 
patient that help is possible, that 
the disease Is curable, if treated

long; that dozens of persons have 
achieved world wide fame even 
though suffering from this dis­
ease, he is likely to have a differ­
ent attitude and to co-operate 
fully in treatment.

Courage and reasonableness can 
come only with complete under­
standing of the situation. For this 
reason the health education of the 
tuberculous has come to be one of 
the most Important factors in con­
trol o f  this condition, and a vast 
literature has grown up for the 
purpose.

Practically every tuberculosis 
sanatorium and tuberculosis so­
ciety now publishes hooks and 
pamphlets which are helpful In 
informing the tuberculous of the 
important facts relative to their 
condition.

Philadelphia, April 27.— Olympic 
talent, headed by Charley Paddock, 
the man with the furious feet, will 
be taken out of the cotton batting 
and sent for a thorough airing at 
the annual relay carnival of the 
Unlversrty of Pennsylvania on 
Franklin Field today and tomor­
row. Paddock, who established 
world’s records on successive days 
at 130 and 140 yards at the Rice 
relays In Texas, will be kept under 
cover until the final day when he 
will .be sent after his own record at 
175 yards as a preliminary slip to 
another sortie on the Olympic dash 
titles this summer.

Three of LaWson Robertson's 
Pennsylvania sprinters will be add­
ed starters and, In all probability, 
added finishers. The race is without 
significance except as an outing 
for Paddock.

Other Events
Two other events on the list will 

have a far more definite bearing on 
the Olympic situation. The decath­
lon contest will serve as an offi­
cial trial for the American inter­
national team and, barring one or 
two exceptions, the best we own 
will go to the post. It just happens 
to be too bad that the exceptions 
are HaYold Osborn and Fait Elkins, 
Olympic and national champions 
respectively In the all-around event. 
Osborn’s business affairs and El­
kins’ illness will keep them out of 
the games but the remainder of the 
field of 28 represents the class of 
the country.

The Headline
The headliners are Barney Ber- 

linger, w'ho beat both Osborn and 
Elkins Indians; Emerson Norton, 
runner up for the Olympic title; 
Vernon Kennedy, who won the 
event in 1927; Dan Kinsey, the 
Olympic 110-meter hurdle cham­
pion; Doherty, Detroit City college 
and Virgil Elliott, Bethany. All 
sections of the country are repre­
sented in the entries, and owing to 
its importance, the affair will be 
spread over the two days of the 
carnival.

The other international event, the 
3,000-meter steeplechase, has been 
placed on the program for the first 
time in an effort to develop men for 
this kind of going from among the 
colleges. Bill Cox, the cross country 
champion and member of the 1924 
Olympic team, will head the field, 
which also will include McMillan, 
of Union; Shork, of Dickinson, and 
I\Iel Dalton, of Seton Hall. The 
obstacles will conform with Olym­
pic regulations, even to a 14-foot 
water jump. The race will go on 
late this afternoon.

Carr to Appear
On the tina" day, Sabin Carr, the 

Yale holder of the pole vault rec­
ord, will make his first appearance 
in competition since breaking the 
record indoors last winter, while 
Alfred Bates, Penn state, and Ed­
ward Hamm, Georgia Tech, will try 
to get up around 25 feet in the 
broad jump. Both have bettered 24 
feet consistently. Creoth Hines, of 
Georgetown, also is likely to take 
a fall out of the American record 
in the javelin.

Most of the New England and 
middle Atlantic states will be rep­
resented in the program of 102 
events. Approximately 3,250 ath­
letes will see action during the two 
days.

TiUtDON GMP BEST 
WRITESJIIACKENZIE

Position of Hands Vitally Im­
portant; Styles Vary; Ro­
land’s Beliefs.

Editor’s Note: This is the 
third of six articles in which 
Roland Mackenzie, one of 
America’s leading golfers and 
a member of the Walker Cup 
team in 1926, talks about golf 
and >what he thinks of it in an 
interlew with Henry L. Far­
rell, The Herald and NEA 
Service sports writer. This is 
the first time that Mackenzie 
has ever been interviewed to 
the extent on his favorite 
game.

By HENRY L. FARRELL.

Washington, April 27.—"There 
really Is only one grip used by the 
best golf players and that one is 
known as the Vardon grip.” Roland 
Mackenzie said In discussing what 
he considers to be the most funda­
mental principle of golf.

“The club has to be held correct­
ly just the same as a baseball bat 
and for the same reasons. It goes 
without saying that the ball must 
be propelled to play the game. No 
first-class baseball player bats in 
cross-hand style. When he gets 
the proper grip and the feel of the 
club, he can change the position of 
his hands slightly but the golf play­
er can’t change so much.

“There are two forms of the 
Vardon golf grip. One Is the over­
lapping of the fourth finger of the 
right hand on the index finger of 
the left hand, and the other is the 
interlocking of the little finger of 
the right hand between the Index 
and second finger of the left hand. 
The choice, I found, depends upon 
the natural feeling and freedom. I 
prefer the overlapping grip. The 
main idea is to feel loose and free.

Discusses Position of Hands.
"Another most important thing 

is the position of the hands on the 
club. The baseball player applies 
the grip of his right hand to the 
side of the bat handle. The golf 
player must have his grip on top 
of the club handle. I regulate the 
position of my hands by forming a 
V at the base of the thumbs and the 
first fingers of the hands and keep­
ing the apex of the angle directly on 
top of the club.

“I have always believed It neces­
sary for novices to take some in­
struction from a professional be­
cause a good instructor can tell you 
the reason for doing such things in 
a certain' way and when you know 
the reason the method Is easier to 
apply. You will find that even the 
greatest of golfers need the services 
of a golfer doctor at tinges and they 
all have respect for a good instxuc- 
tor.

"As regards the stance, I have 
found that a nautral way of stand­
ing, after yoq are aware of what 
you are supposed to do, is the bet­
ter. I don’t believe that a man 
should go out and stand like Hagen 
just because a great golfer stands 
that way because he may not be 
built for that particular style. A 
man of short stature can’t apply 
all the style of Duncan or Hagen 
and a great big man can’t do every­
thing with the same results that a 
smaller player like Jones does.

Balance Is Most Desired.
"Styles in golf vary as they do in 

baseball. For Instance, major 
league managers will not force a 
player to make over so that he 
stands just exactly like Babe Ruth, 
and Ty Cobb or Hornsby and Slsler 
just because they stand that way. 
If a batter has a good natural style, 
even if it is not strictly orthodox, 
he is usually permited to follow 
that style or to make minor correc­
tions without throwing himself o£L 
A1 Simmons, the Philadelphia out­
fielder, violates all batting style by 
hitting: with one foot In the bucket, 
but Connie Mack has not forced 
him to change his style and he is 
very effective even with his faulty 
stance.

“My point is that balance is most 
to be desired and different players 
have different ways of getting it. Of 
course, there are certain standards 
of form that have to be followed. 
No batter in baseball would be per­
mitted to stand facing the catcher. 
There was, however, Helnle Groh, 
a very fine major league player, 
who stood at the hat facing front 
directly a t the pitcher.: There are 
extrenies, however, and we all be­
lieve that the form of a stylist is to 
be desired if- it can be attained 
naturally with a freedom of move­
ment and easy position.

"As far as the position of the 
feet are concerned, it is known that 
there is much as eighteen Inches 
difference in the stance of some of 
the best golfers.

This Fault Helps Jimes.
"Speaking of the value of per­

fect forln I remember that Freddy 
McLeod remarked once after Bobby 
Jones was beaten badly several 
years ago tha t the defeat was not 
important. He said: ‘There are 
no flaws in Bobby’s game. He has 
nothing to correct and he can stay 
away from the game for years and 
be the same when he returns.’

" It has been said tha t Bobby has 
a fault—a hitch in his upswing and 
close scrutiny can detect it. But In 
1:1s case it brings out my point— 
adapting game physique. Bobby 
because of his small stature has to 
get that hitch In his swing. It 
would ruin the game of a taller 
player, but it only helps to make 
bis game the thing of power and 
beauty that It Is,”

CAMPAIGN PORTRAITS—PRANK Oi LOWDEN

Lowden Had To Ftghf
Poverty As A

This, the seventeenth in the s ^ -  
les of Presidential Campaign Por­
traits written for The Herald and 
NBA Service by Robert Talley, is 
the second of three articles dealing 
with the career of ex-Governor 
Frank 6. Lowden. The final article 
will appear tomorrow.

Washington, April 27 — There 
is all the “ typically American 
color” that a novelist might desire 
in the story of Frank O. Lowden, 
now a candidate for the presidency.

Back in 1858 his father, Lorenzo 
Lowden, migrated from Pennsyl­
vania to Minnesota, following close 
behind the Indian and the Buffalo. 
Lorenzo Lowden, a farmer and a 
blacksmith, settled at the little vil­
lage of Sunrise, Minn., and there on 
Jan. 26, 1861, Frank 0. Lowden 
was born.

"I was raised on • a- farm, a 
pioneer farm," Lowden once told an 
audience. "There were common 
hardships to endure, common dan­
gers to face.

“During those early days there 
was once a very formidable up­
rising Df the Sioux Indians of 
Minnesota. My father was absent 
from home with other men, pa­
trolling the surrounding., forests 
to prevent a possible Indian sur­
prise. My mother, not daring to 
leave me in the house for fear of 
the Indians, took me with her to 
the pasture at milking time.’’

Hard times came upon Minne­
sota in the sixties. When Frank 
was barely seven years old, Lorenzo 
Lowden loaded his family into a 
covered wagon and headed south in 
quest of more inviting fields. At 
Pleasant Point, in Hardin county, 
Iowa, the blacksmlliii halted and 
decided to locate.

Barefooted, the boy plodded be­
side the wagon, helping his father 
drive the oxen.

After boyhood upon the farm 
and In the blacksmith shop, 
Frank Lowden "worked his way” 
through Iowa State university, 
working as a farm laborer in sum­
mer. When he graduated in 1885 
it was as class valedictorian.

Lowden taught school for a time 
and then Chicago and a law career 
beckoned to him. He went there, 
got a job as clerk in a law firm, 
worked In the office by day and 
studied law in a night school. He 
specijilized in business law and suc­
ceeded.

His fame as a lawyer, especially 
in dealing with Intricate busim -: 
litigation, began to spread.

In 1898, Lowden—then a' pros­
perous attorney — married. He 
met Miss Florence Pullman, who 
had been wooed unsuccessfully by 
European royalty, aboard- ship 
when returning from a trip to Lon­
don.

It is related that when Lowden 
asked George M. Pullman for his 
daughter’s hand in marriage the 
aged sleeping car Croesus eyed 
him quizzically and asked him' how 
much his income was. Lowden 
named the figure.

"My boy,” Pullman smiled, "that 
isn’t enough to buy violets for 
Florence!”

Nevertheless, they were married 
and, like the couples In the story 
books, they have ‘•‘liveii happily 
ever after.” They have four chil­
dren—three daughters, Florence, 
Harriett and Frances, and one son, 
Pullman.

About the time Oi. his marriage, 
Lowden began to acquire the 
first parts of his now famous Sinis- 
sippi farm, his 5,000-acre tract near 
Oregon, 111., on which he resides. 
The farm is famous as a model of 
efficient agricultural and livestock 
methods.

In 1896, the law partnership of 
Lowden, Estabrook & Davis was

formed and rapidly became one of 
the beat known firms in the middle 
west. It specialized on business 
law.

In 1900, Lowden tried his hand 
at politics but was defeated for 
governor by the Yates-Deneen 
forces, Deiteen being nominated. In 
1906 he was elected to Congress 
to fill the unexpired term of a mem­
ber who had died. He continued 
there until 1913, when he volun­
tarily retired.

In 1916 he was elected gover­
nor of Illinois and ' served four 
years.
