Situabon in the North is 
Acute— Chinese Warned 
That Foreigners WiO Be 
Well Protected in Peking.

ONE YEAR AGO
LINDY HIT PARIS

Shangljai, May 21.— A guardian 
■wall of 'United States troops will be 
thrown around American residents 
of North China if fighting breaks 
out between Nationalists and 
Northerners in the Pek}ng-Tien- 
Tsln area. John Van A. MacMurray, 
United States minister at Peking, 
through the American consul here, 
has advised the Nationalist admin­
istration at Nanking that American 
lives will be protected, although 
the note is emphatic in pointing 
out that the United States does not 
intend to interfere in any way in 
Chinese affairs.

A similar note has been handed 
to the Peking government, warn­
ing that American lives will be 
protected.

The situation in the north is al­
ready acute, but if the crisis reach­
es a climax the Am,erlcans will be 
concentrated in one area so that 
protection will be made easier.

IJ. S. Warships Ready
Admiral Mark Bristol, command­

er of the United States naval units 
in Asiatic waters, is understood to 
be at Tien-Tsin where a small 
United States fleet is being assem­
bled.

The United States marines will 
■be under command of Gen. Smedley 
Butler. ,

Infantry will co-operate with the 
marines. If the necessity arises 
bluejackets will, be landed from the 
warships at Peking and rushed to 
my point where American lives are 
threatened.

Taking Precautions
Taking a lesson from the inci­

dent at Tsinanfu, Shantung, where 
two Americans were killed by Chi­
nese and where a pitched battle 
raged for two days between Japan­
ese and Chinese Nationalist troops, 
the foreign governments are taking 
precautions to prevent attacks up­
on their nationals in the north.

Japan is continuing to mass 
troops In the north. It is reported 
that reinforcements are either on 
their way or soon will be enroute 
for Tsingtao, Shantupg; Tlen-TsIn, 
the port of Peking, and Manchuria.

So far as known the Nationalist 
government has made no reply to 
the Japanese note (virtually an ul­
timatum) that Japan will not tol­
erate the invasion of Manchuria. 
The note is still under considera­
tion by the members of the~ Nan­
king administration.

‘ CHINESE ENVOY HERE.
New York, May 21.— The 

Leviathan flagship of the U. S. 
Lines and the largest vessel afloat, 
ran into a heavy fog as she ap­
proached New York today and was 
delayed an hour getting into port.

Among the Leviathan’s pas­
sengers was Dr. Wu Choo Chu, son 
of Dr. Wu Ting Feng, former 
Chinese minister to the United 
States. Dr. Wu is here, he said, to 
seek the moral support of this 
country if the Chinese Nationalists 
protest against Japanese interven­
tion in China.

Dr. Wu will not beseech military 
support, he said, but will go before 
Secretary of State Kellogg and ask 
that the United States throw its 
diplomatic, strength to the side of 
China in the rapidly expanding dis­
pute with Japan over the occupa­
tion of Manchuria.

“ The Japanese government will 
stop at nothing to establish its hand 
in Manchuria,” Dr. Wu said. "I 
know that the Chinese Nationalists 
are just as determined that they 
shall not obtain even the slightest 
semblance of a protectorate foot­
hold and will fight to the end 
against it.

“ The Japanese are seekinf- to 
dissolve the Chinese Republic and 
replace the boy emperor on the 
throne. His counsellors always 
were friendly to Japan and the 
Mikado sees an opportunity to put 
China under Japanese domination 
that way. If the United States 
government does not protest, I 
fear there will be a serious convul­
sion in the east.”

New York, May 21.— Just 
one. year ’ago today Col. Char­
les A. Lindbergh stepped out of 
the cabin of the famous Spirit 
of St. Louis amid a shouting 
and cheering crowd at Le Bour- 
get Airdrome near P^ris.

Berlin, May 21.— The next gov­
ernment of Germany will be con­
trolled by the Socialists and their 
political allies as a result of Sun­
day’s general election when the 
Marx Cabinet was voted out of 
power.

The Marx Cabinet decided, how­
ever, to remain In ofldce until the 
newly elected Reichstag meets the 
second week in June.

Premier Braun, of Prussia, a 
Socialist, may be the next chancel­
lor of Germany.

Despite the fact he Is not a So­
cialist, Foreign Secretary Strese- 
mann probably will retain his pres­
ent post in the new government, 
owing to the support of his policies 
by the Socialists.

Manchester police today are 

searching for another hit-and-run 
motorist, the driver of an automo­
bile which struck and badly injur­
ed Delots Brasso, 19, of ?35 Vern,on 
street, shortly before midnight 
Saturday night at Manchester 
Green. The young man is in Memo­
rial Hospital where he was taken 
after being found unconscious be­
side the road by passing motorists. 
His condition is not regarded as se­
rious.

The police are greatly handicap­
ped by lack of clues. All that î  
known is that a car struck the 
young man as he was walking along 
the left side of the highway bound 
for home. The automobile was 
traveling in a westerly direction 
and probably fled down the old 
Green road or over Middle Turn­
pike after the accident, instead of 
taking the main road to the Center 
via East Center street. Police are 
inclined to believe that the hit-and- 
runner lives in Manchester.

No Witness
As far as can be learned, no one 

saw the accident. The first that 
was known of the matter was when 
young Brasso was found lying in 
the gutter.

Washington, May 21.— Facing a 
stiff fight against their plan to ad­
journ Congress next Saturday, ad­
ministration leaders ’ settled down 
today to break the dilatory tactics 
which have blocked final action on 
the tax reduction bill for the past 
two weeks.

He offered the amendment 
after the Senate rejected by a vote 
of 13 to 44, a proposal to increase 
the tariff on farm products.

Her two sisters, Blake , 16;  and 
Helen, 10, also perished in the 
flames. The three bodies were re­
covered.

One month ago today, Owen’s 
son, 'William Owens, 28, died sud­
denly from acute indigestion.

Chances Are 15 to 100 That 
It Will End in Divorce 
Court— 180,000 Divorces 
Against Million Marriages

TOO MANY BABIES, 
MOTHER COMPLAINS

Washington, May 21.— When a 
man or woman marries It’s a 15 to 
100 shot that it won’t last long.

And the odds, the Census Bureau 
revealed today, are getting higher 
that the marriage will go on the 
rocks of Infidelity, poverty, innate 
meanness or just natural incom­
patibility.

Final figures for 1926— the last 
available— showed that there were 
180,853 divorces against 1,202,574 
marriages. The divorce ratio was 
1.54 and marriage 10.27 per 1,000 
population.

“ Most marriages dissolved by 
divorce in any one year were, con­
tracted natnrally in earlier years,” 
the bureau said.

“ If the divorce rate continues 
to increase the ratio between di­
vorces and marriages of a given 
year will somewhat understate the 
probability of divorce for the mar­
riages of that year.”

Causes of Rivorce
The principal causes of divorce 

in 1926 were cruelty 69,005, de­
sertion 57,003, infidelity 16,710 
and drunkenness 2,774.

More than 90 per cent of the 
drunkenness divorces went to wom­
en. The percentages of separations 
for this cause has increased stead­
ily since 1922.

In the period from 1887 to 
1906, 3.9 per cent of the divorces 
were granted because of drunken­
ness, and in 1916 3.4 per cent.

Of the total divorces 126,563 
were granted to women and 52,287 
to men. A few were unclassified. 
The chief complaints against wives 
were that they were unfaithful, or 
were guilty of cruelty or desertion. 
Husbands were guilty of all these 
things and in addition they imbibed 
too freely or had a failure-to-pro- 
vide complex.

Husbands to Blame
“ It may be that husbands, more 

often than wives, give occasion for 
divorce, but the much larger pro­
portion of divorces granted to the 
wife, is, in general, due to the 
fact that for her there are more 
legal grounds for separation,” the 
bureau said;

“ When each party wants the di­
vorce it is probable that the wife, 
more often than, the husband, 
makes the application.”

The rescue crews are digging 
through each room in each of the 
butts between Nos. 15 to 25, in 
which the bodies are believed to be 
buried.

Any faint hope that any of the 
miners would be found alive in the 
mine was dispelled by the condition 
of the five bodies removed today. 
They were burned! almost beyond

While rescue teams from all 
parts of Western Pennsylvania 
worked frantically to reach the 
mfeiers in the forlorn hope that 
some of them may have been able 
to brattice themselves in from the 
working face of the mine and so 
escape the deadly gas, the grim 
veterans of the crews and federal 
and company officials alike saw no 
hope for the entombed men.

Despite the fact he is not a So­
cialist, Foreign Secretary Strese- 
mann probably will retain his pres­
ent post In the new government, 
owing to the support of his policies 
by the Socialists.

CHINESE ENVOY HERE.
New York, May 21.— The 

Leviathan flagship of the U. S. 
Lines and the largest vessel afloat, 
ran into a heavy fog as she ap­
proached New York today and was 
delayed an hour getting into port.

Among the Leviathan’s pas­
sengers was Dr. '̂ û Choo Chu, son 
of Dr. Wu Ting Peng, former 
Chinese minister to the United 
States.

Dr. Wu will not beseech military

“ The Japanese government will 
stop at nothing to establish its hand 
in Manchuria," Dr. Wu said. "I 
know that the Chinese Nationalists 
are just as determined that they 
shall not obtain even the slightest 
semblance of a protectorate foot­
hold and will fight to the end 
against it.

"The Japanese are seeklni' to 
dissolve the Chinese Republic and 
replace the boy emperor on the 
throne. His counsellors always 
were friendly to Japan and the 
Mikado sees an opportunity to put 
China under Japanese domination 
jthat way. If the United States 
government does not protest, 1 
fear there will be a serious convul- 
cion in the east.”

Chances Are 15 to 100 That 
It Will End in Divorce 
Court— 180,000 Divorces 
Against Million Marriages

TOO MANY BABIES, 
MOTHER COMPLAINS

Washington, May 21.— When 
man or woman marries lt*s a 15 to 
100 shot that it won’t last long.

And the odds, the Census Bureau 
revealed today, are getting higher 
that the marriage will go on the 
rocks of infidelity, poverty, innate 
meanness or just natural incom­
patibility.

Final figures for 1926— the last 
available— showed that there were 
180,853 divorces against 1,202,574 
marriages. The divorce ratio was 
1.54 and marriage 10.27 per 1,000 
population.

"Most marriages dissolved by 
divorce in any one year were, con­
tracted naturally in earlier years,” 
the bureau said.

“ If the divorce rate continues 
to increase the ratio between di­
vorces and marriages of a given 
year will somewhat understate the 
probability of divorce for the mar­
riages of that year.”

Causes of Divorce
The principal causes of divorce 

in 1926 were cruelty 69,005, de­
sertion 57.003, infidelity 16,710 
and drunkenness 2,774.

More than 90 per cent of the 
drunkenness divorces went to wom­
en. The percentages of separations 
for this cause has increased stead­
ily since 1922.

In the period from 1887 to 
1906, 3.9 per cent of the divorces 
were granted because of drunken­
ness, and in 1916 3.4 per cent.

Of the total divorces 126,563 
were granted to women and 52,287 
to men. A few were unclassified. 
The chief complaints against wives 
were that they were unfaithful, or 
were guilty of cruelty or desertion. 
Husbands were guilty of all these 
things and in addition they imbibed 
too freely or had a failure-to-pro- 
vide complex.

Husbands to Blame
"It may be that husbands, more 

often than wives, give occasion for 
divorce, but the much larger pro­
portion of divorces granted to the 
wife, is. In general, due to the 
fact that for her there are more 
legal grounds for separation,” the 
bureau said.'

"When each party wants the di­
vorce it is probable that the wife, 
more often than, the husband, 
makes the application.”

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FOGS OVER HARBOR 
CAUSE COLUSIONS

FIRST LADY VISITS

Ten Ships is Crash in New 
York and One is Stuck on 
Sandbar.

New York, May 21.— The dense 
fog which hung over New York 
harbor and the Atlantic seaboard
for 48 hours, causing five collisions 
among ten vessels and the ground­
ing of an eleventh, had cleared to­
day and conditions were agsdn al­
most normal. Insurance officials 
estimated that the cost of repair 
and damage to the ships would ap­
proximate 13,000,000.

No lives were lost, and no one 
was seriously injured although pas­
sengers on several of the vessels 
were much anconvenlenced. There 
were more than 1,000 passengers 
aboard the three vessels chiefly af­
fected— the Pennland, the Veendam 
and the Mohawk.

The most dramatic experiences 
befell the 85 passengers of the 
Clyde liner Mohawk. The ship was 
hit In the fog Saturday afternoon 

■ by the Jefferson of the Old Domin­
ion line and was driven on Nor­
mandie bar off Seabright, N. J. For 
a time the Mohawk was believed to 
be in a sinking condition and an 
SOS was sent out. The passengers 
were brought to New York by the 
Coast Guard cutler Seminole. Cap­
tain John W. Mackenzie • and his 
crew refused to leave the ship 
which is expected to be floated to- 

, day when the tide floods.
Other Accidents.

Other ships struck In the fog be­
sides the Mohawk, Jefferson, Penn­
land and Veendam, included the 
Anniston City, Porto Rico, Mlnne- 
waska. La  Marea,' the schooner 
James W. Hall and the tug Admiral 
Moran.

The Pennland of the Red Star 
line was struck amidships by the 
Isthmian line freighter Anniston 
City, the Pennland was withdrawn 
from trans-Atlantic service for 
seven to ten days and ordered to 
drydock for repairs after her 207 
passengers were returned to her 
pier here.

The 'Holland-Ameiican liner 
Veendam was also outbound when 
rammed by the Porto Rico which 
Was headed for southern climes. 
The Veendam was withdrawn from 
service for two weeks after pulling 
In at its pier at Hoboken, N. J., and 
dlsohai^lng Its 700 passengers.

The other crashes were less seri­
ous and vessels Involved proceeded 
on their way after repairs. Several 
were hardly more than grazed.

Washington.— Despite legisla­
tion in many countries to protect 
commercial property rights and 
good will, there is a rising necessi­
ty for safeguarding these economic 
elements against uneconomic .and 
unethical practices and unfair 
methods of competition In Interna­
tional Trade.

Attention to these facts has been 
called by William F. Notz, of the 
Commerce Department’s division of 
commercial law, who points out 
that it is a subject of growing im­
portance to American business 
men.

“ Extensive commercial invest­
ments are at stake throughout the 
world, which require Just as effec­
tive protection against these im­
pediments to foreign trade as Is 
vouchsafed to the merchant and 
manufacturer at hotpe under our 
state and federal laws,” Notz said.

Commerce Injured 
“ The interests, not merely of a 

few large individual trading con­
cerns, but of thousands of business 
men, producers as well as dlstrlb 
utors, are Involved— farmers, man­
ufacturers, and professional men, 
just as much as Importers and ex­
porters.”

Notz showed that the business of 
a manufacturer who markets his 
goods in foreign countries is in­
jured when his products are dis­
paraged by unscrupulous competi­
tors, or articles 6f foreign origin 
are passed off for his own, or 
through false and deceptive adver­
tising the reputation of his gbdds 
is imperiled. ' r

“ The reputable exporter finds 
that not only his own private busi­
ness but also the good will of his 
country suffers abroad through the 
practices of a concern which makes 
for foreign deliveries below sam­
ple,” Notz said.

“ The farmers who produce a su­
perior variety of grain are Injured 
by parties, who, while the grain is 
in transit, mix it with grain of In­
ferior grade. Similarly, in coun­
tries where priority of registration 
and not priority of use establishes 
the brand name of their apples or 
other products are appropriated 
and exploited by unauthorized per­
sons.

“ Although the crafty tactics of 
the unscrupulous trader are as old 
as trade itself, there appears to be 
no limit to the ingenuity and re­
sourcefulness of individuals who 
embarrass, exploit or injured the 
commercial good will or business of 
others engaged in the same or a 
similar line of business.”

Effect of Competition,
Notz pointed out that the keener 

competition becomes the more is 
this evil likely to spread.

Failure to apply for full patent 
protection In foreign countries was 
said to prove costly. The foreign 
producers have the habit of copy­
ing popular American articles' and 
then underselling In a market de­
veloped by manufacturers of this 
country. The lack of precaution on 
the part of the American firni to 
protect its own interests as well as 
those of its distributors has a de­
moralizing Infiuence.

Included among the countries 
which have enacted legislation 
dealing with unfair competition 
are United States, Germany, Den­
mark, Greece, Hungary, Czecho­
slovakia and Switzerland. A num­
ber of treaties are in force between 
the principal commercial countries 
dealing with this phase of com­
merce.

TESTFUGHTOF 
PATENT AIRSHIP 

HED JULY 4TH

nWANIS SPEAKER 
BOOSTS "NEAR EASr

Glendale, Cal.— Aeronauts have 
long dreamed of the day when a 
lighter than air or heavier than air 
craft could land on a house lop. On 
July 4 T. B. Slate of this city hopes 
to make the first fiight in former 
type of airship. Slate’s dirigi­
ble, "The City of Glendale,”  which 
he says represents a revolutionary 
departure from the orthodox meth­
ods of building such craft will 
leave Its hangar on Independence 
Day and fly to Tangent, Ore., his 
boyhood home, according to his 
present plan .̂

Tangent is seven miles south of 
Albany, on the Pacific highway.

Is All Metal
The new dirigible is of all-metal 

construction and is equipped with 
a 500 horsepower steam turbine de­
signed by Slate involving a princi­
ple which he says has not been used 
before. The metal bag is 212 feet 
long and has a diameter of 58 feqt. 
It has a gas capacity of 300,000 
cubic feet.

In. addition to 40 passengers, 
Slate I says the "City of Glendale” 
will have capacity for a crew of 
five. The propeller will force an 
air column along a cylinder built 
through the center of the bag.

The inventor says the dirigible is 
being equipped with a patented 
elevator device which will enable it 
to land and take off without the 
aid of a mooring mast and claims 
he will be able to land passengers 
or freight on a hotel roof. In a city 
street, or on the deck of a ship at 
sea.

Has Steam Heat
The passenger compartment will 

be equipped with steam heat, radio 
service and dining room facilities. 
The Inventor expects his ship to 
be storm and lightning proof. The 
cost of operation will be so low 
that Slate expects his rates to be 
no higher than railway fares.

Misfortune has dogged his ef­
forts to build a dirigible. Twice 
wind storms have destroyed his 
models. During the war Slate was 
chief of a government experiment 
aeronautic station at Washington, 
D. C.

He believes the Ameri­
can Infiuence Is becoming greater 
as the years go by, because of 
Yankee Ingenuity In the production 
of machinery that Is exported to all 
these countries. Getting down to 
the subject of his talk, that of Near 
Bast Relief, he said they were look­
ing for 5253,000 from Connecticut. 
Of this sum Manchester is expected 
to contribute $4000. Since the al­
lotment had been made Manchester 
has already given about $1000 so 
there Is but $3000 to subscribe. 
This, Mr. Yarrow said, would mean 
the last drive for the Near East as 
a year from now it is proposed to 
disband the organization.

Judge Fisk before giving his de­
cision said tiiat a man who would 
do such a thing should be severely 
punished. However, he felt that a 
hit and run driver would not park 
his car in the center of the city, a 
few hundred feet from the police 
station. He stated that It was one 
of the hardest cases he had had to 
decide on for a long time and that 
in view of there being a reasonable 
doubt in his mind it was his duty 
to acquit the man. Sawin was then 
acquitted. He was represented by 
Attorney William S. Hyde of South 
Manchester and the Stat,e by Prose­
cutor Dennis J. McCarthy.

Each of these statements was 
the result of conviction and pro­
found thought. The fact that they 
were opposed should be proof 
enough that the problem of school 
expenditures is not one to be left 
entirely to any one mind or set of 
minds, because where candid and 
able intellects find themselves in 
controversy on any public question 
there is need for the application of 
many and varied intelligences to 
that problem.

The Herald has been waiting ex­
pectantly for many expressions of 
opinion from the people of Man­
chester on this problem, so splen­
didly opened by the statements re­
ferred to but so far yet from being 
eettled. It has waited in some 
amazement for expressions that 
have not come.

Do all the fathers and mothers, 
all the taxpayers, intend to pass 
the buck in this business to one or 
two or half a dozen individuals?

Now the kick is beipg made, and

Utterly regardless of political af­
filiations, a great many people will 
favor this measure, whether they 
have ever ridden on a New York 
subway In their lives or ever ex­
pect to, or not. It Is not necessary 
to have the slightest interest.in the 
merits of the subway fight to be 
utterly convinced that the Intru­
sion of federal courts into the busi­
ness of the states h'aa gone not 
only quite far enough but a bit too 
far.

Unless a stop is put to It, the 
states might as well go out of busi­
ness as gpvernlng organisms. And 
we doubt very much whether there 
Is any large group of Americans 
who want to see any further cen­
tralization of power In Washing­
ton.

A YEAR AGO
One year ago tonight France, 

weary with post-war political bick­
erings, economic stress, financial 
deflation, debt problems and class 
struggles, was suddenly thrilled 
and brought back to vivid life 
again by a ghostly flash through 
the black night. It came to rest like 
a great gray dove— a dove of peace 
— on the far side of Le Bourget 
Aerodrome.

“ Lindbergh!”
The cry was uttered from thou­

sands of throats. Cheering men 
slapped each other on the back, 
excited women wept, a formidable 
wave of humanity surged through 
an Iron-picket fence and swept 
down police and military lines.

Something new had suddenly 
come into the lives of men. The 
first non-stop airplane flight from 
New York to Paris had been 
achieved, but with it came romance 
which revealhd a splendid vista 
breasting down boundaries for the 
glory of mankind.

Paris was electrified. The flight 
was the one topic of conversation 
along the boulevards and In cafes. 
International feeling had not been 
too good because of the money 
crisis and debt disputes, but all the 
little pin pricks of politics were 
forgotten in the wonder and joy of 
what had happened. Frenchmen 
shook the bands of Americans, 
friends and strangers alike, and 
glasses were clicked In circles high 
and low to this man Lindbergh and 
to Franco-Amerlcan friendship. 
Goodwill parties continued through­
out the night, and everybody was 
strangely happy.

The hero of the exploit was still 
a nebulous figure to most every­
body In Paris a year ago toiTight. 
He had been secreted away, for his 
own good, and only a very few had 
the privilege of seeing him. The 
main thought was that he was here. 
Then the next day, when he came 
to the balcony of the American Em­
bassy and on succeeding days when 
the crowds were able to observe 
him and to learn that he was Just 
as fine as the job he bad done, the 
epic was complete.

The passing of a year has not 
spoiled that spirit which Lindbergh 
Inspired. He Is Just as much loved 
by the French today as he was 
then. In the eyes of the French his 
achievement has lost none of its 
glory. They are naming streets aft­
er him, giving children his name, 
erecting monuments In his memory 
and no opportunity lost to honor 
him. /

And Franco-Amerlcan friendship 
remains very much more real be­
cause LIndbdrgh landed In Paris 
one year ago tonight.

New York as have taken any Inter­
est in the subway fare fight In the 
metropolis have wondered how a 
federal court came to be fixing the 
price of a subway ride.

In two outbreaks of vio­
lence In Berlin Immediately preced­
ing yesterday’s Reichstag elections. 
It was members of the Relchsban- 
ner, or organization for the de­
fense of the republic, who were set 
upon and slain by Fascistl bullle.T 
on the one hand and by Communist 
gunmen on the other.

If there were any logic to eithor 
Fascism or Communism It would 
be entirely natural to expect that 
If there were to be killings over 
political beliefs. Reds would shoot 
Fascist! and Fascistl would shoot 
Reds. But no. it is the in-between- 
er, the middle-of-the-road chap, 
who gets the wallops and the bul­
lets.

Perhaps the reason Is that the 
extremist Is always more deeply 
stirred to wrath by the sight of 
calmness and self-control on the 
part of others than by the most 
virulent abuse and challenge from 
the extremist on the other end of 
the-see-saw.

Washington.— Senator J, Boom- 

boom McWhorter’s triumphal ap­
pearance before the Senate cam­
paign funds Investigating commit­
tee proved to be one of the most 
significant developments of the po­
litical season.

INDIANS NAMED TUPELO

Glossy foliage which turns  a fiery 
red in the fall Is the chief beauty 
of the tupelo.

“ Tupelo” is the name given the 
tree by the Indians. In the lum­
ber trade the term Includes the 
wood of the tupelo gum. black gum, 
water gum and sour tupelo. All 
of these gums, of which the tupelo 
and black gum are  the most abun­
dant and most important commer­
cially, are water-loving trees and 
grow principally in the tide-water 
swamps. Louisiana is the leading 
tupelo state.

Within the last 10 years tupelo 
gradually has come to be marketed 
under its own name, though often 
it gets other names, such as “ bay 
poplar.”

The wood has a fine, uniform 
texture, does not splinter easily 
and Is easy to work. Tupelo Is 
used principally for boxes whicli 
range from cigar boxes to large 
packing cases. In boxes for the 
higher class cigars a veneer of 
Spanish cedar is used over a tu ­
pelo core.

The second largest use for tu ­
pelo is for planing mill products, 
especially flooring and inside finish. 
For factory floors and platforms 
subject to heavy wear tupelo has 
proved very satisfactory. It is 
also used for wooden-ware, furni­
ture, sewing machines and laundry 
appliances.

“ The Lynx” was one of the most 
feared gunmen in the underworld 
According to the police he lived 
royally on money he received as 
tribute from thieves and bootleg 
gers. They are working on the 
theory that hijackerh and others of 
his alleged victims, tired of paying 
tribute, hired a gang to do away 
with him. _

Cleveland. —  A new bombing 
plane which needs no runway to 
take the air has been developed by 
an airplane 'manufacturing com­
pany here in fanfillins a navy con­
tract for 102 new bombing and tor­
pedo planes it was revealed recent­
ly. The plane, it is said, is capable 
of taking the air from a standing 
start in less than ten seconds.

The new bombing plane was 
tested here a few weeks ago and 
took off, according to Paul F. Col­
lins, the pilot, in eight seconds 
loaded with a ton of sand bags.

Paris.— "My father was the first 
to fly across the English Channel, 

had hope to be the first to fly 
across the Atlantic, and who knows} 
my son— he isn’ t born yet— might'^^^7 
be the first to fly across the Pa­
cific,” said the twenty-three year 
old Louis Bleriot, son of the fam­
ous French pioneer, in an exclusive 
interview with International News 
Service.

Louis Bleriot, Jr., was telling his 
plans for crossing the Atlantic in 
company with Luclen Bossoutrot 
and the reasons for certain modifi­
cations they intend to make in their 
attempt.

No Non-Stop Attempt
"We now have no Intention of 

making a non-stop flight between 
Paris and New York,” said the 
young man. "After all ’commercial 
aviation’ is the thing. Our purpose 
is to establish ’ the first crossing 
of a regular transatlantic service.

With this idea in mind and with 
a stop at the Azores contemplated, 
important changes in the plane to 
be used have been made. The flying 
radius will be cut from 8,000 miles 
to less than 4,000 miles.

"Our plane will be a Bleriot 
monoplane,” explained M. Bleriot, 
"with four Hispano motors of 250 
H. P. each. These motors are abso­
lutely new and are being made es­
pecially for us by the Hispano Com­
pany. We hope they will turn up 
to 300 H. P. each, this will give us 
a total motive power of 12,000 H.
P.

His first thought was to place 
gasoline tanks in the pontoons of 
the plane, as the machine is to be a 
hydroplane, l^t since the trials are 
to be made from the ground with 
wheels, this idea was dropped.

To Take Radio
"Each motor should use about 

eighteen gallons of gasoline an 
hour and produce a speed of 125 
miles,” says M. Bleriot. "The loaded 
plane will weight about nine tons.
We are going to install radio re­
ceiving and sending apparatus."

Where the start of the flight will 
commence has not yet been decided 
nor the date.

"The Siene does not give us a 
sufficient straight line In order to 
get away so we may have to start 
quite a distance from Paris. As to 
the date; my father crossed the 
English Channel on July 26, 1909,
I would like to take  ̂ off on that 
date, which would be the nineteenth 
anniversary of that great event. It 
might bring me good luck.”

Cleveland.— The principal func­
tion of newspapers is to publis'n 
the news as it is and comment on 
it; also to call attention to the seri­
ousness of crime, corrupt politics, 
etc., if any. in the communities 
where the paper is printed, in order 
to bring them to the attention of 
good citizens.

This was the gist of an address 
by David H. Pierce, a prominent 
local editorial writer bn “ Newspa­
pers and Crime,”  l^efore members 
of the Real Estate board here.

“ It is amusing to hear 9#wspa- 
pers accused of magnifying crime.” 
Pierce declared. “ I was particular­
ly struck to read a statement by 
Silas Brent of New York, who de­
clares that 60 per cent of the pris­
oners of a New York state reforma­
tory, in answer to a questionnaire, 
attribute their downfall to criminal 
life as presented in newspapers.

“ As the result of a study of that 
same institution I found the ques­
tionnaires were not taken serious­
ly by the authorities of the prison. 
The psychologist of that very in­
stitution told me that their records 
show that the majority of criminals 
began as juvenile delinquents. 
They started on the downward path 
before they were able to go through 
a column of news. Ignorance, il­
literacy, broken homes, mental de­
linquency and insanity are some of 
the causes which are given serious 
consideration. The newspapers, 
giving approximately 5 to 6 per 
cent of their columns to crime 
news, have been calling attention 
to the seriousness of the crime 
problem.

‘*As for the influence of the 
American daily upon young people 
Mr. Brent forgets that juvenile de­
linquency in this country has 
steadily decreased in the years that 
the press has increased in power 
and influence.

“ The charge that newspapers aid 
criminals has the same basis as the 
childhood superstition that horse­
hair in water turn to snakes.”

TYPHOID FEVER DEATHS
DECREASE IN 81 CITIES 

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN

Medical Association has just made 
available its annual report on 
deaths from typhoid fever in the 
large cities of the United States.

The death rates from typhoid 
fever are an index to the sanitation 
of the community, particularly as 
relating to food supply, water sup­
ply, and the disposal of sewage.

Eighty-one cities in the United 
States of more than 100,000 popu­
lation are concerned in the annual 
summary. The New England cities 
are particularly free from typhoid 
fever, New Haven and Springfield, 
in 1927, being without a single ty­
phoid death.

Britain’s Record 
In Great Britain out of 48 large 

cities, 15 did not have a single ty­
phoid fever death in 1924, showing 
that there is still room for improve­
ment In American conditions. Nev­
ertheless the total typhoid fever 
rate for T’4 of the large cities of 
the United States during 1927 was 
under two per 100,000 of popula­
tion-. This is the lowest rate ever 
reached in the history of our coun­
try.

The rate shows a steady decline 
since, 1910 from 20.58 per 100,000 
population to 1.96 in 1927. If the 
1910 typhoid death date still pre­
vailed in the United States, there 
would have been 66,292 more 
deaths from typhoid last year than 
actually occurred.
