Virginia—Is the first point of de-
fense against all hostile operations
in times of national emergency.

Four 18-inch mortars of the fixed
battery at Fort Sterey were sup-
plemented in the defensive fire to-
day by four 12-inch howitzers and
four S-inch guns from the mobile
artillery unit at Fort Eustice.

The strategy of the operations as-
sumes that a hostile navy has dam-
aged the Panama Canal, bottling the
United States battle fleet in the
Pacific for six weeks.

Chesapeake Bay anc. all its coast
line as well as the vital Atlantic
coast near Norfolk, must be defend-
ed by the Army, assisted by naval
aircraft.

Aireraft from Langley Field scout
the harbor for enemy craft.

ALL GERMANY AROUSED
OVER GAS POISONING

If Wind Had Veered Thou-
sands Would Have Been Kill-
ed in City.

Berlin, May 23.—All Germany
has been shaken by the comment
following the poison gas explosion
in Hamburg which killed seven Qg-
song outright and put 250 oth@rs
in the hospital, Many of the as-
phyxiated victims are in such seri-
ous condition that it is believed
they cannot recogver.

An official investigation Iis al-

' ready under way at Hamburg. Of-

ficials of the Reichswehr have been
summoned - to testify whether the
German army high command knew
anything about the existence of the
poison gas.

Experts testified that, had the
wind been blowing towards Ham-
burg Instead of away from it
thousands might have been killed
as the phosgene would have been
carried into the heart of the city.

The unseen death menace hung
over the suburbs until dispelled by
a rainstorm.

Hugo Stolzenberg, owner of the
chemical plant where the gas was
stored, insiated that the deadly fluid
was for dyes, most of which would
be exported to the United States
and Cgzechoslovakia. It had been
reported that the gas was to be
shipped in its native state for use
by the United States Army, but

MOVED TO MAY 29

Senate Filibuster Delays Ac-
tion on Boulder Dam and
Muscle Sheals.

Hoover, the other uniostruected.
The forty Democratic delegates
from Texas are listed in the doubt-
ful column.

This leaves but two states, Flori-
da and West Virginia, yet to choose
their Republican delegations. Flori-
da is Deset with Republican fac-
tional strife, and West Virginia
holds her primary on May 29, Slow-
er to act, the Demoecrats of six
states, Florida, Kentucky. Missis-
sippi, North Carolina, Virginia and
West Virkinia, are still to volect
taeir del=vations, With the axcep-
tion of West Virginia, this Demo-
cratic teritory is largely unfavor-
ahle to ttov. Al. Smith

West Va. Important

Results in the states that are yet
to act will not materially affect the
existing line-up in either the Re-
publican or Democratic raves. The
West Virginia primary on May 29
will . be imporiant more from the
moral effect than from the mathe-
matical. Smith or Reed will get the
16 Democratic delegates, and elther
Hoover or Senator Goff, the favorite
son, the 19 Republican delegates.
In any event, the resuit is not ex-
pected to make or break any can-
didacy.

Gov. Al Smith's delegate total as
of today is figured in the most re-
liable tables in Washington as ap-
proximately 612, or 122 short of
the necessary two-thirds.

As A Federal Judge
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i Brother Started Career

Cleveland, O., May 23.—Women
of this modern day have so per-

meated all the professions and busi-
nesses that its becoming increasing-
ly difficult for any woman nowadays
o be the "First Woman"” in any
particular line.

Miss Genevieve R Cline of Cleve-
land became the "First Woman
Customs Appraiser' when President
Harding appointed her to the Cleve-
land port in 192

She will soon hecmue the
Woman U. 8. Customs Court
Judge,’ and automatically the
first and only federal woman
judge in the whole country.

This is a $10,000-a-year-for-life
job. It is one of the highest
wriced Jjobs ever offered to a
wvoman.

Her llonor Judge Genevieve
Cline would become by this ap-
pointment just about the most im-
portant woman in the country's
public official life,

Aud if the nomination is con-
firmed, Judge Cline, according to
her associates, will owe it to
‘nothing but hard work and a
sense of fair play that any woman
in public life must give today.”

It all began some 256 years ago,
| however, when Genevieve Cline,
just beginning to grow up and
wondering about a career, was
taken night after night by her
Ibrother. an attorney, to tent mass-
meetings where the tariff question
was being debated, '

*“Tariff,”" her brother told his
{ schoolgirl sister, "is just about the
most important question of the
day and will become increasingly
so. Everyone should find out all
| there is to know about it."

| The tent tariff fights proved so
interesting that Genevieve Cline
decided to be an attorney, special-
izing in tariff law.

“l owed my ‘career' determina-
tion to a mother far ahead of her
time," Miss Cline says, ‘“ a mother
who always said that her daughter
should be trained for some specific
profession, just as much as her
sons."

Miss Cline has never in her pub-
lle life worked as “‘a woman." She
has never as customs appraiser
felt any more interest or skill in
handling lustrous sllks, brocades,
beautiful bits of pottery and glass,
imported cakes and other dellca-
cies than in examlnug massive ma-

, Detects Smuggled Goods
But her men assoclates, the boys
who unpack and repack the dra-
matic wvarlety of merchandise
which comes into Cleveland from
the four corners of the earth, and
the examiners themselves, insist
that their superior has "a woman’'s
instinct,” especially when it comes

to sniffing out smuggled goods.

Not so long ago a carefully-
packed box came in from Hun-
gary. It was found to contain just
a long loaf of rye bread. As she
stopped to appraise this box, the
first woman customs appraiser hes-
itated, then called {for a knife,
hacked off a crusty end-—and drew
forth a bottle of a beverage not le-
gally sold in America.

\ At REastertime & big chocolate
egg came in from Paris. Again
‘“woman's instinet” triumphed and
the lady customs appraiser opened
the egg and took out a nice big
diamond.

But snifing out smugglers is
only a side line to a customs ap-
praiser,

It means that the appraiser must
know the standard average market
price at time of purchase of every-
thing imaginable. One malil's im-
ports may include an antigue Chi-
nese shawl embroidered with the
literal lives of hundreds of Chi-
nese women, surgical instruments
from Vienna, pigeon timers from
England, gloves and pottery from
Paris, pottery from Copenhagen,
cookies from Japan, shoes from
Germany, raincoats from Scotland,
artificial flowers from Italy, any-
thing imaginable.

Not Guesswork Job

“Appraising,” Miss Cline ex-
plains, *is not guess work. It is
black and white flgures, received
on the market price of every imag-
inable article sold in every imag-
inable place every day of the year.

“The human {interest stories
which one mail tells make the job
constantly fascinating,” added Miss
Cline, hesitating before a battered
i little pasteboard box with some
red knitted wristlets and a little
scrowled paper which, translated,
read, "All the love in the world on
your birthday from youwr mother,
who prays God she may come to
you soon."

As Judge Cline of a Federal
Customs Court, Miss Cline’'s work
will be quite different. She will
sit on protest cases brought by
purchasers claiming that their
zoods have been misclassified or
appeal cases involving value placed
upon merchandise,

For instance, as Miss Cline ex-
plained, dental miirors might be
classed as mirrors rather than den-
tal instruments, but the court has
ruled that they are dutiable as den-
tal implements. The judge rules
on the c¢lass, and there is no re-
dress except aepeal to the U. S.
Customs Court of Appeals.

“The bill,” he sald, “contains not
cnly the go-called equalization fee
and other features of the old meas-
ure prejudiclal, in my opinlon, to
sound public policy and to agricul-
ture, but also new and highly ob-
jectionable provisions.

“In its entirety, it is little less
undesirable than the earlier meas-
ure. The bill still is unconstitu-
tional. This position is supported
by the opinion of the attorney gen-

cral."”
The First Veto

The veto message which Presi-
dent Coolidge sent to Congress a
year ago on the first McNary-Hau-
gen Bill denounced the measure in
the strongest terms Mr. Coolidge
ever used in a public paper, and the
message today repeated most of
those arguments and added new
ones.

“Cruelly deceptive to the farm-
er,” “fantastic,”” ‘“‘unworkable,”
“price-fixing fallacy,” ‘‘encourage-
ment to profiteering,” ‘‘wasteful
distribution,” “governmental spy-
ing and policing,'—these were but
a few of the stinging descriptions
applied to the measure by Mr. Coo-
lidge in the course of his long meas-
ure, despite the endorsement of the
bill by such economic authorities
as Vice President Dawes, Frunk O.
Lowden, and others who were in-
strumental {n pushing it through

Generally, the president said, he
Congress,
had six specific objections to the
measure.

‘“A detailed analysis of all the ob-
jections,” his message stated,
“would involve a document of truly
formidable proportions. However,
its major weaknesses and perils may
be summarized under six headings:

“1. Its attempted price-fixing
fallacy.

2., The tax characteristics of
the equalization fee,

**3. The widespread bureaucracy
it would set up.

‘4, Its encouragement to profit-
eering and wasteful distribution by
middlemen.

“5., Its stimulation of over-pro-
duction.

“6., Its aid to our foreign agri-
cultural competitors.”

““These topics,” he continued,
“by no means exhaust the list of
falacious and dangerous aspects of
the bill, but they afford ample
ground for its emphatic rejection.”

Hear New Plea of Man
Sent Up as Habitual Crim-

Jackson, Mich.,, May 23.— On
June 2 the black-robed justices of

the supreme court of Michigan will
consider the case of Fred Palm,
who is serving a life sentence in the
penitentiary here because police
found a pint of gin in his home,

On that date Palm's case will
come up for final review. Present
to plead for him will be Clurence
Darrow, famous criminal lawyer;
Louis Cuvillier, New York assem-
blyman, and other attorneys.

As the time for the hearing ap-
proaches, Palm's friends have been
busy marshaling facts to support
their plea for his release. They
outline their case something like
this:

Has Criminal Record

Palm drew a life sentence under
Michigan's habitual criminal law,
which makes a life term manda-
tory on the fourth conviction of a
felony. In 1914 he served a term
in prison for breaking and enter-
ing; in 1920 he was sentenced (o
the federal prison at Leavenworth
for passing counterfeit money; and
in 1925 he was sentenced to

for violating the liquor law.
subsequent finding of the gin in his
home made the list of four offienses
complete.

Yet, on the record books “of the
gsfate prison, there are names of
men, sent to prison since Palm was
sentenced, who had been conviect-
ed of four felonies but did not re-
celve life. The judge that sentenced
Palm sald that he had no option
but to impose a life term; yet these
others, some of them in for burg-
lary, others for larceny, were let oll
with sentences ranging from 15
months to seven years,

In addition, Palm insistz that he
pleaded guilty to the
possessing liquor without
warned that it would make him li-
able to a life term. He also asserts
that the police who searched his
house did so without a search war-
rant.

His attorneyas have prepared an
attack on the constitutionality

ready to assert that the law classing
prohibition offenses as felonies is
null and vold.
That is the outline of the fight
Palm's attorney's will make. His
friends are particularly stressing
the cases of other fourth offenders
who did not get life sentences.
Others Escape Penalty
The records at the prison, for in-
stance, tell of one man who is sery-
ing a term of 18 months to five
years for grand larceny. He had
previously served 30 days in a
house of correction, five years in
the Minnesota prison, and two terms
in the federal prison at Leaven-
worth, where he was sent for ped-
dling drugs.
Another man is serving a term of
seven and one-half to 15 years for
burglary. He served one three-
year term in the Nebraska prison
and two flve-year terms in the Mis-
souri prison, all for burglary.

LET VENDOR BEWARE

When federal investigation into
particularly vicious bankruptey
frauds in this state ends in a sus-
pended jail sentence for a prinecipal
offender, the general impression is
likely to be that nothing much has
happened, and there may be a ten-
dency to smile at the court’s rea-
son for deferring the execution of
sentence—that the family of the
fraudulent bankrupt needs his sup-
port; because this is a considera-
tlon that sometimes cuts little fig-
ure in the case of far less deliber-
ate and injurious offenders.

Probably no group of persons in
America would be quicker to rec-
ognize the error of bringing the
duty of education under central-
ized control, once it had been =ac-
complished and the fruits of the
blunder had begun to develop,
than the women of the League.
Nor is it likely that any group
would go further, or be willing to
make greater sacrifices, in combat-
ting the subtle poison generated
by such a system as this they are
now advocating, once the evils of
it had a chance to demonstraie
themselves,

If there is one thing that far-
seeing Americans
rence above all other politieal
propositions so far advanced, it is
the thought of a beaucratic federal
control of the formal education of
the young people of this land. In
our state and town management of
the public schools it is possible, by
close watchfulness, to keep the
schools and the schools' teachings
out of politics. But once let them
fall under the influence of in-
trenched politica] power, and there
is absolutely no telling to what
lengths administrations might not
go in bedeviling the minds of the
young through curricula of propa-
ganda.

We feel entirely sure that the
League of Women Voters has sur-
veyed this problem from only one
angle, and that the most obvious
one. We feel just as sure that the
League will never carry its cham-
pionship of the proposal very far.
because it will wake up much too
soon for that.

GREATNESS

Utterly tragic was the death in
Accra, West Africa, of the Japanese
scientist Dr. Hideyo Noguchi,
whose life had been devoted to the
problem of isolating the germs of
the various widely varying types
of yellow fever. Yéllow fever kill-
ed him—the virulent African kind
which he was studying in its lair.
It was he who succeeded in isolat-
ing the germ of the South Ameri-
can variety of the yellow plague.

Little, frail, he risked his life
over and over again for the sake
of humanity—and it was not given
him to be fortunate enough to get
away with it longer. But he achiev-
ed greatly before he was stopped.

It is quite conceivable that the
time will come when it will be
such men as he who will be ae-
claimed by the world, who will
make the history of civilization
and be recognized as its makers,
rather than the soldiers and the
political masters.

WHERE THEY GROW

When a boy in messenger uni-
form loitered into the office ot
Frazier, Jelke & Co., Wall street
brokers, and casually asked if
there were any stocks to be deliv-
ered, the cashier, Leonard Hermus.
handed him securities valued at
$26,342. Afterward the firm had
the gall to ®msk the police to find
the boy and get the stocks back.
At tRis writing boy and stocks
are still missing,

There are many wonderful things
about the great city of New York.
But perhaps the most wonderful
thing of all is the lamb-like unsus-
piciousness of those of its citizens
who handle the scads in Wall
street. The boy ought really to be
ashamed of himself for plking in
such small change.

HIS SERVICE

Alan Dale, dean of New York's
dramatic critics through point of
service, was probably the most
notable example in American jour-
nalism of, ability to hold a job con-
tinuously, for a great many years,
through an ability to say disagree-
able things in a clever way. Mr.
Dale, who died suddenly in Eng-
land on Monday, was celebrated in
the theatrical and newspaper world
for sheer inability to see more than
a smattering of good in any play

or’'any player, and for the trench-

hold in abhor-

ant and caustic manner of his “pan-
ning.”

Yet very few people, compara-
tively, have ever read any of the
half dozen or more books that hé
wrote, while his ome play expired
after a short run, His gift was that
of the sophisticated fault finder,

He probably did his greates!
service to the stage and to the art
of dramatic criticism by providing
other and younger critics with a
shining example. There is far less
of wholesale, illy considered con-
demnation of either plays or per-
formances, in the metropolitan
press nowadays, than there was be-
fore Alan Dale unconsclously pro-
vided students of criticlsm with
such concrete specimens of the
thing to avoid—the ‘“roast.”

New York, May 23.—Many of the
huge skyscrapers of New York are
veritable cities within themselves.
The Equitable building, for in-
stance, has a population of 12,000
workers. The Woolworth and Grey-
bar buildings house 10,000,

If the Equitable could be flat-
tened over a city area it would cov-
er 43 blocks—a busfness section
that any thriving city would like
to add. To operate such buildings
requires an administrative policy
similar to that of an incorporated
city. The superintendent is the
theoretical mayer, and has under
him an organized body of workers,
Such buildings boast their own po-
lice department and a fire organi-
zation, assisted by ‘‘volunteers.”
The operation of the scores of ele-
vators constitutes the traffic prob-
lem for the expresses and the loeals
must leave on the dot and the
whole mechanism of such a strue-
ture must click if confusion is to
be avoided.

A couple of years ago someone
started a newspaper for a couple of
the skyscraper populations, figur-
ing that a potential drawing power
of 20,000, or thereabouts, was at
his command. Of course he failed.
For he overlooked the fact that,
when all is said and done, these
buildings lack community interest.
In a city of 20,000 pretty nearly
everyone is likely to know pretty
nearly everyone else, whereas in a
building of 12,000 persons two sten-
ographers are likely to sit desk-to-
desk for years with only a polite
nod in the morning and a cool
*'good night" at quitting time. Each
office—and there are 2400 in these
steel giants—is a tiny hamlet with-
1in _itself, without the slightest in-
terest in each other. Under such
circumstances a newspaper could
not survive.

For those who are impressed by
statistics, some idea of the magni-
tude of these great citadels ean be
gained from the following figures:
In a single sky giant more than
100,000 persons enfer and leave
within an eight-hour day. The com-
bined elevators travel more than
907 miles a day. Something like
400,000 gallons of water are con-
sumed daily and 4800 telephones
keep the switchboards active. Most-
men distribute nearly 150,000
pieces of mail from the various
chutes, and the lighting system
could supply a good-sized town.

The story goes around that a
well-known young man by the name
of Lindbergh and another young
man by the name of Tunney finally
met at the home of a friend.

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INDUSTRY'S CAMPAIGN
CUTS DOWN ACCIDENTS.

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN.

Editor Journal of the American
Medical Association and of Hygeia,
the Health Magazine.

The great campaign against ac-
cidents occurring in industry 1is
beginning to rield successful re-
sults. The report of the experi-
ence of members of the National
Safety Council for 1827 revealed
a lowering of the accident f{re-
quency rate from 31.81 to 25.965.

The davs lost because of injury
equals 71, whereas the previous
number was T73. One hundred
thirty-three out of 2,089 establish-
ments completed the year of 1927
without a single injury causing a
loss of time among the workmen.
Great gains were made In every
type of industry.

Million and a Half Men.

In the 2,089 ‘establishments
which reported, 1,565,747 em-
ployes wWere oon.cernod Out of
this tremendous number there
were only 622 deaths due to accl-
dents in 1927, but the total num-
ber of accidents causing lost time
was 97,128.

of 1.61 for 1927 was 8 per cent. be-
low 1.74, the rate for 1926, and
that rate was 14 per cent. below
1,97, which was the rate for 1925.

The prevention of accidents in
industry has resulted from two
main factors: 1—Provision of
adequate devices to guard ma-
chines with which accidents were
frequent; 2—Education of man
in ecarefulness and the stimula-
tlon of accident prevention 2s a
goal with adequate rewards.

Disability.

Approximately two million peo-
ple are disabled in i{ndustry at all
limes on account of sickness. The
average worker in this country 1s
disabled on account of digsease
elght days of each year. Out of
10,000 cases of f{llness lasting
more than six days, the duration
of 2,000 cases was 265 to 77 days;
526 cases lasted from 4 to 6
months, and 348 cases lasted more
than six months,

From 1870 to 1910 there were
300,000 fatal accident among
men employed in industry in the
United States, 9,000,000 disabili-
ties from accidents lasting four
weeks or longer and . 30,000,000
disabilities lasting less than four
weeks, The economic cost of this
tremendous amount of prevent-

able disease represents a constant
drain on the community,
