DETAILS OF COLLISION
Vineyard Haven, Mass., June 1— 

Misunderstanding of signals by the 
pilots of the freight steamship Ker­
shaw and the passenger liner Pres­
ident Garfield caused the sea crash 

• off the Island of Martha’s Vineyard 
early today, resulting in the sinking 
of the freighter and the loss of 
from six to nine of the men. This 
explanation was brought shoreward 
by those who put out to the scene 
of the collision, off East Qhop, some 
five miles north of this port.

Both sUps were well lighted and 
the morning was clear and, it was 
stated, both vessels exchanged sig­
nals prior to the smash.

The man guiding the President 
Garfield probably prevented a larg­
er loss of life by a masterly stroke 
of seamanship. As the keen edge of 
the bow of the passenger liner cut 
into the port side forward of the 
Kershaw the man at the wheel of 
the Garfield held her there for a 
few minutes to give those aboard 
the crushed freighter time to es­
cape. When he backed away the 
Kershaw was ready to roll on her 
side. This she did and disappeared 
in-eighty feet of water within the 
short space of 12 minutes.

Help Arrives
Shreiks of the whistles of the 

two steamships, the noise of the 
crash, the singing steam as the wa­
ter reached the boilers of the Ker­
shaw awoke residents of Martha’s 
Vineyard Island. From Oak Bluff 
came the news that some of those 
on shore saw by the light of the 
moon members of the crew of the 
Kershaw leaping into the sea or 

"onto the decks of the Garfield.
A few minutes later the Garfield 

. had backed away from the hole 
that had been punctured in the 
Kershaw and searchlights and 
flares were trained on the water

RADIO FAILS EYERS 
150 MILES FROM GOAL
(Continued from Page 1.)

received by the San Francisco Ex­
aminer station:

“ Received radio bearing from 
steampship Molokai at 12:50 a. m.. 
Pacific coast time. . Gives us fixed 
on Latitude 29 degrees 35 minutes 
north: Longtitude 144 degrees, 45 
minutes west.”

This meant that the Southern 
Cross was at that hour 1,521 land 
miles from San Francisco.

Aboard the plane are Captain C. 
E. Kingsford-Smlth and C- T. P. 
Ulm, Australian co-pilots; Harry W. 
Lyon, navigator, and James W. 
Warner, Radio man. The latter 
two are Americans. Captain Kings- 
ford-Smith was at the controls when 
the plane took off.

Navigators followed the course 
of the craft from the regular radio 
messages, and described it “ like an 
arrow from the string of a master 
bowman.” At the 100-mile stage 
— at the 200-500-1000—  through­
out yesterday and last night the 
“ Southern Cross” flew a true 
course, boomed across the limitless 
sky as straight as the trans-Pacific 
cable on the floor of the sea below.

The constant radio communica­
tion maintained by the craft, amaz­
ed the world. It was heralded as 
the best demonstration of its kind 
in aviation history, and while ex­
perts marveled at this, they com­
mented on the splendid navigating 
ability shown by the fliers.

Prom the 500-mile point, light- 
cross winds thrust at the craft and 
tended to blow it south of its course, 
radio messages revealed.

At about this spot it passed over 
the San Francisco-bound liner, 
Manoa, and entered a more advan­
tageous area. The plane received 
bearings from the Manoa.

Here the breezes veered and 
more nearly approached a speed in­
creasing tail wind. What tendency 
there was toward a drift was north­
ward.

Only once did they experience 
the thrill that comes to those who 
defy death and glimpse defeat. 
Kin,gsford-Smith told about it in an 
exclusive message to the San-Fran- 
cisco Examiner and International 
News Service.

It came shortly before eight 
o’clock last night. Nine hundred 
miles of sea was behind the plane, 
before it 1,500 miles of darkening 
water. Kingsford-Smlth looked at 
his gasoline gages. They showed 
the fuel supply diminished far be­
yond the expected point.

“ Then we thought,” he said, 
“ that our gas would not hold out.” 
Anxious minutes followed and then 
“ we found it was all due,” he con­
tinued, “ to failure of the guages 
to register, and all is OK.”

From the experience, the crew 
turned to marveling at the sight 
around them— sunset In Mid-ocean, 
seen from above the clouds. It was 
at 8:24 that the sun dipped beyond 
the horizon and left an additional 
danger-element in ^darkness which 
engulfed the plane. That didn’t 
worry Kingsford-Smlth and his 
companions. They enjoyed the 
view.

“ One can’t help marvel,”  they 
radioed, “at the splendid sight of 
clouds rolling below— solid clouds 
beneath us, and the sky turning to 
a pale hue !n the west.”

The flyer’s confidence of success 
was mirrored in a message, address­
ed to Gov. Farrington of Hawaii by 
the fliers, and intercepted here by 
Station 6ARD of the San Frahcisco 
Examiner at 3:22 a. m.

“ To Gov. Farrington,” the mes­
sage stated. “ Coming to see you on 
the Southern Cross.”

Another message, picked by up 
the station shortly before, and ad­
dressed to Emma Myers of San 
Francisco, said:

“ To Emma Myers: Just passed 
over steamships Molika and Manoa. 
all OK. Seven Hundred miles more 
to go to Honolulu. Southern 
Cm)ss.”

*At 1:50 a. m., the tidings came 
to San Francisco from Honolulu, 
saying that radio communication 
between Hawaiian stations and the 
huge airship had been constant 
since three o’clock yesterday after­
noon.

Within approximately six hours 
of their goal, the plane transmitted 
a message addressed to 6ARD, San 
Francisco Examiner station, stat­
ing:

“ Our position is Latitude 26.50 
north; Longitude 148.55 west. 
Altitude 4,500 feet. Speed 70 
knots. We are due at Wheeler 
Field about 10 a. m.. (Pacifle time) 
Southern Cross.”

The message was received at 
4:10 a. m.

A meeting of Manchester Council, 
Court of Honor, Boy Scouts, was 
held last nigh’t at the School Street 
Recreation Building.

donor of the collection, Mathias 
Spiess, was present and would} 
speak to them on some of the more 
interesting phases of collecting In­
dian relics and touch a bit on some 
of the customs and lives of these 
original inhabitants of New Eng­
land.

Mr. Spiess in his talk first de­
sired to correct two wrong im­
pressions of the American Indian. 
First, the Indian was not a wild, 
blood-thirsty savage; second, the 
men were not lazy. 'The white man 
came and drove the Indian from 
his hunting grounds and we must 
not condemn the Indian for fight­
ing back in defense of his home 
and family. We would do the same 
if our homes were invaded by an 
unknown race. History records that 
in many cases the white man was 
far more cruel in his treatment 
than the Indian. It is a historical 
fact that the Indians supplied 
the Pilgrims with corn and thus 
saved them from starvation dur­
ing the first two years spent on the 
New England coast. The men of the 
tribe spent their time hunting, 
fishing and making arrowheads, 
hoes, axes, spearheads and pestles 
out of stone. The women cultivated 
the fields, tanned the hides and 
made the clothing and looked to 
the men for< protection. Under the 
harsh rule of necessity the work 
was equally divided.

The majority of the school chil­
dren are familiar with the story 
of Samoset, the Indian that greeted 
the Pilgrims shortly after they 
landed at Plymouth. It so happens 
that Samoset was not the Indian’s 
name and the mistake happened 
in this way: This Indian, known in 
history as Samoset, had picked up 
from the few adventurous souls 
that visited this continent before 
the coming of the Pilgrims a few 
words in English. A runner visited 
his tribal home one day with the 
news that a party of whites had 
landed at Plymouth. Bruised 
Shoulder, the real name of Samo­
set, set out immediately to greet 
the strangers, covering the distance 
from Maine to Plymouth in what 
was considered then remarkably 
short time. The Indians by cus­
tom first inquired as to your health 
upon meeting anyone so after 
greeting the Pilgrims Bruised 
Shoulder expected the white men 
to inquire as to his health. In­
stead, the Pilgrims asked “ Wh.at 
is your name” and Bruised Shoul­
der with the Indian custom in 
mind answered “ Samoset’,’ ^nipan- 
ing I am very tired. Thus Samoset 
became Bruised Shoulder’s name 
as far as history is concerned.

More than 126,000 homeless can­
ines i^e roaming the streets of the 
city, according to a statement of 
the city council health committee.

Yellow dogs and brown dogs and 
all sorts of dogs are takbn in by 
the thousands by dog catchers, and 
still the canine population increases, 
according to. Dr. Kegel, health com­
missioner.

The result is a problem for the 
city authorities. They don’t want 
to be put in the position of declar­
ing war on man’s best friend, and 
yet the flood of dogs that pours In 
makes it imperative that something 
should be done about something.

Muzzling orders have been Issued, 
and not enforced. There are too 
many muzzles to cover, and too 
many dogs that haven>t any homes, 
’There Is a dog tax of $3, but that 
Is difficult to enforce, with so many 
dogs. It would take an army of 
dog catchers to keep up with the 
Influx, and Chicago canine’s are ap­
parently not advocates of birth 
control or race suicide.

The dog pound is jammed with

Inhabitants night and day because 
of a,ettBtom whereby antoals that 
are’taken in are not kllleCfor three 
days.' This rule was adopted in, ord­
er to give prbrsons an opportunity 
to find and Identify their dogs at 
the pound.

It seems likely, hpwever, that in 
the future dogs will be killed Im­
mediately after they are taken In.

■Tho problem of so large a num­
ber of "strays” is Inoteashtgly seri­
ous, according to the health au­
thorities. The danger of a-wide 
scourge of rabies among those T26,- 
000 homeless dogs is grave.

Quick police action recently was 
all that prevented a sudden spread 
of rabies when infected dogs ran 
loose foaming and. snapping.

Be it a rising young author, be 

it a fading old author, be it a 
French movie star, a German movie 
actress or a Polish movie actress 
newl^ arrived on these shores; be 
it a transient from the Hollywood 
camps, the conductor of a jacz band 
or a radio impresario^the routine 
is tolldwed with meticulous monot­
ony of detail.

Only the setting changes. If the 
object of introduction be a very 
young and very arty writer, the 
"reception” is staged in some­
body’s studio in Greenwich Vil­
lage and one has one’s choice be­
tween good tea and fair bathtub 
gin.

An elaborate 
free lunch counter becomes digni­
fied with the title of “ buffet” and 
here you will find lobster couchant 
and chicken salad rampant on a 
field such as only a French chef 
can arrange.

The important people, chiefly j 
femme, sit about at the tea tables, 
their swank afternoon dresses 
clashing wistfully with ths work­
aday raiment of the “ working 
newspaper people.” But don’t fool 
yourself, it is toward t!ie latter 
that the dignitary must turn his 
eyes, his smiles and his conversa­
tion, if possible. The newspaper 
folk, the columnists— such oven as 
I— take the swift opportunity to 
spread the latest gossip of the 
jrade.

Or, perchance, if the reception 
lutppens to be for aomeone who is 
to be splashed upon Broadway in 
gaudy lights, nothing short of the 
Rltz Crystal Room will do, and 
half the diamonds of Broadway, 
paste and real, are taken out for 
the air— to say nothing of the 
heirs. Then an orchestra is re­

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THE PRESIDENT’S SILENCE
While it is indisputable that Mr. 

Hoover has especial qualifications 
for the presidency the professional 
politicians who hope to control the 
coming Republican convention e.re 
not especially Interested in them. 
He doesn’t speak their language; 
he is unsympathetic with their 
methods. They are afraid of him. 
In other words they do not want 
the Republican electorate to have 
the candidate the majority unmis­
takably prefers above all others— 
with the possible exception, of 
President Coolidge. And that is the 
strange thing about the pre-conven­
tion situation today.

Mr. Hoover has more instructed 
delegates behind his candidacy 
than any other candidate for the 
Republican nomination. Yet Presi­
dent Coolidge, in spite of his “I do 
not choose” declaration, at this 
moment actually controls that con­
vention. If Mr. Coolidge ^oes not 
make an unequivocal refusal to be 
a candidate before the convention 
it is certain that his name'will be 
presented. He has the alternative 
of having such a refusal in the 
hands of a trusted lieutenant to be 
read when his name is offered in 
nomination. Either one of these 
courses 'will result in the quick 
nomination of Mr. Hoover.

The very seating of the state 
delegations, with Massachusetts 
and other New England states in 
the front center and Pennsylvania, 
headed by Secretary Mellon, in that 
immediate sector, sets the stage 
for a Coolidge stampede. But we do 
not anticipate such a scene. We be­
lieve that when President Coolidge 
selected that word “choose” he 
construed it as synonomous with 
“will not” and that he has no in­
tention of being a candidate under 
any circumstances. He meant, we 
believe, that, not only would he not 
run but that he would not permit 
anyone to push him into running. 
But why, unless.it be his subtle 
sense of humor compelling him to 
thus agitate the entire Republican 
party, he has not, convinced the 
“ last ditchers” that he “will not” 
run, is a question no one is able to 
answer. He has firmly and publicly 
stopped the use of his name in 
primaries on five separate occa­
sions. He has not run. Neither has 
he favored any candidate. It would 
be a tremendous tribute to him 
were he to be nominated under 
such circumstances but we do not 
expect to see that. We do expect 
that, in what the President consid­
ers due time, he will clear the way 
definitely and finally, and that 
Herbert Hoover, whose qualifica­
tions for the biggest job in the 
world are outstanding, will be the 
nominee of the convention.

RURAL MAIL SERVICE
Census figujes including those of 

1920 show that the rural popula­
tion is increasing. So is the urban 
for that matter. But there has been 
a mistaken idea that everyone is 
leaving the country and flocking to 
the towns and cities. One of sev­
eral reasons that explains why the 
countryside has not been entirely 
deserted is rural mail delivery. 
Another is the rural telephone and 
a later but also important factor in 
“keeping the boys on the farm” 
has been the radio.

After all it was the government 
that first started this “keep 'em 
on the farm” movement by in­
stituting rural mail delivery. It 
was an instant success. Rapidly It 
was expanded into new territory 
until today it is a remote home, in­
deed. that does not note the arriv­
al of the rural mall carrier. He lit­
erally brings the post office to the 
home. He delivers mail, sells post­
age stamps and money orders and 
collects for C. O. D. packages, al­
most everything that one can ac­
complish by a journey to the actual 
post office.

The pride of the rural mall car­
rier is that he doesn’t miss a trip 
when it is humanly possible for 
man and horse, man and automo­
bile or even man alone, to make 
the journey. He surmounts almost 
insurmountable obstacles to make 
his trips. There has grown up a 
tradition In that service like that 
of the Northwest Mounted. The 
rural carrier is proud of his serv­
ice. His patrons appreciate it—so 
king as they are put to no trou­
ble.

In return for this mail service 
outside of the urban districts of 
the country the post office depart­
ment asks only that those who 
benefit through it shall co-operate 
to the extent of having their recep­
tacles for mail in places most con­
venient for the carrier and that ap­
proaches to them shall be kept in 
satisfactory condition. It is also a 
requirement that they be painted 
white with the name of the patron 
printed in black letters on each 
side of the box.

Really, this is not very much to 
ask of those who are the benefi­
ciaries of this service. Yet there 
are some served from the South 
Manchester office who have neg­
lected to meet these simple re­
quirements. But it is merely one 
of those bits of thoughtfulness that 
marks the lives of all of us and, 
now that their attention has been 
called to their lapse, we predict 
that the service will not be with­
drawn from a single one of the 100 
patrons who have been officially 
notified of their neglect.

A TIP FROM LINDY
If there is anything mor^ ridicu­

lous than the extent to which we 
carry our pestering of men In the 
public eye it escapes memory at 
the moment. We elect a man to of­
fice, then we rush to shake hands 
with him. As a penalty for office 
seeking and office holding the un­
fortunate must shake most of the 
time. Once he has attained the 
highest political office within our 
power to fill not only must the 
President shake at all hours and 
upon any and all occasions, but 
his wife must Join in the nonsensi­
cal proceedure. Ostensibly we elect 
him to handle governmental affairs 
but we give him little time to do 
that business.

We didn’t elect Lindbergh to fly 
across the Atlantic. He did that “on 
his own” without consulting the 
electorate. Then we immediately 
elected him the most popular idol 
of all time and we haven’t given 
him a moment’s peace since. But 
Colonel Lindbergh had a card up 
his sleeve to play against us.

Knowing what his treatment 
would be if he returned to Mitchell 
field, where he was_expected, he 
landed on Curtiss field, hired an 
“unknown” pilot to fly his ship 
back and hirhself traveled there by 
automobile.

We are not just surp, but isn’t 
there a suggestion of an Idea for 
the President in this dodge of 
Lindy?

An average of 5,625 persons were incarcerated in institutions 

for patients with metal diseases in Connecticut during 1927. 
This was a ratio of 3.44 per 1,000 population in the state.

In 1923 the last year for which statistics for a comparison 
with o tW  states in the Union are available, Conuectirut had an 
average of 4,837 pei-sons in institutions for insane, or 3.34 per­
sons out of every 1,000 popplation, according to the U. S. Cen­
sus Bureau. The total for the United States was 267,617; or 
2.45 per 1,000 population. Only four states had a higher ratio 
than did Connecticut. They were: Masscachusetts, 15,869 or 
3.99 per 1,000; New York, 40,986, or 3.83 per 1,000; Vermont, 
1,277, or 3.62 per thousand, and Wisconsin, 9,097, or 3.36 per
I ,  000. As for the remaining New England states. New Hamp­
shire had 1,399 in institutions, or 3.13 per 1,000 population; 
Rhode Island, 1,630, or 2.63 and Maine, 1,864, or 2.41.

In 1910 only New York” and Massachusetts had a higher ratio 
per 1,000 population than did Connecticut. Massachusetts with
I I ,  601 patients had a ratio of 3.45; New York with 31,280, a
ratio of 3.43, and Connecticut, with 3,579, a ratio of 3.21. The 
other New Engalnd states follow; Maine, 1,268, 1.69; New
Hampshire, 909, 2.11; Rhode Island, 1,243, 2.29; Vermont,
990, 2.78.

CHICAGO DISTRICT TO 
HAVE BIGGEST INLAND 

HARBOR IN WORLD

WASHINGTON LETTER

Chicago—The largest inland har­
bor in the wbrld, a 34,000,000 pro­
ject at Lake Calumet, will be built 
shortly, according to announcement 
of state authorities, as another step 
in the development of the great 
Calumet industrial district of Chi­
cago.

Two million yards of lake bottom 
will be dredged out, according to 
present plans, at the rate of 400,- 
000 cubic yards a month, to pro­
vide depth sufficient to accommo­
date the draft of large lake vessels.

Development of the Calumet dis­
trict already has brought it to a 
point well on the way to being the 
world’s largest indpstrial district, 
it was pointed out, and construc­
tion of further water facilities will 
hasten that development.

The two million yards of dirt a*hd 
clay removed from the bottom of 
the lake, is to be thrown around 
the lake as an embankment. A 
municipal belt line railroad and a 
motor highway ara to oe construct­
ed later on this embankment.

Work on the initial unit of the 
harbor is expected tp get under way 
within thirty days, according to 
Leslie Small, state director of pur­
chases and construction.

Lake traffic, carrying, coal, iron, 
grain and other commodities will 
be diverted from the Cplirngo river 
to the harbor.

Washington, June 1.—So enor­

mous is the scope of the activities 
of -public utilities that the Federal 
Trade Commission’s investigation 
of them may go on for nearly a 
year. /

It Is still concerned with the 
astonishing propaganda methods of 
these untillties, which pose as mere 
public servants and are so regarded 
by law.

“The power companies,’’ Wal­
ton e.xplalns, “have gone into the 
retail business and prostituted the 
retail channels. They can retail 
without regard for merchandising 
profits because, first, they can 
charge anyj loss up to investment 
in formlus their rate-making 
structure for electric current and 
second, 'bqcauso their main ainr in 
selling electric devices is to in­
crease the use of current.

“Then suppose a housewife 
wants a small job done-r-a few out­
lets made. Well, the contractor 
has to go and ask the utility com­
pany where it will run its wires 
into the house. Thus he has to list 
his jobs with his main competitor. 
The power company may promptly 
underbid him for his job; It is al­
most certain to get right on the 
job to sell the new appliances 
needed by the housewife.

“This sort of thing is forcing 
many small independents out of 
business. Few dare buck the pow­
er trust. If they do, they’re forced 
out all the more rapidly.

“The power companies sell 
vacuum cleaners, washing ma­
chines, electric refrigerators and 
what not on long terms—sometimes 
allowing two or three years for pay­
ment. The small dealer can’t pos­
sibly afford that. But the power 
company can because it is mak­
ing a huge and unjustified profit 
on the electric current which will 
be used, and every new kilowatt 
hour sold is virtually velvet.

“It costs a utility $2.40 to gen­
erate (enough current for an electric 
refrigerator for a year. But it 
sells the current to the consumer 
for $30. Once the overhead has 
been paid, all new electricity sold 

the j means pure profit except for a 
in 1 small fuel cost.

“The public utilities now domi 
nate the entire industry—power 
i)roductioii and sale of power and 
manufacturing and sale of elec­
trical appliances. It exerts a 
strangle hold. We take the stand 
that the utilities, having been 
granted exclusive franchises and 
other privileges and qualifying be 
fore the law only as .public serv­
ants, should confine themselves to 
furnishing gas and electricity as 
cheaply as possible.”

Whether the North Polar re­

gions have added more names to 
the lustrous list of brave explorers 
who have given their lives in trying 
to solve some of the secrets of the 
frozen North is as yet undeter- 
mined.'The world anxiously awaits 
definite reports of the fate of Gen­
eral Nobile and his crew of,equally 
bl-ave men.

Sport calls for competition be­

tween individuals, not between men 
and the elements. I t is not sport to 
continue a balloon race In the face 
of an approaching electrical storm. 
Pilots of llghter-than-alr craft are 
helpless under such storm condi­
tions. The frail craft are absolute­
ly at the mercy of the elements. 
While the balloon race from Pitts­
burgh was started under momen­
tarily fair conditions it was known 
that an electrical storm was raging 
less than fifty miles distant. So 
far the death toll of this race for 
“sport” has been two, with sever­
al injured. Some waited too long 
before attempting descent; others 
apparently determined to take the 
chance and some paid the price of 
foolhardiness.

Washable Playthings
Through the period when the

The child may be placed inside 
Its play fence or upon a quilt plac­
ed upon the floor; the toys distri­

A two-year-old child should not 
be playing with a rattle, but begin 
beating a tin pan or drum. In 
other words, the toys should keep 
pace with the mental development. 
After the first year box toys that 
open and shut and fit into each 
other are especially interesting, 
serving also the purpose of building 
and construction.

Some children learn very early 
to turn pages in books. They may 
be provided with heavy cardboard 
sheets that are not easily torn.

pages, particularly when there are 
pictures.

Mechanical Toys 
Doctor Thom is especially doubt­

ful about mechanical toys. He 
points out that they stimulate d'es- 
tructive impulses. It Is logical that 
the chiKl should take them apart 
to see what makes them go.

He recognizes also the logical 
conclusion that mechanical toys are 
purchased by adults largely because 
the adult is himself interested in 
the toy. Few people buy toys from 
the child's point of view.

The one 
who has controlled speed soon has 
his opponent on the defense, and, 
as a result, the opponent loses his 
own speed.

Then half the battle is won, be­
cause the minute a player softens 
up his stroke he is on the defense.

The matter of attaining speed is 
a very diffifiult task. My advice is 
to go at it slowly, and to work it 
up gradually until the point is 
reached that you feel you have 
enough speed to force an oppon­
ent consistently. Getting speed is 
only a matter of correct timing.

“ Little Bill" Johnston has more 
speed on his forehand drive than 
any other player in the world, and 
that is due to his hitting the ball at 
the right time. It is not necessary 
to have a lot of strength to have 
speed. The correct timing will do 
it, and incidentally save a great 
deal of energy. , But speed is the 
greatest modern day game, and the 
great players have it.

ATHLETES 
MUST OBEY RULES

Americans to Be Kept on 
Board Ship Daring Meet 
and Carefully Watched.

By DA^^S J. WALSH.
New York, June 1.— Mr. Lawson 

Robertson? 'head keeper of the 
trained biceps and- other animal 
acts that will go for a European 
showing this summer, wishes to an­
nounce today that the joy ride will 
not be a regularly scheduled event 
this year ou the Olympic program 
at Amsterdam. At least, said he, 
there will be no American partici­
pation in the contest ahd I knov/̂  
his assertion will come as a blow 
to our hope of gaining recognition 
at an interesting and highly special­
ized form of competition. A few 
of the lads at Paris in in 1924, as 
a matter of fact, -gave Indications 
that they would be ripe for the in­
ternational championship, with a 
little practice. So they practiced 
assiduously.

It seems, however, that Mr.

The orator who has just nomin­
ated the secretary of commerce for 
the Republican candidate for the 
presidency, prbbably will finger his 
wilted collar, take a sip of water 
and smile as he views the enthusi­
asm he has created. Everything is 
already planned. It remains only to 
introduce the man who will do the 
nominating— the orator who will 
place Hoover’s name before the del­
egates.

Is Republican Power
He is John L. McNab of Califor­

nia . . . lawyer, farmer, orator 
and self-made man of 55 . . . one 
of the Republican party’s most pow­
erful leaders In the west.

Always more or less of a "regu­
lar,”  yet a staunch supporter of 
Senator Hiram Johnson, McNab 
has served as something of a bal­
ance wheel between the two fac­
tions of the party in California. 
Therefore he is considered an 
ideal spokesman for California Re­
publicanism and that’s why he was 
chosen to make the Hoover speech 
at the convention.

John McNab, like Hoover, be­
longs to the west’s pioneer tradi­
tion. The only one of five sons of a 
Scotch immigrant tp be born on 
American soil— a matter he says he 
arranged to save fare— he comes 
of virile stock. The five McNab 
boys all grew up on the McNab 
sheep and cattle ranch, and ail have 
achieved some measure of fame. 
The late Gavin McNab who became 
California’ s leading financial law­
yer and Democratic "boss,” was 
one of "Woodrow Wilson’s wisest 
counsellors. James began as a 
began as a truck-driver and ended 
as a millionaire.

beauty very unlike Hoover’s fat, 
productive acres in San Joaquin 
valley.

In 
San Francisco he became so prom-’- 
Inent, however, as a party leader 
that Taft persuaded him to accept 
the only political job he ever held, 
that of U. S. district attorney for 
Northern California;

Suave as he is, his one year as 
federal prosecutor/proved him also 
a fighter.

McNab has known more or less 
familiarly McKinley, Taft, Wilson, 
Harding, Coolidge.

Should Saloon Return? 
Police Chiefs Stir U. Sc

Cleveland, O.— Can a chief of po­
lice who "wants to see tbe prohibi­
tion law repealed enforce that law 
properly? *

Should be resign to’ make way 
for an official who is an ardent 
prohibitionist? Or can he continue 
to serve in the support of a law 
in which he disbelieves?

These are the questions that 
Cleveland is facing in a raging 
controversy that is rapidly extend­
ing over the United States today, 
following a statement by its gray­
haired chief of polU^, Jacob Graul, 
in which the chief urged a return 
to the old-timb licensed saloon.

"Prohibition is'a failure,” Graul 
said. "What, the country needs Is 
the saloon.”

"The country needs not only 
light wines and beer, but whiskey; 
and the saloon should be returned,” 
Chief Graul added. "Not the old- 
time saloon, but one in keeping 
with the advance in civilization.” 

Describes “ New Saloon.”
, "The new saloon should be prl- 

vitely owned and should be re­
stricted as to number. There 
should be only one In each large 
territory, and It should be operat­
ed on a yearly permit. It would 
open at 11 a. m. and close at 9 p. 
m. I would restrict the saloon to

Heads of prohibition organiza­
tions denounced It,  ̂ declaring It 
would discourage policemen from 
trying to enforce the law and 
would result in greater freedom 
for the bootleggers, with a conse­
quent increase in supplies of 
liquor for the thirsty.

> Upheld by Officials.
Edwin Barry, Cleveland’s direc­

tor of public safety and Graul’s 
Immediate superior, on the other 
hand, upheld the chief’s right to 
make any kind of a statement he 
liked. Barry declared that Cleve­
land is enforcing the law as well 
as, if not better than, any other

as it happens, is himself In sym­
pathy with prohibition. ' • / 

Harvey O. Yoder, directqr of 
the Dry Maintenance Leagiie, de­
clared:

“ Chief Giaul is out of sympathy 
with the prohibition law and can­
not be expected to enforce it as It 
should be enforced.”

George C. Southwell, district 
superintendent of the Antl-Saloon 
League added:

“ It is very unusual for a police-- 
chief to say anything that would 
Influence the men under him tn be 
less active in law enforcement.”

“ a failure and the greatest agita­
tor of crime in the history of the 
United States,”  and urging its re­
peal. He adds that he Jhas al­
most given up the job of** enforc­
ing dry laws.”

Chief Fred Reed of Denver, on 
the other hand, disagrees. While 
admitting that conditions now are 
not perfect, Reeds says that “ I, am 
not in favor of conditions that efxlst- 
ed in the days of the old saloon.” 

Wallace T. Metcalfe, head of 
the police vice squad at Youngs­
town, O., is another who dis­
agrees.

“ I believe prohibition has been 
a god«send to the people/’ h# says 
“ It has brought happiness to 
many people who never knew any­
thing but misery and suffering.” 

Chief E. J. Mumame of ,St. Paul 
does not favor bringing back the 
old saloon, but believes "some way 
will be found,-if the dry law Is re­
pealed, to sell liquor in a saner 
manner than before prohibition.” 
Police Commissioner Michael 
Hughes of Chicago agrees with 
Graul, as does Chief L. R. Toyne 
of Kansas City., .

A great flood of mall has come 
to Graul " from citizens of Cleve­
land. Most of them, he says, com­
mend him for his stand. Many let­
ters are also being received daily 
by Cleveland newspapers from 
their readers.

Federal Judge Condemns. 
Among the public officials to conv 

ment on Graul’s suggestion is Fed­
eral Judge John M. Killits,. who. 
called it "the craziest Idea I’ve 
seen advanced during prohibition.”  

“ It was the-failure of the open 
saloon to be and remain regulated 
that caused prohibition to gala 
enough support to effect a consti­
tutional ' amehdmefit,” he says. 
■'The social experiment of prohi­
bition has not yet been thoroughly

DeviVs Islands Natives Share
Daily Meals With Weird Spirits

Berkeley, CaJ.—Slumbering In 
summer seas, 80 miles west of 
Sumatra and Just south of the 
equator, the “Devil’s Islands” dot 

seldom visited portion of the 
Pacific Ocean.

Here Malaysian natives of a half- 
forgotten race share daily meals 
with weird spirits of the air, prac­
tice communism and, sway to the 
superstitious chanting of “Shaman” 
or medicine men.

Describing a five months stay 
with the Mentawel, as inhabitants 
of this strange rec,lm are known. 
Dr. Edwin M. Loeb, research asso­
ciate and lecturer in the department 
of anthropology, University of 
California, today revealed the first 
definite information concerning the 
ways and mode of living of these 
people Malaysian students have 
been ab’  ̂ to assemble.

Guard of Soldiers
Dr. Leob’s material was gathered 

during a recent trip to Pageh, one 
of the distant island group, on a 
donation by the Guggenheim foun­
dation in New York.

On his arrival in the Islands the

Dutch governmeoit proferred a 
guard of soldiers previous two 
white men had been slain by na- 
tives'^with poison a r ro ^ .  Because 
he believed the guard would inter­
fere with hla work Dr. Loeb re­
jected the offer and reports that he 
wns never in serious danger.

In Pageh there are no chiefs, nor 
e v e n r ic h  men. Dr. Loeb found. 
Slavery is unknown. The villages 
are divided into sections called 
‘ama” and for each “uma” is a 
priest.
, Haunted ny the fear that only 
by the intervention of strange 
Spirits’ o! the air are the gliosts of 
the dead restrained from returning 
to haunt their homes, the Mentawel 
make daily sacrifices. Dr. Loeb 
found. -The ghosts would bring with 
them pestilence and death the na­
tives believe.

Sickness is thought to be caused 
by tho teuiporary departure of the 
soul from the body of the afflicted. 
The “Shamen,” Mentawel medicine 
men were the chief study of Dr. 
Loeb’s stay on the island, Ini'oke 
return of the soul’s and in general 
act as healers of the tribes.
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Ciommunal Meals
Every meal at which- meat is eat­

en is communal in character and 
shared in by all the people of the 
“uma” and by their spirits which 
they believe hover over them.

Dr. Loeb discovered a vastly com­
plicated system of taboos under the 
native labor. Their religious r cere­
monies -are fantastically involved.

The chief of these ceremonies is 
the “punten,” celebr&ted at the 
building of a new communal house, 
the selection of a new priest, the 
spilling of blood within the village, 
in time of an epidemic or similar 
incident out of the routine.

Ceremonial washing of the hair 
of the participants, the donning’of 
gay regalia, suspension of work In 
the field and the slaughter of pigs 
and chickens mark the “Punten.”

Monkey, deer and sea-turtles are 
the chief sacrificial animals.

Only one white man lives in 
“Devil’s Island,” Dr. Loeb found- 
He is Herr Borger, a German mic- 
sionery residing in Pageh.

Berkeley, Cal.—New discoveries 
that corroborate Einstein’s much 
discussed theory of light rays were 
announced today by D. W. W. 
Campbell, director of Lick Observ­
atory and President of the Univer­
sity of California, an'd Dr. R. J. 
Trumpler, associate astronomer.

The results of observations ob­
tained six years ago during the to­
tal solar eclipse 'of September 21, 
1922, show that light rays passing 
through the sun’s gravitational field 
on their way from the stars to the 
earth are deflected from their 
course.

Special Instruments 
Special Instruments were used in: 

checking Einstein’s law. A twin 
camera of 15 feet focal length and 
another 5 feet focal length were 
placed at Wallal, Western Austra­
lia, and on the island of Tahiti.

“Under Einstein’s theory,” the 
scientists explained, “the light raVs 
from the stars passing through the 
sun’s gravitational field, should be 
so deflected that the stars would 
appear to be in slightly different 
positions than normally.

In order to check up the truth n  
was necessary to photograph a 
group of stars under normal condi­
tions and then photograph this 
same group while the sun is in such 
a position the light from them 
passes close by the solar body.

Compare Pictures 
“By comparison of the two pho­

tographs it was then possible to de­
tect any apparent change in the 
position of the stars while the sun 
is in the field of vision.

“In order to obtain pictures of 
sfars in the vicinity of the sun it 
was necessary to wait until a total 
eclipse of this bright body by the 
moon takes place. At other times 
the stars in its immediate vicinity 
are not visible.”

Glassboro, N. J.—That widely 
used word “booze” originated away' 
back in those days when old Eng­
land’s merrie knights usually were 
well bowled, etymologists contend. 
But Glassboro, ■which was making 
bottles when Cornwallis handed 
over his sword to George "Washing­
ton, has a much more Interesting 
theory.

According to Glassboro, “booze” 
as a synonyom for alcoholic cheer, 
is a legacy from old E. C. Booz, 
the Philadelphia distiller and dis­
ciple of Bacchus.

Booz manufactured honest-to- 
goodness uncut whiskey in the days 
when liquor was hard, not merely 
hard to get. He had his bottles 
made to order for him here in 
Glassboro. He -was active in the 
campaign of William Henry Harri­
son for president, and had his 
whiskey bottles of the year 1840 
made in the form of a log cabin— 
the cabin being the Harrison cam­
paign symbol.

How It Started
Pressed on one end of the dark 

green or amber-colored bottles was 
the legend, “E. C. Booz’s Old Cabin 
Whiskey.” )

“A bottle of booz, bartender,” 
the drinking public was wont to

say when the fame of “Old Cabin 
Whiskey” began to spread. And 
from a “bottle of Booz” to a “bot­
tle of booze” was-a very short step. 
The d. p. promptly took it."

Booz’s liquor went out of fash­
ion some years thereafter. Brit the 
name lingered long after the sub­
stance departed.

That’s the Glassboro theory, if 
you please, and certainly it sounds 
reasonable— etymologists to the
contrary notwithstanding.

Today collectors of Early Ameri­
can glassware go through', the coun­
try offering: $50 apiece for genuine 
Booz bottles, even though they be 
absolutely empty. Glassboro’s old 
timers sigh regretfully, thinking 
how Booz bottles used to be com­
moner In many homes than catsup 
bottles. ,

Other Odd Shapes
“I wish I had all I helped 

make,” sighed James McPadden, 
now 74, who went into the Whit­
ney bottle factory here at the age 
of 12 and received 50 cents a day 
for 14 hours’ w ork .'

“We made all sorts of odd 
shapes besides the cal'bin. Funny 
why people want the old Junk— 
there was a bottle shaped .like a 
fish, and another like a Dutchman, 
an ear of corn,-and all sorts of 
calabash shapes with designs press-
