FOG AND SNOW 
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Two Ice Ships Forced to Re­

turn-Hope For the Res­
cue of Nohile’s Crew 
Fades as the Days Pass.
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Editor Says Flying Colonel 
Has a Swelled Head and 
Populace Protests— Hold 
Mass Meetings.
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London. June 2.— Hope for tlie 
immediate rescue of General Um­
berto Nobile and his 17 companions 
missing for eight days, dwindled 
still further today with the grim 
Arctic still, holding the secret of 
the disappearance of the dirigible 
Italia.

Hampered by snow, fog, ice- 
lioes and cold, rescue expeditions 
have made but small progress. Most 
of the rescue expeditions are stili 
in the preliminary stage. Two 
have been forced back by ice floes.

Four Italian Chasseurs who set 
out from the Citta Di Milano* at 
Iving's Bay, after the supply ship 
was forced to return to its base, 
are now trekking northward to 
scour the region in North Spitzber- 
gen whence the Italia is last believ­
ed to have radioed.

Ice Ship Daiiiugcd.
The Soviet ice-ship Abo which 

started out from Archangel with a 
plane aboard, has been damaged by 
the ice-floes and forced to give up 
its search. Lincoln Ellsworth, 
wealthy American Arctic explorer 
who was Nobile’s comrade when the 
North Pole was first crossed by a 
dirigible In 1926, is reported to 
have offered to finance an expedi­
tion to search for the Italia.

Hobby on Way.
The ice-ship Hobby, w'hich left 

Tromsoe, Norway, several days ag.> 
with Lieut. Holm, an experienced 
Norwegian pilot, and a seaplane 
aboard is expected to arrive at 
King’s Bay today. The Hobby 
will push out as far north as the 
ice will permit and then Holm will 
reconnoiter from the air, using the 
ship as a base.

Another ship, carrying Captain 
Hjalmar Riiser-Larsen and a sea­
plane, left Tromsoe Thursday and 
will not reach King’s Bay before 
the middle of ne.vt week. The 
Swedish government intends send­
ing three seaplanes to Spitzbergen 
and the It^ian gov^amaht will

ADVANCE GUARD 
AT KANSAS CITY

Elder Fathers of G. D. P. 
Meet to Settle Quarrels 
Among Delegates. \

Amarillo, Texas, June 2.— Col. 
Charles A. Lindbergh was the cen­
ter of a storm of civic strife today 
that had this thriving town by the 
ears.

“ Lindbergh has the swell head,’ ’ 
said Editor Gene Howe in his news­
paper. “ Some of his elders teach 
him some manners and courtesy.”

“ Treason!” replied a large sec­
tion of the city’s 25,000 popula­
tion, including the local high school 
students who long have admired 
the trans-Atlantic flyer as an ideal.

The battle was on in full swing 
today, with Editor Howe standing 
by his guns, and the pro-Lind- 
berghers threatening ' to boycott 
Howe’s paper. Several mass meet- 
ings-have been held.

No .Apologies
“ 1 have no apologies to make,” 

said Howe. “ I said Lindbergh had 
a swell head, and I meant just that. 
If he never returns to Amarillo 
that will be soon enough for me.”

The controversy arose over an 
invitation which the city fathers 
telegraphed to Lindbergh at Wichi­
ta asking him to stop here on his 
way west. Lindbergh did not reply 
to the invitation, but in Wichita 
gave out a statement to the effect 
he would not stop at Amarillo, but 
would stop at Clovis, N. M.

Visits To^vn
Then without any notice, the fly­

ing colonel did swoop over the city, 
performed a few stunts and landed 
at the field. Nearly all Amarillo 
rushed to the flying field.

“ These people,” ' said Editor 
Howe, “ flocked to the field because 
he himself had advertised his ar­
rival. Then he proceeded to act 
bored and annoyed, and was almost 
insolent. If he didn’t want people 
to know he was here he shouldn’t 
have advertised his arrival and at 
least could have been courteous to 
those who approached him.”

Then, continued the irate Texas 
editor, the flying colonel passed 
over Clovis, N. M., “ a mile in the 
air,” totally disregarding the thou­
sands who had congregated there 
to see him as a result of his Wichi­
ta statement.

"Among those in the crowd were 
ranchers who had driven a hundred 
miles and wasted an entire day in 
order to see him,” said Howe. “ I 
said he had a swell head and I 
mean it. If that’s treason make the 
most of it.”

Trenton, N. J„ June 2 —  LastArow, while serving In the army
minute efforts of his attorney to 
secure a reprieve for him failed to 
save the life of George Yarrow, 
convicted of shooting and killing 
Rose Sarlo, 15-year-old Sunday 
school teacher. Yarrow was put to 
death at the state prison here last 
night. The execuion was delayed 
fo; thirty minutes while Yarrow’s 
attorney conducted a frenzied 
search for Gov.

The lawyer sought a reprieve on 
the ground that evidence tending 
to prove that Yarrow was of un­
sound mind, had.̂  been unearthed. 
He said he had learned that Yar-

Robert Elliott, executioner for 
Sacco and VanzettI, whose home in 
New York was bombed last week, 
adjusted the straps and turned on 
the switch that ended Yarrow’s life.

Rose Sarlo’s body was found on 
the bank of a creek near Wood­
bury, N. J., a bullet wound in the 
head and wire taut around her neck. 
A friend of the girl told of having 
seen her get into Yarrow’s auto 
earlier in the evening.

MOTHER laiLS BABY 
BACKING OUT AUTO

Kansas City, June 2-r-The elder 
fathers of the Republican Party be­
gan assembling in Kansas City to­
day, ten days in advance of the con­
vention, for the quadrennial task 
of deciding who’s who among the 
quarrelsome Republican oflace-hold- 
ers of the always Democratic south.

Settlement of factional differences 
in southern states before the con­
vention has become as fixed an 
event as the convention itself. This 
year the contests have been, brought 
from seven states and one territory, 
and involve some 69 seats in the 
convention. The full national com­
mittee meets Monday morning to 
act as judge and ’jury in the pro­
ceedings.

Important Bearing
This year, for the frst time since 

the history contests of 1912 be­
tween the Taft and Roosevelt dele­
gates, the quadreYinial fights may 
conceivably have an Important bear­
ing on the nomination. Hoover 
delegates are involved in nearly 
every one of the 69 contests. Should 
these delegates lose out to any ap­
preciable degree the effect may be 
all-important, for the Hoover mana­
gers have had to take a lot of 
things for granted in making their 
claims of a nomination within three 
ballotts.

Texas affords a good example of 
this year’s contests. . The entire 
delegation of 26 votes Is affected. 
On the one side Is R. B. Creager, 

'national committeeman, who was 
among the earliest to find a seat on 
the Hoover band-wagon. The Crea­
ger delegates are for Hoover all 
down the line.

The Other Side
On the other side are Rep. Har­

ry Wurzbach, the only Republican 
Congressman from Texas, and C. 
C. Littleton of Port Worth, who 
are leading an uninstructed delega­
tion of 26 that are not pledged to 
anything, but are kpown to bo 
against Hoover.

The Littleton-Wnrzbach faction 
stole a march on Creager by beat­
ing him to the filing, which puts 
Creager In the role of challenger.

Inspectors Probing Collision 
Which Caused the Death 
of Seven Men.

COLLEGE BOYS TO FLY 
FOR VALUABLE PRIZES

First Intercollegiate Aeronau­
tical Meet to Be Held on 
June 16.
New York, June 2.— Eleven lead­

ing universities will participate in 
the first Intercollegiate aeronauti­
cal meet ever held in the United 
States, on June 16 at Mitchel Field, 
N. Y.

To Insure the minimum of dan­
ger and the maximum of skill, the 
competition will be limited lo sped’d 
tests in attaining one mile of alti­
tude. Col. Charles A. Linobergh 
will head the list of judges.

In addition to the presentatlou 
of the Loeming trophy, an annual 
award by Grover Cleveland Lo-em- 
ing to the winning flying club, 
there will be cash prizes of ^500, 
2300 and 2200. Td meet expenses, 
21,000 will be distributed among 
the teams which qualify.

Boston, June 2.— United States 
steamboat inspector^, tod^y j^ere^lp- .

Utmost secrecy was maintained 
by officers-and crews of both ves­
sels but it was understood that a 
misunderstanding of signals caused 
The sea crash. 'The 29 rescued men 
of the Kershaw, brought here 
aboard the President Garfield, were 
interviewed by company officials 
aboard the steamship Fairfax where 
they were quartered. The Fair­
fax takes them to Baltimore today. 
The President Garfield is under­
going temporary repairs before 
sailing for New York. She had two 
bad gashes in her bow above the 
waterline.

Tarrytown, N. Y., June 2.— 
John D. Rockefeller, Jr., is the 
heaviest individual property tax­
payer in the United 'States, it 
was revealed with the opening 
for public Inspection of the tax 
assessment maps here. He is as­
sessed for 25,588,050 worth of 
property on the basis of an aver­
age rate of $25 per thousand. It 
is estimated that he will enrich 
the coffers of Mount Pleasant 
and Greenburg townships and 
the villages of Tarrytown and 
North Tarrytown to the extent 
of 2137,000.

NEW AVIATION RECORD

WInsted, Conn., June 2.— George 
A. Foster, of Meriden, who for 
years had spent most of "his time 
fishing either in southern waters 
or among the Maine lakes, dieil 
•while fishing for trout in the Farm­
ington river in Barkhamstead, yes­
terday, according to word received 
here today. Mr. Foster was 87 
years of age. His death was due 
to over-exertion, according to Dr. 
John R. Lee, medical examiner for 
New Hartford, who tod^y filed a 
death certificate showing that heart 
disease actually killed Mr. Foster.

Mr. Foster went to the Farm­
ington river yesterday with John 
C. Nagel, a fellow townsman, and 
three Waterbury^ men. .They had 
great success and Mr. Foster was 
enjoying the outing. When 'the 
party decided to call It a day and 
start for home at sunset Mr. Fos­
ter was missing. His companions 
went up the stream and found him 
lying on the bank, dead.

Northerners Ready to Re­
treat Intd Manchuria 
Leaving Peldng to Victors

London, June 2.— The end of 
the two-year civil war in China 
loomed today as the Northerners 
prepared to retreat into Manchuria 
and allow the Nationalists to take 
the city of Peking without a bom­
bardment.

Marshal Chang Tso-Lin, who for 
two years has been the dictator at 
Peking.^ has dispatched offleen to 
the battle front at Liuliho, 30 miles 
away, to prepare for an orderly re­
tirement 'ato Manchuria dispatches 
from Tokio and Peking state.

Chang has assured the represen­
tatives of the foreign powers in 
Peking that foreigners will have 
full protection and need have no 
fear of bombardment by the South­
erners or looting by his trobps.

Japan’s next step is being watch­
ed with interest. Japanese troops 
are concentrated at the Manchurian 
border under orders to prevent re­
treating Northerners from crossing 
into that territory, where the 
Japanese have extensive interests.

GETS LIFE SENTENCE 
FOR MURDERING SON

Mother Tells. Court That - She 
Couldn’t Be Bothered Tak- 

Care of Him.

Grand Rapids, Mich., June 2.—

Honolulu, T. H., June 2— Behind, 
2,400 miles of conquered ochan!

Ahead, 3,130 more miles, stretch- 
iriig to Suva In the Fiji Islands—  
3,130 miles of sea not yet braved 
by man in his mechanical flying de-̂  
vice— 3,130 -miles which offer the 
longest non-stop flight over water 
ever attempted.

Such was the prospect glimpsed 
today by the four exultant airme i 

,— crew of the good ship “ Southern 
Cross,”—  who yesterday success­
fully negotiated the first great 
“ water hazard” of their 7,800-mile 
flight from California to Australia.

It was at 12:19 p. m., Pacific 
coast time that the ■ ponderous 
wheels of the trlmotored Fokker 
monoplane touched Hawaiian soil. 
27 hours and 27 minutes after the 
plane had slipped into the hid at 
Oakland Municipal Airport.

Wild Acclaim
Honolulu acclaimed the event 

wildly. Honolulu had been worry­
ing, intensely, for three hours. 
The City had lost contact • with 
craft and men, and for three agon­
izing hours felt its hope ebbing.

And then, riding along the wind 
which blew off the beaten sea came 
(he thing which had conquered it. 
Straight for the field boomed the 
monoplane, and exultation replaced 
doubt on Wheeler Field.

Throats grew hoarse in cheertng 
against the scream of sirens. For 
the fifth time, man and his space- 
devouring flying contraption had 
rocketed through traps set by the 
wide Pacific. . .

Captain C. E. Kingsford-Smith. 
C. T. P. Ulm, James Warner and 
Harry Lyon— pilots, radioman and 
navigator— had done this. And 
here they were— safe.

Litde Fuel Left
Only a few gallons remained of 

the 1,200 gallons of gasoline with 
which they started the long over­
water flight.

A few gallons. Perhaps enough 
to keep the “ Southern Cross” and 
its crew in the air for 20 minutes. 
Had an error of but a few miles 
been made during the last three 
hours when fears were growing 
here; had the naviga or shifted his 
course in the slightest— then the 
Pacific might have been again the 
victor and there would have been 
no sirens and cheering on Wheeler 
Field.

Kingsford-Smith, grinning, was 
the first to clamber from the big 
machine. There was a brief recep­
tion on the field, led by Gov. Wal­
lace H. Farrington. Then thh fliers 
hurried to their hotel, announcing 
plans for “ food and rest.”

No Change in Plans
But before they left the field, the 

fliers checked their gasoline tanks. 
They estimated the few remaining 
gallons, and in spite of what they 
found they said:

"No change in plans. We’re go­
ing on to Suva.”

That means that within a day o't 
two— probably tomorrow morning, 
these four men in their monoplane 
will start the perilous jump to the 
Fiji Islands— 750 miles more of 
ocean than from California to 
Honolulu.

For this hop they intend to carry 
1,350 gallons of gasoline. And thus 
in the take-off alone, they face a 
tremendous hazard.

Total weight of the plane will bs 
15,600 pounds, which must be 
rolled over the non-too-flrm surface 
of Barking Sands Field with sulB- 
clent speed to lift the terrific 
weight. Even should the plane 
get off the ground, a bigger hazard 
stretches ahead.

Will the gasoline supply suffice? 
That is the question most seriously

THE SOLID SOUTH 
It seems beyond dispute that 

Governor Smith will prove to be 
the nominee of the Democratic con­
vention for the presidency. His 
election is another matter despite 
the enthusiastic claims of his more 
ardent supporters. Claims and pre- 
dictVons are the heaviest crops of 
presidential years. Enthusiastic Re­
publican leaders predict the break­
ing of the “ Solid South” with any 
candidate their party nominates 

' if Smith leads the Democratic 
forces. Democratic zealots are no 
less inclined to attach exaggerat­
ed Importance to anti-Hoover feel­
ing in certain well defined quar­
ters. Plenty of salt is necessary to 
make palatable pre-convention and 
pre-election predictions.

Yet to those who have spent 
some time in the South in the past 
few months and who have had op­
portunity to discuss the political 
situation with men of all classes a 
surprising amount of opposition to 
the candidacy of Governor Smith is 
dvidcnt. It is freely predicted in 
Florida by those who are opposed 
to the Smith candidacy that the 
state will go Republican. But only 
If the'nomlnee is Smith, and re 
gardless of who is the chosen stand­
ard bearer of the Republicans.

A bitterness that is very strong 
is evident all through the South 
against New York’s governor as a 
presidential possibility. It is evi­
dent in every walk of life. But it 

‘ does not justify the claim that 
Florida will go Republican.' It is 
proof, however, that all is not bar 
mony in the Democratic ranks, not 
only in Florida, but in others of 
the states of the Solid South. It 
Is a condition that has a disturb­
ing effect upoa Democratic leaders 
and one of which some Republican 
chieftains are inclined to look with 
more enthusiasm than good judg­
ment. It takes quite a change of 

s.-the political heart to overturn 
two to one majority, surface evl 
dance to the contrary notwith 
standing.

REWARDS OF HEROISM 
We are prone to forget deeds of 

real heroism performed*in times of 
great stress. We are appalled by 
the monetary extent of a great 
calamity, missing entirely the fact 
that an individual by his or her 
act in time of peace prevented loss 
of life. But once a year some few 
of them are recalled to us by the 
awards made by the Bell Tele­
phone System to employes who 
have distinguished themselves. 
Were it not for these awards the 
recipients would forever go un­
sung. Fred F. Brown, for instance, 
a foreman, is given a gold medal 
and $500. During the fiood last fall 
at Bradford, Vt., all he did was to 
hitch his-safety belt over four 
wires sagging' between two poles, 
haul himself hand over hand over 
a raging torrent, untangle the four 
wires, and get back on three wires. 
One had broken under his weight. 
But Bradford was again in com­
munication with the world.

There was Mrs. Pitkin at ,West 
Hartford, Vt., who sat at her board 
relaying messages for help to suit­
able agencies, notifying subscrib­
ers, one by one, of the danger, un­
til finally the last line on her board 
went out of commission. Only then 
did she leave and wade to com­
parative safety through a torrent 
racing through the street.

And up here at Becket, Mass., 
was Patrick B. McCormicli, also a 
telephone man. Word reached him 
that the dam above the town would 
go out. He warned every subscrib- 
6r, urged that they notify others 
with no telephones and warned the 
towns below. Then he waited two 
hours before the dam broke. The 
waters swept through the lower 
floor of his home and his switch­
board went “ dead.” But he climbed 
a pole, cut in on a toll wire and 
telephoned Pittsfield for aid.

These are but typical instances. 
With others they have b^en se­

lected by the officials of the tele­
phone company for distinctive 
awards, not because the company 
believes that rewards are needed 
to induce good service, but because 
it believbfi in marking exceptionally 
meritorious service when that 
service has been in the interests of 
humanity. And there are few who 
do not agree with this attitude.

red spruce cut in the United States | .̂̂ jQ̂ rks becoming too personal
goes to the pulp mills

One big Sunday edition of a New 
York or Chicago newspaper with a 
circulation around a million uses 
all the pulpwood from 75 acres of 
spruce forest. The demand for 
paper pulp has become so enormous 
that large quantities of red spruce 
are imported from Canada.

Red spruce was not much used 
for building purposes until the sup­
ply of white pine in New England 
began to decline. A large per cent 
of red spruce lumber goes into 
planing mill products, especially in- 
tefior finish. Because the wood im­
parts no taste it is used extensively 
for packing food products.

As an airplane wood spruce, in­
cluding the red, Sitka, and white 
varieties, is the leader because of 
its lightness and strength. The 
same properties have brought 
about its use for ladders, scaffold 
planks, oars and paddles. Because 
of its resonant nature it is used In 
the manufacture of musical instru­
ments.

APPROACHING THE IDEAL
Since the days of the Wright 

Brothers’ early experiments men 
have bent their efforts to build an 
airplane that will rise almô pt ver­
tically, that can he held almost mo­
tionless in the air dnd that can 
descend at a reduced landing speed 
to obviate the necessity of a big 
field. The helicoptre principle has 
been thought the solution of the 
problem. Fortunes have been spent 
in the effort to perfect it.

Now England presents a new 
fighting plane that embodies some 
of the most desirable qualities. 
This plane, according to reports, 
can travel at two miles a minute 
several miles in the air while car­
rying a load of two tons. More than 
that It can slow down and almost 
hover in the air, can remain up 
twelve hours with a fhll load, 
alight either on land or water, take 
off with a run of less than 150 feet 
and ascend almost vertically. Ap­
proaching so close to the desired 
qualifications of the Ideal plane 
without using the helicoptre prin­
ciple may indicate that inventors 
have been on the wrong track.

Ninety-Year-Old Local Vet­
eran Tells of Little Bits of 
War Experiences Brought 
to Mind When Memorial 
Day Came Around—But 
He Forgets Grim Scenes 
When Fishing is Mention- 
ed.

Abraham Lincoln, a Sad Man;
Grieved All Through the War.

0 N W ednesday M anchester ob­
served Memorial Day. Along 
both sides of broad Main 

street in the south end, alm ost the 
entire  population watched the pa­
rade.

The picture is still with us. The 
noisy motorcycles of the police 
clearing the way. The squad of pa­
trolm en and police officers. Tlie 
Spanish and World W ar veterans. 
The bands. The children carrying 
flags and the overseas men carry­
ing wreaths. And bijnging up the 
rear, the guests of honor, the men 
who were responsible for the an­
nual observance— the veterans of 
the Civil War.

Because of its tim eliness tins 
week’s fea tu re  article  will concern 
Itself with one of these heroes of 
a past war.

Like the them e of the lecture 
“ Acres of Diamonds’’ one did not 
have to go far afield to find ^this 
treasure  of a  story. In tim es past 
the in teresting  folks of the town 

. had a habit of living in the out- 
• sk irts  or on little  known streets. It 
was partly the fau lt of the search­
er because he thought, like the per­
sons who th inks d istant fields are 
greenest, th a t persons who lived in 
the heart of the town had no story 
to tell.

An Exception
There are  exceptions to all rules 

and it was within the shadow of 
the Herald building th a t John M. 
Allen was located. He was found at 
his home a t Main and Hudson 
streets, the day before Memorial 
Day.

Mr. Allen is 90 years old. Is 
this your picture of him:

A wheel chair in a shady nook. A 
little  bowed down figure of a man, 
gray of beard and w earing glasses. 
A faded blue uniform . A weak 
voice. A faulty m em ory’'

T ha t’s your picture and that 
would be the picture conjured up 
by the sta tem ent th a t Mr. Allen is 
90 years old. Now here is the true 
picture:

“ G ran’pa, somebody to see you.”
A door opens and in strides a 

presum ably young man in a neat 
blue suit. Strides, is the word th a t 
best describes his mode of locomo­
tion. I t  is a springy step th a t you 
Associate with the ath lete, the drop­
ping on the  ball of the foot, the 
,toe and heel m otion of the profes­
sional walker. Yes, th is youth has 
a muatache,ta small one and gray. 
No glasses. A firm  resonant voice. 
A firm hand clasp. And busy!

A Busy Man
A m an a t the door with an auto.
“ One second, I will hurry through 

my meal and be with you in a jiffy 
to decorate those graves.”

Then to another of the inm ates 
of the room:

"M ust be up early for the pa­
rade tomorrow. Then th a t Union- 
ville trip , rem em ber? Sorry I have 
to m ake the trip  as I was figuring 
on a fishing trip  but on Memorial 
Day the fish m ust wait, a t least for 
m e.”

T hat is John M. Allen in the 
flesh. The local fisherm en will tell 
you all about him; of his untiring 
stride; how he walks miles after 
miles whipping stream s for the elu­
sive tro u t or stalks over hill and 
dale to spot the lightning fast bun­
ny. O, yes, they’ll tell you he’s not 
an old man. Don’t they know after 
they bathe their blistered feet af­
ter a day in the woods try ing to 
follow the pace set by this young- 
old veteran of the Civil ’War?

BE.MARKABL EMEMORY
'  OF 91 YE.AR OLD VET.

Be t w e e n  times, Mr. Alien was 
Induced to tell a little  of the 
Civil W ar. I t  is a pleasure 

to listen to him. His keen mem­
ory is a revelation. No groping 
for dates or names, ju st a running 
story of things th a t happened years 
ago. It was as if he were telling 
of some occurrences of yesterday.

Although Mr. Allen has been liv­
ing here for the past seven years it 
was only recently it was learned 
tha*) he was a Civil W ar veteran. 
This, because he is not enrolled in 
the local G. A. R. Post but is a 
member, of Burpee Post, of Rock­
ville.

A little family background for his 
tale  was suggested and the speaker 
gave it cheerfully.

He is one of a family of eight, 
five boys and three girls. His fa th ­
e rs’ name was Silas B .Allen and he 
was born in the Town of Union, 
this state , on Nov. 17. 1838.

‘Long before the w ar,” he said, 
“my fa the r spoke against slavery in 
the southern states and always end­
ed his discourse by sta ting  th a t the 
issue could only be settled through 
a  war. I never thought during 
those tim es, th a t w hat my father 
said would in tim e come tru e .”

W ar Is Declared.
The prophecy was realized add 

soon the nation was in the throes of 
th e  m ost trag ic  of conflicts, a civil 
w ar, w ith b ro ther lighting ag -in st 
b ro ther.

I t  was no trifling m atte r for the 
local m an to  enlist when the word 
came. He had Just been m arried. 
As a  m atte r  of fact it  was Just flve 
m onths W o re  since he had led to 
the  a lta r  Hiss Nancy "V. Kenyon. 
And It was no trifling m attes to

John M. Allen, the 90 year old veteran who talks 
about the Civil War on this page today, was asked if he 
ever saw Abraham Lincoln. ^

“Yes, many times. I saw him at the front at Pet­
ersburg, Richmond and on the Appamatox going to the 
Point of Rocks hospital to visit the wounded.

“He was a sad appearing man. He was tall and 
gaunt looking. He wore a stove pipe hat which made 
him appear so much taller and a long black coat and 
black trousers. He walked with an awkward gait. If 
he told any funny stories we never heard them for he 
seemed to be always grieving over the war and worry­
ing about the poor wounded soldiers. At times, though, 
[ heard that he would ask the men to sing for him.

“Of course, Grant and the other Union officers were 
familiar sights to all of us as they were forever inspect­
ing the lines of battles.’’

leave for the front during the hon- 
e.vmoon period of the young cou-. 
pie’s lives but it was the call of 
duty and John .A.llen answered the 
call.

The family was then living, in 
Woodstock, this state. As soAn as 
young John decided to enlist he lost 
no time in leaving for the war. His 
friends and he names several, of 
them. Deacon Bosworth, Joseph 
Hallock and Alby Hiscock, came 
around to his home to bid him fare­
well.

“ The parting ./ith  my wife leH 
me unstrung ,” said Mr. Allen. “ I 
was afraid to look back a fte r I 
started  to leave ' 7 home. I kept 
right on walking briskly.”

Passed E.\ ininatlon.
Mr. Allen \.ith  others were soon 

passed ’ny the medical oflQcers and 
“ it they had not passed me there  I 
would have gone to the next enlist­
ment place,” he said. The newly 
made soldiers were shipped to New 
Haven. Here again Mr. Allen’s 
keen memory comes into play for he 
rem em bers th a t the Woodstock men 
in the party were A lbert Kenyon, 
Benjamin Chandler, Constantine 
HolliAgworth, George Lyon, Edwin 
W ilbur and Edward Rice.

The men remr.ined in New Haven 
until they were in num bers suffi­
cient to go on to W ashington. Men 
came trooping in from all parts of 
the sta te  and soon the word was 
given to s ta r t on the trip  to the na­
tion’s capital.

USED CATTLE CARS
TO CARRY SOLDIERS.

WHEN the call came to Man­
chester for fhe soldier boys 
to go tp_ th^_ Mexican - boinier 

tlleie were s tirrin g 'tim es here. But 
the scene was different during the 
Civil War. There were no parades 
and bands. No day coaches for 
the soldiers. The nearest approach 
was the scenes in France when the 
first contingent of Americans arriv­
ed. ^

Mr. Allen says th a t in New H a­
ven a bunch of cattle cars had been 
unloaded and into them  were herd­
ed the soldiers from th a t section of 
the state.  ̂ I t was cold and raining 
and it was anything but pleasant 
riding in the cattle cars. A num ­
ber of the men contracted pneu­
monia on the way and when they 
reached W ashington, the next stop, 
they were sent to hospitals.

The speaker then takes up the 
thread  of the story:

“ Of course we were all civilians 
and knew nothing about soldiering 
so we had to get some sort of tra in ­
ing before we were sent to the 
fiont. They shipped us to Arling­
ton Heights, 'Virginia, where many 
thousands of men were encamped. 
Here we were whipped into shape 
a fte r we got our uniform s.

Pick and Shovel W ork.
‘‘And talk  about the boys in the 

W orld W ar complaining about dig- 
ing trenches. A great part of 

our tra in ing  here was ju s t common, 
ordinary pick and shovel Ikbor. 
They were building F o rt Mayer, a 
s ta r shaped fortification located 
ju st below Alexandria on the Poto­
mac. The work was digging and 
lugging stones. W'e found out 
th a t going to war was not all pa­
rading around in fine uniform s and 
drilling with guns. I t  seemed as 
if they had forgotten w hat we had 
enlisted for and imagined we were 
laborers on some contract job .”

B ut all things come to an end. 
The soldiers who arrived from 
W ashington in January , rem ained 
on Arlington Heights until May 9th 
when they were started  tow ard the 
front. '

Heavy Artillerj-.
The regim ent to which Mr. Allen 

was assigned was the heavy a rtil­
lery. He ^vas in Company K In 
the F irs t Connecticut Regiment. 
W ord had arrived th a t the selge of 
Petersburg was on and It was for 
th a t city th a t they started.

Here the speakea injected a bit 
of local Interest. *

“ The particu lar battery  to which 
I belonged carried about seven dif­
feren t caliber guns running from 
32 pounders to 80 pounders. We 
also m anned seven m ortars and a 
Columbia rifle of 500 pounds tfnd 
let me tell you som ething about one 
of those m ortars. Years afte r the 
w ar the gun was brought north  and 
it now is on the capitol grounds in 
H artford  and every tim e I visit the 
city I make a little  trip  to pay my 
respects to th a t gun.”

SIEGE OF PETERSBURG 
DESCRIBED BY VETERAN

and turn  them around on the ene­
my. Of course many of these guns 
were spiked before being abandon­
ed but there were also many found 
th a t were in good condition. The 
Union soldiers came along so fast 
th a t the Rebs had to drop their 
lanyards and scoot.

“Lanyards?” queried the report­
er as th is word was mentioned by 
the veteran. Then his explanation: 

“ The lanyard was a long tube 
made of copper with an inside 
sleeve. This inside sleeve had an 
eye in it to which was attached a 
long piece of cord. These tubes 
were put into the touchhole of the 
gun afte r the gun was loaded. 
W hen the inner sleeve was pulled 
against the ou ter sleeve by the 
lanyard or cord the friction caused 
a spark  and this spark set off the 
powder. In th a t way the  gun was 
fired, a ra the r complicated a r­
rangem ent but it was the best 
thing those days. The crews worked 
this way:

How Crew W orked
“A crew consisted of eight men. 

Number 1 and Number 2 worked 
a t the muzzle, loading the weapon. 
Nos. 3 and 4 m anipulated a wheel 
which elevated the gun. One man 
handled the lanyard while the 
o ther two men swung the gun car­
riage from side to side toward the 
object to be aim ed at. The am m uni­
tion was placed as near as possible 
to the gun. We had to be careful 
th ere  because a spark would mean 
all of us blown to Kingdom 
Come if it  got in the powder. This 
magazine generally was located 
about 50 feet from the gun an^ 
built of heavy tim bers. Most of the 
tim e we built them som ewhat un 
der ground to elim inate the dan­
ger.”

The ta lk  then veered to the siege 
of Petersburg. And here he gave 
tale  of war when it became a stale­
m ate. In the W orld war men faced 
men across No Man’s Land for 
m onths and even years and there 
was no show of friendliness be­
tween them , ju st the grim deter­
m ination to shoot any head that 
popped over a trench. How differ­
ent Mr. Allen’s picture of the siege 
of Petersburg. ,

“ It was a case,” he explained, 
“ of ju st waiting. The trenches iu 
some places were not very far 
ap art and the soldiers became very 
friendly.. They would exchange gos­
sip across the intervening space 
and aiso throw over newspapers. 
Tobacco and coffee were often ex­
changed. There seemed to be some 
unw ritten law th a t no one should 
s ta rt anything. I t seems rather 
queer to me now but it did no: 
seem strange those days.”

The arm istice was 
over.

“ ‘It can’t be,’ said Capt. Twist, 
our company captain, continued 
Mr. Allen. ” 'W hy the whole front 
was quiet as death a second ago.’ 
But it  was true  as Capt. Twist 
found out as he stepped out of his 
tent. A bullet caught him in the 
leg and he dropped.

“Our position was storm ed and 
we were driven back about a half 
mile up a slight hill. Our officers 
asked us if we could hold the hill 
for several hours as reserves were 
to be brought up. We said we 
could and we waited. About 4 
o’clock in the afternoon the  Sixth 
Arm y Corps came up and rem ain­
ed behind the hill so the enemy 
could not see the reserves. A half 
hour afterw ards the rebels ad­
vanced. They came in solid form a­
tion. We waited un til they were 
tw o-thirds up the hill and then we 
started . The reserves came from 
behind the hill and the rebels fled. 
We went back to our original posi­
tions.

The Surrender
“ G rant then moved on P e ters­

burg from the east and Sheridan 
from  the west and the rebels had 
to re trea t to Richmond. Richmond 
had been set on fire but we saved 
much of the property and then the 
rebels surrendered. The surrender 
took place a t the Spottsylvania 
Court House.”

The res t of the war found the 
local veteran In many places un­
til he was m ustered out a t F o rt 
Lyons, 'Virginia in September^ 
1865.

From  Virginia Mr. Allen was 
shipped to H artford  where the 
sta te  soldiers were m ustered out 

B ut the  veteran had to forget 
all about the w ar when someone 
m entioned fishing.

Construction or reconstruction of 
•112 miles of Connecticut State Aid 
Road will be begun under the state 
aid appropriation for 1928-29 in 
addition to the state highway de­
partment’s most expansive trunk­
line program in history, according 
to an announcement made today by 
Highway Commissioner John A. 
Macdonald. The state aid program 
is likewise the largest ever planned 
in Connecticut and before comple­
tion will involve the expenditure of 
more than two and a half million 
dollars In 53 towns.

It is the intension of the highway 
department to continue like pro­
grams of state aid construction until 
a system of secondary roads akin 
to the state trunkline system has 
been completely developed under 
the state aid act. The state aid 
roads will connect with trunkline 
highways or other improved roads, 
or will end at town lines on routes 
to be continued by adjoining towns. 
This is true in every instance of the 
work now starting. In every case, 
the towns have signed agreements 
by authorlty'of town vote that they 
will apply their future proportions 
of state aid funds to their present 
projects until they are completed 
and that they will not ask for ex­
penditures on any approval and 
complete cooperation on the part of 
the towns taking part in the pro­
gram.

Approximately 87 miles of new 
construction are included in the 
program to be carried out by the 
53 towns under their state aid ap­
propriation for 1928 and 1929.' In 
addition to this, because of the 
fact that this new construction will 
invite an increase of traffic on cer- 

I tain sections of the existing state 
i aid system, it will be necessary to 
i reconstruct about 25 miles of this 
! road, bringing the total of construc- 
' tion and reconstruction to approxi­
mately 112 miles. All of the recon- 

ruction work will be done solely at 
.It" expense of the state.

Six of the 53 towns undertak- 
,ng woik this year have adopted the 
iitw stage construction plan devised 
b; Cominis.sioner Macdonald and 
explained by him at county meet: 
ing-s attended by delegates from 
practically every town in the state 
last fall. As its name implies, this 
plan contemplates the construction 
of a highway by stages, one stage 
of construction being finished un­
der one year’s appropriation and 
the work being completed under 
future appropriations. In other 
words, a town may use its 1928- 
1929 funds for the installation of 
bridges, culverts, drainage and sub­
base. Under next year’s allotment, 
it may continue with the necessary 
grading and improvement of the 
highway line, and in the following 
year complete the entire work witli

This is 
the reason given by Wanamaker's 
Philadelphia store for discontin­
uing their station WOO, one of the 
very earliest of department store 
stations. It opened in the spring of 
1922, rating classB, with 509 me­
ters. The service terminated May 
31, with a full concert, and no 
reopening is contemplated at pres­
ent

“ Unless a store can rent out part 
of its radio time, or unless its radio 
service can reach an outlying popu­
lation inadequately reached other 
wise by newspaper advertising, *a 
broadcasting service does not pay 
for itself.” a Wanamaker official 
said.

It costs at least $100,000 a year 
to run a broadcasting station in a 
store. There is no direct return on 
this investment. Good will and the 
amusement of listeners-in cannot 
always be measured in terms of 
prospective customers.

The contemplated construction 
for this year is divided as follows: 
Hartford County, 5 towns, 8.2 
miles; New Haven County, 10 
towns, 17.2 miles; New London 
County, 7 towns, 10.65 miles; Fair- 
field County, 7 towns, 10 miles; 
Windham County, 4 towns, 4.8 
miles; Litchfield County, 8 towns, 
17 miles; Middlesex County, 9 
towns, 11.65 miles; and Tolland 
County, 3 towns, 7.5 miles.

HINTS ON HOW TO KEEP WELL

GIRL STUDENTS DIFFER
' WITH BOYS IN HEALTH

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN

Recently an' Investigator survey­
ed the health habits of girls in a 
woman’s college in the eastern por­
tion of the United States.

The persons involved In the sur­
vey were asked as to what habits 
they had that were injurious to 
health; they were questioned about 
their likes and dislikes, about the 
time of going to sleep and getting 
up, about the amount of rest taken, 
about their food and vacations, 
whether they overeat or undereat, 
eat too fast or wash the food down 
with too much water.

Inquiry was also made as to the 
amount of exercise and outdoor 
sunlight as well -as to the use of 
tea, coffee and tobacco. These may 
be taken as some of the most im­
portant factors involved in a 
healthful life.

Freshmen Win 
According to the common sense 

of the habits of living of the stu­
dents tffe investigator rated their 
health Intelligence^ As might have 
been expected, .the Freshmen show­
ed a hlghqr degree of health Intel 
ligenee than the sophomores, the 
latter more than the juniors, and 
the seniors least of alL

Indeed it has been the general ex­
perience that the health habits 
which the chlldre'n learn today in 
the grade school tend to lessen in 
the high school and apparently the 
decline becomes even greater when 
the girls reach college age.

Whereas college life should be a 
positive factor for inducing out­
door living and_ suitable exercise, 
seniors spend much less time out­
doors than do lower classmen. 
Moreover, the requirements of tjie 
last year of college seem to Induce 
hasty eating, irregular meal times. 
Inadequate vacations and Increased 
indulgence in the candy and coffee 
habits.

Dr. William R. P. Emerson found 
in a similar study of 2000 students 
in a college for men that there was 
a steady improvement from the 
freshman to the senior class.

Dr. Emerson feels that the liiore 
theoretical knowledge the students 
seemed to hawe on health subjects 
the less likely they were to practice 
health habits.

This he explained on the ground' 
that health teaching did not Involve 
practice. Thus he recommends 
weighing and measuring of air stu­
dents at regular Intervals, and at 
the same time giving personal In­
struction in proper health habits.

It is, of course, generally recog­
nized that persoUal instruction is 
far more successful in securing re­
sults in the health field than any 
form of mass instruction.

' There Is, in fact, a disposition 
here, to rank the Cubs and Cards 
•with the Pirates as the most seri­
ous threat from the west against 
the chances of the Giants bringing

pennant east for the first time 
] since 1924. However, much of this 
attitude wilT be subject to change 
unless the Pirates can do some­
thing In the east they have been 
unable to do at home, i.e., win. If 
any outfit ever could afford to lose 
a few ball games, it isn't the Pitts- 

^hUrgh Pirates at this moment. The 
‘Cubs, too, will have to rouse them­
selves in the next few weeks or 
stand convicted of being a poor 
road club  ̂ which almost means 
that they can't and won’t win the 
pennant. Show me a club that only 
can win at home and I’ll show you 
one that figures to miss a pennant 
ylctory in a race such as this.
^The Cubs and Reds must take

•while the trail-blazing Reds are in 

' Boston, r The latter is "hot”  right 
now, having undergone a rather

The 
jClpclnnatl-Boston series opened 
yesterday. So did the Cardinal-, 
.Phillies meeting in Philadelphia, 
the idea being to get the jump on 
the closed Sunday that prevails in 
those cities. Pittsburgh, mean­
while, will open in Brooklyn to­
morrow, thlb being something of a 
break for Dreyfuss and Bush in 
view of the fact that the Dodgers 
'have been going none too well, if 
»at all, in recent weeks. However, 
the Pirates have been hurrying no­
where at a terrific clip themselves, 
so I guess it is all even.
* Anyhow, the real showdown for 
each western entry will come at 
the Polo Grounds which will be i 
visited by the Cubs, Cardinals, 
Reds and Pirates in that order.

New York, June 2.— Handsome 
Tommy Loughran of Philadelphia 
still Is the light-heavyweight cham­
pion of the world today, but In re­
taining his precious crown In a 
hard-fought 15-round battle with 
Pete Latzo, of Scranton, Pa., at 
Ebbets Field last night the cham­
pion showed conclusively enough 
that he lacks one thing— a knock­
out punch.

The champion hit the pudgy 
Latzo dozens of sharp right upper­
cuts but they bounced harmlessly 
off the challenger’s Jaw. Loughran 
tried hard late in the fight, when 
Latzo slowed up, to put his agres- 
sive opponent away but the former 
welterweight tltlehoMer always 
came back for more. *

Latzo was outclassed but he was 
dangerous until the final hell. He 
gave Loughran all he had and at 
various stages In the battle it was 
plenty, particularly In the early 
rounds. He realized from the out­
set that he could not box with the 
champion and elected to make a 
fight of It. He took countless left 
Jabs in the face to get over oc­
casional hard roundhouse rights 
and lefts. Frequently these blows 
Jarred Loughran to his heels.

The champion, however, never 
lost his head. Whenever he got in 
trouble he resorted to’ boxing, in­
variably almost immediately put­
ting his rather clumsy opponent at 
a disadvantage. Loughran had a 
two-inch advantage In reach, as 
w611' as two inches In height, on 
Latzo and whenever he started Jab­
bing with straight lefts he took the 
play away from the smaller man.

Loughran won ten rounds, Latzo 
four and one round— the eighth— 
was even. Latzo took the second, 
fifth, sixth and tenth rounds. The 
chhmplon started out to box Latzo, 
and easily earned the first round by 
shaotlng In Innumerable straight 
left Jabs to the face. But when he 
elected to slug with Latzo In the 
next round he founr the §0ing very 
rough. Latzo shook him up several 
times with hard overhand rights.
