Attempt Made to Assassioate 
Chinese Dictator— Capital 
City Left at Mercy of 
Southerners.

Peking, June 4.— An attempt to 
assassinate or capture Marshal 
Chang Tsp Lin, former dictator of 
the Peking government and head of 
the North China armies, marked his 
dramatic flight in an armored train 
from Peking to Mukden, where ne 
.•'rrived today.

Marshal Chang’s train was bomb­
ed just outside of Mukden. There 
are conflicting reports as to the re­
sult. It was rumored that Chang 
was'Slightly wounded and that sev­
eral members of his bodyguard 
were killed. Later if was reported 

'u a l  Chang bad escaped unhurt
The bombs had been placed on a 

bridge and explodea as the train 
was passing over it.

Thirty alleged southern (Nation­
alist) soldiers dressed in civilian 
clothing are reported to have been 
killed when a large group of Chin­
ese, acting suspiciously, closed in 
upon the train. It is believed ;':iat 
they plotted to seize Chang.

Word was received here that 
Japanese troops had arrested two 
Chinese with bombs in their po’, 
session. The telegram gave no .1s- 
Uils but it indicated that the Chin­
ese had been seized somewhere 
along the railway line in Manchu­
ria. *

i Anued Cars
; A telegram from Mukden giving 

fresh details of the journey said 
that it was marked by danger and 
adventure throughout. The cars 
were armored, with machine, gun 
nozzles extending through portholes 
along each side of the train. The 
bodyguard accompanying Chang 
was made up of picked troops 
heavily armed. The locomotive pro­
ceeded slowly most of the. way for 
fear that bridges had been wreck­
ed or rails torn up. The bomb ex­
plosion took place at 5 o’clock in 
the morning, just about an hour 
before the train drew into the Muk­
den station. ,

Known as War Lord
During his former residency of 

Mukden, Chang was known as the 
“ Manchurian War Lord.”

A ‘ committee has been formed 
here to administer the aifaifs of 
the: city until'the officers of the-Na- 
tionAlist army arrive. They are ex­
pected to declare martial law to 
make it easier to prevent looting.

Occupation by the Nationalists is 
expected within 24 hours unless 
they are delayed for political rea­
sons. Already there are some South­
ern troops in the city, but occupa­
tion is not complete.

The- bulk of the Northern troops 
are still in North China at the mer­
cy of the Southerners. It is likely 
that they will be disarmed and al­
lowed to remain at. liberty. The 
fact that Chang was accompanied 
only by a bodyguard when he left 
Peking may prevent the National­
ists from ‘seeking to Invade Man­
churia.

Outgoing railway passenger traf­
fic was interrupted while Chang 
and his troops were leaving, but the 
city remained tranquil. The south­
ern soldiers that had already en­
tered from the suburbs established 
a guard over the legation quarter 
and the gates to the inner city. The 
scene at the railway station was pic­
aresque and typical of warfare. 
Every available car was loaded with 
personal belongings of every des­
cription including furniture, motor 
cars, bags of grain, kitchen utensils 
and even potted plants. Families of 
fleeing officials salvaged whatever 
they could carry.

EXPLOSION STARTS 
STAMFORD BLAZE

Ail Apparatus Called Out to 
Fight Fire in Leather 
Plant.

BRIDGEPORT BANKER 
DIES AT HIS HOME

Stamford, Conn., June 4.— Two 
explosions followed by fire appar­
ently sweeping a large area, called 
all of Stamford’s fire fighting forces 
to the plant of Richards & Co., a 
Du Pont De Nemours corporation 
subsidiary, in South Stamford 
shortly after eight a. m., today.

No casualties resulted from the 
explosions, as far as could })e deter­
mined half an hour after firemen 
reached tl\e plant.

The Richards & Company plant 
has been the scene of serious fires 
in the past. The concern makes 
leather ■ goods. During the war the 
plant manufactured guncotton. 
Large quantities of chemicals are 
used in making the present output 
of the plant, and it is believed the 
explosions today occurred among 
chemicalc.

Loss of $10,000
Firemen after braving possible 

explosions for more than an hour 
finally beat out the flames with a 
loss, according to the city chief, of 
$10,000 and according to Kenneth 
L. Burgess,.factory superintendent, 
of $1,500.

Investigation indicated that static 
sparks from a machine set off 
fumes from a tank of denatured al­
cohol in what is known as the ex­
tracting room. Two men working in 
the room fled to safety.

Several other large tanks of de­
natured alcohol were in the Toira 
and firemen, taking a caance of 
other explosions, turned streams of 
water against these tanks and cool­
ed them while other firemen put 
out the original blaze.

"I see in the near future a gen­
eral application of my theories, not 
so much to the aged ai\ mflrm; but 
to the young sjipllngs of mankind. 
By means of my new experiments 
with monkeys in glandular trans­
ference, I say that it is now pos­
sible to ensure, an unbroken chain 
of virile -growth from early age to 
the end. I do not hesitate to say 
that the time is not far oft when 
we shall discard the old theory of 
llte’i  span being three score atid 
ten. It is now within the power of 
the healthy average individual to 
live to the age of 140 at least and 
even to 150.’ ’

BY CHICAGO GANGSTERS

Gun and Man 
Slashes Wrist—-Both Now in 
Hospital.

Kansas City, June 4— The name 
of Calvin Coolidge quite probably 
will be presented to the Republican 
national convention here next week 
and voted upon— unless and until 
the President, by some positive de­
finite action forbids It.

This much seemed assured today 
as the G. O. P. elders gathered in 
Kansas City and ^ot down to the 
actual work of the convention, the 
first of which is the settlement of 
the perennial quarrels among the 
lilyrwhites and the black-and-tans 
of the always Democratic south.

The "Draft CoolidLge whether or 
no” movement reached Kansas City 
in the person of Charles D. Hilles, 
the New York national committee­
man, who has been the chief .rally­
ing post for the anti-Hoover forces 
of the east. Like a sentinel pine 
Hilles has stood out against the 
gale-like winds that have blown 
many of the other leaders Into the 
Hoover camp. He may have sway­
ed at times, but he has never fallen.

Who will present the magic dame 
of Coolidge, if it is to be formally 
presented to the convention; who 
will lead the fight in the open and 
behind the scenes, Mr. Hilles did 
not say. But he appeared' quite 
confident that when the balloting 
begins ten days hence there will be 
a lot of votes to be added in the 
column that carries at its masthead 
the name of Calvin Coolidge.

Up to President
The only way In which this can 

be prevented, in the opinion of Mr. 
Hilles, and incidentally some others, 
will be for th’e President to flatly 
put his foot down. Mr. Hilles does­
n’t pretend to know whether that 
will be done or not; nor do apy 
of the other leaders here pretend 
to know, and in this latter group 
are the somewhat apprehensive 
managers of Herbert Hoover.

are reports, : persistent 
enough but not confirmable, that 
Mr. Coolidge already has prepared 
for such a contingency as his name 
being presented to the convention. 
There are reports that he has writ­
ten a letter which has been en­
trusted to a “ spokesman” and which 
is to be read to the convention 
when and if his name is presented.

Briand, of France and Strese- 
mann, of Germany, Are 111; 
To Discuss Kellogg Note.
Geneva, June 4 — Two of the 

most spectacular and dominant 
delegates were absent today when 
the fiftieth session of the League of 
Nations Council met at noon. They 
were Foreign Minister Aristide 
Briand,. of France, and Gustav 
Stresemann- foreign secretary of 
Germany. Both were kept away by 
illness.

Honolulu, T. H., June 4.— 'The 
Australian bound monoplane South­
ern Cross, with four men aboard, 
was fighting a thrilling battle with 
the elements-on the last 800 miles 
of its 3,100 mile dash from Hawaii 
to Suva, Fiji Islands, according to 
messages from the planei picked up 
here today by Radio Corporation of 
America. -

At 7:02 a. m., (island time) 
Operator James Warner on the 
Southern Cross flashed the. follow­
ing:

“ We are hitting storm clouds 
now. Just gray dawn and Pilot 
Smith done maneuvering as if in 
combat with the elements. Its rough 
riding.”

At 7:13 a. m., another message 
was received by the Radio Corpora­
tion, continuing the graphic tale of 
the battle of the plane with the ele­
ments. It read:

"Clouds every waiy we turn. 
Black clouds under us. Real stormy 
but we are riding high at 8,500 
feet.”

Honolulu, T.H., June 4—  The 
monoplane Southern Cross on the 
last leg of its perilous 3,100 mile 
flight from Hawaii to Suva, Fiji 
Islands, ran into bad weather early 
today 800 miles from its goal.

The plane was 24 hours out from 
Kauai at 5:20 a.m.. Island time and 
at its present rate of speed should 
reach Suva sometime between 3:30

TEUS OF CBHA’S 
SALVATION ARNT

Has W on Over Many Chmese 
to Christianity— Started 
InjStable.

The work of the Salvation Army 
in the United States is known more 
to most people but the work of that 
same body in foreign fields has 
more or less escaped attention. The 
Manchester corps of the Salvation 
Army is at present fortunate in hav­
ing as their guests Brigadier and 
Mrs. Pennick who for the past 
eighteen or twenty years have been 
engaged in missionary work in 
China and India under the auspices 
of the Salvation Army.- Through 
them an idea may be obtained of 
the wonderful work being accom­
plished by that body in foreign 
fields.

It was General Booth’s dying 
wish that the Salvation Army might 
do what it could in the way of mis­
sionary work in China. So his 
successor, with the general’s dying 
wish In mind, sent the first body of 
officers into China early in 1916. 
These officers were instructed to 
loam the language and to acquaint 
themselves with the customs of the 
people and for the time being make 
their missionary work a secondary 
matter. These officers in the mod­
est little home they had secured in 
Peking however found so many of 
the Chinese interested in them, 
their'work and in Christianity that 
they decided to white wash the in­
terior of the stable back of their 
home and hold meetings for those 
that cared to attend. It was in 
this way that the first converts were 
secured by the Salvation Arpiy mis­
sionaries in China.

In 1918 Commissioner Jeffries 
left England for China to take 
charge of the official opening of 
Salvation Army services in that 
country. Commissioner Jeffries at 
the time he took over this work had 
five sons serving their country on 
the battlefields of France. The 
officers that had been in China since 
1916 had meanwhile learned the 
Chinese language and through their 
stable school had a number of na­
tive converts who were eligible for 
posts as officers in the corps. Brig­
adier and Mrs. Pennick, who were 
stationed in India at the time, were 
transferred to service in China as 
submarine menace made* it impossi- 
bel for them to return to England.

In the early days of the Salva­
tion Army in China the majority of 
the work was done by women. This 
was largely due to the fact that a 
great many of the* men who were 
members of the Salvation Army 
were engaged in the military ser­
vice of their countries. However, 
despite numerous obstacles the 
work was carried on with consider­
able success so that by tha end of 
1926 the Salvation Army had 82 
corps in China, numerous outposts, 
150 Chinese officers and 100 foreign 
missionary officers. The latter 
were composed of 11 different na­
tionalities, Canadians, Americans, 
Norwegians, Swedish, English, 
Swiss, Australians and New Zea­
landers’ comprising the main body. 
The international aspects of her 
missionary workers has much to do 
with the Salvation Army’s success 
in overcoming the Chinese anti-for- 
eign hatred. It was a hatred so 
deeply instilled in the Chinese that 
it may be compared with that which 
existed between Jew and Gentile in 
the old days. The international 
aspect of the Salvation Army is 
therefore kept before the Chinese 
at all times. In fact the Salvation 
Army is known in China as the Save 
the World Army, thus even in name 
maintaining the idea of intema- 
tlonalism,.

Today the Salvation Army has in 
China a home for girls t' -t offers a 
refuge in case of famine and a re­
lief system for assisting the poor. 
Fot example, in Peking alone the 
Salvation Army feeds 6,000 people 

Xfevery day. A rescue home and a 
hospital complete the equipment 
the Salvation Army has brought in­
to China to date. Early in 1927 
the present chaotic conditions in 
China began to handicap the officers 
in their work and finally conditions 
became such that it was deemed ad­
visable for the foreign missionaries 
to withdraw and leave the work to 
be carried on by the native officers. 
Thus Brigadier Pennick’s visit to 
the States was made'possible but as 
soon as China returns to a degree 
of normalcy he will return to once 
more carry on that work to which 
the Salvation Army has dedicated 
itself in that field.

plane circled the field once and then 
started a bee-line for Suva, for one- 
third of the distance over Its far- 
flung course, the plane repeatedly 
flashed its cheery “All Well,”

The radio told of eating space 
at the rate of 100 miles per hour. 
The weather was reported fair and 
everything apparently was fine. 
Then suddenly came this sickening 
message:

Slowing Down
“ One motor sounds bad. Have 

dropped to 60 miles an hour.”
At that hour the plane was 1,000 

miles out from Honolulu and 700 
miles from the nearest land— the 
tiny Phoenix group of islands.

For twenty minutes a watching 
world waited in anxiety. Then fin­
ally came this message:

“ Motors not so steady, but no 
danger. Speed at present 80 
knots.”

Twenty-five agonizing minutes 
later came this:

“ Have encountered many small 
rain storms and recently the star­
board motor was sputtering. All 
OK Now. Regards to all.”

At 1 o ’clock this morning, Paci­
fic time, the huge monoplane,was in 
clear view of the constellation 
“ Southern Cross” for which it was 
named.

Crosses the Equator
The equator had been crossed, 

and the plane continued roaring on 
its way at a speed of 100 miles an 
hour.

Seventeen hundred miles of the 
dangerous hop from Kauki Island 
to Suva had been covered, and 
1,400 miles stretched ahead.

Throughout the early hours of 
this mo'rning, the plane’s radio con­
tinued to flash the cheery message 
“All’s W ell!” A few hours before 
the fliers had fought and conquered 
a terrific tropical storm.

At midnight. Pacific coast time, 
the Southern Cross passed over the 
Equator, 1,670 miles from Barking 
Sands.

These men, despite their battles 
against perils of fallible mechanism 
and scowling elements, found time 
to joke and laugh as they, fought 
their grim fight.

Flyers Joke
“ Ulm Just drew a cartoon of 

Lyon with his eyes popping out 
when the motor sputtered,”  said a 
message, received here by a watch­
ing crowd still filled with trepida­
tion.

A few minutes later,. Waralsr 
was radioing the description of 
another grim battle with the ele­
ments. They.were just entering the 
dread area of the doldrums, a- 
region of fierce variable winds and 
rains, feared by mariners as the 
“ hot bed” of tropical storms.

They ran into ponderous cloud 
banks. They were forced to clifiib 
again, to an altitude of 10,000 feet, 
and to bank sharply, first to left 
and then to right, in order to avoid 
them. -

“ This is a great game,”  radioed 
Warner, “Dodging these dark 
clouds.”

The plane apparently Is holding 
well to its bearings. It has follow­
ed the radio beacon all the w;ay and 
gives its location from time to 
time, which proves it is well on the 
course.

May Be Short of Gas 
One of the chief concerns here is 

that the plane may run out of fuel 
througiy its constant struggle 
against storms. There was only 
twenty minutes’ supply left in the 
tanks when the plane reached 
Hawaii from California.

Although several hundred more 
gallons were taken aboard for the 
Suva jump, the distance 1s 750 miles 
farther. It was calculated they 
would have just about gasoline 
enough for a smooth, straightline 
course, but not much leeway for 
battling storms or wandering about 
off the course. '

One thing Is evident, however, 
the four men on- board —  Two 
Austrailians and two Americans, 
are not worrying.

Paris.— France in 1927, as in all 
previous periods, consumed more 
pure alcohol than any other coun­
try in the world.

Official figures published In 
‘Letoile Bleue’ shows Sftat the aver­
age Frenchman makes away with 
fifteen quarts of pure 'alcohol year­
ly— that is, before the law. But 
this means only one-half the story. 
For besides this acknowledged, 
enormous quantity of , the liquid 
made in private stills throughout 
the country.

The Anti-Alcoholic League re­
ported 778,028 known stills In the 
year 1917. The number has in­
creased with alarming steadiness, 
until today the same organization 
now reports three millions.

There is one wine-shop for every 
eighty inhabitants in France, a 
larger percentage than in any other 
European country. Germany counts 
one for every 246 persons; England 
one for every 430 and Sweden only 
one for every thousand.

Key. R. A. Colpitts Oatimes 
What Big Gathering of 
Methodists Did.

Rev. Robert A. Colpitts, pastor of 
the South Methodist Episcopal 
church, returned to his pulpit here 
yesterday after attending the Gen­
eral Conference of the Methodist 
Episcopal church 'n Kansas City. 
He was a delegate from the South­
ern New England conference. The 
following is a -nummary of the work 
done at the conference: 
IMPORTANT LEGISLATION OF 

THE CONFERENCE
First: 'The granting of practical 

autonomy to all the racial groups 
in areas outside of the United 
States where the church is doing 
Missionary work. This carries with 
it the power for these groups to 
elect their own Bishops and «f 
course looks to ultimate self-sup­
port in those fields though this can­
not come for many years. This leg­
islation was opposed by only a very 
small minority and that chiefly of 
negro delegates who feared it would 
ultimately work out so that the 
colored people of the United States 
would be organized Into a racial 
group with its own Central Con­
ference and its o'wn Bishops. Many 
white delegates believe this will 
eventuate and thereby will be re­
moved the last barrier to the union 
of the northern and the southern 
branches of Methodism.

Legislation was also undertaken 
to give laymen membership in the 
Annual Conferences in equal num­
bers with the ministry. This will 
necessitate the submitting of a 
Constitutional amendment to all 
the Annual Conferences.

A commission was named and 
given very generous authority for 
the purpose of carrying on negotia­
tions with other denominations 
looking toward a church union on a 
very wide scale. Methodism in the 
United States is thus showing as 
has her sister church in Canada, 
a perfect willingness to lose her 
own identity if by so doing a larger 
life can come to the universal 
Christian church. ,

Authority was given to a special 
commission to proceed with a re­
vision of the Hymnal, and the Psal­
ter. It was very generally believed 
that the present hymnal . has a 
paucity of hymns which give full 
expression to the great yearnings 
of the modern Christian heart for 
the coming of peace in place of war 
and that for the various social ap­
plications of the teachings of Jesus.

Among the great moments of the 
conference two or three were of 
such high nature that the six thou­
sand people in the hall seemed com­
pletely overwhelmed. The confer- 

i ence for some time had debated 
;'esolutions on the 18th Amendment 
v'hich looked toward a rather dras­
tic attitude toward all “ wet” candi­
dates for office from president 
down. Immediately afterward a 
bishop of the South Melhodisi 
church came to the platform to 
bring fraternal greetings. He was 
an orator of high rank and at the 
end of a half hou;-, had the people 
completely in control. Nearing .his 

I climax he touched the politica. 
i Issue in something like the follow 

ing language: “ I am a Democrat—
I always hi.ve been and probably al- 

'.vays shall be. As a Democrat I had 
hoped that the election this fall 
would be fought out on two lines. 
First the matter of special privilege, 
Second, . the matter of wholesale 
graft. On those Issues we could 
h^ve carried the country and whip­
ped you Republicans to a finish. 
But, if our party insists on insult­
ing us in the South by offering a 
candidate who is and always has 
been wringing wet then we want 
them to know that the old tradition 
of the “ Solid South” will be but a 
memory” .Then pandemonium broke 
loose.

Another high moment came to 
the conference when E. Stanley 
Jones the author of “ The Christ oi 
the Indian Road” who twenty-four 
hours earlier had been elected a 
bishop and who in a few hours was 
to be consecrated, arose and on a 
question of privilege made a brief 
statement and presented his resig­
nation. One of the most nhydest of 
men he said little as to the reasons 
why he was taking the step. Here 
was something unusual. A 1 ishop’s 
salary Is six thousand dollars with 
fifteen hundred dollars extra for 
“ residence” , all expense of travel 
paid and in addition an expert 
secretary giving full time. Here was 
a man turning away from these 
emoluments to a missionary task i 
India paying at best less than two 
thousand dollars. "What moved him 
to do this? Friendc gave answer. 
Jones has Invltatlor.i from practi­
cally all the great universities of 
Canada, the United States, Mexico 
and South America to ■visit them 
for student conferences during his 
few months furlougl. in America. 
Then too in India he has entre to 
the high caste people as perhaps no 
other Christian missionary has ever 
had.- He simply could hot yield 
these golden opportunities of ser­
vice for the administration work 
of a bishop even though the num­
eration would be but a fraction of 
that offered by the Episcopal office. 
And the conference soon showed its 
appreciation of such high devotion 
In a demonstration that by those 
who witnessed It can never be for­
gotten. Unconsecrated, only a plain 
missionary still, yet E. Stanley 
Jones is now the acknowledged 
“ Spiritual Bishop” of world wide 
Methodism.

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A VITAL NEED
The Bureau of Labor Statistics 

has completed a survey and finds 
that the average clerical worker 
expends six per cent of his annual 
iBcome for medical attention. And 
the more he earns the more he 
spends on doctors. Although the 
lower salaried groups paid out less 
money for doctors and medicines 
they expended a greater proportion 
of their Incomes. This is interesting 
as far as it goes. What would be 

, equally interesting and far more 
important is knowledge of what 
proportion of incomes residents of 
rural communities are compelled 
■to pay for medical attention when 
forced to travel miles to obtain it 
or pay heavily for a visit from a 
physician because of the distance 
he must go to attend them.

This question of doctors in rural 
districts is a very serious one. So 
serious is it that the Albany Medi­
cal College has undertaken to try 
and relieve it so far as possible for 
ppe institution to do it. It proposes 
JtO select candidates for medical 
study from country districts, train 
them ^sppeially for general prac­
titioners and, by keeping in touch 
with communities and districts 
where thaye are no resident physl- 
cJaus, aid thq® In locating them- 
salyes. It may prove to be a drop in 
the bucket. It is to be hoped that 
Jt will for one of the greatest 
needs of the rural sections right 
here in New England is physicians 
who will locate somewhere besides 
the cities and who are willing to 
undertake what is now known as 
general practice as opposed to the 
tremendous crop of physicians who 
are specialists. In other words, 
physicians are needed who are 
willing to take the place in the 
hearts of their fellow citizens that 
has been vacant since the passing 
pf the “ old doctor.”

It is natural, of course, that, 
trained as medical students are by 
specialists, they should develop a 
leaning towards some one of the 
highly specialized departments of 
surgery or medicine. They want 
the advantages of well equipped 
hospitals, trained nurses, and the 
best tools and equipment with 
Which to work. It is also quite 
PS,tural that folks who live in the 
small communities and on the 
farms in the country districts need 
medical attention and must have it. 
It is well within the bounds of pos­
sibility that they are as able and 
willing to pay for it as the white 
collar job holder on a salary of 
11,500 In a city.

The old country doctor, who kept 
from three to six horses, who 
snatched most of his sleep in his 
phaeton on his weary rounds, 
thought little of his difficulties. He 
had few books, but he knew what 
was within the covers of all of 
them. His surgical kit was meagre, 
but he accomplished wonders with 
it. He was counsellor and friend 
as well as physician. These condi­
tions the young physician need not 
face today. The automobile makes 
trlivel easy and rapid. He has more 
and better books. Small but sur­
prisingly well equipped hospitals 
are being built as community or 
district affairs. They provide the 
young physician locating In a small 
town with facilities within the 
area of his patients’ homes that 
his predecessor did not enjoy. He 
has none of the handicaps the old 
country physician faced. He Is bet­
ter trained and has better equip­
ment. And there is need, great 
need of him among people as hard 
working, as worthy, as well able 
and willing to pay for services ren­
dered, and as necessary In this 
World as office workers. If this plan 
of the Albany Medical College 
graduates one young physician 
who will see the vision of the coun­
try SeirTice it will not have been in 
yaln.
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persons, a set of figures that makes 
the usual estimate of one rat tor 
every person appear conservative 
to say the least. The campaign cost 
the county a paltry $217.50 in cash 
prizes collected by subscription, 
and thirteen merchandise awards 
donated by merchants. As the 
"value”  of a rat, in the opinion of 
the United States Department of 
Agriculture, is about two dollars 
less than nothing, Ellis county has 
saved something like half a million 
by the month’s compaign. The boy 
who won first prize bagged 9,734 
rats and one girl showed her scorn 
of rodents by ending the lives of 
1,123.

The pity of it is that tlfis isolat­
ed case of rat extermination does 
only temporary local good. Success 
in anything like this campaign 

I calls for united work. Rats leave a 
sinking ship. Rats migrate from a 
place unhealthy for them and in­
vest another. In Denmark where a 
national campaign has been con­
ducted for years the rat population 
is negligible. That means that these 
vermin breeders, which spread dis­
eases of the most loathsome kinds, 
destroy untold millions of crops 
and raid the closets and trunks of 
the housewive for material for 
their nests, can be controlled. But 
only by a general campaign.

Commendable as is this cam­
paign in Ellis county and of un­
doubted good for the time being in 
that immediate vicinity it merely 
means that it must be continuously 
kept up or, in a comparatively few 
months so rapidly do these pests 
breed, the county will be over­
stocked once more. But it is a 
good example of what can be done. 
It seems incomprehensible that an 
expenditure of $217 to save half a 
million has not universal appeal. 
But it hasn’t. It is one of those 
savings that is made v.Mtbout be­
ing visible to the eye or felt in the 
pocketbook. Were rats good to eat, 
instead of being food destroyers | 
and takers Indirectly of human life, 
it would be necessary to enforce 
game laws. The saving made by a 
vigorous nation-wide one-month 
campaign against rats would save 
enough to provide funds for the 
building of the most powerful navy 
the most ardent advocate of pre­
paredness could imagine and leave 
enough over to eliminate entirely 
the income tax.

for his trans-Atlantic fiight alone 
four men took off from San Fran­
cisco the other day and landed safe­
ly at the airport near Honolulu. It 
was their first objective on a little 
jaunt to Australia. While they are 
the fifth crew to have made this 
long voyage of 2,400 miles It is an 
air journey requiring unusual skill 
in piloting and navigating. The 
Hawaiian Islands are a mighty 
small mark to shoot at from a dis­
tance of 2,400 miles.

Without in the least detracting 
from their accomplishment it is 1 
not unfair to point out that they 
had aids in navigating Colonel 
Lindbergh lacked. He had no radio. 
These four brave voyagers used 
one constantly to check their posi­
tion from shore and ship. Lind­
bergh fiew with the best equip­
ment available to him under the 
conditions which governed his 
fiight. So did these two Australians 
and two Americans. They would 
have been foolhardy not to do so. 
Lindbergh had a continent to aim 
at but so accurate -was his naviga­
tion that he hit the one spot of a 
few score acres he had selected as 
his destination. These later naviga­
tors had a small island as their 
mark. They, too, hit the spot.

But their supreme test is in the 
next leg of their long journey from 
Honolulu to Suva, Fiji Islands. The 
distance is 750 miles greater than 
the fiight from San Francisco to 
Honolulu. The craft must attempt 
to carry more fuel. Picking up 
Suva will be of itself a triumph of 
navigation. Here’s luck.

TWO HEROES
While you have been honoring 

the heroes of the battlefields and 
applauding the skill and bravery 
of the men who are daring death 
in the air in the advancement of 
science, have you neglected a little 
of your meed of praise in memory 
of Dr. Adrian J, Stokes? Isolated 
down In Nigeria, West Africa, he 
devoted the best years of his life 
to work for the discovery of means 
to eradicate or at least control the  ̂
dreaded yellow fever. He died the 
other day, a victim of his research­
es.

And only shortly before that Dr. 
Hideyo Noguchi, who had adopted 
America as his homeland, like Dr. 
Sloan an eminent scientist, had giv­
en up his life on the gold coast of 
Africa while in. pursuit of the 
same knowledge for the benefit of 
all mankind. Are we to be skeptical 
o f world peace? This native of 
Japan and this true born American 
both laid down their lives that a 
greater possibility of freedom from 
a dread disease may be the birth­
right of future dwellers on this 
earth. :

These men had succeeded In 
iaolatins the organism that caused

New York, Jmne 4— Manhattan 
has gone ultra-modernistic. From 
the “ two-fifty” shoe stores of the 
East Side to the most glittering of 
fifth avenue’s windows, the cubes, 
arcs and triangles of the French 
modernists build their geometrica 
designs. The window wares, fron 
jewlry to silverware, are modelec 
not unlike a problem in cube root.

The most recent arrival in tht 
avenue windows is “ modernistit 
luggage.” Trunks, suitcases and 
bat boxes are tricked out witt; 
those hexagonal corners, to say 
nothing^of subistic metal trim- 
min.gs. And the price for these 
is nobody’s business— unless, of 
course, it be the gent whose wife 
insists on buying an outfit.

Meanwhile, a department store 
is giving almost an entire fioor to 
a display of modernistic furniture, 
decorations, mirrors, light fixtures 
and what-not just imported >from 
Austria, Italy, France and way 
nations. Not the least of which is 
the contribution of a modernistic 
butcher shop from the land of 
Mussolini.

The “ sample modernist rooms” 
reveal furniture that is simple 
both in line and form. The color 
schemes have a relaxing mono­
tone, never rising above pastel 
shades and running largely to 
restful and cool shades that re­
mind one of straw or painted bur­
lap. The decorations, if and 
when, run to jade greens and 
ebony blacks, carryin,g- out the 
.geometrical scheme of aesign. 
Mirrors are similarly patterned. 
Lighting is soft, indirect and gen­
erally hidden by patterned frosted 
glass.

I have a notion that the mod­
ernistic idea is going to be more 
than a fad. Few art movements 1 
have seen carry out better the 
mechanistic spirit of the times. 
Surely it is in complete revolt 
against the rococo, the Louis XV 
manner— and all the rest.

The danger, so artists tell me, 
lies in the notion that the modern­
istic ideas can be easily duplicated; 
that anyone can pattern them. They 
point out that the best French and 
Austrain artists have stamped 
their names to the various designs.

But since I don’t pretend to 
know anything about such things 
I’ll have to take their word for it. 
My duty is achieved when I chron­
icle what is going on in the “ big 
town.”

Climbing the stairway of the 
Woolworth Building is the sky- 
scraping marathon which scores 
attempt from week to week. Races 
up the building have been held 
from time to time, though the ex­
act record at the present moment 
escapes my memory.

Until a few days ago a woman 
never had achieved the Woolworth 
Tower for, after all, there are 1358 
steps to be surmounted.

Thanks to the two-by-four 
kitchenets in which tens of thous­
ands of New Yorkers do their 
cooking, Manhattan’s grocery 
stores engage in a two and three- 
cent business that would send the 
good old country grocer to the mad 
house. Sugar, beans and all the 
rest of the pantry necessities are 
doled out in portions that barely 
fit in the palm of a hand. Bread 
is often bought by the quarter loaf 
and a couple of buns is the usual, 
rather than the exceptional, order.

Because of this type of trade the 
latest racket in Gotham is the “ 5 
and 10-cent”  grocery store. Wares 
are so packed that the limit pur­
chase Is a 10-cent package.

I’ve wondered what grandma, 
surrounded by her ample larder 
and barrels of flour, would think 
of this.

A LESSON ON THE DIGESTIVE 
TRACT

Part 1
Very few human beings actually 

experience hunger. V̂ .̂en you feel 
hungry from missing a meal, it is 
probably due to breaking the habit 
of eating which you have formed. 
Those who have actually experienc­
ed real hunger know that it is a 
terrifflc craving coming from the 
very cells of the body. This only 
occurs after a person has missed 
several meals. This deep-seated 
craving actually comes because of 
the need that our body cells have 
for food to grow, multiply and 
function.

The food we take into our mouths 
is in much too crude a form for 
these delicate ,  cells to use as 
nourishment, and it must be pre­
pared and broken up into certain 
chemical forms before they can 
make use of it. This work is per­
formed by the digestive system. Of 

, all parts of the body, it is most im­
portant that we understand the 
digestive organs, for if these fail

shaped bend known as the sigmoid 
flexure after which it enters the 
rectum and then out of the body.

I wouid like you to keep this pic­
ture of the digestive system in your 
mind because it will help you very 
much in understanding many of the 
rules of diet. This muscular tube 
which we have just studied only 
acts as a receptable for the carry­
ing of food. The digestion is per­
formed by the means of glands 
which empty their digestive secre­
tion into the digestive tract.

The first important digestive 
glands to throw their alkaline 
secretions into the food are the 
salivary glands which are located 
within the mouth and assist in the 
digestion of starch by ionverting it 
into a form of grape su.gar so that 
where the saiiv&jy glands are locat­
ed, because they are the ones which 
become inflamed and swollen in this 
disease.

Our digestive system includes the 
entire digestive tract, which begins 
with the mouth and ends with the 
rectum. The food passes through 
the tract in this order; Mouth, 
esophagus, stomach, and valve of 
the stomach known as the pylorus, 
and the small intestine which is 
divided into three parts. The first, 
in which the liver, gail bladder and 
pancreas empty, is known as the 
duodenum, the second part of the 
small intestine is known as the 
jejunum, and the iast part of the 
small intestine is known as thê  
ileum. The end of the ileum joins' 

“onto the lower part of the ascend­
ing colon which is a portion of the 
large in^stine. Where the ileum 
joins onto the coion there is a valve 
located, known as the ileo-caecal 
valve. This part into which the food 
empties forms a kind of pouch call­
ed the caecum. At the bottom of 
this pouch is located the famous 
vermiform appendix.

The large intestine or colon is 
about four feet in length and It be­
gins at the appendix in the lower 
right side of the abdominal cavity 
and ascends upward to a point just 
below the liver where it makes a 
bend known as the hepatic or liver 
flexure. It then runs transversely 
from the right to left side of the 
abdomen, where It-'makes another 
bend downward near the spleen, 
known as the splenic flexure. This 
portion of the colon is now known 
as the descending colon. As it 
reaches the bottom of the abdomi-

Washington, June 4.—The west, 

which has bragged so these last 
few-years about her supremacy over 
the east in football, also is able to 
talk about the decadence of eastern 
politicians.

It is to that, primarily, that 
Herbert Hoover owes his excellent 
chance of being . nominated for 
president. Mr. Hoover, of course, 
was born in Iowa and made his 
heme in California.

The leading eastern politicians 
who ought to be dominating the 
party, or at least the successors of 
those politicians who always have 
dominated it and the representa­
tives of the influences which are the 
party’s backbone, have failed rath­
er miserably this year in the at­
tempt. r .

One refers, of course, to such 
gents as National Chairman Wil­
liam M. Butler of Massachusetts, 
Vice Chairman Charlie Hflies of 
New York and Secretary of the 
Treasury Mellon of Pennsylvania.

Apparently they haven’t the 
strength or cunning of the old fel- 
'ows like Penrose, Quay and Mur­
ray’ Crane. > None of them wanted 
Hoover for the party candidate, 
though Mellon at least now realizes 
that they may have to take him.

But at that they could have stop­
ped Hoovet- if there hadn’t been 
such a frightful dearth of stopping 
material in the eastern states. It 
was their inability to find a man 
who could hold New York, Pennsyl­
vania and Massachusetts which real­
ly allowed Hoover to slip into his 
commanding lead.

The time-honored trick, of 
course, would have been to let an 
eastern candidate corral the east­
ern delegates, let Lowden round up 
the middle west and Hoover the 
Pacific coast and whatever else he 
could find en route. If this scheme 
had worked Hoover could have been 
held to some 300 delegates, the 
convention would have deadlocked 
and the bosses could have had their 
own man, who would have been 
none other than President Coolldge,

Coolidge refused to stoop to such 
• trickery. Then they hurrahed for 

Charles Evan Hughes', who was not 
quite .'SO impressive owing to his 
1916 defeat. Hughes realizing that 
he was weak in the west and that 
he apparently was in line for i. job 
as’ a mere hitchln^g post, ducked 
out. And then thire just wasn’t 
anybody to the east of Senator 
Franw Willis in Ohio. The old rule 
-that "you can’t beat somebody with 
nobody” worked Inexorably.

■ •- Except for Coolldge, New' Eng- 
,vland -.was barren of presidential pos-

sibilitles. None of her senators 
would do; Governor Fuller of Mas­
sachusetts was out because of the 
Sacco-Vanzetti case and the fact 
that ft wasn’t smart politics to 
nominate two Massachusetts gover­
nors in succession.

All the leading New York Re- 
publicu.ns but Hughes had been 
beaten by A1 Smith or some other 
Democrat and none had .shown an 
ability to hold his own state. No. 
Pennsylvanian was available for va­
rious reasons, especially owing to 
the unsavory reputation of the 
state’s politics.

It was a very sad situation in­
deed, and while the bosses were 
wringing their hands Hoover walk­
ed in and grabbed up a lot of dele­
gates.

(133) Connecticut S tate Hospital
The Connecticut State Hospital at Middletown, the first of 

two institutions to be provided by the state for the insane, was 
opened on April 30, 1868. The property consisting of more 
than 700 acres of land, five main hospitals, an, annex, several 
cottages and other buildings is valued at approximately $5,- 
100,000.

Although the normal capacity of the institution is 2,200, the 
daily average number of patients present for several years has 
been co. n̂siderably higher. During 1907 the daily average was 
2,479. During 1926 it was 2,764 and last year, 2,865. There 
are approximately 530 nurses, attendants and other employees 
at the institution. Twenty years ago there were about 400 em­
ployees.

The maintenance of the institution last year cost $925,956; 
expenditures for general repairs, alterations, new equipment and 
furnishings amounted to $98,705, making the total expenditures 
$1,024,661. Maintenance costs 20 years ago amounted to 
$389,542 and capital expenditures to $86,814. Receipts from 
board, however, last year amounted to $443,356 and from mis­
cellaneous sources, $16,507. During 1907, receipts from towns, 
patients and other sources amounted to $265,347. The cost of 
support for inmates per capita per week was $3.02 in 1907 and 
$7.77 a year ago.

Much attention is given to the matter of occupational therapy 
and re-education at the institution and fully one-half of the en­
tire hospital population is regularly and systematically occu­
pied. Entertainments of various sorts are provided for the pa­
tients, including weekly dances and moving picture shows.

Otherwise the ten 
northeasternmost states are unrep­
resented in the face of Hoover of 
California, Lowden and Dawes of 
Illinois, Curtis of Kansas, .Walton 
of Indiana, Reed of Missouri, Walsh 
of Montana and Democratic favor­
ite sons from the south.

In 1924, of 16 Democratic can­
didates voted for at the convention 
only Smith and Governor Selzer of 
New Jersey were from the north­
east, as compared with nine out of 
23 in 1920, five of 13 in 1912 and 
eight of 13 in 1904.

In the 1920 Republican scram­
ble the leading candidates were 
Wood, who was blocked by the New 
York-Pennsylvania politicians, Low­
den of Illinois and Johnson and 
Hoover of California. Coolldge and 
Nicholas Murray Butler were two 
easterners out of the ten inost 
prominent candidates and neither 
ever had a look-in.

There was so firm a belief among 
the Indians that a beech tree was 
proof against lightning that Auring 
a thunder • storm they took refuge 
under its branches.

This belief, later adopted'by the 
early settlers, recently has had sci­
entific verification. The scientific 
conclusion from a series of experi­
ments is that trees “poor in fat” 
like the oak, willow, maple and elm 
offer much less resistance to the 
electric current than, trees “rich in 
fat” like the beech, -chestnut, lin­
den and birch.

Beech is rich In oil and in the 
early days beechnut oil was widely 
used in lamps. It is still burned 
in France to some extent and the 
thrifty French cook uses it in food 
preparations.

The wood is close In texture, does 
not impart taste or odor, is heavy, 
strong and hard, with good shock- 
resisting ability. Beech lumber is 
used principally for flooring and in­
side finish, boxes, furniture, wood-/ 

! enware novelties and vehicle parts. 
Large quantities of beech are used 
for railroad ties and for distilla­
tion in the production of acetate, 
wool alcohol and charcqal.

The ancients knew that beech 
wood absorbed very little water and 
for that reason made excellent 
bowls.

Depends on Mellon
In the end, it probably comes 

down to the diminutive figure of 
Secretary of the Treasury Andrew 
W. Mellon. The 79 votes that he 
will control of Pennsylvania likely 
will prove the bell-wether of the 
balloting. The question of how 
Pennsylvania will go on the first 
ballot has become, for the time be­
ing at least, the most interesting 
and significant question of the con­
vention.

If Pennsylvania goes to Hoover 
on the first ballot, the chances are 
that it will be quickly over with the 
nomination of Hoover assured. The 
Cabinet candidate can . count be- 
t’ween 450 and 600 votes outside 
the 'Keystone state, unless instruc­
tions and pledges are violated. 
Furthermore, Pennsylvania going 
for Hoover would be accepted as 
the “ tip-off” that Mr. Mellon knew 
that Persident Coolidge would not 
consent to the draft.

If, on the other hand, Pennsyl­
vania’s votes go to Mr. Coolidge It 
will galvanize the anti-Hoover 
forces into electric energy. or 
should Pennsylvania’s notes be 
held for example, for Mr. Mellon 
himself the fact will be interpreted 
as indicating that the sphinx-like, 
little mamfrom Pittsburgh is willing 
to lend the tremendous weight of 
his influence to the task of stopping 
his colleague in the Cabinet.

Pennsylvania holds the key to 
the situation as have few other 
single states in Republican history. 
For as Pennsylvania goes quite 
probably goes the convention.

Thousands of bridge players 

fear to bid a suit containing 
four cards. They have been im­
pressed with the idea that at least 
five cards must be held in a suit 
in order to make a sound Initial 
suit bid. This theory is fallacious 
and obsolete. A four-card suit 
may be bid with as much freedom 
as a five-card suit, providing the 
suit and the total hand contain the 
minimum requirements for a four- 
card suit bid.

To make a bid in a four^ card 
suit, the total hand should* con­
tain at least 2% quick tricks, une 
of which, as a rule, should be in 
the four-card suit. The four-card 
suit must contain at least two 
honors higher than Q J.

HINTS ON HOW TO KEEP WELL

IN CHILDREN BEFORE 8.

In a report shortly to be made 

available by a committee working 
under the auspices of the National 
Research Council, completb Infor­
mation is provided relative to the 
various causes of deafness.

Studies were made In schools for 
the deaf all over the country, In­
volving more than J.000 deaf chil­
dren. Of some 1,200 children •with 
deafness, 706 developed the defect 
■before they were three years old, 
193 between the ages of three and 
five, 144 between five and , 14
after they were 10 years old. and 
the rest at various unknown ages. 

Before Third Year.
Thus the most dangerous period 

for the develoiunent of severe deaf­
ness In. childTMi le before they 
have reaehad^the third year.

*< The inTestlgators believe that 
this Is due in part to the well- 
known fact that parents hesitate 
to aAntt that 0hl}dren were bom 
deaf, and It is only after the child 
has readied ths age o f two or more 
they eaa^he eonvineed that the 
child does hpt bear. It raatOres 
perhaps a i ^ « r  yefir to get t; 
to ha:

It Is the belief of the Investiga­
tors that of the 706 children re­
corded haa having developed deaf­
ness before the age of three, a large 
number must have been born deaf.

Effect of Diseases.
Another reason for the develop­

ment of deafness early in life is 
the fact that the period before IQ 
years of age is one during which 
most children acquire scarlet fe­
ver, measles, dlptherla and other 
Infectious diseases in which se­
vere infebtloris of the# ear are ex­
ceedingly common as secondary 
complications.

ThMe is a tremendous decrease 
in the number of cases of deafness 
acquired alter the age of 10 years.

Unfortunately the question can­
not always be answered certainly 
as to whether deafness was present 
in the child at birth or acquired 
later in life. More and more at­
tempts are being made to detdl:- 
mine this factor, since, obviouslf it 
will have much td do -with the con­
trol of the oondltlon in the future.
