Runway Too Short
The runw'ay in the park is only 

-iOO yards long and 75 yards wide. 
This condition, it was pointed out, 
while suitable for a landing, rend­
ers it difficult for a huge craft, 
loaded with a fuel supply for a long­
distance flight, to lift its weight 
from the ground.

The runway is situated close to 
the seashore and is backed by 
groups of houses and nearby hills. 
At the take-off end, a shoreline 
road threads its way, immediately 
beyond which there is the ocean.

The cheers of Fiji Island inhabi­
tants today were still ringing in the 
ears of the four daring airmen.

A roaring crowd of 10,000 specta­
tors, composed of both white people 
and natives, swarmed to the park 
yesterday to witness the landing of 
the huge silver-winged plane.

The landing of the Southern 
Cross was described by air e.xperts 
here who .witnessed it as perfect.

So great was the enthusiasm of 
the crowds at the field that it took 
all the resources of the colonial po­
lice to restrain them from virtually 
mobbing the four aviators.

RADIUM VICTIMS 
TO BE PAID OFF

LEAK IN GAS TANK 
DELAYS OCEAN HOP

.London, June 5.— Marshal
CbBUg Tso-Lin, war lord of the 
Northern Chinese forces and for 
two years dictator of Peking,, has 
succumbed to the injuries he re­
ceived when the train in which he 
left the Chinese capital for Muk­
den, Manchuria, was wrecked by a 
bomb, dispatches received here to­
day from various sources stated.

According to an Exchange Tele­
graph dispatch received from Tokio 
the Mukden correspondent of the 
Jijishimbun stated that the famous 
Chinese leader died last night.

Another dispatch, received by 
the Daily Star, also stated that 
Chang was dead.

The Japanese war oflace at Tokio 
was without confirmation of the re­
ports of Chang’s death, however. 

Murder Attempt 
Chang received his injuries in 

what was believed to have been a 
direct attempt to assassinate him. 
When it became evident that Pe­
king would fall ■ to the Southern 
Chinese armies, Chang ordered an 
orderly evacuation of the city by 
his army into Manchuria.

He himself took a train to Muk­
den. Just before the train reached 
Mukden, a bridge over which It was 
passing was blown up by a bomb. 
Early reports conflicted. Some said 
that Chang had escaped unhurt. 
Others stated that he was only 
slightly injured. Later reports in­
dicated, however, that his injuries 
were serious.

Blame Japs
Northern Chinese leaders attrib­

uted the bombing to guerillas in 
the pay of Japan. These leaders 
pointed out that Japan was anxious 
to prevent Chang from returning to 
power. Other sources stated that 
Southern Chinese sympathizers 
were responsible for the' bombing.

Chang’s career as a Chinese 
leader was extremely spectacular. 
For ycavj;,he led a roving-band of 
independent soldiers. During the 
Russo-Japanese war; he and his 
men fought on the side of Japan. 
His army swelled as the years roll­
ed by and his prestige grew until 
two years ago he was powerful 
enough to establish himself as dic­
tator at Peking.

Mayor John B. Tower died at the 
hospital of Saint Kaphael here to­
day shortly less than a month after 
he had been operated on for gall 
stones.

Thomas A. Tully, a member of 
the firm of Tuttle, Morehouse &
Taylor, Co., automatically became 
mayor of New,Haven on the death 
of Mayor Tower, by virtue of a 
charter provision.

Mayor Tower was the second 
consecutive Republican mayqr to 
die in oflice. Mayor Frank C. Rice 
having died thirteen "years ago aft­
er a similar operation.

Dr. William F. 'Verdi, Mayor 
Tower’s- attending physician, today 
certified that death was due to 
heart disease.

Was 51 Years Old
John B. Tower was 51 years old, 

a native of Chicago, his parents 
having moved there from New Ha­
ven shortly before he was born. 
Later they moved to Brooklyn, N. 
Y., where the young man was edu­
cated. At the age of sixteen he be­
came a call boy on the New York 
Produce Exchange, and in 1892 
came to New Haven to work for the 
firm of John R. Rembert, oflice fur­
niture dealer. Mr.̂  Tower - entered 
the firm in 1892 and in 1915 pur­
chased the entire business, selling 
it to a nephew in 1925 when he 
purchased and combined two firms 
making rubber sundry goods.

Four Children
John B. Tower was married in 

Wallingford in 1903 to Miss Anna 
Nerdrum, who survives him. There 
are also four children; John B. Jr., 
Louise, Eleanor and Albert.

First elected mayor in 1925 on 
the Republican ticket, Mr. Tower 
was re-elected last fall. He was a 
veteran of the New Haven Grays, a 
32nd degree Mason, and at Ae 
time of his first election as mayor 
had been elected master of Hiram 
Lodge No. 1, A. F. & A. M., an of­
fice he declined because of his city 
position.

The honor of the American peo­
ple is involved in completing a 
splendid service begun twelve years 
ago and carried forward most suc­
cessfully up to the present time. 
This work will go down into history 
as the outstanding piece of inter­
national child-welfare service. It 
is believed that the American peo­
ple desire to complete this work 
in a thorough-going and business­
like way. It is confidently expect­
ed that they will contribute the 
money necessary to care for the 
rest of the children and bbing to a 
glorious conclusion a service which 
has meant so much to the welfare 
of the Near East.

WEAK RADIO SIGNALS 
MAY BE FROM ITAUA

Moscow, June 5.— That the crew 
of the lost exploration balloon Italia 
still lives and is trying frantically 
with a wrecked' wireless outfit to 
ask help from the outside world 
was the inference today from weak 
radio signals that are being picked 
up occasionally.

NORWALK ALL HET UP 
OVER ‘LOST’ AIRPLANE

Norwalk, Conn., June 5— That 
the airplane supposed to have drop­
ped into Norwalk harbor during the 
night merely swooped toward the 
water and then rose and went in 
the direction of Long Island is the 
belief of a South Norwalk resident 
who today gave a statement to the 
Norwalk Hour when searching par­
ties returned from a second fruit­
less hunt for the traces of the plane.

According to the citizen, who 
graphically described the affair, the 
plane circled the South Norwalk 
section, its engine “ skipped” and 
seemed to go dead, the machine 
Swooped downward, the engine re­
sumed its functions, and the plane 
rose from a point not quite on the 
water, and sped outward in the 
direction of Long Island.

Before this information became 
available, searching parties hunted 
through the islands in Norwalk har­
bor at low tide, covering every inch 
of the territory, and found nothing 
that remotely resembled the wreck­
age of a plane.

LEGISLATORS DEBATE

Boston, June 5.—^Attorney Gen­

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SPRING HOUSECLEANING
What a task this Spring house- 

cleaning is! Here are committees 
of Congress investigating every­
thing and everybody, even to cam­
paign expenses of candidates for 
vice-president. And here’s Massa­
chusetts with a nasty mess on its 
ofBcIal hands, the possible impeach- 
jnont of the State Attorney General 
on a charge of the misuse of his 
official position for private gain. 
New York has uncovered its own 
mess In the discovery that a con­
siderable portion of the population 
of that city has been officiating un­
knowingly as dummies on city pay 
rolls to feather the nests of officials 
of high and low degree.

Some of these, and other Inves* 
tigations, are the result of gener­
al charges, the originators of 
which, like Senator Heflin, are un­
able or unwilling to be speciflc 
when pressed for deflnite state­
ments. William A. Forgrave' of 
Massachusetts, state superintend­
ent of the Anti-Saloon league of 
the Bay State, for .days broadcast 
the charge that wild drinking par­
ties had been held in the state 
house in Boston at the adjourn­
ment of the last legislature. The 
legislature, professing, ignorance,’  
has appointed a committee to in­
vestigate Itself. It’s a terrible job, 
this spring housecleaning, but it 
does unearth some things we 
weren’t looking for, lik^ the tact 
that the Ku Klux Klan has been 
paying Senator Heflin for speeches 
of the tenor of those he held up 
business with in the Senate for a 
week or more.

SUMMER CAMPS
Those of us who look backward 

luite some years on the last day of 
school And no difficulty in recalling 
the plans for the summer’s fua, 
not infrequently knocked In the 
head promptly by the insistance of 
i higher power that we “ go to 
work.’ ’ But theî e were some sum­
mers when we were left to our- 
,selv0s somewhat to wander and to 
roam. The height of enjoyment of 

'  boyhood was to camp out. If only 
for one night. It was the more ap­
preciated because of the nec°essity 

_ for long and insistent pleading 
with mother who persisted in be­
ing unable to understand why a 
boy wanted to be uncomfortable 
and “ catch his death of cold’’ in the 
woods when there was a comfort­
able bed and no risk of illness in 
staying at home. But we did occa­
sionally get away to a camp— of 
our own making.

There was no one to instruct us 
ki the easier ways of making 
camp, of toting oi r̂ luggage, of 
preparing our food over a small 
Are, of being comfortable under 
uncomfortable circumstances. Al­
most any pond or lake was a suit­
able camping place and there waS 
no danger of being Interfered with 
by other parties.

But we have progressed in camp­
ing as in other things in the last 
two or three decades. If there is a 
pond or lake, not strictly private, 
within two days journey of any 
city or town in New England, es­
pecially one that is accessible to 
automobile traffic, that 'has not a 
ring of cottages around It, once the 
address were to be known it would 
no longer remain in such a state.

Every organization of boys has 
a camp somewhere. Thousands of 
competent college  ̂men and their 
elders spend all of the summer 
months in well regulated camps 
where' the boys under their charge 
live healthy lives during the long 
summer weeks. And what applies 

' to boys Is equally true qf the girls. 
These modern camps are health 
giving and account for the far 
greater number of both boys and 
girls who Karn early to swim than 
was the case in the years gone by.

■ Np one thing has contributed more 
to the health of young America In 

- the last decade than the increased 
naiaber o£ young people who have 
spent their summer in the great 
out doors.

MARK TWAIN’S MEMORIAL
The home in Hartford In which 

Mark Twain lived for more thah 
twenty years and In which he did 
much of his most notable work 
may yet become a memorial to 
America’s great humorist. It will 
if those in charge of the work of 
raising the necessary fund vigor­
ously conduct the campaign and if 
the country at large can be aroused 
from its apathy towards the propo­
sition. Hartford and the entire 
country ought to be ashamed that 
even the three years he spent'in a 
house at the corner of Ninth street 
and Fifth avenue in^New York is 
marked by a tablet, while this 
house in Hartford, built for him, 
of which he spoke as “ a holy place 
and beautiful,’ ’ Ijas even a remote 
chance of destruction or change. It 
should be added to the many not­
able shrines of America.

Some years ago a movement to 
purchase it for memorial purposes 
was inaugurated but the plan died 
aborning. At least only the sum of 
?20,000 resulted from the brief ac­
tivities at that time. The suni of 
$155,000 is involved. Option on; the 
property was extended from time 
to time, the last expiring June 1. 
A renewal until January 1 is now 
sought. The owners of the property 
seem to have changed their atti­
tude recently in that they have ex­
pressed a desire to see the building 
preserved and to aid in any way 
possible the renewed effort to raise 
the necessary funds for its pur­
chase.

Campaigns for much less worthy 
objects have been easily won. This 
one can be if begun at once and 
pushed vigorously.

TIME
, Whatever else may result from 
the attempts of various fliers to 
cross the Pacific and of others to 
cross the Atlantic they have an 
educational value. As despatches 
come over the wires Anto the news­
paper oflices editors are confront­
ed with making Greenwich Mean 
Time’ fit with Island Time and 
either, or both, check with des­
patches giving Pacific Coast Time. 
From this conglomeration of times 
there remains to be determined 
where the Australian bound fliers 
are at a given, hour Eastern Day­
light Savings Time. As we under­
stand it a good time was had by 
all, except the man upon whose 
bowed head devolved the task of 
trying to ascertain for the edifica­
tion of the readers of The Herald 
whether it was night or day at one 
and the same time where the Aus­
tralian bound plane was roaring 
through the air at SO miles an 
hour. It presents a new mental test 
that bids fair to approximate the 
cross-word puzzle in popularity, if 
anyone can be found who knows 
the answer.

A CONTRAST
No lover of animals, dogs in par­

ticular, except fanciers, objects to 
the new law in Massachusetts for­
bidding the cropping of dogs’ ears. 
The legislature passed the law and 
Governor Fuller immediately ap­
proved it. Just why cropped ears 
ever became the standard for cer­
tain breeds of dogs is lost to the 
layman in the dim distant past. 
Memory goes back to those days 
when It was essential to a stand­
ing in ^oclety to drive a horse or 
ho/ses with close cropped tails 
sticking straight up. Many cru­
sades against that practice on the 
ground of cruelty stopped iC But 
the poor little terrier, devoted 
companion of man, escaped the at­
tention of the lawmakers until ver3 
recently.

It is going to mean, in Massa 
chusetts at least, a new standa 
in judging dogs, for a fine of $250 
i.s to be imposed for the showing 
of a dog with cropped ears. But 
in New York the same old practice 
of cropping ears will continue. 
Gov. Smith vetoed a somewhat 
similar bill on the ground that it 
was not within the police power 
of the state to enforce it. The bill 
was not so drastic. It merely was 
to prevent the showing of dogs 
with cropped ears. And Governor 
Smith, candidate for the Demo­
cratic presidential nomination, had 
so poor an opinion of the police 
power of his state, that he does not 
believe they can prevent a dog with 
cropped ears being shown at a 
bench show!

USELESS SIGNS 
Few city or town officials do 

not di;ive their own, or municipal, 
cars over the highways of this and 
adjoining states. Like the stranger 
on our roads they seek guidance 
from signs. Assuming that they are 
exercising due care In the man­
agement oi their cars on catching 
sight of a sign advising caution be­
cause of a school it is second na­
ture with a reasonably eareful driv­
er to tense his muscles a trifle. Ho 
looks for the school and when he 
discovers It Is a small, abandoned 
one, with windows boarded up and 
very evidently in disuse for some 
time It does not have a tendency to 
increase the habit of caution. We 
all know the story of the boy who 
cried “ wolf, wolf, when there was 
no wolf.’’ It is a tough enough taslt 
touring trou gh  strange territory

to select, the signs one needs for 
direction and safety from ' tooth 
paste and cigarette and hot dog 
markers without cities and towns 
permitting to remain those which 
have lost their usefulness.

PROGRESS
New York police are making 

progress in capturing hold-up men. 
They yet have to capture the per­
petrators of daily hold-ups of 
banks and bank messengers but 
they have made a start. One police­
man captured two men who were 
holding up a lunch wagon. With 
this start it seems reasonable that 
in due course they will work their 
way along in the scale of business 
through the hold-up of a pedes­
trian, the hold-up of a gas station, 
next a store, then a jewelry shop 
and, who knows, but that in time, 
a bank robber will be caught. 
Great oaks from little acorns grow.

A LESSON ON THE DIGESTIVE 
TRACT

Part 2

It is very important that the 
food be very finely divided by the 
teeth so that the digestive juices 
may reach into the innermost por­
tion of the food particles. Whenever 
there is an Incomplete digestion, 
there is danger of food fermenta­
tion.

The food passes from the mouth 
down the throat, through the 
esophagus, and into the stomach. 
The stomach is a highly elastic, 
muscular organ which will hold 
about three pints ana when full is 
about a foot long and four inches 
wide. When empty, however, the 
stomach contracts and occupies 
very little space.

The stomach acts as a storehouse 
for food until it has been acted 
upon by the gastric juice which is 
secreted by glands within the 
stomach walls. 'Xiese gastric glands 
secrets very powerful digestive 
juices containing hydrochloric acid 
and pepsin which noit only kill the 
bacteria present in food, but are 
used to digest protein.

You will realize what a wonder­
ful apparatus the stomach is when 
I tell you that the stomach glands 
will secrete from twr and a half to 
five quarts of gastric juice each 
day. The stomach is linen with 
circular,. longitudinal, and oblique 
muscular fibres. These muscles keep 
contracting in such • way as to 
thoroughly churn the food and mix 
it with the gastric juice.

After digestion has taken place, 
the pyloric muscle relaxes slightly 
and allows the more liquid parts of 
the food to pass through into the 
duodenal part of the small intes­
tine. The. larger parJcles are usual­
ly held back until there is a good 
deal of surplus hydrochloric acid 
which h ; not been absorbed by the 
food. This produces a feflex nervous 
impulse to open the pylorus, allow­
ing all of the food to pass through 
into the duodenum.

When the duodenum feels the 
food passing into it from the 
stomach, anjmpulse is sent to th j 
liver, gall bladder and pancreas, 
and their yellowish green liquid 
mixture is formed and emptied into 
the partly digested food. The gall 
bladder, which is simply a store­
house for the liver’s bile until it Is 
needed, also empties into this duct.

The bile assists in rendering the 
food alkaline, and counteracts the 
acidity which was produced in the 
stomach. This assists in breaking 
up the fat globules, producing a 
kind of soap, and it also acts as a

alkaline strength those bacteria 
which were not destroyed by the 
hydrochloric acid of the stomach.

The pancreatic juice is one of 
the most important secretions that 
are thrown into Ihe Intestines be­
cause it contains three powerful 
digestive ferments: trypsin, a sub­
stance which digests the proteins 
which remain undigested from the 
stomach;, amylopsin, for digesting 
the starches which were not digest­
ed by the salvia: and steapsln, 
which digests fats. The action of 
these digestible, fluids makes the 
small intestine of great importance 
to our being.

The small intestine is lined with 
glands similar in shap'j to the 
glands of the stomach. Their secre­
tions assist in the digestive pro­
cesses  ̂ and in addition they secrete 
a peculiar fluid which converts cane 
sugar into grapa sugar, ulnce cane 
sugar cannot be used by the blood 
until it has been converted into the 
latter form.

Qnestioim and Answers

Question— K. W. writes: “ When 
changing from high-heeled slippers 
into low-heeled ones I seem to have 
a cramp in my foot and just before 
I get into the low-heeled slippers 
my foot seems to snap like when 
you try ‘finger-breaking’. Can you 
tell me what causes this, and-what 
to do about It?”

Answer: The change from high-' 
heeled slippers to low-heeled ones 
must be made gradually. The un­
natural position of the foot in a 
high-heeled shoes changes the posi­
tions of the bones of the foot, and 
it takes some time before they will 
return to their normal shape after 
such a shoe has been continually 
worn. The “ cracking” is due to the 
bones or ligaments slipping into 
position.

Question— Mrs. S. L. asks: “ with 
what foods may cheese be combin­
ed, and what particular ■ kind of 
cheese' do you think .j- el?”

Answer: The best way to use 
cheese is to make it the protein 
part /f a meal, serving with it i len- 
iy of green vegetaLIej. both cooked 
and raw. It also combines well with 
pineapple. No starches should be 
used wit-h- this mealw -'resh home­
made cottage cheese is the most 
wholesome.

The camper 
loves to make his bed of the elastic, 
fragrant balsam boughs, and its 
needles make the prized “ balsam” 
pillows which retain their fragrance 
for years.

The most important commercial 
specials of white fir grows from 
Colorado west to Oregon and Cali­
fornia, south to New Mexico and 
Arizona. The wood is extensively 
used for butter-tubs and packing 
boxes and supplies a considerable 
amount of lumber used locally. 
The bark is dotted with little 
blisters or reservoirs filled with 
resin. These are drained and fur­
nish the market with “ Canada 
balsam.”

This species of white fir is some­
times known as silver fir, deriving 
tlie name from the coldr of the 
under side of Us foliage and from 
the gray bark of its branches. It 
is also known as California white 
fir, white balsam, Colorado white 
fir and balsam tree. >

Olaf Nystrom, Paul Schmeiske and 
Albert Pearson. All eight of the 
House people are actively engaged 
at the store.

C. E. House Active
Though 74 years of age Charles 

E. House puts in a full day at the 
store every day. He takes charge 
of the office routine and keeps the 
Books of the firm. He seldom goes 
“ on the floor” to attend to patrons. 
Herbert B. House superintends 
generally the conduct of the store’s 
sales and buying, but more speci­
fically the shoe department. The 
other two members of the firm, 
Thomas A. Brennan and Frank G. 
Balkner, are head salesmen, and 
are at all times at the service of the 
House company’s patronage. Miss 
Sadie Curran is in charge of ladies’ 
shoes and Albert Pearson is a sales­
man. Mr. Nystrom and Mr. 
Schmeiske are tailors and give their 
entire time to fitting and repairing.

Character and quality in business 
can be measured in no better way 
than by the loyalty of a firm’s em­
ployees. The length of service of 
House’s employees attests to the 
good will in the firm. Charles E. 
House is of course the longest em­
ployed. Next comes Olaf Nystrom, 
one of the firm’s tailors who has 
been with Mr. House for over 30 
years. Next in length of service 
comes Frank G. Balkner who has 
been employed since 1906. Herbert 
B. House joined the concern in 1909 
and shortly afterward Thomas A. 
Brennan became a salesman at 
House’s. Miss Sadie Curran has 
worked in the store 13 years and 
Mr. Schmeiske, another tailor, 8 
years. Albert Pearson has been 
employed for about three years.

Three Women in 30 Years
If« the thirty years that C. E. 

House has conducted a shoe depart­
ment for women only three sales­
ladies have been employed in the 
score. The first woman to sell 
ladies’ shoes for C. E. House was 
Mrs. Samuel G. Gordon. Following 
her came Mrs. Fred Mohr and 13 
years ago Miss Sadie Curran suc­
ceeded Mrs. Mohr.

The originator of this clothing 
business was born in Glastonbury 
in 1817. Edwin M. House served 
his tailor’s apprenticeship in Hart­
ford and in Middletown. He married 
Elizabeth Bidwell and after coming 
to live here his first wife died. 
Then he married a Bolton woman. 
Miss Mary T. Tarbox and brought 
his bride to a new house he had 
just built “ next north of Knox’s 
building on old Hartford Road.” 
In the lower floor of this house he 
opened a grocery store in connec­
tion with his tailor shop.

Trusted All
Later on Edwin M. House bought 

the store that stood on the site of 
the W. H. Cheney store and there 
conducted a larger grocery store 
and tailor shop. But this venture 
did not prove successful so he re­
turned to his house next to Knox’s 
and went to tallorlag exclusively.
A newspaper in commenting upon 
his death said “ His confidence in 
human nature was great to a fault. 
He "Was willing to trust almost 
every one and whenever victimized 
would only exclaim ‘I wouldn’t have 
thought that of him’.”  E. M. House 
died on March 25, 1885, and his 
widow died in 1891.

Charles E. House had learned 
th§̂  tailoring business from his 
father, and further than that, ho 
had absorbed all his father’s busi­
ness tact. He leaned more strong­
ly for trading than did his father 
and soon struck away from the 
tailor shop and had entered the 
ready-made clothing and men’s fur­
nishing business more extensively.

Move to Oak Street.
In 1880 Edwin M. House had 

moved from his shop just north of 
Knox’s hotel to the comer of Main 
and Oak streets. Here he conduct­
ed his tailoring business in a hoihi*’

But even this new store with the 
one story brick addition was not to 
stand long. On Monday afternoon, 
April 12, 1909, the whole Oak Hall 
Building and the one story addi­
tion were completely destroyed by 
fire. The blaze was then called the 
worst conflagration In the history 
of the town, but it was followed 
four and a half years later by the 
disastrous Ninth district school fire.

Files Saved

Isaac Allen, Architect.
The article of description then 

went on to .say that the building

esting to note that the architect for 
the building was Isaac A. Allen, 
Jr., of Hartford. Mr. Allen was 
also the architect for the present 
House and Hale block.

On May 22, 1897 the building was 
ready and on that day Charles E. 
House opened his new clothing 
store in the brand new Oak Hall 
Building. In commenting upon the 
opening The Herald of that day 
said that the time had arived when 
merchants had to classify their 
stores. Formerly the storekeepers 
had kept a little of everything and 
not much of anything, the news 
article stated. Now with the open­
ing of these two new stores mar- 
chants with a definite article to sell 
were the real thing.

A rather interesting bit Is con­
tained In the same article which re­
ports that “ the four front panes In 
the show windows are the largest 
in town each measuring 7 feet 6 
Inches by 10 feet.”

The Store’s Interior 
A description of this C. E. House 

store reads as follows:
“ Mr. House has the south store 

and has fitted it up in elegant 
style. All the Interior wobdwork

quarters and plans were made for 
not only a temporary store but a 
new building. Before twelve hours 
had elapsed George M. Barber had 
been hired to build a temporary 
store for both J. W. Hale and C. E. 
House and Son on Oak street. With­
in 21 working days C. E. House and 
Son were doing business again.

The New Building
Meanwhile plans were made for 

another building. The Oak Hall 
Building corporation which had 
owned the destroyed block purchas­
ed the store occupied by Farr 
Brothers Just south and which had 
been formerly occupied by E. M. 
House and then C. E. House. A 
contract was soon let for the,new 
store building and on March 14, 
1910 the Hale store and the House 
store held their grand openings. 
This was an event to remember, for 
nothing like it had ever been at­
tempted in Manchester before. 
Hunter’s and the Peerless orchestra 
played in the stores and flowers and 
other souvenirs were given away to 
the throngs of visitors.

This gala evening was the fore­
runner of the Spring opening nights 
which have since been events at 
both the Hale store and at House’s.

One Addition
Later on Charles E. House pur­

chased the interests of Justus W. 
Hale in the House .ind Hale block 
from the Hale estate and then 
House and Hale, Inc., was formed. 
This corporation still controls the 
House and Hale building and 
Charles E. House Is still its 'resi­
dent. Only once has the new bulld- 
fng been added to. That was just 
before the war when the two story 
rear section on Oak street was con­
structed. Today the block amply 
serves both large stores and Is 
modern in every way though nearly 
two decades old.
So much for evolution of the build- 

dings which have housed House’s 
since its institution by Edwin M. 
and Charles E. House, the president 
head of the House of House, didn’t 
confine his business interests to 
Manchester rlone. In 1915 he pur­
chased a controlling iv.terest in the 
F. M. Brigham store In Rockville.

active control. Mr. Murphy had 
been employed by Mr. Brigham.. 
The firm of House and Murphy con­
tinued in business in Rockville for 
several years and just recently dis­
posed of the Prescott block whlclf 
Unowned in Rockville.

In Original Kennedy’s
In 1911 Mr. House bought an In­

terest in the Kennedy clothing store 
which was located on Summer 
street, Boston. Mr. House was a 
director of the concern. This 
famous clothing store was a fore­
runner of the chain of Kennedy 
stores which now operate through­
out New England.

Charles E. House represented 
Manchester in the General Assem­
bly In 1893. At the time of the 
election The Herald reported that 
Mr. House had run 23 votes ahead 
of his ticket and had even received 
more votes than his running mate 
Judge Olin R. Wood. The Herald 
stated that Mr. House was an active 
young business man and would do 
tho town credit.

Civic Life
For over 35 years Mr. House has 

been clerk and treasurer of the 
Center Congregational church. He 
is president of the J. W. Hale Com­
pany, secretary of the Manchester 
Building and Loan association, a 
director of the Manchester Trust 
Company, director of the Lynn 
Leather Company and also of the 
New England Retail Clothiers and 
Furnishers association. He served 
as Republican registrar of voters 
for nearly twenty years, town treas­
urer for three years, and received 
the appointment as deputy judge in 
the police court here but refused it. 
He has also served as president of 
the Manchester Chamber of Com­
merce.

Chaifies E. House holds a warm 
spot in the hearts of all World War 
veterans of Manchester. During the 
war he dir countless little things 
for the boys, both in camp hefe and 
in active warfare on the seas and 
in France. Just recently Mr. Hous^ 
has been named on the committee 
for Manchester's celebration of the 
Tenth Armistice, and he was honor­
ed by the local post of ihe American 
Legion by being asked to remain 
through an entire meeting and 
watch a candidate take his obliga­
tions.

War Savings Cainpaign
Perhaps one of the outstanding 

services of his life has been his ef­
forts during the war in behalf of 
the local War Savings Campaign. 
This was a service that entailed 
much detailed and exasperating 
work, and which mtant consider­
able to a nation at war. Manches­
ter’s Centennial History mentions 
this campaign as follows:

“ One of the memorable war ac­
tivities ill which the town dis­
tinguished itself was in the organi­
zation and development of the War 
Savings Campaign.This was entrust­
ed to C. E. House, as chairman of 
the committee, and he was inde­
fatigable in its development; As a

result $351,794.88 face value, or 
about $425,000.00 maturity value, 
was su-bscribed to in War Savings 
securities by the citizens of the 
Town of Manchester. Through vari­
ous and Interesting devices that di­
verted the small rather than large 
savings in goods and services away 
from non-essentials this purchasing 
power was converted into producing 
war essentials.”

Welcome Home VV’erk
When the Welcome Home day 

was staged in Manchester upon the 
return of practically all Manchester 
Doys from overseas ’ and camps,, 
Charles E. House played an impor- \ 
tant part. He served on the commit­
tee which made the arrangements 
for the day and he saw to it that 
nothing was left undone to show 
the soldier boys the appreciation of 
the people at home. Recently the 
House concern conducted a'contest 
and sent a Legionnaire to the tenth 
convention of that organization in 
Paris.

Mr. House is in excellent health 
considering the fact aht he is one 
year younger than the concern his 
father instituted. He is an ardent 
golfer and seldom misses a day at 
the Manchester Country club. Near­
ly every pleasant Wednesday after­
noon finds him out bright and early 
at the links doing the 18 holes in— 
well, let’s say 85.

Traveled Considerably
Mr. House and his wife, whom he 

lost but a few years ago, were 
ardent travelers. They made one 
trip to Europe and saw a rqview of 
the Kaiser’s army at Potsdam just 
about week before the World War 
started. They were on a French 
liner on their return here and were

pursued part of the way by a Ger­
man cruiser. Mr, House made a trip 
to the Mediterranean countries 
after his wife's death accompanied 
by the late H. O. Bowers and Mrs. 
Bowers. .

Herbert B. House,’ who is pr^si- f  

dent of the concern now, was born ; 
In Manchester in 1878. He was ; 
graduated from the local grammar 
schools and from the South Man­
chester High school in 189’f. He 
also attended Wllliston Academy 
and graduated from there going to 
Harvard University. He graduated 
from Harvard in 1902 and took em­
ployment with the New York Cen­
tral railroad as a civil engineer in 
Pennsylvania.

There he met Miss Sophia Staver 
of Jersey Shores, Pa., and married 
her t: ere on October 20. 1904. They 
have three children. Miss Emily, 
now a st'ident in Miss WheeUck's 
school, Boston; Charles Staver, now 
a sophomore at Harvard ano an 
editor of "“ The Lampoon” and Mlssi 
Laura, now a student at South Man­
chester High school.

Tom Brennan re­
members that the only bit of stock 
left was a number of swallow tall 
coats that had been placed in some 
display table drawers and which 
were buried under a falling brick 
wall.

HINTS ON HOW TO KEEP WELL

WHEN IS A SHIRT. CLEAN?

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN 
Editor Journal of the American 
Medioal Association and of Hygela,

The old conception that cleanli­
ness is next to godliness has 
nof been improved on by modern 
scientific forms of advice. On thfe 
other hand, a great difference has 
developed In our conception of 
cleanliness.

Thlstdifference is the result of 
new knowledge relative to germs. 
The modern sanitary expert in­
sists that a thln« be not only 
physically clean in the sense that 
It is free from visible, dirt, but 
also that it be bacterloldglcally or 
biologically clean.

In the control of infection, the 
sanitarians have found that re­
peated washing with soap and wa­
ter and drying in the sun consti­
tute perhaps the best method that 
we have for eliminating. Infection 
on a large scale from rugs, bed 
linen, clothing, furniture' and all 
of. the accessories of modern civili­
zation. . *

Recently Gladys P. Wlnegar of 
the University of Nebraska made 
a study to find out how many bac­
teria accumulated on underwear 
thiit Is worn for a long period of 
time without washing. After the

underwear was worn one day, the 
average count of bacteria per 
square Inch was 400,000.

If the shirt was worn six days 
consecutively without washing, 
the number Increased to nearly 
10,000,000 bacteria per square 
inch. When the shirt was laun­
dered and then dried, the number 
of bacteria was reduced to 1000 
per square inch or less. The wash­
ing alone was effective, but much 
better results were accomplished 
by drying thoroughly and particu­
larly by drying In the sun.

The germs found were those 
usually found on the skin, par­
ticularly the pus-forming organ­
isms that are associated with 
pimples and similar skin Infec­
tions. /  ^

The point is of special interest 
In relationship to the modern 
dress habits of. women. As is gen­
erally well known, more and more 
underwear Is being eliminated 
from the modern feminine cos­
tume and the one-piace dress worn 
with but a minimum of clothing 
beneath it.

This top dress Is not washed or 
cleaned daily; In fact, not even 
weekly or monthly. Yet for the 
•most part it is the garment which 
comes into constant contact with 
the skin of the shoulders and the 
upper portion of the chest.

The Increaslnjt amount of minor

Infections of the skin of these re­
gions may be associated with this 
constant contact of heavily germ­
laden wearing apparel with the 
skin in the regions concerned.

CLUBS Ar e  im p o r t a n t  f a c ­
t o r s  IN EDUCATION

"Women’s , clubs are no longer 
just a method of self-improvement. 
They now have an acknowledged 
place not only In Interpreting pub­
lic opinion, but in moulding It.”

This Is the opinion of Mrs. 
Charles E. Gregory, chairman of 
the home department of the N. Y. 
Federation of Women’s Clubs, and 
the originator of the household arts 
competition In the annual Exposi­
tion of Women’s Arts and Indus­
tries.

“ The biggest thing before wom­
en’s clubs today,” ' Mrs. Gregory 
said, “ Is the education of women foî  
the new idea of homekeeper. This 
includes family life and the physi­
cal and spiritual welfare of the 
family.
' “ As buyers of everything for the 

family, women need financial 
knowledge of hom^ and all that 
goes Into them. Insurance, the com­
parative cost of rent and oTCBership, 
the comparative value of different 
makes of washing machines, refrig­
eration systems and so on, the nu­
tritive value of foods, and many 
other concrete things are essen­
tial. '

"Clubs ave taking up these tasks 
of Instruction. Through clubs and 
affiliation with schools , such knowl­
edge Is offered wom.en. TJo Illustrate 
this, one club is Tjuilding a house 
and furnishing it completely, taking 
up comparative costs of everything 
so women participating will be pre­
pared to oversee the building of 
their own homes.

It Is no wonder women’s clubs 
now are a recognized factor of civic 
power. They are the practical train­
ing ground for efficient, modern 
home-makbrs and civic leaders."

THE’DEAD LINE
Another human being was 

“ raised from the dead” by modern 
science the other day. Little 5 
year-old Marion Norton of Lans­
ing, Mich., was restored to life by 
adrenalin injections five minutes 
after her heart stopped beating 
and she was pronounced dead. She 
is recovering and will live.

Matches

STEALING OUR STUFF A m  MAKING US LIKE IT

Has It That the Net 
Star and Tennis Associa- 
tron 'Are Fighting Again 
as Usnal.

By DAVIS J. WALSH
New York, June 5.—It some of 

the backstair rumors being aired 
today can be accepted as credible, 
the-next contest in the Davis Cup 
series, will not feature the Ameri­
cans’ appearance In the inter-zone 
finals with the European winner, 
after all. It will be the usual match 
between William T. Tilden and the 
United States Lawn Tennis Asso­
ciation or at least that segment of 
the organization that is irremedia­
bly anti-Tilden. They say this ele­
ment, headed by Julian S. Myrick, 
former Davis Cup chairman, is 
committed to a program that would 
keep Tilden out of the doubles in 
both the inter-zone finals and the 
challenge Tound with France, pro­
vided the Americans survive that 
long.

The anti-Tilden forces, they say, 
desire the following line up to hold 
good through the European cam­
paign ; singles, Tilden and John 
Hennessey, Indianapolis; doubles, 
Hennessey and George M. Lott, 
Chicago; reserves, Francis T. Hunt­
er, New York, who has been accli­
mating abroad, and “Junior” Coen, 
Kansas City, who Is going along 
Just for the ride.

It was the first intimation of this 
program that prompted Tilden to 
wire Joseph W. Wear, the present 
cup chairman, last week asking 
whether, as alleged. Hunter was to 
be dropped from consideration 
without his, Tilden's, advice an4 
consent as team captain. Wear’s re­
ply was distinctly re-assuring to 
those who believe in Tilden and his 
leadership. The chairman said, in 
effect, th a t THden’s dominance was 
not In contest, so far as he was 
concerned.

Tilden Independent
However, Wear cannot speak for 

the entire committee. If there is to 
be any attempt to deputize Tilden— 
as the official entries at Wimble­
don might indicate—it will be made 
before the team sails for Europe 
on Saturday. For, if they fail to 
pin Tilden down before he gets out 
of ear shot, the chances are that, 
one word from them and he will 
do just as he pleases. The young 

.m an has plenty of fixed ideas and 
most of them are sound, at that.

If matters work out in this fash­
ion, Tilden may become what he 
found to be so objectionable in My­
rick. He would be the czar of Amer­
ican lawn tennis abroad, the man 
who will arrange to bring the cup 
back as a personal triumph or the 
man who must accept the blame for 
failure. There can be no doubt that 
he Is being supported to thd limit 
by the Davis Cup chairman and by 
the team manager, Samuel M. Pea­
cock, both products of Tilden’s 
home town and club.

The Opposition
There Isn’t  any doubt that the 

opposing, factions. If such exist, 
have reached a difference of opin­
ion honestly. Tilden wants to play 
with H unter'b^ause he sincerely 
believes th e j form the best doubles 
combination In American tennis, as 
their record clearly Indicates. 
Those of opposite persuasion grant 
this but claim that Tilden no long­
er Is able to stand up under three 
consecutive days of challenge round 
play.:

They have a  good argument, too. 
Tlldeir*Va8 supreme against Cochet 
In the first day’s singles last year, 
pltfyed sensationally In the doubles 
with Hunter on the second day In 
spite of an Injury and then col­
lapsed before La*Coste on the final 
day in the match that readily de­
cided the sertes.':^ sThey now claim 
that another American team might 
have won the doubles and that Til­
den then could have rested his in­
jury between singles matches, pos­
sibly averting the disaster that fol­
lowed.
