REPUBLICAN CONVENTION OPENS AT KANSAS CITY

Following a public formal hear­
ing on the re-establishment of high­
way bounds on Keeney street that 
at times closely resembled a typical 
"Fighting Fifth" district meeting, 
Manchester’s Board of Selectmen 
last night voted to recommend 
that fifty-foot street lines be estab­
lished by town meeting. Keeney 
street, which runs from Wetherell 
street,to the Glastonbury line in 
the extreme western part of the 
town, was established in 1753 when 
grants of land were made from the 
Hartford East tract to some of the 
town’s ' oldest f a m i 1 i e s— the 
Keeneys, Olcotts, Olmsteads and 
so on. The original lines, if ever 
plotted for record, have now been 
lost, although there is a record that 
a 66-foot road once was intended.

Town Engineer Bowen has spent 
much time over a period of two 
years tracing all’ available maps, 
deeds and other records, in an at­
tempt to lay out a street following 
the original. bounds as closely as 
possible. Twenty-four of the pres­
ent Keehey street property owners 
were present at last night’s hear­
ing. Fourteen of them favored the 
establishment of a fifty-foot high- 
wavi th© rekt being rather bitterly 
oppos.ed ,̂. There are 57 properties 
on the street divided a ^ n g  51 
owners. The Select^lei^yt6ok it for 
granted that if a property owner 
did not appear at the hearing he 
approved the layout.

Kansas City, June 12.— Except 
for farm relief, the 1928 Republi­
can platform was practically cut 
and dried today.

There may be a squabble over one 
or two planks other than the agri­
cultural issue, but to all intents and 
purposes the platform will be 
adopted substantially as already 
written by Sen. Smoot, Republican 
of Utah, who is to be chairman of 
the resolutions committee. This is 
the opinion of. leaders of various 
shades in the party. .

The tentative platform, of about 
30 planks, hews closely to the 1924 
pattern. It is wordy, lauds Coolidge 
economy and prosperity, extolls the 
protective tariff, favors strict law 
enforcement, endorses the adminis­
tration’s efforts to outlaw war and 
denounces corruption in govern­
ment and elections.

As originally drafted by Smoot, 
the farm relief plank over which 
the big fight has developed, prom­
ised a tariff readjustment to bring 
agriculture and industry more near­
ly on a parity.

A copy of Ihe Smoot draft was 
conveyed to Hoover lieutenants.
Word was sent back that it was too 
•‘moderate’ ’ in its offer of aid to 
agriculture. Hoover representatives 
then started revamping ,a farm 
plank.

Rome, June 12.— In a wireless 
message received here today. Gen­
eral Umberto Nobile, marooned 
commander of the dirigible Italia, 
stated that his radio storage bat­
teries were practically exhausted 
and that transmission of messages 
would have to be stopped for a few 
days until means were devised for 
recharging them.

In his message Nobile also made 
an urgent appeal for supplies. He 
asked for boots for his men, rifles 
and ammunition, medicines, sledges, 
cigarettes, an oil stove and three 
pneumatic boats.

Nobile advised that he had so ra­
tioned his meagre food supply that 
it would last for fifty days. He said 
that a single red-tinted tent had 
been erected on a large ice-floe to 
enable aviators of the relief expedi­
tions to sight his crew from the air.

IN THREE GROUPS 
King’s Bay, Spitzbergen, June 

12.— Suffering the pangs of hunger, 
inadequately equipped to combat 
the Inclement weather of the Arc­
tic, and separated into three 
groups, one of which contained two 
injured men, the crew of the dirigi­
ble, Italia were today in a serious 
pre’dlcament on the ice-floes north 
east of Spitzbergen.

Almost all of the crew of 17 and 
Gen. Umberto Nobile himself were 
suffering from frost bite. One of the 
injured men suffered a broken leg 
when the goiidola of the Italia 
crashed on the ice in attempting to 
land. It is feared that the Italia’s 
surgeon may have to amputate the 
leg but it seems utterly impossible 
that he will be able to do so with 
no facilities at his command.

Reports Unfounded 
There was no confirmation her, , 

of a report that one of the crew of 
the Italia was killed outright when 
the gondola crashed. Another re­
port that Lieut. Lutzow Holm, Nor­
wegian aviator, had found the two 
Injured members near Brandy Bay 
on the north coast of Northeast 
Land, was also stamped as baseless 
here. ;

Gen. Nobile, three others and 
the two Injured men are in one 
group, drifting with the ice.. It is 
hoped the wind will cause the Ice to 
drift westward towards land. An­
other group of the crew is in a sim­
ilar predicament some distance 
away from Nobile.

Three others of the crew who 
started over the Ice in an attempt 
to reach the mainland are causing 
grave fears here. It is feared they 
will be lost in the Arctic wastes.

Kansas City, June 12.— The

Convention Hall, Kansas City, 
June 12— A political bandwagon 
with Herbert Hoover sitting in the 
driver’s seat lumbered into Kansas 
City’s convention hall today for the 
first session of the Republican na­
tional convention.

“ I have not desired to do any­

thing that might preclude and fore­
close the possibility of continuing 
President Coolidge in office,”  said 
Butler. “ But I now will ask my al­
ternate to vote in my place for 
Herbert Hoover, and I am satisfied 
that such a course will meet the 
approval of pur beloved President.

Former Secretary to Presi­
dent Says Hoover Will Be 
Nominated.

Kansas City, June 13.— The Re­

publican convention of 1928 Is all 
set and I’eady to go. It Is like all 
other conventions as far as crowds, 
decorations and all external condi­
tions are concerned. The whirl­
pool In the lobbies, bands on the 
streets, distinguished visitors ar­
riving and the good old meeting of 
friends all rtinning true to tradition 
and best convention form. It is 

'democ^ac., in action at its best.
A Senator, Congressman, Cabinet 

officer, diplomat, both foreign and 
domestic, are all on a level with the 
great body of visitors who have ar­
rived from everywhere. It is impos­
sible to distinguish between the 
southern, western, northern or east­
ern delegates. They are all Ameri­
cans and America is getting stand­
ardized.

The headquarters of all Candi­
dates are filled with throngs, but 
only one filled with optimism. The 
Hoover people think they have the 
nomination tied up and delivered—  
everything is working on schedule 
— every delegate seen on arrival—  
every move to be made carefully 
throughout, not only now but weeks 
before.

Allies Desperate.
The allies are in a desperate con- , .r.  ̂  ̂  ̂ ^

dition. Logic operates in politics as- three-quar-
it does in business, which they are 
discovering, but too late. The pres­
ent condition of the Republican 
Party is due to the poiicies of Presi­
dent Coolidge, assisted in this ad­
ministration by Mellon and Hoover. 
Coolidge took over almost a wreck 
in 1925. People don’t forget this, 
and the convention is going to en­
dorse him and his policies and his 
friends, and If there is anything 
else he wants done they will do 
that. The Allies made their great 
mistake in thinking they could win 
the nomination by opposing Coo­
lidge policies and at the same time 
unite with those who want to draft 
Coolidge. This is illogical to the 
frm of absurdity.

Not Sincere
Then the allied candidacies are 

not affirmatively sincere. There can 
be only one candidate nominated. 
They act as if there were four to 
be nominated. But this is specious 
and perhaps only one person’s view.

However, all the signs of the 
political zodiac point to Hoover’s 
nomination, whether it Is due to his 
record of public and private service, 
or to his fine organizing methods 
to secure the nomination, or to 
representing more nearly than any­
one else the policies of President 
Coolidge, or perhaps to all combin­
ed it doesn’t make any difference.

whole-hearted approval of the Am­
erican people.

The Hoover managers immedi­
ately seized upon the Butler and 
Mellon statements and broadcast 
them through the city just as the 
delegates began to wend their way 
to the convention ha!l to hear Sen. 
Simedn Fess’ keynote speech.

“ Its all over,” said the Hoover 
managers, and even the desperate, 
disappointed leaders of the anti- 
Hoover coalition were forced to 
agree with them— unless the day of 
miracles is not past.

“ Hoover is away over,” said ex- 
Congressman James W. Good, of 
Iowa, the Hoover generalissimo 
here. “ He will be nominated be-

ters over
Senator Designate William S. 

Vare of Pennsylvania, who shares 
the leadership of the Keystone 
delegation with Secretary Mellon, 
and who has continually forced 
Mellon’s hand in the Hoover busi­
ness, immediately declared he gave 
“ wholehearted endorsement to 
Mellon’s announcement.”

' Sen. Vare Happy
“ I am happy,” said the Phila­

delphia leader, “ that the secretary 
of the treasury has put Jhe stamp 
of approval on the candidate whom 
I believe is the popular choice of 
the people of Pennsylvania. I be­
lieve the announced choice of the 
Pennsylvania delegation will bo the 
choice of the delegates from all 
over the country, and I am sure we 
are nominating a man who will be 
triumphantly elected.”

The effect of the Pennsylvanla- 
Massachusetts decision, which car­
ried 118 votes into the Hoover col­
umn in one surge, was quickly 
made apparent.

Within 30 minutes after the news 
spread, it was reported that instead 
of New York casting 60 votes for 
Coolidge on the first ballot, as 
agreed at a caucus yesterday it is 
now probably that those same sixty 
votes now will be cast for Hoover.

The gloom in the camp of “ the 
Allies” who have struggled bitterly 
and desperately to obtain a black­
ing majority against the Cabinet 
candidate, was almost impenetrable 
by the hour of the conventions as­
sembling. Try as they could, they 
could see no way to overcome the 
snowfall of Hoover votes that the 
action in Pennsylvania and Mass­
achusetts portends. --v

KEYNOTE SPEECH
Convention Hall, Kansas City, 

Mo., June 12 —  The Republicans 
are goinj to the count-.- in the 1928 
campaign on the issue of general 
prosperity— and if Calvin Coolidge 
should be persuaded to again carry 
the standard so much the better.

This was the keynote sounded 
here today by Senator Simeon D. 
Fess of Ohio, in opening the Re­
publican national convention, which 
is beset with bitter and acrimonious 
struggles over candidates and plat­
form.

Senator Fess did not actually pro­
pose the nomination of Mr. Coo­
lidge, but neither did he take him 
out of consideration— he merely 
left wide open the door to the draft 
movement should the convention de­
sire to walk through it, by saying 
that Mr. Coolidge “ appeared” to be 
set upon retiring, and that many of 
his friends believed so.

Praises President 
Mr. Coolldge’s name was not men­

tioned by the Ohio keynoter until 
near the end of his long address. 
Then, after words of praise such 
as few conventions have listened to 
regarding any president save Lin­
coln, Senator Fess closed with this: 

“ I once said, and I now repeat 
my statement. Few are his words, 
decisive hla judgments. His com­
prehension of problems Is broad, 
his vision clear, and his action 
dauntless. His conception of pub­
lic duty forestalls the employment 
of mere political expediency. He 
spurns the arts of the demagogue, 
and strengthens the passion of pub­
lic rectitude. He is more concern­
ed in directing the public mind In 
proper channels than in following 
public clamor based upon propagan­
da. He yields not to threats, nor is 
he persuaded by cajolery. His 
evident desire to do justice to all 
stimulates public confidence. He 
shields no wrong, . nor denies no 
right. His sense of fairness pro­
vokes support and disarms attack.

“ After five years and seven 
months of leadership in our na­
tional, he leaves office by his own 
flat, which appears to be final and 
is so interpreted by many of his 
friends in spite of the fact that his 
nomination and election would be 
a foregone conclusion did he not 
forbid;

“ This hold upon the confidence of 
the American people of every name, 
class and creed, without regard to 
partisan feeling, makes Calvin Coo­
lidge the greatest personal and poli­
tical force in the world today.” 

Avoids Prohibition 
Senator Fess studiously avoided 

mentioning prohibition by name, 
but he made it clear that the Re- 
DUblican ^arty la a dry party. His,,

allusion to prohibition was veiled 
but pointed. In that section of his 
speech devoted to Utw enforcements 
After calling for more universal 
respect for the law, he said:

“No backward step can be toler­
ated upon whatever pretext which 
would permit a noisy minority to 
exploit the great mass of our popu­
lation. All over the earth, led by 
our xown example, there has burnt 
into national consciousness 4he con­
viction that this policy and' pro­
gram of human conservation, must 
not be scuttled.

“ It is not a question of tolerance 
or of liberty, but of life, both In­
dividual and national. The Re­
publican Party is ready to call the 
roll on this false doctrine mdts- 
qneradlng Under the mask of liber­
ty. It is ready to sound the moral 
tocsin against the present campaign 
of noise-making minority whether 
in the interest of business profit or 
mere human indulgence. It stands 
for respect for law. It condemns 
the violation of law.”

Backs G. O. P< Policy
Senator Fess made it emphatical­

ly clear that the party is willing to 
stand or fall on the record of the 
Coolidge administration, and in 
this connection be rebuked the farm 
rebels in the party by approving the, 
sentiments expressed in Mr. Coo- 
lidge’s veto of the McNary-Haftgen 
bill. He echoed a number of the 
president’s veto arguments, and at 
the same time highly praised the 
administration's agriouitural re­
cord, which, he said, contained “ the 
enactment of no less than 24 separ­
ate pieces of constructive and 
remedial legislation covering' every 
phase of the agricultural problem.”

But it was upon the prosperous 
condition of the country since the 
Republicans returned to power 
seven years ago that the Ohio Sena­
tor placed most emphasis.

“ Today,” he said, “we are in 
the longest period of sustained 
business prosperity in our history.”

Going into details, then. Sen. 
Fess sketched the business depres­
sion that immediately followed the 
war, dwelt upon the enormous pub­
lic debt and the burdensome high 
taxes, the disarrangement of the 
whole economic and business struc­
ture of the country, and asserted 
that the Republican Party had res­
cued the national from that slough. 
The public debt has been reduced 
eight and one-half billions of dol­
lars since 1921, he said, at the same 
time that taxes were being reduced 
nearly $2,000,000,000 a year, and 
the country being made prosperous.

Result of Management
“ This accomplishment,” he as­

serted, “ was not the result bf ac­
cident, but rather of management.”

Under it, he continued, the 
American standard of living has 
been raised to the highest level in 
the world’s history and kept there. 
By comparison he referred to “ the 
regrettable experience of Grover 
Cleveland in his tariff-for-revenue- 
only policy and the long line of 
soup houses.”

Sen. Fess mentioned no candidate 
by name —  unless President Coo­
lidge can be considered in that cate­
gory. But he did pay indirect 
compliments to Herbert Hoover, 
Andrew W. Mellon, Charles E. 
Hughes and Charles G. Dawes.

He praised the Work of the de­
partment of commerce in the devel­
opment of radio and commercial 
aviation under Hoover; he spoke in 
flowery terms of the treasury re­
cord; he told how American states­
manship had made itself felt in the 
rehabillation and peace of Europe 
through the Dawes plan and the 
Locarno pacts.

Foreign Relations
Foreign relations came In for 

considerable, though unsensational 
comment. He avoided any refer­
ence to the World Court, which the 
Harding-Coolidge administration 
sponsored and which the Republi­
can leadership of the Senate de­
feated. He reaffirmed Republican 
opposition to America’s entering the 
League of Nations, praised the state 
department’s efforts to “ outlaw 
war” by treaties, and defended 
staunchly the Coolidge policy of 
sending marines to the little banana 
republics of Central America.

He denied the marines were in 
Nicaragua and Hayti. fdr any im­
perialistic purposes, and asserted, 
they would be withdrawn when: the 
need for their presence was no long­
er felt.

On the whole, he told delegates, 
the party record has been one of 
outstanding success and accomplish­
ment, and it is upon that record 
that the Republicans should seek 
a new lease of power.

Even the home state delegation 
of Vermonters, who started for 
Kansas City determined to vote for 
Coolidge to the last ditch, have 
swung over to the Hoover cause, 
donvineed that “ I do not choose”  
means " l  won't.”

Butier’e View
William M. Butler, the national 

chairman, and as much of a poli­
tical oracle for the president as 
exists in Kansas City, told his 
Massachusetts delegation at mid­
night that. In his opinion. It was 
useless to think of drafting Coo­
lidge. Butler and the whole Hay 
Rtate delegation plan to vote for 
Hoover from the first ballot onward.

And so it went all down the Hue. 
Nowhere, seemingly, could the des­
perately maneuvering coalition 
leaders against Hoover find much 
comfort. Their one big bet for days 
has been Mellon and his Pennsyl­
vanians, and Vare’s announcement 
at least partially knocked their 
hopes in that direction, galley-west.

But they refuse to give up. ’The 
allied captains of Lowden, Watson, 
Curtis, and Goff figure they have 
two days more in which to turn the 
tide. And so the conferences con­
tinue, the buttonholing of delegates 
goes on, and the talk of trade and 
bolt and compromise fills the 
smoky, stuffy air of the hotels.

The conferences of the Allies con­
tinued throughout the night. The 
Vare announcement Was a hard 
blow, but one of the coalition'lead­
ers, emerging from a long session 
in a hotel room, said:

‘ ’If Mellon will keep three ballots, 
we can still beat him. We will 
gain delegates from both north and 
south after the second ballot. We 
have assurances of that— if only 
Mellon will hold fast.”

In this situation, the secretary of 
the treasury was being urged by 
several Influential Republicans on 
tho spot here to attempt to draw 
some expression from Mr, Cooltdge 
as to whether he flatly would or 
would not accept a nomination at 
the hands of this convention.

“ You can talk to the President,” 
Mellon was told. “ You can say to 
him that , there is a situation here 
of real peril to the party that has 
so honored him. You can say to 
him that there does exist here a 
doubt on the part of many of his 
sincere friends as to his real wishes 
In this mattef, and that a word from 
him will clear up the whole ugly 
situation. He can be nominated 
iU a twinkling for the asking.”

Mr. Mellon is said to have listened 
gravely and to have said he would 
think th^, matter over. It wasn’t 
a job he appeared to relish.

Simitar appeals were made to 
Everett Sanders, the White House 
secretary who Insists that he is here 
merely as a spectator, and that he 
carries no word or letter from his 
chief. Sanders didn’t appear to 
relish the job, either. Almost every­
one appeared to be heartily in favor 
of some one, else rylng to elicit 
some expression from the White 
House.

CONVENTION OPENS
Kansas City, June 12— The cur­

tain rose today on a Republican 
national convention filled with 
struggle and exceeding bitterness; 
a convention in which anything may 
happen, but in which only one thing 
appeared likely to happen —  the 
nomination of Herbert Hoover early 
in the balloting.

The Hoover forcea believe they 
are “ in” . The soreljr-pressed Allies 
against the Cabinet candidate are 
still struggling, savagely and furi­
ously, but it appeared to be a strug­
gle of desperation this morning as 
the leaders went to bed to snatch a 
few hours, sleep after a night of 
smoky conferences.

THE ARCTIC DRAMA
Never before, in the long history 

of Arctic agonizing, has such a 
thing transpired as this trek of the 
Italia’s men, out of the secret ice 
desert of the polar region toward 
tfiat bare chance of safety that lies 
scores and scores Of miles away, 
far to the southwest. And them 
talking to the world about it!

It is impossible for any human 
situation to transcend this one* In 
dramatic quality. So overwhelm­
ingly dramatic is it that the world 
is missing the point altogether, ap­
parently. The setting is too remote, 
the plot too unprecedented, the ac­
tion too vivid and too stupendous, 
to seem in the least real. It is one 
of those events that mankind at 
large simply cannot grasp.

It takes imagination to visualize 
the men of the Italia, "marooned an 
infinite distance in the frozen 
northern sea by the failure of their 
ship, trudging across the ice fioes, 
seeking the opportunity of momen­
tary contact with other floes be­
yond so that they in turn may be 
crossed; the only human beings, 
perhaps the only form of mammal­
ian life, within hundreds upon 
hundreds of square miles— keeping 
on and on, hoping against hope that 
in that vast space they will even­
tually be found by some ice forcing 
vessel. And all the time, sqmehow, 
or other, keeping with them the 
means of sending out radio mes­
sages telling of their whereabouts 
and their doings.

Since 1914 the human heart has 
been torn by so many emotions, the 
human mind ha% -been stunned by 
so many surprises, that they have 
lost much of their capacity for re­
action to the sheerly dramatic. 
Otherwise the saga of the Italia's 
crew would now be absorbing the 
thoughts of the entire race. In 
1912 even a Presidential conven­
tion would have had to take a bad 
second place to such a news story 
as this.

Washiilfeton, June 12.— The 

Washington correspondents have 
been guilty of considerable kow­
towing ̂ in their time, but many of 
them have been Imbued with a 
greater feeling of self-respeot since 
they booted Premier Mussollhi’s 
name from the membership of the 
National Press Club.

A movie press agent returning 
from Italy proposed MUssollitl as a 
non-resident members and ihe 
club’s'board of governors tentative­
ly approved his eledtloh. A clilb of­
ficer actually cabled Mussolini that 
he had been elected and that "all 
fellow members” joined in best 
wishes.

The board’s recent announcement 
that consideration of Mussolini’s 
dame had been withdrawn follow­
ing a “ constitutional protest of 
more than ten active members, cit­
ing reasonable cause,” gave little 
indication of the great howl that 
went up from working newspaper­
men here. Some of them threatened 
to resign if Mussolini were placed 
on the rolls.

When a protest petition was cir­
culated in the Senate press gallery, 
citing Mussolini’s ruthless extermin­
ation of opposition newspapers in 
Italy and his overt acts against Am­
erican correspondents Ih Rome, 25 
members of the first 81 approached 
signed promptly. Three of 'the oth­
er six explained that they might be 
assigned to Rome and didn’t dare 
protest openly,

A score or more members cam6 
to the next meeting of the board, 
assailing Mussolini as the world’s, 
worst enemy of the press and de­
tailing specific instances of his 
suppresglon of Its liberties. No 
voice was raised on behalf of the 
anti-Mussollni group had finished 
and withdrawn, the board of gov­
ernors gave him the gate. i

COMPULSORY INSURANCE
Considerable newspaper notice is 

being taken In the state of the case 
of a New Haven motorist who se­
verely injured a boy by running 
over him with his automobile. He 
was sued by the lad’s father for 
$10,000 damages. Judgment was 
entered against' the defendant for 
$2,000 and in default of payment 
he Was sent to jail. Now he .h/»s 
taken the poor debtor’s oath and is 
free. There is no way for the boy 
to recover a cent of compensation 
for his injuries. Massachusetts’ 
compulsory Insurance law may not 
be all that Ic claimed for it but had 
this defendant been a resident of 
that state and the accident occur­
red within its borders he would not 
have been legally driving the car 
without carrying $5,000 liability 
Insurance. At least there is a 
chance ot a victim getting some 
compensation under such circum­
stances.

If Governor Alfred E. Smith is 
nominated at Houston, there will 
be some discussion of this question;

There are more than a million 
persons named Smith in the United 
States; no Smith has ever been 
honored with a presidential nomin­
ation before. < Because there are 
more voters named Smith than 
anything else they might, if they 
voted practically as a unit, be an 
Important force.

I have never found It necessary 
to employ quinine in cases of mala­
ria because this disorder yields 
more readll]^ to the fasting and 
dieting regime which seems to re­
move from the blood some element 
upon which the parasite feeds. I

In the cure of malaria it IS ad­
visable that the patient employ 
some f(jfm of acid fruit for his fast.

I have found that 
the grapefruit is of special value. It 
seems that the organic acid of these 
frtiits has a very cleafasing effect 
upon the blood, and the mineral el­
ements which they also contain are 
very valuable blood tonics. This 
fast should be maintained for sev­
eral weeks uqtil the parasite disap­
pears from the blood. This .can he 
determined by a microscopic exam­
ination.

The patient should drink freely 
of water, and enemas should be 
given twice daily during the peri 
od o-f fasting. 1 have prepared an 
article which tells the correct meth­
od for employing this enema, which 
1 will be very glad to mall to you 
if you will send me a large, self- 
addressed, stamped envelope.

It is advisable that the patient 
be sweated to assist In the removal 
of the liquid toxlils from his system. 
This sweating should not be too fre- 
;quent, as a sufficient time must 
elapse between these treatments 
for the patient to recuperate his 
strength, Light sunbaths and excr- 
;cises will assist in speeding the re­
covery.

There are many who suffer trom 
a chronic form of malaria. It is 
quite common to find patients, who 
in their younger days have lived in 
the southern part of the United

symptoms which they call bilious­
ness but which in many cases may 
come from an old malarial Infec­
tion which was improperly treated 
with suppressive methods. Man, 
readers, suffering from auto-lntoxl 
cation, coated tongue, constlpatum, 
hot and cold chills, etc., may re­
member that they have once bad 
malaria. If that is so, it is a good 
plan to take a short fast and a 
cleansing diet to try and get rid of 
the possibly original chronic cause 
of their present symptoms.

After this cleansing process the 
patient should be very careful with 
his food combinations and employ a 
correctly balanced diet. Once the 
disease has been eliminated from 
his system in this manner he need 
not be afraid of the ordinary after 
effects of malaria. i

fast, as described, for even well peo­
ple who wish to safeguard them­
selves against this, infection.

Meanwhile, wear 
a suitable support which will hold 
in the rupture until the muscles 
covering the peritoneum have been 
sufficiently developed to do their 
work properly.

HINTS ON HOW TO KEEP W ELL  

by World Famed Authority

STUDENTS WORKING WAT
ARE ILL MOST OFTEN.

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN.

Editor Journal o f the American 
Medical Association and of Hygela, 

the Health Magazine.

In every college today there Is a 
small percentage of students who 
earn their way through school by 
working in the college dining halls. 
In offices, and In homes surround­
ing the Institution.

Some of these students excel as 
well in other activities beyond 
work and scholarship. As their 
time Is greatly limited, particular­
ly for recreational activities, they 
are likely to suffer more with 
fatigue than are students who are 
not driven to support themselves 
while gaining an education.

Dr. R. W. Bradshaw of Oborlln 
College has recently reported the 
results of Investigations of the 
health of self-supporting students 
as contrasted with those who were 
Independent and did not need to do 
outside work while In school.

He pointed out, as have others 
who have made special studies of 
Infections concerning students, 
that the commonist type of Illness 
is the common cold, sore throat, 
or Influenza.

The group of students <vho sup­
ported themselves suffered from a 

per cent, higher Incidence of 
such Infections during the year 
than did the non-self-supporting 
group. The students who were 
working their way spent 1269 days 
per thousand In ' the hospital, 
whllo the number , of non-self-sup- 
portlng groups spent 947 days per 
thousand in the hospital.

MUIM iOIVED
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These figures are also supported 
by investigations made by the 
United States Public Health Serv­
ice In various places. It is slgnfi- 
cant that the financially handicap­
ped student who works his way 
through college has a higher per­
centage if illness than does the 
naturally independent group. Un- 
questlohably the strain of such 
work and the Increased fatigue 
have some bearing on this fact.
