Francis spread and were added to
the volume of the already swollen
Varney river.

A 600-foot levee seven miies
north of the new break was being
carefully guarded to prevent a new
break in that territory.

Red Cross officials said there was
no immediate danger for the thou-
sands of homeless, as nearly all
| had had sufficient warning to make
‘full preparations against eventual-
ity.

Many of the refugees were re-
ported to have taken several days’
rations of food with them
they left their homes.

He Caught—Starts to

Superior, Wis., June 18.—The
reputation of President Coolidge as
a fisherman is considerably dimmed
if circumstanial evidence is to be
believed.

The Summer White House is lo-
cated on that portion of the Brule
river running through the estate
of the late Henry Clay Pierce. No
less than seventeen hatcheries were
established by Pierce, and the Brule
is so well stocked that the trout
almost bump each other in their
meanderings. It is rumored they
sit up and beg for flies, worms, ete.

Is Fishing.

The President has been fishing
on two of the three days- he has
spent thus far in the north woods.
Ordinarily judging fronm: the past
two vaeations--he is only too proud
to display his catch for the benefit
of the photographers and let the
newspaper reporters know exactly
how much the biggest one weighed.

To date, however, the results of
this year's efforts have been veiled
in the deepest secrecy. Repeated
efforts on the part of the newspa-
per men to ascertain the number of
fish caught, if any, have resulted in
complete failure. “Several,” said
Edward T. Clark, his personal sec-
retary, evasively; ‘‘some," parried
Col. E. W.Starling, the secret ser-
vice man who fishes with the Presi-
dent.

As proof that trout can be caught
in the Brule is the experience of
Starling. The very first day, ne
made his initial cast, using a leader
with three wet flies a three-pouni
German brown trout immediately
struck. For five or six minutes
the fish gave battle, then subsided.
Starling was. about to let it take
water when suddenly -the line
wirred out of his reel, and the fight
was on again. Finally netting his

-egatch he found that just as he was

about to land the big one, a pound
and half rainbow trout had struck
at one of the other flies. Two fish
were on his line,

To Get to Work.

Today the President plans to
make his deferred visit to the tem-
porary executive offices in Superior.

HOPS AGAIN TO SOUTHAMPTON

FORCED TO DESCEND
BY LACK OF FUEL

Crew of the Friendship Stay Down Just Long Enough to
Get Gas Tanks Refilled—Hard Going All Along 2,400
Mile Flight From Newfoun dland—Stultz at Controls All
the Way Across, Flying “Blind” Most of Way—Ship
Averages 115 Miles an Hour—Girl Flyer Refuses: to
Go Ashore After She Lands.

Llanelly, Carmanthenshire,
Wales, June 18.—The monoplana
Friendship, which descended In
Burry Inlet at 1£:40 o'clock hop-
ped-off again at 5:37 after being
refueled. It was understood
the fiyers—Miss Amelia Earhart,
Pllot Wilmer Stultz and Mechanic
Louis Gordon—were bound for
Southampton, their original goal.
Previously Stultz had announced

night moored to the docks at Swan-
sea, Wales.

Before' the hop 3Stultz. praised
Miss Earhart’'s courageous behavior
and stamina.

“One expects men to stand these
dangers and hardships but Miss
Barhart stood the test as well as
any of us,” said the pilot. “She was
wonderful. She was on the alert
the whole time. She was ‘all eyes
and ears'. Even when flying
through the thick fog blanket she
did not show the slightest concern,
When she sighted the Welsh coast
she was as happy as a child.”

Llanelly, Carmarthenshire,
Wales, June 18.—Dropping through
a driving rainstorm, the trans-At-
lantic plane Friendship, which now
bears ‘the honor of carrying the
first woman on a non-stop flight
between America and Europe, came
to anchor in Durry inlet four miles
off this port, just before one o’clock
this afternoon,

Shortly before the plane drifted
down upon the surface of the chop-
py water it had flown over this
town at an altitude of from 200 to
300 feet. Crowds in the street, at-
tracted by the roar of the motor,
looked upward and saw a graceful
red and gold monoplane drifting
through the haze with the Stars and
Stripes upon {it.

“It is the Friendship,” was the
-ery which went up immediately.

There was a rush towards the wa-
terside.

Thus ended the historic 2,400-
mile flight of the Friendship from
Trepassey  Bay, Newfoundland,
bearing Miss Amelia Earhart, Bos-
ton social worker; Pilot Wilmer
Stultz and Mechanic Louis Gordon,
who had written a new page in the
history of American aviation enter-
prise.

When the Friendship touched the
surface of the water Pllot Stultz
taxied towards a buoy to which the
plane was made fast.

Police Boats Arrive

Police boats and numerous small
craft immediately set out for the
plane to take off the three flyers.

By using marine glasses the
monoplane could be seen on theé
Iffting swells of the water, riding
easily and gracefully. There ware
no distress signals flying.

Owing to the heavy rain and the
rgughness of the sea the small
boats made all possible haste to
pick up Miss Earhart and her com-
panions.

“We made it,” were the jubllant
words of Miss Earhart.

Pilot Stultz and Mechanic Gor-
don grinned their delight over the
successful termination of the long
and hazardous voyage.

To Stay With Plane

When . the police boats ranged
alongside of the Friendship Miss
Earhart and her two companions
said they did not intend to go
ashore. They asked that gasoline be
brought to the plane as- the fuel
supply had run dangerously low.
Miss Earhart said they had declded
to continue to Southampton as soon
as the machine was refuelled.

Stultz had his plane under per-
fect control. After flying over this
town the machine passed out over
the inlet and flew in the direction
of the estuary. The Friendship ecir-
cled the estuary  at slightly de-
creasing altitude and then dropped
lightly upon the surface of the wa-
ter. X

In the belief that the flyers
would come ashore a large crowd
gathered on' the water side to
greet them. Soon, however, a boat
came back from the Friendship and
reported that the American flyers
refused to leave thelr ship.

“They said they would hop off
agaln for Southampton as soon as
they obtalned a fresh supply of pe-
trol,"” announced the hoatmen.

“We are short of fuel,” shouted
the woman flyer. @ When the boal
drew closer Miss Earhart urgently
asked that fifty gallons of *“‘aviation
gas"" be obtained immediately and
tglat it be brought out to the Friend-
ship.

“We want to get enough to be
sure of reaching Southampton,”
added the aviatrix.

Persons on the motorboat sug-
gested that®the crew of the plana
go ashore.

“We will wait out here for the

gas'' replied Stultz and Gordon.
Immediately upon the return of
the boat a wild search was started
throughout town for gasoline suit-
able for airplane use. Since ‘“‘avia-
tlon gas" 1s practically unknown
here it was not certain whether a
supply could be obtained In° the
Llanelly district.

Meanwhile the Friendship, wlth
the flyers still on board, was riding
at anchor two miles down the inlet
from this town. It had been brought
inshore to a point about 350 yards
from land. Low tide prevented f{t
from approdching any closer.

FLEW “BLIND"

Llanelly, Carmarthrenshire, Wales,
June 18—Beset by fog and bad
weather, the transatlantic mono-
plane Friendship‘‘flew blind"” most
of the way across from Newfound-
land to Wales, Pilot Wilmer Stultz
darlared here this afternoon.

I had consider- '
able difficulty keeping the course
because of the fogs and rain. For
some time before we came down I
realized that we were getting short
of gas, Finally we decided to come.

‘““After circling a couple of times
to make sure that everything was
clear I landed the ship in the water,
and made the plane fast to's buoy.
“My companions are both well
but are dead tired. Miss Barkart

We have not got gas enough left in
the tank to make a hop off.

“It was not 4 pleasant trip but
everything went perfectly, I had to
steer according to our instruments
and luckily they did not go wrong.

Kansas GCity, June 18.—Most
Democrats, particularly those from

the north and west, may belleve
that Al Smith’'s nomination at
Houstan next week is cinched, but
Senator James A. Reed of M:ssourl,
is not one of them. To him, the
Democratic presidential nomination
still rests on.the laps of the gods.

‘“Nobody has been - nominated
yvet,”” he sald somewhat grimly,
“I'm going to Houston, and I think
I am going to win. No-one can tell
what the Houston convention will
do.ll

The Smith claims of approximate-
ly 700 votes now pledged or com-
mitted do not perturb the fiery
Missourian,

Misleading Claims

"“Why,” he countered, ‘'sho®ld
such misleading and over-estimated
claims be answered? The conven-
tion itself will do the nominating,
not the managers of this or that
candidate. If pre-convention claims
nominated candidates instead the
votes of the delegates themselves,
the' political history of the United
States would have been changed
many times.”

Concerning his own chances of
the nomination, Seuator Reed had
little to say other than that he is
going to Houston with a feeling of
confidence. He declined to speak of
his delegate strength, present and
prospective, or of that of other
aspirants.

He chooses rather to talk of the
forthcoming campaign.

Weak Candidate

Herbert Hoover s the weakest
candidate the Republicens could
have named,” he asserted.

Nothing — and the
farmers know it. They are not the
. fools that certain corporate-minded
gentlemen in the east think.”

The Missourl Senator indicated
that the Democrats are going to
make much of the part which Sena-
tor-Designate Wm. S. Vare of
Penna., played in Hoover's nomin-
ation. Vare has thus far been
denied his seat in the Senate.

“Herbert Hoover,"” said Reed,
“‘was nominated by and with the
support of 'Bill' Vare, who stands
convicted before the par of Ameri-
can public opinion as a corrupt city
boss. Had Vare stayed In Phila-
delphia and not come to Kansas
City the result of the Republican
convention here might have been
far different, I, for one, intend
that the country shall be apprised
of this as the campaign progresses.”

MOTHER HAPPY

Medford, Mass., June 18—“Won-
derful, wonderful, we are very
thankful,” exclaimed. the mother
and sister of Miss Amelia Earhart
today when they heard the news
that the trans-Atlantic airplane
Friendship had spanned the Atlan-
tic. .

“I knew she would do it," said
Samuel Chapman, fiance of Miss
Earhart at his home in Marblehead.
Chapman said he would cable his
congratulations immediately.

Mother Worried

Mr. Chapman had spent a rest-
less night of worry over the safety
of his sweetheart.

Mrs. Earhart, who was nearl¥ in
a state of collapse when her daugh-
ter and ther {lying companions un-
expectedly took off from the Boston
Airport two weeks ago, had com-
pletely recovered today. She said
she was certain that Amelia would
get across the Atlantic and that
she had made up her mind not to
wWOorry.
Both mother and daughter,
Muriel, were in good spirits as news
bulletins over the radio told of the
progress of the Friendship. Later
they took a mueh needed rest,
denying themselves to all callers,
Chapman, who first met Ameiia
when the latter was learning to fly
In Los Angeles, also listened intent-
ly at his radio through the night
for latest bulletins from the girl
who is to be his bride. “We ..re con-
fident that the good ship will get
her over,” said Chapman. “It will
bring glory to those aboard who
deserve glory for their plucky
feat.” During their emrly courtship
in Los Angeles, Miss Earhart used
to drop love billets from an air-
plane to the office building where
young Chapman worked.

Not for a Thrill
The flight of “The Girl Lindy"
—2a qulet, fair-haired Boston social
worker—was not for the thrills
nor mere pride of achievement. The
driving force behind the flight was
more practical. In the accomplish-
ment of the flight she saw an op-
portunity to regain the family for-
tune. She made thig clear in a last
letter to his sister,
“I have tried to play for a large
stake,"" she wrote her sister *“Nap-
Py’ (Muriel), “If I succeed, all
will be well, If I don't I shall be
happy to pop off in the midst of
such an adventure. My only regret
would be leaving you and- mother
stranded for awhile.” The girl fly-
er kept the news of her plans from
her family until the Friendship
was yell under way.
Before leaving, Miss Earhart

To Get All Profits

It was understood that Miss Ear-
hart would receive all the profits
accruing from books and stories of
the flight as well as stage and film
contracts. “Dusty” Stultz, the pilot,
it was understood, would receive
$25,000,

Miss Earhart sent word several
times from Newfoundland that she
did not plan to race across the At-
lantiec with anyone.

Ever since “Lindy"” made his At-
lantic crossing, Miss Earhart aspir-
ed to be the first woman to accom-
plish the feat, An experienced avia-
trix ten years, and holder of an in-
ternational pilots' license, Miss
Earhart almost gave up hope that
opportunity would knock at her
door. Then, one day, a few weeks
back, the publishers of “Lindy's”
book, searching for an atviatrix to
make the hop, called on a Boston
publicity firm. Rear Admiral Belk-
nap, a friend of Miss Earhart's,
happened to be in the office, and,
when the telephone message was
discussed, suggested the name of
Miss Earhart, A few weeks later
the “Girl Lindy" was on her way.

There was an air of tension at
the modest Earhart home at South
Medford this forenoon. Amelia's
sister Muriel was kept on the jump
answering telephone calls from
relatives and friends in many parts
of the country. One long distance
call came from Utica, N. Y. The
family anxiously awaited a cable
from Amelia. .

“The time has not been suficient
for me to give this organization's
operating methods very close
scrutiny, but I have learned that
the major part of their program is|
NOT relief work, and that a com-
paratively small part of their bud-
get is devoted to, or intended for,
relief of disabled  veterans.

“We are trying at this time to
build up the American Legion Post
in Manchester.

“These two organizations are
NOT working in the closest har-
mony and the Leglon members feel
that there is a duplication of effort
in the two organizations.

[ am not prepared to say that
this organization has not done some
good, but I am forced to believe
that the proportion of money col-
lected which actually goes for the
relief of veterans is too small to
warrant thelr support or encourage-
ment.

“In the final analysis, each busi-
ness solicited, must be governed by
his own desire or judgment but it
seems to me it would be wiser to
support the Legion than to scatter
it among several organizations,
Yours truly,

Mr. Frost, after allowing time
for Mr. Rix to investigate the or-
ganization he represented, called at
the Chamber of Commerce rooms
and upon being refused the en-
dorsed right to sollcit in Manchester
and being shown the letter sent out
to Manchester merchants declgred
he would report to his organization.

powers that fostered it. Create a
huge military machine and a great
military caste in any nation, and
that nation is safe so long as the
machine and the caste remaln
willing to stand hifched. But on
occaglons they have, instead, decid-
ed to take charge—and when they
have there has been no way of
stopping them.

SAFETY VALVE

Correspondents attending the
President in his vacation journey
to Minnesota have reported that it
was a brand new variety of Cool-
idge who arrived at Brule full of
laughter and conversation. Their
description is easily to be credited.
Any man who, after more than one
term in the White House, sees his
way clear to liberation from the
terrific responsibilities of American
Pregidency, with the prospect of
honorably laying down the job still
in the possession of his health and
menta)] vigor, has reason to be gay.

Especially must this be true of a
man of the temperament of Calvin
Coolidge. Caution is the outstand-
ing characteristic of the President.
In a chief executive it is an admir-
able quality, But there is no func-
tion of the human mind that takes
greater toll. Eternal watchfulness
over oneself as well as over eventls
is a searing business—and no
President ever attended to it so
sedulously as Mr. Coolidge.

No wonder that the accomplished
nomination of a worthy successor
acted like the opening of a safety
valve, No wonder that President
Coolidge did more laughing in half
a day at Brule than he had done
all put together since he took the
Path as President in his father’'s
Vermont farm house.

INDIAN AFFAIRS

There is one minor point in the
noniination of Senator Curtis for
the Vice-Presidency which may
not prove to be altggether minor
lzter on. Senator Curtis’ blood is in
| quite a considerable proportion
that of the Kaw Indians. In his
boyhood he lived among the In-
dians. Naturaily he not only under-
stands but sympathizes with the
Indians.

The Institute for Government
Research has made a report which
discloses some startling and tragic
facts in connection with the condi-
tion of the government's Indian
affairs and Indian exploitation.

There have been many attempts
to correct abuses in the manage-
ment of Indian affairs but usually
they have had little result hecause
in no administration was there any-
one more than casually interested
in the subject.

As Vice-President Mr. Curtis will
exercise, it is to be expected, much
niore influence than has commonly
been the case with Vice-Presidents.

APPEAL OF HICKMAN

WEATHER SERVICE FOR
COAST AVIATORS IN
GUGGENHEIM PLANS

New York.—Installation on “the

Los Angeles-San Francisco airway
of a complete aeronautical weather-
reporting service was announced to-
day by Harry F. Guggenheim,
President of The Daniel Guggen-
heim Fund for the Promotion of
Aeronautics. The undertaking is
sponsored by the Fund for the year
ending June 30, 1925 in coopera-
tion with the Department of Com-
merce, the Weather Bureau and the
Pacific Telephone and 'Telegraph
Company,

Cost of the weather
system, installation and operation
during the period will be borne
chiefily by the Guggenheim Fund.

Pick Coast Route

The route between Los Angeles
and San-Francisco was selected for
this demonstration chiefly due to
the fact that regular passenger Ser-
vice is maintained over it by three
air transport companies, ac well as
an air mail gervice, and both the
Army and Navy will carry on exten-
sive air operations at various places
along or near the route. The service
is not confined to these regrlar
operations, however, but is avail-
able to every aviator flying over the
area between the two cities.

So important is information as
.0 proper diet that it is well to re-
peat five simple rules recently stat-

ed by I Stewart in a consideration
of dietetics,

A suitable diet must:

1—Contain the necessary con-
stituents to produce & perfect
food, viz. protein, carbohydrate,
fat, water salts, vitamins. The
protein must be a good one, i. e.
with the essential amino-aclds.

2—Be well balanced; these con-
stituents must be present In
proper proportions.

3—Possess the cozrect calorie
value,

4—Be digestible, suitably cook-
sd and invitingly served.

5—Meet the requirements of
health, age, and occupation of the
individual and climate and aeason
of the year.

In addition to these tactors.
however, there are many psycho-
logical points in relation fo the
taking of food which every phsi-
slan and nurse realizes, but which
wre seldom obvious to the average
yerson.

Monotony is fatal to appetite.
Fhe most palatable dish becomes
iistasteful if repeated too often.
Viilk, one of the very best of foods,
yecomes nauseating if glven sim-
)ly as milk every time.

On the other hand, if it is modi-
led by suitable fiavor, by incor-
yoration into other dishes, by as-
oclation with soup, fruits and ce-
eals, it can be -/ iven in large
imounts and be regularly wel-
omed by the person who takes it.

ST. JAMES'S SCHOOL

HOLDS GRADUATION

Impressive Exercises Held in
St. James’s Church Here
Yesterday Afternoon.

The second to be graduated from
thelir
diplomas at the graduating exer-
cises held in St. James's church
yesterday afternoon at 3:30, the
exercises being attendec by a large
gathering of relatives and friends,
but not in such numbers as ittend-
ed the exercises a year ago, when
the church was filled to capacity.

The graduates entered the church
from either side of the altar, five
boys leading ten girls on each slde.
They marched from the south and
north sides of the altar entrance,
and turned through the gates that
lead to north and south alsles of
the church.

As
they reached the front pews two
girls entered on each side and the
boys then would occupy the end
seat In each pew, leaving two girls
and a boy in each pew.

The boys wore suits of light gray
mixtures and the girls all wore
dresses of the same material, style
and each carried a red rose. The
dresses were of white silk. Each
wore a vell, cap effect, with a red
band around the head, representing
the class colors, red and white.

The altar was decorated with
