The boy Antone Leone, injured
in the accident on West Center
street this morning and reported as
not seriously hurt, was this after-
noon said by his physician to be
suffering from a fractured shoulder
and possible internal injuries, The
physician described his state as
serious rather than -ritical.

Two persons werv .adly injuced,
vne of thep: being in Manchester
Memorial hospital, and about
dozéy others were slightly hurt
early today when a Silver Lane
passenger bus struck a truck con-
wdining a three ton load of pickles
and overturned it unty five school
children who were standing beside
ithe road walting for a school bu.
alL Bunce's Corner,

Anton Leone, eight years old, son
ol Mr. and Mrs. Salvatore Leone u.
488 Wesl Center street, and Alfred
Bunece, six .years old, son of Mr, and
Mrs. Edwin C. Bunce of 886 Hart-
ford road, were the worst injured,
but the condition of neither is re-
garded as serious. The Leone hoy
is In the hospital and the Bunce
child at his home. The others in-
jured or badly shaken up were
three other school children, ten bus
passengers and the drivers of Lhe
automaobiles,

The collision involved the Silver
Lane bus which plies between Man-
chester and Hartford and owned by
Frank Gear, and a Reo¢ truck owned
by the Silver Lane Pickle Company.
The bus was in charge of C. J. May-
nard of Hartford an:. the truck was
being driven by Joseph N. Peloquin
of 167 Silver Lane, East Hartford.
The latter has been arrested and
is to face trial in Manchester Police
Court tomorrow morning cn a
charge of reckless driving.

Truck Going Fast

The accident happened at 8:35
at the intersection of Hartford Road
and West Center street. The bus
was coming out of Hartford Road
onto West Center street, headed to-
ward Hartford. The truck was
proceeding east on West Center
street. Pelogquin had started for
Providence with the *hree tons of
pickles. He was alone and accord-
ing to reports was trayeling at Jeast
thirty miles an hour. The bus
driver said Pel' juin was going 35
or 40 miles an hour and that he
himself was driving not over 20
miles an hour. J

The children were standing be-
side the road waiting for the school
bus that takes some of them to the
Bunce School and the rest to other
Ninth District schools. They were
Frank Lombardi 11, of 408 West
Center street; Lawrence Lombardi
12, of 403 West Center street; Wil-
liam Leone 16, 388 West Center
street; Anton Leone, 8, 388 Waest
Center street; and Alfred Bunce
6, 886 Hartford Road.

When the bus struck the piekle
truck squarely in the center on the
right side, it overturned .hat vehi-
cle against a row of small pine trees
and a wooden fence, pinning the
Leone boy beneath it. Peloquin
was imprisoned in the cab, but he
managed to crawl out of a window.

Strangely enough, no glass was
broken in either the truck or the
bus except jars of pickles. The bus
did not overturn.

Lucky Escape

How the othrer four childrén es-
vaped more serious injury, or how
the Leone boy gscaped without
broken legs is a mystery. The truck
was overturned right on the spot
where the children were standing.
Some of them evidently jumped to
- the side quickly enough to escape
with slight bruises from flying
splinters which littere. the street
it the point of the crash.

It required the efforts of four
men with shovels .- d grub-hoes to
extricate the Leone boy from under
the wreckage. Both of his legs
, Were pinned beneath the truck. The
rescuers, Lawrence Bunece, Jack
Smith, Cyrus Smith and Frank
Locke, who live nearby and who
hurried to the scene, worked for
ten minutes before they could free
the lad, who cried Incessanly for
help. It was necessary to root up
a fairly large tree and to Femove
quite a bit of dirt before they could
get him out. To the surprise of
sveryhody, Leone's only injuries
Wwere apparently bruises. He was
walking around after the accident
s if nothing had happened.

Washington, June 19.—Eight
years study of the currents of pro-
duction and distribution convince
Herbert ‘Hoover, Republican presi-
dential nominee, that the first thing
needed to aid the American farm-
er is a “‘positive, long-view nation-
al policy for the better setting of
agriculture” in the economic pic-

Hoover, it was learned today, is
giving much consideration to his
agricultural program and hopes to
offer a concrete plan that will be
acceptable to both the McNary-
Haugenites of the midwest and
those who oppose the equalization
fee principle. He already has con-
vinced Senator MeNary (R) ot
Oregon, and today is expected to
confer with Senator Curtis, of Kan-
sas the vice-presidential candidate.

As Secretary of Commerce Hoov-
er pointed out that while he did
“not decry any sound plan of im-
mediate relief,’” he believed that
consideration of the long-view is es-
sential to any program. In the agri-
cultural industry policies are need-
ed that will, as far as possible, elim-
inate the causes of crisis and repe-
tition of resort to emergency make-
shifts in farm relief.

Four essentials in a “long-view
policy, according to Hoover's ideas,
are:

1. Better organization in farm

200,000 TUBERCULAR
CASES ARE TREATED
" ANNUALLY IN U. §.

New York,—A -survey recently
completed by the National Tubercu-
losls Association showed that New
York State leads the country in the
number of public, semi-private and
priva%e sanatoria for the cure of
tuberculosia with california = rank-
ing second. This state has a total
of 9,498 beds while California has
4,451, .
* The growth in institutions for tu-
berculosis cases has increased great-
ly during the last 24 years. In 1904
there were less than 8,000 beds de-
voted to the care of the tubercu-
loug. Today there are 72,723 beds in
608 public sanatoria. This includes
Hruwaii, Porto Rico and the Philip-
pines and 44 federal sanatoria con-
taining 12,320 beds. .

It is estimated that 200,000 per-
sons are cared for yearly in the
institutions. ’

Every state in the United States,
except Idaho, Nevada and New
Mexico, maintains public institu-
tions for combatting the disease.
Idaho and Nevada make absolutely
no provision, public or private, for
the tuberculous, the report indi-
cates,

Dr. Linsley R. Willlams, Manag-
ing Director of the National Tuber-
culosis Association, characterized
the analysis as “most {lluminating”
and declared:

“Despite tHe fact that there has
béen an increafe of 750 per cent in
the facilities for the case of the
tuberculous in the past 24 years,
improved methods and the increas-
ing desire of the public to learn the
truth about its physical condition
brings to light more cases of tuber-
culosis than can be taken care of by
existing sanatoria. In other words
many of these sanatoria are over-
crowded@ and have long walting
lists.

“Four states on the list have only
one sanatorium each, but the fact
that they are all publiely supported
is an encouraging sign that the
citizens and officials of those states

REPORTS READY
IN DISTRICT 8

Officers Statements Publish-
ed in Today's Herald;
Meeting Tomorrow.

In another column of today's
Herald will be found the annual
reportg of the officers of the
Eighth School and Utilities Dis-
trict, Included are the reports of
the president, the school commit-
tee, the treasurer, the collector and
auditors, These reports should be
read and studied by every taxpayar
in the district. They tell in detail
just how the district’'s money Iis
disbursed and for what purpose.
The reports will be submitted for
approval at the annual meeting of
the district which will take place
at the Robertson school on North
School street tomorrow evening
beginning at 8 o'clock.

Present indications are that the
meeting will be well attended.
There are at least a half dozen
candidates for the job of collector
and at least two candidates for the
position of treasurer. As far as can
be learned these are the only two
offices that will 'be contested.

In the call of the meeting there
is very little business out of the
ordinary to come before the dis-
trict at this time, The treasurer's
report shows that the liabilities of
the district today are $179,000.

The question of the laying of a
tax will come before this meeting,
and the majority of the larger tax-
pavers all agree that a 65-mill tax
is absolutely necessary. For two
years a four mill tax has been
levied, but according to the report's
of the officers the debt has not
been reduced during that period.
The expenses of the district the
past year have been unusually
heavy for several reasons, Nobody
wants to pay any higher tax than
is necessary but it would seem
from the report that it would be
only good judgment to levy a 5-
mill tax and pay off some of the
indebtedness.

He has the knowledge of the work
of the office, which with
handling the amount of money that
we do in all our departments it is
vital that we have a man thorough-
ly acquainted with the work. I
the last two or three years in the
sewer department we have borrow-
ed and repaid something like one
hundred and fifty thousands of dol-
jars. In the school department he
has handled, this last year over
fifty-five thousand dollars and the
auditors tell me that his accounts
are correct to a cent. Mr. Taxpay-
er can we afford to turn down such
a man for an uncertainty? The feel-
ing of security for our finances is
worth more to you and your officers
than the salary you pay for this
work, Any person aspiring to this
office will find that he has some-
thing to do, not only connected with
the payroll.

A few years ago there was a
person who aspired to become our
treasurer. Where would we have
found ourselves' if he had suc-
ceeded. In about three months
from the time of our election this
person lost his position and found
employment out of town and mov-
ed away. If you elect the person
whom it i8 rumored now aspires
for the office the same thing might
happen, for he is no more per-
manently anchored here than the
other fellow.

In closing I wish to ask the tax-
payer if he wants his money safely
and knowingly handled or if he
wants an unceriainty. Taxpayer
think.this over carefully and be at
the meeting Wednesday night and
vote for a man who we know from

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QUAKERISM

Because Herbert Hoover is the
first member of the Society of
Friends to become a probable Pres-
ident of the United States it is in-
evitable that the American people
will speedily develop a greater in-
terest in this rather isolated re-
ligious body than they have ever
before displayed.

The Society of Friends is not a
very ancient group. The beginnings
of Quakerism are something less
than three centuries old, for tha
séct was founded, hardly intention-
ally, by George Fox, in England, in
1647.

Fox, disaffected by the formal-
ism and standardization of Chris-
tlanity of his tige, began preach-
ing in advocacy of a personal striv-
ing after truth and upon the nec-
essity of inward spiritual experi-
ence quite apart from either ritual-

ism or abject following of a pro-.

fessional clergy. He and his follow-
ers rejected the theory that men
and women were Inherently and
hopelessly evil and that salvation
depended upon some intermedial
force; and there grew up among
them the doctrine‘ that perfection
might be attained in this life by
those who admitted the . Divina
Bpirit into their souls in the living
of their daily lives,

As Quakerism grew in definite-
ness this insistence on the personal
aspect of religious experience made
it impossible for friends to coun-
tenance the setting apart of any
man or any edifice for the purpose
of Divine worship, to the exclusion
of all others. The operation of the
Spirit, they maintained, was in no

~Way limited to time, individual or

place,

As a result they were in direct
conflict with Puritanism in that
they believed in the possibility of
individual victory ovep sin, and
were accused on the other hand of
disbelief In the inspiration of ' the
Scriptures and the person and
works of Christ, a charge which
they always denied,

It wag inevitable, in the extra-
ordinary religious excitements of
their time that these early Quakers
should be persecuted, They were
made the victims of countless legal
prosecutloﬂ.s, wWere jailed and
heavily fined by the hundreds, It
was mot until the 'passage of the
toleration act in 1689 that the
peérsecution of the Friénds came to
an end,

In America they were subjected
to much the same’kind of treat-
ment, In/1656 two women Quakers
arrived at Boston. At once their
books were burned by the hang-
man, they were examined for signs
of witchceraft, imprisoned for five
weeks and then gent away, During
the same year eight other Quakers
were banished from the colony,
and during the next “three years
laws were passed to prevent the
introduction of Quakers into Mas-
sachusetts/ with such penalties as
cutting off of ears and boring ot
tongues with hot irons, These
measures failing to keep the Quak-
ers away several were hanged,
merely for being Quakers, until
King Charles II put a stop to such
extreme measures,

Meantimé George Fox, originator
of the sect, had come to another
part of America, prospecting for a
refuge for his people. Several rich
converts to the Society of Friends
interested themselves in this en-
terprise and in 1677-8 some 800
Quakers immigrated to an already
founded colony at Burlington,' N,
J. ' B

One of the most powerful and
most intellectual supporters of the
Friends movement in England
was William Penn. He was one of
the promoters of the New Jersey
c¢olony and in 1682 dame to Ameri-
ca, established the *'Christian state
of Pennsylvania” on a Quaker
model, founded Philadelphia and
entergd on the stupendous enter-
prise of conduéting a common-
weglth without arms or army. He
mxperienced much trouble with his
pwn home government though
gone with-the native Indians, and
yus finally deposed as the colony’s

—
———

Mdiploma mill'" doctors from

governor. He was restored later, |
returned to Pennsylvania and
achieved, as iz well' known, tha
greatest success of any colonial
leader in establishing amicable re-
lations with the Indians,

It {8 from this New Jersey
and Pennsylvania stock that most
of the American Quakerg are
descended. It has produced many
notable men and women, some of
whom have figured importantly in
the affairs of the natfon. 0ddly
enough, in the light of the Friends’
historic opposition to war, several
American generals have been of
Quaker stock—and during the
great conflict the secretary of war,
active head of America's participa-
tion, was a Quaker,

The Friends have always held
that war is contrary to the pre-
cepts and spirit of the Gospel, be-
lieving that it springs from the
lower impulses of human nature.
Their root objection to it is based
on the bellef that war is both the
outcome .and cause of pride, greed,
hatred and everything opposed to
the mind of Christ.

Friends, however, are one sect,
that does not compel its members
to subscribe to a creed. Their be-
lief in the direct communication
between man and the Divine Spirit
contributes to the collateral be-
lief that the conscience must
guide, They are, for instance, utter-
ly opposed to the taking of legal
oaths on the theory that such
institution tends to create a .dou-
ble standard of truth. Yet not all
Quakers will refuse to swear to
court testimony, though mno real
Quakers believes in the necessity or
wisdom of the oath.

On the whole their attitude to-
ward creeds, formalism and pro-
fessional preachers has its founda-
tion in the belief that there is al-
ways great danger of acceptance
of the form for the substance of
genuine religioug faith and spirit.
Sincerity would seem to be the
dominant characteristic of the sect,
for to be a Quaker and insincere
about it must give a person very
little satisfaction in any way.

1t is a warm, kindly and tolerant
religion. Somehow it seems to fit
Herbert Hoover. Perhaps it had a
good deal to do with making him
what he is.

HOW TO USE MELONS. ?melou at every opportunity and even

In the summer time it Is a good
plan to cut down on the heavy
foods and use the more watery
fruits and vegetable, These are
best when used by themselves and
not in combination with the hearty
toods of high caloric value. ’

Melons may be used freely dur-
ing their season, if the rule is ob-
gérved. Although classed as a veg-
etable, they should be used as you
would any acid fruits. All melons
are of the gourd family and contain
about ninety per cent. of water, the
rest being composed of sugar and
organic minerals and vitamins.

The casaba, which matures in-the
late summer, is the melon which
keeps the longest without spoiling.
1t can be kept for as long as two
months after gathering. This melon
iz the largest, outside of the water-
melon, often measuring seven or
eight inches in diameter, and
weighing seven pounds or more.

The early melons, generally
classed as muskmelons, are very
perishable and should be used when
ripe. If not properly matured they
are tasteless, and if over-ripe will
cause severe digestive disturbances
and poisoning, They must be
handled very carefully to avoid
bruising, and the housewife should
use the greatest care in selecting
those not already bruised, and with
a good odor.

They are best chilied in a refrig-
erator, but if cracked ice is relied
upon to cool them, it should not be
placed inszide of the melon, but the
melon should be packed inside the
cracked ice and open and. cleaned
when ready to serve. This method
will preserve the naturally delicate
flavor, and not dilute the juice
with ice water. No seasoning should
be used, with the possible exception
of a little salt. If the melon is fit
to eat, its flavor cannot be improv-
ed even by salt. If not properly
matured and ripened, it should not
be used under any circumstances.

The Rocky Ford melon is one of
the best varieties and one which
can be depended upon to be of a
superior flavor. However, market
styles are constantly changing, as
the crossing of varieties is very
easy. and has worked many trans-
formations from the original types.

The watermelon is a nalive of
Africa, so the craving of the color-
ed peoples for this melon seems
quite natural., The southern part
of the United States raises by far
the largest crop for commercia;
purposes.

Washington, — The Democratic
donkey and the Republican ele-
phant, distinguished beasts that
they are, are propably the only‘don-
key and elephant in the world that-
have a common, identical ancestor.

Both were brought into existence
in the '70s of the last century by
the famous American cartoonist,
Thomas Nast.

The Democratic donkey first ap-
peared in this Nast cartoon, pub-
lished In Harper's Weekly on Jan,
10, 1870.

Probably there i not one in a
hundred of the staunch partisans
of either emblematic guadruped
who has the taintest fdea how his
party happened to select ils mascot.

Oddly enmough, each animal was
saddled on its revpective party as
a derisive jest Each found favor
with the rank and file and was
drafied for regular service, and the
or‘ginal meaning ot the application
was rpeedily forgot en.

The Birth of the Donkey l
The Democratic donkev was born
first,
Nast at that time was drawing

He picked up the old fable about
the jackass that defied a dead lion,
and illustrated it.

The Democrats
1870—were assailing the conduct
of Lincoln's cabinet during the
Civil War, and were centering their
hottest fire on the record of Lin-
coln’s secretary of war, Edwin M.
Stanton, although Stanton had re.)
cently died. Nast drew a picture
showing a dead lion lying beneath
a tree, with a long-eaved jackass
lashing out at it with its hoofs. The
lion he labeled "E. M. Stranton'';
th donkey, ‘'the Copperhead
Press',

The editor of Harper's Weekly
apparently had little idea that this
cartoon wus going to provide the
Democratic party with an emblem
that would last for years. Al any
rate, he buried it in an ineonspicu-
ous place on the lasl page, among
a group of patent medicine ads. It
was printed on Jan. 10, 1870.

The birth of the Republican ele-
phant came four years laler, and
took place in a manner more be-
fitting the nativity of the mascot of
@ greal party,

The New York Herald was one
of the central figures in this car-
toon. Nast nsed as his basis auother
old fable—this time the one about
the donkey that, clothed in a lion's
skin, had set up a braying in the
jungle and had frightened the ele-
phant into running into a trap se
by a canny fox. '

His {llustration showed such a
scene, The donkey dressed in a
lion's skin was labeled ‘‘the New
York Herald.” The elephant was

“the Republican vote.” The fox,

bush, bore the words ‘‘Democratic
party' on his collar.
. Adopted by Republicans

The Herald had been attacking
the Republicans for permitting talk
of Grant's proposed third term to
go unchecked. Nast's idea, obvious-
ly, was that it was therefore con-
fusing the party and preparing the
way for a Democratic victory.

This picture, incidéntally, drew
a whole page to itself. It was print-
ed on Nov. 7, 1874, and found such
favor with the Republicans that the
elephant speedily became the party

emblem.

Nast, as it happens, was also
the man who gave Tammany Hall
its tiger. ‘“‘Boss'’ Tweed, the notori-
ous Tammany leader, had once be-
longed to a fire/ company called
‘“the Big Six."" This company had
a tiger's head as it emblem. When
Nast sought a figure to represent
Tammany, he simply adopted the
tiger's head, fitted a body onto it,
and used it. Like the Republican
and Democratic parties, Tammany
adopted the tiger and uses it to
thic day.

PUTS THOUSANDS
IN REFORMATORY

Indianapolis, Ind., Popular belict
that crime is increasing among the
youth of today is erroneous, accord-
ing to the Rev. Lyman C. Murr,
chaplain at the Indiana Reforma-
tory at Pendleton, Ind., since 190u,

The average age of the popula-
tion has almost trebled during
Murr's pastorate it has not devi-
ated eilher way, more than a fifth
of one per cent trom the average.

Lack of education was responsi-
ble for the incarnation of the ma-
jority of the inmates, Murr declar-
ed,

One College Graduate

“In the 28 years from 1900 to
the present, only one college grad-
uate has ever been confined in the
institution, and onl¥ 18 of the
thousands who have ‘done time'
here, have had Lhe advantages of a
high school education,” 'Murr de-
clared.

‘‘Despite the fact that the popu-
lation of the institution has grown
from 700, when | came here in
1800, te 2,017 at present, the ay-
erage mentality remains the same.

The mentality of the average in-
mate is seldom above “that of a
child in the third or fourth grade
of grammar school,” Murr said.

Education in the fundamental
principles of right, and the teach-
ing of the value of work are the
best means to combat criminal ten-
dencies, Murr declared, ¥

Mostly Iliterate

“Most of the unfortunates who
are sent to our penal institutions
are practically illiterate, They hava
never learned the value of system-
ized ef_fort.

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OPENING BIDS.

An opening bid by third or fourth
hand may be made only when
greater strength is held than is re-
quired for an initial bid (by first or
second hand). The '‘reason  Is ap-
parent when you consider the fact
that the first or second hand by
passing annoounces . that the re-
quisite strength for an initlal
bid is missing. Additional strength
therefore must be held by third
and fourth hands, respectively, to
compensate  for the obviously
missing strength in partner's
hand.

Third hand to make an opening
suit bld should hold at least 2%
quick tricks, and to make a no
trump bid should hold at least
214 to 3 quick tricks with three
suits stopped.

Fourth hand to make an open-
ing suit bid should hold at least
3 qulck tricks, and to bid a no
trump, 3%, with three suits stop-
ped.

George Francis Dougherty of
Dougherty street, South Manches-
ter was awarded the degree of
Bachelor of Arts with highest
honors.

This afternoon President and
Mrs. Hibben held a reception at
Prospect as the final feature of the
Commencement program. Sunday
morning the Baccalaureate address
was delivered by President Hibben
in new Princeton chapel.

Class Day in which young Dough-
erty made a special contribution to
the program was held yesterday
with the traditional cannon exer-
cises, the class oration and the ivy
ceremony period. The cannon exer-
cises were held about the Revolu-
tionary cannon which is sunk in
the lawn behind Nassau hall, It is
on this spot that celebrations are
held when Princeton athletic teams
win victories over Yale. Many huge
bonfires have blazed above the can-
non for ‘*big three” championships.
