Houston, Texas, june 21.—The
first rumble of the prohibition
thunder that may rock the Demo-
cratic national convention reverb-
erated about Houston today. It of-
fered a prelude, perbaps, of what is
to come—and incidentally what
may change this convention from

Smith ratification meeting into a
noisy, controversial and bitter com-
panion-piece to Madison ‘Square
Gavden.

Gov. Al Smith's managers took
prompt measures to squelch it. But
they ‘'were not entirely suecessful,
nor did they succeed before the cur-
tain was lifted a bit to afford an in-
sight into the fe:ling of the New
York delegation.

Norman #. Mack, veleran com-
m ttee frowy New York, and one of
Gov. Smith's closeut personal
{riends, fired the opening gun in a
statement in which he gave unstint-

n

ed praise to Gov. Smith, and in-
cluded thene observations:
Oppased to Prohibition

“Gov. Smith has, and always will,
stand for liberty and state’s rights.
He is opposed to prohibition, He is
for temperance.

“The troulle with tae American
people is that they do not appreciate
what prohibition has meant and
does meun today. If they only -cal-
ized what hardship it is t« the busi-
ness of this country they would not
stand for fit.

“Gov. Smith believes that if any
state desires a certain alcoholic con-
tent of beverage, that state has th-
vight to determine that content. If
the state desires to be dry, then =
is the right of that state to be dry."

Money Taken Out

Mack 'said, “It is abeolutely
criminal” for American Lusiness to
allow forelgn countries to take so
much mone_ out of this country for
liquor, and he referred to “people
in the states of-Michigan, Ohio, In-
diang, inois and Ne ork spend-
ing the greater portion i their time
- d money imbibing the liguors so
easily obtained in Canuda.”

Mack’'s bombshell coming from
the source it did and on the eve of
the convention was Iimmediately
teken up by grim-faced drys who
are here to do battle with the Smith
forces. It created a first-class sensa-

Naturally Gov. Smith's managers
would like to see him nominated
on the first or second ballot, but
they do not intend to do anything
that might arouse hostile feeling
against tl.: Empire state's execu-
tive on the part of any group of
delezates. But when the proper
time arrives, and the Smith men
are confident that it will be early
in the balloting, the governor will
be nominated with many votes to
spare, they say.

For Free Speech

““New York stands for tolerance
and free speech, for good nature
and good will,”" Van Namee declar-
ed. "We want to give every favor-
ite son a chance to show his
strength and we want everyone to
leave the convention feeling fine."”

Van Namee made it plain that
Smith's managers are absolutely
convinced he will be nominated.

“Gov Smith will be nominated
for the presidency at this conven-
tion, there is no doubt about that,”
he declared. “‘The governor now
has over 650 of the 735-1% votes
necessary to nominate him and I
am not making a definite claim as
to just how many more he has.”

Norman E. Mack, of Buffalo, na-
tional committeeman from New
York, predicted Gov. Smith would

Chicago, June 21.—Extra guards
were provided today for prosecu-
tors, witnesses and members of the
Special Grand Jury Investigating
erime and election frauds. follow-
ing an attack last night on Attor-
ney Samuel Epstein, connected with
the pro=ecution.

Epstein was set upon and slug-
ged by gangsters in the very shad-
ow of the Criminal Court building
where the Special Grand Jury is in
gession.

The sluggers attempted to seize
important memoranda dealing it is
gsaid, with evidence in connection
with the pre-election murder of
“Diamond Joe' Esposito, a Deneen
pclitical worker. The attorney’s
papers also included a list of men
who are to be indicted, it was said.

Frank J. Loesch, in charge of the
jury as special prosecutor and
president of the Chicago Crime
Commission was enraged over the
attack upon his aide.

Asks for Protection,

“This shows what desperate
lengths the fellows we are after are
willing te go,” he sald. “I have
asked, Commissioner of Police
Michael Hughes for adequate police
protection for all connected with
this investigation."

The thugs, two in number, ap-
parently followed Epstein from the
court room. He was pounced upon
a half block from the Criminal
Court building. Although severely
beaten, he fought his attackers un-
til help arrived and thus saved the
papers.

Ten men, have already been nam-
ed In indictments and six of them
are under arrest, all charged with
erime during the recent bloody
primary election campaign. But
these men are, for the most part,
gangsters and minor politicians.
The jury is now after the “higher
ups.”” Some of these were listed, it
was said, in the papers sought from
Epstein.

Vienna, June 21,—A state of|
| virtual martial law prevailed In
Belgrade today as the result of the
assassination of Deputy Paul Rad-
itch and Deputy George Basaritch
by Montenegrin Deputy Punlea
Ratchiteh in the Skuptchina (Par-
liament), yesterday.

Advices from Belgrade said that
troops were patrolling the streets.

Violent anti-government riots
were reported from Zagreb, the
stronghold of the Croation Peas-
ant Party.

A Belgrade telegram said that

the Democratic members of
Cabinet had decided to

Reason for Shooting

The shooling resulted [rom in-
tense feeling that had been engen-
dered by debate over the Jugo-
Slav-Italian treaty (Nettunon
Treaty). This pact was before the
Chamber for ratification at the
time of the assassinations.

In addition to the two men kill-
ed, Stefan Raditch, leader of the
Croatian Peasant Party, was shot
through the abdomen, Three others
were less seriously wounded. They
are Dr., Pernar, secretary of the
' Croatian Peasant Party; Deputy
y Josip Grandja and Deputy Jelas-
fteh.

The shooting followed a riotous
gcene in the Jugo-Slavian Chamber.
Stefan Raditeh had made a speech
during which he shouted at the
Radical deputies: **You are behav-
ing like a lot of swine.”

Rioting Starts

Rioting broke out during which
the president of the Chamber sus-
pended the session. Immediately
afterward Punica Ratchitch drew a
revolver and began firing indis-
criminately towards the opposition
bench. The first bullet penetrated
Pal Raditeh's heart.

There are two versions as to
what followed. One was that the
assassin jumped through a window
and drove off in a motor car. The
other said he forced his way
through the ministerial rooms and
made his way to the office of the
minister of interior where he de-
manded an audience. The minister
refused, saying: “I am not speak-
ing to murders."

FAKE DIPLOMA MILL .
IS UNEARTHED IN N. Y.

Records Falsified and Names
Inserted; Detectives on Trail
of the Fakers.

New York, June 21—Detectives
today were closing in on the head
of a diploma mill at the College of
the City of New York.

Chancellor Frederick B. R.bin-
son disclosed the insidious degree
fuctory’s presence to the district
aitorney after a quiet campus in-
vestigation,

As_istant District Attorney James
T. Neary said the diploma mill
chieftan is a graduate of the col-
lege familiar with procedure in the
registrar's office.

His identity was learced from a
man listed falsely in the college
files., The district attorney's office
indicated tffere was sufficient evi-
dence to warrant indictment.

Operatives of the mill stole their
way into the registrar's headquar-
ters and falsified records. Names of
yvouths who never matriculated
were inserted in the enrollment list.
Undergraduates were credited with
passing subjects they had flunked.

Most of the fraudulent records
apparently vere employed to get
men into law schools.

CODE DEVISED TO CHECK
TRAFFIC SIGNALS CRAZE

New York, June 8.—-The tral-
fie glgnal craze has struck the
apuntry to such an extent that one
of its leading sponsors at the time
of its Introduction now Is tryinz
to control its application.

As a result of a survey of mure
than 100 of the larger cities. the
American Engineering Council is
considering the submission of a
code n! standard practice on the
use of traffic signs, slgnals and
markings.

The survey disclosed two funda-
mental errors cities fall Into In us-
{ng the modern signal devices. One
{s to place the signals without any
adequate study 'of the traffic con-
ditions they are Intended to im-~
prove, and the secopnd s to use
them at places and at times not
justified by conditions,

“Tha inevilable result,” says the
report of this survey, “will be a
public recognition of these errnrs
and a consequent disregard of the
unnecessary regulatfons, which
will lead to the ultimate defeat of
what should be most useful and ef-
fective methods of traffle control,”

Best Type, But—

Of all°the mechanical devices
that have been employdd to faeill-
tate traffic movement, the report
‘'says, the most effective has been
the automatic traffic signal.

“Like all good things, howeyer,"
it continues, ‘‘there is an uafortu-
nate tendency to overdo its appli-
cation with the result that such
gignals have been installed Indis-
oriminately without analysis-of the
probable effects, and are operated
at times when there is no possible

SCIENTISTS 0

GET PETROLEUM
FROM SOFT COAL

Pittshurgh.—The recent an-
nouncement that the Standard Oll
Company of New Jersey and the
German Dye Trust known as the L
G. Farben Industrie, were about to
establish an. experimental station
jointly in this country for the pur-
pose of developing the process of
manufacturing synthetic petroleum
from coal, was characterized as
“somewhat mystifying’® by Dr
Thomas Baker, presiaent’ of the

an interview here today.

Dr. Baker who organlzed
first International Conférence on
Bituminous Coal, which was held
at the Institute in 1926, recently
roturned from Europe where he has
been engaged- in preparations for
the Second _ International Coal
Congress to be held at Carnegie
Tech next November.

‘The announcement of the joint
experimental station was mystify-
ing, Dr. Baker stated,insofar as
there ig confidence that the supply
of natural petroleum is insufficient
for many vears. This, he said, Is
general and certain.

Look Far Ahead.

Presumably, however, Dr. Baker
said, the Standard Oil Company is
looking far into the future and is
preparing itself for any eventual-
ity.

Coal to Oil.

“The American public first be-
came aware that it was possible
to turn coal inta petroleum at the
time of the first Carnegie Coal
Congress in 1926 when Dr. Fried-
rich Bergius, the German scientist,
read his paper on the hydrogena-
tion of toal,” Dr. Baker stated.

‘“The war stimulated very great-
iy the eflorts to tind a substitute
for matural petroleum.”

It was not until after the war,
however, that the production of
synthetic petroleum actually got
underway to any extent. The
Serman Dye Trust took over the
Bepgius patents, modified them
some and at the present time the
production of synthetic petroleum
is being carried out on a large
scale.

The manufacture of the new
product and the further develop-
ment of the process is now in the
hands of Dr. Carl Krauch, a direc-
tor of the Dye Trust, according to
Dr. Baker., Dr. Krauch will come
to the United States next Fall and
will be one of the speakers at the
Serond Internmational Conference
gn Bityminous Coal next Novem-

er.

OSTEOPATHS WATCH
COLORADO CASE FOR
HOSPITAL PRECEDENT

Greely, Co'o.—Osteopaths of the
United States have their eyes turn-
ed on a case filed in Weld county
court that will decide whether
licensed doctors of osteopathy can
be refused the privilege of practic-
ing in county hospitals.

The case was brought by R. W.
E. Newton, of Greely, against the
board of county commissioners of
Weld county. The commissioners
had placed the Weld county hospi-
tal in the hands of a staff of allo-
pathic physicians which had formu-
lated a set of rules prohibiting Dr.
Newton and all other osteopaths
{rom practicing in the hospital. The
150 osetopaths who are backing the
case plan to cafry it to the state
supreme court and to the United
States Supreme Court if necessary
to decide the issue definitely.

The complaint declares that coun-
ty hospitals are supparted by taxes,
and tha. taxes are paid 'y the pub-
lic in general, including osteopaths.
For this reason, they should have
tbe right to use the hospital as
well as doctors of other degrees. '

The case was filed mainly to de-
clde the {ssue for smaller county
bPospitals where paying” patients
are accepted as well as those un-
able to pay for their care.

Houston, Texas.—With
tional Foreign Trade convention
off its hands, Houston has plunged
into further preparations for the
larzest meeting of its history—the
Democratic National Convention.

Upholding the tradition of
Southern hospitality, local arrange-
ments committees are overlooking
nothing to provide every comfort
for the 100,000 delegates and visit-
ors expected from all parts of the
United States. '

The $200,000 convention hall,
with a 25,000 seating capacity and
the most perfect acousties of any
building of its kin in the world,
is rapidly nearly completition and
will be ready long before June 26.

Jessie H. Jones, the Texan who
astounded the country a few
months ago by landing the first
Democratic conclave for the South
since the Civil War, is personally
directing the lpcal arrangements,

New hotels are being rushed lo
completion to help care for the
crowds expected during the con-
vention, and thousands of rooming
houses, apartments and private
homes will be throw.a open to the
delegates if necessary.

Galveston An Attraction

Galveston, 50 miles away, with
additional Yotel facilities and the
finest bathing beach in the world,
will be drawn near to the conven-
tion through fast interurban ser-
vice, street cars and bus lines run-
ning between the two cities.

Mayor Oscar Holcombe has
launched a vigorous police cam-
paign to rid the city of undesirable
characters during the Democratic
convention, and the city health de-
partment in directing a clean-up
and home-beautiful drive over the
city. -

More than $25,000 has been spent
in the last seven weeks in the Easl
End alone, residential section of
the middle class, in cleaning up and
beautifying.

More than 100 telegraph opera-
tors will work on the network of
wires at the convention hall, send-
ing out 1,000,000 words of news
daily on the convention to private
parties and mnewspapers of the
world. ‘

The convention hall is a frame

ENERGY FROM THE RUN
All of our energy comes from

the sun. Most of our muscular foree -

comes from the food we eat. This
we obtain from plants or from ani
mals which feed upon plants, and
plants require tue sunshine to grow
and to store food material. Only
plants have, the property of using

the radiant energy in such a way!
that they convert carbon dioxide

into carbohydrates, and absorb ni-
trogen from the soil.

Not only the emergy in our food
comes from the sun, but every
foree in the world, such as burning
coal, exploding gasoline, and elec-
tricity, can all be traced to the
sun’s forces. i

The most astounding effect of the
sun is its effect on plants. Planls
have been experimentally grown
one season without sunlight, and
even though during the succeeding
season they are exposed to the di
rect rays of the sun, most species
will become extinet in four genera
tions.

The sunp also affects the huma
body: - e have.in a slight degrs
some ability to use Lhe sun's ra\
directly in much the same mann¢
that the plant does. A lack of su
light will produce a lessened nu
ber of red corpuscles and a lack -
coagulation in the blood. A lack
sunlight also causes an'increase 1
the fiuid parts of the body and i
the white blood cells, producin
diseases known as luekemia and
anemia.

The sun’'s rays also aid in ow
assimilation of caleium and some

fatty substances. The treatment of |

sunbathing is especialy
mended in anemia, tuberculosis,
rickets, asthma, catarrh, chronic
tonsilitis, nephrities and diabetes.
One of the handicaps of modern
civilization is that we have empha
sized the Idea of-modesty to such
an extent that we wear too much
clothing. Consequently, these life-
giving rays of the sun are complete-
ly shut off from our bodies excepi
on the fAte and hands. Physicians
have attempted to produce an arti
ficial light which can be applied 16

recom-

ultra-violet rays, and has been at-
lended with some- success, but the
most satisfactory results come from
using the direct sunlight, since
there seems to be some unknown
energy in the sunlight that {s lack-
ing in the chemical ultra-violet
rays. &

When taking a sunbath, either in
the nude or at the beach, one should
always bear in mind the fact thal
an overdose of these'rays is injuri-
ous. Most people have the mistak-
en belief that if a little sunshine is
good, a great deal will be better.
Sunshine is of course very danger-
ous, as the pores become so swol-
len“and injured by the burn that a
proper elimination of poisons from
the-body cannot take place. Be
careful not to be sunburned today
because this is the longest day in
the year.

A small amount of sunburn like-
wise affects the body in a nronar-
tionate manner. Even the faintest
glow on the skin is injurious as
iong as it lasts. It is therefore much

as to produce an inecreasing tan
each time over several exposures
than to try to become tanned
through the effects of only one or
two sunburns. g .

The tanning of the skin, or the
sunburn, cannot in themselves he
beneficial. The only helpful thing
about a sunbath is the absorption
of the ultra-violet rays by the blood.
The skin becomes tanned only be-
cause th2 body is trying to protect
itself against too much sunlight to

which it has not been accustomeg. |

INELIGIBILITY

Yesterday's news that Manches-
ter High school had forfeited its
claim to the 192§ baseball cham-
pignship of the Central-Connecticut
Interscholastic - League no doubt
was received with great surprise by
many Herald readers, The effort of
the school team to win such a covet-
ed honor as a tie with West Hart-
ford, has all gone for naught he-
cause certain players ou the tam
saw fit to play with nutside organiz-
ed leams. This is one of the most
important and best known rules in-
cluded in the athletic code adopted
by the majority of high schools in
the state. The boys who violated
the rules were fully aware of the
violation they were making and
should have known better.

However, after all is said, both
pro and con, relative to the improp-
er action taken by the boys, there
i= something else that should not
be over-looked.

seldom do we find first-flight play-
érs who do not force matters by go-
ing to 1™ : net. You will notice that
when the going gets close both men
will be battling for the net:

The volley is a chop, but the ball
is hit on the fly before it bounces.
There is little time for a follow
through, as it is necessary to jump
back into position quickly. The
volley is only a short, quick punch.

There are two types of volleyers,
as exemplified by Vincent Richards
and “Little Bill" Johnston. Rich-
ards is not a decisive volleyer in
that he does not win the point on
his first shot unless he has a set-up.
His winner is usually scored on the
third and sometimes fourth volley.
Richards puts his first volley to
offe of the corners in order to put
the other man on the defense and
the second shot goes to the opposite
corner. His volleys are 80 accurate
that the third return is usually so
weak that he is able to put it away
with little difficulty.

“Little Bill” on the other hand,
is the exact opposite. His first vol-
ley generally ends things so fast
and accurate is it. e puts the
shot into which ever corner is open.
This style of play takes marvelous
timing.

The volleying game should not be
attempted until the ground strokes
are mastered as it is futile to go
to the net unless you go in behind a
forcing shot.

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HINTS ON HOW 1'0 KEEP WELL
by World Famed Authority

i Daily Health Service ]
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HERE ARE USEFUL TIPS
ON CARE OF THE SICK.

In their interesting guide on
home problems, Miss K. W.
Kinyon and Prof. L. Thomas Hop-
kins devote one chapter to a dis-
cussion of the manner In which
sickness should be controlled In
the home,

The systemic outlines that
they present are safe guides to
healthful living. For instance, one
statement gives briefly and suc-
cinetly the elegmentary facts for
the control of the sickroom. The
room must bhe clean and simply
furnished, and be provided with
plenty of fresh air and sunshine.
" Heavy furniture, curtains and
rugs and bric-a-brac merely pro-
vide places in which dust can ac-
cumulate and are of little value
to the sick. All unnecessary fur-
niture and ornamentation should
be removed.

Flowers may be placed in the
room but even these are fre-
quently distasteful to patients and
should not be urged upon the sick
who do not ¢xre for them. Par-
ticularly distasteful are faded or
dead flowers.

No medicine should be given
which has not been prescribed by
the physician. Medicine should
always be given at the specified
time and in the amount pre-
scribed. The patjent's own judg-
ment in this matter is certainly
not to be trusted, but even his
judgment is better than that of
the untrained attendant,

Few people without training
are able to take care of the pa-
tient’'s bed. Everyone apparently
is anxious to make the patient fesl
comfortable, to shake up his bed,
move him around, and adjust his
pillows. The patient may prefer
to be let alone,

If such happens to be the case,
he probably will be fully compe-
tent to manipulate his own pil-
lows. If & person, is silck, the
sheets, plllow cases and bed linens
must be laundered frequently. If
the patient has a communicable
disease, these should bs washed at
sast every second day.

should he washed often, certainly

‘munieation.

at least once every two days.

Communicable . diseases are
spread by people who carry the
germs of Infection from one péer-
son to another. When Infectious
disease is present in the home, the
hands and face should be washed
by every person both on entering
and leaving the sickroom.

When the front swheels wobble
and the steering is hard to control,
there are two definitc classes in
which the possible causes for this
shimmying can be placed. One is the
slow speed shimmy and the other is
the high speed shimmy.

Tire experts, J, B, Hale and C.
R. Stewart of the Firestone Tire
and Rubber Company, have just
completed an exhaustive study of
gshimmying.

Slow speed shimmy occurs up to
about 30 miles an hour. It is caus-
ed by worn-out or bent parts that
are closely allied to the steering
system or to the wheels. Those list-
ed are: loose drag link connections,
loosge tie rod connections, loose king
pin bearings, loose wheel, bent
wheel, bent tie rod and bent axle,

The remedy is to tighten up these
parts, or to replacs those worn
down with new parts, The loose
wheels might need new bearings,
Generally, however, slow speed
shimmy is less troutlesome than the
high speed kind.

Much of the blame for high
speed shimmy is directed at the
manufacturers and designers. This
ocours when the car goes well over
30 miles an hour. Some of the larg-

er cars get the disease L tween 60
and 70 miles an hour, ang many of
them at a definite point in the speed
curve.

The reason for this 1: that the
wheels seem to fall into the perio-
dlc vibrations of the motor at that
speed, and shimmy results, Some-
times there's a sort of gyroscopic
action of the car that causes shim-
my and sometimes, the engineers
admit, the tires are at fault.

To prevent this sort of shimmy,
however, the tire engineers suggest
lining up of the drag link assembly
to as nearly a straight line as possi-
ble, balancing the wheel and tire
assembly, ralsing the inflation pres-
sure on the front tires, using stiffer
springs or adding an extra spring,
avolding oil on the springs, using
shock absorbers and keeping them
tight, seelng that the axles aren't
twisted and the brake drums aren't
out of round, keepin' the spring
shackles tight, keeping the proper
camber, caster and toe-in, seeing
thet the tires are evenly set on the
rims and that the wheels run true,
and eliminating all looszness 95'
tightening or rebushing,

Of course, the tire men compli-
ment the automotive ongineers and
designers for doing mueh toward
eliminating the causes for shimmy
as far as possible, And the automo-
tive men return the compliments
by avowing that much has been
done to make tires a decrasing
factor in shimmying, )

THIS CONGRESS|

Washington,—Although Congress
has given Jesg time to forelgn af-
fairs in tfie present session than in
any term since the war, the diplo-
mats have been more agtive than
usual. A survey of the Ameriean
position in world affairs reveals a
vast improvement over the picture
current when the now expiring ses-
sion began last December,

Three notable achlevements mark
the Initlal sesslon of the Seventieth
Congress—the Mexican oil gettle-
ment, the §250,000,000 German
property adjustment, and the re-in-
statement of the Mouroce Dootrine
through the Havana Pan-Ameriean
Conference,

Almost equally significant to the
student of international affairs, but
more remote from the current of
vital, pressing {issues are the re-
fusal of the Senate to re-open the
question of American adherence to
the World Court of International
Justice, and the persistence of signs
in various quarters that the world
powers are gradually approaching a
final readjustment of the repara-
tions problem,

SBettle Oil War

Settlement of the ten-year oll
controversy with Mexico marks a
turning point in Pan-American af-
fairs, ,

The Alien Property Act, to pro-
vide machinery for the settlement
of German claims arising out of
war-time sefzures by the govern-
ment, disposes of the last major in-
ternational problem of the World
War, so far as the United States is
concerned.

True, the $4,000,900,000 French
debt remains unpaid. But with the
continued economic recovery of Eu-
rope, diplomatic observers see this
as only a phase of the larger prob-
lem of general fiscal readjustment
within the next two years.

Already preliminary work to-
ward such a readjustment is under
way. Diplomats and economists
generally, look for a drastic revis-
fon of the Dawes plan, with perhaps
a gigantic bond {ssue for public
floation in all solvent countries in
behalf of Germany,. This plan
would consummate final liquidation
of the war from the standpoint of
world fiscal adjustment,

Meanwhile the French debt set-
tlement incorporated in the Mellon-
Berenger agreement lies dormant in
the Senate Foreign Relations Com-
mittee, awalting a ratification move
in the French Parliament.

Latin-American Relations

Through the Havana conference,
our relations with the Latin-Amer|-
can governments have been gener-
ally improved. There are stil] many
troublesome problems to be settled
as to detall, but in the larger aspect
of world politics, Pan-American
feeling now {s more stable and
promising of improvement than at
any time during the past decade.

Nicaragua, where Sandino still
fiings aloft the banners of extreme
nationalism, 1{s the one eruptive
spot on the Latin-American hori-
zon and even this, according to the
State Department view, bids fair to
settlement, at least for four years,
in the Marine-supervised election
scheduled for next November.

Elements of trouble are seen In
the present situation in Venezuela,
where British and American oil in-
terests are jockeying for advantage
In-the face of the approachipg re-
tirement of President Gomez,
Seething China, always marked
by the ‘‘slow” sign on the diplomag
tic maps, is in better condition to-
day from the United States’ view-
point than any time since the war.
