HOOVER MEETS
COOLIDGE AT
WAR COUNCLL

Nominee Discusses With
President Part He Wil
Play in Coming Campaign;
Resigns His Office.

Cedar Island Lodge, Brule Riv-
er, Wis., July 16.—Herbert Hoover
today went into conference with
the man he hopes to succeed—
President Coolidge—to devise
means of winning- the 1928 elec-
tion.

Hoover traveled 1,000 miles out
of his way, The last 32 over a dus-
ty rural highway, for the meeting
with the president at the Summer
White House. He will spend taday
and tomorrow acz the President's
-~ guests, talking polities, campaign
policies and possibly doing a little
fishing.

Hoover came here especially to
learn what parts the President
wishes to take in the coming cam-
paign. The nominee also planned to
discuss with Mr. Coolidge what is-
sues 'shall be stressed in his drive
for the presidency. The naming of
a successor to Hoover as secretary
of commerce also will be settled
at the conference.

Gets Ovation

The Republican nominee won
quite an ovation from Wisconsin's
citizenry as he traversed the heart
of Republican insurgency. As the
Hoover train rolled through the
pine-woods country, every cross-
road held its little gathering of
Wisconsinites, who cheered the can-
didate, An enthusiastic reception
and parade through the streets of
Superior came at the end of his
railroad trip. Hoover smiled happily
through it all.

Hoover was met at Superior by
Everett Sanders, secretary to the
President and brought to the pres-
idential lodge in a White House
Car. Mrs. Hoover accompanied the
nominee, A host of newspaper cor-
respondents, photographers and
Wisconsin political leaders made
the journey to the lodge in Hoover's
entourage.

Former Senator Irvine L. Len-
root who arranged the reception in

Superior, Gov, Fred R. Zimmerman
“ and Walter J. Kohler, who seeks the
governorship, headed the Wiscon-
sin political group t at accompan-
fed Hoover. Zimmerman and Koh-
ler, political rivals but both regu-
lar Republicans, joined Hoover's
train last night. There were no La
Follette followers in sight.

Hoover will remain as the Presi-
dent’'s guest until tomorrow even-
ing, when he motors to Duluth,
Minn., to re-board his train. Then,
he will resume his westward trip,

Says Kansas Editor Got His

Albany, N. Y., July 16.—Still |
plainly irritated by thz recent at-
tack made on him by William Allen
White, Kansas editor, in which he
was represented as a friend of the

saloon, Gov. Al Smith today turned

The governor clearly indicated
he did not intend to engage in any
long distance debate as to whether
he voted for or against the saloon
twenty years ago when he was a
member of the New York Legisla-
ture.

“I have nothing more to say
about it,”" Gov. Smith said when
asked if he had read White’s denial
that the Rev. O. R. Miller, Albany
reformer, had furnished him with
the legislative data.

The Rey. Miller, Hoover, said he
would have something more to say
about Gov. Smith and the saloon.

“I am waiting for some affidav-
its and then I expect to have some
more truthful statements for the
governor to deny,” the Rev Miller
said.

In denouncing White, the gover-
nor characterized Rev. Miller as
“‘an admitted liar,”” ‘a parasite”
gnd an 18 karat fakir.”

NEW YORK NOW LEADING
IN CRIME ABOLISHMENT

It's the Unmterestmg Case
Prosecuted Daily That
Helps Make United States
Less Lawless.

Albany, N. Y., July 16.—Uninter-
esting cases which are being prose-i
cuted daily i» the courts, and not
the sensational murder cases, are
helping to make the United States
less lawless, according to a state-
ment issued today by a sub-com-

mitte of the Baumes crime commis-
sion.

Senator John Knight, Republican
leader of the Upper House of the
Legislature, and chairman of the'
sub-committee which is making a!
thorough investigation of eriminal
siatisties, had this to say about
some of the murder cases as well
known to the public:

“The great gist of crimes that
constitute 99 per cent. of the work
of the eriminal courts, pass almost
witheut mnotice. Their solution,
trial and punishment are a part of
the day's work of law enforcement
officers, #Buti the general problem
of making the United States less

lawless is bound up in what is done
in these prosaic prosecutions,
rather than in all the Leopold-Loeb,
Halls-Mills and Synder-Gray cases
‘n the generation.”

. New York the Leader.

Because of laws enacted at the
suggestion of the Baumes commis-
sion, Knight said New York has as-
sumed the Ileadership among the
states in the collection and publica-
tion of statistics of crime and the
enforcement of criminal law.

“The commission believes that
complete and accurate statistics of
cerimes committed is ahsolutely ne-
cessary to determine the cause of
crime and to permit the enactment
of the best lzgislation to prevent
and and punish the commission
crime,’” said the statement issued
by the sub-committee.

_ Crimes Reduced.

The report declares that data
collected by the commission shows
that in New York City major ciimes
have been materially reduced since
19825,

Albany, N. Y., July 16.—Gover-
nor Smith today granted a two
weeks reprieve to Daniel J. Gra-
ham, former New York City police-
man, -sentenced to be electrocuted
Thursday night. The gévernor said
he acted at the reguest of District
Attorney Joab H. Banton of New
York.

Graham was convicted of murder-
ing a paymaster he was supposed
to guard. George Appel, also an in-
mate of the Sing Sing death house
and who Is sentenced to die the
week of August 6, claims he is
guilty of the crime of which Gra-
ham was convicted, the governor
said.

Counsel for Graha 1 have applied
for a new trial because of Appel's
confession.

The governor received word to-
day from the special lunacy com-
mission that Ronald Osman, con-
vieted of murder in Kings county,
dnd sentenced to die the week of
August 6, is insane. The commis-
sion will shorfly make another ex-
amination of Osman and if he is
still insane he will be transferred
to the Dannemora state hospital, the
governor said.

OF WORLD TO
OUTLAW WAR

France, ltaly, Germany and
Japan Have Already Ac-
cepted Kellogg’s Proposal
for a Conference.

Washington, July 16.—The great
nations ¢f the world are ready to-
day, for the first time in history, to
take a concerted step toward the
universal banishment of war.

France and Italy, in notes made’
public by the State Department, ac-
cept Secretary . Kellogg's modified
proposal of June. 23 for a general
treaty renouncing war as an instru-
ment of pnational policy.

Germany hag already accepted.
Great Britain's favorable answer is
expected this week. Japan has ac-
cepted Kellogg's original proposal
on April 13.

With all powers in agreement
upon the general terms of the pro-
jected treaty, attention of states-
men is turned to plans for a gath-
ering of foreign ministers at Paris
next October for the actual conclu-
sion and signing of the historic
covenant,

To Represent U, 8.

Secretary Kellogg will head the
American delegation to this gath-
ering if President Coolidge ap-
proves, The project is now before
the chief executive at his Wisconsin
vacation haven, His consent (0
Kellogg’s personal appearance in
Paris is expected as soon as formal
approval of the gathering {is re-
ceived from the principal European
capitals, England, France -and Ger-
many have already expressed tenta-
tive concurrence in the plan,

In his note of June 23 presenting
the modified form of the treaty Lo
14 nations, Kellogg called upon the
powers to accept without qualiﬂca-
tion or reservations.

His Message

"My government is confident,” he
said, “that this simple procedure
will bring mankinu'c age-long,
aspirations for universal peace
nearer Lo practical fulfillment than

ever before in the history of the
world.”

The French reply today, signed
by Forelgn Minister Arlstlde Bri-
and, says in part:

“The government of the Republic
is happy to be able to declare Lo the
government of the. United States
thet it is new entirely disposed to
sign the treaty."

The French reply was delivered
to Ambassador Herrick at Paris on
Saturday, anniversary of France's
historic Bastile Day, the French
equiv-je t of tr~ Fourth-of-July.

COOLIDGE AT
~ WAR COUNCLL

with a three-hour stop in Omaha,
Neb., tomorrow, enroute to Palo
Alto, -Callf., for the official notifi-
cation ceremony August 11,

Superior, Wis,, July 16—Invad-
ing the strong-hold of Republican
Insurgency, Herbert Hoover divert-
ed from his swing across the coun-
try today for a council of war with
President Coolidge at the Summer
White House. The Republican
nominee came here direct from Chi-
cago and was given.a warm recep-
tion by the north country people.
He motored from here to the presi-
dential lodge at Brule, 30 miles
away.

Campaign strategy, party politics
and his own speech of acceptance
will be discussed by Hoover in his
conference with Mr. Coolidge. They
likely will agree on the part the
President will play in the coming
campaign. Hoover also is certain
to discuss with Mr. Coolidge the
naming of his successor as secre-
tary of commerce. The president
already nas received Hoover's resig-
nation from the Cabinet by mail.

The nominee will spend two days
with Mr. Coolidge, leaving the presi-
dentlal lodge tomorroy:s evening to
rejoin his train at Duluth, Minn.
He will then resume the trans-con-
tinental trip to his old home at
Palo Alto, Calif., to receive formal
notification of his nomination  for
the presidency.

Met Dawes

The Republican nominee joined
the president with a pledge of ac-
tive support from Vice President
Charles G. Dawes. Hoover and
Dawes met Sunday in Chicagg, the
nominee and his wife spending the
afternoon at the Dawes home in
Evanston. Hoover conferred there
with the vice president for several
hours before coming into Wiscon-
sin.

The Hoover-Coolidge conference
incidentally was held on enemy
ground as Wisconsin was the only
state carried by the late Robert M.
LaFollette against the President in
the 1924 election.

It was stranze territory for their
conference on ways and means to
win the 1928 ‘election.

Citizens Friendly

Hoover however, found Wiscon-
sin's citizenry friendly to him. At
Janesville and Madison last night,
large crowds gathercd to greet him
as he made platform appearances.
The nominee at least aroused their
interest and he was treated to con-
siderable cheering.

Gov. Fred R. Zimme-man, a can-
didate for re-election, and Walter

Dawes told the
nominee he would 2ld in the cam-
palgn in every way possible.

Dawes to Assist

Dawes himself told newspaper-
men he would support Hoover
actively.

I can to help in Mr. Hoover's elec-
tion and In the success of the Re-
publican Party,” sald Dawes. "“The
secretary will have a fine victory ia
the election. 1 see every Indlcation
of it."

The vice president said all discus-
sion of campaign matters was im-
mature until after Mr. Hoover's
speech of acceptance. He predicled,
however, that Republican prosperity
would be the outstandinz issue in
November.

“Issues are created in the minds
and consciences of the people,” he
said. “I think the great Issue in
the minds of the people will be a
continuance of general prosperity
and competent management of

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REPORT ON HIGH SCHOOL -

* SUGGESTS MANY. CHANGES

Howell Cheney Warns Town,

In Assuming Control, That
Educational Systems Are
Vastly Different Today.

In the Ninth district commjttg;a‘a
.annual report on the South Maa-
chester High school which was pre-
pared for the annual meeting of the
district last Thursday but was not
read, Howell Chency has completed
a most thorough and {instructi e
treatise comparing various high
school methods and discussing the
advisability of changing the
methods employed in the local high
school. Mr. Cheney's report which
is printed below in full points out
that many changes will be neces-
sary in the conduect of the high
sehool. It will be included in the

printed report to be the
voters in the fall.

These changes are needed be-

glven

cause of the rapid growth of the'

school. Courses of study will have:
to be revised to meet changing con-
ditions. the manner of keeping the
accounls of the expenses will have
to be changed The pnumber .of

pupils attending the school Is in-}|

creasing so rapidly that within six
or seven years 1,500 pupils will be
attending without the town’s popu-
lation increasing greatly
Methods Changing

Mr. Cheney recommends abolish-
ing the “lock-step” method of :lass
study whereby groups of students
zo through their respective courses
together regardless of individual
ability. He favors the progressive
system which allows the more able
students to advance in study unhin-
dered by the backward pupils. Mr.
Cheney also stresses the point that
the town is taking over the high
school at a period when educational
methods are undergoing drastic
changes, The old standards of
teaching are giviriz away (n pew
ideas and methods and this fact
makes the work of the town com-
mittee which will take over the high
school even more difficult,

H™ " SCHOOL PROBLEMS

The setting off of the High
School has made it neceszary Lo es-
tablish a separate account of High
School Expense from Graprmar
School expenses—this aceount,
however, running only from Janu-
ary Oth until the end of the school
year.

For many years we have kept an
estimate only of the expenses of the
High School and. all expenses that
were not readily estimable were,
by this sys'~m, thrown upon the
Grammar Schools. The more careful
accounting system, now establish-
ed, shows that our estimation of the
cost of the High School was slightly
under the actual cost and that
therefore the Grammar Schools
have been carrving an amount of
from $3,000 to $5,000 of expenses
from year to*year, that were really
High School expenses. There must
still remain a smaller margin in
which estimates are made, owing to
the division of a good many of the
janitors’, teachers’, and supervisors’
salarieg, as well as cerfain general
expenses for sanitation and hygiene
and for such miscellaneous supplies
as pens, ink, pads and writing pa-
per which are estimated in this
year's account. The accounts,. how-
ever, the coming year will be kept
entirely separate for the whole pe-
riod gnd the only possibility of er-
ror will be in the basis of judg-
ment as to the distribution of sal-
ary expenses, where the same in-
dividual is-serving both systems.

Temporary Committee

When the High Sche®ol was set
off from the Grammar Schools, a
High School Committee was ap-
pointed, according to the statues, by
the Town School Committe—this
committee to serve for the balance
of the present school year and until
their successors were elected and
installed. This temporary High
School Committee, as appointed
was: Howell Cheney, chairman;
John H..Hyde, R. LaMotte Russell,
Miss Mary Cheney, P. J. O, Coraell,
Mrs, J. M, Shearer and E, J, Mur-
phy. Thit Committee has approved
all High School expenses for the
balance of the present school year,
appointed the supervisor, teachers,
apd janitors for the coming schopl
year and approved the Budget for
the coming school year.

At the coming annual town meet-
ing the High School Committes will
be elected in due form and the di-
vision between the High School and
the Grammar Schools will then bhe
complete. For a period ‘of years

its policies, Thesv may only be
briefly summarized, ;

In many states tie Child Labor
and School Attendance Laws are
forbidding the employmen. of chil-
dren and’ compelling the school at-
tendence of children, eitier 1n
whole or part time, up to eighteen
W years of age. In“Connecticut, chil-

dren who have not completed a
sixth grammar grude may not be
employed until they are sixteen
years of age, Those who have com-
pleted the sixth grammar grade may
be employed at fourteen years of
age,

So-Called “continuation schools”
are being established 1in many
states, and mey soon follow in Con-
necticut, which compel the atten-
dance of children- over fourteen
years-of age, sixteen in some states
and eighteen in others, who are not
gontinuing in ichool from four to
eight hours g week. The ideal here
sought for Is to make good the de-
ficlencies, as far as may practicably
Le done in such a short period of
study, and also to aid those who

| Lave been compelled to go to work

at an earlier age, but whose ex-
perience has  showed them the
necessity for continued education.
The realization of this ideal depends
| upon the abllity of the system to
give them those types \nt education
which more particularly develop
the sclence and theory of the voca-
_tious which they have entered. This
has been found exceed!. gly difficult

.| because of the great fluctuation of

attendance, the short periods of ap-
plication and the many gocdes of
scholarBhip so enrolled. Neverthe-
less, some definite progress has been
made-and systems are being de-
veloped that largely provide for in-
dividual work under supervision.
Graded classes of this type of work
have been found to be of little
value; or practicability.

In some states the Continuation
Schools are also supplemented by
Summer Schools and, as fn  "on-
necticut, by Evening Schools during
the winter, The combination of the
Continuation Schools, the Summer
Schools and the Evening Schools
make it posdible for the persous.
whom the law classes as adults but
who are under eighteen years of
age, to effectively pursue their
educational needs into higher fields
—all of wLich must be highly in-
dAlvidnalized to be successful and
which must throw a very appreci-
able burden of expense upon the
community. The Town of Manches-
ter in Connecticut 'has not as yvet
undertaken these problecs except
as they relate to Evening Schools:
but, if we are to keep pace with
other states and progressive com-

The riging standard of livine,
which has made [t possible for par-
entls to maintain their children in
school for longer perinds, assisted
in minor part by legislation, has
brought rapidly iIncreasinzg num-
bers Into our High schoo] and the
end Is not yet in sight. Even with-
out increases in population. our
High school for the past five years
has been Increasing at a rate s hich
will 'deuble the enrollment every
seven or' eight years. . As: pointed
out in last year's report, we are
quite likely to have a High school
with an enrollment of fifteen hun-
dred pupils by 1935-36.

The increased attendance has uun-
questionably brought into the High
schonl many pupils of lower grades
of ability than previously came and
the law is supposed to allow them
to continue in attendance, subject
to their conforming to the High
sch6ol regulations as determined
by the High school committee, This
has thrown upon the committee the
very definite responsibijity of de-
termining at what desSee of aca-
demic accomplishment, not to speak
of moral conduct, the faculty may
continue them in attendance, It has
been the policy of the past commit-
tee, under the pressure of increas-
ing numbers, to resist the force to
lower the standards of accomplish-
ment and to Insist that pupils-main-
tain a high average standard of ac-
complishment, or drop a class and
that any pupils, who _have failed to
make g year's promotion more than
once, should be dismissed from the
school, This has had a salutary ef-
fect upon the scholarship of pupils,
but the new committee will be
faced with ¢onstadt pressure to re-
duce both the stgndards of accom-
plishment and the rules covering
‘continued attendance, in order that
pupils of inferior mental ability
may be .continued in High school.
In fgct the law may compel their
attendance. This will undoubtedly
throw upon the school the necessity
for devising, either under the samu
system, or a separate system, plans
for the continuanceé of these pupils
in ‘school, at types of study and
tasks that will be more peculiarly
fitted to their abilities and attain-
ments, Ifynot. to their interests.

Many progressive communitiea

.nite drawbacks, Firgt, it - wastés
from one-third to one-half of the
puplis’ time and more than that of
the teachers’ emergy. In. recitation
perfods, large groups of pupils hear
individuals recite at tasks, walclr
are either clear to them, or heyond
their powers of understanding
either actually or through careless-
ness of attention and application.

Progressive Sysiemm

Secondly, not only is time wasted
but the progress of the whnle
group, or class {s kept back to that
of at least the average and perhaps
less than the average, as it may be
brought down by habits of inatten-
tion and indifference, which the
class system has thought to pro-
mote. It {8 claimed that very great
progr2ss has been made 1in certain
advanced systems, where the work
Is all pra«tically indlvidual work at

makes and determines his own rate
of progress. These so-called ‘‘Pro-
gressive Systems” have further
been shown to be practicable at a
not material increase in cost. They
lead to what appears at first sight
to be a rather confuzel and helter-
skelter system under which each
pupil is pursuing his own course
and his line of progress checked at
frequent intervals.

Teaching becomes rather a mat-
ter of supervision and individual in-
struction. than of class-room exer-
cises. Hence, the amount of detailed
organization is enormously multi-
plied, though the amount of instriuc-
tion hours per teacher may be less;
the attacks upon the teacher's ener-
EY Do greater and the number of
pupils per teacher no less. These
systems ure making such very de-
finite .rogress in other communi:
ties that they must attract our at-
tention and our serious thought.

Undoubtedly their introduction here
will now "be consilered revolu-
tionary: but it certainly behooves
us to commence to build up such a
system and to do it in a way that
may be gradually expanded, by tak-
ing one class at a time, or perhaps
one section or course of study of u
clasg at . time. For instance, leay-
ing the ollege preparatory class
and commercial class as they are,
we mighl commence with a Fresh-
man class in the High school in the
general course and work 'into this
course of study an individualized.

A further development partie-
'ularly of  secondary eaducation.
which is being given great consid-
eration ei:sewhere, is the “Project”
or “Dalton” method, rather than of
the standardized cours: - of study,
This consists in allowing students
under supervision and direction to
‘select those projec « to which they
will devote themselves. “The de-
velopment of their mathematics,
science, language and history is ac-
complished by the compreinensive-
ness with which they pursue each
one of these subjects as related to
a particular project, and by the
comprehensiveness and distribution
of the projects themselves. This
proposal ulso seems revolutionary
especially when appliea  to |he
grammar school and elementary
grades, us was done under the **Dal-
ton System’. It has to be rommend-
ed in the focusing of the attention
of pupils on. their major _interests
and aptitude. It allows them to
work upon those /thinzs that best
express their own interests and in
the way that their abllities best
prepare them.

FIREMEN TO PRACTICE
TWO-PUMP HOOK-UPS

i Long Range -Water Supply
Stunt to Be Tried Tonight
and Tomorrow.

In order to familiarize the de-
partment with the hooking up of
pumps to carry streams to distant
points in any case where when
there is only one hydrant that can
be used, or where the water has
to be pumped from a pond, Chief
Albert Foy of the South Manches-
ter fire department has ordered a
drill this evening and another to-
morrow evening,

Tonight No. 4 pump, which has a
gapacity of 750 gallons a minute
and No. 3's"pump, which has a ca-
pacity of 350 gallons a minute, will
be run to South Maln street. A
suction pipe will be thrown into
the west pond'and 1,000 feet of
hose laid. This will be connected
w7ith No. 4's pum» and from therg
No. 3 will hook on and lay 1,000
feet more. Then both pumps will
be started and the stream thrown
back into the pond.

On a test made last year there
was delivered at the nozzel on such
a4 hook-up 240 gallons a minute

stream over any building in Man-
chestr~ with the possible exception
of the higher churches.

This company, the New °England
Transportation Company, has grown
to such an-extent in‘its three years
of existence that last year more
than 4,000,000 passengers were
carried by bus.

Mr. Tyler told How the telegraph
Is rapidly golng out of style on rall-
roads, and said that dt the present
time the New Haven i3 one hundred
per cent telephone-dispatched. The
road also has played an important
part in the development of larger
and more efficient locomotives, in
modern signalling, and in freight
terminal operation.

DEVIL'S HOP YARD

The wild beauty of that enchant-
ing spot in the eastern part of the
town of East Haddam which for
generations has labored under the
fantastic appelation of the Devil's
Hop Yard is known to relatively
very few of the people of Connec-
ticut, though for several years the
area has been included among the
natural park reservations of the
state and for more than a hundred
years has been visited by picnick-
ers from all over the surrounding
reglon,

Occupying a sharply defined lit-
tle valley so rocky and abrupt as to
almost deserve the term “gorge,”
the. spine of the picturesque en-
semble is a brawling stream of no
mean proportions, famous among
anglers, descriptively named Eight
Mile River, At the upper end of the
Hop Yard this stream tumbles over
a precipitous and broken ledge
some forty feet to a lower level of
rock formatlon, and so omn, pic-
turesquely, among ledges thick
with hemlock and other old forest
growth, out of the Hop Yard and
finally, miles away, into Hamburg
Cove, inlet of the Connecticut
River,

During the ages Bight Mile Riv-
er, which was tumbling over this
same precipice infinitely long be-
fore the first stone of the first
Egyptian pyramid was laid, picked
up here and there a cobblestone,
trapped it in an eddy and spun it
around and around 4n ohe spot.

Anyway, he
got hot enough, whether with ex-
ercise or temper, to burn a hole in
the rock ‘wherever he stepped.
Hence the Devil's Hop Yard—
which, you see, has nothing to db
with the raising of the raw ma-
teria]l for beer. ’
A few geological ages later than
the period of the devil's hot-hoot-
ing, a fox or a hop-toad or some
other creature made its way from
the Salem-East Haddam voad, a
devious and winding way, among
the ledges and the hemlocks to the
falls. Another hop-toad or fox fol-
lowed the same way, Some Indian
trailed the fox. By and by there
was a path, Then grew a road, of
sorts, A road beautiful in {ts wind-
ings and its environment, coolly
shadowed, filled with the music of
purling waters, But a tough road.
Farm folks for many miles
around drove over that tough road

for years and kicked not a bit. They
were tough folks,

That's the.road you have to take
if you would reach the Devil's Hop
Yard. It can be made, all right, by
automobile, but it's no speedway.

Having converted the Devil's
Hop Yard into a state reservation,
which {s an achievement that some
day will be appreciated,.you'd na-
turally think that the state of Con-
necticut would make a rather spe-
clal point of marking the way to it,
with road signs, '‘And even that it
would spend a few hundred dollars
smoothing the road. It would prob-

Perhaps the curse of the town of
Babel is responsible for the dis-
tressing flood of false stories that
have poured out of this enormously
tragic Nobile disaster and its co-
relative episodes.

SMITH IS NOMINEE BECAUSE\
POLITICIANS THINK HE HAS-
CHANCE TO WIN
By RODNEY DUTCHER

Washingien, July 16.—Looking,
back to the events leading up to the
Democratic convention, it seems ob-
vious that the ease with which Al
Smith was nominated was due to a
belief among Democratic politiclans
that he had a chance to win and
that anyone else they could think of
did pot. ‘

As soon as this thought began to
spread through the party it was use-
less for anyone else to promote his
own candidacy seriously. The Dem-
ocrats have been out of power eight
years now and all but a tiny min-
ority are more anxious than any-
thing else to get back the job,

The four years between conven-
lions saw relentlegs crumbling of
the bulwarks of hate set up against
Smith during and after the Madison
Square massacre, The New York
state election of 1926, when Smith
gave the Republicans one more
drubbing and again won the gov-
ernorship, was one of the largest
boosts the Smith candidacy receiv-
ed. The rest of it was largely a
gradually growing conviction that
to turn Smith down meant defeat
and thit to nominate him might
mean something else.

For awhile, of course, predictions
were common that the New York
fight would take place al over
again, perhaps breaking up the par.
ty. Either that or one of the candi:
dates, Smith and MecAdoo, must
weaken. It was McAdoo who with-
ered, fa .d away and finally with.
drew., Wlen southern leaders began
to endorse Smith privately while
opposing him publicly one began to
realize that it was about all over.

No one arose to-take McAdoo’s
place, The two-thirds rule looked
ltke a hard hurdle for Smith for a
while, but no one appeared i who
could accamulate enough delegates
to use the thing. The only question
was whether enough favorite sons
cowld scare up enough votes that
could be held long enough to jam
the.convention Into a deadlock. And
all the exhortations of the organ-
ized drys, the Ku Klux Xlan and a
few very sore owu McAdoo leuten-
ants couldn’t do that.

The opposition couldn’t even
unite, A few prima donnas sprang
up to work for themselves, but
none of them had any strength away
from home. Most of them finally
arrived in Houston with delegations
which cherished considerable genti-
ment for Al,

The two strong rnien of national
repute and substance who contest-
€d the nomination with Smith have
only given their best friends con-
siderable paln. Senator Jim Reed
of Misspuri and Senator Tom Walsh
of Mon®mna are two great fighters,
admired and respec’ :d by the-party
they have served so well. But both
were only made to look a little sil-
ly when they mixed it with Smith
and both suffered somewhat in
brestige, :

Itwas too bad that Walsh allowed
someone, perhaps McAdoo, to per-
suate him that he could stop Smith
and perhaps have the nomination
himself. He was badly misquided,
The result of the California prima-
ries, where McAdoo expected to win
for Walsh when the wet ‘vote divid-
ed between Smith and Red, .was
sorely mortifying.

RED, WHITE AND BLUE BLOOD

The heart is a very industrious
organ, working vigorously from
several months be/ore our births
till our deaths. It has no rest ex-
cept the very slight, almost imper-
ceptible pause between the beats.
In infants the heart bests about
120 per minute, and in adults the
average is 72, but there is a large
margin of variation. Doctors can
often tell whether a mother is go-
ing to have a hoy or girl baby be-
fore it is born by counting the
fetal heart beats. This is because 1
girl baby's heart usually beats fast-
er than a boy's. <

The heart has its impulses to
contract and relax within itself,
and if all nerves leading to it are
severed, it will continue to beat
for a short time., Fishermen some-
times observe a shark's heart beat-
ing for two hours or longer after
it has been cut out of the body.

There are two sets of nerves
leading to the heart; one to make
it beat faster and the other to make
it beat slower, One acts like a braka
and the other as a whip, A doctor
can presg on these nerves and con-,
trol (within certain limits) the
speed of the heart,

The contractions of the heart are!
called systole, and the dilations are
termed diastole. Before birth there
is an opening between the right and
left sides of the heart so that the
blood will not be forced into the
lungs but will pass directly back
into the circulation, With the first
gasp of air, this opening closes and
the contraction then starts the
blood flowing through the lungs so
that the oxygen isg absorbed. Ocea-
sionally this opening fails to close
and we have what is called a “blue
baby,"” it having a blue color be-
cause the blood 1is not forced
through to the lungs to absorb the
oxygen,

As you know, the venous blood
is blue and the arterial blood red.
This is because the venous is laden
with carbon dioxide gas which is
thrown out through the lungs and
the oxygen absorbed makes it red.
As you can see by this, the arteries
and veins* travelizcg between the
lungs and the heart are an éxcep-
tion to this color scheme. Ther
the veins have red blood and the
arteries Llue.

In addition to this red and blue
blood circulation, we have a white
fluid stream traveling toward the

This is the Iympathic ecirculation,
which iz the protective filter system
of the body against many disease
germs and toxins, All along the
lymph vessels are lymphatic glands
or nodes, which are the filters. In
cases of blood poisening and various
diseases, these glands may become
enormov:'y engorged and swollen
with ft~ 'ns*so that they are easily
felt from the out-*?e. Most of these
glanfd - -2 grouped in th¢ eck, un:
der the arms, and in the groins. You
will undoubtedly be able to feel
some of these on yourself. These
Ilymph capiltaries collect the liguid
that has soaked through ‘the blood
capillaries around the cells, and
carry the fluid back to the heart.
You can see that this lymph only
flows one way—toward the heart. It
does not return in lymph vessels,
but may soak back again from the
blood. When these lymph vessels do
not drain the tissues properly, the
fluid collects and may form a drop-
sical condition.

The lympathic vessels from the
small intestine have a special fune-
tion. The sugars and proteins of di-
gestion enter the blood capillaries
of the intestinal vi'™ but the fatty
elements enter vne lymph capilla-
ries. Exercise and massage will
speed up the flow of the lympath-
ics.

The colors of our flag were se-
lected before very much was known
about anatomy of the blood stream,
and it is interesting that the colors
are similar to those of our body.

The first step in learning how to
swim is to overcome fear of the
water,

The best way to do this, of
course, is to grow used to the
water while still young. Mother
used to take us in swimming when
we were tiny babies. But we never
were afraid of the water, It is a
mistake to take any child into the
water who is afraid. [ ¢

Give him a sand pail and shovel
and let. him dig around on the
beach'and before he knows it he
will be.wading. It is only a step
more clear into ' the water.

Our advice is not ‘for babies,
however., We want to try to help
boys and girls and adults make up
their minds fo learn swimming.

~ Don’t Use Floats.

If starting in a pool, stick to
the shallow end until you really
can Swim under your own power,
Never use water wings. Try to
duck and play pall or  tag in the
water until you 'don't mind going

under. Wallow around and learn
to like the feel of water, )

You never can learn to swim
if you don't go under far enough
to wet your hair. Don't hold your
nose, either. Take a deep bréath,
hold it, duck to a squating posi-
tion, come up, exhale. I1f you do
this easily, slowly, and try to en-
joy it, you can easily grow fised
to water without _being 'afraid.
And you should 1learn to keep
your eyes = open, loo. Many per-
sons fear to open their eyes. 'In
keeping them shut, they thus de-
velop another kind of fear for
water, )

When you have learned to duck
down and up again without being
afraid or out of beeath, try the
“dead man’s float.”

Stretch out upon -the top of the
water, [ace downwards, hands out
in front, face under the water, with
breath ' held. 'The easiest way to
do it is to start from the side.of

the tank and kick off with your
feet.

Stretch out your arms as you
fake a desp breath and push your-
relf from the side. JIf you _hold
your body out taut, you will find
that you float across the water
easily. You will have to try it
many times before you can push
more than halfway across the
tank, But this gives you a feel-
ing of buoyancy that 18 essential
to anyone who wants. to swim.

Try this “dead man's float” for
only a few seconds the first time.
Just to get the position, Then re-
peat, trying to get a deeper
breath and stay afloat ‘longer.
Never strain yourself trying to
stay “afloat - longer than you can
easily. That wHl come later.

But the minute you accomplish
a good ‘dead man’s float” Yyou
have learned . several valuable
things needed in swimming: buoy-
ancy, the feel of water on the face,
the ability to hold “ your - breath
without getting scared, and =&
sense of easy motion through the
water.

HIGH BLOOD PRESSURE
COMES ON INSIDIOUSLY

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN
Editor Journal of the American
Medical Association and of Hygeia,

In the cases of high blood pres-
sure or essential hypertension
studied by the pathologists of the
University of Minnesotla, the blood
pressure was In most instances
well” over 150 millimeters of mer-
cury.

The
pressure of the blood in the blood
vessels Is transmitted
flated cuff and from this to a col-
nmn of mercury which rises to the
extent of the pressure.

In addition to measuring this
pressure there is also a diastolic
pressure which has to do with the
heart at its relaxed phase. This
lower pressure is 80 at 20 years of
age and abhout 90 at 60 years of age.

years of age as a sign of the con-
dition diagnosed as hypertension.

Associated with the high blood -
pressure will appear various symp-
toms which may be so slight as to
be discharged. For this reason
It is a common observation that
high blood pressure comes on in-
sidiously.

Annual Examination

For this reason also physicians
advise that men have themselves
examined at least once each year
In order to detect as soon as pos-
gible any tendency towards high
blood pressure and to correct that
tendency by the adoptlon of proper
modes of living.

The cordition is most frequentl—
discovered, in fact, during a rou-
tine physical examination of a per-
son who Is unaware of any-lllness.
It is well known, moreover, that
high blood pressure may persist for
many - years without {mportant
symptoms recognizable by the pa-
tient.

In the vast majority of cases,
symptoms such as headache, short-
ness of breath on exertion, dizzi-
ness, nervous irritabllity,<inability
tc sleep, blurring of vision, nose
bleed and blueness o° the hands
and feet appear associated with the
high blood: pressure, and the per-
son is likely to consult a physician
for these symptoms rather than
for the blood pressure itself.
