Cedar Island Lodge, Wis., July 
17.— Herbert Hoover was determin­
ed today to base bis drive for the 
presidency on the two great issues 
of Republican prosperity and com­
petent governmental manage­
ment as evidenced in the Coolidge 
administration.

This was the principal develop­
ment of the Republican nominee's 
conference with President Coolidge 
at the Summer White House. These 
issues previously received the en­
dorsement . of Vice President 
Charles G. Dawes and of many high 
Republican leaders who saw the. 
nominee before he left Washington.

Hoover will emphasize these two 
issues in his speech of acceptance 
to be delivered August 11 at Le- 
iand Stanford University in Palo 
Alto, California. They will be 
stressed too by party spokesmen all 
over the country and a great army 
of Republican orators who will in­
vade every hamlet and town once 
the campaign gets under way. 

l*resident to Assist.
The president himself will take 

an active part in the campaign 
making at least two political 
speeches in the heat of the cam­
paign. He was said to have given 
this assurance personally to Hoov­
er. One of the President’s ad­
dresses will be delivered in Boston, 
it was reliably reported, while 

' another probably will be made in 
New York City.

The Republican nominee and 
Mrs. Hoover were the house guests 
of the President and Mrs. Coolidge

Demands Better Co-opera­
tion Among Various Units 
Fighting Smugglers.

Washington, July 17.— Coopera­
tion of the customs, prohibition and 
coastguard services to suppress the 
traffic in liquor and narcotics was 
specifically ordered today by Act­
ing Secretary of the Treasury 
Ogen L. Mills.

In official instructions which 
went to all officers of these serv­
ices, Mills outlined the new treas­
ury policy, evolved out of an ex­
haustive investigation of the situa­
tion."

While cooperation frequently 
has been urged among the various 
law enforcement branches of the 
treasury department, this marks 
the first time that an official order 
has been issued making it manda­
tory. It is taken to indicate that 
the government believes that con­
certed and unusual action must be 
taken to suppress the traffic in rum 
and dope.

Officers in charge of any branch 
or unit of the Coast Guard, customs, 
prohibition and narcotic services, 
stationed in the same city, were in­
structed to hold conferences twice 
monthly.

To Hold Conferences
“ The purpose of these confer­

ences will be the Interchange be­
tween officers of all information 
and evidence relating to violations 
of the law, coming within their re­
spective jurisdictions, in order that 
they may be investigated and prose­
cuted in an effective and expediti­
ous manner,”  Mills’ instructions 
said.

Where two or more services unite 
in an investigation or where in­
formation or evidence supplied by 
an officer of one service is utilized 
by another, “ full credit shall be 
given to the service or officer en­
titled thereto in the final Report of 
the case,” according to "the order. 
This method was taken to keep up 
a better spirit in the services and to 
stimulate cooperation.

The co.operative action was taken 
up today at the'national gathering 
of prohibition administrators. ' The 
conference, meeting with Commis­
sioner James M. Doran, is endeav­
oring to smooth out many perplex­
ing problems of enforcement and 
to bring about an application of the 
law in a manner least offensive to 
the public. Because of the approach 
of the election and the fact that 
prohibition is one of the "big Issues, 
administrators were urged to4>ring 
about "gentlemanly” as well as ef­
fective enforcement.

Boston, Mass., July 17.— Chemists 
and physicians today were engaged 
in an examination and analysis of 
food from a la,rge chain restaurant 
system in an effort to discover ,the 
source of food poisoning of more 
than 150 persons, including 60 em­
ployees of the Ford Motor Com­
pany’s assembling plant in "Somer­
ville.

While hospitals; filled with vic­
tims in great pain reported that 
only one patient was in a serious 
way, the chemical and medical ex­
perts of the state, city and restau­
rant system were first looking into 
samples of chocolate cream pie 
eaten from box lunches by all the 
victims.

The chocolate cream pie ingredi­
ents— milk, eggs, flour and choco­
late were being closely examined.

Seventy-two persons were under 
treatment in five Greater Boston 
hospitals, having suffered a night 
of pain. At least 75 more were at 
their homes, having been treated at 
hospitals or by family physicians.

First Reports ^
The first report of the city-wide 

poisoning came late yesterday after­
noon when workmen suddenly be­
gan to collapse in the Ford plant in 
Somerville. After more than 60 
Ford workers had been taken to 
hospitals, word came from Charles­
town that workers in the Revere 
sugar.refinery plant and the S. M. 
Howes plant had been stricken. An 
evening checkup of hospitals of 
Greater Boston disclosed that scores 
of others had been treated for 
poisoning from various sections of 
the greater city and that between 
150 ■ and 200 persons had been 
stricken.

Discovery was made that all the 
victims had partaken of box lunches 
consistirg of ham, cheese Jelly and 
corned beef sandwiches, a fig bar, 
chocolate cream pie, an apple and a 
pear. Milk and coffee were also 
served.

City Health Commissioner F. X. 
Mahoney said he saw no reason for 
believing that the so-called noison- 
ing was anything other than a sim­
ple case of food being spoiled by 
climatic conditions. Cream pie, he 
pointed out, was very apt to go bad 
in hot weather.

_  Rome, July 17 —  Messages of 
condolence from all parts of the 
world today poured into the city of 
Cavour where Giovanni Glolittl, five 
times a premier of Italy, succumbed 
to uremic poisoning early 
morning.

The famous statesman who was 
known as the “ Old Fox” of Italian 
politics, was, 85 ypars old'J - At bis 
bedside at the time of his ' death 
were his dfaughler, Mai-y, his soh-in-;; 
law and his family physician, Dr. 
Chiaraviglio.

To the end he remained fully coij- 
scious. Just before passing on he 
jocularly remarked to his physi­
cian:

“ Do you know wh; I reached the 
age of 85? Because I always tried 
to avoid doctors.”
He had strenuously resisted effort^ 

of those attending him to examine 
him thoroughly because'he said"he 
considered all attempt® to combat 
death useless.

Died at Peace
More seriously, he later added to 

his daughter:
_ “ I am at peace. I am leaving q.o 

blunders ’nor anything compromis­
ing behind me.”

For forty years until eclipsed by 
the advent of Mussolini,; Glplitti, 
was always .in the foregrouiid q t  
Italian politics. Hio Icms "fareer- 
was marked much .diverait'y,'

He first bii^a^e "pr̂
Falling from power he the s ii^  
port of the Socialists and again be­
came the leading figure of, .the 
country. Later he supported the 
Fascist! in order to curb the social­
ists with whom he was then at 
odds, only to finu' himself forced 
tu the background by Mussolini.

Recently he appeared in Parlia­
ment to protest against the new 
electoral law put into effect by 
Mussolini, but the ci’ ence which 
then greeted his remarks proved 
his" career as an Italian statesman^ 
was at an end.

ROADS TO TAKE OVER 
ALL EXPRESS BUSING

Nathan Desatnick Dies for the 
Murder o f His Five Months’ 
Old Daughter.

Boston, Mass., July 17.— Chant­
ing lines from the Psalms of David 
after his spiritual advisor, Nathan 
Desatnick, 25, early today went to 
his death in the electric chair at 
Charlestown state’s prison, paying 
the supreme penalty ior being an 
accessory to’ the slaying of his five- 
months-old daughter by drowning 
in Lake Quinsigamond, Worcester. 
Rabbi Moses L. Sedar, .’ êwish Chap­
lain of the prison, led ’ he solemn 
march from the deatlf house to the 
chair, Desatnick was the. flrpt per­
son of Jewish faith to be executed 
at Charlestown. He met death 
calmly.

While final and unsuccessful 
pleas for his life were being made 
to (3ov, Alvan T. Fuller by seven 
Jewish rabbi’s at the state house, 
Desatnick was saying good bye to 
his ’Vile and signing insurance 
papers, naming as beneficiary his 
4-m'onths-old daughter Ruth born 
while,, her "daddy” was in jail 
awaiting sentence of death. He^also 
wrote farewell letters to his wife, 
who made every effort to save him, 
to his parents and his brother and 
sister.

NEAR 5 MILLION MARK

Mosww, July 17.— With six 
members of the Nobile expedition 
and six members of the Amundsen 
relief squad still missing, the 10,-
000 ton Russian ice breaker Kras­
sin was on its way to Spitsbergen 
today to refuel and to transfer to 
the Cltta, di Milano the seven mem­
bers of the Nobile party that had 
been rescued from the ice ..

There- are sixteen rescued men 
in all aboard the Kyassin, the 
other nine being members of relief 
groups that had been searching for 
the lost explorers. All on board the 
ice breaker were described as be­
ing in good health and spirits save 
Alfredo Mariano who is still suf­
fering from his frozen leg. As re­
ported by wireless last Thursday, 
the ship’s doctor fears gangrene 
may develop.
1 To Continue Search

The Soviet relief committee met 
this afternoon to decide whether 
the Krassin should continue the 
search for the Alessandri and 
Amundsen parties. The committee 
is inclined to press the search un­
til there is definite ground for aban­
doning all hope, despite the intima­
tions from Premier .Mussolini, of 
Italy, and Gen. Umberto Nobile 
that further aid from the Soviets is 
not desired evidently on account of 
the cost. It was indicated that there- 
is an unwillingness to pay further 
expenses for the work of the Kras­
sin.

Butler, of Massachusetts, former 
chairman of the Republican nation­
al committee - and Dr. Julius ,S. 
Klein, director of the bureau of for­
eign and domestic commerce.

Brown is reputed to be Hoover’ s- 
personal choice. The assistant sec­
retary was relieved of his depart­
mental duties to handle his chief’s • 
primary fight in Ohio at a time 
when that state looked to be . the 
hottest battleground of the pre- 
convention campaign, and he is re­
garded highly by the Republican 
nominee. The appointment, how­
ever, will be Into the Coolidge 
Cabihet, and Hoover can do no more 
tha'n suggest.

Butler is said to be the Presi­

dent’s choice, but reluctant to re­
turn to public life, Many of his 
friends, nevertheless, say'that, hay­

Pleased With Visit.
The Republican nominee was

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DEADWOOD VOTERS
As a mattet of party political ex­

pediency it la impossible to And 
fault with the suggestion of an' offi­
cial of the New York Republican 
state committee that the 3,600 golf 
clubs throughout the country close 
their courses on the forenoon of 
Presidential election day, next fall. 
But as a matter of abstract princi­
ple we are not at all so sure about 
it.

Last Presidential election Just 
about one out of every two persons 
entitled to vote did so. Ever since 
then seriously patriotic persons 
have been trying to think up some 
way to compel those citizens who 
are indifferent to their citizen duty 
to go to the polls and take part in 
the elections which determine the 

^quality of government.
We are not convinced that any 

good whatever is to be obtalneQ by 
driving people to the polls under 
compulsion. To us the matter seems 
to be quite similar to the often 
heard' suggestion that aliens, after 
a certain length of residence in this 
country, be required to become 
citizens or depart; and that is a 
proposition that seems to us wholly 
mistaken.

The only citizen whose participa­
tion in government is worth a 
straw is the one wlio wants to par­
ticipate. In fact we sincerely be­
lieve that the only kind of citizen 
who has any moral right to partici­
pate in the functions of govern­
ment is the one who takes enough 
interest in this country’s affairs to 
go to the polls of his own will and 
initiative.

Elections are held to learn the 
preponderance of public opinion. 
Because a person is a citizen, is 
above a certain age, that is not 
proof that he has any opinion and 
is entitled to consideration. If the 
whole body of public opinion is in­
deed centered in one-half the vot­
ers, then that half ought to have all 
public decisions in its hands.

The driven voter does not con­
stitute a factor in public opinion. 
For the purposes of government he 
amounts, and should amount, to no 
more than the family cat or a bump 
on a log; and it is a serious ques­
tion whether it is not a> distinct 
wrong to the active citizen to en­
dow the delinquent one with a 
vote which is, in effect, cast by 

K^whatever individual or organiza­
tion prods him into going to the 
polls.

There are a great many Ameri­
cans who take their political re­
sponsibilities seriously. It is unfair 
to them to permit, in any case, the 
vote of one of them to be offset by 
the vote of some lackadalsacal loaf­
er of a man or woman who refuses 
to interest himself, or herself in 
the country’s welfare, just because 
some one else, who is Interested, 
manages to shame or coerce such 
an Individual into voting.

It strikes us that, much more 
than devising ways to make indif­
ferent voters vote, it would be to 
the interest of the state and the 
country if persistent neglect of the 
privilege of the ballot, over a tea' 
sonably short period, were to be 
followed by the complete and per- 

, manent disfranchisement of the in­
dividual.

That w4)uld clear the atmosphere 
considerably— and we would cer­
tainly have just as well governed 
a coTintry. The election rolls carry 
far too much deadwood; and dead- 
wood is no good for any business, 
even that of government.

LOW TIDE DIVES
The death of a Willlmantic mili­

tiaman, as the result of diving at 
low water at Crescent Beach and 
breaking his neck, adds one more 
to a long series of similar fatali­
ties that have occurred on the 
shoal sands of Long Island Sound 
over a long period of years.

It seems inipossible to bring 
about, among Inland folk, an un­
derstanding of the. bathing situa­
tion at many of the Sound, beaches, 
where it is frequently the case that 
there is ample depth for any diving 
at high water, while at low tide 
the bottom is scarcely covered. This 
misapprehension is complicated by 
the fact that the tidefall varies 
greatly at different points along the 
Sound, being, for instance, a mat­
ter of only two and a half to three 
feet in New London harbor, while 
it runs to six or seven feet at other 
points.

Inland dwellers who are accus­
tomed to the unvarying waters of 
lakes and ponds are scarcely to be 
blamed If they forget about the 
matter of tidefall and take it en­
tirely for granted that a raft with 
a springboard is intended to dive 
from. And that one of them does 
now and then plunge head,first into 
shallow water and break his neck 
is hardly to be wondered at, after 
all, especially in view of the fact 
that in very few instances fs there 
any adequate warning sign either 
on the raft or diving pier or in the 
immediate vicinity.

It w^uld seem that bathing plant 
concessionaries, municipalities or 
the state— whichever is responsible 
for conditions at a seashore bathing 
beach— might take this unfamiliar- 
Ity with conditions into account 
and erect’ warning signboards 
against diving at low water "wher­
ever such action is perilous to life.

New York, July 17r=-Newport is 
the last stand of what remaiins of 
New York’s famous 400. Newport 
is the 4GO’S summer hideaway.

Here, in an impenetrable, walled 
playground of the rich, the ancient 
dowagers and aristocrats still hold 
the power that has been shorn from 
them in New York.

But, at Ihis season of the year in 
Newport, things are much as they 
were in the 1880’s 'When the 400 
was the 400, and the grand dames 
ruled the roost. '

As I have said, Newport is almost 
impenetrable-^physlcally as well as 
socially. Its cold 'walls hide the vast 
estates which line the water front. 
Even the rock shoals havo been so 
fortified .that the curious cannot 
peep at the playground of the elect.

Prowling society reporters, socie­
ty photographers, style chasers and 
such go about seeking some slight 
whisper about the latest fad, beach 
costume or gpssip.

Newpoit’s famous estates are 
numbered, like the boxes of the 
“ diamond horseshoe circle.” There 
is room for but a certain number 
and this number ■will not be in­
creased. One must literally stand* in 
line to get hold of a place,

They tell o f a very rich “ out­
sider” who somehow crashed the 
gate a season or two ago, and man­
aged to buy a place In the sanctum 
sanctorum. The . newcomer was 
shortly “ put In her place.” She was 
“ ritzed” from the moment of her 
arrival. Not a soul in Newport spoke 
to her . . . nor has she been spok­
en to, insofar as I know, to this 
day. Yet she has tenaciously held on 
to her property and appears there 
every summer to face the gamut 
of cold glarj^.

The younger generation, finding 
it cannot break down this ancient 
barrier, has its fun at Southamp­
ton, where a certain degree of social 
democracy has been maintained.

As for the Newporters they be­
wail the coming of this new age'and 
find in this supmer get-together a 
sort of communal surcease from 
“ the vulgarity”  that has crept in. 
The oldsters return to their dour 
Fifth Avenue mansions at the end 
of the season and go about their 
blue-bloQded activities.

Many of these still go about town 
in horse-drawn carriages. There is 
one, they tell me, who refuses to 
receive telephone calls. If she is to 
be addressed it must be in the old 
manner of sending a highly formal 
note, which Is answered by sending 
the butler with an equally formal 
reply. _

Doctors sometimes refer to 
America as a nation of neuras­
thenics, which means those with 
nerve debility. One peculiarity of 
a neurasthenic is that he may de­
velop symptoms of almost any ether 
disease because he readily receives 
suggestions, especially about sick­
ness.

Only those who waste energy, by 
being dissatisfied wltb their station 
in life, who are constantly discon­
tented with their lack of success, 
develop real nervous breakdowns.

Many men and women patients 
of 45, or more, claim to have had 
from five to ten nervous break­
downs. These people generally as­
sure the doctor they have been over­
working, when the trouble, is they 
have really been suffering from a 
lack of enjoyment in their work.

MTost people compliment them­
selves with the belief that their 
nervous dlblHty is due to overwork, 
but it is more likely due to a toxic 
condition of the body, made worse 
by an unpleasant environment.

Many of these sufferers are under 
the impression that their disease is 
incurable and that they are shortly 
doomed to die. Doctors sometimes 
add to this trouble by assuring 
these patients that they are “ just a 
bundle of nerves,”  and are in need 
of a good rest or trip to the sea­
shore— or anyplace where they are 
pot living at that time.

It is thb destructive habits 
that are practiced twenty-four 
hours a day a home that are causing 
neryous habits, and if these bad 
habits are changed td good ones, 
the patient will then be on the road 
to health and happiness.

When really nervous women be­
come angry they sometimes work 
themselves into a hysterical state, 
almost losing their reason, scream­
ing and kicking until they are ex­
hausted or get what they want. 
This is a little different from ner­
vousness, and it usually shews a 
spoiled nature that'ls simply having 
an acute attack of bad temper.

In almost every case of hysteria 
there is a pelvic congestion which 
may be caused by prolapsed organs 
or Inflammation. Temporary par­
alysis is frequently produced by 
hysteria and the patient, is some­
times unable to move, although per­
fectly conscious, and retaining the 
power of reason and ^ }̂eech.

Sometimes a paralysis of the 
vocal cords or inability to swallow 
is present. This paralysis usually 
lasts a few fninutes, but in extreme 
cases, may last for years if the 
cause is not removed.'

Editor’s Note: High blood pres­
sure, a dangerous, modern ailment, 
has been made the subject of three 
dally articles iu The Herald. 'This 
is the concluding art^ile.

By DR. MORRIS PISHBEIN ' 
Editor Journal of the American 
Medical Association and of Hygeia, 

the Health Magazine.
In their studies of the bodies of 

420 , persons, who had died with 
the symptoms of essential high 
blood pressure, pathologists In 
the University of Minnesota paid 
special attention to the condition 
of the heart and of the blood ves­
sels.

Their observations convinced 
them' that .persons with this con­
dition are likely to have an en­
larged heart, particularly one porr 
tion of the heart, namely, the left 
ventricle.

The. hearts of many patients 
with high blood pressure are, 
however, only slightly, enlarged. 
The size of the heart is believed 
to depend on the length of the dis­
ease, the constancy of the high

blood in the heart muscle Itself.
Hardening of the arteries of the 

heart Itself they believe bears 
some caustive relationship to es­
sential high blood pressure, since 
such changes in the coronary 
blood vessels were found most fre­
quently.

They found that about 15 per 
cent of deaths In persons over 50 
years of age are due to primary 
hypertension. Men are more like­
ly to be troubled with the condi­
tion than are women.

The available evidence indicates 
strongly that high blood pressure 
is hereditary and familial, but, as 
is pointed out by the Minnesota in­
vestigators, many more studies are 
needed before the exact relation­
ships can be determined. /I

It is notable, moreover, th-it 
overweight tends to bej associated 
with high blood pressure and that 
the high blood pressure tends to 
come down with a reduction in 
weight. On the other hand, many 
obese people do not have high 
blood pressure, and th% disease not 
infrequently occurs in those who 
are underweight.

“ Feet First” is a good way to 
start learning how to swim.

By that '^we mean that if you 
want to swim, you just must teach 
those feet of yours to work.

Before you begin your kicking 
lessons. It Is just as well to see 
that you are still in the shallow 
part of the pool so your feet, if 
dropped, would land safely on the 
bottom. For you must have con­
fidence before you can concentrate 
on swimming.'

Start Right.
We advise against learning the 

breast stroke first. You might as 
well start in with the crawl stroke, 
which is the one you will use when 
you really can swim.

First, hang onto the side of the 
tank with your hands and practise 
kicking. Stretch out on top of 
the water, always holding on with 
your hands. Keep your knees 
straight. That is the most essen­
tial thing about it.

Start kicking up and down, al­
ternating with the left and right 
leg, keeping it straight out be­
hind.. Do this slowly. Try it 
with someone else' counting one-

two, one-two, rather slowly. Con­
tinue for five minutes the first 
day. If you think this is ea^, try 
it. If you get a pain or two* with 
this, that is all right too, Put It 
down to the growing pains of a 
swimmer..

If you really do kick systemati­
cally with the regularity of a pad­
dle, without stopping a single sec­
ond, for five or even eight mlnntes 
a day, you will get Into the kick­
ing habit, which is a sure sign of 
a swimmer.

Physically Benefidsl.
Remember to keep the knees 

straight. Strong swimmers al­
ways kick without bei^dlng the 
knees. Develop a strong, hard 
stroke, from the hip.

Thl^ is not only good for start­
ing swimmers in the right path; 
It Is excellent for lame people, 
people with foot trouble and for 
those who are, for one reason or 
another, weak on their feet.

Kick; don’t bend the knees; 
develop regularity, like a pendu­
lum. Suit the count to your own 
speed, for each swimmer has his 
own rhythm. In rhythm, you can 
do your best. Out of rhythm, you, 
will find It hard to swlnj at all.

The Indict­
ment might have been harsh but 
the writer very humbly believes 
that he has seen enough of the so- 
called manly art of self defense in 
the pasU sixteen years to warrant, 
all and more, ^ an  was written In 
the article that appeared in last 
Friday evening’s Herald.

Trickery, building up bouts, 
double cirossing the boys who earn 
them their meal ticket, many man­
ger In the past have worn down 
and abused countless thousands of 
promising young men who have 
sought the ring game as a means of 
making a living.

Muldoon Outstanding
William Muldoon, member of 

the New York Boxing Commission, 
is the one figure in national box­
ing that is outstanding. He is ab­
solutely fearless in matters pertain­
ing to the game that yearly thrills 
hundreds of thousands in New York 
state alone. The Iron Duke as he is 
called by his enemies, who are le­
gion, stands practically aione 
against the evils of smoking while 
boys are boxing.

The writer wonders if Muldoon 
would permit the spectacle of a man 
being beaten to a pulp, such as was 
the case one week ago. last evening 
at the Velodrome when Garcia saw 
finis written to his ring career in 
the seventh round? It seems hard­
ly possible, that he would In view of 
his absolute certain stand on all 
matters that call for a square deal 
for the fighters themselves.

The present trouble with the ring 
game Is the fact that the fighters 
are overpaid for the amount of 
work thoy actually do while in the 
ring. The real hard grind for all 
boxers comes before the fight in the 
training for physical perfection. 
Every aspirant for honors In puglis- 
tic circles must train long, hard 
and frithfully if he Is to succeed in 
reaching the top where the real 
money Is waiting.

In this state five days must 
elapse before a boxer can fight af­
ter the date of his last encounter. 
J'he same holds true In many other 
states, but the joker In the law is 
that a manager can arrange for a 
fight in Connecticut topight and 
then present his boy (meal ticket) 
in Boston tomorrow for another go. 
"rhe National Boxing Commission, 
of which Thomas Donohue is su­
preme ruler of Connecticut Is pres­
ident, ought to take steps to put 
through the five day clause every 
where that boxing is governed.

Amateurs a Joke
Dropping down from the profes­

sionals to the amateurs there is 
where the real joKe of legislated 
boxing comes in. The so-called Sim­
on pures are getting a pretty soft 
thing according to rating of the 
boxer. Some time ago there were 
plenty of charges flyjng back and 
forth and as a result little. If any, 
real amateur boxing is being done 
today In this state at least.

Place the amateur under the di­
rect rulings of the professional 
commissioner and make him re­
sponsible for all ring activity and 
then see if the boys will compete so 
much. The only ones who reap a 
harvest promoting amateur bouts 
are the promoters’ themselves.

Boxing Is a clean sport when 
conducted right and nothing could 
be better for the average young 
fellow. But, and this is calling a 
spade right, let the promoters who 
want to match boxers be restricted 
to matching those who are physical­
ly capable of takmg part In a ring 
battle for the number of rounds re­
quired and not old worn out hunks.

A  net attack is the best answer 
to a man that chops. The chop is 
not a passing shot and by getting 
into the nqt and taking the ball 
before it hits the ground you have 
destroyed its effect.

Against an opponent superior 
In driving, the net attack is the 
best tactics. By staging a net 
game you wilt hurry your oppo­
nent and’ perhaps destroy his 
stroke.  ̂Sometimes a chop will 
also destroy the stroke of a 
superior driver.

Probably the hardest man to 
use the best tactics against is the 
net man. Being forced by his 
volleys makes it hard to think. I 
have always found a change of 
pace to be the most effective 
weapon against a net game. By 
this, I mean mixing fast drives 
with soft .ones, keeping both at 
his feet.

A baseline player should be 
brought to the net If the best tac- 
tl<a are used.

A fter .this s tu n t had been operat­
ed successfully the position of the 
pumps were reversed, No. 3 taking 
up positions as the suction com­
pany and No. 4 serving a s .th e  
booster. Again good resu lts  were se­
cured.

Tonight No. I ’s Fox-Ahern pump, 
which is the largest and most pow­
erful in town, having a pum ping ca­
pacity of 800 gallons a m inute and 
No. 2’s pump, with a capacity of 
350 gallons, will be taken to the 
same place and a sim ilar test given.

Time was when almost every 
house and barn was guarded by 
lightning rods. Sometimes the 
lightning h it them ju st the 'sam e. 
Confidence in such protection wan- 
'ed. Some scientific folks declared 
that the rods were worse than use­
less, tha t they invited the bolts and 
th en  failed to carry them off.'

In recent years, however, electri­
cal sharps, or some of them a t least, 
have shifted back to support of the 
lightning rods, maintaining th a t the, 
theory of them was all right, but 
tha t they were not properly install­
ed in the old-times. When proper­
ly insulated and grounded accord­
ing to scientific principles, it is con­
tended, they do provide a very, im­
portant element of safety.
