_ Details of Tragedy Now
" Made Public; Balloon

Moscow, July 18.—Leakage of
gas from chambers puncturei by
fiying ice was prinecipa’ly responsi-
ble for the Italia disaster, in the
opinion of Lieut. A. Vigleri, one of
the Nobile expedition survivors now
on board the Krassin, according to
a radiogram from the Russian ice
breaker today.

Viglieri, who was Interviewed Ly
one of the Russlan correspondents
on board the ship, said that the gas
chambers were cut by jagged ice
hurled off from the propazl.ers.

“Becuuse of this ieakag- and th
failure to throw off the oil ballast
the airship was unable to gain the
necessary altitvde," Vigliert was
quoted as saying. ""The molors were
working perfectly, but the ghip was
too close to the ice. It was too
heavy for the amount of gas,”

on May 25 the refugees on the ice
pinned thLeir hopes to the ability of
the Malmgren group to cross the
ice to land and summon assistance.
He said the Malmgren party car-
ried food calcnlated to last them 35
days at the 304 grammes consump-
tion daily.

Under an amendment to the con-
siitution of 1817, President Calles
is barred from succeeding himself.

In the meantime Gen. Obregon's
body rests in state in the national
palace whilg the police continue
their investigation. of his assassi-
nation. yesterday afternoon by a
youth who gave the name of Juan
Escapulario.

A constitutional amendment,
passed by Congress last year and
subsequently ratified by a majority
of the stat: legislatures, provides
for extension of the presidential
term from four to six years..This
amendment, however, bore no date
so that the time of its application
was left in doubt.

Many leading members of the
Mexican bar hold this might apply
to Preside.t Calles' term. If so, it
would be extended to 193y, but this
view does not prevaill among the
persons in ‘power. '

Calles’ Views

President Calles himself said he
was unwiliing to remain in office
after his term expires in December.
Furthermore, there is little if any
disposition among the political ad-
herents of Gen. Obregon to have an
interpretation - placed wupon ' the
amendment which would continue
President Calles in power. ‘

As the presidential election has
been held (it took place July 1) no
authority exists in the constitution
to hold another election before the
end of the present presidential
term.

Accordingly, the only thing pos-
sible was to designate a p"ovisioual
president, wko, In due time. will
issue a call for a special election.

Gen. Saenz holds the confidence
of the po‘litical faction whieh sup-
ported Gen, Okregon. The fact that
he hds -~ had executive experience
was advanced by leaders of the
Obregon faction as a good reason
for his selection for the presidency.

The airplanes were used for ob-
servation purposes entirely. They |
would fly over where the :soldiers’
were maneuvering and take photos
of the position- and later drop the
film. Although, it is possible to de-
velop the - negatives aboard the
planes, this was done back at the
airport. Some excellent-snaps were
taken from altitudes of about a
thousand feet. The princiga! means
of reporting.the progreas of the two
armies, however, was by dropping
written messages and marked maps
on the panel at regimental post of
command. An idea of the accuracy
attained by the airmen in dropping
the messages is gleaned from the
fact that out of twenty-three mes-
sages dropped Monday, &1l but one
fell within a few feet of the panel,
and the other was “found after a
brief hunt. .

Flies A Menace

The biggest menace the soldiers
found during theli three-day stay
out of camp was not the human
enemy, but rather, an insect one.
They did not mind the actions of
the mosquito family at night so
much as that of horse-flies which
they encountered by the seemingly
millions as they passed through low,
swampy and heavily wooded terri-
tory shortly before reaching the
“front line trenches." Although
the men had their shirt sleeves
rolled down because o:. a warning
given them before entering ‘he
wooded territory at the cemetery on
the east slde'of Fred Stone's Star
Ranch, they found it difficult to
protect their face and neck.

Guards were posted about the
home of Secretary of Labor Luis
Morones, considered Obregon's
chief opponent. politically, tg pr:-.

Similar orders were issued in the
various cities of the country. =

“I have suffered a tenrible
shock,” Calles gaid at the home of
Obregon. “I am absolutely over-
come by the death of Gereral Obre-
gon. His loss is of enormous tran-
scendency to the country imasmuch
as he stood for all th: hopes and
aspirations of the Mexican people.
In my. opinion, the country loses
its highest representative,”

Later, the president issued the fol-
lowing statement to the governors
of the 28 states of the republic and
all military commanders:

“With profound sorrow, I beg to
advise you that at two thirty p. m.,
today at a banquet in Cafe LaBom-
biMa in the suburbs of this capital,
the president-elect of the Republige,
Gen. Alvaro Obregon. was villain-
ously assassinated.

Even the bellicose Mussolini,
who has in effect promised the
world half a dozen times over that
Italy will pretty soon proteéd to
beat up anybody and everybody
who gets in her way, has no hesi-
tancy about signing the Réllogg
document. And the British govern-
ment, after months of seriitiny, is
at this wniting on the point of sign-

‘ing substantially without reserva-

tions, being unable to discérn any-
thing in the compdct to keép hér
from following her conscieficé 4t
any time in the future,

For a treaty without any in-
trinsic meérit at all, the Kellogg
tredaty is an amazingly good treaty
—or Wwill be when all hands have
gigied, As we have remarked pre-
viously, its effect will be to make
the péoples of a number of power-
ful nations belleve that they are
plously committed to preservation
of the peace. And after all that ia
an essential to the validity and)
success of any multi-party peace
pact,

PLANNED FOR DELPHI

San Franecisco— Creation of a
world center at ancient Delphi from
where Greek tradition would eman-
ate to all sections of the world
carrying a message of universal
good will and peace!

Clad in the native tunic and san-
dals of Greece, Madame Eva Sileli-
anos, wife of the noted Greek poet,
Angeleo Sikelianos, was in San
Francisco in the interest of the
movement, toward which she and
her hushand have devoted their ef-
forts for twenty years,

Last year their efforts took root
with the Festival at Delphi at
which were revived Greek drama
in the ancient theater, Greek
games in the unearthed stadium
‘and exhilbitions of pewsant handi-
crafts, tradition music and folk
dances.

it is for the contiruance of these
festivals that Madame Sikelianns
has come to the United States. She
hopes to arouse sufficient interest
in this country to make the festi-
vals bienniel events.

*“I financed the first festival my-
self,’”” Madame Sikelianos said,
“and the results were su far-reach-
ing that we must mane the festi-
vals ‘a permanent institution.”

She showed several articles
clipped from French newspapers,

commenting on the closer bond of |

friendship existing between France
and the Balkan states as the re-
sult of many of the intellectual
leaders of France having attended
the Delphian Festivzal

clared, “but a medium through
which other countries can be ac-
quainted with the handicraft of the
peasants so they can earn their
livings.

PRIMO TAKES MEASURES
TO RELIEVE HEAVY STRAIN

Madrid.—Although General -de
Rivera has denied the rumor that
he intends to retire from active po-
litical life next summer, he hag cer-
tainly set in motion forces which
will relieve him of many of the
functions of the dictatorship.

In a short time, at least for
Spain, an exhaustive inquiry was
put in motion, and the results of
that investigation have now been
framed in a bill to put the water
supplies of the country under the
control of the government, Farm-
ers with wells will protest at
government Iinterference, but it is
evident that the whole water sup-
ply must be used for the general
good, instead of heing kept for pri-
vate needs on each farm.,

Discussion of this bill is going on
in the Assembly.

HOOVER'S KIN DIES

Placerville, Cal.,, July 18.—
Charles D. Henry, aged father-in-
law of Herbert Hoover, presidential
nominee, died here today following
a stroke of paralysis. He had been
serlously ill for the past two weeks,
Mr. Henry was 84 years old.

Thirty-three million dollars is the total received annually by
the towns and cities in Connecticut for defraying current ex-
penses, capital outlays and interest on bonds and loans for pub-
lic schools, This does not include the receipts for retiring the
principal of the school debt or for financing payments to sink-
ing funds. During 1906-07 the grand total receipts amounted
to $5,027,877. e

Of the $33 177,793 received a year ago, $21,446,503 was
from town moneys, mostly from town taxation. The total from
state moneys was $1,556,826, and from district taxation, $637,-
472, During 1906-07 the three respective amounts were $3,-
772,415, $129,972 and $834,013. Adding the $862,829 receiv-
ed “from all other sources” during 1926-27 a total of $24,503,-
632 was received for defraying current expenses. For defray-
"ing expenditures incurrea by capital outlays and interest on
bonds and loans $8,674,161 was received.

The largest amount from the state ls received for enumera-
tion. During a recent year this totaled $779.,566. For the
support of schools the state expended $358.258 and for high
school tuition, $129,600. High school transportation contribu-
tions by the state amounted to $59,843, while other expendi-
tures by the state included: for evening schools, $13,527; non-
English speaking adult classes. $15,851; Americanization direc-
tors, $16,640.

The amount of debt of the towns on account of schools at.tha
end of the schoonl year in 1927 totaled $27,790,770. This was
ten. times the debt of 1906-07 which amounted o $3,772.357.
The total retirement of the principal of school dehbt during the
year was $2,466,452.

The speaker stated that the real
business of these great gatherings
is done in secret, In the resolutions
committee meetings.

Paris.—The constant foreign in-
vasion is becoming a 2Zreat source
of danger to French taste and art,”

déclares Maurice de Waleffe, writ-
ing in the ‘Paris Midl.”:

“Paris i{s fast becoming the
world’'s biggest hotel and of course
the hotel-keeper is in luck—but he
must watch his step. In order to
continue a thriving business, the
city must have {its big attraction,
and everyone knows that this Is the
chic Parisienne.

“Why do all the American mil-
lionaires, all the Presidents of Re-
publics, kings, mahaadjas and
Sultans direct their steps toward
“la ville lumiere’” when they are off
for a holiday? Not because of the
climate nor of the celebrated good
eating to be found within her gates
that i{s certain. Paris’ monopoly is
summed np.in galety and this gai-
ty is crystallized in the French wo-
man."”

Monsjeur de Waleffe acknowl-
edges that tf;ere are many American
women more beautiful than those in
Par{s, many Russiang and Polish
who are more charming, and more
Scandinavians who are far more in-

| telligent. But the Parisienne leads

them all when. it comes to fashion.

And this is where the rub comes.
Her "‘toflette'” is in danger. It is
bound to be altered according to the
taste and wishes of foreign clients,
just as the theater, cuisine and
many otlhier old institutions have
been changed.

“The one who pays the biggest
price is certaln to get what he
wants and sooner or later his taste
will impose itself on the market. If
& French dressmaker finds that ten
of his models in exotic taste sell
better than the other 280, he will
certainly produce more of the first
his next season. In fact, he will very
likely bring forth 290 exotic frocks
and costumes and only ten French
ones.

“This fs just what is happening
in many of the smart dressmaking
establichments today and the time
is not far off when really French
frocks will be unseen on the streets
of Paris.

“Then, the Yankees will find it
useless to come to Paris for, their
dresses. They will simply stay at
home and our French couturiers
will go over there t- make their
clothes in the style hey want. And
just as men's fashions come to us
from London, women’'s will come
over from New York."”

Everybody knows that Paris is
the world's city of fashion; few
realize that it is the most import-
ant port in France.

Periodically the courts
of Great Britain have before them
cases whic show how interested
some of the English are in our
dryness and the aspirations of some
o!f our people to wetness, For in &
number of cases recorded in Brit-
ish courts certain Englishmen ap-
parently found the money and the
ships™ and wvarious . adventurers
found the cargo—Scotch whiskey
—{foyr export to the United States.

Associutes Fall Out

The way these suits ¢ome into
the courts of Great Britain iz quite
simple: the associates in this
risky business sometimes fall out.
At times the complaint is that
there has not heen a fair division
of tlre profits. At times the com-
plaint is that the money and ships

& have

not been forthcoming anél
the complainants have been left
with the whiskey on their hands.
But one thing sticks out like a
sore thumb—the bootleggers have
valuable allies pn this side of the
pond, The Englishmen who ens
gage In this business look upon
the United States as a good thing.
And no wonder! One ghip that
gets its stuff over safely. may mean
330,000 profit to* the backer. He
only risks his money, The adxen-
turers, who actually take the stuff
over, not only risk their ship, but,
sometimes, their liberty.

How the English See It

Needless to say, decent English-
men look with great disfavor upon
these allieg of our bootleggers.
They may think Americans were
fools to do away with liquor, They
may think enforced prohibition is
taking away the rightful liberties
of the citizen,

But after all, the average Eng-
llshman has a great respect for
law, If prohibition s the law of
our land, he thinks people ought
to obey it. And he thinks his own
countrymen ought to respect it
and not help directly or indirectly
to break it.

Has Circled the World 5

Times in 5 Years.

New York, — If the American

people send Herbert Hoover to the
‘White House in the November elec-
tions, he will be, at least in regard
to foreign political and economie
conditions, the most thoroughly in-
formed President in the nation's
history.

Hoover's war relief work, the
phase of his career ‘which. first
brought him into national and in-
ternational prominence, is gener-
ally recognized as having given him
an understanding of "European af-
fairs comparable to that of any
American public figure. But be-
hind that lies 14 more obscure
yvears during which Hoover, as &
mining engineer and executive,
came to know practically every sec-
tion of the globe at first hand.

“It is said that within five years
he circled the globe five times,”
says a blographical sketch in the
current issue of the Review of Re-
views. “Australia, China, Burma,
Malaya, India, Africa, Siberia,
Japan, South America, England—
all these and more became the
scene of his activities. The charge
is sometimes made t..at, because
during these 14 years he spent so
much time abroad, Hoover is more
foreign than American, and an
Anglophile in particular, To this it
iz answered that only two years,
1898 in Australia and 1907 In
Burma, were spent entirely out. of
the United States; and his viclent
opposition to the Stevenson act of
the British, restricting rubber pro-
duction, should make even chauvin-
ists consider him u good American."”

One Worked As Mine Laborer

Hoover's world-wide background,
his intimate knowledge of foreign
matters, gained as a private Husi-
ness man, war relief director and
Secretary of Commerce, is of parti-
cular significance at this time, the
Review of Reviews writer avers.

“There are many who Dbelieve
that Hoover would be a desirable
. presidential candidate if only for
. his possible influence on foreign re-
lations,” he says. -

“In a time when our trade and
finance are spreading to the far
corners of the earth in a volume
undreamed of before the war, &
frank participation in the solution
of international problems is in
order. Here Hoover with his long
and intimate contact with forelgn
governments, and the  intimate
vision that work and travel abroad
have given him, must have an un-
derstanding of foreign problems de-
sirable in the next American Presi-
dent.”

Incidentally, another little known
period of Hoover's career is reveal-
eG by the article. That is that he
has come to know the life of the
laboring man from his own exper-
ience, Following his graduation
from Stanford Unlversity in 1895,
he spent several months on a regu-
lar shift in a California mine to
complete his preparation before he
took his first position in the office
of Louis Janin, San Francisco en-
gineer.

Of the three great scourges, with
which the worl is confronted, in
the opinion of Dr. Hoskin—tubercu-
losig, cancer and heart disease—the
last is by far the more formidable.

1926, he pointed out, 142 of
every 1,000 deaths in England
alone were due to disease of the
heart, 117 to cancer, and 82 to
tuberculosis.

More than forty per cant, of
heart troubles, he declared were of
rheumatic origin, so that it could
be stated that more than 25,0C0
died annually in Great Britain as
the result of rheumatic heart dis-
ease.

Chicago.—Scripture and nature,
the two great forces in life, will
wage war with each other, in the
minds of men, until the day of
judgment, in the opinion of Dr. L.

For the time, ages ago, when
man first began to cast around for
an explanation of the Pauorama of
nature that he found, to seek the
answer to the rising and setting of
the sun, to the phenomenon of life
he found answers that were at
variance with the teachings of his
past religious beliefs, Dr. Gruber
points out,'

So, he bellieves, the age-old dis-
pute that has enlisted the minds of
men such as Cardinal Newman,
Burke, Hume, James Stuar: Mill
and Jeremy Bentham, will remain
a puzzle to the pearly gates.

Conflict Continues

“The conflict between religion
and science must and will contin-
ue,"” Dr. Gruber believes.

“Not until the universe has had
its full outworking and until man
has read clearly all its secret meuan-
ings aand traced its very law and
knows {its every state throughout
all the ages will he be able to un-
derstand the phenomenal panora-
mic outlines of these creative rec-
ords.

“The modern viewpoint insists
that the physical universe rests on
a spiritual reality. All peoples,
therefore, worship what they be-
live to be the spiritual cause.

“Religion and science will con-
tinue its work, and completion of
this work’ will not occur this side
of the pearly gates.”

The opinfon expressed by Dr.
Gruber, however, is not concurred
in by all theological opinion in Chi-
cdgo,

IN COOKING VEGETABLES

The most sensitive of all the
to heat is vitamin C.
This is the vitamin that prevents
sCurvy.

As pointed out by Dr. Walter H.
Eddy in a recent discussion of nu-
trition, whereas one gram of raw
cabbage daily will prevent scurvy
in a guinea-pig, twenty times that
amount of cabbage, if the food is
boiled for an hour in &n open ket-
tle, is required for scurvy preven-
tion.

Four grams of canned cabbage
protective, although the
canned cabbage also has been
boiled. The fact is that the canned
cabbage is heated fn air-tight cans.

Destroyed by Heat

Evidently the {factor that is in-
volved in the destruction of the
vitamin is oxidation, Heat saffi-
clently high will. destroy vitamin
C, and heat for long periods of
time will destroy the vitamin.

The vitamin A content of butter
can be reduced markedly by heat-

ing at higher temperatures if a

current of air bubbles through.

Vitamin A, however, 1is more
stable than vitamin C, and it seems
doubtful -that ordinary cooking
harms the vitamin A in plant
sources, although oxygen, if pres-
ent, will destroy vitamin A from
animal sources,

Water and Vegetables

Vitamin B is slowly destromed
by the application of heat, but the
presence of alkalis destroys it
much more rapidly than does the
presence of acids. Therefpre, the
use of water in cooking green vege-
tables may be injurious'to the vita-
min B content,

Evidence is as yet not available
regarding the manner in which
vitamins D and E may be de-
stroyed. Apparently these vitamins
are much more stable and difficult
to ruin.

Unfortunately we do mnot yet
know about most of the vitamins
th,e minimum necessary to pre-
serve and advance human life, nor
how much the average human be-
ing gets in his usual diet,
