FRENCH FLYERS BOUND FOR AMERICA

To Be Formally Notified of 
Nomination in Albany on 
Aug. 22— 90 Stations in 
Radio Hookup.

MEXICO MOURNS 
AT FLYER'S BIER

Albany, N. Y., July 24.— Gov. A1 
Smith will formally launch his 
campaign for the presidency from 
the east steps of the State Capitol 
at 7 o’clock on the night of August 
22.

At that time the governor will 
be formally notified that he has 
been nominated for the- presidency 
by the Democratic Party. This will 
bring the governor’s notification 
just eleven days after that of his 
Republican opponent, Herbert 
Hoover.

90 Stations
The governor indicated that he 

expected his address which will be 
broadcast over ninety radio sta­
tions and in which he will state his 
views on all the issues of the cam­
paign, would require about one 
hour. He already has declared he 
will deal extensively in his speech 
with two of the more important is­
sues, prohibition and farm relief.

Senator Key Pittman of Nevada, 
chairman of the notification com­
mittee, wili preside at the cere­
mony, the governor said.

Delayed Announcement
The governor had expected to 

announce last week the date of the 
notification ceremony but he was 
prevented because of a tangle over 
radio broadcasting hours.

Because he intends to deal so ex­
tensively with the campaign issues 
the governor refused to fix the date 
for the notification until he could 
be assured that his address would 
be sent out over a nation-wide ra­
dio hook-up.

The steps of the Capitol face a 
spacious park in which 100,000 
Democrats are expected to gather 
to listen to the governor formally 
launch his campaign.

When asked if he was satisfied 
to have the notification ceremony 
broadcast at 7 o’clock daylight sav­
ing time, in view of the difference 
in time in the west, the governor 
replied:

"Most assuredly,'the time suit's 
me fine.”

In Good Humor
The governor was in fine humor 

today. It v%s evident that he was 
glad to have the date for the noti­
fication settled^He expects to start 
shortly to whip into shape the final 
draft of his address. He already 
has made a rough draft of what he 
Intends to say on some of the more 
Important of the campaign issues.

He smiled bfoadly when told 
that Senator George H. Moses, Re­
publican of New Hampshire, had 
predicted that Hoover would carry 
New York.

"The history of politics is that 
the Republicans always claim 
everything,” the governor said. “ I 
was elected governor four times in 
the face of claims to the contrary 
by the Republicans, and always by 
large majorities.”

Heard It Often
"Then you don’t think much of 

the attitude of confidence of the 
Republicans that they will carry 
the east for Hoover?” someone sug­
gested.

“ No,”  the governor replied, 
smiling. " I ’ve heard it so often that 
it’s getting a little stale.”

Asked if he thought SenalcA 
Moses was right when he said the 
coming presidential campaign 
would be the hottest fought since 
1892, the governor replied:

"I didn’t vote in '92.”
After the notification ceremony 

the governor plans to go to Sea 
Girt, N. J., for a brief vacation. He 
does not expect to bfegin his active 
campaign until after Labor Day 
and he will probably wisit a 
jority of the large cities in 
country.

BODENHEIM SECLUDES 
SELF IN CONNECTICUT

Novelist Hides From Report­
ers; Girl Friend Takjen Away 
by Her Father.

Max Bo- 
denheim was-reported early today 
to be hard at work on a novel of 
his own in a Connecticut shore 
town.

Dr. Martin J. Loeb, located at his 
home here after removing his 18- 
year-old daughter Gladys from the 
novelist’s cottage lii Provincetown, 
Masa, said he had parted from Bo- 
denheim on the road near Province- 
town. They had led reporters a 
merry chase over a large portion of 
Massachusetts, whither the ha­
rassed novelist had fled following 
the suicide of Miss Virginia Drew 
In New York City. She took her 

flife after Bodenhelm had, criticised 
her literary efforts unfavorably.

Determined that his daughter 
should not seek Bodenheim again 
for literary guidance, Pr. Loeb sent 
her to the home of relatives for a 
"rest cure,”  he said- He announced 
that Gladys would resume her stu­
dies at.,New York University in the 
falU v\
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Mexico City, July 24.— Political 
quarrels were forgotten today while 
the whole populace mourned at 
the bier of Captain Emilio Carran­
za, the brave young Mexican "good 
will airman,” who was killed while 
flying from the United States where 
he returned Col. Charles A. Lind­
bergh’s Mexican visit.

There was an emotion in the re­
public’s grief that transcended the 
sorrow over the Obregon tragedy.

Throughout the night the body 
had rested in state in the War Der 
partment, the coffin banked by 
magnificent floral tributes while 
an honorary guard of soldiers 
stood by.

Crowds Gather
Shortly after dawn crowds were 

astir in the streets for the funer­
al. An Influx from neighboring 
states swelled the population of the 
city to pay final homage to the 
youthful ace who had given his 
life to further his country’s inter­
national friendships.

The whole diplomatic corps had 
accepted the invitation of President 
Calles to be present at Panteon Do­
lores where a place had been pre­
pared for the body amidst the 
graves of the republic’s heroes.

All Walks of Life
Seldom in its history has the 

capital witnessed such a spontane­
ous outpouring of the nation’s sor­
row. In the crowds that lined the 
streets from the war ministry to the 
pantheon were men of rank and 
shabby peons. School children bore 
armloads of flowers to scatter be­
fore the gun carriage bearing the 
coffin. Women stood with men who 
bore the scars of revolutionary bat­
tles.
Gen. Zertuche, chief of'the police 

of the federal district, and the mili­
tary authorities had made plans to 
handle a crowd of more than 300,- 
000 persons.

Captain Carranza was a person­
al friend of Dwight W. Morrow, the 
United States Ambassador, and Mr. 
Morrow has increased still higher 
the esteem and friendship of the 
Mexican people by the prominent 
part he was given to play at the 
last rites for the republic’s young j 
hero.

BODY ROBBED
Mount Holly, N. J., July 24.—  

The body of Captain Emilio Car­
ranza, being buried in^Mexico City 
today, was plundered 'ot valuables 
by vandals after the Mexican ace 
was killed near here on his at­
tempted noH-stqp flight from New 
York to Mexico City.’ One of the 
thieves, whose identity was not dis­
closed, became so conscience-strick­
en that he returned two rings, a 
military medal and several suits of 
the flyer's underwear to police 
here.

"I couldn’t keep them,” the man 
told police. "I could never sleep 
again.”

London, July 24.— The diploma­
tic struggle between Japan and the 
Chinese Nationalists over the future 
status of the Manchurian govern­
ment has sv/̂ ung in favor of Toki’o, 
according to advices from the 
Japanese capital today.

It is reported that the ceremonies 
arranged by Chinese Nationalists at 
Mukden tomorrow, when the Na­
tionalist flag v/as to have been 
hoisted over Manchuria, have been 
cancelled.

Shanghai dispatches indicate that 
the negotiations between the Na­
tionalist administration at Peking 
and Marshal Chang Hsueh Liang, 
military governor of Manchuria, to 
place Manchuria under Nationalist 
rule, have been halted. .

Washington, July 24. —  The Ro­
man Catholic Church has a mem­
bership of 18,694,850 in America, 
the Census Bureau reported today.

It gained 2,883,025 members 
since the last census in 1916, an 
average of approximately 288,000 
annually.

The Friepds Society, Quakers, at 
the 1926 census had a membership 
of 91,253 and but 714 churches in 
comparison to 18,939 churches for 
the Catholic Church.

While all religious census reports 
for 1926 have not been compiled, 
figures obtained at the Library of 
Congress showed that the Protest­
ant population of the United States 
number^ approximately 28,500,000.

Value of Churches
Census Bureau figures reported 

the value of Catholic Church prop­
erty in 1926 as $837,206,053 as 
compared to a valuation of $374,- 
206.895 ten years before. Total 
expenditures for 1926 reported by 
16,316 of the Catholic churches 
amounted to $204,522,987, of 
which $181,7 34,284 ŵ ent for cur­
rent expenses and improvements, 
$19,281,523 for benevolences and 
missions and the remainder un­
classified. In 1916, 13,722 churches 
reported expenditures of $72,258,- 
136.

Half of the total Catholic mem­
bership in 1926 was concentrated 
ill New York, Pennsylvania, Massa­
chusetts, New Jersey and Illinois. 
New York led wuth 1,783 churches 
and 3,115,414 members.

In Pennsylvania were found 
1,729 churches with a membership 
of 2,124,119; Massachusetts, 705 
churches and 1.629,424 members; 
Illinois 1,064 cliurches and 1,352,- 
719 members and New Jersey 569 
churches and 1,055,998 members.

WOMAN SWIMS

Collapses in Pool and is De­
lirious in Hospital— Lost 25 
Pounds During Trial.

New York, July 24.— Mrs. 
Myrtle Huddleston, of Mattoon, 
111., was in a slightly delirious 
condition in a hospital early to­
day after having broken the 
world’s record for continuous 
swimming which she set in 
Chicago on May 21. Physicians 
predicted a speedy recovery, 
however.

Mrs. Huddleston, who 
weighs 240 pounds, collapsed 
late yesterday and sank in the 
pool in which she had been 
swimming for 54 hours and 
32 minutes, four hours and 27 
minutes more than the record. 
She was rushed to a hospital, 
with the flesh on her hands 
and feet swollen and cracked 
and̂  her skin peeling away at 
the slightest touch.

The swimmer was utterly ex­
hausted and lost 25 pounds 
during the ordeal. During th* 
night she kept moving her 
arms backward and forward 
on her hospital cot, imagining 
she was still in the pool.

RASKOB QUITS 
AS CHAIRMAN 
OFGMOTORS

To Devote All of His Time 
to Managing Democratic 
Campaign— News Comes 
as Surprise.

New York, July 24.— Confirma­
tion that John J. Raskob has re­
signed, temporarily, as chairman 
of the finance committee of Gen­
eral Motors Corporation was given 
today by Mrs. Henry Moskowltz, 
coi^dential adviser to Gov. Alfred 
E. Smith.

Raskob did so, Mrs. Moskowltz 
said, in order to be able to devote 
his entire time and attention to 
electing Gov. Smith to the presi­
dency.

He still retains his positions as 
vice president and director in Gen­
eral Motors, however, and is ex­
pected to take charge of the finance 
committee again after the election.

First Plans
When he accepted the position of 

chairman of the Democratic na­
tional committee, Raskob did not 
intend to sever his connection with 
the corporation which he helped at­
tain its present gigantic propor­
tions. His campaign work proved so 
heavy, however, that he felt forc­
ed to give up either politics or 
business for a time.

News of his temporary withdraw­
al caused surprise today among 
qlose political and business associ­
ates.

"I had not heard of it,” said 
George R. Van Namee, pre-conven­
tion manager for Gov. Smith, and 
a member of the advisory group for 
the national committee.

ACCEPT RESIGNATION
New York, July 24.— The resigna­

tion of John J. Rastob as chairman 
of the finance committee of General 
Motors Corporation was accepted 
today. Raskob resigned so as to be 
free to take complete charge of the 
campaign of Gov. Alfred E, Smith 
for the presidency. Raskpb recently 
was elected chairman of ibe Demo­
cratic national committee.

The acceptance of RaSkOb’s resig­
nation was announced by Alfred P. 
Sloan, president of General Motors.

Three'political gatherings of the 
first magnitude here within the last 
24 hours have established the 
scenes of the major encounters. 
New York state is to be won by a 
political Battle of the Marne, and 
Massachusetts is to be a sort of 
oratorical Verdun. New Jersey, 
Maryland, Rhode Island and Dela­
ware are red-flagged on the huge 
wall maps of the Campaign strate­
gists.

A heap of political straws thrown 
to the wind in the three gatherings 
revealed this year’s mid-summer 
campaign zephyr to be something 
of a gale and disclosed at the same 
time an. astonishing agreement be­
tween Democratic and Republican 
strategists as to where the most 
blood Is likely to be spilled between 
now and November, “X”  marks 
the spot, which comprises exactly 
all the territory of ‘ the original 
thirteen colonies lying north of the 
Potomac.

Important Sector
Sto important is this sector in the 

view of Dr. Hubert Work, Republi­
can national chairman, th'at the day- 
to-day campaign management will 
be under his personal supervision. 
He will, be aided by an advisory 
committee composed of the national 
committee members from the eleven, 
states of Maine, New Hampshire, 
Vermont, Massachusetts, Connecti­
cut, Rhode Island, New York, New 
Jersey, Pennsylvania, Maryland and 
Delaware.

Of this group, New York, Massa­
chusetts, Rhode Island, Delaware, 
New Jersey and Maryland, with h 
total of 93 electoral votes, are r^  
garded as “ fighting chance”  states 
by bo.th strategy boards. The Re­
publican chieftains regard the re­
gion west of the Alleghenies as "in 
the bag,”  just as the Democratic 
managers see the "Solid South,”  
safely in the Democratic column for 
November 6.

New York State
The Crux of the eastern struggle, 

according to detailed campaign'- 
plans disclosed today, is to be in 
New York state. Hero, Gov. Smith 
polled 1,627,00 votes for governor 
in 1924 while President Coolidge 
was winning the state from John 
W. Davis with a total vote of only 
1,820,000. On the basis of these 
figures. Democratic managers stake 
their hopes on a switch of a bare 
100,000 votes in the entire state to 
win New York’s 45 votes in the 
electoral college— this on the gener­
ous assumption, they assert, that 
Herbert Hoover can poll as big a 
vote as did President Coolidge.

Republicans point out, on the 
other hand, that Smith polled 104,- 
000 fewer votes for governoir in 
1926 than in 1924 and stake their 
hopes for the Empire State upo.n a 
still diminishing Smith popularity 
at home.

Following his first meeting with 
eastern managers to map majpr 
campaign policies. Work returned to 
Washington today to confer with' 
women committee members from 
the same states on their part in the 
Hoover drive. For the first time 
since women were given place on 
the national committee, they will 
have their own independent cam­
paign organization this year.

While Work continued to whip 
his campaign machine into shape at 
the capital, Chairman John J. Ras­
kob of the Democratic national 
committee was busy with the actual 
execution of plans submitted to the 
first meeting of the Democratic na­
tional advisory committee.

“ A Smith campaign from coast to 
coast,” was the battle slogan an­
nounced after the meeting. But it 
will be a New York campaign all 
the way across the country— begin­
ning In New York, ending in New 
York and managed throughout by 
New York political intimates of 
Gov. Alfred E. Smith.

“ Voters everywhere will know 
the isî ues in this campaign— but 
particularly will they know the can­
didates,”  said Raskob.

Smith’s Personality.
Gov, Smith’s magnetic person­

ality Js to be the big Democratic 
“ issue.” Raskob assured "exten­
sive speaking tours’ ’ by the gov­
ernor, intimating even that "the 
happy warrior”  would carry his own 
whirlwind campaign as far, as Cali­
fornia, home state of his Republi­
can adversary.

While 'Work and Raskob met 
with their’ committees in closed ses­
sion, the New York state Democrat­
ic committee assembled at the Na­
tional Democratic Club, midway be­
tween-the two headquarters hotels, , 
to select Rochester for the state 
conveniipn, October 1 and 2, which 
is to name the favored candidates ' ‘ 
whose names will go under Smith’s 
(>h the ballot.

On motion of George <V. Oivany, 
chieftain of Tammany Hall, the 
stale committee>pledged its "active ‘

Sloan’s statement was issued. Gen­
eral Motors stock lost almost three 
points and was a factor in a wave 
of selling that also sent some of the 
other Issues to a lower basis. The 
unusual situation of Raskob hold­
ing the two jobs, the political and 
financial, had aroused considerable 
discussion in the financial district 
in the past week.

Letter to Raskob
Accepting the resignation. Presi­

dent Sloan sent the following letter 
to Raskob:

“ In view of your conviction that 
your duty as chairman of the na­
tional Democratic committee will 
monopolize your time during the 
presidential campaign and on ac­
count of the importance to the cor­
poration as well as to yourself of 
making it unmistakably clear that 
the corporation takes no part in 
political affairs we are constrained 
to accept your request to be re­
lieved from all your duties in con­
nection with the corporation.

“ It is the unanimously expressed 
hope and expectation that you will 
resume your duties after the presi­
dential campaign is over. On our 
part as a corporation we recognize 
the necessity of always keeping 
clear of politics which is no con­
cern of ours and at the same time 
recognizing to the full the right of 
all our officers, employees, dealers 
and stockholders to take their indi­
vidual stand on political questions 
as they think best.’ ’

Officials of General Motors have 
had various meetings in the past 
week in which the dual position of 
Raskob 'was discussed. It was de­
cided that it was necessary to In­
form the public that General Mo­
tors was not playing politics.and 
that some action was necessary to 
disabuse the public mind from an 
idea that there was any relation­
ship between Raskob’s personal 
politics and General Motors busi­
ness policies.

through six feet of swirling water 
by firemen who had to abandon 
their apparatus in the street. Fire 
swept through the-^basement of an 
apartment house at Orange and 
Grove streets and firemen took four 
people to safety before they could 
reach the seat of the fire.

Heavy Shower
The shower, which, lasted less 

than an hour, dropped 2.40 inches 
of water on the city. A high wind 
uprooted trees, smashed plate glass 
windows, and hurled signs long 
distances. Sewers were unable to 
carry off the water which flooded 
cellars and in some cases, the main 
floors of stores and ruined much 
stock. The Are department had 
appeals from two hundred property 
owners whose cellars were flooded 
and needed pumping. Hundreds 
of telephones were put out of com­
mission by flooded manholes. No 
casualties were reported.

The precipitation was the heavi­
est recorded here in July since 1920 
when 2.84 Inches fell in a single 
shower. The 2.40 inches that fell 
today put the month’s total up to 
7.21 inches as compared with a 
normal of 4.19 Inches, and makes 
the month the wettest July since 
1897.

Catholic Church membership 
any state with 6,900.

The Catholic Church is essential­
ly a religious body of the cities, the 
urban membership having been 14,- 
809,142 in 1926 as compared to a 
rural membership of 3,795,708. 
There were, however, 11,070 rural 
churches as compared to 7,869 in 
the cities.

New York reported the largest 
church valuation with $177,022,'- 018.

The Census Bureau said that 
Sunday schools of a membership of 
1,201,820 were reported by 8,238 
churches. In addition 5,156 
churches reported parochial schools 
with 48,681 officers and teachers 
and 1,720,504 students.

Previous census figures show the 
membership of the leading Protest­
ant Churches, e.xcepting the South­
ern Baptist Convention, not yet an­
nounced, as follows:

Methodist Eipscopal, 4,080,777; 
Methodist Episcopal Church. South, 
2,487,694; Presbyterian Church, 
1,894,030; Protestant Episcopal, 
1,858,966; Northern Baptist Con­
vention, 1,290,438; Disciples of 
Christ, 1,377,595 and Congrega­
tional, 901,846.

The negro Baptist Church was 
announced today as having 3,196,- 
823 members. There were 21,071 
churches and the membership was 
concentrated chiefly in Georgia, 
Virginia, North and South Carolina, 
Alabama, Mississippi, Arkansas, 
Texas and Louisiana.

Widely Known Farmer Passes

and militant support, and that of 
the united Democracy of New York 
State’’ to Smith and Robinson. 

Ratifies Platform.
The same resolution declared the 

New York organization ‘ ‘hereby rat­
ifies the platform adopted by the 
national convention,” a declaration 
that created more than a ripple of 
p« llt.'qal discussion in view of 
Snilth’s message to the Houston 
convention on the subject of prohi­
bition.

‘ ‘It means what it says: We stand 
on the platform.” said one member 
of the state committee.

Raskob said he did not wish to 
undertake Interpretation of 01- 
vany’s text. It was a state mat­
ter.

Neither would the Democratic 
campaign generalissimo comment 
upon the recent Asheville confer­
ence, which denounced Smith’s mes­
sage to the convention as a repudi­
ation of the party platform. He 
had no first hand reports of the 
conference, he said. He intimated 
clearly that he did not regard the 
gathering as of sufficient import­
ance to warrant a quest for details.

Senator 
George H. Moses of New Hampshire 
who was made “ director of the ser­
vice of plan and policy,” three 
weeks ago, asked Work pointedly 
ai one stage for a more satisfac­
tory definition of his responsibili­
ties Reports that Moses was ready 
to withdraw from the campaign 
following the Hoover notifiefiatiou 
August 11, were denied in all quar­
ters. A written statement made 
public by Work after a conference 
at the Harvard Club, which lasted 
almost until mldnigght, said that 
Senator Moses would continue as 
vice-chairman of the eavtern advis­
ory committee.

“ His duties will be to take direct 
and active charge of co-ordinating 
the work of the three committees—  
Senatorial, Congressional and Na­
tional,”  Work declared.* “ He will 
have offices in New York.”

Tb,e Republican eastern advisory 
committee will not meet again un­
til after the notification ceremonies, 

ork announced. The Democrat­
ic advisory committee meanwhile 
will meet three times a week in 
headquarters here.

years as successor of the large chain 
of theaters formerly conducted by 
Mr. Fox himself.' In the last year 
Fox Theaters Corporation has par­
ticipated In the purchase of the 
Roxy Theater, New York, largest in 
the world, as well as In the acqui­
sition and construction of a coast- 
to-coast chain of theaters of the 
deluxe type, seating approximately 
5,000 each, of which the following 
are nearing completion and will 
open this fall: In Brooklyn on Flat- 
bush avenue, at Nevins street; in 
Detroit on Woodward avenue; in 
St. Louis, on Grand avenue and 
Washington boulevard; in San 
Francisco, on Market street.

THE WORLD EXPLAINS

The New York World has just 
washed up after the most agonizing 
job that a self-respecting American 
newspaper has been called on to 
perform for many a long day. After 
a number of weeks of nagging at 
the hands of a lot of people with 
unpleasantly retentive memories, It 
has made formal explanation of its 
reasons for now opposing the can­
didacy of Herbert Hoover, after, in 
1520, quite as formally declaring 
its conviction that “ in the judg­
ment of the World the best equip­
ped and best qualified man to suc­
ceed Woodrow Wilson as President 
of the United States is Herbert C. 
Hoover.”

And it must-be admitted that the 
World has made as good a job of 
explaining as was possible under 
circumstances which . include a 
sturdy resolution on the part of 
the editors to stick to their attitude 

^ of fairness toward the man Hoover 
' as distinguished from Hoover the 

candidate. What the World has to 
say it must say in the light of these 
words, embodied in the eiplanafion 
Itself; “ For Mr. Hoover’s personal 
integrity, his intellectual capacity, 
his great gifts and his loyalty to 
American institutions we have now, 
as we had in 1920, a very warm ad- 

■ miration.”
In other words, Mr. Hoover In 

1920 was an ideal President in po- 
"tentiality; in 1928 he has lost 
nothing in integrity or in genius; 
yet the World is im'pelled to oppose 

"  him. Naturally the reasons must be 
ingenious— or, to be fairer, the 
margin of reasons must be extreme­
ly narrow. «

They consist, it appears from the 
World’s statement, in the fact that 
In these eight years Mr. Hoover has 

' become a partisan Republican—  
honestly and without mental 
shrinkage or loss of loyalty to his 
country, it must be remembered. 
He has sat in two cabinets and did 
not spot and stop the oil grafts and 
he did not control the foreign pol­
icy of either administration— In 
which connection he “ has not once 
in eight years raised his voice in 
behalf of any idea which the domi­
nant Republican machine could not 
approve.”

And that, if you please, Is the 
sum and total of Hoover’s offend­
ing, even In the eyes of the sturdily 
Democratic World.

Further, the explanation be­
comes easier. In 1920, the Demo­
cratic party, so the World says, had 
no potential candidate of Hoover’s 
caliber, whereas today it has a 
‘Tietter man” in the person of Gov-' 
ernor Smith.

Frank Cobb, who penned that 
1920 commendation of Hoover, is 
dead. If he were still ■alive and em­
ploying his active mind in account­
ing for the World’s reversal of 
form, he might possibly have done 
a more convincing job, but we 
doubt it. Even the great Cobb 
would probably have been able to 
do no better than to come out at 
the same hole as the present lead­
er writer of the World do.es—-and 
tacitly admit that there Isn’t a 
thing in the world against Hoover 
save that he is a Republican candi­
date and the World Ira  Democratic 
newspaper.

We do, however, believe that Mr. 
Cobb would have omitted that rub­
bish about a secretary of commerce 
not smelling out the oil scandals 
and not dictating the administra­
tion’s policies in foreign affairs. 
Since when has any secretary of 
commerce, if he is attending to his 
own affairs with anything like the 
industry which Mr. Hoover has dis­
played and is building up an insig­
nificant department into a great 
Bconomic engine for his country’s 
good, the slightest opportunity to 
fix a nation’s foreign policy or act 
as Its pollcd-4orce?

However, the World’s statement 
Is valuable as indicating the Impos­
sibility of finding a valid and hon­
orable reason that amounts to any­
thing at all why Mr. iloover 
shouldn’t be the next President.

' niEBOONGILABLES
There are rumprs of a new align­

ment of Irreconcilables in the Unit-' 
ed States Senate in a movement to 
defeat the ratification otithe Kel­
logg multilateral, treaty. No such 
movement can be perfect unless It 
Is headed by Big Bill Thompson 
and Illinois is not likely to readjust 
her political assignments in such a 
vrsy as to land Big Bill In the Sen­
ate in, time to participate in the 
proposed intellectual diversion.

But, well nigh incredible as such 
an adventure would seem, there Is 
a little element in the Senate that 
Is quite capable of engaging In it. 
There is no slightest prospect, how­
ever, that It Will develop strength 
enough to block the ratification of 
the treaty.

The Kellogg peace treaty Is a 
sufficiently feeble effort, heaven 
knows, but It has been  ̂ endowed 
with much importance by the grav­
ity with.which the United States 
has offered It to the world. Such 
as it. Is, it is the offspring of ami­
ability and at least a luke warm 
national heart. It would not have 
been a serious ..loss, no doubt, to 
civilization or civilization’s history 
if it had never been conceived. But, 
having germinated in America, and 
having been fostered in America, 
and ballyhooed by Amerfca, and 
solemnly presented by America to 
the. eyes of the world as this great 
nation’s ultimate contribution to 
the cause of universal pacification, 
its rejection 'by the Senate would 
be catastrophic— nothing short of 
it. We might as well, almost, de­
clare war against all of Europe and 
important Asia as' to reject that 
treaty, Ins îgnificarit as it is in its 
actual values, after having imagi­
natively attributed to it all these 
vital qualities.

Any Senator who opposes the 
Kellogg treaty will lay himself 
open to the charge of deliberately 
seeking to array the United States 
against the combined nations of 
the world. ' ,

GROWING MEAN 
This good-fellowship campaign 

is already becoming, mean. What, 
for instance, could be more unfeel­
ing than the following performance 
of a Chicago Cartoonist?

He depicts a iiornylanded Tam­
many farmer addressing q corn 
belt audience at whom he shouts: 
"New York is one of the greatest 
agricultural states in the Union— 
and A1 Smith, has carried it four 
times. Just remember that when 
corn picking time comes!”

And then he pictures a wise old 
party in the rear standing up and 
challenging the speaker,/With these 
facts:

“ Yesi. ahd in his long period of 
office holding he has never carried 
a single agricultural county in 
■Nevr York!

“ In no election has he ever car­
ried more than sixteen of sixty-two 
counties in New York state.

“ In 1918 he carried only two 
counties outside the New York city 
district. . *

“ In 1922 he carrlad none.
“ In 1923 he carried nine.
“ In 1924 he carried only one. 
“ In 1926 he carried only three.” 
Yea, verily, the campaign -  is 

growing mean. It Is pretty tough 
when they get to twitting on facts.

KISSING IS “ OUT”
Right away there Is a divergence 

between Mr. Hoover and Mr. Moses, 
lu the presence of the inevitable 
cameras a Nebraska mother held 
her baby up for Mr. Hoover to kiss. 
■Right then and there Mr. Hoover 
once more demonstrated the quali­
ty greatnessT"! will kiss no baby 
for publication,” he declared.

And the great heart of the na­
tion warmed to a Presidential can­
didate wfio had the courage to re­
sist the awfullest variety of hokum 
that ever entered into a campaign, 
and which has entered into well 
nigh every one of them since Amer­
ican political campaigns began.

But vyhen Mr. Hoover bars the 
baby-kissing stunt he attacks the 
very fundaments of the George 
Moses political credo. Moses has 
climbed to his present high place 
over the drooling lips and gooey 
noses of uncounted thousands of 
New Hampshire babies. Of all baby- 
kissers, past and present, h,e is the 
top-noddy champion. Kissing babies 
has been, to Uncle George, the one 
infallible road to success and pow­
er.

It is perfectly obvious that the 
infludnce of Senator Moses is to be 
relatively slight in the manage­
ment of Mr. Hoover’s campaign. We 
can almost see him, bowed in 'de­
spair, muttering: "All is lost!” 

Meantime the only vote that Mr. 
Hoover can possibly have lost ,is 
the baby’s— and If the truth were 
known the baby would probably 
vote twice for him, if 'it  could, in 
gratitude for not being played for 
a s'ucker by a political candidate.

AN “ m iS B  INVASION” 
America is not the only country 

that has its immigration problem, 
It seems. Just now the Presby­
terians and Anglicans of Scotland 
are. trying to get some sort of leg­
islation from the British parlia­
ment that will restrict what they 
term an Irish Invasion of Scotland. 
They ■want the establlshpiefit of a

quota system like that o f the Unit­
ed States.

The petitioners declare that the 
whole eharactejr of Scotland's popu­
lation is iielnj rapidly,, altered by 
the stream of immigration from 
Catholic Ireland.

And the American quota 
sjrstem, which prevents many Irish 
men and women from comlog to 
this country Is held responsible for 
the more recent Increases In the in­
flux.

AH of the New Eng­
land camps are filled-to their ca­
pacity, and over 8,000 young men 
between the ages of 17 anij 24 are 
enjoying all of the privileges of a 
month in the open at the expense' 
of the United States government.

The Citizens’ Military Training 
Camps are maintainep under 'the 
provisions of the National Defense 
Act, their procurement helng. in 
charge of the Training Camps As­
sociation, presided over in each 
state by a civilian aide,, designated 
by the Secretary of War.

Citizens who may be interested 
in the routine work at the tralninij' 
camps are also invited to Inspect 
any of the New England reserva­
tions during the present month, 
where they will be afforded every 
facility to become familiar with the 
camp routine, and to obtain an in­
timate knowledge of the patriotic 
work in whidh both citizens and in­
structors nre participating.

New York, July 24.— Exactly 
flO.OOO in Heeney money remain­
ed in the pocket of a Wall street 
broker today because he couldn’t 
get it down- at the supposedly cur­
rent odds of 2 1-2 to 1, favoring 
Tunney, and unless I slightly mis­
understand the purport of Thurs­
day’s enterprise, there is blame 
neither for the man who held out 
the Heeney commission nor the 
Wall street crowd that offered him 
8 to 2. It would seem that even 
the gamblers realize that the time 
for de-bunking this situation Is 
about at hand.

The strident chant of the bally­
hoo is over. The show is ready to 
start. It now must get by on what 
it has and this, as the writer sees 
it, is far from occult.

De-bunked of its last illusion, 
the affair stands forth as a contest 
between a right good heavyweight 
champion. Gene Tunney, and a 
rather earnest hut rather ordinary 
challenger, Tom Heeney. That, 
anyhow, is tlje surface “ form” of 
the situaition and, because surface 
indications often tell all, the man 
who takes worse than 1 to 2 on 
Heeney simply isn’t giving his in­
telligence enough road work.

Not Enough Fights
On the other and remaining 

hand, we have a champion who has 
failed, by force of circumstances or 
otherwise, to stake himself to all 
the breaks that were coming to 
him. He has fought 'o*ily twenty 
rounds against the same man, 
Dempsey, in three years, a fact 
over which he had no control. He 
has worked with sparring partners 
so familiar to him from long asso­
ciation that they figure to have 
helped him negligibly. He has giv­
en evidence in his training of hav­
ing acquired a knockout complex, 
which, on the face of existing 
“ form,” is a piece of inspired ab­
surdity exceeded only by his pro­
posal to fiy down 265 miles from 
Speculator on the morning of the 
Bight.

If he wanted to, give an opponent 
every chance, it would seem to me 
that no man— particularly one who 
figures to be keyed up physically 
and mentally— could take a surer 
course than to follow the program 
In question'; .

Odds Are Correct
In view of these known or ac­

cepted facts, the Wall street men 
who offered only $5,000 against the 
$10,000 commission ,on Heeney 
were doing themselves no particu­
lar favor. My offhand guess is that 
their price is no better or worse 
than it should be. Tunney, the bet­
ter fighter on paper, should be the 
better fighter in the ring and must 
be so figured until definitely prov­
ed otherwise.

The mCst that can be said for 
Heeney is that he has better than 
a merely good chance to win. We 
know all about him or think we do. 
He may be expected to furnish 
tew, if any, surprises and, for my 
part, I think it is senseless to point 
out how tough- he is or how game. 
Were he ever so durable, he would 
be a mark for the Tunney of 1926 
at Philadelphia.

Tunney is the problem of this 
enterprise. He has caused to be 
raised several -questions in regard 
to his present-day ability and, un­
til he answer# them satisfactorily, 
Heenfey must and will be taken se­
riously, at least by m^

The champion rather obviously 
has slipped some from the form he 
knew In the first Dempsey meeting. 
How much?. Is it a 20 per cent de­
preciation? It- so, he still should 
have a working margin of superior­
ity over the present challenger. Is 
it as much as 30 or 36 per cent? In 
that case, the odds should be no 
better than even money if not 
slightly in favor of Heeney.

Picked; To Have Only 57  
Members; Good On Track
London, July 24 —  The British 

Olympic tea.i has finally been pick­
ed, and, on the whole, • the selec­
tions meet with popular approval.

The nufnber is smaller than 
usual, only 57 having been chosen 
against 71 in 1924. In this con­
nection it is pointed out that three 
events in the Oly. iplc games at 
Paris four years ago will not be 
held at Amsterdam.' They are the 
pedestrian contest, the cross coun­
try run and the team race. A full 
complement Is being sent for the 
track events.

British deficiency will again be 
conspicuous in the field events. Not 
a single British competitor will take 
part in the discus, javelin or hop-

step-jump contests. Many believe 
that the seven British contestants 
in the long jump, pole vault, ham­
mer, weight and decathlon competi­
tions have only a remo’ ' chance of 
gaining points.

The track events show the only 
change of British successes. In 
these, it is hoped, the British record 
of securing a finalist in every track 
event of the past two Olympiads 
will be maintained.

J. E. London is believed to have 
a good chance of getting into the 
100-metre final, but he will have 
three hard heats to run against 
strong American and German com­
petition before he achieves this 
place.
