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STATE SEWAGE
AT RESORTS A
HEALTHMENACE

Engineers Making Survey
of Beaches and Lakes to
See What Can Be Done to
Check the Danger.

—_—

Hartford, Conn., Aug. T.—An
acute sewage situation has been
discovered by the state water com-
mission to exist at Connecticut’s
shore and inlangd summer resorts
which, the commission says, will
seriously affect health and surely
eliminate all public bathing if it
is allowed to develop much further.
To check the threatened inroads
steps are being taken
the situation wherever possible,
the first move in this direction hav-
ing been an intensive study by a
firm of engineers looking toward a
solution of local problems.

General Sanford H, Wadhams,

director of the state water com-
mission, s supervising the study
which is being made under the im-
mediate direction of Taylor &
Knight, of Passaic, N. J. The gen-
eral finds that sanitary facilities at
most resorts have not kept pace
with the extraordinary develop-
ments mainly due to the attractive
nature of Connecticut and its prox-
imity to great centers of popula-
tion. In most cases, the general
says, it has not been possible to
keep up with the growth,
Perplexing Problem

“The very factors which consti-
tute the chief charms of Connecti-
cut shores, rocky promontqries, ti-
dal estuaries, sandy beaches, and
meadow lanes, all found perhaps
within a few hundred yards of
each other, present a unique as
well as a perplexing drainage sit-
uation with which the smal] com-
munity could not hope to cope un-
aided.”

General Wadhams also insists
that the state water commission is
not content to conclude that be-
cause the most desirable solution
of the problem may not be feasjble
nothing can be done. The commis-
sion, he says, has therefore au-
thorized this study for the purpose
of determining whether there
not some other solution which mag
be within the finaneial capacity of
the towns to meet,

Town Appropriations

Because of the work already
done by the commission, a number
of towns—Milford, Westport, Falir-
fleld and Darien—have appropri-
ated amounts for special studies
.concerned with their own particu-
lar problems., In most cases the
ideal solution would be, the gener-
al says, installation of a system of
collecting sewage and a sewage
treatment plant, But the cost puts
such plants entirely out of the
question,

The engineers working on the
problem are well known in the
state, Mr. Taylor was investigator
of Waterbury on sewage and trade
waste problems. Mr., Knight recent-
ly investigated sewage disposal 8ys-
tems for Winsted and Rockville,
and has been identified with many
metropolitan systems of sewage
disposal,

STUDY PROBLEM

Famous Experts to Make
Survey of Farmers’ Trou-

. bles to Be Included in
Democratic Program.

New York, Aug. T7.—Already
committed to some plan for control-

Raskob of the natioral commitiee
declared in announcing Prof. Selig-
man’s selection for the task.

Prof. Seligman is now Iin Lake
Placid, New York, on his vacation
and is not expected*to begin work
en his report for at least a week or
ten days. ;

Is a Republican,

Insofar as Prof. Seligman has
taken an active part in polities in
the past, he has always been identi-
fied with the Republican Party.

“This study will in no sense be a
political study,” Raskob declared.
“It is purely economic and an ac-
count of its magnitude will require
many weeks if not months of hard
work."”

Asked !f the detailed plan would
be ready for publication before the
€lection, Raskob said he hoped so,
hut was not certain,

WESTS FARMERS
FAVOR HOOVER,
DAVIS ASSERTS

Nominee’s Vision of Inland
Waterways Will Bring
Him Yictory, Secretary of
War Predicts.

Stanford University, Callf., Aug.
7.—Herbert Hoover will win the
farmers .of America to his standard
by champloning the development of
inland waterways throughout the
country, it was predicted today by

Dwight F. Davis, secretary of war,

Davis, after calling on Hoover,
declared the Republican nominee
had “a great vision of America's
waterway problem than any other
man in the country.” This attitude
—in which the nominee sees the
development of waterways as a
means of reducing transportation
cost and a means of bringing the
farms and cities nearer to each
other—wlll be a great influence in
the farm belt, in the coming elec-
tion, sald Davis. ;

“The farmers realize that one' of
their greatest prohlems and the
most constructive measure of farm
relief avaflable is cheaper transpor-
tation," said Davis. “Inland water-
ways mean cheaper transportation
not only of crops but of the mate-
rials shipped to farms, such as
farm machinery,

“Mr. Hoover always has taken
an advanced stand for inland
waterways development. He has a
greater vision of the waterway pro-
blem than any other man in the
country."” Hoover received favor-
able reports of political conditions
throughout the middle west from
Davis and William H. Crocker, Re-
publican national committeeman
from California.

Mississippi Protected

The Mississippi valley is protect-
ed now against all ordinary floods,
Secretary of War Davis announced
here today.

“The government's efforts to re-
store flood bulwarks, washed away
by last year's giganti¢ flood, have
been carried to such a point.”
sefd Davis, “that the valley is safe
from ordinary Toods. )

“It will take us ten years to com-
plete our project,” said Davis. “We
will spend $35,000,000 next year
and $325,000,000 to $500.000,000
in all to eliminate floods from the
Mississippi. We are going ahead
rapidly with the work and at this
minute, we would be able to take
care of any flood short of the one
of 1927.”

To Carry Middle West

Davis told the nominee he would
carry the middle west after a hard
fight. Crocker told him he would
sweep the Pacific coast states by
the largest majority in history and
would win every state west of the
Mississippi, except Texas.

“I've travelled a good deal over
the country and I find the impres-
sion everywhere that there will be
a hard fight but that the Republi-
cans are confident of winning,”
safd Davis. *“There will be a hard
battle and the Republicans are pre-
pared for it with a strong organiza-
tion, plenty of funds and much en-

Washington, Aug, Y. — The
American banking system s rapid-
ly being concentrated into a small-
er number of financial institutions,
it was learned today at the office of
the comptroller of the currency and
the federal reserve board.

Offclals sald that the result is a

far-reaching improvement in the
country’'s banking system, great.:
stability, fewer fallures and an in-
creasing position of security for
depositors,

All banks, including national,
federal reserve member and state
and other institutions, number ap-
proximately 27,000, a reduction of
3,000 since 1923, although the re-
sources of vver $68,100,000,000
are more than - $14,)00,000,000
greater than five years ago.

The number of national banks
alone decreased 300 since 1920
with approximately 7,700 now in
operation. At the same’time the
national bank resources increased
by $6,000,000,000, to $28,000,-
000,000.

Both the controller's office, in
charge "of national banks, and the
federal reserve board, said that the

al tendency is toward con-
sclidation and greater strength of
4 fewer number of banks,

Officials frankly admitted that
the country has been ‘“‘over bank-
ed" since the war.

In New England

It was pointed out that in those
sections'like New Englacd, where
tkere are the smallest number of
banks compared to population, fail-
ures have been materially less than
in districts of the middle-west
where there are large numbers of
small banks.

The F-14 was sunk after collid-
ing with the Italian Destroyer
Giuseppe Missori.

Radio telephone communication
was established with the crew of
the submersible.

Divers went down and ascertain-
ed that the stern compartments of
tHe submarine were not flooded.
When this report was made the
government rushed salvage work
80 as to save the members of the
crew,

The F-14 was engaged in coast
patrol duty when it met in collision
with the destroyer early yesterday
morning. It was feared that the
members of the crew were lost but
radio telephone communication
showed they were still allve and
had taken refuge in the rear part of
the underwater craft which was not
flooded.

Divers spent the night trying to
raise the submarine. They oper-
ated from the Cruiser Aquila which
stood by to eive any help it could.
After the divers succeeded in get-
ting a chain underneath the sub-
marine it was expected that at-
tempts would be made to raise it
later in the day and anchor it to
floating drums. )

HOW IT HAPPENED

Trieste, Italy, Aug. 7T—All the
resources of the Italian Navy were
brought into play today in an at-
tempt to save the lives of 31 men
trapped at the bottom of the sea
in the Italian Submarine F-14.

The submarine sank in 131 feet
ol water after colliding with the
Destroyer Giuseppe Missori seven
miles west of the Island of Brioni.

The submarine had been engaged
in attacking maneouvers with the
Italian fleet. It rose to the surface
unexpectedly, directly under the
bow of the destroyer.

A seaplane ‘which went up im-
mediately after the crash, reported
that the craft was plainly visible at
the bottom anly a short distance
away from the Battleship Brindisi.

Four divers are now on the scene
but have not been able to go down

into the water because of unfavor-

able weather conditions. The col=’
lision occurred at 8:45 a. m., yes-
terday morning (Italian time) and
although 24 hours have passed, the
trapped men are believed to still be
alive. They have maintained com-~
munication with officers of the
Brindis! by means of dcoustic slg-
nals.

Admiral Foschini, aboard the
Brindisi, is directing the rescue
operations. It is feared that the ef-
fecting of a rescue will be exitreme-
ly difficult but the signals from the
ill-fated craft showing that some,
at least, are alive, revives hope that
the trapped men may be saved.

How Juries Are Selected

Jurors in Connecticut are select-
et according to a custom that has
long been followed, one of the + d-|
est law customs in this country.
The first step in the method of sel-
ecting fall to the selectmen of the
town. Once a year the selectmen,
generally in the early part of the
year before any cases assigned for
trial, meet and list a certain number
of men over twenty-five years of
age and not over seventy.

The names are orizinally taken
from the list of voters. The num-
ber each town selects is six times
the number of grand jurors or
justices of the peace that are select-
ed in each of the towns,

In Manchester the majority party
elects seven justices of the peace
and seven grand jurors, though in
Manchester they are appointed.
The minority party is entitled to

six, making a total of~thirteen of-
fices of each kind to be filled.

Selecting six times as
names means that tue selectmen
each year send to the clerk of the
superior court of this county the
name of seventy-eight men, These
nimes are then taken off by the
clerk of the court and the name is
printed on a slip. These seventy-
eight names are then placed in a
box, about the size of a cigar box,
on which is printed the name of the
town.

Jury Commissioners

In July there is a meeting of.the
jury commissioners. This commis-
sion is composed of three men liv-
ing in different towns in the county
and named by the judges of the
courts when they meet in July. The
commissioners meet with the clerk
of the court and a superior court
judge and from these-seventy-eight
names select one-halfl or thirty-nine,
These thirty-nine names so selected
are then placed in a sgeparate box,
their names.made part of the court
and to each town clerk in the
ccunty is mailed by the clerk of-the
superior court a list stating that
these men are selected.

From the final lists are drawn in
open court the name necessary to
fill the jury box. »

While these men are named” for
jury ddty it does not folldw that
they will be called, for there i5-a
subsequent drawing and the uames
thus taken from the seléctmen's
lists form the panel from wh;ch the
men called to the courts gré 'select-
ed. This drawing is done by the
jury commission, whose members
are appointed by theo courts.

The final list of names, as now

completed, is copied into separate

T e -

slips which are drawn from a box
to constitute each jury. The judge
has estimated the number of jurors
likely to be sufficient to take care of
the business of the courts at the
term and has decided how they
shall be selected, naming each town
and the number to be drawn from
it in order to bring the total to
the requisite number,

When such names have been
drawn they are turned over to de-
puty sheriffs of the various towns
in the county and a formal service
of notice is made upon the persons
who are to be called.

Editors Exempt

In selecting the list of talesmen,
the selectmen are advised not to
turn in the names of editors of
newspapers, justices of the peace or
judges of any courts, the idea being
that such persons are more likely
to be in touch with the events that
are to come before the court and
have already formed an opinion. A
person who has formed an advance
opinion i{s not supposed to be ad-
mitted to the jury box. »

for effort is at its lowest. Much
of the individual's vacation fs thus
lost through his having to do his
Own work and part of some one's
dlse for a considerable part of the
ummer,

The Keith store, on the con-
trary, has no vacation period at all
save that during which everybody
i away—=and hobody has to shoul-
der some other fellow's tasks,

There certainly are points about
this way of doing. Nevertheless the
Herald will have to look at it from
afar off, even though with admir-
ing eyes. The time has not yet
ocome when a newspaper can shut
up shop and streak it off for the
woods, confident in having a busi-
ness when it gets back -on the job.

DONEEY-ELEPHART

Unless there is something very
clever hidden away in the scheme
~—something that does not suggest

A DISUNITED ARMY

Like the peoples of every other
nation, Americans have certain
stock fdeas abbut their government
which they accept without guestion
from the lips of their orators—

One of these canned ideas is that
the President of the United States
wields a greater power than that
of any other ruler in the world.
This, of course, is poppycock.

A president of the United States
who has to work wWith an opposi-
tion Congress is about as helpless
an individual as can be found any-
vhere trying to run the affairs of
a nation.

1f through d miracle the prohi-
bition issue ' should succeed in
electing Governor Smith to tho
Presidency next November, he
would find himself in a position
rot only of extreme discomfort to
himself but of very serious incon-
venience to the whole country, be-
cause there isn't a chance in the

world that he would have a Con-

Bress on which he could depend
for the performance of a single
item of his program—whatever the
progrim might be.

In the first place thie chances are
very slim of the democracy win-
ning a majority in both louses oOf
the next Congress, even if Smith
were elected, while the chances are
that both houses will be Republi-
tan, whatever the outcome of the
Presidential contest. But it ig not
so much the opposition of Repub-
licans that a wet Tammany Presi-
dent would have to fear with rela-
tions to any Dbeneficial legislation
e might advocate, but the bitter
antagoniism of members of both
brafiches of Congress within his
own party,

Not all Republicans in Congress
are superior to blind partisanship,
Bdut the majority of them might
well be expected to co-operate in
the future, as they have in the
pést, with a Democratic President
vhenever they considered lis
measures to be wise and patriotic.
What might be expected, however,
from the intolerant Southern wing
of the Democracy in Congress,
ounce it got a chance to get square
for having been steam-rolled at
Houston, is easy enough fo im-
agine,

If Governor Smith should be
eiected he would have behind him
a party In Congréss exactly as har-
monious as the Democratic conven-
tion in New York four years ago,
and not a bit more so. This would
be pretty serious business. The af-
fairs of the country could go hang
while Southern Democratic Sena-
tors and Northern Demoecratic Sen-
ators quarreled and abused each
other over their pet divergences
on the questions of liquor and re-
igion, and while the representa-
tives from Dixie shook their fists
under the noses of representatives
from New York and Néw Jersey.

If Governor Smith were the full
equal of Herbert Hoover in his
qualifications for the Presidency—
which he is not, by any means—
hig election would still be little
short of catastrophic on account
of the hatred and sectional ani-
mosities within his own party,'

EMERGING SUBS

Italy has on its hands a sunken
submarine problem almost exactly
similar to the loss of the S-4, which
was rammed and sunk by the Coast
Guard destroyer Paulding on De-
cember 17 last year, with the loss
of forty men, The Italian sub is =a
smaller vessel with about half as
large a crew as that of the 8-4, but
ctherwise there are strikingly com-
mon features in the two disasters.
In each case the underseas vessel
was emerging and was run into by

;a destroyer. In each case the vessel

sank in a depth of water just in-
side the limits 8f difficult diving
operations, In each case Imprison-
ed sailors were able to communi-
cate with rescuers sufficiently to as-
sure them that there was still life
within the sunken hull, In each
case the accident occurred within
a few mileg of land. It is sincerely
to be hoped that the points of
similarity will cease short of the
fallure of all rescue attempts as in
the case of the American vessel,

There is one important point of
divergence in the two tragedies. In
the case of the S-4 the destroyer
which struck the submarine was
operating under a different branch
Gf the government and there was
no liaison between the two branch-
€s as concerns the whereabouts of
practising submersibles. In the
case of the Itallan collision both
vessels were under mnavy orders
and, presumably, aware of each
other’s presence in the vicinity.

In any event the Italian disaster
contributes one more bit of evi-
dence, hardly needed, that unless
some entirdly new method -ias in-
vented of warning neighboring

WAGES

The unfortlinate Néw Bedford
situation, where cotton mill opera-
tors and their employes seem whol-
ly unable to come to an under-
sianding, appears to us likely to
develop into the prelude to highly
important economiec changes in
America, It is gradually coming to
be undérstood that the textile in-
dustries, as a whole, are traveling
a diffreult road, with more domestic
production tlran there is ready
market for, even with the aggre-
gate textile plant of the nation not
ulilized to its peak capacity.

A very large proportion of tha
workers of the courntry are engaged
in the making of textiles. It is ob-
viously impossible for American
manufacturers to continue to pay
wages utterly- disproportionnte to
those paid in other countries if it
becomes necessary t6 compete with
the product o6f those other coan-
tries in tHe markets of the world.
Yet it is almost equally impossible
ts reduce wagés to some approach
to the point of world competition
in one line of industry alone, while
unheard of wages are being pald
ite other lines that bring up the
cost of living, for the lower paid
worker, beyond all reason.'

It is not possible, in any coun-
try, to maintain one large indus
try on a couipetiive basls against
low-wage foreign competition, it
the wage rateg in other lines re-
duce the buylng value of the wage
in the competitive line. Twenty-
dollar a day wages in the building
lines make houses and consequent-
ly house rents cost three times
what they did less than a genera-
tion ago. The less paid worker can-
not exist on weges which would be
ample were there any uniformity
in the compensation of the various
lines.

Until somethipg like a common
level of earnings shall be re-estab-
lished American industries are
bound to feel more and mote tho
difficulty of continuous operation.

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U. 8. OIL MEN SEEK INTERNA-
TIONAL AGREEMENT TO
CURB PRODUCTION,

By RODNEY DUTCHER

Washington, Aug. 7.—Finding
themselves in something of a
pickle, leaders of the American oil
industry are attempting to weave
their way out by effecting an inter-
national restriction of production.

They have found that co-operu-
tive attempts to restrict domestic
production as a cure for the curse
of over-production which hasg be-
set the industry so sorely have
worked out fairly well. OQil in
storage above ground has been cut
down by the accelerating consump-
tion and the limited production, so
that statistically the industry is in
better shape than at any time in
the last two years. Too much oil in
storage always 'depresseg prices.
Lately, wholesale gasoline prices
have stiffened.

But a great deal of crude oil is
still being sold below production]
cost, leading to agitation for a raise|
in crude prices, which have some-
times been boosted in the past with
less justification,

Oppose Price Boost

Strangely enough, there is strong
opposition among some large pro-
ducers to such a boost at this timu.
Standard Qil of New Jersey warns
in its latest monthly publication
that the crude price mustn't be in:
creased under.any circumstances,
The argument is that an increase
would break down the restrictive
agreements now operating and
soon bring the industry back to the
unhappy state from which it has
emerged., Furthermore, politicians
would be bound to make capital ot
any price inecrease made possible
by restrictive agreements, For the
moment, restriction has stabilized
conditions and some of the biggest
oil men don't want to jeopardize
that stabilization,

Standard of New Jersey holds
that increased returns should be
obtained through operating econo-
mies, efficient marketing and saner
production methods,

The situation might be solveid
along those lines were it not lor
the fact that co-operative restric-
tion, practiced notably in the mid-
continent field, threatens to he set
at naught by an increasing flood of
oil pouring into the country from
South America. Venezuela is now
the second largest oil producing
country in the world and produec-
tion cost there is cheaper than
ours.

The fellows hardest hit are the
purely domestic producers, with nv
wellg in South America. Naturally,

they're doing the most squawking
and the remedy they propose is a
tariff on crude oil, which probably
will be demanded at the next ses-
sion of Congress.

But that idea runs sguare up
against the fact that importation is
not mnecessary to affect the oil
market as long as we continue 10
export in such large quantities.
The South American oil will have
the same efiect if taken to France
cr England. And if we put a tarift
on crude ofl, our exporters will
then merely put their refineries
outside this country to save paying
duty. Already Standard Oil seems
to be tending to this policy.

We export two or three times as
much oil as we import and it will
do no good in this country If the
export demand is satisfied from
foreign sources.

Meanwhile imports are jumpingf

every week because of low produe-
tion costs in Venezuela, These
costs are lower due to several fac-
tors, among them the absence of
offiset wells and other expensive
phases of the cut-throat, uncon-
trolled competition in this country.
American producers who attempt
to sell high production cost oil in
competition with low production
cost oil are out of luck.

Tariffs have solved similar proh-
lems for many other industries, but
oil is in the positlon of agriculture,
It was in the same position at the
time Mexico reached peak produ:-
tion, but its domestic producers
failed to obtain tariff protection at
the time.

Need Restriction

The one solution seems to lie in
an international agreement on re-
striction—a correlation of regula-
tion. A. C. Debenham, representa-
tive of the Briltsh Royal Duteh
Shell interests, came to America
several months ago, hoping to
effect a1 restriction agreement on
Venezuelag wells, But Standard
and Royal Dutch were then fight-
ing over Russian oil, so he got no-
where,

Now, however, some sort of a
truce hdas been worked out as re-
gards Russian oil and Standard,
Royal Dutch, Anglo-Persian and
the Turkish Petroleum Company
are Interested in a joint attempt to
achieve a world proration agree-
ment,

One effect of such an agreement
might e to lessen the tension
which oil frequently produces in
international relations,

OISE, that indefinable word which
means so much In sport, is often the
difference between stardom and just
membership on a team, as far as base-
ball is concerned.

It has been my experience that many recruits
who come to the majors as potential stars never
reach their goal, simply because they either lack
or are unable to acquire poise.

In the 22 years that I spent as a member of
the American League staff of umpires, I had
under my supervision any number of rookie um-

pires, who had perfect eyesight, a fine physique

and plenty of courage but they failed to make
the grade because they lacked poise.

The personnel of the major leagues is made
up of the smartest men in baseball. They know
every angle of the game and will go the limit in
any direction to gain their point. If &n individ-
ual or team can do something that will upset
the opposition or warp the judgment of the um-
pire, rest assured nothing will be left undone to
gain this objective. That is where poise comes
into the picture, enabling the umpire to meet the
verbal barrage of the oppesition with an even
more effective counter attack of words.

During my entire career as a major league um-
pire, no player or manager ever got under my
skin quite so easily as Fielder Jones, when he
was manager and star center fielder of the Chi-
cago White Sox. Jones was a man of few
words but when he uttered them they conveyed a
mixture of sarcasm and humor that was perturb-
ing, if nothing else.

EVER as long as I live will T forget his two
N choice words: ‘‘Guessing again.”” Those

were favorites with Jones and he would
use them impartially. For instance, Jones steps
to the plate and takes the first pitch, which I
rule: “‘Strike one.”

Without so much as even a turn of his head,
all the time looking in the direction of center field,
I would plainly hear the words: “Guessing
again.”

Perhaps the next pitch wouldn't come up to
my ideas of a strike and I would rule it a ball,
making the count one and one. Even though the
last ruling was in his favor, it was dollars to
doughnuts that his only comment would be:
“Guessing again.”

After twice using the same expression, re-
gardless of whether I would rule the next pitch
a strike or a ball, Jones would slightly vary his
comment by the even more emphatic: “Sull
guessing.’’ ;

I don't believe that Jones ever differed with

my judgment on balls and strikes or the bases
other than by registering disgust with “guess-
ing z}gain" or the more convincing, ‘still guess-
ing.
I was a “busher” in those days, a youngste:
trying to make good in the majors and Jones
was a big star. I was doing my level best and
right now it is impossible to convey to any
reader how I would first be embarrassed by
Jones's comment, next annoyed and at the finish
thoroughly peeved.

It doesn’t seem to me as if I ever picked
the right spot to put Jones out of a ball
game. owever, other umpires, some o!
them veterans, had as much trouble with
Jones as I did in exercising their authority a'
the proper time.

HE late Tim Hurst, one of the greatest
characters that has ever graced the um-
pire’s profession, had much trouble keep-

ing up with Jones. Well do I recall an instance
where Hurst, after letting Jones get away with
a strenuous protest that really merited his ejec-
tion from the game, put him out of the contest

a few innings later for no real reason whatsoever. ™

After Hurst had called a visiting player safe
at home, on a very close decision, he happened
to look in the direction of center field and saw
Jones jogging in towards the plate as was his
custom.

RADIQ PHONE IS
TRIED ON TRAIN
OVER MILE LONG

Pittsburgh—"The flag is in.
Ahead!”

This message the trainman in
the caboose of a 125 car freight
train radio-telephone tuo the engine-
er in the engine cab more than a
mile away. The train, demon-
stration train testing the utility of
head and rear end of long freight
trains, moved out of the Altoona
freight yards.

Throughout the trip of nearly 100
miles between Altoona and Piteairn,
the engine and caboose were in al-
most constant communication, The
engineer radio-phoned his messages
back to the caboose and the train-
man {n the caboose listened through
the loudspeaker and phoned back
his signals.

The equipment used on the test
run was purely experimental in
character. - The radio apparatus,
consisting of transmitters and re-
ceived with loud speakers in both
the locomotive and caboose, was
designed by the Westinghouse Elec-
tric and Manufacturing Company
who conducted the demonstration
in conjunction with the Pennsyl-
vania Ralilroad.

Servies of Tests

The demonstration run was one
of a series of tests being conducted
by officials of both the railroad and
electric company to determine the
practical utility of such radlo com-
munication from head-to-rear-end
freight trains under various operat-
ing conditions,

Two questions are expected to
be answered through these demon-
stration tests. One is with regard
to the possibility of speeding up
the handling of freight trains
through radio telephiones. The
other question Involved is whether
the economy resulting from accel-
erated movement of freight trains
is sufficient to justify the expendi-
ture which would be entailed by the
installation and maintenance of the
necessary equipment.

The demonstration run between
Altoona and Plteairn was signifi-
cant, officials of the Pennsylvania
Railroad who witnessed the test
indicated. They Intimated, however,
that they belleved further experi-
mentation and development was
necessary before the idea could be
practically applled to railroad work.

During the Altoona-Pitcairn trip,
communication faded only In a few
short Intervals hecause of unfavor-
able conditlons along the right-of-
way.

Affected by Nolses

As the train pulled out of the
yards at Altoona the booming vol-
ume of the flagman's voice faded
away to almost a whisper. This,
according to those conducting the

experiment was due to absorption
caused by the 120 steel cars and
the overhead steel bridges in the
vicinity of the freight yards,

As the mile-land train entered
the dark mouth of the Gallitzin
and Radebaugh tunnels, communi-
cation falled altozgether,

Rallroad officlals pointed out that
should the radio-phone be develop-
ed to such an extent that it would
prove feasible to install radio
equipment on freight trains, there
would be geveral possible routine
uses of the device.

BLACK DYE ON TAN
“SHOES OFTEN CAUSES.
* SERIOUS ILLNESS.

Although the public has™ been
warned repeatedly against the dan-
ger of wearing tan shoes that have
been recently dyed black or brown,
physicians continue to report cases
of serious illness resulting  from
this error. Most of Lhe cases are
the result of poisoning by aniline,
nitrobenzene, or. similar dye. sub-
stances.

The first symptom {s a genersl
blueness of the body beginnipg
from one-hali to  several -houps
after the ‘shoes are nut on, This
blueness is the result-of a change
in the blood brought on by the ac-
tion of the dye on the oxygen-car-
rying powers of the blood. Asso-
clated witn the blueness is a gen-
eral weakness, headache, dizzi-
ness, nausea and  sometimes com
plete prostrstlon

Dr. John, Alkman of Rochester.
New York, recently reported three
cases that occurred in“that city. A
boy six years old had worn shoes
that had been dycd four days be-
fore. The shoes were put on
about-11:30 in the morning. The
boy began to turn blue about 2:40
in the afternoon.

A boy ten years old puton a
pair of shoes that had been dyed
black. the day before. The shoes
were put on at 8:30 in the morn-
ing and two hours later the boy
began to turn blue, He wore the
shaes until evening. Since it was
a hot day he perapired consider-
ably. The blueness dld not disap-
pear until the shoes were re-
moved., After the shoes had stood
for four days In the air, the boy
wore them again without any ef-
fects. .

The public should again be
warned that when tan shoes are
dyed black and the source and the
nature of the dyes are not defl-
nitely known, the rhoes should be
allowed to stand in the alr for sev-
eral days before they are worn,

There is a type of child who pre-
fers his' own company to that of
other children.

It is often difficult to tell what
motive may lle behind the habit,

- Per-
haps it exhausts him to play where
other children are making a noise
and romping and pushing and
tearing things up.

Solitude may. be
child of the ‘highly imaginative
type who ‘makes little plays for
himself out of his dream world.
He can play by the hour with an
imaginary play-fellow, or dress up
a toy with life and personality

panjon.

If I were the mother of a '‘soli-
tary' child, I should try to dis-!
cover which one of these possible
causes was responsible for his
avoldance of other children.

If it is the sulky solitude ol a
child whose place has been
usurped by a baby, I should get
him out of it by extreme kindness
and tact. Show him that no one
can take his place.

Some Fear Ridicule

If he is sensitive and afraid of
ridjcule, I should get the co-op-
eration of other children in trying
to overcome |t. Then 1 should
have him spend a part of each
day with them. He needs those
other children. Explain to them
that they must avoid noticing any-
thing he does. He will work out
of it.in time.

The tired, nervous child should
not be tired or nervous. He
should have all the sleep he can
possibly get and his diet looked
into. Give him milk and fruit and
plénty of green vegetables. Gel
him outdoors all you can. He may,
in time, become more sociable.

The lmaginative ¢hild should be
dealt with carefully. Foster his
little plays and the mind-child he
has created. But also see that
part of each day, at least, he has
one or more normal healthy chil-
dren to play with. . He needs them
to balance the real and the make-
believe in his mind. A little red
blood if you please!,

Steam 40 minutes and turn out on
a hot platter to serve.

in the bottom. Pour over a little
of the broth and place in refrigera-
tor unt{l set. Then add the meat
cut in small pieces and pour over
the remalning llquid. Chill far
several hours and serve with chili
or horseradish sauce,

In very hot weather the tendency
should be to under-eat rather than
over-eal., Eat regularly, and if not
hungry at mealtime it is better to
eat sparingly than to wait and ea:
between meals., Proper digestion
is encouraged when the stomach is
accustomed to receive food at reg-
ular intervals,

New turnips are good cut in dice
and parboiled for ten minutes,
then cooked slowly in butter and a
few tablespoons water until almost
dry and tender. An improvement
is to sprinkle them with minced
parsley before serving.

When cooking the new boiling
onions, add a few celery leaves
and the odor will hardly be noticed
through the house. When it comes
to onions, however, there s as
much difference in flavor and gen-

eral quality as there is in apples,

Somse cooks blanch them for about
five minutes, rinse with cold water
and cook gently in as little water
as possible, drain and butter gen-
erously.

Both iced tea and coffee are at
their best when poured hot over
cracked ice and served at once.
Both the beverages must be made
double strength since the melting
of the ice dilutes the infusion.

MINISTER JOCKEY'S
TUMBLE AT START
IS HIS HUMILIATION

Fall From I;r—g; at Start of
French Grand Prix Sl
Canges Discussion.

By MINOTT SAUNDERS

Paris, Augg. T—'"'Great was the
fall thereof" when Jack Jennings,
clergyman jockey, tumbled off the
back of Largo when twenty pranc-
Ing thoroughbreds gathered at the
post at Longchamp fcr the start of
the Grand Prinx, the great French
racing classie. The race has pass-
ed into history and all bets have
been settled, but it will be a long
time before Jennings, in clerical
robes or In the saddle, is allowed
to forget that he did not ride in
the Grand Prix of 1928,

The accident that broke the sus-
pense that gripped nearly half a
million racing fans remains another
strange episode In the life of the
pleturesque jockey. For Ja-k
Jennings always seems to be doing
strange things,

"Hls Sunday afternoon thoughts
were too celestial for such an
earthly business as a horse race,”
remarked one sports writer who
probably had a bet on Largo. DBut
racing fans who know Jack Jen-
nings, and even his fellow jockeys.
felt sorry for his humiliation sshen
he picked himsel! up and sheep-
Ishly walked to the paddock,

Jennings, an Englishman, is on:
nf the most popular jockeys on

French turf. He is also an
msnined minister and does his
stuff in the pulpit as well as he
does in the saddle, Two years
ago he won the Grand Prix on
Take-My-Tip. This year his mount,
Largo, was an outslder, but was
given backing because of the skill
of his jockey. Y

The pleture was perfect when
the horses were led onto the
course and the famous parade
was conducted in front of the
erowded grandstands. They were
released and galloped to the start-
ing post, a couple of  lhundred
vards up the track from the presi-
dential box. Largo was far down
the line and most of the horses
had arrived when Jennings pulled
up. Then Largo either stumbled
or gave a jolt, and Jennings rolled
off. A gasp of astonishment swept
over the stands and quickly
turned to amusement when Largo.
free, raced alone in front of the
grandstands and proceeded around
the course,

The great classic was held up
for a quarter of an hour while!
attempts were made to catch the
runaway. IHorses got nervous and
several owners still” blame Jen-
nings for the loss of the race.
Money put on Largo was refund-
ed, but there was no consolation
for Jennings. He can't even ex-
plaln how it happened.

Jennlngs i3 a little man who
was born in a racing family and
became a jockey before he studied
for the ministry. Later he turned
from his profession and went back
to riding. He was successful and
has prospered fiaancially. And he
has kept his falth,

At Chantilly, where is located
the largest breeding and training
center in France, Jennings has
followed his two professions so
well that his fellows like him in
both roles. He contributed to th:
foundation of an English church
there and has often occupied the
pulpit, preaching the word of God
to jockeys, trainers and . stable
hands. He has organized athletic
meets, mutual beneflt organi~ -
tions and been a leader among
his fellows in many helpful ways.

BASS FISHING, IS BELIEF
