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EXPECT GREAT 
THRONGS FOR

Arrangements Made to Han­
dle Crowd of 150,000 
When Hoover Makes His 
Acceptance Speech.

Stanford University, Cal';, Aug. 
10.— On the eve of his notification 
as the Republican nominee for 
President, Herbert Hoover today 

.quietly observed his 54th birthday 
at his h9me here, surrounded by 
his family and a small group of 
friends.

The anniversary presented a 
climax to a saga of American op­
portunity. The man, who came to 
California three decades ago as a 
penniless youth seeking a job, sat 
in his luxurious home, surrounded 
by affluent friends, waiting to be 
notified that he had won the great­
est gift In the keeping of a great 
political party.

The stage is set for the notifica­
tion ceremony in Stanford Sta­
dium. Arrangements have been 
made to handle a crowd up to 150,- 
000 people, although the Hoover 
managers will be satisfied with .a 
host of 7 5,000 visitors. The exer­
cises will begin at 2 o’clock with a 
band concert and at 3:30 Senator 
George H. Moses of New Hamp­
shire, will tell Hoover formally 
how the Kansas City convention 
named him the Republican nomi­
nee.

40 jMlnute Speech
Hoov,pr will accept the nomina­

tion in a 7,100 word speech, in 
■which he will lay down the Repub­
lican Issues of the coining cam­
paign. He will begin speaking 
shortly before four o’clock and his 
speech will last 40 minutes.

After the notification. Hoover 
will rest at his home here until 
next Thursday night, when he will 
begin his trek back to Washington. 
He will stop oft Friday in''Los An­
geles, making a brief speech there 
on a_“ subject of interest jto-e»utb- 
era Oolifwwriuns.”  ^-wag^ntima^ed 
that subject would be Boulder Dam 
legislation, which Hoover favors.

To Visit Curtis
The nominee expects to visit his 

running mate. Senator Charles 
Curtis, at Topeka, Kansas, Mon­
day,Aug*.-2 , . • —

After a day spent talking over 
campaign matters with Curtis, 
Hoover will go on to his birthplace 
in West Braflch, Iowa, passing 
throilgh Kansas City enroute. Fol­
lowing a day in West Branch, with 
a farm speech in the evening, Hoo­
ver will spend two days in Cedar 
Rapids, Iowa, visiting with farm 
leaders. From there,, he will go di­
rect to Washington.

Hoover had a quiet birthday in 
prospect. He invited Hubert Work, 
the new Republican national chair­
man, to spend the day with him 
and he asked Senator George H . 
Moses to have luncheon with him. 
A crowd of his old friends from 
Stanford University, were expect­
ed to drop in on him during the 
day. This evening, he will be the 
guest of honor at a birthday party 
to be given him by the newspaper 
correspondents and photographers 
who accompanied him from Wash­
ington.

BODY OF RADITCH
IS LYING IN STATE

Thousands of Peasants Pour 
Into Agram to Attend the 
Funeral.

Vienna, Aug. 10.— Thousands of 
peasants poured into Agram, Croa­
tia, today to view the body of 
Stefan Raditch, leader of the Croa­
tian Peasant Party, which was 
lying in state, said a dispatch from 
that city.

Bitter feeling is sweeping Croa­
tia, because it is claimed that the 
Belgrade government’s attitude on 
the Nettuno Treaty (Jugo-Slavla- 
Italian Pact) was responsible for 
the wounding of the Peasant Party 
chieftain at the time of two other 
assassinations in the Skuptschina 
building in Belgrade six weeks ago.

So far there has been no overt 
move towards establishing political 
autonomy lor Croatia, but there Is 
much talk in secret. Members of 
the Croatian Rump Parliament are 
conferring in secret session daily.

The threat of civil war in the 
kingdom of Jugo-Sla'vla is not yet 
removed. King Alexander is doing 
his utmost to allay the tension. He 
wanted to head a delegation to the 
funeral at Agram on Sunday, but 
it is not yet certain if this plan 
will be followed owing to the re­
fusal of the Peasant Party to ac­
cept funds from the Belgrade gov­
ernment for the funeral.

SOLD LOTTERY TICKETS

Slayer Runs To Chair 
To Be Killed Quicker

Ossining, N. Y., Aug. 10.— Prison^ 
guards at Sing Sing prison reveal­
ed today that Alexander Kalinow- 
ski, 49, one of three murderers 
executed in the death house late 
last night, was so anxious to “ get 
it over with” that he eagerly ran 
from his cell down the corridor 
which leads to the electric chair. 
The guards had to restrain him ahd 
march him to the “ iitUe green door” 
in an orderly manner.

The other two men e.\ecuted were 
Daniel Graham, 26, and George 
Appel, 26. All three were cheerful 
at the end. Although they prayed, 
they were smiling as they went in­
to the death chamber, and Appel 
commented with a laugh, while the 
guards were strapping him in, 
“ Well, I’ll be a baked apple soon.”

Kalinowski alone admitted his 
guilt, the other two denying to the 
end that they were murderers. Kal­
inowski, in a fit of rage because he 
didn’t like the food rations at 
Auburn prison, where he was a 
prisoner, stabbed to death the prin­
cipal keeper there, James Durnin.

Appel was accused of having 
robbed and slain Police Lieutenant 
Charles Kemmer during an at­
tempted holdup of a restaurant in 
Glendale, N. Y.

Appel had tried to save the life 
of Graham, the third man put to 
death last night "confessing” sev­
eral weeks ago to the killing of 
Judson Pratt, a paymaster, in New 
York. City, for whose murder 
Graham was convicted. The “ con­
fession” was later proved to be 
false.

LITCHFIELD GETS 
U. S. SENATORSHIP

All Three G. 0 . P. Candi­
dates This Year, Come 
From That County,

Hartford, Conn., Aug. 10.— If 
the Republican party in Connecti­
cut is successful at the polls in the 
November elections, a Litchfield 
man 'will go to Washington as 
United States Senator from Con­
necticut, according to those who 
admit their political forecasting is 
accurate. Such forecasters see one 
of the Litchfield county men as the 
Republican candidate for Senator. 
The three are Robbins B. Stoeckel, 
of Norfolk, commissioner of motor 
vehicles; Frederic C. Walcott, of 
Norfolk, State Senator and com­
missioner of fisheries and game, 
and William H. Blodgett, of Win- 
sted, tax commissioner.

Litchfield county’s last United 
States Senator was W’ illiam H. Bar- 
iium, of Salisbury, who served at 
Washington from 1876 to 1879. 
Previous to Senator Barnum’s term 
four Litchfield men had been 
United States Senators fi;om ,Con- 
.necticut. They were Uriah Tracy, 
of Litchfield, who served from 179 6 
to 1807; Elijah , Boardman, of 
New Milford, who served from 
1821 to 1823; Perry Smith, of 
New Milford, who served from 
1837 to 1843, and Truman Smith, 
of Litchfield, who served from 
1849 to 1854.

The three present-day state offi­
cials are going to New Haven next 
month with well-defined followings 
among the delegation. All through 
the present week state central com­
mittee meetings and strategy. ral­
lies have been cropping out not 
only among Republicans but 
among Democrats in Connecticut.

Among Democrats
The outstanding Democratic can­

didates for the office of United 
States Senator are former Con­
gressmen. One is P. B. O’Sullivan, 
of Orange, and the other is Augus­
tine Lonergan, of Hartford. When 
the Democratic convention is held, 
also at New Haven next month, one 
of this pair is believed by prognos­
ticators to be in position to go 
away with the nomination. Mr. 
O’Sullivan is linked with William 
B. Thoms, of Waterbury, one of 
the leadijig candidates for the nom­
ination for governor on the Demo­
cratic ticket. Mr. O’Sullivan lived 
for many years in Derby and was 
elected to Congress from the Fifth

LEAGUE TO DISCUSS 
AMERICA’S PEACE PACT

Already Signed by 15 Nations; 
Meeting to Be Held on Aug. 
27.

Geneva, Aug. 10.— America’s
peace treaty to outlaw war, which 
is to be signed by fifteen states in 
Paris on August 27, will be debated 
b> the League of Nations here next 
month. It will be discussed 'by 
members of the League Council 
which meets on September 28th. 
and by members of the League As­
sembly which will convene here a 
■week later.

Great Britain has already sent a 
communication to the permanent 
secretariat of the Leagiic, giylng 
the opinion that the pact will not 
conflict in any way with the League 
covenant.

It was pointed out that the treaty 
will not impair any of the rights 
enjoyed by the member nations of 
the League.

This document inay afford the 
base of discussions of ths treaty 
when the League meets. Although 
the United States is not a member 
of the League the treaty may be 
filed with the permanent secretaiiat 
Just as Is done when any member 
nation coa-ludes a new pact.

League officials believe that the 
American tt-eaty will be regar-ded 
as a supplemental Instrument to 
the League covenant as a means of 
preserving tbe world’s peace.

KIDDIES STEAL
BOOZE TO SELL

Hi-Jack the Hi-Jackers in 
Somerville— Used Also as 
Carriers.

Somerville, Mass., Aug. 10. 
— Hi-jacking the. hi-jackers 
was the new game played to­
day by youngsters of the 
“ Brickbottom-Gold Coast” sec­
tion, the district placed under 
semi-martial law by state 
troopers, acting on orders of 
District Attorney Robert T. 
Bushnell, pending the outcome 
of padlock proceedings in the 
courts.

Despite the presence of the 
troopers liquor continued to 
flow in. the district, children 
being used in the illicit traffic. 
One group of youngsters stole 
200 bootleg pints from a side­
walk cache and began selling 
it.

At the same time the rum 
kings of “ Brickbottom,” their 
supremacy challenged, have 
managed by “ under cover” 
methods to supply their regu­
lar customers. These include 
a dispatch system with boys 
and girls as the carriers.

BLAMES OFFICIALS 
FOR TEXTILE STRIKE

Mill Owner Says Group of 
Men Control Everything 
In New Bedford.

New Bedford, Mass., Aug. 10.__
Four mill officials— former U. S. 
Sen. 'William H. Butler, Andrew G. 
Pierce, James Stanton and Oliver 
Prescott— were blamed for the start 
and continuance of the 17-weeks’ 
strike of 27,000 textile operatives. 
The charge was made by Walter 
H. Langshaw, president of Dart­
mouth mills, in a statement issued 
today. Dartmouth mills are the 
only cotton mills in operation in 
the city, President Langshaw hav­
ing declined to cut wages ten per 
cent, with the other mills.

Tabulation of directorates of 
fourteen cotton mills, five banks 
and half a dozen charities and clubs 
show the sa.me names on each di­
rectorate, said the Langshaw state­
ment. It continued; “ This is a 
picture of interlocking directorates 
composed of men selected from old 
New Bedford families. They dom­
inate the city not through the in­
vestment of their own money but 
thorough control of the big 
savings banks, which have no stock 
issue but whose members constitute 
a self-perpetuating organization 
handing down control from gen­
eration to generation. Using one 
hundred million dollars of other 
people’s money these men perpetu­
ate control of the community 
and, as the union have alleged, 
block every progressive move.”,
, President Langshaw recommend­
ed the liquidation of five mills—  
the Grinnel, Sharpe, Acushnet, 
Hathaway and Potomska.

Three textile mills committee 
leaders on picket duty Were ar­
rested today. They were Jack 
Rubenstein, Miss Eulpie Mendes 
and Casmire Lameriaux.

FEAR ANOTHER 
STORM ON WAY 
TO W A^SO IITH

Florida Checks Up Damage; 
Four Deaths, 100 Home­
less and Millions in Prop­
erty Loss Caused hy Gales

West Palm Beach, Fla., Aug. 10 
■—While the storm-stricken Florida 
cities counted their damage and 
swept' away the debris caused 
by the hurricane three days ago,
residents anxiously watched today 
for signs of another disturbance re­
ported to be headed this way.

The new storm of considerable 
intensity and accompanied by gales, 
was reported moving north west 
from the West Indies at the rate of 
18 . miles an hour. At that rate, It 
may not strike before tomorrow or 
the next day and some hope was 
felt that it may veer in another di­
rection.

.•iJotOOOtOOO Damage.
The hurricane which swept the 

east coast from West Palm Beach 
north to Titusville and then turn- 
northwest and hurled itself into the 
Gulf of Mexico was believed today 
to have caused four deaths, about 
100 homeles.s and damage in pri­
vate property, crops and public 
utilities exceeding $5,000,000.

Reports of deaths were brought to 
the local Red Cross here by R. H. 
Hull, a fruit grower of Jupiter. Ow­
ing to the damage caused by the 
hurricane and torrential rains, he 
said it was Impossible for him to 
confirm the report.

Refuge© Camp.
Hull has turned his huge orchard 

near JupRer into a refugee camp 
where about 100 people gathered 
when their homes were destroyed 
or washed away by the storm and 
rains. Hull made the trip from 
Jupiter, 18 mile^ from here, over 
washed out roads, littered -with de­
bris. Hull estimated his damage 
at $150,000.

Okesohobee City reported stores 
and residences flooded today.- from 
Taylor’s creek, which norn^lly Is 
only 15 feet wide, but which the 
torrential rains has swollen to a 
mile wide.

The Lobahatchee river was also 
reported on a rampage, overrun­
ning many citrus groves in the 
viclpity of Jupiter.

Leave Granted
Declaring that Du Pout’s activi­

stood not to invol^ the corpora­
tion the General Motors board de­
clined to accept the resignation, 
granting the leave of absence In­
stead.

A statement of Du Pont’s Imme­
diate plans for the Smith campaign 
was expected at Democratic head- 
q iariers hero roon.

1 am overcome with grief for my 
clear friend.”

Gov. Smith declared his plans 

for the day were indefinite. He 
engaged a suite of rooms at the Bel­
mont hotel but later said he prob­
ably would not go to the hotel and 
likely would return to the east this 
afternoon, leaving Chicago at 1:40 
p. m.

Pressed for a statement regard­
ing his promised debate on morals 
with the Rev. John Roach. Straton, 
pastor of the Calvary Christ church. 
New York, Gov. Smith said his o f­
fice expected to receive a letter to­
day from the minister, arranging 
final details. The nominee declin­
ed to discuss his clash with Straton 
and also refused to enlarge on pre­
vious comments on investigation of 
conditions at the 'Saratoga race 
track.

Finally, after he was surrounded 
by reporters, the governor begged 
to be excused and announced he 
would grant a ten minute inter­
view to newspapermen in a group 
this afternoon.

Dutch East Indian , Archipelago, 
where about 1,000 persons were re­
ported to have been killed by an 
eruption of the volcano Rockatinda, 
subsequent earthquake shocks and 
a tidal wave.

PoloeWeh lies north of Flores. The 
entire southern half of the island, 
including six villages, was devasted 
by the gigantic flood of lava and 
rocks from the crater of the vol­
cano.

The death list was further in­
creased by earth shocks and a tidal 
wave twenty fhet high which roiled 
in from the sea from a submarine 
quake.

Many persons who had fled Into 
the water to escape the flow of 
molten lava were drowned when 
the boats upon which they took 
refuge were swamped by the tidal 
■\yave.

Dutch military and naval author­
ities are co-operating with the civil­
ian officials to aid the hundreds of 
injured.

GOLDEN BEARS 
BEAT ENGLAND

AT mipics
California Rowers World 

Champions in One of 
Greatest and F a s t e s t  
Races Ever Witnessed.

Sloten, Holland, Aug. 10—  Cali­
fornia University, representing the 
United States as ably as ever a crew 
could do, won the Olympic eight- 
oared championship today, beating 
England in the finals by a half- 
length after a great struggle.

The Golden Bears thus preserved 
the precedent set by collegiate fore­
bears, the Naval Academy winning 
the title at Antwerp in 1920 and 
Yale at Paris in 1924.. Incidentally, 
their victory followed closely upon 
that of Paul Costello and Charles 
Mcllaine, Penn A. C., Philadelphia, 
in another major championship, the 
Quaker City pair easily defeating 
Canada in the double sculls. It was 
Costello’s third Olympic title in 
this event.

However, two American entries 
suffered defeat during the day, Ken 
Myers, Philadelphia, losing the 
single sculls title to Bob Pearce, 
Australian superman, and Penn 
Barge Club, Philadelphia, being de­
feated by England in the four-oar- 
ed event without coxswain in a 
great finish.

Fastest Time-
Calif ornia, in beating England, 

registered the fastest time made on 
the 2,000-metre course during the 
regatta, being clocked in 6:03 1-5. 
Thq British 'were “ caught” in 6:05 
3-^. The Bears thus did what they 
claimed they would do all along, 
even in the face of British criticism 
of their style— beat the English In 
the event the latter prized most.

Incidfintally, the victories In the 
eight-oared and double sculls 
events repeated the Americans’ suc­
cesses at Paris aud  ̂ with second 
places in the singles and fours with­
out co;Sswain, staked the Americans 
to the ,'best score in the champion­
ship regatta.

The California-England race, wit­
nessed by a maddened crowd of 
many thousands, among whom

Merger of Local Light and 
Power Distributors With 
Big State Concern Sought 
In Public Utilities Petition

Chaney Brothers today an­
nounced their intention to affect a 
transfer of their interests in the 
Manchester Electric Company to 
the Connecticut Power Company. 
Permission for the merger of these 
two utilities companies was re­
quested in a petition entered with 
the Connecticut Public Utilities 
Commission today. If the transfer 
is approved by the commission It 
will be affected through the ex­
change of 11,500 shares of Con­
necticut Power Company stock at a 
par value of $25.00 for 4,000 shares 
of Manchester Electric Company 
stock at a par value of $100.00. 
The Manchester Electric Company 
shares are all owned by Cheney 
Brothers.

This transfer has been under con­
sideration for some time. The 
Manchester Electric Company has 
been purchasing its entire power 
requirements from the Hartford 
Electric Light Company which is a 
part of the Connecticut Power 
Company. The merger, therefore, 
simply means that the Hartford 
Electric Light Company will deal 
directly with Manchester consumers 
of light and power rather than 
through the agency of Cheney 
Brothers. ' *

No Immediate Change
The change in ownership will 

have no immediate result in the 
local situation as regards cost of 
current furnished nor will it make 
any change in the method of dis­
tribution, Samuel Ferguson, presi­
dent of the Hartford Electric Light 
Company, announced. It is hoped, 
however, with the help of the per­
sonnel and facilities of the Hart­
ford Electric Light Company, pro­
gress In extending service and ia 
developing further uses will ulti- 
mately warrant further rate reduc­
tions.

Up to this time the Manchester 
Electric Company has been operat­
ing as a subsidiary of Cheney 
Bpethers. This was a natural out­
growth of their having originally 
produced and used practically the 
entire local output of light and 
power. As the uses of electricity 
extended through industrial devel­
opment, it was found that the large 
scaled production of the Hartford 
company made it possible to pur­
chase current cheaper than It could 
be produced here.

Divorcing Of Interests
Cheney Brothers now believe that 

the time has come when it is, wise 
to separate, both in their own in­
terests and in the interests of Man­
chester, the silk manufacturing 
business from that of the distribu­
tion of electricity and to place th  ̂
conduct of the affairs of th  ̂ eleo- 
trie property in the hands of the 
actual operators, whose sole inter­
est consists in the generation and 
distribution of light and power. 
Ten years ago Cheney Brothers 
transferred their interest - in the 
production of gas for local con­
sumption to the Hartford Gas Com­
pany. The result has been gener­
ally recognized to have been an im- 
provment'in service and a reduc­
tion in price.

A director of Cheney Brothers 
today stated that the firm members 
believed that the further extension 
of this policy will be wise from 
every point of view. They further 
believe that the interests of Man­
chester residents will be better 
served, in this particular transac­
tion, by terminating a condition un­
der which the Manchester Electric 
Company was serving, as an inter­
mediary for the distribution of 
power purchased from the Hartford 
Electric Light Company.

Local Firm’s Officers
Frank Cheney, Jr., chairman of 

the Board of Directors of Cheney 
Brothers, has been president of the 
Manchester Electric Company and 
has had supervision over the com­
pany’s affaite for many years. 
Charles Cheney, president of Che­
ney Brothers, has been treasurer of 
the Electric Company, and Charles 
Herman Cheney has been secretary. 
Lewis N. Heebner iS'general man­
ager. The company’s sales and 
collection offices and salesroom 
have been conducted at the store in 
the Dewey-Richman block. The 
maintenance and repair depart­
ments have been conducted in con­
nection with the electrical depart­
ment of Cheney. Brothers.

finished as a champion should, up­
right in its seats and confident of 
its ability to go further, if ne^es- 
sary.'

Great Ovation
Almost nonchalantly, it received 

the tremendous enthusiasm of the 
crowd and then paddled easily over 
to the jury box to accept the laurel 
wreath, symbolic of Olympic su­
premacy. Little Don Blessing arose 
in his seat to receive the token, 
smiling broadly at the ceremony. A 
moment later, the band struck up 
the strains of the Star Spangled 
Banner and Every Ani^rlcan in the 
boat came to rigid attention.

Popular With Crowd
This American boat load seeming­

At 600-'metres, they were 
a quarter of a length to the good 
and, iri a comparatively brief 
stretch of water they just about 
doubled this advantage, the Eng­
lish being unable to equal the drive 
of the California crew.

The Britons, however, were not 
through yet. At 1,000-metres, they 
challenged strongly but this avail­
ed them hoth'.ng. Fdr the Bears 
met this spurt with a counter­
spurt even more effective and in­
creased their lead to almost a 
length. -

Another Attempt
Far from being subdued, the 

British waited until the California 
drive had spent itself and then 
challenged again, this ti.me gaining 
jipprefiahly bitweeiril.250 and̂ l̂̂ - 
500-metres. The Bears were Tust 
three-quarters of a- length, to the 
good at the latter point, but again 
Donlon jumped the beat and again 
the Bears responded, reclainrlhg 
their advantage of a length with 
only 300 metres to go.

Apparently rowing well within 
themselves, the Bears lifted their 
stroke to 42 in the stretch, the 
British responding by rowing 40, 
a high beat-€or tbeir type of stroke. 
They deemed tio be gaining slightly 
in the last 150-metres but Cali­
fornia gave the impression of being 
somewhat under wraps. In any 
case, Donlon didn’t trouble to raise 
the beat again and ^5lessing found 
no necessity for waving his towel, 
a gesture' supposed to signal danger 
to the men in his boat.

In fact, the Bears suddenly bent 
to their oars/without urging and 
definitely shook off the challenge 
as the two eights clawed their way 
through the last 50 metres of 
water'. '  .

The ovation for the Bears con­
tinued as they rowed backUo their 
quarters but the enthusiasm’ their 
victor}^ engendered was no greater 
than that of the crew' itself. As 
California reached its float; three 
members of the crew leaped to 
their feet in sheer elation and. 
raising Blessing in their arms, toss­
ed the little “ cox” in the water. He 
arose to the surface immediately 
with a broad smile on his attractive 
countenance.

'The story they tell about this 
fighting little man is that he was 
“ fired”  from the squad last spring 
for running the varsity shell on a 
snag but that he refused to accept 
the edict and fought his way back 
all the way from the fifth crew to 
the position  ̂he coveted.

The members of the British eight 
freely admitted that a better crew 
had won. They maintained, how­
ever, thaf the:  ̂ were travelling so 
fast at the finish they might have 
won if the course had been another 
100 metres longer.

“ The Californians have more 
power than any eight that ever en­
tered the water,” said Ernest 
Barry, former champion sculler.

GEN. NOBILE REPORTS 
TO ITALY’S PREMIER

Gives Up Hope That Six Men 
StiH in Arctic Will Ever Be 
Found. ^

T Rome, Aug. 10— General Umber­
to Nobile, who made his first re­
port on his Ill-fated Polar, expedition 
to Premier Mussolini yesterday, has 
virtually given up all hope that the 
six members of the missing Ales- 
sandri party will eyer be found.

STEAMER AND SCHOONER 
COLUDE OFF BOSTON

New York, Aug. 10.— Cornelius 
L. Callahan, who handled millions 
of dollars while receiving only ^2,- 
700 a year for the empty title of 
assistant secretary of the Bancitaly 
Corporation made a stariling con­
fession today, the authorities said, 
of his embezzlements, said to total 
$500,000.

“ I had to steal. Someoqe else 
stole first and I had to cover it 
up.”

Callahan’s custody. To conceal this 
theft the young assistant secretary 
manipulated checks.

“ I was inrmcent, but I was afraid 
it would reflect upon my integrity,” 
was his plea, Hastings said.

Callahan converted to his own 
use, Hastings said, checks sent in 
by the banks client! for the pur­
chase of Barcitaly stock. With a 
friend, he went into the market, 
buying stocks through brokers.. 
Hastings refused emphatically to 
name this friend of Callahan’s.

After making a joint profit of 
$200,000, according to Callahan’s 
story, the “ friend” praised him for 
his keen financial judgment, with­
drew their combined capital and 
profits, and vanished.

That was the blow that led to 
Callahan’s downfall. Stripped of 
his working capital, he was cor­
nered when Bancitaly stock experi­
enced a meteoric rise. Stock buy­
ers whose checks he had appropri­
ated demanded delivery of their 
stock. The harried Callahan was 
forced to abstract more checks, go 
into the open market and buy 
Bancitaly shares at bull market 
prices, sometimes as high as $2 70 
a share.

He was getting deeper instead 
of pulling himself out of the hole. 
His position was similar to that of 
a speculator who, after selling 
short, is caught in a soaring 
market.

Callahan insists, according to 
Hasting.s, that his speculations will 
total no more than $300,000. 
Hastings, after inspecting the bun­
dle of checks, remarked:

“ I think the total is a cool half 
million.”

The speaker was Dr. William 
Beebe, the famous American scien­
tist and explorer, and his deroga­
tory opinion of these mneh-feared 
denizens of the deep was expressed 
in an inttervlew with International 
News Service during a visit to this 
city, •

“ I have been In shark infested 
waters,” Dr. Beebe continued,/ 
“ wearing only a diving helmet and 
a bathing suit. Never once has a 
shark attacked me. They were too 
cowardly.”

Dr. Beebe, who Is Director of 
the Tropical Research Department 
of the New York Zoological Socie­
ty and the author of a number of 
books on exploration, was in Lon­
don completing preparations for » 
new venture in deep-sea research.

In Hudson River
“ At the end of this month,” he 

said, “ I intend to plunge into the 
mysteries of submarine life, in the 
ancient gorge of the Hudson River, 
no more than 125 miles from New 
York City.

“ There I shall dive a mile deep. 
The ocean conditions at that depth 
are practically the same all over 
the world. Through choosing the 
Hudson’s gorge, we shall be able, 
at what may be called the doors 
of New York City, to get at any of 
the dwellers of the deep that are 
to be found almost anywhere in the 
world.

“ A new feature of the work will 
be an effort to keep the deep-sea 
fish alive for exhibition In the New 
York Zoological Society’s aqua­
rium. They will be caught by 
special dredges, put under suitable 
water pressure in tanks, and rush­
ed to New York.

“ A new diving cylinder, in which 
It will be possible to study life at 
a mile below the surface, haa^beeu 
contrived, and one of the reasons ' 
I’m in London is to get for the cy­
linder glass that will withstand the 
great pressure of water at that 
depth.

Signal to Surface
“ The cylinder will contain, the 

requisite supply of oxygen, and 
there will be no connection with 
the surface except the oable. As 
I shall be using submarine , detec­
tors, I shall be able to communicate 
with those at the surface by tap­
ping on the cylinder.”

Dr. Beebe, whose expeditions to 
the Sargasso Sea and the Galapagos 
region of the Pacific have made 
naturalistic history, plans to start 
on his Hudson River exploration's . 
immediately upon his return to the 
United States.

TRAIL THEM
We continued to be bewildered 

by these stories of the extraordi­
nary effrontery, loquacity and 
other evil qualities of the starling. 
The Mount Vernon institution of 
an annual starling hunt by the po­
lice has been promoted, it seems, 
by citizens who complained bitter­
ly that the starlings made so much 
nolse  ̂that they could, get no sleep. 
And now there is another story 
from Brookline, Mass., that so 
many of the birds elected to re­
side on Fisher Hill that the resi­
dents there were to all effect de­
prived of the mastery of their own 
homes. The starlings not only 
kept them .uwake all night with 
their chattering but in the day 
time invaded the houses them­
selves every time a door was open­
ed or a window left unscreened.

In Brookline they did not bom­
bard the birds with shot, they used 
roman candles, volleys of the can­
dle balls being fired through the 
trees where the starlings roosted. 
This scheme, it appears, worked 
and the feathered legion moved 
on.

Now no starlings we have ever 
known acted like that. Those of 
our acquaintance spend their days 
liunting cut worms and caterpil­
lars, the early evening in gentle 
twitterings in the tree tops and the 
nights in silence, along with al­
most all self-respecting birds and 
quite differently from the screech 
owl and the whip-poor-will.

As w'e have been thinking this 
matt̂ er over we are almost forced 
to the conclusion that the Brook­
line starlings and the Mount Ver­
non starlings must have the advan­
tage——or disadvantage— over Man­
chester starlings, of having access 
to large piles of mash. Ergo, follow 
the starlings and find the stills.

DAUNTLESS
Perhaps if George Brennan, 

Illinois Democratic boss, had been 
content to lead a less strenuous 
life, he might have lived a longer 
one. There Is no way of telling. But 
it’s a good enough guess that he 
lived longer than he would have if 
he had yielded, to that utter fear 
of illness which visits so many peo­
ple when they learn that they are 
no longer sound of body.

Brennan had knowingly been a 
diabetic patient for six years at the 
time of his death. Perhaps, if he 
had gotten out of politics and de­
voted himself to the care of his 
health, long ago, he might have 
still been alive and comparatively 
well— provided he had at the same 
time been able to preserve his men­
tal serenity.

Instead he kept right along, 
bossing the Democrats of his state 
and running his party’s affairs gen­
erally— which Is a job for a well 
man in many a state much smaller 
than Illinois. It Is only two years 
ago, for that matter, that he tried 
to get himself elected to the United 
States Senate, though then four 
years an Invalid and more than 
sixty years old.

It Is Impossible not to admire 
the courage of some of these old 
warriors who keep right on fight­
ing, in the very shadow of death, 
sturdily refusing to give a thought 
to the limitations placed upon their 
endurance by disease. Politics is 
full of them.

CONTRAST
Before the question of further 

reduction of naval armaments 
again becomes a live issue between 
the nations, as It now bids falr^to, 
and before Americans agaifa begin 
to line up automatically as violent 
partisans of a scrapped navy or a 
huge navy, as the case may be, 
perhaps it might be a bad idea to 
consider a recent assertion of Ad­
miral Magruder’s that what the 
American navy needed most was 
reorganization— and consider it In 
the rather special llglU of the per­
formance of the Italian navy in 
raising a sunken submarine in .84 
hours, in contrast with the Ameri­
can record of half a year for a job 
strikingly similar. .

A great*majority of those of un­

sound mind mhy be classed in the 
dementia praecov group. As in 
hysteria, one of the principal 
causes of this trouble must be con­
sidered the result of congestion 
within the pelvis, either of the 
uterus or prostate. Displacement 
of the abdominal organs and con­
stipation are contributory causes 
to this congestion by functional in­
activity and negative emotional de­
sires. There is often a history of 
an unhappy love affair.

Every case of de'mentia praecox 
should be given a few days fmit 
fast, in order .to assist in the blood 
cleansing processes and also to re­
lieve pelvic pressure caused by a 
prolapsus of the stomach and in­
testines, since, when the prolapsed 
digestive organs are comparatively 
free from food, there is much less 
pressure upon the organs and nerve 
plexuses of the lower abdomen.

Many cases of mental instability, 
accompanied by illusions and hal­
lucinations have been shown by 
psychoanalysis to be due to mental 
repressions and inco-ordinations of 
thought.

Indigestion, constipation, gen­
eral eye weakness, and mental irri­
tability can be entirely caused by 
an eye strain which does not im­
part any pronounced indication in 
the region of the eyes.

That which is termed “ nervous­
ness” has its origin in some men­
tal or physical irritation, aggravat­
ed by fatigue and general enerva­
tion, the symptoms coming from 
some weak spot in the nervous sys­
tem. Actual disease and destruc­
tion of the nerve cells are very 
rare, and do not usually occur un­
til the body becomes exceedingly 
toxic.

If you wish to overcome nervous­
ness, you must understand the 
numerous causes producing it. If 
the reason lies in j’our eye-strain, 
see your optometrist. If you are 
eating indiscreetly, you must earn­
estly strive to correct your mis­
takes and substitute good habits 
for those you'find to be bad. If you 
are overworking mentally, it will 
be necessary to out down on the 
mental work, and .substitute more 
physical exercise. If you are ener­
vating yourself with destructive 
habits of thought, as of fear, criti­
cism, jealousy, worry, or malice, 
you can immediately enjoy a mi-

these destructive thoughts and tun­
ing In their Qonstructive opposites 
— courage, tolerance, confidence, 
repose and love.

Exercises taken while lying on 
the back are very successful in 
strengthening the abdominal mus­
cles and raising the prolapsed con­
ditions. The relief from this un­
usual pressure and the elimination 
of body toxins will do a great deal 
to help cure any form of insanity, 
provided it is not caused by struc­
tural changes in the brain.

The cause and cure of nervous 
troubles usually He within your­
self. Your physician can help you 
to discover these causes, but'you 
alonfe can make the requisite 
changes in order to bring about a 
wholesome condition.

Questions and Answers
Question: H. O. Y. writes: 

“ Every time I turn my head to the 
left my neck snaps. 'What causes 
it? Also, my arms at the elbows, 
and my legs at the knees become 
numb and ache if I don’t keep them 
perfectly straight when r' sleep. Is 
it improper circulation, or my 
nerves?”

Answer: The neck-snapping is 
caused from some faulty position 
of the vertebrae or ligaments in 
your neck. This can probably be 
corrected by osteopathic or chiro­
practic treatments. The numbness 
of your elbows and knees may be 
caused by a mild form of rheuma­
tism or by poor circulation due to 
insufficient exercise.

Question: B. J. asks: “ Will yon 
please tell me how to reduce the 
ankles?”

Answer: There is only one meth­
od I know of to reduce the ankles, 
and that is by exercise. Many twist­
ing and bending exercises may be 
used, but walking is the best one 
of all, and will reduce the ankles 
as much as they can be reduced.

Question: Mrs. L. J. writes: 
“ Have had an itch on one foot un­
derneath and between the toes for 
about one and a half years. Can 
you suggest a cure for It? And 
what causes a pain in the left chest 
when taking a deep breath? This 
does not happen at the time—  
usually only when I laugh a lot." -

Answer: You may be able to 
cure the itch underneath your toes 
by bathing your feet frequently in 
warm water to which has been 
added a handful of Epsom salts. 
The feet should be bathed at least 
twice daily, carefully dried after­
wards, and boric acid powder 
sprinkled in your stockings and be­
tween your toes. The pain in your 
chest could be caused by a mis­
placed rib, which Is rather com­
mon, or from adhesions to the 
diaphragm. An osteopathic exami­
nation would determine the cause.

WASHINGTON LETTER

This is the second of three ar­
ticles by Rodney Butcher, Wash­
ington correepondent • for this 
paper and NEA Service, discussing 
the leaders and issues tliat came to 
the fore in Mexico following the 
assassination of President-elect 
Alvaro Obregon.

Washington, Aug. 10— Both Soto 

y Gama and Aurelia Manrique, who 
spran,g Into juoh prominence in 
Mexico news after the assassination 
of Obregon, are crusaders of tha 
Utopian type.
Haters of social injustice, neither 

is willing to wait upon the slow 
processes of evolution. But fire­
brands as they may be, their intel­
lectual integrity and their honesty 
ill government affairs have never 
been questioned by their most bitter 
enemies.

They have failed in their efforts 
to make the Agrarian party the 
dominant force in Mexican politics, 
despite the fact that in Mexico 
those who till the soil are the vast 
majority of the people.

'The small farmer and the peon 
are not politically minded and both 
Soto y Gama and Manrique have 
refused to recognize this.

An Old Enmity
The bitterness displayed in their 

attacks on the Laborites after Obre- 
gon’s death did not arise spon­
taneously. The assassin’s bullet 
mereli  ̂ gaVe them a chance to at­
tack the Laborlstas, led by Morones, 
In a more effective way than they 
had been able to do in the previous 
six years. They were now allied 
with the powerful Obregonlstas.

Part of their bitterness was 
caused by the fact that they be­
lieved Morones and his two score 
affiliated leaders, known as the 
Group of Action, had used the 
Labor movement both politically 
and Industrially to their own en­
richment. The Agrarians had 
thrown in their lot with Obregon 
and the Obregonista Revolutionary 
party saw In his election a 
chance for fuller recognition and 
added power. Enmity between 
Obregon and Morones had been be­
coming more and more bitter up to 
the time of the former’s death.

Labor has cut a much larger 
political figure in Mexico than the 
Agrarian party The Laborlstas 
have been far more thorough inte­
grated. .̂Living and working to­
gether in’ the larger cities, it was 
much easier to organize them than 
to organize the millions of agricul­
turalists over Mexico who never 
come into close contact with many 
of their fellows.

The Indignation of Soto y Gama 
and Manrique was not directed 
against the rank and file of work­
ers. But their bitterness was in­
creased by the attempts of Morones 
and his lieutenants to get the agrl-

cultural workers Into the Labor 
j movement — with a certain slight 
' success.
I Agrarian leaders complain that j the Interests of their people have 
I been much neglected as compared 
I with what has been done in the in- 
j teresi of the Industrial workers.I Thus, one observes in Mexico an- 
’ other episode of the old feud be- 
I tween the town and country which 
has developed in nearly every na- 

i tion. ^
j Since 1922 this feud has gradu­
ally grown more bitter in Mexico, 
In spite of the fact that Calles has 
never been charged with lax en­
forcement of the new land program 
— there have been more lands dis­
tributed in his administration than 
in Obregon’s. But Calles recog­
nized the Laborlstas politically in 
a thoroughgoing way, putting the 
head of the Labor movement into 
his cabinet In the powerful post of 
the Department of Labor and In­
dustry.

Drove Morones Out 
Obviously, it was an enormous 

victory for Soto y Gama and Man­
rique when they were able to drive 
Morones Irom the government. Now 
they seem determined to drive 
from political office every repre­
sentative of the Laborlstas, on the 
ground that they have served the 
Interests of a small clique, using 
the Labor movement for their own 
selfish and sinister purposes.

After the sweeping denunciations 
of Soto y Gama and Manrique, 
there is room for fear that the 
Agrarians are not worrying partic­
ularly over the betterment of condi­
tions for the Industrial workers. 
Mexico’s immediate future, how­
ever, seems to be in the hands of 
the stronger Oliregonistas, who 
have not been publicly as bitter or 
noisy as Soto y Gama and Man­
rique.

New York, Aug. 10.—New York 
ic full of boys who are fired with 
ambition. They have, one and all, 
their heroes whom they watch and 
copy In every way possible.'vSome of 
them look up to the Gods of Park 
avenue and some to the Gods of 
Wall Street; some think of A1 
Smith and lesolve to enter politics 
when they grow up and some think 
of Gene Tunney and plan on a 
career of books and gloves. And. 
now and then, you’ll find a young­
ster who Idolizes the blue-coated 
corner cop and spends his walking 
hours dreaming about joining the 
police force.

Such a person. In this city of 
dreams and dreamers, was John 
Cerdes. As a boy (this was a 
number of years ago) John Cor- 
des lived in Greenwich Village 
near the Charles street polhee sta­
tion. He made friends with the 
officers there and confided his de­
sire to grow up and be a'police- 
man. Also, he said, he was get­
ting a good start by reading dime 
novel detective stories. . . . 
They laughed, told him detective 
stories were the bunk, and add­
ed that he was built too slightly 
to be a cop, anyway.

But John Cordes stuck to it, 
even after he entel'ed his 'teens 
and went to work as a prosaic 
clerk in a Wall -Street broker’s 
office. He put In his spare time*

ip. a gymnasium, built up hla 
physique— and, after a year ot 
so, managed to pass the police e.x- 
aminatiohs. He was put through the 
fegular police training school anrl 
emerged a detective, due to the 
excellent record he made.

Today John Cordes is just about 
the most distinguished detective on 
the force. He has twice, receiveo 
the department s medal of honor, 
the highest award for bravery a 
policeman can win; usually the pian 
who wins it loses his life doing It.

The first medal was won four 
years ago. Cordes, off duty, i assed 
a cigar store that was being held 
up by three bandits. He sailed 
in, killed ohe of the bandits and 
caused the capture of the other 
two. He himself was shot three 
times, and when they took him to 
the hospital the physicians doubt­
ed -that he would recover. Three 
days later he , was out of bed 
again.

His second award came more 
recently. He had trailed a pair 
of kidnapers to Central Park, 
where he overtook them and 
grappled with one of them. Both 
men had their revolvers out, bur 
Cordes mixed It,, so tboroughly 
that each was afraid to shdot for 
fear of hitting the other; and be­
fore they could . find a chance a 
motorcycle patrolman came along 
and took Cordes’ part. One of the 
men was shot; the other is now In 
prison.

Detective John Cordes, It is In- 
interesting to know, still sticks by 
^is boyhood hobby; his favorite 
recreation is reading detective 
stories.'

T h e  color scheme of the ensemble at the lower left is par­
ticularly happy, the coat and skirt being of crepella in jo y a l blue, and 
the novelty striped wool jumper of red, white and blue. T h e  smart 
chapeau is of royal blue felt withj a fine edging of blue leather.

T h e  tie fastening on the coat softens a neckline that is often trying and 
a bit severe— and this year nothing is severe, in millinery, gowns or shoes.

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There has been a g rea t  move­
ment in -welfare societies to 
provide places where little girls 
can take their baby brothers or 
sisters on summer days. These 
places provide care for the babies 
in the form of day nurseries and 
recreation for the little mothers 
as well.

It is one of the greatest humani­
ties extant. There are many fami­
lies where mothers must be away 
all day earning, in which the old­
est little girl must take  the place 
of the parent. Everywhere in cer­
tain districts of large cities we see 
these “ little m others” caring for 
babies. They carry them around, 
often the babies almost as big as 
themselves, and never know a free 
moment away from their charges.

In other homes where the moth­
er is busy all day long, it is often 
the custom to call upon an older 
child to help in taking care of the 
baby. While mother washes or 
irons or sews or cleans, the little 
daughter of the house will be 
wheeling her baby brother r u t  for 
his airing, watching him while he 
plays on the porch, directing his 
little journeys on his kiddy car, or 

even bathing him, feeding him, 
and dressing him. And that  is all 
right as far as it goes. Or ra ther  
it it does no go too far. I have 
known mothers who never thought 
fit to relieve their little girls from 
this responsibility from one sum­
m er’s end to the other. They for­
get th a t  the older children had as 
much right to their play and free­
dom as the younger ones. “ Go 
look after the baby. “No, you 
can’t go to the picnic. Who’ll look 
after baby?” “Wheel the baby 
while I finish this d ress!”

These commands are all very 
well for a certain part  of each 
day, but It isn’t fair to saddle a 
child with the constant care of a 
baby unless it is absolutely un­
avoidable. She will learn to hate 
the baby and all babies, most 
probably, if she is turned into a 
drudge.

I knew a mother once who em­
broidered all summer long while 
her two little girls -vv'ere veritable, 
prisoners. Once they left their 
little brother on a neighbor’s 
porch and ran after  a hurdy-gurdy 
man with the other neighborhood 
children. The baby fell off the 
porch and the girls were punished.

Those little girls grew up with 
the sourest dispositions imagin­
able. I t  was no wonder.

There is another thing about 
children taking care of babies. 
They may hur t  their backs or 
bend their soft cartalaginous 
bones out of shape by carrying a 
heavy baby grand. Whenever I 
see a woman with misshapen 
shoulders, particularly  with the 
right lower- than the left, I say to 
myself, “-She has probably helped 
to bring up her m other’s family 
when she was a child.”

And think of the baby! Is he 
safe with his ten-year-old sister 
carrying him around? Isn’t she 
likely to let him fall?

In a house with endless work to 
be done, I should reverse the order 
of things. A little girl of ten can 
learn many household duties and 
relieve her mother that  way. It 
seems a much safer plan for every­
body, and is certainly kinder to 
her.

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GRE.YT CARE NEEDED
IN TRAINING THE HYPER­

SENSITIVE CHILD.

Medical literature and that of 
education and psychology have been 
filled with articles on the kind of 
attention that  parents must give to 
unusual children. Of course, every 
parent thinks that his child is un­
usual. Books have been written 
about the nervous child. Many 
children are  born with unstable 
nervous systems, the stability being 
made worse ra ther  than better by 
unintelligent guardianship.

Dr. Brian Crichton has de­
scribed in the Irish Journal of 
Medical Science a special group 
which he classifies as hypersensL 
tlve children. These children re­
spond unduly to simple situations, 
developing hatreds and rem ark­
able i affections on small basis. 
They are easy impressionable, 
exaggerating small rem arks into 
serious situations.

For instance, one such child de­
veloped the notion tha t  children 
could be had by eating great 
quantities of food and becoming 
constipated. I t  persisted In this 
technic for weeks, became severe­
ly ill and It was only after  mental 
as well as a physical study of the

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THE DUCK

The following examplec typify 
the principle of the duck:

1—  Dummy holding— hearts A K 
9 8 7 6 5; declarer holding— hearts 
4 3. Four cards in the heart suit 
are out against you. They may be 
divided two and two or three and 
one. Play safe and duck the first 
time, giving up the trick. You will 
then be reasonably sure of winning 
six tricks as against a possible two 
If you bold a re-entry card in an­
other suit in the dummy it Is not 
necessary to duck and you may 
play for an even break which would 
give you seven tricks in hearts.

2—  Dummy ho ld ing— diamonds 
A K Q 6 5 4; declarer holding— 
diamonds 8 7. Five cards In the 
diamond suit a re  out against you. 
They may be divided three and 
two or four and one. If you need 
six diamond tricks to make game 
do not duck, taking a chance so 
that you may make game. If you 
need only five diamond tricks for 
game, duck once and the five tricks 
will be assured.

3—  Dummy holding— clubs A K 
Q 3 2; declarer holding— clubs 6 
5. Six cards in the club suit are 
out against you. They are proba­
bly divided three and three or four 
and two. If you require only four 
tricks for game, duck the first 
time. If you require five tricks for 
game, play for the drop and do not 
duck.

4—  Dummy holding— spades A K 
7 6 5; declarer holding— spades 4 
3. Six cards in the ^ a d e  suit are 
out against you. Duck the first 
time and you will probably make 
four tricks.

5—  Dummy holding— hearts  A 4 
3 2; declarer holding— hearts  K 6 
5. Six cards in the heart  suit are 
out against you. Duck the first time 
this suit is played and you may 
make three tricks.

6—  Dummy holding— diamonds A 
Q 7 6 5; declarer holding— dia­
monds 4 3 ^ ;  Five cards In the dia­
mond suit a re  missing. Duck the 
first time. When you get the lead 
in your hand, play the 3 and fin­
esse the Queen. You may make four 
tricks in this manner.

relief was obtained. The case was 
important, emphasizing the dan­
ger of Imparting knowledge to a 
child in an unsuitable manner.

Hyper-sensitive children fear 
ridicule above every other im­
pression. Physical punishment 
means little to them, but ridicule 
produces a sense of inferiority 
with a  terrific reaction. Hyper­
sensitive children respond In most 
instances with unduly severe re­
actions to ' music. Fear plays a 
great part  in their lives and they 
are likely to demand the presence 
of light in their sleeping rooms 
and to indicate in 'o th e r  ways 
fear of the dark and of the un­
known. •

Doctor Crichton advises tjiat 
parents and teachers study the 
hyper-sensitive child to determine 
the basis for the sensitivity. Lit- 
tlle should be said of their failures 
and much made of their suc- 
cusses. Such children can- not be 
terrorized into obedience, but 
must be handled with sympathetic 
insight.

Many such a  child has been 
ruined by the desire of a too 
physical parent to m ake a man of 
the boy too soon. That is the type, 
of parent who throws the two- 
year-old screaming and protesting 
into the lake, the river or the 
sea, with the idea tha t  in tha t  
manner he can overcome its fear 
of the water. The usual result Is 
to develop a child who will never 
learn to swim.

Speer/ continued. “ Understanding 
between the two generations can 
only come when we, as their eld­
ers, become open-minded and easy 
and pleasant to deal with.

“ ■We must learn to. invite the 
willing co-o.peration of young 
folks. If parents have respect for 
their son’s or daughter’s personal­
ity and trea t  them as equals and 
friends, many of the conflicts and 
disputes can be avoided.

“ The parents who can enjoy 
things with their children are the 
happy ones. Gayety is Ignored by 
too many parents. Boys and girls 
can be mirthful a t  a moment’s no­
tice, but how seldom parents can 
laugh with them.

“ 1̂  we could learn to laugh with 
our children we would find how 
priceless a possession laughter Is 
for any household.”

One of the most vivid 
realistic stories ever wrlttefl 
of the drabness and bickerings 
and sordidness and chaos of fam­
ily life in hundreds and thou-  ̂
sands of homes is- in “ We Are In­
credible,” by Margery Latimer.

Myrtle Fry, mistress of the  Fry 
home, wherein the main charac­
ters of the book dwell, is almost 
too real to be true. Some crit’-̂ s 
think she’s an exaggeration of the 
nervous, talky, carping, m artyr 
wife most of us know. I only wish 
several dozen Myrtles I krow 
would read this book. But what 
good would it do? If you’re a 
Myrtle, you’d never think the au­
thor meant you.

Myrtle’s method of bringing up 
her children is to play upon their 
sympathy for mama:

”  ’Why, Deva! Don’t you know 
that mama has to sweep up every 
bit of this? Shame on you! If you 
do that  again you’ll come right in 
the house and go to bed. Deva, 
this is the last time I’m going to 
speak to you! I mean it! You’ll 
come in t he house the next time 
you throw any sand on my clean 
floor.’

“The child suddenly threw down 
her scoop and jumped up and 
down, shouting in the manner of 
her father, ‘Pipe down! I’m not 
listening to a word you say.’ ”

And after  readinc pages and 
pages of the same shoutings and 
naggings at Deva, one wonders 
why in the world the child should.

W here’s Gloriabiting,<?> “ ‘Rex! Rex!
and Deva?’

“ ‘How do I know?’ snapped the 
man. T v e  had this blamed fire on 
my hands the whole time. 1 can’t 
look after everything.’

“ ‘But Gloria went with you!’
“ '1 suppose she’s fallen in the

“ ‘Deva! Deva! Can’t you hear 

Mama calling you? Isn’t that  just 
like Rex to let them get lost? He 
doesn’t care anything for hia lit­
tle girls, or for me, either.

Then they find Deva, who is a 
hysterical, pouty, sullen, tragic, 
heart-eaten little figure who al­
ternately adores and hates her 
mother and finally dies from a 
plain clear-cut case of “ nerves.”

ARMSTRONG FANS

New York, Aug. 10— The lighter 

golf hall almost surely is coming 
into adoption, perhaps immediately 
but certainly within two years time.

The British official will arrive on 
Monday aboard the Baltic and much 
of the preliminary detail, looking 
toward the proposed adoption of 
this ball, will be cleared up in con 
ferences with various U. S. O. ,A. 
bodies, including the ball and im­
plement committee. These con­
ferences will be held largely for the 
purpose of learning British official 
sentiment on the question, the 
Americans admlttltig tha t  they are 
strictly on the defensive In this
m atter . ►

An Old Idea
“ If the British ask for what they 

are supposed tb want, a ball of 
ounces in weight and 1.68 Inches in 
diameter, I don’t  see how we can do 
other than accept the propc)sal, 
whole hog,’’ declared one American 
official today.; “ For the specihca- 
tions quoted are exactly those that 
we proposed in 1925, only to have 
the English decline to sanction the 
idea. They apparently' have chang­
ed their minds but we can t afford 
to change ours. We sponsored the 
idea and must stand behind It.

The official vote on the proposal 
will be taken  by the executive com­
mittee during the am ateur cham­
pionship at Brae Burn in Septem­
ber. This vote, according to the 
word passed along, is likely to fol­
low the lead at the royal and an­
cient decision, which also will be 
.■handed down in-September. I t  is 
believed th a t  Secretary Gullen al­
ready has the  forecast of th a t  vote 
in his pocket. so th a t  bl3 arrival on 
Monday probably w ill  forcast the 
n a tu re  of the action to be taken.

That the British have seen fit to 
do a right-about-face on t ^ l r  re­
fusal of Bill Fownes’ plan In 1925 
is directly a ttr ibu ted  here to the 
recjord 285 with which Bqbby Jones 
humbled tlieif-talfii'ouB St. 'Andrews 
course in the British championship.

■present ball— but officialdom on the

vary. However, in his formal letter

hisist upon this arrangement but 
aid make the suggestion for the 
division of seats between the two 
congregations.

It is understood that the sugges­
tion of Df. Straton for a debate in 
St. Patrick’s Cathedral would be 
rejected by the governor as the 
Cathedral does not permit discus­
sion of secular topics in its pulpit. 
The governor is insistent upon 
answering the charges before the 
same persons who heard them made 
and also in the same place.

tween 2 and 3 o’clock on the 
morning of August 12.

After that, the earth will begin 
to edge out of this meteor belt.

These meteor showers, Captain 
Freeman explains, follow in about 
the same periods as comets. The 
Perseids shower comes just at the 
time the earth is crossing the orbit 
of Tuttle’s comet of 1862, which 
we will not see again until 1985. 
These meteors form a closed ring 
or endless chain along the comet’s 
path and the earth always finds 
them in its annual visit.

The Perseids are meteoric frag­
ments breaking off the racing 
cluster. As they strike the earth’s 
atmosphere friction develops so 
much heat that they are generally 
entirely consumed before they hit 
the earth. Some of them, how­
ever, are too large to succumb to 
incandescence and reach the 
ground, whence they are un­
earthed and placed in museums. 
The remains prove to be some 
form of iron in most cases, 
though some have a rock base.

The fiaming Perseids are to be 
seen in the northern sky.

Indications are, according to 
Captain Freeman, that they will 
be visible from most parts of the 
United States.

The most brilliant metebric 
shower on record was that of Nov. 
13, 1833. Hundreds of thousands 
of shooting stars fell within two 
or three hours and the spectacle 
was witnessed generally through­
out North America. Many persons 
thought that the end of the world 
had come and some observers 
compared the display to a celes­
tial snowstorm.

How brilliant will be the Au­
gust shower of this year cannot yet 
be determined. Sometimes it daz­
zles the whole heavens. Last year 
at least 40 large meteors were 
seen, traveling as fast in some 
cases as 30 or 40 miles a sec­
ond.

Reach High Temperature
The velocity of the earth itself 

is 19 miles a second and Profes­
sor Newcomb figured out that the 
rise of temperature produced by 
the impact of our atmosphere 
with a perfectly stationary me­

teor would be some 600,000 de­
grees. But even the most solid 
metal must be burned up or vo­
latilized with an immense evolu­
tion of light and heat before such 
a temperature is obtained. Thus, 
>ve can see 50 or 100 miles away 
particles whose mass may not ex­
ceed a single grain.

Of the Perseids, Charles P. 
Olivier, astronomer at the Lean- 
der McCormick observatory and 
one of the greatest meteorolo­
gists, says:

“ Of all the annual showers 
they are most certain to return

with average richness. Also, as 
they come in August, when the 
nights are still comfortably warm, 
they furnish the most excellent 
opportunity for a person- casu­
ally interested in meteors to see 
a good shower. Many of the Per­
seids leave very bright and endur­
ing trains which, being beautiful 
phenomena, add to’ the interest of 
those observing these meteors.’ ’

Hollywood, California. —  No 
“yes men” need apply.

Contrary to the opinion tha t  the 
so-called “ yes m an” is the princi­
pal jobholder in a studio, at least 
one film producer, says he has no 
use for the agreeable fellow.

Louis B. Mayer likes men about 
him who can say "no” when they 
believe i t ’s, the right answer, and 
say So in no uncertain terms.

“ W hether it be as business execu­
tive or film director,” says Mayer, 
“ the man who says ‘yes’ at the 
proper time is, in the final analysis, 
the  really successful worker. The 
ability to do this wisely is the 
mark of sound judgm ent,” Mayer 
contends, often gets farther than 
fast th inking or flashes of bril­
liance.

“ I have known business men,” 
he says, “ who, though seemingly 
slow in their mental processes and 
possessed of apparently imagina­
tion could when crises came, big 
or little, steer their business 
courses invariably in the right di­
rection. There was none of the 
flare th a t  gives fascination to 
characters about.them  but unerring 
precision in big problems

“W hat, then, is the basis for 
sound judgm ent tha t  makes a 
man able to judge wisely? It  is 
ability capable of development and 
training?

“ I believo that, e ither in busi­
ness or in motion pictures, the mar. 
v.'lio j.udges wisely is usually the 
man who has observed accurately 
in the first place. He has reasoned  
out iu his own mind the relation­
ship of things, has noticed effects 
t ’nat follow cases, and has seen 
these things straight.

“Take, for instance, King Vidor’s 
direction of ‘The Big Parade’ for 
a more recent case, Clarence 
Brown’s direction of ‘The Trail of 
98.’ Here were productions in 
which great crowds were used un­
der unna tura l  difficulties and often 
grave hardships. The slightest 
mistake would have been Qostly.

“ Accuracy was the fundamental 
tha t  the struc ture  of direction was 
built on in each case. Tried by no 
guess-work at any time. The di­
rector had to know whein to say 
‘yes’ or ‘no.’ and this meant he 
had to reason out each step and 
see things straight.

“ Thus the film director, besides 
having dramatic perception, has 
above all things to have'“ hat gift 
of accuracy and analysis that, say, 
the successful business man has. 
Colleges can develop the ability to 
use accuracy; practice makes per- 
fect» but after all the foundation of 
it is judgment.

Proud of Ancestor
Although duly pro yd of- their 

noted ancestor; .the Halleys do not 
hide the fact that they Rnb'W little 
about him. except what history has 
preserved for . the general pu|)B,° 
in books. They know that he Was 
famous, that he was their ances­
tor and tha* he discovered the Hal­
ley comet. That is all.

They will 'recite ,with . pride 
though the romantic details of Ed­
mund Halley’s careers, which 
brought a fame that shines: in the 
scientific firmament, ’ oven' as the 
luminous comet discovered by him 
every so often stands out ; in thfe 
heavens.

Edmund Halley was born Octo­
ber 29, 1656; the son of a thrifty 
London soap boiler, who accumilf 
lated an ample fortune and who 
realized his son’s ability. He 'was 
given a thorough education. The 
youth showed uiiusual mathemati­
cal ability, and by. the time he had 
finished school he had made quite 
a local name for' himself in aŝ  
tronomy.

Writing at 10
"When but 19 years old, -the age 

of. the ordinary college Freshman 
of today, Halley wrote a treatise on 
the movements of the planets which 
placed him immediately in the 
foremost ranks of the theoretical 
astronomers. Shortly afterwards, 
with a sextant and a twepty-four 
foot telescope, the youthful genius, 
began to chart the southern, hem­
isphere, a wholly unexplored field.
