SMITH RETURNS
FROM CHICAGO;
SEEKING REST

Appears Tired as He Steps
From Train in Albany; To

Work Nights on His Ac-

ceptance Speech.

Albany, N. Y., Aug. 11.—Gover-
nor-Al Smith returned to the exe-
cutive mansion early today from
Chicago where yesterday he at-
tended the funeral of his old politi-
cal friend, George E. Brennan,
Damocratic leader of Illinois.

The governor appeared tired as
he alighted at the Union station
shortly after seven o'clock from
the private car of his close friend,
William F. Kenny, millionaire New
York City contractor.

“I'm going to the mansion and
get a few hours of real sleep,” the
presidential nominee told a small
group of admirers who met him at
the station, ‘““This is the earliest I
have gotten up in a long time,” he
added, smiling.

Those in Party

Others who left the private car
with the governor included his son
Arthur, Adjutant-General Franklin
W, Ward and Col. Charles B.
‘Walsh, head of the Tenth Infantry,
New York National Guard. Kenny,
Mayor Frank Hague, of Jersey
City and James J. Riordan, .closs
friends of the governor continued
on to New York, .

Gov, Smith's two day trip to
Chicago came at a time when he
was hard at work in whipping into
shape the final draft of the address
he will deliver here on August 22,
when he formally accepts the presi-
dential nomination,

To Work Nights

By working at night the gover-
nor hopes to complete his speech
by the middle of next week,

The governor may issue a reply
late today to Dr. John Roach
Straton, pastor of Calvary Baptist
church, New York, whom he.chal-
lenged to debate after he charged
him with being the ‘“deadliest foe
in~Amrerica to moral progress.”

According to close friends of the
executive the debate will not take
place unless Dr. Straton definitely
consents to having the debate
staged in his own church.

In the event that the meeting
between the governor and the New
York clergyman fails to material-
ize, the former will issue a state-
ment defending his long political
career,

TWO CARS BREAK;
HANG OVER CLIFF

Eighteen Persons Injured

When Part of Speeding
Express Is Derailed.

Fonda, N. Y., Aug. 11—Eighteen
persons were injured, one seriously
and ‘a score badly shaken when a
diner and a pullman chair car were
snapped from the rear of New York

Central train No. 58, the *“Metro-
politan,” left the rails and hung
over the edge of a 15-foot embank-
ment about a mile east of here. The
train, eastbound from Chicago to
New York, was traveling fast and
the accident gccurred where the
railroad curves near to the state
highway.

The most gravely injured was
William Hopston, Buffalo, passen-
ger, badly burned by escaping
steam, whose condition was report-
ed serious.

All of the injured were taken to
St. Mary’'s Hospital, Amsterdam,
Ten remained in the hospital to-
night, including: John B. Strobel,
Albany, brakeman, severe cut on
arm; Mannie Martin, negro, Buf-
falo, walter on diner, burned; Miss
Katherine Rutledge, Stamford,
Conn.

All except Strobel and Martin
sustained shock, cuts and bruises.
Some of those remaining in the hos-
pital will be able to leave for their
homes tomorrow.

The cause of the derailment had
not been ascertained today.

When the two cars pulled away
from the train and left the track,
they tore up the eastbound passen-
gar track for about 300 feet, before
stopping on the edge of the em-
bankment, The westbound passen-
ger tracks were reported little
damaged. While the wreckage
was being cleared away, passenger
trains were routed over the freight
fracks.

THREE STORMS
SWEEP STATE;
MUCH DAMAGE

Lakes Overflow at Winsted;
Church Struck by Bolt in
‘Danbury—Three Dead in

New York City.

Winsted, Conn., Aug. 11.—
Three electrical storms centered
over this sector of the Litchfield
hills during the night, and deluged
the country to the detriment ol

telephone service and traffic on the
highways but no damage was done
by lightning though the display was
terrific. As the result of a rain-
fall that measured 1.6 inches,
Highland and Cryst.l lakes were
higher today than they have been
known to be in August. Highland
lake stood 5% inches above the
high water mark on the lake's offi-
clal guage and water was pouring
over the spillways there and at
Crystal lake.

Winsted lost 323 telephones to-
day, and Norfolk was badly handi-
capped for a similar reason. Nor-
folk’s electric light service was out
all night because of the effects of
lightning,

CHURCH STRUCK.

Danbury, Conn., Aug 11l.—
Electrical storms sweeping down
from the Berkshire hills during the
night did heavy damage here. St
Peter's Roman Catholic church sus-
tained damage that may run as
high as $10,000 when lightning
struck the tall spire, ripped away
slates by the hundred and damaged
the chimes, Slate from the spire
were driven through the tops of
parked automobiles near the
church.

More than two hundred tele-
phones were put out of commission
by the storm, and electric light ser-
vice was crippled when lightning
burmed oudt many transformers,
Two dwelling houses were struck
by lightning and badly damaged re-
quiring the services of the fire de-
partment to pug out ensuing fires,

THREE DEAD IN N. Y.

New York, Aug. 11.—Three per-
sons dead from lightning bolts was
the toll today of the tropical down-
pour which dvenched the metropoi-
ftan district last eveninp. The heat
wave was broken cellars and streets
crippleld,
broadcasting disrupted, and several
buildings damaged.

Frightened by a flash of light-
ning as she sat at an apartment
window, Mrs. Rena Drucker, 22,
screamed and fell to her death on
the sidewalk three stories below.

J. T. Maguire, 50, was struck by
a lightning bolt on the street. Al-
fred Marsh 17, was struck and
killed by a 'bolt while in swimming
at South Plainfield, N. J.

Provincetown, was as dry as the
sand dunes, Hundreds of gallons
of illicit liquor was seized by the
raiders.

A score of men and women were
charged- with liguor law violations,
in the group being Mrs. Pauline
Hubbard, alleged manager of a lo-
cal all-year-round inn.

About $5,000 worth of choice
liquor was seized but the greater
part of taat confiscated was of in-
ferior grade.

record of 9:36 1-5 and having no

lead from the start.

Just a few minutes before, Amer-
ica had scored two other triumphs
when the Olympic record of
1712 2-5 for the 180-metre free
style swim for women was twice
broken by girl swimmers from the
United States in the semi-finals of
the event,

Broke Record

The American relay team which
made the new record today consist-
ed of Austin Clapp, Walter Laufer,
George Kojac and Johnny Weiss-
muller, Japan took second place in
the event and Canada was third.
Then came Hungary, Sweden, Great
Britain and Spain.

America shone brilliantly also in
the semi-finals of the 100-metre
free stvle for women. In the first
heat, Miss Albina OSsipowich, of
Worcester, Mass,, established a new

Olympic record of 1:12 1-5 for the}

event, one-fifth of a second under
the old mark. N

Her record did not stand for
long, however. In the second heat,
Miss 'Eleanor Garratti, of San Ra-
phael, Calif., lowered the record to
1:11 2-5, four-fifths of a second un-
der Miss Osipowich's mark.

Miss Susan Laird, of Homestead,
Pa., took second in the first heat
of the semi-final in 1:13 4-5, so
that all three American girls in the
event qualified for this afternoon’s
final.

PROVES A SUCCESS

Only One in Country is Held
at Crystal Lake; Its Splen-
did Features.

The only Guards' Camp under
ecanvas in the country is the dis-
tinction given the Salvation Army.
Life Saving Guards’ camp, which
was brought to a successful conclu-
gion yesterday at Crystal lake, The
Life Saving Guards is an organiza-
tion similar to the Boy Scouts and
Camp Fire Girls and since being
inaugurated in Salvation Army cir-
cles has made considerable progress
among the young people of that de-
nomination.

In southern New England there

‘gre now 16 corps of the guards,
this being largely achieved through
the untiring work of Captain Lulu

- Sehl of Hartford and Adjutant

_ Albert Pickering, also of Hartford.

The camp at Crystal lake is ad-
mirably situated for such work,
being located on a hillside in the

' midst of a pine grove and just a
short distance from the bathing
beach at Sandy Beach. This loca-
tion was secured by the Army
through the kindness' of Georgs
Bokus and William J, Bowler, who
donated the use of their land. The
camp which is called “Camp Pow
Wow' was laid out in typical In-
dian fashion, with the tents group-
ed around the chief’s lodge. The
entrance to the camp was suitably
fenced off with rail of silver birch.

Each lodge had its own Indian
name displayed in front, and an
enclosed yard tastefully set out in
different designs, all in silver birch
logs. The council ring was en-

. circled by pine trees, and when the

" camp fire was blazing at night theras
was an atmosphere of real camp
life.

Each evening around. the camp
fire, somcthing different was sched-
ueled and the programs included
“Mysterious Initiations,” stunts by
the different groups, singing of
camp songs and story telling, These
i periods were particularly enjoyable.
Another interesting feature was
the Indian village with its totem
pole, tepees, geological specimens,
handicraft work, examples of out-
{ door methods of camp cooking, and
" a suspension bridge in log forma-
tion, bound together by ropes. This
bridge was set up by the Girl

Guards.

Another interesting display was
a signal tower standing about 50
feet high which was the work of the
boys during the period they were

‘ in camp. It was designed and
erected under the supervision of
Douglas Eldridge, the divisional
troop organizer, of Hartford.

Daily Inspections.

Each tent *had fully equipped
camp folding beds and inspection
was made twice each day insuring
the best possible hygienic and san-
itary conditions. The medical
officer of health of Rockville who
inspected the camp was highly com-
plimentary in his remarks on the
condition in which he found the
camp on his officlal visit.

As part of the camp equipment,
there was a first aid tent in charge
of a qualified nurse, library, chapel
and playground and each depart-
ment funectipned in an excellent
manner. ’

At the boys' camp there were
three periods of ten days each and
each period was fully taken up.
The girls' camp was for two weeks,
and the first 'week there were 44
girls in camp and last week the
number increased to 52.

Excellent Food.

The food was excellent and the
chel “Bill Cook' endeared himself
to the children because of the ex-
cellent menus provided and also by
his cheerful personality. His
kitchen fitted out' in real army
style was at all times a model of
cleanliness and was a”pleasure to
see.

IRENE NAUGHTON HAS
CHANCE OF RECOVERY

Local Girl Injured in Provi-
dence Crash Found Not to
Have Broken Neck.

In the_ opinion of the attending
hysicinn, Miss Irene Naughton,
17-year-old daughter of Mr. and
Mrs. Thomas E, Naughton of 129
Center street, has more than an
even chance of recovering from the
injuries she received in Providence,
a few days ago.

The attending physician inform-
ed The Herald over long-distance
telephone from the Rhode Island
State Hospital, where Misg Naugh-
ton is confined, that her condition
was slightly better today but that
she was still on the danger list
Unless unforeseen complications
develop, he sald he thought that
she had a good chance Lo recover.

“Miss Naughton has a fracture
of the right collar bohe, cerebral
concussion and many _ contusions
and abrasions about the body,” the
doctor said. ‘‘She was severely
bruised. It was feared at first that
her neck might have been- broken,
but this has proved not to be the
case, There is no positive evidence
of a fracture of the skull, complete
reports not yet being available
from the X-ray department, but
I'she has a bad brain injury.”

The doctor said that Miss
Naughton was conscious all of the
time, He predicted that it would bhe
a matter of weeks at least before
she coul¢ leave the hospital. He
said that the girl's mother was
treated at the hospital after the
accident for a severe cut over her
left eye but was dxscharged after-
ward.

The accident was the result of a
crash between an automobile in
which the Naughton family were
riding and a trolley car. Mr.
Naughton was driving a coupe with
two other persons riding on thes
running board. Both of these were
glightly injured. Mr. Naughton® was
held by the police on a reckless
driving charge and in court the
next day had his case continued
until August 21 under bail of $2,-
000 to await the outcome of his
daughter's injury.

CONTROVERSY IN RELIGION NOT
CONFINED TO MODERN DAYS

The International Sunday
School Lesson for August 12
is, “The Council at Jerusalem"
—Acts 15:1-35; Galations 5:1-
15.

€

Church rifts are no new fashion.
In this day of debate about reli-
gion, and of wholesale criticism of
the Church, it is timely that the
International Sunday School Les-
son should deal with the historie
dissension in the early Church
which was settled by the first
Church Council, held in Jerusalem.,
and attended by the very apostles
who had been personally taught by
Jesus Christ.

Often Churches have split with
bitterness over the use of an or-
gan or over the nature of repairs
to a buillding, or over taste in pas-
tors, or other non-essential points.
These quarrels are not to be con-
sidered in the same category as the
great dlvision in the Antioch
Church. There the 1ssue was vast
and fundamental, and affected the
entire future of Christianity, The
Antioch Church, like the others
which were later established by
Paul and Barnabas, was made up
mostly of Gentiles. To them came
certain representatives of the
Pharisee party in Jerusalem, coun-
tending that all the converts
should be circumecised and conform
to the entire Mosale ritual. Thelr
fdea of Christianity was that it
merely was an enlarged Judaism.
All Christians, they insisted, should
become Jews,

Broad Guage or Narrow?

In some form or other, that is-
sue, supposed to have heen forever
settled by the Jerusalem Counci!,
lhas continued throughout the his-
tory of Christianity. It troubled
Paul's churches in later years, Tt
divided sub-Apostolie Christianity.
It has multiplied Christian denom-
inations scandalously. Every mis-
sion field today is annoyed by
emissaries of Christian bodies who
come out teaching that the exist-
ing converts are not true Chris-
tians unless they adopt certain
riteg or days or Qeliefs or fashions
of dress. In our homeland there
are sincere disciples who Dbelleve
that nobody can be a true Chris-
tian who dances or plays cards or
goes to the theater, Doctrinal and
ecclesiastical tests are proposed in
most large church assemblies, The
Church of England is at the mo-
ment rent by a controversy over
the prayer book and ritualism,

Shall Christianity be Dbroad
guage or narrow? Are forms and
ceremonies and observances to bhe
the test of discipleship, or simple
allegiance to Christ and an experi-
ence of His Spirit? Is Christianity
racial and denominational, or is it
universal and catholie?
cal or social issue of our time ig as
great as thls religious question
which first arose in the Apostolic
Church, mnearly two thousand
years ago. The tyvpe of mind, ra-
ther common nowadays, which says
that theology is not worth bother-
ing about, is simply ignorant of life
and of history. There are no mors
important concerng that can appeal
to the mind of man than this one
of a human spirit's relation to God.

Taking the Casu to the Top

Those early Antioch Christians
were not ‘“‘peace-at-any-price” men.
They knew, as Woodrow Wilson
later sald, that “The right is mose
precious than peace.” A grace is-
sue had been raised, and it threat-
ened the very solidarity of the new
brotherhood., So Paul and Barna-
bas, and others, were commission-
ed to carry the case to the Apos-
tles at Jerusalem. Already the

Christilan Church was an organized
body, with authority and powers of
discipline. When any question be-
comes serious enough to threaten
the welfare of the whole body, then
there is only ome thing to do, and
that is to.settle it.

Weak-kneed saints do not al-
weys realize that there is a proper
place for Christian . controversy.
Only so.may the purity and power
of the Church be preserved. But it
must be controversy in a Christian
spirit. When churchmen resort to
the uncharitableness and intrigues
of secular politics they create an
issnue more serious than the one
which originally divided them. I
heard it said the other day of a cer-
tein man, who is harsh and bitter
and censoricus in his attacks upon
those who do not do. their “i's" or
cross their “t's” ag he does, ‘“He
mistakes his own biliousness for
religlous zeal, and his own pig-
headedness for Divine illumina-
tion.” There is, too, a deal of what
Longfellow calls

“The strife for trinmph more than
truth."”

Antioch’'s deputation laid the
case before the Jerusalem Council.
First, though—for all concerned
were more interested in the cause
of Christ than in the victory of any
party—they told the heartening
story of the triumphs of the Gospel
in Asla Minor. Then Peter stood
forth and recalled how God had
made him a missionary to the Gen-
tiles, And the Council decreed that
the Spirit of Christ is a surer sign
of discipleship than the practices
preseribed by Moses. The deliver-
ance went forth that a new dispen-
sation had come, and that Chris-
tiang are at liberty from the old
law of ritual and bound only by
the free Spirit of Christ., The Gos-
pel could not be limited by the fet-
tering chains of the Levitical ritu-
al. For freedom has Christ set us
free; “By grace are ye saved,
through faith.”

As Our Day Sees It

Those of us who have to keep in
touch with current thought, even
in its most highbrow expressions,
know that there is a revival of the
tendency to regard Christianity as
merely “a' rellgion, one of many
equally valid. Ultra-modern men
think it “liberal” to proclaim the
view that the Gospel merely stands
alongside the Buddhism and Hiu-
duism and Shintoism and Moham-
medanism, as one of the great
ethnic faiths, That certainly is a
tolerant, friendly and easy-going
way to look at the case., But before
it can be entertained seriously the
Bible has to be scrapped and the
facts of buman history ignored.

At the core of this old contro-
versy which Antioch carried up to
Jerusalem for a decision lles the
supreme truth that Christianity is
not “a" religion, or a sect or a ra-
clal institution; but that it is Goo?
News for all the world, The Gospel
knows no boundaries except those
of belief in Christ. Paul was sent
back to all the polygot world of
his day with a charter to preach to
Gentile as well as to Jew. Christ,
he was told, is for all men through-
out all“the ages. The apostles put
their imprimatur upon the definite-
ly missionary character of the
Church,

A Travel Touch

One fact about this first great
Christian controversy should not
be overlooked, It did not stop the
Christians concerned from doing

' their real work. Usually, a ehurch

row means the cessation of soul-
winning, BEven ags Paul and his
company journeyed to Jerusalem,
they preached by the way, And
their preaching was the simple
telling of a Story—they were news-
spreaders,

As is still the friendly fashion of
the Orient, the delegates were ac-
companied a short way by their
friends, We_ call it “seeing them
off.” Their route lay, first, over the
difficult mountains between Anti-
och and what iz now Latakia, and
then along the shore of the Medi-
terranean gsg far as Samaria, Mem-
ory kindles at every mention of
that rare ride, which so few travel-
ers have taken, Old usages still
persist there; and I found myself
fellowshipping with Paul ag I
followed his course, down through
nameless ruins to Tripoli and then
to Beirut and Sidon and Tyre and
Accre and Mt, Carmel. Reminders
of the commercial power of Phoe-
nicia, and of the glorieg of ‘Greece
and Rome, and the beautfes of sea
and mountain, stirred him all the
way. And as he went, he preached.
All of Paul's travel had a purpose
——the telling to new people the old
story of the love of God and the
salvation and life that are to be
found in the Crucified.

The sale of the Manchester Elec-
tric Company to the Connecticut
- Power Company is one of those
transactions which some years ago
"used to fill the people of the af-
fected community with dismay,
but which today occasion mo ap-
prehension, It is realized that the
numerous deals of the sort that
have been carried out in this state
in the last two or three years
merely constitute a mopping up of
the fag ends of a service which can
be Infinitely better conducted by
large corporations than by a mul-
»tiplicity of little ones,

The absorption of small electri-
‘etal power units by a few large
interests was almost ag inevitable
25 the unification of the telephone
service—and although not quite so
urgently ‘necessary it is in keeping
with the whole present American
€conomic theory of mass produc-
tlon. and enlarged distribution.

Seéntimentally, there is often oc-
caslon for some regret at the pass-
ing of these completely local serv-
ice concerns, In their origin they
frequently represented much dar-
ing, to say nothing of enterprise,
on the part of their originators,
and were gources of much elvic
pride. But sentiment gives way
rather easlly to the experience of
the ‘“‘better and bigger" service
which accompanies concentration
of small and sporadic enterprises
Into large combinations possessing
a greater service capacity.

While the Cheney Brothers re-
tire frpm the self-imposed obliga-
fon of providing Manchester with
electric light and power it will not
he altogether forgotten that it was
through them that this town was
able to blow ou# the kerosene lamp
gnd put it away in the attic,

Casting about for a reason why
ﬂlch prominent officials of General
Motors as P. 8. du Pont and Ras-
kob are so eagerly supporting the
Democratic ticket this year, the
mind finds itself under necessity of
taking some rather high flights in
order to get a plcture of the situa-
tion underneath.

Is it worth corgsidering that
it might bhe possible to open these
foreign markets for automobiles if
we would permit payment to be
made in other commodities against
which there are at present protec-
tive tariff barriers? Is it worth con-
sidering that in the present stress-
ful state of the automobile market
General Motors might see it as ex-
cellent business—for General Mo-
tors—to have a tariff blll passged
which would admit to this country
unlimited quantities of cheap for-
elgn fabricated wares, thus en-
q"'bllng the foreign ‘producers of
these goods to buy General Mo-

- tprs' cars?

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A BULLYING SQUATTER

Japanese Interposition' to pre-
vent, by threats or by force, the
acceptance by Manchuria of a po-
siflon among the Chinese provinces
under the general domination of
the Natlonalist government was to
have been expected, It is also a
matter which concerns the whole
world,

There is a disposition on the
part of some American newspapers
to enlarge upon the extent of Jap-
an’s ‘“‘vested Interests” in Man-
churia, and to apologize for it not
to justify the island empire's bully-
ing attitude toward the Manchu
government,

Manchuria has a history thras
thousand years long. The “vested
interests'" of Japan in her terri-
tury and her political policies were
ecquired under duress within
slightly more than a dozen years.
Japan took advantage of the dis-
tractions of the powers in the
World War to compel China to
grant her 'rights” in Manchurla
which qu:ite obviously were intend-
ed to result in an ultimate exten-
slon of her control over Korea to
the Chiness province.

This was in direct contradiction
of the policy guaranteeing the Chi-
nese quality of Manchurian sofl to
which Japan had several times sol-
emnly subscribed—once at least, in
a treaty with Great Britain, during
the present century.

Japan's vested rights” in Man-
churia are the same as those of a
person who might squat upon pri-
vately owned land, threatening the
owner with death if he resisted,
and there build himself a house
and a factory.

His signature of the Belo 'bill,
which provides for the employment
of many civilian advisers, assures
the people of the islands that they
will not again be subject to the
austere domlination of a military
cabinet, And such an assurance as
that is what the Filipinos Dlave
wanted, for a long time, infinitely
more than they wanted freedom
from American suzerainty.

Some of these days, no doubt, a
Pennsylvania lawyer will be nomli-
nated for the Presidency by one or
the other of the big political par-
ties, Then, perhaps, it will not
be forgotien that in the always pe-
culiar state of Pennsylvania candi-
dates for Presidential electors
must, according to law, be named
by the party candidates within
thirty days after nomination.

Four years ago President Cool-
idge falled to comply with this re-
quirement. This year neither Mr.
Hoover nor Governor Smith—nor
any of their advisors—remembered
the fussy Pennsylvania stiltute.
which is the only one of its kind
in the country. -

years ago. This year Vice-Presi-
dential Candidates Curtis and Rob-
inson will have to do the picking.

Memory 18 not the recording of |
facts, but is the ability to recal! or !
racollect these impressions from |
the brain at some future time. Not |
ouly must these impress‘ons be
within. our bruin, but we must de-|
velop a mental force or strength to |
search these records and uncover !
the one which we need. |

First, we must form a clear cut
record in ou?® brain, and recondly,
we must be able tp ssurch it out
from among the numero¢s other
records at just the time that we
are in need of the information.
One can improve the depth of the
impressions in the brain by eulti-
vating a keer interest in every-
thing that hapgens. One should
practice observing clearly and dis-
tinetly until it becomes gn uncon-
sclous habit. Concentrate upon
those Lhings which yya wish to re-
member, and it is well to associate
these with many other .deas and
things so that in searching for a
thpought, we may discover It
through several different paths.

The brain associates one idea
with another, and most systems of
memory training make use of this
fact by teaching a visualizing pro-
cess. As you look at a thing, com-
pare it with another. Look at its
points of difference. Consider its
possibilities of difference and jug-
gle it about in your braln until you
realize its details clearly, If you do
this, you will find that in this par-
ticular instance, you will have a
good memory and be able to re-
call the incident years after it has
oceurred.

You can use special exerclises for
developing your memory, but it
you make an effort to thoroughly
understand every detall of the
thing you are trying to memorize,
you will find that your memory
will Improve by this practice alone.

A brain should certainly be kept
as neatly and orderly as a business
fille. The fmpressions and records
sltorved in the cells of the braln
should be so clear and distinet that
the mind will have no difficulty in
locating them and their related
ideas.

If one develops an enjoyment
and interest In the things which
he trlqg to memorize, he will find
that the hinpressions remalc much
stronger. One trouble with most
people is that they hate to memo-
rize certain things and they actunal-
ly develop a faculty in' thelr minds
for forgetting the things which
they do no¢ wish to remember, If
you Thave an appointment which
you do not wish to kez), you will,
in all probability, forget about it.

EXPLAINS THEORY OF
WARM AIR HEATING

By VICTOR W. CHERVEN -
Heating Engineer

Of all the dwelling houses {n the
United States, 46.9 per cent. are
heated by warm air central heating
systems, and 29.1 per cent. by
stoves, These flgures, recently
gathered by a statistical organiza-
tion not in any way connected with
the heating equipment industry,
suggesl that the prospective home
owner would do well to learn the
principles of warm air heating be-
fore choosing a plant to be install-

yed in his house.

TControl is the - most important
word in' the vocabulary of the mod-
ern heating and ventilating engis
neer—exact control of tempera-
ture, humidity and ' ventilation.
That is the principle upon which
the heating, cooling and ventilating
of our present-day skyscrapers-is
based, i

An example of this is'shown in &
new local theater. This building
is heated by steam—but not direct-
ly by means of radiators, because
fire ordinances prevent that and be-
cause direct radiation is not subject
to the same control as an indireet
system. So the steam is circulated
through coils.  Air I8 forced over
these coils after being washed and
pre-heated. Then it is blown by a
fan up through duets to the audi-
torium and other parts of the
bullding that need warming. Used
air is continually carried gawey Lo
make room for clean, healthful air
of the proper temperature, In
summer refrigerating coils are sub-
stituted for the hot steam coils and
the air forced up b; the fans is 70
degrees cool.”

This, in general, is the prineiple
of all modern heating and ventilat-
ing systems for public: buildings,
and it is the principle of warm air
heating for the home. Cool used
air from the living rooms is col-
lected, through floor registers and is
conducted to the central “heating
plant. Inside the jacket of the
plant it comes Iin contaect with the
heated castings of the furnace
proper. As it becomes warm [t
rises and tends to escape. This 1t
can do only through the "leaders"
or warm air pipes that conduct It
to the registers in the rooms that
need heating. - There it rises o
the breathing line and above. As
it cools it sinks toward the cold
alr intakes and follows the same
path again, )

So a warm air central ‘heafing
system does more than just warm
the air in the house.” It keeps that
air in circulation. Tests by au-
thoritative engineering agencies
have shown that standard heating
plants of one manulacturer com-
pletely changes the air {n every
room from one and a half to twn
times an hour,

Recently this concern has intro-
duced a new type of heating equip-
wment—a “super-circulator,"” in
which a fan unit is combined with
the heating plant to increase the
rapldity of eirculation of the air.
This increases the turn-over in each
room to from four to six times an
hour. But, even without the fan
unit, the air in the home is com-
pletely changed every thirty or
forty minutes. Every time It is
drawn over the heated castings of
the furnace it is cleansed and ster-
flized. This is one reason why
warm afr heating is healthful heat-
ing.

LEAKING WINDOWS
CAUSE BIG WASTE

—_——

While weather stripping s prob-
ably far from the mind of the per
son building at this time of the
during the c¢old
months have been well-establisned.
and as this is the season of bulld-
ing and repairing, it is wise to con-
sider weather stripping now. The
economv of using brass or bronze
as weather strip material, because
of their non-corrodible qualities, is
well establashed. <

Bulletin No. 1,194 of the YUnited
States Department of Agriculture
has the following to say of weather
stripping:

““Metal weather stripping has
shown itself a very efficient means
of reducing crack leakage and thus
a material aid in making a house
weather tight. When the work is
properly done most of the strip ‘s
hidden and the exposed part has a
rneat appearance. Metal weather
stripping should be permanent; it
should aliow easy movement of
sashes and at the same time pre-
venf the passage of alr.

“The clearance between windows
sashes and frames and between
doors and frames, varies from 1-16
to ¥ inch. With a wind volocity of
15 miles per hour an opening of
2-32 Inch would permit the pas-
sage of about 13 cubic feet of air
per minute for each lineal foot of
crack around the window.

“Metal weather strips will reduce
leakage losses and will aid mater-
fally toward an annual saving of
fuel. The prevention of - window
leakage means a saving of heat and
lessening of ¢irt blown into the
house,

“A fuel saving of fifteen to
twenty per cent. appears pnssible
by equipping windows and doors
with metal weathar strips. This cost
of this may frequently be off set by
the reduction {n the cost of the
heating plant.”

geeking this route it wunds the
human body in the way — swish,
bang—through it goes, and the
thing damaged by the searing pas-
sage is neither the escaping current
por the ground into which It es-
capes,

Protect Your Safety

it; second, of installing devices in
such a way that in case ot accidental
escape of the current, the current
will find its way directly Lo 'lhe
groiind in a manner that will neith-
er kill humans nor seat fire 1o
property; and, to develop a sense of
caution in the human operator Lh:}t
will lead him always to use electric
devices in a way that will protect
is own safety.

The person who turrs on an elec-
tric light with one hand while the
other hand turns on a faucet may
get an awful shock. Through the
pipes that lead the water 1o the
faucet there is a direct entry into
the ground. The pipe is "gron}nd-
ed,” If by any chance there is a
current leak at the electric fixtures,
the current will not only pass alon#
one arm and down the other into
the faucet and pipe, but in so doing
it will cross the main part of the
body . The shock in such a case is
more than likely to prove Ifatal.

Water is known as a good con-
ductor of electricty. Nearly every-
one knows how dangerous it is to |
take hold of an electric fixture with
& hand that is wet, or even dampen-
ed by perspiration. All of us have
observed how frequently lightning
strikes a lake during a severe elec-
trical storm. Yet there are people
who will sit in the water of a bath-
tub at the same time that ahn elec-
trical vibrating device is in the tub.
Top use this device properly is all
well enough. But to run the risk
of there being a leak of electricity
and to step into the water, knowing
that the water may be highly charg-
ed with electricity, is an act of the
purest folly.

An Interesting Book
~phese are typical of the hazards
one runs with electrical attach-
ments, all of which risks are un-
necessary. Similar situations may
arise with an elegtric iron used
near a sink, a basement washtub,
or any other installation directly

grounded by means of pipes.

For American Chastisement

OWN in the warm and
warlike little country of
Nicaragua there is a gen-
tleman named Sandino who
has been giving Uncle Sam

a vast amount of inconvenience and
notoriety of late.

Some people would contead that
Sandino is in fact no gentleman, but
merely a ‘bandit. Others, however,
regard him as a valiant and high-
minded patriot.

Without taking sides in this con-
troversy, it is safe to remark that he
is one of a lengthy list of international
trouble makers whom Uncle Sam has
tried, more or less successfully, to
chastise or subdue during the past
century or so, including pirates, fili-
busters, Indian chiefs, Filipino reb-
els, and Mexican outlaws.

Go back more than a century and
a quarter, and you begin with a scene
from our dramatic efforts to round up
the Algerian pirates.

On a hot afternoon in September
of the year 1800, the most high, ever o
blessed and exalted ruler of one of these piratical gangs was
holding an interview in his palace with Captain William Bain-
bridge, of the U. S. frigate George Washington. )

This particular pirate chieftain was Mustapha, dey, i e.,
supreme ruler, of Algiers, one of the foremost of the nuisances
from which trade in the Mediterranean Sea had been suffering
for several hundred years. Captain Bainbridge had come to
see him under the most humiliating circumstances, and Mustapha
was in the act of adding insult to this already insufferable
injury. . ‘

Bainbridge had just sailed into the Mediterranean with the
first United States man-of-war that ever entered that sea; but
he came not to wage honorable warfare against these imsolent
enemies of his country. He came instead to bow humbly before
them and pay to them the tribute which every year his govern-
ment was obliged to bring, under penalty of having the robbery
and murder of her merchants and sailors renewed. .

The treaty between Algiers and the United tates, ratified
by our Senate in 1796, ends with the provision that ““The Dey
of Algiers will observe the treaty on consideration of the _Umt‘ed
States paying annually the value of 12,000 Algerine “sequins
($21,600) in maritime stores."”

N this afternoon, the despotic little pirate peremptorily

commanded Captain Bainbridge to disregard the orders

of his government and go on an errand for the Dey of
Algiers, taking an ambassador and more than two hundred other
passengers to Constantinaple on his frigate! ‘

In reporting this outrage later to his superiors, the Y ankee
captain wrote: “Every cffort was made by me to evade this
demand, but it availed nothing. The Dey remarked to me,
*You pay me tribute, by which you become my slaves:." [ have,
therefore, a right to order you as [ may think proper.

William Bainbridge was as far from being a coward as any
man that ever lived; yet he submitted to this demand. His
ship was anchored at the time under the batteries of Algiers
and at their mercy. Moreover, a refusal would have unleashed
a pack of Algerian corsairs to prey on American commerce.

Moreover, all the powers of Europe had been helplessly
putting up with this sort of thing for centuries. Eng}nsh. French,
and Spanish men-of-war had repeatedly gone on just such er-
rands, and, indeed, the English admiral offered a ship for this
very job, but the Dey declined, because he thought it was time
to teach the Americans a lesson in obedience. _

The-Americans did learn a lesson from this incident, but it
was not precisely the one the haughty Dey meant to teach.
Bainbridge recites that lesson correctly further on in his report:
“I hope I may never again be sent to Algiers with tribute,” he
writes, “unless I am authorized to deliver it from the mouth
of our cannon."

company which the
famed financier, Cor-
nelius Vanderbilt, and
his associates had been
operating through Nie-
aragua, carrying
would-be gold miners
from the Atlantic to
the Pacific, en route
for California.

This company had
long been trying to
dodge payment to the
government of the
share of its profits
which its charter speci-
fied. Accordingly.
Walker now offered,
as acting head of the
government, to take
the debt out in trade;
that is, for every able-
hodied immigrant the
company would bring
into Nicaragua, it
would be credited with
twenty dollars on ac-
count of its debt.

The Vanderbilt
group accepted this
bargain, and open re-
cruiting on a large
scale began. Adver-

tisements were

placed in the news-
papers of New
York and New Or-
leans to attract volun-
teers. For instance. in

rid themselves of the terrible
ankee ~who had so often
butted in on their favorite

national sport of civil war. Naturally, therefore, they con-
demned him by court-martial and shot. him.

THE. North American Indian trouble-makers whom the
United States army had to hunt down are far tos pumerous
for mention here. Uncle Sam seems to have proceeded
on the l!‘xeory that all the good Indians were dead.

Bu'r'm one of the most exciting of Uncle Sam's hunting
expeditions to capture inlernational trouble-makers, the chief
huntsman was Brigadier Ceneral Funston, and the game he
Wwas pursuing was that intrepid Filipino, Emilio Aguinaldo.

The chief problem was to catch Aguinaldo, withoul whose
restless and indomitable energy the revolt would soon die down.
One day an intercepied letter gave our forces a clue to his secret
hiding place, in a remote part of the Islands.

The signature of one of the insurgent leaders was forged to
letters informing Aguinaldo of the capture of five Americans,
who were being sent to his headquarters. Among the five was
Funston himself. e “insurgent” guard who were to convey
these prisoners to the big chief consisted largely of Macabebes,
natives who had long been the bitter foes of the Tagalogs by
whom Aguinaldo ‘was supported.

hey were disguised in captured insurgent uniforms. and
after many hair-raising and harrowing experiences, managed to
arrive with their American “prisoners” at the headquarters of
the commander-in-chief.

unston’s own story of the last scene in this desperate adven-
ture, runs as follows: **Segovia and Hilario (two of Funston's
men) now had a most trying half hour. They called on Agui-
nalde at his headquarters, and found him surrounded by seven
insurgent officers, all of them armed with revolvers. Outside,
the 50 men of the (Aguinaldo's) escort, neatly uniformed and
armed with Mausers, were drawn up to do the honors tor the
reinforcements (Funston's Macabebes) that had made such a
wonderful march to join them. Segovia and Hilario entertained
those present with stories of the march, and were warmly con-
gratulated on having made it success fully.

The notice in New Orleans papers wa: more
explicit:

“"NICARAGUA.—The Government of Nic-
aragua is desirous of having its lands seltied and
cultivated by an industrious class of people, and
cffers as an inducement to immigrants, a donation
of Two Hundred and Fifty Acres of Land for
single persons, and One Hundred Acres addi-
tional to persons of family. . . ."”

The United States government had grave
doubts as to the legality of this suspicious emi-
gration of so many fighting men to Nicaragua,
but found it practically impossible to distinguish
the filibusters from bona fide settlers, or even from
passengers on the way to California; hence little
was done about it,

Indeed, the chief cause of Walker's troubles
came from his defiance, or perhaps his double-

crossing, of the Vanderbilt transportation

company.

Once when he was actually brought to

It remained for Spain herself to
finish him, which she did, joyfully
enough, by fastening his neck in an
iron collar and then tightening the col-
lar till breathing became quite impossible,

is was as a reward for his last raid into

Cuba, in 1851. On the same occasion, his Spanish
captors court-martialled and shot a number of young
men of prominent southern families, followers of
Lopez in this filibustering expedition. Uncle Sam
mourned: therr untimely decease, but over the de-
parted Lopez shed never a tear.

ILLIAM WALKER, of Nashville, Ten-
nessee, started out to win for himself a Cen-
tral American kingdom. and for Uncle Sam
a reputation for bad neighborliness.
_ alker was a man of parts: part scholar, part
journalist, part politician, and part bandit. In
1836 he graduated from the Unhiversity of Nash-
ville, was later admitted to the bar, then studied
medicine at Edinburg, Scot- -
land, and Heidelberg, Ger-
many; and later engaged in
newspaper work in New
Orleans and San Fran-
cisco.

From the latter city in
1853 he launched an
armed expedition against
the Mexican state of So-
nora, in Lower California,
hoping to bring it back
with him into the United
States,

He was prevented from
prying it loose, however, by
the Mexican army, and after

Famed filibuster

William W alber

. dreamed of

an empire, himself
its Napoteon.
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HE poor little *‘Macs’ were in such a nervous state from
their excitement over the strange drama that they were
playing a part in that they were pretty badly rattled.
They had loaded their pieces and were standing at ‘order arms,”
as were the men of the escort facing them on the other side of
the little square. They fired a ragged volley, killing two men
of the escort and very severely wounding the leader of Agui-
raldo’s band.

“Aguinaldo, hearing the firing, and thinking that the men of
his escort had broken loose to celebrate the arrival of the re-
inforcements, stepped to the window and called out, ‘Stop that
foolishness. Don't waste your ammunition." Before he could
turn around, Hilario had grasped him about the waist and
thrown him under a table, where he literally sat on him.

“I'had given the most positive orders to the effect that in no
circumstances should Aguinaldo be killed, and that no lives
should be taken unless it was absolutely necessary. But as
Segovia dashed back into the room, several of the officers started
to draw their revolvers, and he opened fire on them, hitting Villa
three times, who was tugging to get a Mauser automatic pistol
out of its holster, and also wounding Major Alhambra.

"Villa surrendered, as did Santiago Barcelona, treasurer of
the so-called republic. Alhambra and the other officers leaped
from one of the windows into the river, the house standing on
the bank, and escaped by swimming. -

fore the United States was ready to set an example to an aston-
iched and envious Europe by giving these Barbary thieves of
the_north African coast the trouncing they so richly deserved.

For one thing, the prestige of the new republic was yet to
be established. When Bainbridge, with the frigate George
Washington, arrived at Constantinople and informed the au-
thorities that he was an officer of the navy of the United States,
they inquired in surprise what and where was the United States.
It was a country they had never previously heard of. When
Bainbridge explained that it was a little, out-of-the-way place
that Christopher Columbus had happened to find, they politely
took his word for it.

Very soon afterward, nevertheless, the long and difficult task
of hunting down and squelching these international desperadoes
was begun, and it offers some of the most picturesque and
dramatic episades in all history.

' A BOUT half a century later, Uncle Sam was visibly an-
noyed by the lawless efforts of a couple of international
trouble-makers, one, Narcisso Lopez, of South America;

the other, William Walker, of North America, both of them

These elusive gentlemen kept the United States embroiled
with her neighbors during several years, while they led bands
of adventurous would-be conquerors into Cuba, Nicaragua, and
other regions that promised gain and glory. )

Lopez wanted to steal Cuba away from Spain, and a large
part of the slaveholding South gave him their blessing, together
with other more immediately helpful forms of assistance. The

government at Washington, bombarded by protests from the

Spanish ambassador, was on Lopez's trail much of the time,

.

returning at very high speed
to Uncle Sam's territory and
protection, he was tried in
San Francisco for violating
the neutrality laws against
our friendly neighbor, Mex-
ico; but he was promptly
acquitted by a jury that was
not over-fond of Mexicans,
and soon afterward began
his series of attempts against
Nicaragua and her neighbors in Central America. -

His plans for this region were statesmanlike. Realizing that
there was little hope for really democratic government there, he
determined to establish a United States of Central America as
a military empire, with himself as its Napoleon.

All he felt the need of for success in this enterprise was money,
troops, and settlers. If only he could import enough of these
from the United States of North America, the prospects for his
new empire, controlling as it did the route-for a probable canal
between the Atlantic and Pacific oceans, were glorious,

IS first step was to interfere in a civil war in Nicaragua,
H backed by a mighty army of 58 persons. whom he had
managed to smuggle out of the United States in a leaky
old brig, after being held up for debt by the sheriff for a couple
of anxious weeks. He soon showed himself so valuahle "an
ally, however, and so dangerous an opponent, that the more-
or-less president made him commander-in-chief of tha Nica-
raguan armies, ,
To increase the strength of these forces, Walker sought the

then promptly granted a new transportation
charter to Vanderbilt's enemies. Whereupon Cornelius Van-
derbilt vowed he would get square with this insolent filibuster,
and soon afterward made good his threat by organizing and
financing a coalition of Central American states against him.

Thus Walker was hunted down rather by Uncle Cornelius
than by Uncle Sam, though he finally did surrender, on May 1,
1857, to a U. S, Naval officer who had intervened to stop the
lawless warfare.

This time Walker was down, but not yet out. He could
no longer get the backing-of Northern capitalists, so he turned
te Southern slaveholders, who longed to see Nicaragua annexed
to the United States as additional slave territory.

Under the patronage of the slave interests he made another
expedition, in November, 1857, but Commodore Hiram Pauld-
ing, of the American navy, landed an armed force in Nicaragua
and arrested the filibusters almost as soon as they arrived,
thereby making himself most tremendously unpopular back home,
where public sympathy was largely with the dashing and un-
scrupulous Walker.

Paulding was denounced in the newspapers, pilloried in each
House of Congress as guilty of high-handed outrage, and cen-
sured by President Buchanan for exceeding his instructions and
violating the neutrality of a foreign country. Walker was in-
stantly set at liberty, and, when tried for violating the neutrality
laws, was promptly acquitted by a ‘New Orleans jury.

He made another attempt, in 1860, but this time fell into
the harsh hands of Uncle John Bull. Landing on the coast of
Honduras, the northern neighbor of Nicaragua, he was arrested
by an English naval officer and handed over to the. Hondyran
government. ' ‘ :

HE last hero-villain in our story is Francisco Villa. upon

wham the great University of Hard Knocks had early

bestowed the well-earned degrees of M. B.. C.1., and
R.L. (Murderer-Bandit, Cattle Thief, and Revolutionary
Leader). '

He first collided directly with Uncle Sam on March 9, 1916,
in the little town of Columbus, New Mexico, having come
across the border with perhaps 150 of his desperadoes to *‘sheot
up” the town. ;

Two years earlier his troops had ‘almost shot a hole in the
Monroe Dottrine by murdering an English ranchman in Mexico,
leaving to us the ticklish job of soothing John Bull's ruffed
{eelings.

After the raid on Columbus, we decided that, since the Mex-
ican government apparently could not control this international
ruisance, we would attempt that task ourselves.

Within a week, two columns, numbering 6000 men, marched
across the New Mexican boundary under command of Brigadier-
General Pershing. Their destination was wherever Villa might
happen to Le when they arrived, but he had always left that
spot a few hours before their arrival.

Pershing was as hopelessly baffled as'a dog snapping vainly
after an elusive flea.

Once, to be sure,

LACK OF VITAMINS
IN FOOD MAY BRING ON
“NIGHT BLINDNESS.”

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN,

Editor Journal . of the American
Medical Association and of Hygeia,
the Health Magazine,

In New Foundland the inhab-
itants liva on what they can get
out of the sea. Agriculture is
scanty, and cattle are difficult to
house and feed during the winter.

Dr. W. R. Ackrovd, apalyzing
the diet .of the Newioundlander,
finds the people living on foods
that correspond largely to the sup-
ply of a ship for a long voyage;
namely, ship-biscuits, barreled
salt pork and cleomargarine. To
this may be added white flour,
molasses, small amounts of pota-
toes, cabbages and turnips. Dur-
ing the summer occasionally fresh
fish, eggs and poultry may he
eaten, but the fish, which is the
cnly plentiful fresh food, is usual-
Iy sold.

As might be expected the New-
fcundlanders suffer largely on
such a diet with deficiency di-
seases. Scurvy, due to the absence
of vitamin C, is not so common
among these people as are beri-
beri, which 1Is assoeciated with an
absence of vitamin B, and dis-
turbances of the eyes associated
with a deficiency of vitamin A.
