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HOOVER SAYS
FARM RELIEF
1S INPORTANT

If Elected He Will Apply Big

Business Methods to Reg-
ulate Prices of All Farm
Products.

Stanford Unlversity, Calif., Aug.
14.—The 1injection of “Big Busl-
ness'"' methods into the conduct of
American agricullure will be Her-
bert Hoover's first contribution to
the relief of the farm problem,
should be he elected president, it
was learned here today.

Convinced that agriculture has
suffered unnecessary losses through
slack business methods, Hoover
will seek to organize American
farmers into a serfes of gigantic
cooperatives, one for each major
crop, in an effort to eliminate
waste, improve marketing condi-
tions, reduce cost of production and
distribution and Increase farm prof-
its. He is certain, it was learned,
that proper business regulation of
agriculture will go far toward era-
dicating agricultural depression.

Farm Rellef Plan

The Hoover farm relief program
however will include recommenda-
tion to Congress for the creation of
a farm board, backed by at least
$250,000,000 of government funds
but regulated and controlled by
farmers themselves, for the hand-
dling of surplus erops. In his aec-
ceptance speech, he also pledged
the development of Inland water-
ways to reduce transportation costs,
and the equalization of tariff rates
on farm products to give the farm-
er the same protection enjoyed by
industry.

The Republican nominee declar-
ed the ‘“‘greatest problem' of the
farmer though was to divise “some
plan, along cooperative lines that
will enable him to protect his sur-
pluses.” In a talk to newspaper
correspondents about his speech,
Hoover told of an inecident in the
New York fruit market, which {lI-
lustrated the necessity for inject-
ing better business methods Into
the agricultural situation,

Relates Incident

of fruit reached New York City
from California and 5,000 more
from Florida, he added, the New
York market totalled but 1,600
cars. As a result, he added, the
New York market was blutted and
prices collapsed.

Columbus, Ohio, Aug. 14.—
Prohibition held the center of the
stage in Ohlo today as 900,000 vot-
ers began their march to the prim-
ary election booths to nominate
state, county and judlcial ecandl-
dates for the November election.
Though the ballots make no ref-

erence to the prohibition bugbear,
the Anti-Saloon League has en-
dorsed or opposed primary candi-
dates on both sides of the political
fence for nearly every state office,
and has been in the thick of one
of the hottest primary campaigns
since 1914 when the late U. S. Sen-
ater Frank B. Willis won the G.
O. P. nomination and later defeated
former Governor JiAmes M. Cox,
Democratic standard bearer.
Fess Unopposed

U. S. Senator Simeon D. Fess, G.
O. P., keynoter at the national con-
vention at Kansas City and candi-
date for re-election is one of the
few unopposed on the Republican
ballots, while Congressman Theo-
dore E. Burton, of Cleveland, and
Jacob S. Coxey, (Coxey's Army
leader) of Massillon, are two of
five candidates contesting for the
right to run for the place of the
late F. B. Willis in the U. S. Sen-
ate. Six .gubernatorial candidates
and nine aspirants for the lieuten-
ant governorship appear on the
Republican primary ballots.

On the Democratic side the fight
has beca as bitter as though only
28 candidates are trying for the
nine state offices, while 36 Repub-
licans are in the primary race.

Washington, Aug, l4.—Another
effort to work out an equitable dis-
tribution of broadcasting frequen-
cles on the North American conti-
nent will be made August 20 when
American, Canadian, Cuban and
Mexican radio authorities will con-
fer here,

Commissioner 0. H. Caldwell
was today designated to represent
the United States in the parley.

Radio broadcasting is expanding
rapldly in the other-countries as
well as the United States. Listen-
ers all over North America are de-
manding action which will elimi-
nete the international interference,

Canada has six exclusive wave
lengths and shares time on six
others. Broadcasters there, how-
ever, with about 80 stations in op-
eration, have represented to this

government that they are entitled

to 12 exclusive channels., In addi-

tion the Canadians desire to share

time on & number of other waves.
Mexican Stations

Néither Cuban nor Mexican sta-
tions have exclusive channels and
as a consequence there is consider-
able interference between the Latin
American stations and those in
southern and eastern Uniterl
States, Cuba has nearly 50 stations
operating on the broadecast band
hetween 200 and 550 metres, while
there are 18 stations in Mexico, one
Iin Haiti and one in Salvador.

Broadcast programs from the
Cuban stations are readily picked
up during the winter by listeners
east of the Mississippi river, The
Spanish and tropical type of enter-
tainment transmitted by the Cuban
stations has a peculiar charm of
great appeal to American listeners,
although interference robs the pro-
grams of thelr greatest value,

Mexican Programs

With the ordinary receiver the
programs from Mexico are not so
frequently received, although ra-
dio officials of that country fee]
that with a few exclusive wave
bands American listeners might get
the benefit of an annual form of
entertainment put on the air at
Mexico City.

There are approximately 900
stations operating in North Ameri-
ca between 200 and 500 metres,
with but 96 wave channels avall-
able,

The radio commission discussed
the situation informally today. Its
members expressed the opinion
that a satisfactory international
pelicy can be worked out at the
North American conference, Under
the present conditions none of the
countries involved gets much satls-
faction out of the broadcasting
systems of their international
neighbors.

WAGES CUT ABROAD

London, Aug. 14.—Every man
employed by English railways—
approximately 680,000 in number
—{from the executives down to the
humblest station porter will re-
ceive a reduction in wage or salary
as a result of the financial erisis
confronting the four great railway
systems,

The men voted to accept a 2 1-2
per cent wage cut while the execu-
tives acted voluntarily in slicing
their own incomes.

The railways have been losing
money s0 heavily since the war
that they were threatened with ac-
tual = bankruptey unless dragtic
steps were taken to retrench ex-
penses,

An agreement was reached be-
tween the companies,and the three
rallyvay tradé unions which was
later put to a vote by the men. It
was ratified. The new wage scale
‘went into effect yesterday.

% It was estimated today that the
wage cut will save the companies
approximately $14,000,000 during
the next year. Railway receipts so
far in 1928 are $30,000,000 under
those of last year.

ON MARKET NEXT MONTH

Inventor Says They Will Be
Sold First in England—Not
Expensive.

London, Aug. 14 — Television
broadeasting on a large scale will
he started in England in the
avtumn If the predlctions of John
L. Baird, the inventor, are fulfilled.
Baird's company is now turning out
television recelving apparatus at
moderate prices, and actual broad-
casting will start as soon as cer-
tain mechanical arrangements have
been completed.

“Televisors will be put on sale at
the end of September," Baird said
today. "They will cost about §125,
and will serve the double purpose
of radio and television receivers.
They will be designed to link up to
existing aerials in the ordinary way,
and will co~tain a .wireless set (o
receive ordinary broadecast pro-
grams, as well as a televisor screen
on which will be visualized the fea-
tures of the human face. The pic-'
tures will be seen on a round screen
-eight Inches in diameter.

“At first we will broadeast only
the head and shoulders of speakers
and actors from our own studio,
but later we will enlarge our plant
permit the broadcasting of
groups, with the possibility that
complete stage plays can be sent
out within a short time.”

CORONER BLAMES
DRIVER OF TRUCK

Judge 0'Connell Finds
Joseph Radville Was
Criminally Negligent.

Judge Michael D. O'Connell, de-
puty coroner of Tolland County,
who has been conducting an in-
vestigation into the death of the
three boys, who dled from burns
following an accident on the Rock-
ville-Talcottyille road on the night
of July 26, today filed his findings
with Coroner John Fahey of Rock-
ville. In this investigation‘he finds
that Joseph Radville, of Hartford,
the driver of the truck, was crim-
inally negligent in the operating of
the truck which resulted in the
death of the three boys.

In his findings he reviews the
conditions of the road as he found
it through investigation and from

were employed at the time of the
accident in the plantation fields of
Ellington.

He also takes occasion to men-
tion in the last paragraph of his
finding that although these condi-
tions were found to be true con-
cerning the working of young chil-
dren in the tobacco fields he has
also found that there is no law to
prevent it and expresses the opin-
fon that the laws concerning the
working of children in agricultural
pursuits In the state of Connecti-
cut are badly in need of a change.

HOOVER SAYS
FARM RELIEF
IS IMPORTANT

(Continued from Page 1.)

and down the Atlantic .coast, des-
troying the markets in all nearby
cities. One car, he added, travelled
17,000 miles and when it finally
halted, the fruit was dumped into
a sewer,

Hoover has become convinced
that this sort of distribution and
waste caused the farmers millions
of dollars in losses every year. He
will attempt to eliminate it by get-
ting the farmers to organize nation-
wide cooperatives to handle market
distribution and production prob-
lems—just as furniture-makers
.steel manufacturers, oil producers
and other business men do—Hoov-
er believes half of their losses could
| be eliminated. At least, he will give
this method of relief test, provid-
ing the farmers agree, as the gov-
ernment itself would only partici-
pate in an advisory capacity.

A Farm Board

The nominee also believes that
his proposal for a farmer-control-
led, federally-financed farm board
will solve the surplus crop prob-
lemi. He tgld of the crash of cotton
prices a year ago and declared it
was his opinion that the cotton
crop could have been stabilized if
1,000,000 bales had been with-
drawn from the market. He will
ask Congress, should he be elected,
to provide funds for just such a
situation.

As he said In his speech, Hoover
believes the farm problem is the
most serious one facing the country
today. He pledged himself publicly,
and private conversations pledged
himself anew, to “‘bend every effort
toward finding a solution for it,”
should he be chosen presidend.

Many Messages

The nominee planned to rest at
his home here all day. He called off
a proposed fishing trip to a nearby
lake, so he could answer some of
the hundreds of congratulatory tel-
egrams sent him on his acceptance
speech.

FATE OF JUGO-SLAVIA
HANGS IN THE BALANCE

(Continoed from Page 1.)

slans, the Poles, and the Czechs,

In the middle ages the Serbs
had a great empire. This fell un-
der assaults by Turks and Aus-
trians,

The Croats for about 200 years,
beginning in A. D. 910, had a sep-
arate kingdom. Then they and the
Slovenes also came under Austrian
domination, and later were shifted
to the tender mercies of the Hun-
garians,

Before the World War, Serbia ex-
Isted as a much-diminished sepa-
rate kingdom and Croatia and Slo-
venfa were part of the Austro-
Hungarian empire. Croatia had a
separate loca. parliament.

The War's Aftermath

When the great war ended,
Croats, Serbs and Slovenes came
together., The idea of the Croats
was to have some sort of federated
state. But they were overborne
and the big new state of Jugo-
slavia was formed. .

For ten years there has been
dissatisfaction. It centers in Bel-
grade, the capital of the majority,
and In Zagreb, formerly known as
Agram, the chief city of Croatia.

Zagreb is a splendidly built,
thoroughly modern metropolis of
100,000 people. Belgrdde is slat-
tern, slovenly. The citizen of
Zagreb looks on Belgrade with
contempt.

The Croats and Slovenes ‘com-
plain the Serbs seek to central-
ize all power in Belgrade; that
taxes are collected and money
spent for the aggrandizement of
what was once Serbia to the detri-
ment of the other portions of the
triune kingdom.

Divided on Religion

Religion, too, plays a big part.
Old Serbia in the main is Ortho-
dox like Russia, Croatia, in the
main is Roman Catholle.

The Zagreb business man is a
petter one than his rival of Bel-
grade. The Croatian farmer is a
more up-to-date agriculturist than
‘the Serbian.

In the national parliment the
Croatian Farmer's Party, a solid
block of over 80 members, had
been led by Raditeh. So active was
he that at one time he was jailed
on a charge of treason to the state.

While Siefan lay on his bed of
pain, after being shot down in the
Belgrade parliment by a fellow
deputy, he gave orders that his
partisans should quit the Bel-
grade body and treat it as a rump
assembly. A Croatian parliment
was set up in Zagreb.

His Vision

Raditch’s vision was of two. per-
haps three south Slav states in-
dependent of each other but fed-
erated under a common king Al-
exander. The federation would
deal only with foreign affairs,
and war-making. 0ld Stefan's
chief aide, M. Predawetz, &ave
point to this vision by saying:

“Serbia and Croatia are differ-
ent worlds. = Our forefathers were
wiser than we because they did
not build a common state with the
Serbians, in spite of 1000 years
of neighborliness, . This common
state is impossible for the future.’

If it were merely a matter of
interior politics, the Serbs might
try force on the Croats. But there
is a big black cloud to the west,
and its name is Italy.

Italian and Jugeslav ambitions
constantly clash. Italy would like
to make an Italian lake of the Ad-
riatic, hut Jugoslavia has the long
Dalmatian sea coast.

War Clouds

For her own protection Jugo-
slavia wanted to control the poli-
tics of the little state of Alban:a,
hut Mussolini beat her.to it.

There might have been war 10u8
ago, but for tke fact the Jugoslav
army lacks heavy artillery, and
the further fact that the Croats
and the Slovenes are disaffected.

Recently, the Netuno treaties
have been broached. These would
grant Italy 'certain rights on the
Dalmatian coast of = Jugoslavia.
The Croats fear this would be the
beginning of the swallowing up of
Jugoslavia by Italy. But the Serb
majority has assented to the treat-
ies. Thus came about another
sharp civil clash.

Under the new voting bill, which
gives equal franchise to men and
women of England, the latter will
outnumber the men by more than
two million.

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AGRICULTURE

There will be ready
among thinking people
theory, premulgated by Herbert
Hoover in his acceptance speech,
that the welfare of the agricultur-
alist is so much the concern of all
the people of the country that it
is ridiculous to suppose the nation
cannot employ some of its capital
in insuring the stahility of agricul-
ture if necessary, It is only the re-
stricted of vision who declare that
the farmer must work out his own
salvation unaided by government,
and that it would be as sensible to
uvodertake to guarantee to make
any other industry profitable as to
extend government aid to the farm-
er,

in the first place the farmer
feeds the. country. Our eivilization
could not endure, the people could
not even continue to exist, weré it
rot for this industry of agriculture
whieh lies at the base of all human
effort, The very first consideration
is an adequate continuance of the
food supply. That makes the farmy
a national responsibility.

In the second place agriculture
iz the only important industry In
which it is impossible for any
amount of effort to bring about a
definite result in production. The
steel industry can and does govern
its product, almost to the ground,
by the extent of the demand.' The
farmer cannot thus exactly meas-
ure out his effort and his expendi-
ture. Sun, rain, drought, visitations
of pests, matters utterly beyond
his control or of the control of gov-
ernment, bear directly on the
amount of his product. They may
make it double of normal or they
may cut it in half, They may maks
him temporarily plethoric or, after
ke has invested his profits in im-
proved machinery one year, they
may ruin him the next.

Manufacturing in many lines fis
an exact science, Agriculture can
never be, Manufacturing and mer-
chandising by their own wisdom
can erect dependable safeguards
against loss. Agriculture cannot.

And yet the farms must always
be operated, in the interest of the
national existence to say nothing
of national well-being.

LIGHTNING

The New York Herald-Tribune
is much bewildered over the fact
of lightning killing a swimmer at
Holley Park near South Plainfield,
N.'J., seeming to regard the cir-
cumstance as upsetting all the
theories about lightning's man-
euvres, What appears to get the
Tribune mixed up is the circum-
stance that the bolt first struck an
automobile near the edge of the
water and “instead of then passing
jato the ground, as theory would

saggest, the electric force seems
to have glanced off the car, entered
the water near the Dbather and
shocked him so severely that he
died."” This is not the way, says the
Herald-Tribune, that ordinary elec-
tric sparks should behave,

We gather that the New York
paper is more impressed /by the ex-
traordinary proceeding of tha
lightning in killing the bather than
by its having struck the automo-
bile. Our impression 1{s that a
bather is legitimately liabla to be
killed by a bolt striking the water,
the water providing a  natural
ground. If there is any valid rea-
son why a discharge should not
ground by way of an Intervening
body of water it isn't generally
comprehended. On the other hand,
it lightning did hit the automo-
bile, what becomes of the theory
that rubber tired vehicles not pro-
vided with some artificial ground
connection are immune to light-
ning on account of their perfect in-
sulation?

Perhaps the automobile in ques-
tion swas a wreck, without tires.
Perhaps there was .some attach-
ment or temporary ground that
would make it possible for the
electrical discharge to reach
earth through it. If not, if it was a
regularly equipped car standing on
it own tires and not otherwise in
contact with the earth, then a dear-
Iy treasured theory goes to glory
in an exploéion of
fact,

Perhaps, and most likely, the
bolt that hit the car and the one
that killed the bather were not the
same bolt, at all. though coming
practically at the same time.

Anyvhow, if we were as near to
the scene as the Tribune, and as
curious about it, and had as many
r«porters, we'd try to find out
about that automobile,

THE REASON FOR IT

A man, admittedly under the in-
fluence of *‘several drinks," passed
a traffic signal in Hartford, A traf-
fic officer chased him, haled him to
the curb and asked an explanation.
The driver, in answer, started his
car and sped away. The policeman
chased him in a citizen's automo-
bile, blowing his whistle. The fugi-
tive drove two miles at high speed,
carrowly missing a collision at an
intersecting street. The policeman
fired one shot into the air and four
shots at the fugitive's tires, The
last shot punctured a front shoe
and the car stopped. The driver re-
sisted arrest, Besides what liquor
was inside the driver and two com-
panions there was a pint in a bottle
in the car.

In Hartford police court the
driver, who was merely charged
with reckless driving, was dis:
charged. The policeman has been
called on to defend himself 2gainst
charges for shooting at the run-
away car. He was, righteously, ex-
onerated,

If this is the attitude that Is to
be adopted by the courts of Con-
necticut toward the enforcement ot
the already feeble automobile laws,
we might as well withdraw all
traflic police, disband the state
troopers, give up every attempt to
regulate trafiic and turn the roads
and streets over to the drunken,
the utterly reckless and the semi-
idiotie, while decent people junk
their cArs and return as best they
may to the transportation system
of 1890 and the use of Shank's
mare—crossing the roads and the
streets with prayers on their lips.

Perhaps the policeman in ques-
tion would have done better to re-
frain from scattering bullets abaut
Hartford streets. On the other
hand no indiseriminate
could be a whit more dangerous tn
life than a drunken fool driving an
automobile haphazard, either in a
city or on the open road.

For his own sake we are glad
that Hartford Policeman Maloney
did not land his bullet in the skull
ol the driver he was chasing, But
it he had, like as not it would have
prevented the yet-to-come killing
of some worth-while citizen in a
crash with a murderousgly driven
automobile,

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THE CURE OF ANEMIA

eaten much the same foods as the'
other members of the family, And

spinach, steak, and even liver, in
trying to supply his body with the
organic iron which the blood seems
to require.

Anemia is not alone caused by a
lack of mineral elements. The fault
with the anemic patient Is tha. the
iron and other minerals carried in
the food he uses are either des-
troyed before it reaches the red
corpuscles, or the red cells are
themselves destroyed by the poisons
which exist in his body. In many
cases it seems- that the more food
he puts into his body, the more the
red cells are destroyved. It does not
take a sage to wunderstand that
something in the body is destroying
these cells, and all the investigation
of physiologists has failed to dis-
close any special place in the body
where these cells are killed.

The anemic toxemia is like a de-
vouring monster in the body which
eats up the red blocd cells and
drinks up the hemoglobin, Stary-
ing this toxic monster out seems to
be the only cure of pernicious
anemia. While fasting on plain
water often brings about very de-
sirable results, my experience has
shown that an orange juice fast is
even more satisfactory. Thisg is be-
cause the orange juice supplies the
body with caleium and other miner-
als and with the needed vitamins of
which the blood has been depleted.
At the same time, due to the stimu-
lating effect of the citric acid of
the orange, the poisons can be more
rapidly eliminated from the body.
Since orange juice does not require
much energy for its digestion and
assimilation, it does not interfere
with the eliminative processes of
the body.

I have never known of a single
case of pernicious anemia that id
not immediately begin to improve
on an orange fast, anu the almest
unbelieveable fact is that the num-
ber of red cells is actually increased
at a rapid rate when no other food
of any kind but orange juice is used.
I am not speaking from mere
theory. Laboratory tests will prove
this assertion, and I have yet to
see a case where this chanze does
not take place.

Of course, the usual intestinal
irrization should be taken as with
any other kind of a fast. and two
or three sponge of shower laths
used every day. The patient is ad-
vised 10 take some deep breathing
exerclses from the very start and to
these breathing

seems that a cur has been effected.
This extra breathing supplies the
‘blood with more oxygen with which
to carry on work, and this nxygen
Is badly needed by the patient.

body. Blood tests should be taken
~frequently, and if there is any
i material loss from the -blood cell

cell increase, it is advisable to take
another short fast as before, and
{ then return to the diet, alternating
I with the fasting and dieting for
some time if it seems necessary
until all of the bodily toxins which
| may have been responsible for the
original trouble are entirely re-

Most peo-
ple do not have any symptoms from
a floating kidney, and majority of
patients examined are found to have
at least one kidney lower than what
is considered normal. A floatling
kidney would not be harmed by
brandy any more than one in nor-
mal position. Whether or not the
stimulation of brandy is good In
your particular case depends upon
many other things besides the posi-
tion of vour kidneys.

GOVERNMENT TAKES OVER
NEW HAMPSHIRE TRACT
OF RICH WOODED LAND

Waterville, N. H.—At a cost
glightly more than $1,000,000, the
Federal government has taken over
the 23,200 acre tract of wooded
land in this vieinity, funds for the
purchase of which were made
avallable by the last Congress, ac-
cording to an announcement by
Philip W. Ayres, forester of the so-
ciety for the protection of New
Hampshire forests.

The standing virgin timber in
this area, instead of being taken
cut Dby logging rallway as first
proposed, will be cut under govern-
ment regulation with careful pro-
tection from forest fires,

It is expected that over a period
of fifteen yearg nearly the whole
purchase price will he returned to
the government, In the meantime
the government has set aside 800
acres around Greeley Ponds as an
example of primeval ‘wilderness
never to be cut.

HOMES FOR FRENCH POOR.

Paris. — This city is preparing
to turn landlord on a large gcale,
Construction of modern apart-
ments, on the site of one-time forti-
ficatlons, is now under way. Offi-
cials estimate that 10,000 Parisian
families will be housed in the new
buildings at &' cost of about $160 a
year, for four:rooms and bath.

Plan The Future Flower
Garden No'w, Says Expert

By ARTHUR N. PACK
President, American Nature Asso-
ciation

Now is the time to look ahead

for your future garden.

Begin by saving your supply of
perennial and annual seeds, On dry
days, watch for plants that have
mature seed and gather it,

Take seeds only from the largest
and strangest plants and from full,
large pods. Make sure seeds arel
fullv matured and dry. Label each
kind,

Order your supply of fall bulbs
now. You will find tulips cheaper\
than they have been in years, There
is a surplus in Holland.

Phlox will be in bloom this
month. Be sure that you do not let
it go to seed. As soon as the bloom
ig faded, cut off the old bloom. You
may be rewarded with an addition-
al crop. The phlox that goes 40 seed
soon deteriorates in color.

‘When phlox has finished bloom-
ing, cut it off to the ground and
it will flower again in the late fall.
If your flox is troubled with mil-
dew, shake powdered sulphur on it.

Prepare Months Ahead

If your iris planting {s finished,
it's time to begin thinking about
peonies. You won't plant these
until after September 15, but Au-
gust is the time to send for the
new catalogs, to figure out orders
and send them in.

Keep in mind, too, your ever-
green plantings. The fall plant-
ing season for these begins about
the firat of September and contin-
ues until November. Early planting
will give the evergreens a better
chance to get settled in their new
location. Write to the Educational
Section, Nature Magazine, at Wash-
ington, for tree planting sugges-
tions,

Hot days elther make or ruin
the perrennials in the seed frame,
Give them a thorough watering
once a week, by pouring, not by
sprinkling. Keep the weeds out,
If the ground cakes, break up the
surface with an ice pick where the
seedlings are too close to permit
use of a larger tool. If necessary,
use a lath shade over the more ten-
der kinds during the heat of the
day, to keep them from being
scorched.

Some Fast Growers

There is still time to sow seeds
of some of the more rapid growing
perennials as coreopsis, galllardias,
sweet williams, shasta daisies, for-
get-me-nots and hollyhocks. One
can also sow freshly gathered seed
of delphinium and a good many
other sorts. '

The secret of getting germinatipn
of perennial seeds in hot weather
is to lay burlap on the ground af-
ter the seed is sown and sprinkle
on top of this, then keep sprinkling
often enough to keep the ground
moist but not wet, Remove thel

burlap as soon as the first signs of
green shoots appear. Keep the
frames shaded with lath or nrlslin.
Do not transplant these late-sown
perennials until the next spring for
best results.

Beans Need Protection

Only spraying or dusting will
protect beans from the Mexican
bean beetle. For dusting, use a
mixture of one part ecaleium ar-
senate to seven parts hydrated lime
and apply at the rate of 15 to 20
pounds to the acre, Even better is
a dust made of one part magne-
sium arsenate " and five parts hy-
drated lime. The best spray is one
ounce of magnesium
three gallons of water.

It is well to put wood ashes on
the asters, but be careful not to in-
jure the shallow roots in digging.

It is time to pot the Jerusalem
cherries for winter flowering. They
require good sofl, plenty of sun-
shine, and moist but well-drained
earth,

The fall flowering plants, like
dahlias and chrysanthemums, must
be well fertilized from now on to
give the best results. Liquid man-
ure applied every two weeks is ex-
cellent.

In planting new irls, avold the
mistake of burying the roots. It is
usually considered best to leave the
top of the bulb exposed.

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Don't laugh at “vitamins"! If
¥Yeu want your children to have
good teeth, heaith tissues, organs
that function properly, in other
words the clean bill of health
known asa ‘“good constitution,”
you will get right down to work and
look into thig ubiquitous but neces-
sary word, instead of ridiculing it
or ignoring it.

A few general suggestions may
help busy mothers who have little
time for official figures.

Thera are two or three kinds of
vitamins., Some are found in fats,
and some are found in vegetables,
Needless to say they are contained
largely in milk,

If you wish your child to have
good teeth, see that he has plenty
of milk and the green vegetahle
diet so often recommended. Let-
tuce muay be used either cooked or
raw or bought in cans. They lose
something in honie cooking., Car-
rots may bs used either way, but
are, of course, more appetizing
cooked. String beans, spinach, as-
paragus and peas should. bz
cooked, and the water in which
they are boiled used as well.

I should give a child &t least
three of these vegetables a day
and see that he eats them, Veze-
table soup containing all of them
should be a [frequent visitor at
meals. The minerals contained |In
vegetables go into the water when
cooked and this must never be
wasted.

A growing child should have
enough milk either in foods or
plain to make up about a gquart
each day.

Many mothers have the Iidea
that a diet of cereals. meat, po-
tatoes, bread, butter, and jelly are
all that a child needs

He does need those things, par-
ticularly the butter and meat fats.
The others provide necessary bulk
to the food and needea starches,
but they are noet sulficient in
themselves for a complete diet.

Fruit is also necossary  and
helps to regulate ellmination. Eggs
are almost pure albumen and
should be wused preferably soft-
boiled, poached, or coddled.

Bects contain iron and are
l:nown as “blocd makers."”

Corn is rich in fat and starch.
It is fine: ¢old-weather food and
is very nourishing . But it will not
take the place of “green” vage-
tables. i should not give very
little children corn on the cob.
It should be scraped off and made
into a milk-soup or the raw corn
put through a coarse sieve and
mixed with a little milk and baked

or put lato a double boiler and

gently coolked until it thickens.
Dried soil beans, navy beans, and
lima beans are rich in nourish-
ment, but these will not take first
place on the vitamin list,

In the formal dining room we
may use a plain or decorative pa-
per just as we choose. The decora!
tive possibilities of handsome scen-
ies that Increase the sense of space
in a room are limitless. There are
very inexpensive ones that the ex-
tremely beautiful In design and col-
or. The choice handpainted ovnes ot
lovely old world scenes, as well as
of colonial America, are of cburse
quite expensive, but they are well
worth the cost.

Another type of scenic shows a
shadowy deslgn repeated over and
over again, Sometimes these come
In tones of one color only, some-
times there are several colors in
them. They are especially good for
halls and dining rooms. Colonial
hallways simply ery out for such a
paper.

There are all sorts of oils used
in the human body in the preveu-
tion and control of disease., The
most conspicious examples - are
cod liver oll and mineral oil. The
difference may be emphasized Yy
pointing out that the cod liver oll
provides essential nutrient sub-
stances for life, whefeas the mi~.-
eral ofl is a lubricating oll.

Cod liver oil is used today pri-
marlly for its content of vitamins
A and D, The vitamin values can
be measured by testing the oil on
the white rat. It can be shown
whether or not the oil contains a
sufficient amount of vitamin D to

Same Group of Republican!

JUDGE HYDE NAMES  |LOSES 300 PHEASANTS
IN MYSTERIOUS MANNER |

Young Feathered Stock Disap-
pears Nightly From Pens of
August Senkbeil. :

August Senkbeil, well known
Manchester pheasant breeder, a
little more than a week ago had at
his farm on 'South Main street, near
the Manchester Country Club,
someéthing more than. 350 young
pheasants, for most of which he
had orders from the State Board
of Fisheries and Game or from pri-
vate clubs, Today he has about
fifty or sixty, and has had to con-
cel his deliveries. Some three hun-
dred birds, of an average value of
at least $3 each, have disappeared
without trace.

- Whatever hoppened to the young
pheasants came to pass during the
night. Every morning last week
when Mr. Senkbeil or’ his son went
to the pheasant pens, which are big
wire enclosures with seven foot
walls of meshed metal, the number
of birds would be fewer than the
evening before. '

There was no sign either in the
pens or anywhere in the round-
about region of pheasant feathers
or any remains of dead tirds. The
stock had merely disappeared.

Under any ordinary circum-
stances yo.ng pheasants from six
to twelve weeks old, such as those
kept by Mr. Senkbeil, will not fly
a seven foot wire fence.

Someé enemy of , the birds ap-
parently has been visiting the pens
nightly and creating such a panic
among them as to drive a large
number of the young pheasants to
high and long flights. It may have
been owls, Mr. Senkbeil says, or it
may have been foxes, or both work-
ing together. He does not profess
to know with any certainty. He
only knows that he is out about
nine hundred dollars’ worth of per-
fectly fine young game stock. He
has searched the surrounding
country for long distances with-
out finding a pheasant.

Last year he lost about 500 birds
with disease. This year there has
been no disease at all,
