Prohibition The Topic

It was understood that prohibi-
tion was the chief topic of conver-
sation between.Gov. Smith and the
southern dry leaders.

Senator Thomas J. Walsh, of
Montana, is due here tomorrow to
discuss the western political situa-
tion ‘with the governor.

Before he went Into conference
with the governor, Daniels said he
did not feel that Smith's stand for
modification of the Volstead Act,
as expressed in the telegram ho
sent to the Democratic national con-
vention, was a repudiation of the
platform.

“At the close of the national con-
vention I sald I did not think it
necessary for Gov. Smith to send
such a telegram,” said Danlels,;

Same Opinion

“That was my judgment then
and I haven't seen any reason to
change it. I do. not construe the

' governor's action as a repudiation
of the platform, but we will let it
0 at that.”

Daniels said the people of the
south were awsaiting with keen in-
terest the address Gov. Smith will
deliver next Wednesday nmighf in

formally -accepting the presidential |

nomination. )

“A good many people think that
much depends upon what Grvy.
Smith says In his acceptance speech
about prohibition as to what will
happen in the south,” Daniels add-
ed.

He stressed the point that the
people of the south are not op-
posed to Smith because of his
church affiliation.

““The bulk of the opposition to
the governor in North Carolina and
other southern states {s due to the
fact that the people fear he is not
as dry as they would Hke to have
him,” the southern leader asserted.

Within a day of two the governor
is expected to issue a statement
which will be in the form of a joint
reply to Rev. John Roach Straton,
pastor of Calvary Baptist church,
New York, and William Allen
White, Kansas editor, for what they
have sald about his political career.
Dr. Straton charged that the gov-
ernor was the “deadliest foe

TANKER RESCUES
AIRPLANE’S CREW

Flyers Drop Into Sea Be-
tween Florida and Hava-
na; Storm Causes Mishap.

Key West, Fla.,, Aug. 16— The
American tanker Legionnaire piek-
ed up four men from the disabled
airplane General Machado last
night between Key West and
Havana in the teeth of a howling
gale, according to radio advices re-
ceived here, but whether all we e
rescued alive remained in doubt
early today.

The four men aboard the plane
were Robert H. Fatt, pilot; Angel
Alfonson, mechanic; Luther Ritz,
radio expert who was trying out a
wireless telephone installed on the

plane this week; and C. Norman
Ageton, of Flushing, N. Y. .

According to a radio message
relayed from the tanker to the
naval radio station here by the
Coast Guard cutter Saukee, all of
the plane’'s personnel were saved.
However, a later message, received
early today at the Coast Guard s*i-
tion at St. Petersburg, stated that
Ageton had been killed.

The plane took off from Havana
at 4 o'clock yesterday afternoon.

KELLOGG IS READY
FOR PEACE TREATY

—_—

To Sit in Same Room as Wil-

son During League of
Nations Talk.

Paris, Aug, 16.—When Secre-
tary of State Frank B. Kellogg of
the United States, signs the anti-
war treaty at the French foreign of-
fice, he will sit in the same room
where sat President Woodrow Wil-

son when he gave the powers his
outline of the League of Nationa.
In fact, the League of Nations was
born at that time In the very room
where Mr. Kellogg, acting for the
United States, will place his name
on the pact designed to outlaw war.

It is'not yet known what official
designation will be given the treaty.
It may be known merely as ‘““a
treaty to preserve the peace through
banishment of war.” However, that
title would probably prove too long
and cumbersome and a shorter title
may be adopted.

Going to Paris

That the Amserican secretary of
state is coming to Paris to gain any
additional light he ean upon the
Anglo-French agreement for naval
limitation “is indicated in cable-
grams from Washington.

So far as known the agreement is
-nothing more than an understand-
ing and has never been put in con-
crete treaty form,

The agreement is understood to
cover a number o fpoints, most of
which were discussed at Geneva
last year when President Coolidge's
naval limitation conference broke
down. Chief interest however, seems
to center upon the clauses touching
cruisers under 10,000 tons and sub-
marines under 600 tons. It is the
general belief that England and
France have both agreed to limiting
construction of warcraft of those
categories.

He will seek to
arouse the interest of that large
class of Americans, who take their
politics 'lightly and who go to the
ballot box but seldom.. If He cah
get them to the polls and persunade
them to vote Republican, Hoover
feels assured of the election.

His Special Plea

The Republican candidate indi«
cated the strategy of his campaign
in his acceptance speech, when he
devoted large portions of hig ad-
dress to the subjscts of soclal re-
form and child welfare. He made
a special plea, in fact, to 'the wo-
men of the country, urging them to
take am interest in politics general-
ly and In the presidential election”
especially. After declaring the
problems of America were ‘“‘moral-
and spiritual” to a “much greater
degree” them economie, Hoover
added: “The participation of wo-
men . in politics means a keener
renlization . of the importance of
these questions. It means higher
political standards.”

No Easy Victory

Hoover - has discounted all re-
ports of his followers that he will
win “in a walk.” He rather has
heeded the advice of those lieu-
tenants who tell him he must*wage
a hard battle to win the election.
Consequently, he has determined to
take the campaign seriously and to
use all the executive ability, for
which he fs famous, in conducting
hig own campzign. Hoover will get
back to Washington, prepared to
make “three or fcur” key speeches,
at strategic points In eastern and
border line states.

This she does with her eyes, wide
open to the fact that both the
United States and Great Britain
regard the unity of China as an es-
sential element in the world’s
progress. In the bld days before the
World war and the spbsequent ef-
forts at world peace Japan" would

" never have dared to dety these two

powers, knowing that the moment
ue‘mado & milllary move in Man-

would sink hers and that she
would be utterly beaten in & hope-
less WaT. ‘

The ability.of Britain and Amer-
fca to make a joint mouthful of
Japan is not less today than {t was
then, but the *great peace move-,
ment renders war almost unthink-
able to them., And Japan, unham-
pered by any real reluctance to en-
gage in violence, is taking advan-
tage of the situation, She may yet
go too far.

PRE-DANIELISM

Rear Admiral Bradley A. Fiske,
retired, writes to the New York
Times shedding a surprising light
on the subject of wetness and dry-
ness in the American Navy, It ap-
pears that it was not Secretary ot
the Navy Josephus Daniels who
first placed a ban on whiskey
aboard ship, but Commodore Foote,
away back in Civil war days, who
procured the passage of a law by
Cengress prohibiting the further
use In Navy vessels of any sort of
spirituous liquor, with wines and
beer excepted. Daniels, according
to Admiral Fiske, merely extended
the interdiction to include the lat-
ter drinks—which is something not
many people knew,

According to the admiral, there
used to be very little hard liguor
smuggled aboard ship in the pre-
Daniels days, and there was ex-
tremely little drunkenness, He says
not a word as to what, if anything,
United States naval officers take, in
the way of alcoholic drinks at sea,
nowadays. But such old timers as
have had the good fortune to be en-
tertained aboard shiip in the days
before Josephus dried up the Navy
are at liberty to coudgel their
brains to remember whether they
were offered the kind that was
poured for them or were invited to
pour their own.

ATD TO WAR

We are coming to the conclu-
sion that tho\Se humane and eivil-
ized people who are striving so
hard for the abolition of war might
as well quit and get what fun they
can out of life. What with the mul-
tiplication of automobile fatalities
and the promised general adoption
of aviation, with such encouraging
eftects of the latter as are Indicat-
ed by the falling of an airplane en-
gine into a Glastonbury field
plump alongside some gardeners,
existence i{s becoming so hazardous
that a secondary matter like war
would jar nobody very much.

-The safety situation in this coun-
try is much like that of the bibber
who after his fourteenth drink de-
cided to take a fifteenth on the
score that “I might as well be

CHERRIES AND MILK

A few days ago, in one of my
weekly menus, 1 suggested for
lunch a combination of cherries and
milk without the addition of any
other food. A veritable small aval-
anche of letters arrived subsequent-
ly from all over the country. Here
is a sample letter:

“Dear Dr. McCoy: I am surpris~
ed that a man of your great learn-
ing should be so ignorant about
food combinations as to combine
cherries and milk. Don't you know
this forms a deadly poison? I won-
der how.many people have died as
a result of ;this menu which you
published, 1/ hope you will correct
this statement as soon as possible.
Except for this combination, which
must be an errorf of your stenog-
rapher, we have found your arti-
cles very instructive -and helpful
Kindly explain why this appeared iu

the paper: »
Mrs. M. B. C.”
This sfatem’en't. whiclh appeared
in the newspaper, was not an error
of my stenographer. It was pur,
posely placed there to offset the
popular superstition that Therri-s
and milk form a bad combination.
Anyone who believes that cherrizs
and milk, when combined, forw a
poison shows that he knows very
little on the subject of food com
bination.

Milk and acid fruit make a ven i

desirable mixture, principally frowm
the fact that the acid of the frmt
helps to curdle the milk, and this
milk-fruit .combination can there-
fore be digested with greater ease
than sweet milk by itself. Curdliug
of milk must take place as the first
process of digestion. This is usual-
ly done by the gasiric juices of the
stomach which break the milk into
curds, but these curds are oftan
too large for quick digestion.
whereas fruit, taken at the same
time with the milk, breaks the lat-
ter up into very &mall curds so that
the digestive juices of the stomach
can work more readily. The simp-
lest study of physiological chemis~
try will explain this action, but
most people apparently do not
make such a study until they real-
ly become sick and are forced by
the driving powers of necessity to
investigate the laws of digestibn.

Many people vho combine milk
and fruit also add bread br cereals.
When they feel bad as a result they
blame the fruit and milk, whereas
the real fault lies in the combina-
tion of the acid fruit and the starch
of the cereal food.

As I have explained many times
in these columns, the use of an
acid fruit- with bread or any- star~|
chy food will slow down its diges-
tion"and is apt ‘to produce fermen-
tation in the intestines.. The lay-
man can perhaps be excused for not
understanding much about food
combinations, but what about the
physician or the health writer who
is so indifferent he will not inves-
tigate these simple facts? |

The other day a&.health writer
whese column is being read In
many parts of the country attacked’
my idea& by stating that fgod com-
binations were “#ll ‘the bunk. " How
in the ‘'ndmeé of reason can a man
who clafmdfs o be a writer on health
gsubjects ‘make . such an asinine
stafement? The proven rules about
the digestion of food may be ob-
seryed, not only in the laboratory,
but 'a150~1n- the stomach and intes-
tines of living human beings. The
business of the dietitian is to 1
thege laws and to teach them to his
student  patients,; ;: That health
writer would do’ viell if Ha wrote
in to this newsbaper for my article
on food combinations.

It was a palable foul, though unin-
tended, and Referee McAvoy had no
alternative, but tg declare the loser
the winner, if you follow my dis-
course. Roberto was accepting a
great slaughtering until John went
home with that left hook down be-
low.

Risko Remains

Risko, of course, remains in the
fournament. He was only a techni-
sal _loser last night; whereas, I
have seen actual losers go right
back in for the next shot just as
though he had maimed somebody
frightfully the last time out. Be-
gides this guy Risko. is beginning
fo grow up on me like a neglected
wart.

The last time he bowed himself
in around here, he staked George
Godfrey to about 45 pounds in
weight, with other concessions in
proportion, and then “bulled” him
out of the play. Some didn't like
that decision, but the writer found
he could waste no sympathy on a
man who allowed a much smaller
" opponent to even act. as though he
was winning.

John gave Roberto 34 pounds last
night and did much the same with
him that he had done with Godfrey,
to wit, he led to him constantly
with long, swinging punches. It
didn't make any difference that
only some of them landed. Roberto
did almost no leading at all and,
when you do that, you lose 101
times out of a possible 100.

Some Improvement

ALCOHOL AS A MEDICINE.
By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN.

Editor Joumnal  of the American

The increasing attention’ given
throughout the world to the ques-
tion of alcohol consumption has
prompted a report of - some of the
recent .observations by physicians
dealing with this matter, R

The British clinician Wilgson has
classified women ' who drink to ex-
cess into three groups: (1)  the in-
different, consisting mostly of self-
indulgent, rich women; (2) feeble-
minded women of . all grades of
mental-defect; (3) neurotic women
who take to alcoholism as an es-
cape from a sense of loneliness, re-
gret, fear, remorse or some other
type of pain.

It has been- the general impres-
sion of physiclans that addfction
to drugs of various sorts represents
primarily a . mental problem - and
that the control of the problein de-
pends on astudy of the mental
cause 'and of-its removal.

“As to the amount of aleohol pre-
geribed 'by physicians, there seems
to be generally a, tendeney to pre
scribe less and less in the treat-
méent of disease. In the United
States the minority of the medical
. profession has applied for the li-
cense to prescribe ,alcohol. How.
ever, in TFinland, according to
Schmolders, it is stated that only
20 to 30 of all the doctors have
failed to claim offictal permission.
. The signifinance of this fact
should be comsidered in relation-
ship to the fact that only four vet-
erinarians falled to eclaim official
permission for alcoholic preserip-
tlons. According to Schmolders,
the number of physielans in Fin-
land requiring prescriptions for al-
¢ohol has steadily increased each
year since 1822, and the number ol
prescriptions has been greatly in
excess of the amount that could be
possibly used in the treatment of
‘disease. The number of prescrip-
tions issued during & year was suf-
ticient to provide every inhabitant
—~—man, woman and . child of any
age—with at least one preseription
for alcohol.

More and more the physicians
‘who study this subject. are com?
‘vinced that the control of zlco-
‘holism is as much a social as a
'medical question: This is empha-
sized by the fact that legislation
for the control of alcoholic addicts
in most countries takes the form of
enforced imprisonment and guar-
dianship with reformative rather
than medical care.

ENGINEER PREDICTS |

FRONT DRIVE SO0N

By ISRAEL KLEIN.
Science Editor, NEA SERVICE.

Although many American en-
gineers believe that the . dis-
advantages to the front wheel drive
in auntomobiles far outweigh its ad-
vantages, Herbert Chase, New York
automotive engineer, predicts {ts
extenslve adoption in -this country
within the next few years.

Chase ventured .this opinion re-
cently in a talk before the Soclety
of Automotive Engineers, as Que-
btec, ‘and backed it up with a long
array of facts. He balances the
advantages against {ts proclaimed
disadvantages, and i{s inclined to
favor this type of drive agalinst
the. present conventional form.
These advantages, according to
this enginser, are: ;
