Auto Magnate Surprises New 
England By His Liberality 

At Hotel.

Enroute With Hoover to Los 
Angeles, Aug. 17.— Ending a poli­
tical vacation to take up the seri­
ous business of running for the 
presidency, Herbert Hoover was on 
his way back to Washington today 
to direct ^Is own campaign.

The Republican nominee let It 
be known, as he left his Stanford 
University home, that he intends 
to seek the advice of all group.s 
within the Republican party but 
that on important matters, he will 
make his own decisions. He . has 
conducted his campaign thus far 
on that basis and he will continue 
it on the same lines. He has deter­
mined upon a “ clean” cWpaign, 
devoid of personalities and free of 
demagoguery.

 ̂ Specific Issues
Hoover placed a list of specific 

issues before the people in-his ac­
ceptance speech. He gave a detail­
ed explanation of his farm relief 
program and he discussed prohibi­
tion at some length. On some other 
Issues, he touched but lightly due 
to the lack of time. These he will 
explain at greater length in future 
speeches but each speech he makes 
will have some definite purpose In 
view. He has turned down all sug­
gestions of “ barnstorming" tours 
and expressed a personal prefer­
ence to make but four set address­
es, after his scheduled farm pro­
gram speech in West Branch, Iowa, 
on August 21.

Hoover announced he would dis­
cuss "the relation of our govern­
ment to public utilities and rail­
ways” at some future date. This 
may be one of the Important issues 
of the campaign as It involves dis­
position of Muscle Shoals, the 
Boulder Dam project, thrf so-called 
“ Power Trust” now under investi­
gation by the Federal Trade Com­
mission; and the development-ef- 
many inland water ways. It is the 
only major issue upon which Hoo­
ver has not yet annoancedi a defi­
nite policy.

Other subjects which the nomi­
nee said he would discuss after get­
ting back east, were the develop­
ment of waterways and highways, 
conservation of natural resources, 
foreign trade and merchant marine. 
Improved administration 'o f  the 
criminal code, aviation and govern­
mental economy. Each of these sub­
jects has Its particular following

WEATHER HALTS 
FLIGHT TO SWEDEN

First Leg of Journey Made 
Successfully By Illinois 
Aviators.

Rockford, 111., Aug. 17.— Accord­
ing to advices received here today 
from Cochrane, Ont., Bert Hassell 
and his co-pilot, Parker Cramer, 
have postponed the next leg of 
their flight from Rockford to Stock­
holm, Sweden, because of unfavor­
able weather conditions,

Hassell stated it had rained 
steadily during the night and that 
thunderstorms threatened the trip 
to Greenland from Cochrane which 
was to have been attempted today. 
Tentative plans are now to hop off 
tomorrow but if the weather condi­
tions do not Improve, Hassell said 
he might not itttempt the flight for 
several days.

FIRST LEG SUCCESSFUL
Cochrane, Ont., Aug. 1,7.—  

Weather permitting, Bert Hassell 
and Parker Cramer were to take 
oft from here this morning in the 
monoplane Greater Rockford on 
the second leg of their flight from 
Rockford, HI., to Stockholm, Swe­
den. The second leg will take the 
Illinois airmen to Mt. Evans, 
Greenland, a hop of 1,600 miles.

Indications were early today, 
however, that unfavorable weather 
reports would cause the postpone­
ment of the flight to Mt. Evans un-. 
til- tomorrow. The aviators made 
th# 800 mile jump from Rockford 
to Uochrane in seven hours and 49 
mbiut^a. They left Rockford yosr 
terday^at 6:40 a. m. (Central Time) 
and aodved here at 2:29 , p. m.

The governor is understood ^to 
have had some stralght-from-the- 
shoulder talks with the southern 
dry leaders about prohibition, but 
they all left the executive mansion 
smiling. Neither the governor nor 
the southern chiefs would comment 
on what took place at the confer­
ences, but there was a report that 
they had urged the nominee not 
to make prohibition the major issue 
in the coming campaign.

Admires Walsh
Because Governor Smith has a 

high regard for Senator Walsh’s 
political sagacity, it is understood 
he will consult with the Montana 
leader about his campaign plans.

The governor, according to his 
confidants, has not yet made up his 
mind whether he ought to include 
the Pacific coast and some of the 
southern states in his campaign 
itinerary, and he plans to frankly 
ask Walsh for advice.

While the governor has refused 
to discuss his camp.aD'g plans, it 
can be stated on relljvdle authority 
that he has definitely abandoned his 
original plan of limiting his cam- 
pagn to a dozen or fifteen radio 
speeches in the chief cities through­
out the country.

New York, Aug. 17.— A desper­
ate plot to bomb the greater outer 
wall of Sing Sing Prison and create 
a breach through which virtually 
the entire criminal personnel could 
have dashed to liberty, revealed for 
the first time today caused Warden 
Lewis E. Lawes to throw extra 
guards Into 'the inclosure and re­
double, his watch tower vigilance.

The plot came out of the speak­
easies and street resorts of Hell’ s 
Kitchen where cohorts of the reck­
less “ Red” McKenna and Jimmy 
Nannery gang hold council. Wan­
ton words, dropped by desperadoes 
In their cups, tipped off the plot 
and gave warning to the prison 
warden.

The plot called for one or more 
high powered bombs to be hurled 
against the wall from an automo­
bile. Later it was decided to hurl 
it from a passing train, or, if this 
seemed inadvisable, to approach .the 
prison from the water side in a 
rowboat or small motor boat pre­
ferably -the latter to facilitate es­
cape.

Had Arranged Time
It had been determined to make 

the attempt at some time when the 
prison guards were gathered large­
ly in a. single group. A baseball 
game would have presented an ideal 
opportunity, Warden Lawes/ad­
mitted, and it is thokight that 
some quc.h>,tilne ast. this.^had. been 
selected. Certainly the plotters ^ere 
well aware of the prison routihe 
and would have been able to time 
their attempt faultlessly.

Two men were the especial object 
of the delivery plans, it was said. 
Both were known to be associates 
of the McKenna gang, leadership 
of which passed into the hands of 
the cunning Nannery after Mike 
“ Red” McKenna blew out his own 
brains when bis sensational tombs 
break of two years ago in which 
Warden Peter Mellon was killed, 
was foiled.

Sent To Dannemora
But the two men - cheated their 

own pals. ..hey became so unruly 
at Sing Sing, excited so much agita­
tion and caused so much disturb­
ance that they were sent to Danne­
mora, the nightmare of all crimi­
nals. Therj the guards speak with 
the loaded ends of nightsticks and 
there the underworld “ tough guy” 
learns the value of mee.::oess.

Apparently the grapevine had 
not retailed the information to the 
plotters that their pals Lad “ gone 
up. state.”

If It had, it had not lessened 
their desire to bomb the prison. 
Perhaps It was the spell of desper­
ate adventure that spurred them 
dn. Whatever It was, the plot went 
on apace and “ rehearsals” of the 
plan actually have been started.

Nothing 
that Hollywood has produced in 
many a day can approximate Eng­
land’s literary bad boy, either as a 
comedian or a character porti^^yer.

What Is more impbrtant, Shaw 
sets a precedent for national and 
international ’ celebrities. Every 
president, premier, presidential 
candidate and Fourth-of-July ora­
tor would do well to study the 15̂ :. 
minute Movietone sketch' with 
which Shaw introduces himself to 
America. '

First— he does not take him­
self serious; second— he projects 
his personality and sense of the 
coiriic as few screen actors can; 
ll^ird— he put originality, and even 
a touch of satire into his mono­
logue.

The Talkies Triumph.
In this sort of enterprise, it 

seems to msj,^^s the triumph of 
the talkinjj^i^^ures. When world 
figures c^-tj^us'^e captured and 
held ■ throughout time, the films 
are contributing something of real 
value. , Here one can find a hint 

i of what the future of the “ talk­
ies” may hold. Whatever their 
value as entertainment, their worth 
to the records of time is something 
to think about.

For instance, on the same pro-

gram with Ghaw there is a news­
reel of a Schubert festival In Vien­
na, and one^ears a symphony be­
ing played. * . •

By contrast, the same program 
also has a typical Hollywood 
movie, “ The Red Dancer,”  which 
givfis Hollywood’s concept of how 
a Russian grand duke j and a 
peasant would behave just before 
and during the revolution. Here, 
again, one finds how far ahead the 
films have gone mechanically and 
artlstically.^nd how far behind 
they lag spiritually and creatively. 
Dif^ction and camera work are ex­
ceptional and there Is an extraor­
dinary scene of a revolt-stirred 
mob. '

All this tacked to the same old 
story and titles that are best for­
gotten; to say nothing of a pro­
duction which allows its ladies'oF 
the revolution period to go about 
in knee-length skirts and projects 
into the Moscow Art Theater a 
chorus which Lee and Jake Shu- 
bert would have little trouble 
recognizing, but which Moscow 
would find a bit perplexing. These 
chorines are visioned dancing 
steps of day-before-yesterday 
while a revolution of a dozen 
years back surges outside. It’s 
pretty terrible. Particularly after 
the magnificient “ The Fall ot St. 
Petersburg,” which was made in 
Russia by the Soviet government.

This Is a masterpiece.
But there are promises of hap­

pier days. There Is George Ber­
nard Shaw— and I wonder what he 
would do If he walked Into the 
theater and saw himself on the 
same bill with the feature picture!

He feigns surprise at being 
caught by the camera; he wonders 
what he should do about it; he 
hastens to assure the American 
public that, while they have never 
seen him. he’s a pretty plea.sant bid 
cuss; he proceeds to prove it.

Coyly he hides behind his hands 
and comes out with grin; he 
gives an Imitation of . Mussolini 
beetling his dictatorial brows for 
tne newsreels; he demonstrates 
how to smile for the camera and 
explains that, however, terrible a 
person he may have seemed from 
Ills writings, he’s a most gentle 
and affable sort. And proves it.

A further hint of what the 
“ talkies” will bring to the screen 
is given in the first Movietone 
“ short sketch,” called “ The Family 
Picnic.”  .Here it Is possible to note 
how far beyond the vaudeville skit 
the talking films can go. Not only 
Can the sketch Idea be put over, but 
it can be pioved about; the family 
car can balk, the birds can twitter 
andAhe youngsters can shout for 
sandwiches. Truly the “ talkies” 
may force the movies to improve.

New York, Aug. 17— Dr. Glenn 
Kirkwood, slain Sunayslde Gardens 
veterinarian, may not have died at 
his wife’s hand at all, but from an 
operation performed to relieve him 
after she had slashed a deep wound 
into his abdomen.

This was the sensational admis­
sion made on the witness stand by 
Mrs. Frances Kirkwood’s arraign­
ment in Lon,g Island today by Dr. 
John J. Dolin, who performed the 
operation, and Medical Examiner 
Howard Neal, who performed the 
autopsy.

Dr. Bolin testified that it was 
possible that Dr. Kirkwood who- 
was found in a state of collapse in 
his Sunnyside home on the morning 
of August 7th, bleeding profusely 
from a wound administered by his 
wife’s hands, could have succumbed 
to the effects of the operation.

“ We made a second ‘ incision In 
the abdomen to replace the sections' 
of the intestines that protruded 
through the wound caused by the 
stabbing,” he said. “ It is possible 
that this second operation was the 
ultimate, cause of Dr. Kirkwood’s 
death.”

Dana Wallace, counsel' for Mrs. 
Kirkwood, leapled at the lead avid­
ly. He poured questions upon Dr. 
Bolin in an effort to make him ad­
mit that the operation did cause 
Kirkwood’s death. But Dr. Bolin 
only said that such a thing was 
possible. He continued In his as­
sertion that it was highly improb­
able and that the original wound 
in itself was sufficient to cause 
death.

When Gene Tunney left NewA Chester team, went to Hartford in

York last night for his trip to 
Europe'he was reiglstered under 
the name of Gene Tunney and not
James Joseph Tunney, his correct 
name, for it is as Gene he will al­
ways be best known. This recalls 
the changes of a name from 
“ Gene” to "Bobby” that took place 
in the old roller polo days in this 
state.

Bobby Hart, known in the sport­
ing world as a big show umpire and 
baseball player and now holding an 
indicator in the Western Associa­
tion, was baptized Eugene Hart 
when be was a boy in Kensington, 
Conn.,.and was called^by that name 
all-'through his youn^r days.. He 
was “ Gene” Hart when he first 
broke; into the professional ranks 
as a roller polo player. He played 
adth!' the ‘Wallingford team in the 
0I4 state league when Manchester, 
Rockville, New Britain, Hartford 
and Middletown formed the circuit, 
the local games being played in the 
old armory on Wells street.

Hart was a second rush on the 
Wallingford team and later, when 
that team broke up, he went to 
Rockville and played with the 
Rockville team. The Rockville 
gnd Manchester teams were the 
iast to leave the league and as a 
result they played often.

Schaffer, first rush on the Man-

ihe national league of Roller Polo 
Players and Hart was adopted as a 
member of the New Britain team, 
league leaders. The captain of the 
team was Fred Jean, still playing 
polo.

Tom Burgess, goal for the New 
Britain team now steward of the 
Elks club in Albany, N. Y., in a 
fanning bee about polo in Albany 
told the writCT this story.

“ When Hart came, to the New 
Britain team he was sent in as a 
feeder for Fred Jean, who could hit 
the ball harder than any man\who 
traveled on skates with the possible 
exception of Cotter, the Hartford 
captain at that time.

“ There was no time to work out 
signals and when the ball was to 
be passed after a man made a get­
away it would be done so by call­
ing. ‘Jean, Jean,’ was mistaken for 
'Gene, Gene’ often so it was decid­
ed that to avoid confusion Hart 
would change his name and he was 
called ‘Bobby’ That’s how he hap­
pened to have his first name 
changed and it stuck to* htm ever 
since. In baseball, when he play­
ed the outfield in the old Connec­
ticut League and as a baseball um­
pire he was known as Bobby Hart 
and only those who knew him 
when he was a young fellotV Re­
member his correct name as 
Eugene.”

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HOOVER NO FANATIC
Declarations that Herbert Hoo­

ver is a fanatical bone dry, made, 
by press association dispatches, 
heed to be subjected to the light of 
the read^j^ intelligence. Mr. Hoo- 
yer’s 1918 declaration that he has 
always been in favor of national 
temperance ig as far away as the 
poles from committing himself in 
favor’; Of the existingenforcement 
net, about v/hl^  there is nothing 
temperate either in plan or effect. 
Mr. Hoover, In 1918, expressed 
himself very plainly as preferring 
to see the people drink beer rather 
than to be driven to the drinking 
of hard liquor. “ It is mighty diffi­
cult to get drunk on two and three- 
quarters per cent beer,” he said.

This was. In defense of his refus­
al to close the breweries in order 
to conserve grain. He figured that 
more harm would be done by 
twitching the people fiK)m beer to 
whiskey and gin than;,by permit­
ting the use of a certain amount of 
qraln for brewing. "And he was 
li^verlastingly right; ...

That Is exactly’ what 1̂ ro”hlbitlon 
hag done. The Volstead act, by es­
tablishing an entirely' aribtrary 
standard of what constitutes “ in­
toxicating”  liquor has practically 
itopfied brewing ^and put a -frreiril- 
am on illicit distilling and conver­
sion. That is precisely what Mr. 
Hoover refused to be a party to in 
war time. Who believes that he 
considers it good in peace time.

When Mr. Hoover declares 
against “ nullification by indlrec- 
tion“  it does not mean that the 
Volstead act cannot be amended 
without nullifying the constitution 
— far from it. What he is shooting 
at is the Smith plan of abandoning 
any federal standard of intoxicat­
ing content and leaving It qp to the 
states to establish such a standard 
which would surely result. In some 
dripping wet states, in laws mak­
ing 40 per cent whiskey “ non-in­
toxicating.” Hoover would keep 
the power of definition in Con­
gress, where it belongs. And he has 
never said anything yet to indicate 
that he holds to the same definition 
ot Intoxicating as did Wayne 
Wheeler, who did-the nation’s de­
fining for it, at the command of the 
Anti-Saloon League.

TOGGING THE ISSUE
Much attention will bt directed 

to the outcome of the campaign of 
the State Police against the sys­
tem of transporting tobacco work­
ers, many of them tbildren, be­
tween the tewns and the planta­
tions in trucks which are some­
times owned by the tobacco farm­
ers and sometimes by transport 
contractors.

The activity of the police is, of 
course, the direct result of the re­
cent tragedy on the i'alcottvllle- 
Rockville road when three young 
boys were killed when a heavily 
laden truck overturned and burn­
ed, Until that episode the flagrant 
overloading and excessive speed of 
the trucks -somehow escaped alto­
gether the attention of the high­
way patrol and its superior officers. 
The constabulary, now that it has 
become aroused to the situation, 
seemed determined to go a long 
way in bringing about a change.

In fact, it would almost seem as 
if, in their anxiety to make up for 
past omissions, the State Police 
may be precipitating a new situa­
tion not altogether desirable. They 
have probably taken legal advice 
on the question of whether or not 
trucks making two trips a day for 
the sole purpose of conveying farm 
hands to a specific job are liable 
to treatment as public service vehi­
cles, but at best the issue Is a new 
one and hardly needed developing 
by arrests in the height of the to­
bacco season.

The matter for urgent determi­
nation, it will strike most folks, 
wa| whether pi' not the lives of the 
plantAtIbn vforkers^'wSre^belhg im­
periled either by exceskve speed 
or by overcrowding of the trucks 
and whether the trucks were in 
good condition as to brakes, etc. 
>iQ gjnoBnt of activity on the part

of the police to 'enforce safety 
measures of this sort would have 
been overstrained and nothing but 
applause would have greeted It.

Whether there is any wisdom In 
complicating this simple duty with 
a campaign conducted on technical 
grounds and bringing up well nigh 
abstract legalistic questions is a 
subject on which there may well 
be" differences of opinion. Evident­
ly some of the transport contract 
tors will not readily admit that 
they, are ,1a conflict with the law, 
else ‘tbey would scarcely have 
courted arrest for a second time. 
Perhaps they, too, are acHng under 
competent legal advice.

The worst aspect of this situa­
tion is that there is liable to be set•A
up. In favor of plantation owners 
and contractors who have actually 
been criminally reckless of the 
lives of the tobacco workers, a re­
action against proceedings which 
will be suspected of being brought 
more in the Interest of franchise 
holding bus' owners than of the 
boys and girls who work In the 
fields.

COOK AND HIS TWIN
The comparatively small num­

ber of New Englanders outside o£ 
Massachusetts who pay any atten­
tion to Bay State political affairs 
have for several ye^rs been under 
'the impression that the biggest of 
all Issues In that state is. Tor the 
Republican party, how to get rid 
of Alonzo B. Cook, state auditor. 
Cook Is a shabby sort of person 
who doesn’t fit in at all, and in ad­
dition there are any number of 
qualified citizens in Massachusetts, 
who declare him to be the most in­
competent public official in the 
wide, wide world. But the party 
finds it Impossible to keep him 
from being nominated in the di­
rect primaries, ahd— let it be 
whispered— equally impossible to 
keep him from being re-elected be­
cause the Democrats always insist 
on nominating some bird with a 
state prison record or its equiva­
lent to^run against him.

As a matter of fact Alonzo B. 
Cook is a human parallel to the 
prohibition law. Not that he is 
either dry or wet, so far as we 
know, or that he mentions that 
subject In his campaigns. But, like 
the dry law advocates he adopts 
the system of appealing to the ru­
ral electorate to nominate him 
solely on the ground that he is op­
posed by the wicked city politi­
cians; and it always works.

Just so did the prohibition ad­
vocates appeal to the rural vote. 
They told the people in the coun­
try towns that the cities were 
sinks of iniquity and drunkenness 
and that It was up to the rjiral 
population to save civilization. 
Alonzo B. tells the country folks 
that everybody in Boston is pick­
ing on him— and that is enough—  
it gives hln\ the nomination.

WHEN SHOULD WE USE MILK?
Milk forms about as perfect a 

food as can be devised for infants 
up to about two years of age. 
While the mother’s milk is best for 
human babies, cow’s milk may be 
substituted, but in this case it i? 
advisable to add an occasional 
feeding of orange juice, since cow’s 
milk is deficient In some of the ele­
ments which are required.

Milk must be considered as. a 
solid food, and not as a drink, for 
such it becomes as soon as tbe hy­
drochloric acid of. the stomach acts 
upon it. Milk has very nourishing 
qualities, the "solid matter being 
composed of protein, fat and sugar. 
In using milk, which is a protein, 
one should follow the protein rule 
ot food combinations.

Milk is best eaten with some 
acid fruit, or with the non-starchy 
vegetables with, which it forms a 
perfect meal. It should not be com­
bined with meat, nuts, fish or the 
starchy foods. Milk may however 
be combined with bread or cereals 
that have been tfforoughly toast­
ed.

Curdling is the, first process of 
the digestion of milk, and the 
smaller the curds the more readily 
the milk is digested. If acid fruit 
Is used in this combination, the 
milk curds will be broken up into 
very small particles. This makes a 
very good lunch, and solves the 
lunch problem very satisfactorily. 
Bread mujt not be eaten with this 
meal or a bad combination will re­
sult.

It Is better not to take milk be­
tween meals or with regular meals 
but to use it as an entire meal by 
Itself, with either the acid fruits 
or raw non-starchy vegetables.

Milk is a valuable food in any 
non-catarrhal disease. Children 
who do not like the taste of fresh 
milk may use buttermilk or some 
kind of cheese. Cottage cheese or 
cream cheese, being protein, may 
be used in place of either eggs or 
milk, but being of such a concen­
trated nature, they should always 
be used with a salad or with some 
of the cooked green vegetables.

Cheese and milk are often con­
sidered constipating, but this Is 
only because they do not form bulk 
In the intestines but are practically 
all absorbed in the process of di­
gestion. This constipating effect Is 
entirely overcome If the bulky veg­
etables are used at the same time.

No doubt the best kind of milk 
to use 18 that which is fresh from 
a healthy cow. Many dairy com­
panies prepare this milk under tbe 
title of “ certified milk.”  Because 
of the extra care required to make 
this milk comply with the legal 
Ktandards, it is usually necessary 
for dairies to charge more for this 
than for the regular pasteurized 
milk.

. It has been found that pasteuriz­
ed milk is the safest plan for large 
communities because of the danger 
of contaminating' milk because of 
much handling and transportation. 
This-is especially true where the 
laws regarding milk are 'rather lax. 
While pasteurization cannot make 
tbe milk clean, it adds an element 
of safety In the use of the milk 
which has been thus treated,

I sometimes advise an exclusive 
milk diet during the cures of cer­
tain diseases, especially stomach 
ulcers, and I will be glad to send 
these directions to anyone who is 
interested.

/ Questions and Answers
Question; Mrs. 0. D. writes: “ I 

have a brother who has been sick 
with tuberculosis for over a year. 
He has been in a sanitarium for six 
months and still is no better. In 
fact, he is getting weaker. What 
would you suggest for him to do?” 

Answer: It would be unwise for 
me to attempt to advise you about 
your brother’s case, as of course I 
■cannot examine him or diagnose 
his case through the columns of 
this paper. My theories about the 
treatment of tuberculosis, are very 
different from those practiced in 
the average-sanitarium. For exam­
ple, he has probably been kept In 
bed and stuffed on too much food. 
My plan would be for him to take 
light exercises, such as walking, 
and decrease the quantity of food, 
using only those foods of the finest 
quality, with no effort being made 
to Increase his weight. I have writ­
ten a great deal on this subject, 
and will be glad to send you any 
literature you .wish if you will only 
.send me your name and address.

Question: G. H. asks; “ Is stale 
bread easier digested than fresh? 
If so, why is this so?”

Answer: The reason why stale 
bread Is digested more readily than 
fresh Is because lt.5 requires thor­
ough mastication aiad insalivation 
due to its drynes’s. There is no less 
starch in stale bread however, and 
if one Is attempting to avoid so 
much starchy food It la best to 
toast the stale bread completely 
through in order to dextrlnlze 
every part.

Question: K. L, J. asks: “ Is 
there any remedy to stop a* white 
coating around the eyes every
morning? Seems to be caked on the 
lashes.”
V Answer: Use some good eye 
wash two or three times daily, and 
have your eyea examined by a com- 
peteij  ̂ optometrist.

Washington, Aiigi 17.— The Kel­
logg multilateral anti-war treaty, 
while attacked in some foreigp 
quarters as more likely to promote 
war rather than discourage it, la 
nevertheless a source of hope to 
most of the American peace ‘ so­
cieties. * ■

They are •willing to cheer for the 
moment and attempt later to use 
the treaty as the basis for more 
definite and concrete measures 
against war.

Secretary Kellogg’s own assur­
ance that the original text of the 
treaty would stand alone and that 
his liberal interpretation of it 
-■were in no way a part of the, pact 
and could not be considered ' as 
reservations, his, if it has not ex­
actly cleared the air, at least 
quieted the fears o  ̂ some peace 
movement leaders that -the new 
covenant itself would leave a large 
gateway to war wide open.

One even hears the idea ex­
pressed that' Mr. Kellogg has al 
last actually been converted to the 
war outlawry cause by Senator 
Borah and it Is thought that the 
aenerable Secretary ot State may 
have an eye on the N obelp eace  
prize. " '

The hope that gradual disarma­
ment may follow the signing of 
the Kellnes treaty, receiving im-

l^tus from It, is naturally upper­
most in the minds of the peace 
movement. The Irish branch of 
the Women’s International League 
for Peace and Freedom long since 
gpts'o'nlb^yob with a campaign to 
prefe'^oiiJrtthe envoye to the Paris 
signing party the desirability of 
beginning to plan for disarmament 
at once.

Secretary Kellog and all the 
other signers are consequently re- 
peiyjng petitions froin the league, 
which holds forth In 26 nations, de­
manding worldwide disarmament.

All branches of the league 
promptly accepted the Irish sugges- 
tipn. Thpjeague has 50,000 mem.| 
bers and-i|ane Adams of Chicago 

‘is its iftternational president. A 
number of prominent womeu aro 
active in the United States section;

Miss Dorothy Detzer, executive 
secretary of the American branch, 
has peen panning Mr. Kellogg .xnd 
t^e State Department as often as 
anyone Was shot in Nicaragua, but 
is now enthusiastlo over the Kel- 
Ipkg treaty.

"It will hereafter , be much more 
difficult,”  says Miss Detzer, “ to 
railroad the country into war.

"I think the tr.eaty will definite­
ly help the cause, of peace and see 
no logic in any suggestion that 
there is anything in it tending to. 
condone any variety of internation­
al conflict. , j

“ In the past we have been pre­
paring fof war. Now It looks as if 
we were going to prepare for peace.

"We won’t ever get disarma­
ment until . we get some kind of 
faith in the internatioinal tnachin- 
ery for the preservation of peace. 
The Kellog treaty seems bound 
to strensthen the existing ma­

chinery. - in all law, it is neces- 
saryx to declare the law. Now we 
are going to know just what rthe 
attitude of the nations of the 
world is toward war.”

Miss Detzer \says peace senti- 
nient is on theorise. She points 
to the course of the State Depart­
ment in publishing a pamphlet 
explaining our policy and action 
in Nicaragua, prepared after 
many, inquiries for light had been 
received from school pupils who; 
couldn’t understand what all the 
shooting was for. The peace 
movement is no'w especially 
strong in England, which has suf­
fered severely iif' the post-war 
period.

“ Eliminatioin of war is inevi­
table and it may come in our 
own day,” Miss Detzer says. 
“ Meanwhile, we are willing to en­
courage all steps toward peace, ' 
big or little. We feel strongly 
and keenly about the terrible 
In Nicaragua. But when Mr. Kel­
logg gives us something like this 
peace treaty we aye willing to re­
gard It as an instrument of uw 
In attaining the ultimate goal.”

Boston, Mass. —  Foreign trade 

in New England states, with each (jf 
the six states showing substantial 
increases except Rhode Island,

to statistics compiled by the De­
partment of Commerce. Th'is rep­
resents a gain of 2.4 per cent. ;

Total exports in 1927 were val­
ued at $197,392,406' as compared 
with $192,640,719 in 1926. The 
Department pointed out that these 
figures-were based on through bllla- 
of-ladlng. Therefore the value of 
New England-made goods shipped 
through non-New England ports, 
such as New York, is not included.

Connecticut Record
Of the six states Connecticut 

made the greatest individual gain 
in the value of her 1927 exports 
over 1926 surpassing her last 
year’s figure of $46,750,487 h 'y $2;- 
i50,2^iS or 4.6 ,per cent. Massachu­
setts also made a good gain of $2,- 
001,831. -All the other states with 
the exception of Rhode Island 
showed increases.

The principal commodity export­
ed from Connecticut is typewriters, 
which in 1927 amounted to $5,414,- 
097 or 11 per cent, of the total. The 
value of rubber tires exported was 
nearly twice that for 1926, and 
giving this commodity second place 
in importance.

vegetables to use.

Boil in Soup Stock.
Spinach, .lettuife,; beet-greens, 

carrots chard, turnips, onions, 
.'itring-beans, celery, peas, and 
asparagus are good.

Wash these vegetables and trim 
them for making soup.

Cut them into small pieces, 
then boil slowly until they are 
tend'eP--^n /-a little soup stock 
(watfer f;«rhich beef or lamb has 
been boiled). They may also be 
boiled in plain water—as little 
watpr.as possible.

old enough to take 
vegetable soup Jn addition to their 
milk diet the vegetables may be 
strained and only the juice used.

In straining, the vegetables may 
be gently squeezed with the back 
of a, laTge ^poqui-r 'Phis will make 
the sodp cldudy ■■htit*''rt la the best 
way to get the nutritious elements 
contained in the vegetables.

Puree for Older Babies.
' F s O , p a b i e s  vrhp can- take 
the vegetable pulp,- the vegetables 
shotfl)I'‘?be foredd' "through a very 
f.'ne sieve. This is known as puree. 
When children are still older they 
can take the vegetables finely 
chopped, or masJfbd with butter or 
white-sauce mixed in. This Is 
right for children in their second 
year. All vegetables should be 
salted a little but no other season­
ing must be used.

Enough vegetable soup may be 
prepared for three or four days, 
except when the weather is eery 
bot. It should be kept in a cooJ 
place, and each day before being 
used should be heated again to 
the boiling , point.

Potatoes'are best baked for the 
younger children. For older chil­
dren they may be mashed or 
boiled Never fried or cooked in 
grease.

To Cook Rice.
Rice is good for children. It 

always should - be thoroughly 
washed and cooked in plenty of 
water without a cover; 4 cups 
water, 1 cup rice, % teaspoon 
salt. Let water boil and add rfee 
slowly while  ̂water is boiling. Boll 
45 minutes and straim. The water 
may be used as a  foundation for 
soup.

Someone may ask about toma­
toes. It appears- that home-cooked 
tomatoes lose somethiag in the 
cooking that they should have. 
Strangely enough, the process used 
by canneries preserves this. The 
vitamins at least are retained.

Corn is used mostly in the diet 
of older children, as are the pod 
beans. They k're better in purees.

Will, they say, "has found a way 
to “ beat his case” when he comes 
up before the executive committee 
of the U. S. L. T. A. One week to­
night and, to a man on a limb, tho 
idea seems fool-proof. It is under­
stood that he hasn’t been paid to 
date for the disputed articles at 
Wimbledon. According to Wallace 
Merrihew, editor of American Lawn 
Tennis, one of those who drafted 
the player-writer rule and a die­
hard friend of Will’s, he is likely 
to be very careful not to be paid 
for them either now or forever 
henceforth. The rule specifically 
states that a violation, to be a viola­
tion, must be “ for pay or considera­
tion.”

“ It wouldn’t surprise me in the 
least if Tilden refused to accept 
money or any other consideration 
for the articles that are under lire,” 
Merrinew declared. “ I know per­
sonally that he received neither 
money nor consideration whil6 he 
was abroad and I am just as certain 
that he has accepted neither since 
his return. I feel I can also say 
for him that he has no intention of 
sacrificing his. status by receiving 
at any time for the articles he 
whote while abroadi”

Statement Confirmed
This statement was confirmed 

more or less, at the office of Tilden’s 
syndicate, those in chaige declaring 
that they had neither heard from 
Tilden except for the receipt of the 
articles he wrote nor communicated 
with him in any way since he left 
America.

Tilden’s defense next week thus 
can take either of two courses or 
both. ■ He can first make the execu­
tive committee prove that the text 
of his articles was an actual viola­
tion of the player-writer rule, a 
matter that sefems to be open to 
reasonable doubt in some minds; 
then;, if convicted on that count, 
he can calmly inform any who may 
be interested that the rule couldn’t 
have been violated, either in sprint 
or in fact, because the articles were 
written free, gratis, and for the 
downright fun of it.

Call this an evasion if you like; 
it doesn’t alter the fact that the 
rule is quite clear in the matter of 
stating that guilt only follows when 
pay or consideration is involved. 
In this instance, free writin,? is 
much like free love. It just doesn’t 
count.

Some may profess to be amused, 
too, at the idea that Tilden will 
spurn the vulgar dollars not only 
publicly but privately as well. The 
fact of the matter is that ther« isn’t 
enough of them involved in the 
transaction to achieve actual vul­
garity. My understanding is that 
Will was to receive $700 for his 
endeavors and, while the amount 
in question may not be more than 
one hundred times all the money in 
the world to some of us, to a man 
with a private income of $25,000, a 
business Income of $15,000 more 
and privilege of living free for 
about eight months of the year, it is 
or should be mere nothing.

The secret stroke which was 
given in confidence to Bill Tilden 
and his tennis band when they 
sailed for England and France to
knock off the French Davis Cup 
holders must have been lost on the 
voyage. Or It' didn’t work.

Officials ot the Lawn Tennis As­
sociation professed to be profoundly 
Impressed with the new stroke dis­
covered by Dwight Douglas, a pro 
Inventor, and it was rumored 
about that Tilden had been given 
the secret and it would be as effec­
tive as that new Ametiban gas the 
boys heard so much about during 
the la«'t days of the war.

It was a fancy sounding story 
at Its best, and according to late 
reports from Tilden it was a' myth. 
Tilden told Interviewers In ten­
don that he had never heard of the 
stroke or its inventor and that the 
idea was absurd.

Maybe Ten Years
The success, or . lack of It, that 

the best American strokes scored 
against the contestants in the WMm 
bledon championship blows up the 
hope that the optimistic tennis offi­
cials had that the Tilden luvasiun 
would return home with the cup. 
It was only by the exercise of the 
greatest .optimism that the Ame.rl- 
can team qould be granted even a 
chauce because the French tennis 
players have too thoroughly demon­
strated their superiority in the 
past.

It will be a number of years be­
fore the Davis Cup will return to 
this country, If anyone cares. The 
French have the best players now’ 
and it seems that they are develop­
ing young players faster than the 
United States. Junior Coen is the 
only prospect for the future In this 
country. Hennessey and Lott are 
not youngsters.

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TRUCK OPERATOKS 
SEE  LAW TET

Continue to Carry on Plan­
tation Transport Service; 
Three Twice Arrested.

The trucks that have been carry­
ing passengers to and from the 
tobacco, fields were being operated 
this morning as usual, but no ar­
rests were made today, action to be 
taken at the session of the Rock­
ville City Court tomorrow morn­
ing being awaited. Its outcome will 
have a bearing on future action 
concerning the operation of auto­
mobile trucks for the carrying of 
workers to and from plantations.

Twelve arrests have been made 
since the State Police, acting on 
orders from Hartford headquar­
ters, started out on Wednesday 
evening to make arrests of drivers 
of trucks operating in Tolland 
County. Several arrests were made 
yesterday.

Three Twice Arrested.
Three drivers, who’ had been ar­

rested Wednesday night, were ar­
rested yesterday. All three were 
again operating this morning and 
declare tl'.ey will continue until 
there has been a decision under the 
law governing the operation of the 
trucks.

Three Manchester . drivers were 
among those arrested yesterday. 
William Perrett, who was arrested 
on Wednesday night was again ar­
rested yesterday. Christopher 
Glenney, his partner in the express 
business, and Clayton Massey, who 
drives for James Foley, were also 
arrested yesterday.

In each case the driver is charg­
ed with operating without proper 
registration and in some of the 
cases with operating without a 
proper driver’s license.

Will Contest Cases.
All the cases are to be contested, 

Christopher Glenney of the truck­
ing firm of Perrett & Glenney, said 
this morning. In this action the 
truck people are being backed by 
the tobacco growers, who claim 
that^^.ey arî  within their rights in 
engaglhg trucks to carry their own 
employees to and from the plan­
tations.

Mr. Glenney said that his com­
pany has been transporting em­
ployees of 'tobacco plantations for 
several years under engagement by 
the growers and he and his partner 
did not believe that they had been 
violating any law. He said that 
the state police were not sure of 
their own action, but were trying 
to get a court diuislon on the ques­
tion so that it might be settled 
once and for all.

CliUni Legal Riglits.
The tobacco growers have taken 

the stand that in contracting with 
truck owners for the carrying of 
their employees, they are winthin 
their rights and are not violating 
the motor vehicle laws. They point 
to the decision of Coroner Judge 
O'Connell, who in his findings on 
the Rockville road tragedy says he 
can find no law to prevent this 
method of transportation unless 
the vehicle itself fails to comply 
with safety regulations.

It is said the trucks will be oper­
ated as usual until the courts have 
ruled on the case. After the action 
in the Rockville City Court, should 
the decision go against the truck 
owners, there will be an appeal.

BUSINESS IN STATE 
CALLED SATISFACTORY

Chamber of Commerce Survey 
Discloses Increased Activity 
In Some Lines.
Hartford, Aug. 17.— General 

business conditions in Connecticut 
during July this year compared fav­
orably with July, 1927, according 
to,a survey of leading communities 
prepared' jointly by local chambers 
of'commefce and the Connecticut 
Chamber of Commerce. While siib- 
etantial increases in certain lines of 
business were reported by some 
communities, however others re­
ported decreases in the same lines.

Retail business and Industrial 
conditions were reported as-gener­
ally satisfactory for the majority of 
the communities, surveyed.

Increased activity in building 
was noted in several cities, there 
being a gain both hi the number 
and value of permits this July, over 
last. Norwich  ̂ reported a gain of 
•39'% for this year. Norwalk, Green- 
wl'bh, Bridgeport, New Britain, Wa- 
terbury and New Haven also show­
ed Increases in value of building 
permits.

In only one or two of the re­
porting communities was the con­
sumption of gas and electricity less 
this July than last. In a few com­
munities, however, there was a fall­
ing off of bank clearings and debits 
and postal receipts.

More real estate was, sold this 
July than last in several sections. 
Hotel business continued good. 
There was, however, a decline in 
life insurance sales in the state, 
the report from nearly all of the 
Insurance companies writing life in­
surance in Connecticut giving the 
total sales for the state as ^11,- 
042,000, a 3% loss In comparison 
with July 1927.
