Washington, Aug. 30.— The prin­
ciples upon which Herbert Hoover 
conduced his vast relief operations 
for the Belgians and directed the 
American food administration dur­
ing the World war will be relied 
upon to build a Republican orgftnf- 
zation which will bring victory to 
the Hoover-Curtis ticket at the No­
vember polls. It was disclosed to­
day.

The policy-called the Hoover 
policy by his aides— is described by 
them as one of centralized authori­
ty and decentralized responsibility.

The plan, in brief, is to make 
the national committee, functioning 
under the discerning eye of Hoov­
er, a purely administrative unit and 
place the major responsible for the 
success of the campaign on state 
organizations.

State’s Tasks
Hoover himself, in talks with 

callers, has emphasized that the 
state organizations will be given 
greater tasks and more responsi­
bility in the next two months than 
has been obtained in past cam­
paigns.

The policy is credited to Hoover 
himself although in talks he' has 
given praise to National Chairman 
Hubert, Work for the plan of opera­
tions.

' Throughout Hoover’s administra­
tive career, it was pointed out, he 
has made a practice of defining ob­
jectives and policies, setting the 
wheels Into motion and then de­
pending upon the co-operation of 
his organization to achieve results.

Hoover is supplying the “ touch 
and §o“ to thp organization in con­
ferences being held here with 
eastern political leaders and offi­
cials of the national committee. To­
day he planned to receive William 
H. Hill, chairman of the Hoover- 
CurtiS: clubs of New York, and H. 
Edmund Machold, state chairman, 
to discuss the New York situation 
and emphasize the responsibility 
which he wants them to assume.

The accident occurred opposite 

the Aliquippa plant of the Jones & 
Laughlin Steel Corporation. The 
steamer was one of the steel com­
pany’s fleet of tow steamers.

Panic reigned as the boat careen- 
ed'sideways and turned completely 
oVer, bottom up. Many of the 
crew aboard the steamer were 
hurled into the river.

Immediately following the upset 
rescue crews made their way to the 
overturned steamer in an effort to 
locate the three missing persons. 
Plant employees of the Jones & 
Laughlin Corporation started to 
drag'the river.

Efforts were also being made to 
raise the capsized vessel by boring 
holes through the keel to admit 
air. •

Geneva, Aug. 30.— The fifty-first 
session of the League of Nations 
Council opened today with the Fin­
nish foreign minister, Hjalmar J. 
Procope, presiding. '

The opening of the session was 
marked by the absence of Foreign 
Secretary Chamberlain of Great 
Britain, Foreign Minister Briand, 
of France, and Foreign Minister 
Stresemann, of Germany.

The ninth League Assembly opens 
Monday. Thirty-eight subjects on 
the council Agenda must be dispos­
ed of before that time. As president 
of the council. Foreign Minister 
Procope will act as temporary pres­
ident of the Assembly.

Much comment resulted from the 
non-appearance of Costa Rica’s re­
cent request for at interpretation 
of the Monroe Doctrine on the 
Agenda. It was explained that thie 
request had been submitted to a 
committee of jurists. It is under­
stood that this procedure was fol- 
lov^ed to prevent the question from 
coming into public debate.

Costa Rica’s Request 
Porto Rica, at the time of mak­

ing the request for an interpreta­
tion of the doctrine, had offered to 
enter the League if the interpreta­
tion was satisfactory.

The Monroe Doctrine is proving 
one of the most vexing questions 
before the league. Colombia, which 
is retiring from the Council, is pre­
pared to press the demand for an 
official interpretation of the Mon­
roe Doctrine to ascertain if it has 
any status In international law.

Fear Suffragettes 
It was feared that the militant 

suffragettes, headed by Doris Stev­
ens, might shift their battleground 
from Paris to Geneva, but they had 
not put in appearance when the 
meeting was called to order.

Various phases of disarmament 
are being discussed Informally pri­
or to the meeting on the prepara­
tory disarmament commission. Tbe 
possibility is being discussed that 
tbe work of tbe commission may 
not be necessary in view of tbe 
Kellogg-Brland treaty for renun­
ciation of war.

Dublin, Aug. 30.— American
Secretary of State t’rank B. Kel­
logg arrived in Ireland this after­
noon to return the official visit of 
President William T. Cosgrave, of 
the Irish Free State Council, to the 
United States. Secretary Kellogg 
accompanied -by Mrs. Kellogg and 
President Cosgrave arrived, at 
Kingstown from Havre upon the 
United States cruiser Detroit. There 
they were welcomed by Representa­
tives of the Dublin government and 
by American Minister Sterling. They 
were tumultously received by the 
populace of Kingston when they 
went ashore.

After an address of welcome by 
the mayor of Kingstown Harbor, to 
which the American Harbor, to 
state made a brief reply, a proces­
sion of decorated cars started the 
ten mile journey here.

Route Decorated
The entire route from Kingstown 

to this city Is gaily beflagged. From 
miles around residents gathered 
along the. roads the official cars 
took. At an early hour this morn­
ing thousands had taken advantage­
ous places from which they might 
get a glimpse of Secretary Kellogg 
and his party, which includes Presi­
dent Cosgrave, of tjie Irish Free 
State, who accompanied Secretary 
Kellogg from Paris.

Tonight a state banquet will be 
given in honor of the secretary who 
will make an address as will Pres­
ident Cosgrave. Tomorrow Govei'nor 
General McNeill will terrier the 
secretary another dinner which 
will be followed by a reception at 
the American Legation.

During his three day stay here. 
Secretary Kellogg will stay with 
Minister Sterling, who Is a personal 
friend. He expects to spend most of 
his time playing golf and visiting 
points of historic interest.

Meanwhild the Woman’s brothter-in- 
law, John Stem, of 325 Broad 
street, went over to the Curtis 
street home to condole with the 
widow. He had heard the story of 
the poison'd beer.

Stein drank,one bottle and liked 
it. He started another "bottle and 
collapsed. He died jp an hour.

VVohiau Arrested
Weis's  ̂and his sister-in-law were 

locked up/soon aft'br Stein’s death. 
Police dgclared that the couple had 
run away together some time ago 
taking $500 of John Wefss’s money. 
They came back a week ago.

In a statement; today police said 
Samuel Weiss'’adihitted. putting the 
deadly poison/in "seven'̂  ̂ or eight 
bottles’* of beer. The beer was of 
low. alcoholic content. When Weiss 
had-made' a statement the woman 
was also ordered held because, the 
police say, Weiss admitted quar­
reling with his brother because of 
her.

Hot Springs, Ark., Aug. 30.—;In 
a ceremony marking a new epoch 
liv the political history of tbe south. 
Senator Joseph T. Robinson of Ar­
kansas, tonight will be formally 
notified of his selection as the run­
ning mate of Governor “ Al” Smith.

The notification will be In a pic­
turesque natural amphitheater 
formed by the parallel ranges in 
the southern tip of Ozarks which 
form the valley of Hot Springs’ 
Main srteet. Squarely in the bottom 
of the valley, from -a vast platform 
of redolent Arkansas pine. Senator 
Robinson will deliver his accept­
ance speech. It is to be the keynote 
of the campaign in the Solid South.

Never before has Arkansas giv­
en a candidate to the national tick­
et of a major party. Not'since 1856 
has the south had a representative 
on a national ballot.

Great Reception
This is the history behind the 

enthusiasm of the day. Arkansas is 
here to honor her most distinguish­
ed favorite son. Hot Springs has 
outdone itself as a town of 25,000 
persons to pay tribute to the “ Joe” 
she sent to Congress in 1902. The 
south is here to honor the states­
man who won for her a place in the 
national theater of politics after a 
dark house of almost seventy 
years.

The celebration today, the street 
car placards attest, is for “ Our 
Joe.” Flambouyant bann*ers across 
the main street at intervals of 
every two hundred feet announce 
“ Our Joe— The Next "Vice-Presi­
dent of the United States.”

Al’s Picture
Over the speakers’ platform, 

about which seats have been ar­
ranged for 25.000, hangs twin lith 
egraphs of “ Al” and “ Joe,” but 
elsewhere throughout the city the 
dominating countenance is that of 
the vice-presidential nominee.

Governor Smith will not be here 
1 for . the notification of his funning 
mate, but has designated his eldest 
daughter, Mrs. John B. Warner, as 
liis personal emissary. John J. Ras- 
kob, chairman of the Democratic 
national committee, who will pre­
side at the ceremonies tonight, was 
scheduled to arrive from St. Louis 
shortly before noon. With him 
were Senator Peter G. Gerry of 
Rhode Island, chairman of the na­
tional advisory committee; Mrs 
Nellie Tayloe Ross, former gover 
nor of Wyoming and vice-chairman 
of the national committee, and 
Mrs. Franklin D. Roosevelt, chair­
man of the woman’s advisory com­
mittee.

To Revise Constitution and 
Discuss the Religious Ques­
tion.

Syracuse, N. Y.. Aug. 30.— Ît the 
farmers of America want real re­
lief they should insist: on a reduc­
tion in the cost of' their lockl coun­
ty and town governments which 
would bring about a corresponding 
reduction in their taxes.

This is Governor Al Smith’s own 
notion about solving the perplex­
ing farm problem, as he revealed 
It to a group of farm leaders who 
ere attending the New York State 
Fair. He is expected to emphasize 
fhis idea in the coming presiilential 
campaign.

After he had announced at a 
meeting of farm leaders that he 
was willing at any time to sit down 
with them and attempt to work out 
a solution of their problem. Smith 
declared:

I seriously say to men who 
want to reduce the overhead cost of 
their farms that they should look 
into the cost of their local govern­
ments.”

Smith will be the guest of honor 
at the state fair today, but it is 
doubtful if he will have anything 
more, to say at this time about the 
farm problem.

Speaks at. Dinner .
Speaking at the dinner given by 

Jerome D. Barnum, Syracuse pub-: 
Usher to farm leaders of New 
York state, the governor, referred 
to the farm: problem and gave a de­
tailed explanation of. why: the cost 
of New York state’s government 
had increased by over $100,000,- 
000 In the eight years he has occu­
pied the chair of chief executive.

He told the farm leaders 'that he 
bad said several years ago that 
something should be done to bring 
about real relief; that he always 
had been ready to act in tfieir be­
half while governor, and .that he 
had come to the conclusion that 
one way that reliM could be brought 
about would _be to cut /dow n ' the 
cost of local governments.
. “ I told the farmers of New York 
years ago that I knew there was

of Mazel M. ( “ Merry” ) Merrill, 
veteran Curtiss Field flyer, and 
Edward Ronne, head of the Buffalo 
airport, were found today in the 
woods, near Milford, Pa., where 
their plane crashed while en route 
from Buffalo to New York.

Both bodies were lying about 
fortj feet from the Falcon plane 
which had smashed into a thick 
underbrush.

Neither body was burned. It is 
believed the two aviators were 
hurled clear, of the plane by the 
impact.

News of the finding of the bodies 
was conveyed to the Merrill home 
in Hempstead, L. I., shortly before 
noon by C. S. ( ’ ’Casey” ) Jones, 
head of Curtss Field, who had been 
at Milford directing the search for 
the bodies.

Plane Barned
The charred • wreckage of the 

plane was found in a thickly wood­
ed spot near- Milford late yesterday 
after a Ion ,■ search' in which at least 
fifty airplanes took part. Search 
for the bodies had been deferred 
until this morning. ■

Jones told Clements lie had 

reached the plane on foot early this 
morning and saw the bodies. Both 
flyers had been thrown clear of the 
plane when it. crashed and were 
not burned by the fire which de­
stroyed part of the wreckage.

Washington.^ —  Science^ has 
made a notable advance in solving 
the sex mystery of plants, accoi 1- 
ing to an announcem ent by Dr. 
B ernard O. Dodge, a plant patholog- 
is- a t the New York Botanical Gar- 
deir.

Dodige has succeeded in produc­
ing a fertile hybrid between two 
species of the same genus of red 
mold fungi. This accomplishment, 
new to science, was declared to 
have an Im portant application to 
the study of plant diseases, which 
are causing heavy loss to agricul­
ture.

The scientist actually was able 
to breed two different species and 
produce a hybrid offspring which 
in turn could reproduce.

Scientists had previously known 
that fungi, thbse strange forms of 
low plant life which have no robts 
or seeds, and draw their sustance 
from decaying organic m atter or 
parasitically fi^om the anim al or 
plant on which they live, had cex.
- Plant Fertilizing

By self-fertilization and back- 
crossing Dr. Dodge, formerly of the 
U. S. Departm ent of Agriculture, 
has been able to select out forms 
which do not differ m aterially from 
the parent forms, showing that 
these fungi behave in crossing in a 
way which accords with the Men- 
delian principles.

“ If the two bread molds with 
which Dr. Dodge worked, can pro­
duce other types differing from 
them and able to produce offsprings 
like themselves then the oWiou • 
deduction is tha t other fungi may 
do the same thing , particularly  
crosses between varieties,’’ said a 
statem ent on the experiments.

^‘This throws new light on the 
plant disease problem but also com­
plicates it. For example, .wheat 
rust, the scourge of the American 
prairies is a fungus which sucks 
the life biood from the grain, leav­
ing only the bare stalks. But gov­
ernm ent pathologists have warred 
steadily against it and have lately 
produced rust-resistan t strains of 
wheat which flourish fairly well, 
even though it may be exposed to 
the danger of the particular rust 
which federal scientists have stud­
ied.”

Dodge pointed out that if fungi 
species can propagate and produce 
fertile hybrids, differing from the 
parent organisms this means new 
enemies may constantly be arising 
against which the rust-resistan t 
wheat may not be effective.

May Help Future
Although it increases the prob­

lems of plant* pathologists. Dodge 
believes th a t it will help them in 
the long run, for now they will be 
able to explain the existence >f 
many new varieties of fungi for 
whose origin no other explanation 
could otherwise be given.

Dodge’s discovery applies not 
only to wheat rust, but to all i ther 
obnoxious fungi tha t in jure fru it, 
vegetables, trees, shrubs and flow­
ers.

So far the pathologist 'has been 
able to produce fertile hybrids from 
but one eombination of species—  
the red bread molds— but he is 
constantly experim enting with 
others and hopes to obtain new 
crosses.

Than Ever During The World War

W ashington.— If the U nited^and  six machine guns, two in the
States went to war today its a ir­
craft flghting arm  would be in bet­
ter shape th a n , during the world 
war, but below the air fighting 
strength  of the other world pow- 
Ws, figures by the army and navy 
for submission, to Congress next 
December disclose.

On paper the Army Air Service 
appears to size up favorably in 
proportion to the standing army 
m aintained by the United States, 
with 1,004 planes. Of these how­
ever, slightly more than half, 511, 
are fit for actual war service. The 
rest are train ing planes of more or 
less obsolete type.

The Navy has 815 planes of vari­
ous types, 625 of which are consid­
ered by the Bureau of Aeronautics 
as being modern and ready to take 
part in aerial combat and war serv­
ice. In this respect the Navy ap­
pears to be a bit better off than 
the Army.

Five Year Program
Some encouragem ent in both 

services is taken by the fact that 
Congress has authcrized a five year 
building program  th a t will increase 
the nation’s a ir flghting strength , 
but even then the ratio  of building 
will not keep pace with the build­
ing program s o f  the o ther powers, 
officials say.

letail stores cannot very well fail 
to bring a sense of deprivation ' to 
salesfolks and to some of the small­
er dealers who cannot much more 
be masters of their own time than 
employed clerks. The Wednesday 
afternoons off are sure to be miss­
ed.
- Just the same, in doing away 

with the custom of closing up the 
town— so far as trading is con­
cerned— it Is highly probable that 
the merchants will discover that 
they have made a wise move. The 
question was not the desirability 
or undesirability of the half day 
cff, as a social and health measure, 
but whether the institution was one 
that the town as a whole could af­
ford. It has been the growing con­
viction of many dealers that it was 
Dot.

If this were a self-contained 
community standing in the middle 
of a hundred mile radius of prairie 
country, and could establish its 
own hours for doing business with­
out considering competing towns, 
that would be one thing. Manches­
ter’s actual situation i^  quite an­
other.

The psychology of the customer 
has to be taken into serious con­
sideration in such a matter as this. 
And the customer just naturally 
resents being required to accommo­
date his own habits to the customs 
of the stores where he does his 
trading. He sees no reason why he 
should charge his mind with mem­
orizing a Jiroken schedule of busi­
ness hours, for example, and he is 
as likely to forget that the stores 
are closed on Wednesday afternoon 
as he is to remember it— he has a 
right to forget it. And when he 
tries to spend his money during the 
tours very generally devoted to 
business everywhere, and finds that 
the stores in his town are closed, 
he is extremely likely to turn sour 
over it. To him it is much as if the 
stores had put up signs saying, 
"We' don’t want your money.” And 
he is apt forthwith to take the 
money out of town to spend.

This is more acutely true of the 
suburbanite who comes into town 
to do his trading. He makes quite 
a trip— and finds the store doors 
closed against him. It isn’t up to 
him to remember what days Man­
chester does business and what 
days it doesn’t do business, but he 
does carry afterward the impres­
sion that if one goes to Manchester 
to trade there’s no telling whether 
the shops will be open or shut— so 
he goes to some other town where 
he knows the dealers are always 
ready to welcome him and his cash.

For the retailers of this town to 
put themselves In a position where 
customers can be sure of a' busi­
ness-like reception during all of 
the commonly accepted busines^ 
hours of the week seems to us to 
be a step in the direction of safe­
guarding existing business and of 
preparing the way for more.

It would be lovely, of course, if 
we could all have more time to our­
selves. But inter-community com­
petition.; is keen and pretty nearly 
eternal vigilance is the price of re­
tail prosperity.

health authorities will permit the 
use of an old and long abandoned 
well, whose waters are exposed to 
contamination f r o m  s e v e r a l  
sources, even If extreme measures 
have -to be resorted to.

ROW IN FIFTH 
The complicated situation in the 

Fifth School District, involving the 
possible closing of the school be­
cause the district refuses to pay its 
water bill and is threatened with 
the shutting off of its water supply, 
may contain certain elements of 
comedy but as a whole is far too 
serious to be funny.

It is very much to be doubted 
whether the South Manchester 
Water Company would make good 
Its threat to deprive the school 
building of water, thus in all like­
lihood precipitating the closing of 
the ' school, for the punishment 
would thus fall on the Innocent 
heads of the deprived children—  
hut It would undoubtedly be with­
in its rights in doing so, and the 
incentive is powerful.

The 
Smith kind of wets propose to solve 
the puzzle with a haphazard plan 
through which looms the shadow 
of the mahogany palace on every 
corner, replacing with legalized de­
bauchery the poison of the speak­
easy. That is no good. The drys, 
with a strange perversion, insist 
that 'Volsteadism is the cure, when 
years of experience have proven 
that it is not. They block any real 
reform.

There are so few who are so 
genuinely anxious to rid the coun­
try of the curse of alcoholism! 
Wets like Smith are not— they ad­
mit it. The standard drys are not 
— they are only anxious to force 
the world to believe that they did 
not make a mistake; they have for­
gotten the purpose of their earlier 
efforts in a vast conspiracy of self­
justification.

The liquor problem in America 
is not to bo unraveled with the 
country aligned as at present. It 
can be worked out when all the

The Department of Agriculture 
and the American Farm Bureau 
Federation insist that there is a 
need for greater protection for corn 
growers in the middle west and that 
Argentine maize enters Into direct 
competition with our own. The 
president has the power to raise or 
lower duties 50 per cent. The Tar­
iff Commission is confined to rec­
ommendations based on any in­
equality of .production costs work­
ing to the disadvantage of our 
farmers.

The Farm Bureau Federation 
says, using the year 1926, that 
there was a difference of between 
35 and 36 cents a bushel between 
the Argentine and American 'pro­
duction costs for corn.

The Argentines told the commis­
sion that Argentine corn didn’t en­
ter into competition with ours and 
polnted^out that' in no year under 
the present tariff had the price of 
corn In Chicago differed greatly 
from the price in Buenos Aires by 
the amount of the existing duty.

They produced evidence^ from 
grain importers who insisted that 
Argentine corn couldn’t compete 
with domestic corn more than 200 
miles Inland because of present du­
ties and high freight rates. It is 
used almost entirely by eastern 
farmers for feed, they said, and 
these farmers wouM suffer if high­
er duties caused higher prices.

In their brief, they held that 
their protest was largely a matter 
of principle— that the proposed 
duty boost would furj^her aggra­
vate the unfavorable position un­
der which Argentine imports into 
this country had been placed.

Less than'-half of 1 per cent of 
Argentina’s corn exports are sent 
to this country, but that amount 
represents 95 per cent of our corn 
imports. Corn imports from the Ar­
gentine dropped from 2,220,000 
bushels in 1924 to 793,000 bushels 
in 1926. The Argentines say this 
would be virtually eliminated if the 
tariff were increased.

Not publicly but privately, the 
Argentines complain that most of 
the American witnesses before the 
commission were politically mind­
ed and.shy on statistics to prove 
the need of an increase. These in­
clude Senator Howell of Nebraska 
and a representative of Iowa’s gov- 
.ernor.

They were shocked to hear the 
charge that many shipments of Ar­
gentine corn had contained weevils.

They are convinced that the agi­
tation for increase was motivated 
by political considerations on the 
part of those seeking to give some 
semblance of relief, real or imagin­
ary, to the American farmer.

But in the likely event that the 
commission finds Itself sharply di­
vided on the question It is believed 
that President Coolidge probably 
will take no action.

APPETITE AND DIRT EATING.
A new food flavor is not usually 

relished at first, but one acquires 
a taste for it. Most of us can re­
member when we disliked the 
flavor of carrots when we were 
children, or perhaps turnips cab­
bage or squash.

Foods that seem repugnant to 
one individual may be relished by 
another. Some find calves’ brains 
delicious and others find them re 
pugnant. Some enjoy the raw 
oyster, and others would not swal­
low it on a bet. Those who do like 
oysters usually flavor the oyster 
with some strong condiment such 
as horseradish or catsup. The 
oyster eater would be made sick if 
he put sugar or honey on as a 
flavoring.

Some nations have foods which 
seem odd to others, as the Chinese 
preserved egg which may be kept 
many years, and, their bird's nest 
soups, of nests which are
formed of the saliva of a certain 
type of bird nf the swift family.

In some parts of the world, not­
ably in some of the Russian Siber­
ian villages, there is a type of in­
dividual with a large belly. Because 
of their fondness for dirt, which 
they eat as a regular addition to 
their meais, these people are called 
“ dirt eaters.” For  ̂ a long time 
science ridiculed the idea that 
there was any nourishing quality in 
the diet, but after a careful investi­
gation, it was found that the soil in 
these particular localities was rich 
in small dried and living animal 
structures and these were actually 
digested by these Individuals and 
used as nourishment. The strain of 
handling such a large amount of 
inorganic mineral matter however 
produced pendulous abdomens.

Mothers are often driven to the 
verge of dispair by seeing their 
children gnawing at pieces of 
wood, or nibbling the paint off of 
their toys and scooping up the soil 
Into their mouths. Dirt eating 
chilldren and babies are very num­
erous. Children may taste small 
quantities of these things when 
they are babies and later actually 
acquire a taste for them so that 
they enjoy their flavor.

While a lack of mineral elements 
In the food undoubtedly contributes 
to the craving for these substances, 
the dirt-eating habit is actually a 
habit, and must be broken even 
after the diet is corrected. The 
dirt-eating tendency in adults 
seems to be associated usually with 
feeble micdedness.

Babies undoubtedly need some 
hard substance to bite on when 
they are developing their teeth. 
Pieces of hard rubber and cellu­
loid are good for them to chew on. 
They may also be allowed to bite 
on washed raw carrots. It is un­
likely that babies will be able to 
chew off enough of the carrot to 
cause any disturbance. Celer-y 
stalks may also be employed. If 
the baby shows the tendency to 
chew at Its crib, it may be neces­
sary to wrap the exposed areas in 
fuzzy cotton material.

The first efforts to correct this 
habit should be to change and im­
prove the diet. Usually the addi­
tion of some raw food is necessary. 
Orapgq juice and raw carrot juice 
may be given to babies, and some 
of the raw salad vegetables to chil­
dren. , The taste for raw vegetables 
is Instinctive, and most children 
prefer raw carrots and turnips to 
cooked ones. They should be en­
couraged in this by their mothers, 
since some of the uncooked foods 
are necessary to our good health.

Give him four ounces, ojtpuPfe 
Holstein cow’s inilk every four 
fours, and do not dilute the milk or 
put anything into it. Just before 
each feeding give him a teakpoon- 
ful or two of pure orange Juicre.

Question; Mrs. C. writes: “ T 

would like to know the cause of a 
pain in the left shoulder, wrist and 
arm. What would you advise to 
relieve it? Can one take a fruit 
fast, changing fruits each day?”
' Answer: Your trouble might be 
neurltits or It might be a reflex 
from angina pectoris, a form of 
heart derangement. You should 
have a thorough examination by a 
local doctor to determine the cause 
of your trouble. If you will send 
me a repcfrt on his findings I will 
be glad to give you my ideas as to 
the best method of overcoming 
your trouble.

Question; Mrs. K. 0. writes: “ In 
your health column you advise that 
it Is safe to eat canned spinach. 
From laboratory report I nave 
heard that a certain mineral ele­
ment contained in spinach attacks 
the can and draws off objectionable 
matter which makes it difficult for 
the kidneys to eliminate. Please 
explain, if this is so.”

Answer: I do not know of any 
injurious element which is develop­
ed in canned spinach, of course, 
there have been many beliefs and 
rumors about all canned goods, but 
my investigations have shown that 
these reports have very little 
foundation in fact.

The rubber hose connections should 
be in good condition and the pump 
packing should be secure.

These, however, are compara­
tively unimportant while the con­
dition of the interior of the cooling 
.system remains unattended. It is 
here that , trouble might start, if 
no attention is given it.

Water, with its impurities, isn’t 
at all beneficial to the metal 
casing that contains it. Rust ac­
cumulates easily, in the radiator 
and in the cooling jacket. Lime, in 
some parts of the country, collects 
alongs the walls of 'the jacket and 
in the radiator pipes.-

It is essential that these be 
cleaned out, or the motorist will 
face the hazard of holes being 
eaten through" the metal and of 
leaks resulting.

The cooling system, therefore, 
sho\ild be fiushed out about once a 
month, especially after a long trip. 
The old water should be drain­
ed out and fresh water poured in 
slowly through the top, while the 
engine is kept running. It is ad­
visable to let the water run from 
a hose, with the engine running, 
while the pet cock below is open. 
The water can be kept fiushing the 
radiator until there is a semblance 
of clearer water than what first 
came out of the system.

Sometimes no end of fiushing 
will clear all the rust out of tho 
cooling system. Then, a solution of 
ordinary baking soda— about half 
of a cupful-to a gallon of water— 
should be poured, into the radiator, 
the pet-cock below shut, and the 
engine kept running with the spark 
retarded until the water boils.

The spark should be advanced 
and the engine kept running for 
about fifteen minutes, after which 
the solution in the cooling system 
should be drained out.

Then the . system should he 
fiushed, as described, and filled 
with fresh water.

When lime accumulates in the 
radiator or water jacket, or rust 
is too thick even for the baking 
soda to wash out, pure muriatic 
acid may be used— about a quart 
to three gallons of water. The en­
gine should be run, with the spark 
retarded, until the solution, boils. 
Then the spark should be advanced 
and the engine kept running for 
about 15 or 20 minutes.

After this, the system should be 
drained and flushed thoroughly 
with fresh water. It is good prac­
tice, in this casd', to repeat this 
piocess with the use of baking soda 
in order that t)ie acid may be neu­
tralized. The baking soda solution 
then should be drained, the system 
flushed and new water put in.

RECOVER TWO BODIES

\ Port Townsend, Wash.-; Aug. 30. 
— The bodies of two of the seven 
occupants of the British Columbia

Don’t leave children at home al­
ways when you go out. Take them 
with you once in awhile. They will 
probably pick up more information 
in a day than you could tell them 
in a month.

Don’t drive through the coun­
try as though you were going to 
a fire. Get out and give  ̂the chil­
dren a chance to become acquaint­
ed with trees and wild-flowers, 
birds, streams, and farms. Farm 
animals are always interesting, 
too. Stop and ^ ve  them an idea 
ot what farm life really is.

Don’t take them to movies and 
then later when they ask ques­
tions remark impatiently, “ Yon 
wouldn’t understand.” They love 
to talk things over and should. 
The news reels are full of informa­
tion, but to children they need ex­
panding. I know of no more be­
wildering experience for children 
than to see a picture that they do 
not understand and then find no 
one willing to talk it over with 
them.

Don’t live in a city almost next 
door to interesting galleries, or 
museums, and never give the chil­
dren a peep inside. Take them in 
and let them learn about these 
tilings. Factories and mills are 
thê  most fascinating of places. 
Take the boys through them. 
Show them the new buildings that 
are going up too— the new way of 
pouring foundations of concrete, 
structural-steel work, air ham­
mers, the materials that go Into 
building. It is an education ih it­
self.

READING CARDS 
Cards may be read from the fall 

of certain other cards , in the suit 
which is led. When west, the lead­
er, opens a suit, east should try 
to signal definite Information about 
his holding. .

The leader’s partner should 
either encourage him to continue 
the suit or discourage him from 
doing so.

When the 7 or a higher card is 
played by the leader’s partner, it 
is a signal to lead, that suit again 
— an encouraging card.

Assume that . your partner’s 
opening lead is the spade King. 
You hold spades, Q 9 7 3.

Interpreting the lead, you know 
that your partner also holds the 
spade Ace and others in that suit. 
You should play tfie spade 7 which 
will inform your partner of the 
fact that you hold strength in that 
suit and want it continued.

Assume now that you hold 
spades, 7 6 3 aud your partner
leads the spade King.

You want to inform yoUr part­
ner of the fact that you do not 
hold strength in that suit and you 
should therefore .play the spade 
3. This is known as a discourag­
ing card and is a signal to your 
partner that you cannot help him 
in that suit.

He Is play­
ing for the sport of It, and if there 
is a more consistent or persistent 
sportsman, or a better sportsman, 
name him!
