Requests Pour In From Al
Parts of the Country;
May Make One Speech in
Ohio. '

Washington, Sept. 1.—Herbert
Hoover is being bombarded by so
many requests for speeches that it
is considered likely among his ad-
visers_that he will be compelled to

elaborate his tentative speaking
campaign it was indicated. today.
Political leaders throughout the
country have refused to accept as
final the declaration in official
quarters that the Republican nom-
inee at present contemplates mak-
ing only three or four set speeches.
With speeches already promised
for New York and New England he
has been urged to extend his cam-
paign in the east, to make an im-
portant campaign speech in Chica-
go, swing through the south, the
border states and the northwest.
Ohio Wants Him
In the wake of these demands
came a request from Sen. Simeon
Fess, of Ohio, keynoter of the na-
tional convention that named Hoov-
er. Fess told him, he said, that if
there are but three or four speech-
es one of them must be in Ohio.
It is probable that in any
event, Hoover's formal campaign
utterances will be supplemented by
short talks with delegations which
will be received at the house he has
taken here for campaign offices.
After having worked in his of-
fice from early morning until late
afternoon for two days, Hoover
planned to take a Saturday half-
holiday today by seeing the base-
ball game between the New York
Yankees and the Washington Sena-
tors.

OFFICIALS NEGLECT
SOLDIERS’ GRAVES

150 of Our Boys Died
Russia But Few Know of
It.

Archangel, Russig, Sept. 1.—The
aves of 150 American soldiers
ho died on Russian soil late in
118 during the allied intervention
1 Archangel, are fast being oblit-
«rated. covered with snow seven
months of the year and with grass
and weeds the balance of the time,
the forgotten mounds are gradual-
ly being levelled by the elements,
and no voice is raised in protest.

‘The absence of diplomatic rela-
tions between the United States
and the Soviet govercment has
ostracized the little cemetery in the
far north. Officially the War De-
partment cannot send in a commis-
sion to mark the graves as it did
in France, Belgium and England.
Were it not for the neighboring
plot of British soldier dead, the
burial ground could hardly be
recognized as a cemetery. No men-
tion of it is contained in reference
books of American soldier ceme-
teries in Europe. Bluepriris in the
War Department offices are the only
accurate location of the graves.

Tourists In Russia

Thousands of tourists from the
United States visit the graves of the
A, E. F. Dead in Continental
Europe every summer. But, of the
American visitors to Russia this
summer—more than 1,000 in num-
ber—only two, Dr. and Mrs. Eagle-
ton of Newark, N. J., are known to
have ingquired about the condition
of the little American army burial
plot. Few Americans even know
that 150 of-their countrymen who
died in the frozen wastes, of pneu-
monia and typhus are buried in the
little cemetery. Only a handful fell
in battle, for there was little fight-
ing.

The British government three or
four years ago offered to take care
of the graves along with its own
dead, but the State Department in
Washington declined. The only
way of circumventing diplomatic
procedure would be by establishing
an unofficlal citizens' commission.
The Soviet government, it is cer-
tain; would have no objection to
such a commission coming to Rus-
sia and marking the graves in a be-
fitting manner,

Thousands of British and Cana-
¢ian veierans of the War will find
their memories kindling as they
confront this Sunday School Les-
son, staged
Thessolonica of Paul's day. Vivid,
colorful and eventful is life in this
turbulent city on the Agean,. the
chief port of the Balkans. Althcugh
il is now par: of Greece, it really is
of the Orient. The mere sight of
the name on a printed page brings
to my nostrils the fragrance of
frying fish in the focd bazars.

Soldiers will never forget the

malaria of the Salonica marshes; or!

the frequent murderous attacks by
mysterious robbers upon Britise of-
ficers, caught alone after nightfall;
or tne great fire of 1927, wherein
the British troops of all ranks play-
ed the hero in rescuing the peo-
ple and their property; or all the
colorful commingling of East and
West, and of the nations of the
world, in this strategic spot. The
burnt district is being rebuilt; a
new American college is perched
on the bluff above the city; and a
beautiful refugee village, erected
by American bounty, lies behind
the old city wall. The mosques
and minarets have all heen dem:ol-
ished by the Islam-hating Greeks.
A Place of Perpetual Romance.

But romance still makes her
home in Saloncia, as she always has
done, even since the city was es-
tablished, in 315 B, C., and named
after the step-sister of Alexander
the Great. Today temptestuous
Jugo-Slavia looks covetously at this
seapnrt, where she claims the right
of exit; and Greek revolutionists
still plst in this congenial center
of conspiracy. It was here that the
plans and lz2aders for the 1008
revolutidn in Turkey, and the
overthrow of Abdul Hamid, had
their rise.

In Paul's day, yeasty Thessalon-
kez:had'a colony of Jew§; and so it
Was today. Thereby hangs one of
the most curious tales of histors.
When Ferdinand and Isabella were
persecuting the Jews of Spain, mul-
titudes of them ilocked to Salontca,
to enjoy the tolerance of the Turk.
Some time later, in the sixteenth
century, there arose in Smyina a
certain Jew, Sabatai Levi, * who
proclaimed himself to be the Mes-
siah, and secared a great following,
not only among the Jews of Tur-
key, but also among the European
Jews, who rallied to him in great
numbers, Sabatai's claims were
colossal, and included temporal
power.

At length the Turkish author-
ilies came to recognize him as a
menace, and he was summoned to
the presence of the Sultan, in
Censtantinople. There, facing the
imperial archers with drawn bows,
he wag given the choice of death
or recantation.

He recanted, and accepted Islam.
But so great wes the faith of Sa-
batai’s followers in him that they,
too, outwardly became Mohamme-
dans. They expected his return,
and have done so throughout th?
centuries since. In Salonica today,
in addition to the eighty thousand
orthodox Jews, there are twenty
thousand of these persisting follow-
ers of a long-dead leader; and they
are called Dunmehs. They are not
accepted by other Moslems, nor yet
by Jews, and their religion is a
mystery, hidden from the world at
large. But every night they send a

Jason gave bond for Paul to
the Thessalonia authorities; and
the local brotherhood sent him
secretly and swiftly and safely on
his way. There are no helpers like
fellow church members. A!ll of the
erganized philanthropies of earth
can show no such total of fraternal
ministry as marks the everyday
care of the Christian Church for
her members.

It was to the city of Berea that
Paul was sent, a city which still
bears the same name in Greek that
it wore on the Apostle's day.

LABOR DAY

Labor Day, in many respects the
most enjoyable holiday of the year,
has Its origin in the country forty-
six years ago, in a general parade
of an organization, then ﬁourls\llug
‘but long since moribund—the
Xnight of Labor. In 1882 the vari-
ous local bodles affiliated with that
organization held simultaneous
processions all over the country—
a&nd a lot of the members lost their
jobs by absenting themselves from
their work against the wishes of
their bosses.

The Knights of Labor movement,
the largest of the kind which the
country had ever known, terribly
frightened many of the old time
individualists. They thought there
was to be an uprising, an insurrec-
tion, something of the massing of
the proletariat such as since made
possible the Russian communists’'
vevolution. And the march of the
workers on the first Labor Day—
then official only among the
Knights of Labor— loomed with
sinister effect on the imaginations
of the conservatives of those days.

But nothing very terrible hap-
pened, Pretty soon the older trades
unions fell in with the notion that
Labor ought to have its special
day. At first that day was dedicat-
€d to labor parades and labor
speechifying, but
long before baseball games, pic-
nics, unlon and shop outings be-
gan to occupy a larger and larger
part of the time. Then the state of
Colorado, in 1887, made the first
Monday in September a legal holi-
day, preser\'lni the orfginal name.
Other states followed suit. Now
Labor Day is a legal holiday in
every state in the Union—and
staunds in just about the same rela-
tion to-labor of any kind as the
Fourth of July or Christmas.

It's a superior holiday for sev-
eral reasons, First of all it comes
at a time of the year when the
weather {s usually beautiful all
over the United States and is fre-
quently an ideal time for outdoor
recreation. Secondly it breaks the
yrevious long holidayless gap be-
tween Independence day and
Thanksgiving. Thirdly, it is the
cnly American holiday that always
insures a double barreled week-
eud. And fourthly it is free from
any religious or sentimental brakes
upon complete joyous holiday-mak-
ing. One can start out at daybreak
on Labor Day morning, if he so
please, and have as much fun as
he likes all day long without be-
inag conscience stricken at having
dodged some pious or ethical duty.

Nowadays it is probably the big-
gest day of the year for the auto-
mobile. It is doubtful if the mile-
age rolled by the nation's motor
cars aggregates as much {in any
other twenty-four hours. Millions
c¢f vacationers are then on their
way _home and every other motor-
ist who isn't too traffic shy is going
gsomewhere for the last general out-
ing of the year.

Quite to the contrary, New Jer-
sey has. very closely codified the
precautions that an espeéclally care-
ful driver would follow of his own
accord but which, in the absence
of penealties, a great many reckless
drivers would never observe,

The New Jersey code, for In-
stance, especially proliibits the
common and dangerous practice of
stopping a car in the road to let a
passenger in or out. The car must
draw to the curb or to the side
of the road. It gives pedestrians
the right of way on crosswalks in
uncontrolled areas. It gives the mo-
tor vehicle the right of way over
the pedestrian everywhere but on
crosswalks., It prohibits jay walk-
fug. It prohibits the throwing of
articles from motor vehicles in
motlon, It makes it & misdemea-
nor to solicit or stop automobiles
to bum rides, It requires that be-
fore a driver shall back, stop or
turn from a direct line he shall
give a clearly audible signal with
hic horn - beslides making his hand
signal. It provides that where a
vehicle (truck) is so constructed
that hand signals from it cannot be
clearly feen there shall be a signal-
ing device approved by the motor
vehicle department. It prohibits
rersons from lighting from or
jumping upon vehicles in motion.

But especially important are the
speed regulations. First and fore-
most is the establishment of a
maximum open road speed of forty
miles an hour. The fifty or sixty
or seventy miles an hour hastener
will have to do his hurrying some-
where outside of New Jersey.
That's for the open road. But,
either on the open road or any-
where else, the driver on & curve
or a grade where he cannot see the
road for a full 100 feet ahead of
him is lmited—to what? Thirty-
five? Thirty? Twenty-five? Not at
all. He s limited to fifteen miles,
It you please, at such points. And
passing a school house area he
must not drive over ten miles an
hicur. Twenty miles an hour is the
maximum speed llmit in business
districts where trafiic is under con-
trol and in all residential districts
—and fifteen miles in business dis-
tricts where traffic is not con-
trolled.

It is very evident that New Jer-
ey has come to the conclusion that
the gratification of automobilists’
desire, for freedom of expression,
and even the notion that business
demands high speed in towns and
cities and on the road, are some-
what less important than it is to
put a stop to the slaughter of hu-
n:an beings,

Presumably New Jersey will
have a battle of no small propor-
ticns in enforcing such drastic re-
forms as these, but they have =2
way of doing things down there,
end it is a falr presumption that
traffic is going to move more care-
fully in that state than it has been
moving heretofore, and infinitely
niore safely than it moves in Con-
unecticut,

Another excellent thing that New
Jersey has done is to incorporate
in the new law- provision for uni-
form traffic signals and to rule
against the middle of the road sig-
nal. However, the municipalities
.have three years to charge over,
so that the effect of this part of
the law will be considerably de-
layed.

The Democrats habitnally use
up so much nerve force in arriving
at a choice of Presidential candi-
Cates that they are looking wearily
cut of the window when it comes
to the selection of a nominee for
Vice-President, and let the candi-
date go to any old applicant who
Lappens to be handy.

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ETHICAL THEORIES AND PRAC.¢
TICAL DIETETICS

The dominant man of today is
one who not only lives & virtuous
life, but is also keen enough to take
advantage of modern progress along
scientific lines.  Although the in-
spired. teachings of moral conduct
have not changed in any degrec
throughout the countless centuries,
it is most assuredly not true that
man's material environment and op-
portunities for advancement have
remained the same.

No new natural laws have been
produced by man. All material en-
joyment and accomplishments have
come from a better application of
the never-changing laws of nature,
The present hour alone {s man's,
Here he must work, but it is for
him to plan his path forward into
the future.

There is no time within histori-
cal records where the average life
of man approaches the age of fifty-
eight as it does today. Man has had
the ingenuity and cunning to use
the natural forces to the fullest ex-
tent, and the highest eclvillzation
will only be developed when the
laws of life are most fully under-
stood.

There is practically no food used
on-the modern table which In any
way resembles those foods used by
primitive man. Those tribes living
today in a primitive state have a
very hard time to obtain enough
food to keep alive, and many of
these tribes are literally dying of
starvation,

The ruling nations of today ars
those who. have profited by utiliz-
ing the mechanical forces, and by
developing their food supply so that
it is both varled and plentiful.

We should not confuse philoso-
phical or moral teachings with those
which we believe belong wholly in
the material scientific realm. Man's
natural food centuries ago was no
doubt dicfated entirely by what he
could secure at that time, He
dreamed of more food and better.
and through experimentation with
the laws of nature, his dreams have
been made to come true. It would
be as unwise for us to go back o
the primitive, undeveloped food, as
for us to go back from the aulomo-
bile, aeroplane and railroad, to the
horse and buggy. If your ethics de-
mand that, why not be consistent
and refuse to ride on rallroad
tralns or refuse to use electricity?

With the multiplicity and variety
of ideas about health and diet,
many people are hopelessly confus
ed by being confronted with so
many theorles. This food problem
has, been made more and more dif-
ficult bx the religious and ethical
aspeets which have been followed
by some of the investigators. It
one is a firm believer in some par:
ticular religion, he is apt to be

sbound to dietetic suggestions in
such inspired writings whose prin-
cipal teachings must be considered
to be those evoking good ral |
conduct. \

Human nature has not changed
very greatly since the story of creg-
tion was written, and those moral
principles which were true then
have remained the same helpful
doctrines to assist us in living up-
right lives today. Nevertheless, man
would be an unhappy primitive
creature if it were not for the de-
velopment along the lines of scien-
tific research.

Questions and Answers

Question: Mrs., H. J. K. writes.
1 am interested in your answers tuv
questions. What would you advise
for a cough of about fifteen years'
standing? Worse in damp weather
and in winter, Started with tha
grippe.

Answer: Some people have a
formation of excessive mucus which
occurs only in one particular part.
It is apparent that yours forms in
the bronchial tubes and not on the
other mucus membranes. Skin elim-
ination is not as good in the win-
ter or in damp weather, so more
elimination occurs through the mu-
cus membranes. If you will in-
crease skin elimination by frequent
bathing and through taking vigor-
ous exercise, [ am sure you will no
longer be troubled with the persis-
tent cough. ’

Question: N. C. asks: "Is Bonnle
clabber or clabbered whole milk
healthful and nutritious for an el-
derly person who dearly loves it?
Would an elderly person who craves
it be likely to be benefitted b‘y go-
ing on a dlet of this kind?"

Answer: Clabbered whole milk is
a very good food, and one could
live on this diet for many years
without needing any other food. If
green vegetables are taken with the
clabber (about three quarts used
per day) it makes a very well bal-
anced diet but so simple that most
people would not be willing to live
on this diet exclusively for any
length of time.

This program of the
retail lumber dealers ' is the most |
gigantic cooperative advertising
campuaign in the history of the
country, The larger part of the
ftnd is to be spent in newspaper
advertiving, the remainder going
into national magazines and farm
paperz.

“The retail lum-ber dealers of
the country huve waked u' to the
fact that they have not kept pace
with the trend of modern busi-
ness,"” said Hawley Wilbui. of West
Allis, Wis., ctiairman of the board
of trustees of the advertising pro-
gram of the Association, explaining
the reason for the campaign. “The
lumber dealer usually is a pretty
well known ecitizen in his communi-
ty. He is often a leader in com-
munity affairs. He has a business
which has required a considerable
investment, he has a -eputation as
an honest and fair dealer, he has a
large stock of i uilding material, he
is ready to sell materials to who-
ever wunty to buy,

“In  general—thtre are excep-
tions, of course—he has taken the
attitude that this ought to be suf-
ficient.

Manchester Folks Daily Watch
Flight of Pilot .With Re-
markable Record.

It has often been remarked by
Manchester people that it is almost
possible to tell the exact time of the
day by the passing of the air mail

plane that goes over this town each
night on the trip from Boston to
Hartford.

The reputation that the pilot of
the plane has gained here is justi-
fied by his record in the air mail
service, for he is considered one of
the best schedule-flying pilots now
in the alr mail service. His depar-
ture from Boston, his arrival in
Hartford and his take off for the
field in New Jersey, where the mail
is transferred from the plane and
taken to the New York postoffice,
are made with almost automatie ac-
curacy as to time,
