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RADIO TO PLAY
ABIGPARTIN
HOOVER'S PLANS

All of His Keynote Speeches
In the East to Be Sent All

Over Nation in Gigantic |

Hook-up.

Washington, Sept. 5.—The Re-
publican Party will use radio broad-
casting on a greater national scale
during the pending campaign to

eiect Herbert Hoover than has ever
been attemnted previously, it was
announced here today. ’

All of Hoover's ““keynote”
speeches in the east, where the Re-
publican nominee believes the elec-
tion will be decided, will be de-
livered at night, so the radio can
be used to broadcast them to twen-
ty million listeners across the coun-
try. In addition, a tremendous na-
tional hookup of radio stations will
be employed to broadcast Republi-
can campaign dootrines for a half
hour on each of the last forty-five |
nights of thy campaign.

Begin Sept. 22

The nightly *‘air talks” will be-
gin Saturday, September 22, and
continue right up to the night be-
fore election. On that final night,
Hoover himself will use the half |
hour, with a speech probably from
l(x:is home in Stanford University,

al.

Hoover personally endo"sed this
radio program. The experience he
gained while directing the govern-
ment’s supervision of radic as
secretary of commerce, convinced
bhim that millions of people could
be reached by broadcasted speech-
es, who would not otherwise take
an interest in politics.

The three important eastern
speeches, already determined =pon
by Hoover, will be delivered at
night over the radio. This program
includes the labor speech at New-
ark, N. J., on September 17, his
“southern’ speech at some point
adjolning the North Carolina-Ten-
nessee border, and ‘a third in Car-
negle Hall, New York City, on Octo-
ber 17. He will make one more
big speech in the-East, probably in
Boston and probably about the
second week of October.

Then Goes West

Following the New York address,
Hoover will leave on his secuvai
transcontinental tour for the pur-
pose of voting at home. He will
visit Chicago again on that trip and
there is a possibility he may even go
to Detroit. From Chicago, his ad-~
visers want him to take the north-
ern route westward, via Minnea-
polis, St. Panl and through the Da-
kotas and Montana. Final decision,
however, will not be reached until
close to the time of his departure
and it will be determined by tle
political conditions then existing In
the mid and far west,

NEW ENGLAND
AGAINST DEMS.

Says. Revision, of Tariff
Would Ruin This Section’s
Industries—His  Boston
Address.

—

Boston,. Sert.. 5.—Declarirg. a
Democratic presidentizl victory
would lead tv downward revision
of the tariff and resultant economic
disaster in America, Senator Chas.
Cyrtis, Repubiican vice presi¢ential
nominee, today carried  the tariff
war into the heart of New Eng-
land's protected industrial area.

Curtis spoke to an outaoor rally
of Republicans and he made the
tariff the keyiote of his speech. He
warned New England's “industry
that Governor Alfred 'E. Smith,
Democratic nominee, by endorsing
the Underwood Tariff Bill, had
demonstrated tha, ‘“‘American
labor, industry and agricullure will
receive no ariff protection from
the Democrats.”

Part Of Prosperity

The polity of tariff proctection
has been' sp- Interwoven with our
economic growth that it is an in-
separable part of our present na-
tional prosperity and success,'’ said
Curtis. “It’s abandonment cannot
be considered for a moment. Any
general revision downward, such as
was made tho last time the Demo-
crats were in charge of the conntzsy
as a whole any permaaent revision
downward would mean the eco-
nomic ruin of the country.

Curtis read Trom the Democratic
platform the tariff plank declaring
the "actual difference between the
cost of production at home and
abroad, with adequate safeguaxd
for-the wage of the American labor,
must be the extreme measure of
every tariff rate.”

¢ No Extreme. -

“The Republican Party recog-
nizes no extreme mewsure. of any
tariff. . rate,”” Curfis coatinued.
“Whateéver  rate Is necessary .to
protect’ Amarican labor, - industey

and agriculture must and shail be |

applied.”

Curtis wirned, his audience about
the economic conditions walch ex-
isted in New England in 1914 dur-
ing the Wilson administration. He
recalled. how the governor of
Massachusetts was asked to throw
open armories to give unemployed
a place to sleep and how appeals
were made for bread .ines.

“These conditions of distress
were nation-wide -and the country
was saved from a staggering
calamity only by the outbreak of
tke European war and the rush
orders for American goods,” said
Curtis,

In closing, Curtis declared he be-
lieved “that tariff should be raised
not lowered,” in order to protect
America against evergrowing im-
ports of cheaper produced foreign
goods.

The R-100 is being built under
contract by the Airship Guaranlee
Corporation, in -which .Commander
Burney, the famous airship expert,
is lavgely inlerésted; Burney now
admits that the first trial of the
dirigible cannot possibly take place
before the first of November, while
the Germans are confldent that the
new Zeppelin . christened ~“Count
Zeppelin” will be in the air by the
middle of thla month or & few days
later.

BLAME SMOKING
FOR BIG LOSSES
IN FOREST FIRES

Portland, Ore.—Smoking comes
high in Qregon and Washington,
according to forest service officials
here who declare that more than a
third of all man-caused forest fires
started in the national forests of
these states are traceable to, dis-
carded cigar or cigarette butfk.

With a total of 293 man-caused
fires recorded so far this season,
100 of them were started by carc-
less smokers, according to thelr
records.

Statistics compﬂed by the fTorest
service brand the careless smoker
as one of the most dangerous. fire-
bugs the country has. to contend
with. Every time he throws a
burning cigarette into dry grass o
needles on the forest floor he gives
the fire demon odds of one to nine
that it won't start a fire,

Many Cigarettes

These odds, they say, combined
with the United States amazing to-
tal of 171,232 cigarettes -smoked
each minute, day and night,
throughout the year, are’held ac-
countable’ for the large percentage
of disastrous forest fires., If but
cne-third of the cigarettes con-
sumed annually were smoked. out-
cf-doors, they point out, there
would still be over 50,000 chances
a minute of a fire starting from 2
burning senipe.

Tests have been made by officials
of the TUnited Stateg bureau of
standards to determine the fire haz-
ard from smoking materials, They
were made by dropping lighted
cigar and cigarette butts in pre-
pared mats which contained com-
bustible matermn similar to torest
undergrowth. ~ -

NEW GAME LAWS
T0 GIVE BETTER
BIRD SHOOTING

Washington.—An increase in the
number of woodcock is expected as
a result of new open season game
laws for this bird, according to ex-
perts of the Biological Survey of
the Agriculture Department.

Last year it was feared this fowl
would become extinet, and a num-
ber of changes were agreed on for
this year in the migratory bird
treaty act. A general readjustment
in federal seasons on the bird has
resulted. Changes were worked out
80 that there would be a minimum
of conflict with state laws, the Ag-
riculture department declared. * In
most instances it has been arranz-
ed so the woodcock seasons would
open simultaneously with, or later
than the state seasons on quail and
other upland fowl.

Season Limited

The hunting period on woodcock'
throughout the country this year
will be limited to one month, The
new schedule for open season on
woodcock is as follows:

Maine, Vermont and North Da-
kota; all of October.

New Hampshire, Massachusetts,
Rhode Island and Connecticut; Oc-
tober 20 to November 189,

men and citizens found Shirley and
Walter Wright, both still alive. The
chassis and front part of the car
was carried almost a hundred feet
further and dumped, a crumpled
mass of wreckage, In the middle of
the right-of-way. Gus Ulrich, north
end restaurant man, and several
others who ran to the scene Iim-
mediately, saw the uncounscious
form of Arnold Wright in this mass
of debris and succeeded in extricat-
ing him. All three children were
placed in antomobiles and hucgried
to Manchester Memorial hospital.
Shirley died on the way, her neck
‘having been broken.
Identities Confused

Among the first arrivals, who re-
moved the victims, there happened
to be none who recognized the
children and it was some time be-
fore their identity was established.
The car registration card, which
was picked up, indicated its owner-
ship however and early reports
around the north end were that the
victims were Mr. and Mrs. Wright
and one of their children. It was
not until neighbors went to the
Wright home to break the news to
the surviving members of the
family that it became generally
known just who the occupants of
the car were,

Rapeated blasts on the locomo-
tive whistle gave notification of the
accident and a large crowd gather-
ed.

At the hospital both the Wright
boys were unconscious, but it was
obvious that there was no hope for
Arnold while the younger lad ap-
peared to be somewhat less injured.
Arnold was attended by Dr.. Le-
Verne Holmes, while Dr. G. A. F.
Lundberg, the Wright's family phy-
sician, and Dr. D. M. Caldwell,
hospital surgeon, devoted- them-
salyes to efforts to save the life of
the younger boy. Arnold died at
8:45 and about two hours later
blood transfusion was resorted to
in the case of Walter. Today it
was sald that he showed some signs
of improvement.

Highly Regarded Family

Mr. and Mrs. Wright were taken
to the hospital by friends as soon
as the identity of the victims was
estadlished. Mrs. Wright has been
fn indifferent health for some
months, and both parents were
completely unnerved by the trage-
dy. They have no other children.

The family is one of the best
known and most highly regarded in
the north end. Mr. Wright is presi-
dent of the Manchester Community
club and both he and Mrs. Wright
have a wide circle of friends, while
their children wera among the Lest
liked young folks in the community.

A great wave of mingled griet
and indignation swept over the
north end and the town generally
when the news of the tragedy be-
ceme known—indignation that
such valued lives should be sacri-
ficed to the indifference to conse-
quences that leaves the OQakland
etreet crossing unguarded.

Sightseers in Peril

Last night the scene of the acci-
dent was haunted by a constantly
changing crowd. The wrecked auto-
mohile had been Trolled into the
diteh beside the tracks and bun-
dreds of the morbidly curious stood
gazing at it. Shortly after the ac-
cident the crowd was driven from
the tracks by the police, Sergeant
John Crockett, Patrolman Michael
Fitzgerald and Motorcycle Officer
Roberts taking charge, while Sta-
tion Agent John J. Dwyer assigned
a raillroad employe to watch the
wreckage,

Later in the night, however, the
curions throng again invaded the
tracks and when a picture of the
wreck was being made by a photog-
ropher some of the onlookers be-
cume so interested in watching his
torch that a passing freight train
was almost on them hefore they re-
alized that they were standing on
its track., Two or three persons
narrowly escaped being killed.

The mnecessity of watching the
wreckage whs demonstrated when
& Rockrville man tried to removs
the motormeter from the wrecked
car. It is said that one citizen, in-
dignant over this piece of ghoulish-
ness, gave him a beating. At all
events he did not get his souvenir.

Uncle Auto Victim.

The tragedy recalls the circum-
stance that an uncle of the Wright
children, George DLang, also met
‘his death in an automobfle acci-
dent when the car in which he was
riding collided with a trolley car
¢n the night of Dee. 20, 1919. Lang
and Andrew Sebula had been to
Hartford on a Christmas shopping
trip. On McLean hill, near the
Hockanum viver Dbridge, their
ccupe skidded onto the trolley
tracks and was crushed by a Hart-
ford bound electric car,- Both were
killed.

Private Faneral

The double funeral of Arnold
and Shirley Wright will be held at
Watkins Brothers, 11 Oak street,
at 2:30 Thursday aftermoon. It will
be private, Rev. F. C. Allen of the
Second Congregational church will
officiate. Bearerg will be classmates
from the High school and from the
Sunday school of the Second Con-
gregational church. Burial will be
in Buckland cemetery.

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CLOSE THAT CROSSING

The terrible tragedy at the Oak-
land street crossing last evening
provides just cause for bitterness
of spirit over the continued peril
which, for one reason or another,
has been permitted to exist at that
fatal spot, It is futile to say that
persons using the crossing should
exercise due caution, that its elimi-
nation at grade would be expen-
sive, that this, that or the other
condition argues for delay in its
eradication. The facts remain that
it is beyond the capacity of the
average human being to be more
than just about so watchful for
danger, and that any situation
which calls for greater care than
people will ordinarily take is an
impossible situation; also that no
consideration of money or con-
venience ought to be permitted to
weigh ‘"against precious human
Iives.

' The Oakland street crossing has

taken: enough and tragically more
than enough of such lives, Every
atom of energy of the people of
Manchester should be applied to
wiping out this ghastly peril—at
once,

That a substitnte crossing Is
needed for the convenience of the
public is a safe assumption, That
it would be better to close the
crossing now, and leave the solu-
tion of the problem of convenience
to be attended to afterward, |is
gertain,

Meantime, if the crossing is to
be kept open even for a week or a
day, perhaps the New York, New
Haven and Hartford Railroad Com-
pany might be prevailed on to
abandon its cynical and unbeliev-
ably stupid schedule of guardian-
ship which relieves the crossing
tender ten minutes before two ‘ex-
Tress trains are due at the spot.

HUGHES A POWER |, *

Unquestionably the strongest Re-
publican in New York state, so far
as ability to command the respect-
ful.and serious attention of the in-
telligent vote {s concerned, is.
Charles Evans Hughes. And Mr.
Hughes has cabled an offer of .his
services as a speaker for Hoover
In that state during the campaign.
he offer has, of course, been
eagerly accepted and the voice of
the former Governor, former Unit-
ed States Supreme Court _justice
and former secretary of state will
be heard all over the empire state
during the crucial weeks of the
campaign.

Hughes' appeal to- the New
York voter is, in a strangely con-
tradictory sort of way, something
like that of Governor Smith. That
is, it is definitely personal and it is
local to the state, Elsewhere in the
couniry, it is probable, there are a
dozen speakers who could do the
Hoover cause more good than Mr.
Hiughes could. But in his own
state there are thousands upon
thousands of voters who listen to
the Hughes voice as the one of
final authority. It is doubtful if an-
other individual lives who exer-
cises an egual degree of influence
among a very large and very im-
portant part of the electorate of
llat commonwealth,

The entry of Mr. Hughes into
the New York fight may very well
indeed prove to be the decisive fac-
tor in carrying Smith's own state
for Hoover.

.WOMEN’'S VOTES

Straw votes and canvasses dur-
ing Presidential campaigns would
carry more weight of conviction if
we could always know -more about
ike circumstances under which
they were conducted and the extent
to which scientific research exceeds
partisan bias in dictating the meth-
ods of those who conduct them—
¢r to what extent bias controls.

We should not, perhaps, place
complete reliance on the cdnvass
of 50 apartment houses “in varions
‘localities in Manhattan” which
phows that of the two thousand
woman residents interviewed two
favored Hoover for every one fi-

svoring Smith; because we have no

assurance that even if these fifty
douses stand in various localities
they are not, after all, pretty much
one type or grade of apartment
house. Quite possibly . a canvass
could -be made by a Democratic
women's committee which . would
show the exact reverse—this omns
was made by a Republican com-
mittee, -.

Just the same it iz improbable
that the canvassers would maks
any actual misrepresentation of
facts and one fact related would
seem to be significant—a fact hav-
ing to do with the changing of
votes, It is reported that in one
house where forty women wers
questioned as to their intentions,
filve Republicans expressed their
purpose of voting for Smith while
ten Democrats said they intended
to vote for Hoover,

This item seems to us to be
rmuch more significant than the to-
tal of the report. The latter might
easily fail to be representative of
the feeling of the community. But
these canvassers cerfalnly did not
pick out preponderantly Democrat-
ic neighborhoods for their canvass.
And {f they found, in a neighbor-
Lood naturally Republican, more
Democratic women  shifting to
Hoover than Republican women
shifting to Smith it is extremely
probable that many more Demo-
cratic women than Republicaa
women in the city as a whole are
changing their political affiliation
this year.

BIG PUBLIC WORES

‘ There is essential wisdom in the
proposal urged by President Green
of the American Federation of La-
ber that the federal governmeut
make protective provision for great
publlie works, holding their author-
ization as a safeguard against pos-
sible periods of unemployment and
putting them into actual operation
et any time when such unemploy-
ment may become serious,

There are those who hold that
with a long distance program of
such works—interstate waterways,
great trunk highways, reclamation
and irrigation projects, reforesta-
tien, seaboard dyking, ete., stretch-
ing into the future and provided
with emergency authorization, it
would always be possible for the
government to profitably absorb
nny serious excess of labor that
might develop in the country tem-
porarly, and by creating in turn a
market for many materialg that
must enter into such works, ma-
terially assist in rectifying the
seemingly inevitable periods of de-
pression.

However effective our individu-
alistic system of production and
distribution may be, on the whole,

it can hardly be maintained that it

is scientifically exact in its bal-
ances; so that there are always
likely to be brief periods, even in
the midst of very genuine and very
general prosperity, when the
wheels will slow down in certain
branches of industry, as they have
now slowed down in cotton manu-
facture and soft coal production.
Private enterprise can never, in the
nature of things, take care of such
contingencies, and in some way or
other the preservation of the bal-
ance between the number of jobs
and the number of workers must
bte assumed by the people as =a
whole,

The emergent use of unemployed
in the conduct of big public works
is the sanest and probably the most
effective plan for meeting such con-
tingencies that has ever been pro-
posed. Fortunately it is attracting
the attention of leaders of thought
in very different positions from that
of the head of the country's larg-
est labor organization. Under Mr.
Hoover it would be certain to crys-
talize into an active national poli-
cy.

CROOK BANKRUPTCIES
The executive manager of the
National Association of Credit
Men makes the formal statement
that fraudulent bankruptcies cost
legitimate business five hundred
million dollars a year, a sum equal-

ing much more than half of the to-:

tal turnover of the entire silk in-
dustry of the country, which is
about eight hundred and nine mil-
Tions annually. Also he places the
responsibility for this “new giant
of American business,” on easy
credit, cheap money and sharp
competition among manufacturers.

He has not told the whole story.
It is true enough, of course, that
opportunity for commercial crook-
edness is enlarged by these factors
of easy credit, cheap money and
gharp competition, but in them-
gelves they do not account for the
terrific tolls taken of general bus!-
nesg by criminal debtors in the last
twenty years. Underlying the whole
fabric ig the fact that there are an
infinitely larger number of deliber-
ately dishonest, unscrupulous per-
gong engaged in trade in this coun-
try than there was a generation
ago.

Letween the fraudulent bankrupt-
cles and the immigration sched-
ules. There are scores of thousands
of traders in the TUnited States
Lunkzuptey court records who

HELIUM GAS BOOMS
QUIET KANSAS TOWN

-Dexter, Kan.—This quiet Ilittle
village located in the sounthern part
ot Kansas, is now humming with
active life and growing by leaps
and bounds, all because the dreams
of a former army officer became a

Lieut, R. R. Bottoms, discovered
huge helium gas deposits here re-
cently, Lieut, DBottoms was as-
signed to the dirigible service, dur-
ingsthe world war and knew the
horror that every' dfrigible “‘sailor"
faces—an explosion of the gas bag
in mid-ajr.

Helium gas is non-inflammable.
A Jlighted match can be thrown in-
to it and it will not ignité or ex-
plode. The factory refines this gas
and ships it in huge tanks,

Berkeley, Cal.—California farm

This disease hai bsen found in
every country in the world, and
many theorics have been advanced
as to its cauze. For a long time it
was supposed that the absence of
iodine in food was responsible for
this condition, and tkis idea is stiil
being exploited by manufacturers
in many parts of the country, but
this cannot be the true cause of
goitre since it is present in tha fe-
male sex about six times as fre-
quently as in the male, and both
