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HOOVER PLANS
INVASION OF
“SOLID SOUTH?

G.O.Pto Make Strenuous
Effort to Smash Barriers

Below the Mason and
Dixon Line. '

Washington, Sept. 6.—The great-
est Republican effort since the Civil
War to smash down the Democratic
barriers of the Solid South will be
launched with Herbert Hoover's
speech at Elizabethtown, Tenn., on
October 6, it was indicated today.

Although Hoover has decreed
that the fight to capture southern
states must be conducted under lo-
cal leadership, the Republican na-
tional committee will lend every ef-
fort and encouragement to the lo-
cal organizations in the hope of re-
turning Hoover victories below the
Mason-Dixon line. The fight in the

south, the Hoover leaders felt, also |’

will augment the favorable chances
for Republican victories in the bor-
der states of Maryland, Kentucky,
Missouri and Oklahoma.

Hoover personally discussed the
southern situation with J. Hill Tay-
vor, Republican leader of Tennes-
see, and Senator Fred M. Sackett,
of Kentucky. They assured him that
the Republican Party has excellent
chances of carrying Tennessee, a
“‘doubtful'" state In presidential
vears, and was certain to carry
Kentucky, one of the border line
states that goes Republican but sel-
dom.

Watching Texas

The Hoover leaders also wera
watching the Texas situation. They
were cheered considerably by the
statement of Mrs, J. Griswold, Re-
publican national committeewoman
from Texas, that Hoover has a
“‘good chance" to carry the "“Lone
Star' state.

Mrs. Griswold told of the organ-
ization of women’s Hoover clubs all
over Texas. Most of the members,
‘she said, were Democratic women,
who refused to support Governor
Alfred E., Smith and who had
pledged themselves to vote for
Hoover. She declared “the intensity
of the Hoover sentiment that has
swept over Texas" has forced the
local Democratic leaders to call in
Senator Joseph T. Robinson, the
Democratic vice presidential nom-
inee, In an effort to save the state
for Smith. Robinson has just com-
rleted a speech-making tour'in tex-
as.

Speakers for Sounth

The Republican national commit-
tee meanwhile -decided to send
speakers into all southern states,
where the local leaders ask for ora-
torical help. Senators and repre-
sentatives from border states, out-
standing northerners who have fol-
lowings in the south, prominent
soutiern Republicans and Demo-

crats who have come out for Hoover

will be dispatched to those states in
which local leaders believe a speak-
ing campaign will aid Hoover's
chances. No effort however will be
made in states where such aid is
not needed.

Hoover continued to work mean-
while at his campaign headquarters.
He is engaged in writing his labor
address, to be delivered in Newark,
N. J., on September 17. The nom-
inee expected to finish it by the end
of this week, and consequently will
postpone his fishing trip to Chesa-
peake Bay until next week.

AL SMITH ANSWERS
WHISPER CHARGES

His State Appointees Num-
ber 115 Protestants to
44 Catholics.

Albany, N. Y., Sept, 6.—Gover-
nor Al Smith is not worried about
the “whispering” campaign which
Democratic leaders charge is, be-
ing waged against him in varions
parts of the country, but at the
proper time he will handle it with-
out mincing word, his close friends
predicted today,

Because he ig convinced that the
American people believe in fair
play, Smith is said to feel that the
under-cover attacks will react to
Lis advantzge on election day. Ac-
cording to confidants of the Demo-
cratic nominee, these attacks were
waged against him when he was a
candidate for - governor‘ but he
ceme through with fiying colors
when the ballots were counted.

BORAH CHAMPIONS
CAUSE OF RUSSIA

Senator Says Success of
Anti-War Pact Depends

On Red Co-operation.

Washington,- Sept. 6.—Submis-
sion of the Kellogg anti-war treaty
to the Semate may be the starting
point of a:new drive for recognition
of Russia, it was indicated here
today. .

The treaty will be in charge of
Sen. Borah (R.) of Idaho, chairman
of the foreign relations commiftee,

who long has championed the claim
of the Soviet republic for official
standing in the family of nations.

Although Borah is so keenly in-
terested in the ratification of the
outlawry of war covenant that he i3
unlikely to take drastic action
which would ieopardlze its success,
he is known to feel strongly that
the success of any anti-war pact in
Europe depends upon faithful co-
operation of Russia.

Delicate Question

The adherence of Russia has al-
ready raised delicate guéstions of
procedure in the minds of diplo-
mats here and Senators who will
be called upon to champion ratifica-
tion.

Borah is known to oppose a
recognition proviso on the anti-
war treaty, and he also is under-
stood to regard the invitation to
Russia to adhere to the treaty as
recognition in principle,

The fact of Russia's adherence
may not be submitted to the Senate
by the State Department, unless she
should adhere with reservations.
The attitude of the Soviet Repub-
lic, as reported to have been ex-
pressed in a note to the French
government, is not interpreted as a
reservation..

A’ Step Forward

“I regard the treaty as a great
sicp forward,” he- said, “It  pro-
ceeds upon the right principle, and
I am confident of its ratification by
an sverwhelming vote.”

GERMANY DEMANDS
TROOP EVACUATION

|If She Succeeds it Will Be!

Greatest Victory Since
the World War.

Geneva, Sept. 6.—Chancellor
Mueller, of Germany, is working to-
day to establish the. ground work
of an international conference to
consider Germany's demand that

the whole Rhineland be evacuated
by French, British and Belgian oec-
cupational troops. If he is success-
ful in bringing about withdrawal
of the occupational forces it will be
the biggest diplomatic victory
achieved by any German statesman
since the war. .
Following his initial conversa-
tions with Foreign Minister Briand,
of France, the German chancellor
is now preparing a set of proposals
to be presented to the British and
Belgian delegates to the League of
Nations Assembly meeting. It is un-
derstood that Germany will offer
concessions of some kind in return
for a promise of speedy evacuation.
Versailles Pact

Under the Versailles treaty the
Rhineland is to be evacuated by
progressive steps. According to the
treaty the second area would soon
be freed of foreign troops.

But the Germans, basing their
demands upon Article 431 of the
Versailles Treaty, want the entire
Rhineland liberated at once, This
article stipulated that evacuation
might be brought about sooner
than originally contemplated under
certain conditions, foremost of
which was strict adherence to all
treaty obligations by Germany. .

If the German chancellor obtains
promises from the other allied del-
egates, he will then consult with
Minister Briand upon the subject of
an international conference. In
event the conference is held Italy
will be represented. Although there
are no Italian troops on German
soil; Italy is represented /in the
Council of Ambassadors which has
been handling the Rhinel&nd issue.

Hot weather may mnot be the
only cause for overheating of
the motor. In faet, if the engine
and all its accessories are in good
condition, if the radiator is full of
water, and the motorist is driving
properly, there should be no cause
for overheating of the motor—no
matter how hot the weather.

Of course, the hotter it is, the
more frequent is the necessity of
refilling the radiator—but so long
as the cooling system is kept fully
supplied with fresh water there
should be no trouble.

When overheating occurs, there-
fore, look rather to the motor—and
the motorist—than the weather.

Overheating may result from one
or more of the following causes:

1. Lack of water supply.

2. ‘Constricted holes in the gas-
ket where the pipe connects to the
pump and water jacket.

3. Worn hose connections.

4. Rust or lime deposits on
jacket walls or radiator tubes.

5. Carbon in the cylinders. This
causes detonation, and detonation
causes overheating.

6. Racing the engine in low
gear, or driving too far in low.

7. Retarding the spark too far.

s. Poo: ignition, causing mis-
firing of the engine.

9. Poor valve timing, especially
on the exhaust side.

10. Too rich a mixture.

11. Lack of oil of poor oil, caus-
ing friction between plstons and
eylinder walls. '

12. Clogged muffier, caused by
heavy mixture or toe much oil
+ 13. Loose and slipping fan belt.

14. Pump not working properly.

15. Brakes dragging, causing
the engine to pull harder.

16. Bearinzs too tight.

17. Radiator clogged with mud
or dirt, or an ohstructionin front,
preventing passage of air.

Most of these causes can De pre-
vented. Many can be cured by the
driver himself.

At times, however, the only way

to prevent overheating is to carry
an extra supply of water. This
may occur on a long mountainous
trip, or one aeross the hot deserts
of the west. At most of these
places there are convenient water
holes, where it is advisable for the
motorist to stop and refill his ra-
diator,

It should also he remembered
that oil is used up more quickly
on long steady runs than In city
driving. The oil should be replen-
ished more often, therefore,

Lack of oil, it has been noted, is
one of the causes of overheating.
Therefore both oil and water
should be kept at a steady level.

It may be noted, also, that much
depends on the driver and his
way of handling the _wheel and
throttle, in keeping the ergine from
aoverheating., Use of low gear, the
spark lever and the brakes depend
much on the motorist, and mis-
handling of these will causz over-
heating of the engine.

GUIDES FOR TOURISTS

Motorists visiting Berlin, Ger-
many, may be guided through the
city and vicinity by expert guides
furnished by the German automo-
bile eclub.

WOMEN MOTORISTS
IN ONLY 5 PER CENT
OF AUTO ACCIDENTS

Hartford, Conn., Sept 6—Wom-
en are behind the wheel in only five
per cent of the automobile acei-
dents in the country, according to
a survey just completed here. The
percentage is based. on a study
made by the Travelers Imsurance
Company here into several thous-
ands of claims covering 30 *states,

The most troublesome part of
driving for women, according to
the survey, is parking, for one out
of every five’ women Involved in
auto accidents struck a parked car.

Intersections also are the bane of
women, for one out of every five
of the low five per cent got into a
scrape at crossinks. Such mishaps,
the insurance company believes,
may have occurred from a misun-
derstanding as to what constitutes
the right of way.

Apother bugaboo for women
drivers is driving into or out of
their garages, or backing out of
driveways. One out of every 11
women involved in auto aceciden's
had this item against rer.

Loss of control is another cause
of accident, but turning around
proves to be even a harder task for
women. One out of 13 of the un-
lucky five per cent- comes in this
fizsld.

In Washington, D. C., recently it
was found that 85 per cent of the
auto drivers are men, but that this
group is responsible for 91 per cent
of the auto accidents. In San

drivers are women, it is found they
are responsible for only 5 per cent

But the insurance company con-
cludes that women &s a rule are
pnot in the custom of driving dur-
ing the hours of greatest trafiie,
when there is greatest liability for
aceident, and that they do not
drive as many miles each vear, on
the average, as do men.

Tomorrow the Republican state
Convention will nominate, besides
its full state ticket, a candidate
for United States senator to suc-
ceed Senator McLean, retiring.
There are but two contestants for
the nomination, Tax Commission-
¢r W. H. Blodgett and State Sen-
ctor Frederie F. Walcott of Nor-
fnlk.

It is no derogation of the effi-
cient tax commissioner to assert
the belief that it would be a mis-
take for Connecticut to forego the
opportunity to send Mr. Walcott
t0 the national senate,

Because he has not thrust him-
self into the spotlight, this state
kas not until recently quite fully
eppreciated the calibre and the ex-
ceptional qualities of the Norfolk
man. His avenues of contact with
the larger affairs of the world have
been, in the past, rather through
his New York business connectionz
than through Connecticut polities.
But those avenues have been
broad and long and they have led
Iim into very exceptional experi-
ences, The part he blayed in the
war was of the highest importance.
Aud it took him into daily and in-
timate contact with Herbert Hoo-
ver, at whose right hand he stood.

Connecticut would be seriously
Pandicapped in selecting a United
States senator capable of fillipg the
place of Mr. McLean if it did not
fortunately have at its call this
particular man, one of the next
President’'s closest and most trust-
ed friends.

NORTH CAROLINA

tLhe greatest apparent value ander
the circumstances. The defection
of Simmons, whose political organ-
ization is of great strength, makes
North Carolina good | fighting
ground for the Republicans, Hoo-
ver's visit to the state would do
riore than anything else possibly
could to clineh the advantage of-
f2red by the Simmons revolt.

North Carolina would find such
u candidacy as Smith's extremely
hard to swallow in any event,
whether such a leader as Simmons
were to encourage insurrection or
r.ot. It is perhaps the most intense-
I¥ native-American state in the
Cuion, less than one-fourth of one
per cent of its population being
foreign born and most of these he-
ing of English or German nativity.
It is also intensely Protestant,
there heing very few Catholies in
the state. It is, in addition, one of
the dryest communities in the
country in sentiment. And while it
I'as been consistently a part of the
Democratic Solid South ever since
Reconstruction days, 'its population
las always been celebrated for a
tendency to political insurrection
in defense of its theories of gov-
ernment, of morals and of rell-
gion.

In colonial days the North Caro-
Imians kicked out of office no less
tnan six of its governors in the
brief period between 1874 gnd
1712 and in the same time staged
two rebellions. One of them ‘was
uver an export tax on tobacco but
the second was over religion,
against the establishment of the
Church of England, the population
being very largelm» made up of dis-
genters;

During the later colonial period
the colony was in an almost con-
stant turmeil over questions of

‘l‘allotti.
in persom, a strategic measure of'

gommerce, finance and rollglon,.

culminating in the little “Regula-
tors’ " war of 1770 and the famous
Macklenberg “Declaration of Inde-
pendence” of May, 1775.

Very largely the present popula-
tion of North Carolina is made up
of descendants of those intense
colonlals, who were always willing
to fight for their ideas and abhor~
1ent of uncongenial leaderships. It
is easy to imagine them as joining
the Simmong walk-out on the Dem-
ocratic nominee who is the com-
plete representative of everything
North Carolina most dislikes. Es-
pecially is this true in view of
Swmith's attack on the 18380 immi-
gration quotas,

Then again, North Carolina,
while consistently Democratic, is
not Democratic by such over-
whelming majorities as states like
Mississippi, Alabama or Louisiana,
In 1924 it gave Coollidge 191,753
votes against 284,270 for Davis,

a substantia] plurality for the lat-
ter, to be sure, but one which!
might easily disappear on an occa-
ston of political turnover. Neither
has North Carolina ever been so
utterly Southern as some of her
sisters. She went into the War of
the Rebellion reluctantly, under
the most powerful pressure and
was seldom in agreement with the|
Cunfederate government,

With her rapidly growing indus- |
trialism tending to bring her natu-
rally into sympathy with the poli-
cies of the Republican party, with
Ler racial and religious exclusive-
ness operating to put her out of
sympathy with the Democratic ccm-'
didate, and with her most power-
{u! political leader already declar-
¢d in open opposition to the nomi-
nee of his party, North Carolina
looks like a poor bet for a Demo-
crat and a good one for a Republi-
can.

POLITICAL HYPHEN

The introduction of the hyphen
into Connecticut poliites this year
is regrettable, It might have been
supposed that practical politicians
of both parties had sensed, long
ago, the consistently growing anti-
vathy of the average voter of this
state to the intrusion of the foreign
nativity factor In the selection of
wuwnicipal, state or national offi-
cers. This feeling has been stead-
ily on the increase since the war,
and the reaction of the sheerly
American voter, to the candidacy
of any nominee who appeals to ra-
cial or nationalistic prejudices or
cothusiasms, is decidedly unfavor-
able.

Italian-American Smith clubs,
now being organized in Connecti-
cut, will certainly result in no net
gain, because for every vote thus
won for the Democratic mnational
ticket, there will be a8 compensat-
ing loss, They constitute a chal-
lenge to every person who believes
that by rights there is just one
kind of American voter and that
that kind is an American voter,
regardless of where he was born.
Exactly the same thing is true with
relation to the Itallan-American
Pallotti clubs. There is_mnot the
slightest doubt that Mr, Pallotti
is going Into the Republican state
convention with his candidacy
weakened by the drawing of na-
tionalistic lines,

There is no finer, more deserv-
ing, more personally popular office
kolder in Connecticut than Frank
He should have had no
trocuble in winning the nomination
for lleutenant-governor even
against such opponents as the pres-
ent incumbent of the office and
State  Treasurer Rogers. His
friends throughout the state are
legion and they are willing to go
to .any fair lengths to secure his
nomination, What his racial origin
was made not the faintest differ-
cnce to them. They knew him for
on American, ag excellent ag any,
s a gentleman and a highly effi-
clent public official, That this kind
of support should be cut across by
lhe drawing of a racial line in his
favor has been unfortunate in the
extreme,

It is not now and never hat
been, in the past, the bulk of Con-
necticut citizenship that drew ra-
cial and nativistic lines in politics;

cut excuse.

Sentenced to thirty days in jall
for a crime peculiarly cynical and
deliberate, whereas the proven
facts showed guilt deserving of a
long state prison term, Mrs, Knapp

ct the jailor's family, takes up her

residence in a pleasant room filled

with books and adorned with fiow-
ers, and is so treated that her only
real punishment is the injury to
her feelings in being so far dbnled
complete exoneration.

This is more or less in line with
a tacit practice of deallng with
grafting public officials, even when
convicted, as though their offenses
were of a political nature and al-
together in a different class from
those of ordinary thieves. But
neither two nor two thousand
wrongs make a right; and the ef-
fect of the pudding-fingered han-
dling of Mrs, Xnapp's puanishment,
upon the maa in the street,
cannot help but be injurious,

It is in such proceedings as this
that the reds find their very best
material; it is such proceedings
that make many fairly decent eciti-
zens utterly disguested with gov-
crnment—breeding potential an-
archy.

Mrs. Knapp, as a highly intelli-
gent, well educated person, was
far more guilty and is entitled- to
far less consideration, than the
slum-bred gangster or gun moll
who, when he or she is convicted of
a crime, goes to prison im fact as
well as in theory, and as a rule
stays there for a long time,

It is in such displays of favorit-
ism that we breed class hatred and
saspicious disbelief in the honesty
of government, They are bad busi-
ness.

Washington, Sept. 6—Proposals
for a Nicaraguan canal to be start-
ed in the next few years probably
are inspired more by military than
by commercial motives,

There is no indication that the
Panama Canal is fast approaching
its maximum carrying capacity.
That time is likely not to come be-
fore the year 2000, If ever, al-
though the matter is conjectural.

The canal now handles ahout 45
per cent of {ts present minimum
capacity. If and when a third set
of locks is bullt, as was contem-
plated in the original plans for the
ditch, it will be able to take care
of more than fouf times as many
shlps as are now using it.

Tonnage passing through the
canal has shown a steady
growth in the last few ysars, but
a saturation point may be reached
easily within the next few -years.
One estimate has been made that
the capacity of the canal as It Is
would not be reached until ' about
1960—and it a third set of locks
were constiructed meanwhile that
capacity would be doubled,

Officials of the canal, who clte
these facts, do not understand the
persistant agitation for a canal
through Nicaragua. . ;

The most seaworthy argumeént in
favor of a second canal, however,

'

is ' made from the standpoint of
military strategy and the national
defense. It is held that in event
of war against the United States
ithe canal might easily be put out
‘of commission, with disastrous pos-
sibilities for our navy. Hence,
‘wouldn't it be much safer to havel
a second canal to fall back on In
‘an emergency?

It will donbtless occur to the
reader that |If the Panama Ca-
nal can be blown up or bottled up,
the same thing might be done to
any Nicaraguan canal. Neverthe-
less, the argument {8 that two ca-
nals are better than one and that
in the wunlikely event that an,
earthquake shou1ld some time de-
stroy one, the other in- all proba-
bility would be left intact.

NEW BOOK PREDICTS
DISASTER FOR GIANT
BRITISH AIR LINERS

London.—Predicting an *“inevi-
table loss of life” among the crew
and passengers of England's giant
rigld super-airships, the R-100 and
R-101, now being constructed in
this country, a naval architect, E.
F. Spanner, has startled aviation
circles with a book entitled “Gen-
tlemen Prefer Aeroplanes.”

The disaster of both these air-
ships are (foreshadowed in this
book, which Las just been publish-
ed in London.

Spanner declares the fabric en-
velope will be torn into :hreds at
the first encounter with moderate-
ly severe weather. He say. the re-
cently disclosed details of the de-
sign of these vessels give evidence
that the metal girder structure,
wkich gives the airships their rigi-
dity, is certain to collapse.

“The gas balloonets,” continues
Spanner, “will leak dangerously.
The gas will form an explosive mix-
ture with the petrol fumes and
bring the ship down in flames.

“Furthermore the ships will be
unable to withstand wind pressures
met when riding at their mooring
mastis.”

Discussing the passenger accom-
modations on the R-100, which is
now receiv.ng the finishing touches
for its maiden voyaze to America
next mon'h, Spanner adds:

“Let us hope that the passengers
are provided with storm rails to
clutch; and plenty of well-uphol-
stered corners against which they
may be thrown with comparative
immunity, for they will spend most
of their time in a sort of prolong-
ed ‘over the falls' movement which
will be caused by the terrifying
plunging and rolling of the vast
craft,

“No doubt, Lieut. Commander
Burpey (the organizer of the pro-
posed transatlantic passenger-ser-
vice, will deem it wise to put in a
strong netting below the guard-rail
g0 that those thrown off their bal-
ance by the motion of the airship
may not roll through the thin en-
velope into the Atlantic.”

Spanner's attack is not directed
against airships as a whole, but
against the design of these two. He
believes that dirigibles might prove
a success for commercial use if

¢ skillfully constructed.

Fall is
coughs and colds.

Colds are contagious in spite of
the common belief to the contrary.
If any one in the family has a
cold, he should keep away from
ihe children as much as possible,
doing all his coughing, sneezing and
blowing into a handkerchief, and
the handkerchiefs kept by them-
selves until wash day, and then
thoroughly boiled Lo kill the germs.

Every member of a family should
have his own towel and wash cloth
at all times, but this is particular-
Iy’ nécessary if he has u cold.

-He . should not go o a movie
where his breath is spreading germs

iim.o the air for children to breathe.
Children in school get colds from

oth&r children. That is why the air
slwould be changed frequently and
the rooms flushed often. The teach-
er should insist on all children hay-
ing clean handkerchiefs and cough-
ing and sneezing into them.

But, of course, children do catch
cold. The millenium’ is not here.

Some small children are partie-
‘ularly susceptiblé to eroup. There
are two kinds; catarrhal croup is
common; diphtheretic croup is
more dangerous, but fortunately
much less prevalent.

Catarrhal or common ecroup
comes suddenly in the night with-
out warning. The child awakens
with a dry, hoarse, barking cough,
Diphtheretic croup does not come
so-suddenly. It usually gives warn-
ing. The  child..gets' hoarse gradu-
ally and is not 'well. He does not
respond to home treatment and his
difficulty in breathing grows very
apparent., A Physician should be
called the minute a mother has any
suspicion of it.

Common or -catarrhal croup of-
tén tauses worry and excitement in
the night because it comes on so
suddenly to an apparently well
child.

There is no mistaking croup. It
has a sound all its own. Don't get
excited—but see that the child is
made warm at once.

Steam s effective. ' Get a tea-
kettle and set it boiling near him
so that he may breathe the steam.
Be careful not to burn or seald him
and don't leave him alone with the
kettle. ‘A cloth over the kettle, ¢ar-
rled to the child, tent-like, is a
help.

Cold compresses around his
throat and neck are good—cloths
wrung out in cold water. Hot com-
presses are equally effective, but
be careful not to scald him,

Try to make him vomit by giving
him: one-half teaspoonful syrup of
Ipecac. It may be repeated in 15
minutes if the first does does not
get results.

Berlin, Sept. 6.—Princess Eliza-
beth Chernichoff, who according to
League of Nations pass was born in
the United States, today was sen-
tenced to six months imprisonment
for blackmailing Werner Von Sie-
mens, noted German industrialist.
Von Siemens said she demanded
30,000 marks.

Princess Elizabeth retracted her
former claim that she had married
Grand . Duke Constantinovitkh in
Berlin in 1902, The grand duke was
killed by Bolshevists after the Red
revolution in Russia,

She maintained however that she
had married Prince (vomn) Cher-
nichoff, who was supposed .to have
been an intimate of Lhe-late Czar.

The princess made a number of
claims both before and after her ar-
rest, She said she had friendly roe-
lationsjgfwith Lenone, ‘despite -har
marria%e into the nobility, and
that she was working 1o restore
diplomatic relations between
United States and Russia, The
court, after listening to her various
claims, said they could be gecepted
as true.

According to the police the prin-
cess admitted that she had atiempri-
ed to blackmaill Von Seimens, but
claimed she did it because she wani-
ed to be deported to Russia to see
her 18 year old son,

The Soviet authorities had bar-
red her entrance otherwise. *

The princess’ maiden name was
said to be Schlicht. She is about 47
years old.
