Woman Writes That Gover-
nor Was Drunk at Fair;
Denied by Reoublican
State Senator.

Albany, N.Y, Sept. 13.—The
“whispering ecampalgn” agalast
Governor Al Smith, which has been
growing steadlly fn volume and vir-
ulence. since his nomination at
Houston, was spectacularly dragged
into the open today by Governor
Smith himself.

For weeks, the governor has
been aware of the stories that have

been going around. They have cir-
culated for the most part by word
of mouth. They have concerned
not only nis religion, but have re-
flected upon members of his fam-
ily and upon his personal habits as
well, He has fairly itched to strike

Under the caption ‘‘Nailing a
Lie in the Whispering Campaign”
and signed “By Alfred E. Smith,"”
the governor made the whole mat-

Boiled down to its essentials. the

governor's statement set forth thpw

following story:

On September 5, W, A, Keenan,
member of a firm of income tax
cpeclalists at Parkersburg, W. Va.
addressed a letter to “Democratic
Headquarters, Syracuse, N. Y..” in
which he called attention to the
whispering campaign waged against
Governor Smith.

“A lady of this city, formerly 2
resident of Syracuse, and very
prominent soclally here,” Keenan's
letter said, "*has a letter from M\irs
Sanford, whom she advises is th»
wife of H. D. Sanford, of Syracuse
and who is reported to be prom-
inent there.

BOARD T0 SEEK
CROSSING GATES

—_—

(Oakland Street Menace Sub-

ject of Long Meeting; Ask
Hearing.

That the erection of gates at the
dangerous Oakland street railroad
crossing i{s more feasible than
abandoning the ecrossing was the
opinion of the Board of Selectmen

and hearing held at the time of the

monthly meeling.
Formal notice was served on tha
Public Utilities commission today
that a hearing on the gates con-
struction was desired.

North enders took a decided in-
terest in the crossing hearing. They
were led by John Spillane of
Striekland street, a lifelong resident
of the town, and one who has been
greatly perturbed over thte danger-
ous spot. Others who appeared at
the hearing were Jay E. Magnell,
Mark Holmes, Joseph Crooks,
George H. Kuhney, Dr. ¥. A,
Sweet and Rev. W. D. Woodward.

Can't Close It

In executive session the Select-
men learned that they could not
legally close the crossing. The
board members favor the construe
tion of a bridge over the railroad
tracks at North Elm street, but
that cannot be done for some years
because the state highway depart-
ment is eliminating grade crossings
on through routes only. It wolld
cost the town well over 350,000 to
do the job alone. The Selectmen be-
lHeve that gates at the crossing will
be ample, and believe that the Pub-
lic Utilities commission will order
them installed.

The Selectmen were in session for
nearly five hours and a half. After
the crossing problem had been dis-
cussed the board plunged into the
study of town finances. Some of the
Selectmen believe that the state-
ment of finanecial standing whieh
appears in the annual town report
does not give the townspeople a
true understanding of actual condl-
tions. The present bookkeeping sys-
tem and “set-up” in the town's of-
fices is rather cumbersome. It is
difficult for even the Selectmen to
arrive at some definite conclusion
about finances using the present
forms. Because of this the board
last night voted to employ an ac-
counting firm to present the Select-
men with a thorough study of the
town's finances over a period of
eight to ten years.

Park St. Bridge

E. L. G. Hohenthal, representing
the Chamber of Commerce, appear-
ed before the Selectmen and urged
action on the reconstruction of the
Park street bridge. He submitted a
plan approved by the Chamber com-
mittee. He also said that it was the
committee's opinion that the orig-
inal bounds on Middle Turnpike be
re-established. This has been asked
especially by Horace B. Cheney,
who has always been a town plan-
ning enthusiast,

The board voted to sit on four
different days to make votera.
They will meet with the Registrars
and the Town Clerk on October 13
from nine a. m. until nine p. m.;
on October 15 from seven p, m. un-
til 9:30 p. m.; October:17 from 7 p.

He had escaped
from the Morrisania station house
after belng arrested on charges of
holding up a mail earrier.

Patrolman Brosnan's last move
evidently had been toward his
pistol. He was sitting on a wheel
stretcher at the door of the ward
when the gunmen approached.

His hand was on the butt of his
pistol when Dr. Marola found him
dead. Obylously, he had started up
from the stretcher and had been
felled on the instant.

Outside the accldent ward, the
men met Frank Morris, an orderly
and one showed his hand, request-
Ing treatment for it.

The first physical step toward
regdapting the cravat department
of Cheney Brothers'to the handling
of materials more efficiently is the
removal of the cravat stock room
from the second floor of the cravat
mill down stairs to the rear section
of the tirst floor.- The removal Is
now underway .

‘The stock room was located on
the gecond floor front and lay dir-
actiy cff the room where the cravat
finishing work Is carried on. The
removal to the first floor space
where some discarded looms had
been stored puts the stock room,
office force and shipping room all
on the first floor and leaves the
second floor free for the manufac-
turing of cravats exclusively.

The additional space will provide
ample room for the installation of
the conveyor system which is to be
employed in carrying the cravatls
through the various processes.

The conveyors will ecarry the
fabrics not only through the manu-
facturing processes but all the way
to the shipping department.

At present the machines used in
the manufacture of the cravals are
run by shaft drive, Under the new
system it Is planned to install in-
dividual power units for each ma-
chine.

The .cravat department formerly
occupied only a small part of what

was formerly known as the ribbon |

mill. Now with the ever increasing
demand for Cheney cravats, it has
grown so that it is actively using
practically the entire mlill

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JUSTIFIABLE

If continuance in office seems to
be the principle adhered to by the
Republican party of Manchester
this fall the reasons for such a
rolicy outwelgh, in the present In-
stance, those which fairly enough
may be brought against it.

It is true that wherever such a
plan does not interfere with the
orderly conduct of the communjty’s
business, it is politically and social-
ly wise to distribute responsibility
for government successively among
s large a number of citizens as
practicable. In other words, it is
rot desirable that the business of
town management or town repre-
pentation should come to be con-
fined to a small group in the citi-
senry; certainly not to such an ex-
tent that the average man or wom-
an feels that he or she has no
worthwhile part in the conduct of
public affairs, Succession in office
—always, of course, within limits
fixed by capability, industry and
interest—ought to be.an establish-
ed principle in such towns as Man-
chester,

This year, however, special con-
ditions exist. Manchester is on the
€ve of an undertaking of far reach-
ing and permanent effect, It s
about to adopt a new charter, and
the adoption of a new charter is
equivalent to municipal rebirth. It
is a dealicate, not to say s hazard-
ous enterprise, justified by the urge
of patent necessity, but calling at
the same time for every particle of
experience and wisdom available.

It was highly important that, at
this time, when all-around co-oper-
ation is vitally needed, the present
governing board of the town shounld
be continued. It was especially ur-
gent that Manchester should be
Tepresented in the Legislature,
whence the new charter must de-
rive its validity, by legislators ex-
perienced and. enjoying acquaint-
ance and influence at the capitol.
It would have been less than the
part of wisdom to have chosen new
ond inexperienced representatives
in the places of Miss Cheney and
Judge Johuson. It would have been
even more unwise to have provid-
ed for a successor to State Senator
Robert J, Smith,

Manchester has a very import-
ant job of work on {ts hands. It
will need the team work of its most
yractised hands in the. art of gov-
ernment, at home and in the legis-
Iature, to assure the success of the
charter movement,

' GOOD NEWS

While Manchester i not a one-
fndustry town, the siik business is
50 large & factor in its life that as
ectivity i the mllls waxes or
vanes, as in all textile industries
it does within certain limits and
from time to time, go are the spirits
of the community affected.

'department of the National
Museum the other day and gor tu
wondering whether it is nicer to be
called a Pachycephala or a 1Mhick
head. It all means the sams thing !

The poor little bird to whoem
these names are applied, more of-
ten the second one, has no choice !
in the martter. He's dead—just like
thousands of other birds embalmed |
and laid out in a great serles n['
trays enclosed in long lines of what |
look like electric refrigerators,

There are about 90 kinds of
pachycephalas—or thickheads—
but the one your correspondent
went to see was of a kind which
had never visited the museum be-
fore. He is called pachyecehaln
nudigula, which mmeans a thick-
head with a nude neck. His naked
spot is not all ne.k, however; its
part throat and part chest which
geoes featherless and makes hin
different from all other thick-
beads.

It is not surprising if you have
never seen a thickhead,
they are found only in the Malay
archipelago and the one with the
funny neck is known to exist only
in the Sunda Islands. In appear-
ence it'ssomething like a shruake,

Naturally, it was something of
an event when the pachycephsala
nudigula came to Washington.
The museum had heard that some
Luropean museum  had two of
them; it also found that it had du-
.plicates of some rare Chinese bird
which the European museum
didn't nave. So the two museums
just swapped.

Charles W. Richmond, the Na-
tional Museum's associate curator
of birds, who knows about more
than 20,000 kinds of birds, says
that the term_ ‘'‘thickhead,” as
used to deseribe this particular
bird, has not relation to the pop-
ular understanding of the term
That is, the thickhead probably is
no dumber &nd no smarter than
the average bird.

“Most all birds,” says Mr.
Richmond, “operate under an in-
herited sense which I8 useful
within certain limits.

“Of course, some birds
smarter than others.
and magpies, for instance.
Finglish sparrow, from long
cjation with mean, has
quite a few tricks. He knows
vhen to jump. Sometimes par-
rots are supposed to be bright At
any rate, they can talk, which Is
more than most birds can do.

“Or take the Mino bird out at
the zoo. He says 'So's your old
man' and ‘How about appropria
tions?' But he won't say what
you want him to when you wan!
him to. If you want him to sar
‘How about appropriations?’ he is
Just'as likely to say ‘So’s your ulé
man."- He represents. a certain
trpe of bird which is capable of »
minimum amount of speech.

“But ha can pick up things for
himsell sometimes. Originaily
there were two of them there.
They lost one and then it was cx-
plained to visitors who saw thz
surviving Mino bird that the other
one died. Pretty soon that M‘no
bird was telling everyvbody: ‘The
other one died.'”

SAVE YOUR “GLAD”
BULBS FOR SPRING

By ROMAINE B. WARE.

As soon as the frosts have stop-
.ped all growth of your gladioles
‘they should be dug and stored for
‘the winter., It is best to select &
time when the soil is dry for this.
With the spading work lift them
out and-you will notice that there
are a good many little bublets
.clinging to the Iarge bulbs. These
(are valuable as each one will pro-
‘duce_a bulb if you plant them and
care for them right next year:
Carefully shake the little bublets fn
a box of some kind. If yours are
-named varieties try to keep them
.separate; marking each box with
the name of the variety.

Cut the old top off the bulb
close to it and lay them out in
rather thin layers in boxes to cure.
If the weather Is good they are
best set ont of doors each day for a
week or so. Then they may be
‘stored on a cool dry place. During

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THEN “FED” THEM

Social Side Was Considered
In Ye Olden Days; Errors
Were Counted, Too.

-

This is the filth of the geries
of articles on old time base-
ball played by the South Man-
chgster baseball team during
1894 as scored hy the writer.

By BOB CARNEY

At the outset of these articles it
was stated that the method of scor-
ing baseball games in 18984 was
far different than is the rule fol-
lowed today. A hit was earned in
those days and any hit that touch-
ed a hand or any part of the field-
er and was not caught or recover-
ed in time to retire the runner was
counted as an error, This accounts
in part for the number of errors
that are charged against the play-
erg of those days. A fielder was not
l.elped with a big glove in making
big cdtches and the rule was with-
cut a glove rather than with one.
Another thing that caused the cred-
fted of errors was the poor
grounds. Today if a ball takes a
bund bound and the player touches
it, it is not counted as an error, but
urder the, rules of scoring of thosa
days it was an error just the same.
The lack of level grounds often
played a blg part in the number of
errors that were charged against
a player.

The Social Side

Not all games played were of the
“kill 'em and drag 'em out” kind.
There was a soclal side to base-
baN in those days just as there is in
golf today, The home team was
auxions to win, but the sporting
end of it was considered and in no
games played was this shown more
than in those with Company “K"
cf the First Connecticut of Hart-
ford.

William C. Cheney was a former
member of Company K, having be-
come connected with that company
while he was engaged in the works
that Cheney Brothers then had in
Hartford and he was a member of
the veteran association of the com-
pany., He had played ball with
Company K and it was pretty well
understood that when "K' came
10 town they were to be treated
like gentlemen and even the Kkids,
who make life miserable for some
of the plavers {n those days, seem-
ed to understand this,

The “K" team would arrive in
town in a bus or a four seated car-
riage, carrying their few bats ani
such gloves as were considered nec-
cssary for a game and they would
ge out and try and win, just as
the South Manchester team would
try and beat them, but It was =&
different sort of a game than some
of the others. At the close of the
game there would be refreshments
served at the home of one of the
piayers and the refreshments were
those of the pre-Volstead days.

A 10-Inning Game

at length.

“The merchants expressed the
very kindest feeling for the clerks
and had no hesitation in saying
that they  fully appreciated the
motive which actuated the signing
of the petition.

Also that, T -ving dis-
cussed this matter in April a’ the
largest meeting of merchante ever
held and having voted unanimously
to keep the stores open, and having
advertised this 'fact, it would be
very unwise to fail to at least give
the new schedule a reasonable trigl.

“However, we recommend that
the annual meeting in January can-
sider a half-day a week closing
during June, July-and August.
