JERSEY WITH TALK

STORM HITS GEORGIA,

Leaders Predict Candidate 
Has Insured November 
Victory by His "Bread 

' and Batter”  Address.
Newark, N. J. Sept. 18.— The Re­

publican leadership of New Jersey 
jubilantly predicted today that Her­
bert Hoover has insured a Novem­
ber victory In this battleground 
state by bis “ bread and butter”  ̂
speech here and his two day tour 
of its principal northern cities.

The Jersey’s G. O. P. was enthus­
iastic in its praise of Hoover’s per­
sonal campaigning and In its pre­
dictions of its effect upon the elec­
torate. Hoover meanwhile launch 
ed his second day of motorine: 
through the state with a visit to 
the Newark Municipal Airport, 
preparatory to visiting Hudson, Ber­
gen and Passaic counties. This af­
ternoon after lunching here, he will 
motor through Princeton and 
Elizabeth to Trenton, where he 
boards his train for the return trip 
to Washington.

In his “ bread and butter” speech. 
Hoover made five pledges to organ­
ized labor:

1. To continue Republican pros­
perity under the protective tariff.

2. To continue restricted immi­
gration iu order to safeguard the 
American wage levels.

3. To curtail the use of injunc­
tions in labor disputes.

4. A reassertibn of labor’s right 
to dbllective bargaining.>-

5. A $1,000,000,000 government 
construction program to eliminate 
seasonable unemployment.

Wins Over Jersey.
Senator Walter E. Edge declared 

this speech had won New Jersey to 
the Repulican ticket. Morgan F. 
Larson, Republican nominee for 
governor, and Hamilton F. Keane, 
Republican nominee for Senator, 
echoed bis words.

“ Herbert Hoover has won organ­
ized labor all over the country and 
assured a Republican victory in 
New Jersey by his great analysis of 
labor’s problems and his common 
sense pledge to continue Republi­
can prosperity,” said Edge. “ The 
wonderful enthusiasm shown 
throughout his visit demonstrates 
clearly that New Jersey will cast 
aside every other issue and vote to 
continue Republican prosperity.”

WINSLOW CLINGS 
TO HOPE FOR BOYS

Not Convinced by Identifica 
tion of Pictures That Lads 
Were Slain.

Mrs. Emily Carlson, aunt of the 
Winslow boys believed to ht,ve been 
killed by Gordon Northcott, young 
chicken rancher of Riverside, Cal., 
whose father describes him as an 
“ ape man” , is anxiously awaiting a 
reply to a telegram she sent yester­
day to her sister, mothei of the 
boys, at Pomona, Cal., asking for 
further information.

The telegram was sent before 
Mrs. Carlson was aware that the 
father of Northcott, who paid for 
the son’s chicken ranch, had con­
fessed that he had been aware of 
the murder of four boys at the 
ranch. Other new developments 
have been the finding of bones, 
since shown to be those of a child, 
buried about a mile and a bait 
from the rafich, and also the dis­
covery on the ranch of various 
fragments which have been declar­
ed by an identification expert to be 
human remains. ...

Little Resn Doubt
These circumstances, together 

with the positive identification of 
pictures of the Winslow boys by 
15-year-old Sanford Clark, nephew 
of Gordon Northcott, as those of 
two of the four boys he was com­
pelled to help murder, seem to 
leave little doubt of the fate of the 
Winslow boys.

However, one identificatlor in 
the case has brokfn down, that of 
the boy Walter Collins, who, with

RUTH ELDER’S HUBBY 
SAILS FOR NEW YORK

Gets Job as Fireman on Steam­
er— T̂o Abandon Divorce 
Suit.

Toronto, Obt., Sept. 18.— At least 
seventeen lives, probably many 
more, were lost when the S. S. 
Manasoo— formerly the Macassa 
which plied as a passenger and 
freight vessel between Toronto and 
Hamilton— went down like a rock 
in Georgian Bay, about 15 mlla.= 
out of Owen Sound. Five members 
of the crew escaped on a life raft, 
and have been rescued by the S. S. 
Manitoba, after drifting helplessly 
for sixty hours, according to word 
received here today. Two life boais 
containing other survivors are be­
lieved to be adrift somewhere on 
the bay.

The tragedy, one of the worst in

^the history of the Great Lakes, oc-« 
curred about three a. m., Saturday. 
But, due to the suddenness of the 
disaster and the lack of wireless 
aboard the vessel, no one ashor,e 
heard of it until the Manitoba wire­
lessed the rescue. How many per­
sons were aboard the vessel will 
not be known until records are 
checked.

Built in England, the Macassa 
and her sister ship, the Moheska, 
plied for many years on their Lake 
Ontario routes. About a year ago 
they were sold to Owen Sound in­
terests, remodelled and renamed, 
and put into service between Owen 
Sound, Midland and other points on 
northern waters.

Aboard Governor Smith's Special 
Train, in Iowa, Sept. 18.— Governor 
A1 Smith was out where the tall 
corn grows today.

His special train was rolling this 
morning across the broad expanse 
of Iowa corn fields, nearing Oma­
ha.

The death list, it is feared, may 
reach several hundred. Property 
damage is placed in excess of $50,- 
000,000 with the final figure ex­
pected to reach about $80,000,000.

Relief measures -here- are in the 
hands of a citizens’ committee of 
five. Should civilian measures fail, 
military rule will be invoked.

Pictures of sorrow and ruin are 
present everywhere. Without 
proper tools or materials, residents 
are making pitiful a\empts to re­
build their’ homes. Aid from the 
United States is eagerly awaited.

Many Bodies Buried
Many bodies have been buried 

without the formality of identifica­
tion.

A relief committee has been 
formed by the citizens of San Juan 
with Chief Justice Emell Del Toro 
as chairman. This commission is 
providing food, clothing and shelter 
for the hqmeless and is working to 
re-establish communication with 
districts that were cut off by the 
tornado.

IS ALL IN RUINS

Reports Trickle in to Jack­
sonville From the Outly­
ing Towns.

■ Jacksonville, Fla., Sept. 18— The 
Florida hurricane, somewhat dim­
inished in fury, swept up the Geor­
gia coast today, after causing an 
unestimated loss of life and proper­
ty in its serpentine rush on the 
peninsula.

Lashed by tempestuous waves of 
the raging Atlantic, a 70-mile gale 
struck Jacksonville beach near here 
late yesterday and destroyed thous­
ands of dollars worth of amusement 
devices.

Telephone communication early 
today with 'Valdosta, ThomasTille 
and Brunswick on the Georgia 
coast have been severed by the gale. 
There has been no shipping from 
Savannah for the past 12 hours.
' .  Out of the ominous silence that 
enveloped the peninsula after the 
hurricane Sunday and Monday, 
owing to shattered wire communi­
cation came today dribble by drib­
ble the story of horrors in the Lake 
Okeechobee region.

Palm Reach is ravaged and 
across the Lagoon, West Palm 
Beach lies in ruins. The dead while 
not approaching the toll o f ' the 
great hurricane two years ago, are 
yet unnumbered, and the extent of 
loss in human lives may not be 
known for days.

Property Damage
The property damage in levelled 

structures, in truck and fruit crops 
will be $20,000,000. One estimate 
places the damage at Palm Beach 
alone at $12,000,000.

The hurricane swerved la its 
path northwestward from a point

Miami, Fla., Sept. 18.— Florida’s 
hurricand toll mounted, today with 
unconfirmed, reports increasing it 
beyond 150. The known death toll 
was-37. •

Damage in South Florida alone 
was esimated at $25,000,COO.

The Red Cross listed 38 injured, 
but this is believed to be far short 
of the number a-waiting medical at­
tention in the wide path of debris 
cut by the hurricane.

The heaviest casualties were 
where the 120-mile-an-hour .wind 
whipped the vast expanse of water 
into a roaring flood that swirled 
through several towns.

See Floating Bodies
Several persons emerged from 

the isolated lake region reported 
numerous bodies floating in the 
inundated areas. Red Cross officials 
said 20 were known dead at Belle 
Glade, a settlement on the south­
eastern shore of Lake Okeechobee.

The other 17 known deaths were 
recorded in the Palm beaches, 
Lakewo’rth and surrounding towns.

The work of searching the 
wreckage was far from complete, 
with the pcobabiUty that a higher 
death will be revealed as the check 
continues.

As .shaky communicatiou chan­
nels were opened to stcim torn 
Florida, reports were received tell­
ing of an unknown number of dead 
and injured.
■ ThlFty-seven persons were killed 

in the Palm Beach vicinity, which 
felt the fiercest attack of the hur­
ricane. Fears were fe.lt > that the 
death' toll would mount.

Several were reported dead at 
Lake ■ Okeechobee, which overran 
its banks.

Hundreds Injured
The number of injured may reach 

into the hundreds.
Property damage already is esti­

mated at $12,000,000 to $20,000,- 
000 and may go higher. Three- 
fourths of the homes in the Palm 
beaches were I said to have been 
damaged.

Porto Rico reported at least 250 
dead,’ while 300 were said to have 
been klDed in the French West In­
dian island of Gaodeloupe.

Damage in Porto Rico was esti­
mated at $100,000,000, with 700,- 
000 persons homeless.

The trail of the storm is a tail 
of wrecked buildings and-homes, 
broken cotnmuniealion lines, suf­
fering, hunger, and, in some por­
tions of Porto Rico, economic and 
industtial collapse.

One of the greatest relief un­
dertakings since the war is being 
organized by the Red Cross and the 
federal government to take food, 
clothing and medical supplies to 
the sufferers.

President Coolldge issued a 
proclamation calling for funds for 
Porto' Rico, and he directed the 
War Department to rush supplies 
there.

New York, Sept. 18.— A 40- 
mile gale sweeping out of the 
northeast and down the Atlantic 
seaboard is expected to strike 
New York in its fullest intensity 
sometime tonight.

Storm warnings have been 
posted as far north as Maine and 
as far south as Cape Hattera^, 
the Weather Bureau said, al­
though that area probably rep­
resents a safe margin over what 
the covered district will be.

First hints of the impending 
gale came early today when a 
16-mlle wind blew over the city 
from the northeast. This wind, 
the Weather Bureau here ex­
plained, gradually will increase 
until it reaches Its greatest se­
verity tonight.

tinue its destructive drive up the 
Carolina coast and expend its fury 
off Cape Hatteras. Shifting from its 
northwesterly course through Flo­
rida late yesterday afternoon, the 
storm with hurricane force veered 
to a northeasterly direction near 
Tampa and struck Jacksonville 
shortly- after six o’clock last night. .

As the storm raged through the 
northern part of the state it wreck­
ed communication lines, completely 
cutting off the Florida peninsula 
from any wire communication ex­
cept a single telegraph circuit into 
Jacksonville.

Evidently the storm had already 
reached Georgia points by midnight, 
as a message to th) International 
News Service Bureau here from its 
correspondent at Atlanta, stated at 
that hour that telephonic and tele­
graphic communication to points 
south of 'Valdosta, Thomasville and 
Brunswick, Ga., had been severed.

Some Reports
The message said that unconfirm-: 

ed reports over the single wire into 
Jacksonville placed the death toll in 
the Lake Okeechobee region at six- ■ 
teen, with conditions reported as 
pitiful. Destruction there was be­
lieved to be greater than at Palm 
Beach or Boynton, a small town 
south of Tampa. These reports came 
from passengers on a special train 
enroute to Jacksonville from south­
ern Florida. A number of persons 
were reported killed at Boynton, 
when a school in which they had 
taken refuge collapsed. The death is 
unconfirmed.

At nine o’clock last night the 
Weather Bureau here broadcast via 
naval radio a storm bulletin to the 
effect that the storm center would 
likely pass near Savannah, Ga., in 
about ten hours!

Terrific Damage
Telephone linemen who returned 

to Jacksonville <rom the Palm 
Beach storm area reported terrific 
damage in the sister cities. West 
Palm Beach and Palm Beach, with 
hardly a structure undamaged. The 
injured were placed fit between 250 
and 300, but whether there were 
any deaths was undetermined.

Reports from other sources re­
layed here from Jacksonville, plac­
ed the property damage in the Palm 
Beach area at $12,000,000 with oth­
er estimates running as high as 
$30,000,000.

Stricken as were, the two cities, 
refugees were reported pouring in' 
from outlying districts, and relief 
stations were established at the El 
Verano and Pennsylvania hotels in 
West Palm Beach. Refugees were 
being given emergency treatment

RUSHING RELIEF
Washington, Sept. IS— By order 

of President Coolldge, efforts were 
doubled today to rush food, cloth­
ing and other supplies to Porto 
Rico, which was devastated by the 
West Indian hurricane.

The naval supply ship Bridge is 
expected to sail from New York to­
night. It is heavily stocked with 
relief supplies.

The War Department has order­
ed the following supplies sent from 
the New York general depot:

Two general ho.'-.pitals, consisting 
of tents, etc.; 36,000 blankets, 2,- 
000 tents and 5,000 cots.

Orders have already been placed 
by the Red Cross for 1,350,000 
tropical rations, consisting of 
beans, salt pork, bacalo, etc. This 
shipment will weigh 1,240 tons and 
is expected to be ready by tonight.

President Coolldge issued a pro­
clamation to the American people 
calling for contributions to a Porto 
Rican relief fund.

IN VIRGIN ISLANDS
St. Thomas, Virgin Islands, Sept. 

Ig— The tropical hurricane which 
swept Porto Rico and Florida took 
a terrific toll in life and property 
here, it was revealed today after 
communication with the outside 
world had been established.

Reports from the Leeward is­
lands indicated that the death list 
may exceed thirty. Many districts 
were completely devastated. Mon- 
serrat is believed to have suffered 
the heaviest loss.

The hurricane lasted for 17 
hours. The wind blew at a velo­
city of 100 miles an hour, uproot­
ing trees, unroofing houses and 
ruining crops.

The huge seas here badly dam­
aged shipping and the harbor. Dur­
ing the hurricane, the governor 
called out the naval forces to pro­
tect residents and their property.

Property damage in the Virgin 
Islands is believed to be near the 
million dollar mark.

THIRTY-SEVEN DEAD
Miami, Fla., Sept. 18.— ^Thirty- 

seven known dead in the hurricane 
thSt swept across Florida were re­
ported today from ofliclal sources. 
Unconfirmed reports placed the list 
much higher.

Seven bodies have been found 
in the towns of West Palm Beach, 
Lakewood, Deerfield and Delray. 
The Red Cross reported twenty 
dead at Belle Glade, fifty, miles 
west of Palm Beach.

The vast stretch of Lake Okee­
chobee was isolated this morning. 
James U. Grant, arriving from Pa- 
hokee, told Red Cross oflicials that 
at least 100 were dead in that re­
gion. He said he had helped recov­
er a dozen bodies of white persons 
from the wind driven floods of the 
lake, which was said to have inun­
dated several towns.

Nothing had been heard from 
the town of Morehaven, on the 
southwest ^hore of the lake, and it 
was feared to have been flooded.

West Palm Beach
The city of West Palm Beach, 

called America’s Deauville, w.as 
hard hit, and the damage may 
reach $10,000,000 there, it was es­
timated by Howard Selby, chair­
man of the R ^  <Jross relief com­
mittee.

Hifndreds of houses were swept 
down by the gale which reached a 
velocity of 130 n îles an hour. 
Many of the larger buildings in the 
business district were damaged.

The town of Lake Worth, seven 
miles south, suffered heavier dam­
age.. The tropical fury beat into 
the coast on a path between Fort 
Lauderdale and Kelsey City, turn­
ed inland and moved up the coast 
around Tampa, finally turning 
northeastward.

22 Injured
There were 22 known injured 

in the region of West Palm Beach 
and a search of the miles of debris 
tor more victims were pressed by 
volunteers from the American Le­
gion and National Guardsmen. The 
district was closely guarded to pre­
vent looting.

The everglades on the lower 
shores of Lake Okeechobee were 
covered wijth water from four to 
six feet deep. Settlers who escaped 
injury'  started walking toward 
West Palm Beach, more than fifty 
miles away, a pitiful line of hungry 
and exhausted men, women and 
children, without even water to 
drink.

Scores of persons living along 
the shores of the huge lake are 
feared to have been drowned when 
the hurricane drove Lake Okeecho­
bee out of its banks. It may be 
days before the full extent of these 
casualties are known.

A relief train from Miami 
reached West Palm Beach yester­
day with physicians, nurses and 
medical supplies. Miami virtually 
escaped damage, being struck by 
nothing more serious than a sixty- 
mile gale.

Five freight cars toppled over 
its tracks which delayed trains of 
the Florida East Coast Railroad 
for twelve hours.

The rainfall in Miami exceeded 
seven inches, and a similar down­
pour drenched the whole area af 
fected by the hurricane.

The 
barometer reading was 28.95.

Naval officials Interpreted this to 
mean that the hurricane is subsid­
ing and is following the predicted 
course out to sea.

hurricane, according to telephone 
advices received today by Col. S. L. 
Lowry, commanding the 116th 
Artillery here.

IN WEST PALM BEACH
West Palm Beach, Fla., Sept. 18 

—  (By Courier to Miami) — With 
the death list here at nine, and 
about 400 Injured, efforts were 
made today to rush repairs to the 
power and gas plants and Increase 
the supply of drinking water.

The streets here are strewn with 
debris. Ninety per cent of the build­
ings of the city were damaged to 
some extent, and a number totally 
destroyed. Many were unroofed, 
while many had windows broken.

A portion of the Good Samaritan 
hospital here was destroyed by the 
hurricane, but none of the patients 
was killed. Three babies were born 
at the height of the gale.

The Pepnsylvania hotel was a 
haven for scores of refugees whose 
homes were destroyed.

Smaller towns in this vicinity 
were hard hit by the blow. Dam­
age was especially heavy at Boyn­
ton, Delray, Pompano, Fort Pierce 
and Stuart. ^

Highways to the north ahd south 
of here were almost impassable. 
Trees, telegraph poles and wires 
lay in a tangled mass on the high­
ways for miles.

AWAITING S'TORM
Thomasville, Ga., Sept. 18.— The 

full force of the storm tearing its 
way up the Florida coast and the 
Georgia' seaboard, was scheduled to 
strike this city in the southwestern 
part of Georgia at six o’clock this 
morning, according to the United 
States Weather Bureau broadcast 
here last night.

Control of these cases 
come' an exceedinglY elaboratq^ sa- 
fair.

Fees Are Limited 
The operation of the Act is only 

carried through by the self-sacil- 
fice of attorneys and counsel.

resent a subscription of at lea^t

HOO\^R AXD FACTS
More and more Mr. Hoover is 

demonstrating the difference be  ̂
tween the balanced, expert thinker 
and the ordinary, or even the ex­
traordinary, political spell hinder. 
|*olitician8, even those o f a very 
high rank, fall easily into certain 
standardized horrors. One of them 
is to deal recklessly in superlatives 
r.nd tub-thumping. And the com­
monest of all is to attribute to the 
speaker’s political party all the 
blessings of nature and to the 
other fellow's party all the disap­
pointments, failures and griefs to 
which mankind is heir.

It was a breath of cool air in 
the desert when Mr. Hoover, in his 
first speech of the campaign in the 
East, at Newark last night, freely 
and candidly admitted that the 
prosperity of this country was not 
wholly the result of the waving of 
some magic wand by the Republi­
can party. Primarily the economic 
attainments of the nation are due, 
he said in effect, to the enterprise, 
energy and character of a great 
people. Certain contributing ele­
ments, to be sure, are and must be 
supplied by government in order 
to give full effect to the industry 
and intelligence and inventiveness 
of the people; and these, he point­
ed out, the Republican party makes 
It its business to provide— a pro- 
itcctive tariff and continued immi­
gration restriction being prominent 
among them.

SCIENCE BE BLOWEDl
The Star Herald of Colon, Pana­

ma Canal Zone, celebrated the ar­
rival there of the Byrd ship City of 
New York by printing a laudatory 
editorial which, it seems to us, 
comes nearer to evaluating the 
Antarctic expedition at its true 
worth than anything we have seen 
up to this time.

“The people of the world, which 
dally is growing more common­
place and humdrum,” says the Star 
Herald, “still have a love of adven­
ture.” Then the editorial proceeds 
to point out that people can get 
adventure vicariously by reading 
about the things that happen to a 
chosen few. “It Is this entertain­
ment that will be given to millions 
who will travel with the expedi­
tion through the reports in the 
press that will make the cost of 
The expedition worth while.”

We are glad that the Canal Zone 
newspaper, in its naive way, put 
the propostilon in this light The 
deuce* of it is that ninety-nine 
newspaper editors out ot a hun­
dred. in such circumstances, write 
under wraps. A newspaper editor 
Is not very often a scientist— very 
seldom indeed is he a specialim in 
science. So that when the promo­
ters of adventures like this Byrd 
expedition begin to talk about the 
high import ot such undertakings 
in their relation to science— the 
immense value to humanity 
through the accruing Increase, in 
the sum of human knowledge—  
they have us stopped at the start. 
We can’t refute them, so it is im- 
piissible to contradict them. Yet 
probably the ninety-nine are unani­
mously skeptical.

It takes a leader like the little 
Canal Zone newspaper to start 
them off. It calmly ditches all the 
“scientific” buok and cheers lustily 
for the expedition as a stunt.

B.4BY’S TEETH
Baby should be taken to the den­

tist at least once a year, from the 
first to about the sixth year, and 
after that the dental inspection and 
necessary treatment should be given 
every six months. Tbe.,temporarv 
teeth of the baby should be kept In 
as healthy condition as possible to i 
enable the child to thoroughly chew I 
his food, to prevent tooth decay, de-! 
formity of the jaws, and also for j 
the sake of appearances and to a< j 
sist the baby in learning perfect, 
speech. j

If these first baby teeth are not! 
properly cared for, the permanent 
teeth are liable to come in at bad 
angles and bring about a deforml.v 
of the jaws which will be hard to 
correct. The first twenty baby teen 
should be brushed daily, or wipnd 
with a cheesecloth or absorbent 
cotton which has been moistened 
and dipppd in bicarbonate of soda: 
The dentist can however, by the 
skilful use of his instruments, re- 
mqve premature decay and make 
temporary fillings which will pre­
serve the first teeth long enough for 
the child to receive their full use.

The child’s diet during the first 
six years is especially important tn 
the development of the permanent! 
teeth. Four molars, or back teeth, 
appear about the sixth year, and 
these are often neglected due to the 
fact that the parents think they are 
only temporary teeth. These first 
molars form the keystone of the 
dental arch; all other permanent 
teeth either grow in front or back 
of these first four molars. If the 
reader is over twenty years of age 
he will find, if he looks into his 
mirror, that either these first back 
teeth are entirely missing, or thev 
are well filled with silver or gold 
fillings. The average reader can for­
give himself for this, as there was 
very little known on the subject of 
dental prophylaxis when he was a 
baby. We now know that if Mie 
baby Is fed properly there is no 
excuse for dental decay if the serv­
ices of the dentist are employed at 
regular intervals, and the teeth 
kept clean by being well brushed 
two or three times daily.

In the past few years we have} 
gathered together some important | 
facts as regards the care of thei 
teeth in both the child and t)if> I 
adult. Here is a summary of some j 
good rules for everyone to follow: 

Avoid mushy foods.
Use a mininium amount of sug­

ars and starches.
Use a carefully balanced diet con­

taining plenty of raw vegetables.
Eat coarse foods that scour and 

clean the teeth when they are well 
chewed.

Masticate all foods thoroughly to 
improve digestion and exercise me 
teeth.

Brush the teeth vigorously after 
every meal to remove decomposing 
food particles which may have 
lodged between the teeth or in cavi­
ties.

See a dentist at least evsry six 
months.

Do not wait for a tooth to ache 
before seeing the dentist.

Remember, these are rules for 
both the adult and the child. If you 
have children. It is your duty to 
them to see that such rules are 
carefully followed.

Questions and Answers
Question: K. L. writes: "Some­

time ago I was examined l̂ y a doc­
tor who said I had mitral regurgi­
tation of the heart as well as an ex­
aggerated dorsal curvature of ihe 
spine. He advised me to quit all ex­
ercise whatsoever. I am sixteen 
years old and feel that I should for­
get everything that he told me, but 
what would you advise?”

Answer: You can at least partial­
ly correct the spinal curvature by 
taking the proper kind of correc­
tive exercises. Get the advice of 
some gymnasium instructor regard­
ing both the exercises for your 
spine and other exercises which will 
help in curing your heart trouble.

Question: L. H. asks: “Is there 
an oil made from poppy seeds that 
may be used as a salad oil and is It 
a good food?”

Answer: Poppy oil, extracted
from, the poppy seed, is popular In 
parts of Europe as a table oil. It 
is of pale yellow color, practically 
odorless and has a very pleasing 
flavor. The inferior grades are used 
In soapmaking and like products. 
As far as its food value Is concern­
ed, It has no special merit.

Question: Miss B. asks: “Will 
you please tell me what causes my 
hands to be exceedingly dry— so dry 
they often wrinkle in the palm? 
This Is mostly at night. Also, I have 
a craving for fresh fruit and cool 
tart drinks— anything cold and 
Juicy. I have been this way for sev­
eral years.’’

Answer: Satisfy your craving for 
fresh fruit by eating nothing else I 
for a few'days. This treatment w ill' 
help to correct the dryness of your 
skin. For temporary relief, rub co­
coa-butter on the skin. Use a small 
amount over the entire body each 
night before you retire.

Washington— In the election 
year of 1920 the cost of living 
was higher than at any other 
time, before or since. That v/as 
the year of the first of the last 
two Republican landslides and the 
voters turned out the party in 
power.

It seems likely that many 
voters were good and sore about 

the hign cost of living and that 
if running expenses had been low 
er than usual at the time the Dem­
ocrats still might be in control. 
But this is only speculation based 
on the assumption that the aver­
age voter reacts politically accord­
ing to what happens to be biting 
him most and worst, without par­
ticular -regard for basic causa­
tions.

Living costs have been pretty 
well stabilized for the last si.x 
years, so they’re not likely to fig­
ure in the present campaign ex­
cept, perhaps, In the case of Ihe 
farmer, miner or mill worker who 
isn’t receiving the wherewithal to 
meet them.

The latest figure, assembled by 
the Bureau of Labor Statis­
tics, show that the cost of living, 
as accurately as it can be deter­
mined, Is exactly 70 per cent, high­
er than in the last pre-war year of 
1913. That Is, It was 70 per cent. 
hi.gher June 15 and has had little 
chance or reason to fluctuate 
since.

The high mark was 118.5 per 
cent., reported for June, 1920. 
There is nothing to show that the 
Wilson adnalnlstratlon, rather 
than the war, was responsible for 
that, especially since 25 or 30 
per cent, was lopped off that figure 
before it went out of office. At 
the end of 1921 we were still pay­
ing 74.3 per cent more to live and 
as the post-war deflation went on 
we got down to G3.3, but that’s 
rock bottom since 1913.

For more than six years now, 
living costs have run from two- 
thirds to three-fourths abovo i ro- 
war.

Subsequent pej* centages, taken 
for June in each years, have been: 
1923, 69.7, 192'!. 69.1, 1925. 73.6, 
i926, 74.8, 1927, 73.4 and 1928 70.

From June, 1927 to June, 1928 
decreases of fropa .5 to 4.2 per 
cent, were shown In 32 of the 
principal cities.

Between June, 1920 
and June. 1928 Kansas City 
showed the largest living costs de 
crease, 26.4 per cent.

Cost of various articles of food 
at retail showed an average drop 
of 3.7 between June last year and 
June this year. •

All kinds of beef kept going 
rl.ght up. Increasing In price from 
12 to 22 per cent. Pork chops r-jh 
mained about stationary, bacon 
and ham wore 8 and 7 per ceni; 
cheaper, while lamb and foxri 
were up 3 and 2 per cent.

Other notable decreases by 
percentage were: Bread 1, pota­
toes 52. rice 7, onions' 27, cabi 
bage 43, prunes 13, raisins 5 and 
bananas 3.

The principal increases were. 
Canned salmon 9, milk 1, buttei 
4. eggs 1C. cheese 3, flour 4, beans

New York,, Sept. 18.— Vivid de­
scriptions of death and destruction 
wrought by the hurricane that 
swept Porto Rico were given today 
by the first survivors of the catas­
trophe to arrive .in New York.

Almost unbelievable stories . of 
friends killed before their eyes, dfl 
homes blown skyward, of faminu 
and pestilence that stalked through 
the little island in the wake of th(c 
devastating winds were told by 
persons arriving on the liner San 
Lorenzo.

This ship, anchored off San Juan 
when the hurricane struck, broke 
her cables several times, but later 
managed to strike out to sea safe­
ly.

Ralph B. Guljarro, Porto Rican 
fight promoter, was in San Juan on 
Sept. 13 when the hurricane did 
Its most terrible damage. He sailed 
the next day, not knowing whether 
his relatives had survived. He does 
not know yet, for he has been uti- 
able to establish communication 
with them.

“ The hurricane's fury reached 
Its height at 2 o ’clock the afternoon 

1 of September 16," he said. “ You 
cannot even imagine how that wind 
blew. I was told it reached a velo­
city of 200 miles an hour.

“ I saw heavy zinc roofs blown 
bodily from houses, saw peasaiil 
huts picked; up and tossed about 
like chips on the sea.

Houses Disappear
“ 1 saw bouses literally blown 

from sight. They would be tossed 
up into the air apd would vanish 
more swiftly than airplanes,

“ I saw persons whom I knew 
struck down by flying debris and 
killed. The zinc roofs caused a ter­
rible toll of life. A piece of zinc 
would come whizzing through the 
air strike down persons and con- 
tinue on its way.

“ 1 saw one man trying to cut 
his way through the ruins of his 
home.

“ I turned away for a moment; 
when I looked again the man had 
no head,

“ Few buildings were left stand­
ing in San Juan, They just disap­
peared. Trees were plucked from 
the ground as you or I would pick 
flowers.

Trees Tossed About 
“ Many of the trees in San Juan 

are surrounded by cement blocks 
and the roots have grown into 
these blocks. It was a common 
sight to see these trees, cement 
blocks and all, blown high into the 
air, tossed up and down and then 
hurled against homes.

“ The flooded rivers laso claimed 
a staggering toll of life,” Guijarro 
said. “ Some streams were choked 
with dead and all bridges were 
washed out.

“ All wires were blown down, 
there were no lights and most of 
the. reservoirs were destroyed, 
ruining the water supply. You 
could not buy food, no matter if 
your pockets were bulging with 
money.

“ Reports of the damage to the 
crops have not been exaggerated. 
The coffee crop, valued at $20,- 
000,000, is a total loss and It was 
the best crop In ten years. The 
sugar cane all was bloiyn down and 
all fruits and vegetables destroy­
ed.

“ One could not tell, what the 
winds would do. I saw a heavy 
building blown to pieces, a peas­
ant’s home carried almost out of 
sight and large concrete buildings 
disappear into the ground, '  all 
within a short space of time.” 

Another Witness .
• Raril L. Ramos, Porto .^icau 
who arrived here to attend Yale 
Medical Schoc»!, told of his desper­
ate fight to reach San Juan ' to 
catch the ship.

“ It was impossible to drive over 
the roads,” he said; “ It was al­
most impossible to walk; I finally 
got to San Juan by literally cutting 
a path through the debris with a

“ I was sick at first as I stum­
bled over'the-dead, but after a 
time I grew accustomed to it.

“ I was thirsty and hungry hut 
I realized I could not get a thing 
until I reached the ship. I stopped

others were in more need.’.’

“ It was like shadow boxing,” he 
said. “ One would see a roof blown 
away and would duck as It passed.

“ I (ion’t believe there's a sugar 
mill left standing on the island. 
Whole, towns wete blown away."

Most of the ho.spitaIs were ren­
dered useless, Gelpi said. He tol:l 
ot seeing attendants hurrying to 
tlie garage of one hospital to get 
cut the ambulances.

“ Just as they arrived, the garage 
' soared away and the ambulances 
I were bowled over and over and 
smashed against buildings.”

Among the other survivors arriv­
ing here were Francisco P. Nocera, 
Jr., bound for the University of 
Maryland, and A. P. Devalle of 
the University of Michigan. They 
recalled that it was just thirtv 
years ago September 13 that thf;

island home.

As late as 1904 those people liv­
ing on the east side of Manchester 
were confined to points west of 
Spruce street, whictf was not an 
exceptionally well populated street. 
With the opening of streets on the 
high land to the east a new section 
started to grow. Clinton street, 
named after Clinton W. Cowles, 
who was the owner of much of th* 
land that was sold to the develop­
ing company, was the first of the 
cross streets to be developed and 
with the houses being erected on 
that street soon followed the devel­
oping of the upper ends of Oak, El- 
dridge.

Oak, Maple and Eldridge streets 

were old highways In Manchester, 
thirty-three feet wide, but with the 
extension of these streets they were 
carried out to the forty-feet width.

The outstanding feature of the 
1928 schedules of eastern football 
teams is the exceptional number of 
intersectional games.

Almost every one of the hundred 
or' more teams seems to have good 
prospects to start and, as a result, 
a season replete with close contests 
is sure to eventuate. The intersec­
tional aspect is most welcome be­
cause this is one of the features of 
the game which make it thoroughly 
worthwhile. It is the type of sport 
that can be of actual national bene­
fit because it brings young men 
into contact from different sections 
under conditions which bring out 
th# best in them.

Harvard, like Yale and Princeton^ 
labored under the handicap of be­
ing unable to start practice until 
last Saturday. Other teams get away 
earlier. The Crimson, however, 
should have a better season than 
any in the last five years. Fewer 
men were lost by probation and help 
from a strong freshman team will 
be given. Yale starts with a new 
coach but with an established sys­
tem which Coach Stevens knows 
thoroughly. He has ample material 
for another great year. Princeton’s 
primary problem devolves about 
the center, for all other depart­
ments seem to have a quantity of 
tried and proven material. There is 
no doubt of Bill Roper getting as 
much out of Princeton’s assets as 
possible.

The Army has one of the longest 
schedules of any eastern team, in­
cluding some outstanding intersec­
tional contests with Southern Meth­
odist, Notre Dame, and Stanford. 
Navy, which no longer plays a cru­
cial game with the Army, ought to 
have about Its best team in 10 
years. Coach Ingram has ample ma­
terial.

Hawley Prospects Good
It is quite likely that Dartmouth 

will maintain as good a record as it 
did a year ago, with prospects for 
an exceptionally good line. ' The 
principal uncertainty is whether 
Captain Black 'will be in physical 
shape to play the great game he is 
capable of as a fullback.

Of the Catholic universities in the 
east, much attention will be given 
Joe McKenny, the youngest man to 
assume a responsibility of such 
magnitude in years. Holy Cross is 
again under Cleo O’Donnell and 
seems not to lack any of the 
strength which made it so formida­
ble a year ago. Fordham will have

^failed to repeat their 1926 record. 
Any inclination to travel on past 
performances is certainly eliminated 
now from the squad.

Pennsylvania and Penn State 
should determine the records for the 
two teams when they meet on Octo­
ber 20. Penn has suffered a few 
losses by graduation, but is not se­
verely handicapped. The vital fac­
tors in the team of last year are 
still present and not the least is 
Scull and his kicking ability. Penn 
State, under Bezdek, is sure to be 
good but not quite up to the very 
high standards of previous Penn 
State elevens.

Cornell will stand Or fall on its 
ability to master a forward pass de­
fense of greater efficiency than of 
the past two years. If Dobie is able 
to form a backfield with some in­
stinctive ability to diagnose passes, 
Cornell is likely to be again in the 
forefront.

Don’t Forget Brown’s Collapse
Pittsburgh starts under the one 

severe handicap of having been the 
only prominent undefeated team in 
the east in 1927. Coach Sutherland 
will have to combat that - factor 
throughout or it may bring the bit­
ter results Brown encountered last 
year.

Syracuse has a number of uncer­
tainties, so that any forecast prior 
to the Nebraska game on October 
20 would be pure speculation.

New York University is sure to 
be up among tthe leaders. They 
have not suffered materially from 
graduation and the outstanding men 
of the team which thought so much 
success in 1927 are again on hand.

Columbia has been steadily im­
proving since Charlie Crowley took 
over the reins of the late Percy 
Haughton and is branching into a 
more difficult schedule. She should 
give Dartmouth a battle in mid­
season.

West Virginia is another team 
with a long schedule. Her intersec­
tional game is with Oklahoma Ag­
gies on November 10. If Coach Ro(i- 
gers has any luck in developing a 
group of eleven men capable of 
playing as he played as an under­
graduate, they should be powerful.

The Presidents of Washington 
and Jefferson also have several 
problems to solve, but they are u.v 
ually rather strong and should be 
again this season.

Picking a sectional football lead­
er or even a few teams in the order 
of their probable standing is almost 
as reckless as going fishing with­
out any bait. However, I am inclin­
ed to believe that Pittsburgh, Dart­
mouth, Army and Pennsylvania will 
be four of the outstanding teams of 
the east this year, and might finish 
in the order named if a definite 
method of grading teams were in 
vogue.
