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WILLIMANTIC TRIAL
IS NEARING CLOSE

'HOOVER'S NEXT

Defense for Ice Box Bandits
Opens; Detectives Tell of
Interviews With the

Young Prisoners.

Willimantie, Conn., Sept. 19.—
The trial of Albert K. Raymond and
Alfred G. Lalone, of Worcester, for
the murder of State Trooper Irving
H. Nelson, of New Haven, was
swinging to a close here today. The
defense of the two youths who are
known as “Springfield's ice box
bandits” started when court open-
ed and will continue through tomor-

row, according tot defense counsel.
There will be no session of court
Friday and it is expected that next
Tuesday will be devoted to argu-
ments by both state and defense
with the charge of the judge coming
on Wednesday,

Lieut. Ross V. Urquhart, of the
Connecticut state police force, was
today called as a witness for the
defense where yesterday, just before
the state rested its case, he had
testified for the prosecution.
was examined by J. J. Moynihan, of
Worcester, a defense lawyer. He
told of talking with Lalone in the
Brooklyn jail during the summer
and of a conference with Raymond
in the jail on September 10, one
day before the trial ended.

The state trooper declared that
Willlam E. Jackson, county detec-
tive, was with him in the confer-
ence with Raymond. Urquhart
could not remember the entire con-
versation but he recalled that Jack-
son had told Raymond: “You might
as well tell us all you know just
as you have told your counsel.”
Then, according to the state police-
man, Jackson said:

“Why don’t you
yourself?”

Not Telling All

An argument .followed between
counsel and the policeman, with the
Judge, E. M. Yeomans, of Andover,
also taking a hand. The defense
counsel insisted Urquhart was not
telling all he knew of the confer-
ence while the stat: policeman in-
sisted just as strongly that he told
all he could remember.

John H. Fitts, of Hampton, a
guard at Brooklyn jail, followed to
tell of standing guard at the door
of the jail chapel on September 10th
when the conference was held. The
county detective and the state po-
liceman were in the chapel with
Raymond, he said.

After a long wait at the chapel
door, Fitts sald, he heard a voice
ring out: “You're a dam liar.,”

Fitts did not recognize the voice.

County Detective Jackson follow-
ed, and was still on the stand when
Judge Yeomans orderzd a noon re-
cess. He was examined by Attorney
Frank B. 'Hall. Jackson started by
saying that Lalone and Raymond
were brought to Connecticut from

Middletown, Conn., Sept. 10—
President James J, McConaughy, of ;
Wesleyan University, Introduced
the pelitical campaign into his mat-
rieulation speech when he opened

We as & people tend to overdo
one point ‘of views, to be too en-
thusiastic about one side of life, to
adopt fads. College is too often a
place of extremes, where,too little
regard {s paid to the other side.”

He declared ‘“In athletics' we
have organized our play, oftea com-
mercialized it, and taken ‘most of
the fun out of it. We go into the
Olympic games as a -business with
defeat copsidered a national dis-
graece.

Chief Forecaster Charles L. Mit-
chell of the United* States Weather
Bureau, explains -that ' hurricanes
are confined to the period when
conditions exist *which produce
tropical cyclones.

The tropical cyclone period runs
from June to November, but theére

are few in June, July or November..

The really des.ruc.ive hurricanes,
according to IPorecaster Mitchell,
have most often oceurred . in Au-
gust, although those which caused
great loss of life and property in
the West Indies and Florida in
31)926 and 1928 bloomed in Septem-
er.

FEAR LOOTING,
AS PORTO RICO
HORROR GROWS

Out to Guard Property;
Number of ﬂomeless Set
At 700,000

San Juan, Porto Rlco; Sept. 19.
—Troops patrolled those devasted
towns of the interior of Porto Rico
which were accessible today to pre-
vent starving inhabitants from
looting food stores on hand whila
volunteer reserve officers delivered
emergency supplies and surveyed
the needs of the various towns.
Henry M. Baker, ngtional direc-
tor of disaster relief for the Red
Cross, is directing the distribution

of food supplles. He arrived yes-
ter.iay aboard the United States
destroyer Gilmer accompanied by
five assistants.

According to the official records
of San Juan’'s police department,
159 persons were killed, 332 were
injured and three persons 1re miss-
ing in 37 towns of the island. Com-
munication with 38 other towns on
the island has not yet been com-
pletely established so that theras is
no official figure for-their losses. It
is feared, however, that casualties
in these towns, will bring the death
toll to about 800. - ,

Talks To Governor )

Baker conferred with Gov. Town-
er shortly after his arrival. ‘A few
hours tater they were petitioned by
mayors * of various devastated
towns, who arrived on horseback,
to send food. These officials stated
they feared that riots would result
and food supplies held for ration-
ing would be raided if adequate
supplies were not rushed imme-
diately. Gov. Towner then ordered
out
Guard troops for patrel duty ‘to
prevent such a contingency.

POTATO CROP WILL
- MEET EXPECTATION

Sure to Be a Bumper in Man-
chester; Fewest Bugs in
Many Years.

Manchester potato growers will
realize their expectation of a
bumper crop this fall. The plan's
are still green and growers will not
aig for some time yet.. The ma-
Jority of them do not intend to dig
until October first at the earliest.

The growers report that they
have been less troubled by potato
bug than in any season for years.
Why, they cannot explain, How-
ever, it is thought the many rains
may have had an effect in check-
ing the pest. The rains, however,
in some low lying fields has hurt
the cpop, The yield there will be
as large but the potatoes may bhe
scggy. The portion of the crop af-
fected in this way forms only a
very minor part. The rains also
somewhat curbed the usual pest of)
lice, Some growers found it un-
necessary to spray for the first time
in years. .

Expects 24,000 Bushels

Louis Grant of Buckland, one
of the largest growers in Manches-
ter, has 65 acres of potatoes in this
year and reports a crop which, if
it yields only in proportion to last
season, will harvest about 24,000
tushels. |

Frank Williamg has 20 acres inu
this year and expects about the
same yleld per acre as last year,
which was 300 bushels to the acr=.
He was not bothered at all this
vear with potato beetles and very
little by lice, The rains however
fead him to believe that his crop
will not be quite as fine as that of
last year.

Louis Bunce, one of the largest
growers in the southern part of
the town has 35 acres of potatoes
in this year. Last year he had only
about 12 acres. He hopes to get a
proportionate yield this season.
The test acre last year yielded 405
bushels. The plants look well but
due to the fact that as a result of
an operation he was unable to look
after the cultivation of the crop
himself in the earlier part of the
geason he is a bit skeptical as to
the final results,

The Connecticut Sumatra Com-
pany, one of the several tobacco
growers who put a few acres ta
potatoeg this year, reports that its
seven acres have been doigg we!ll
all season, with promise of a fair
crop.

Other large Munchester growers
are Simon Smith, Harry Coles,
Hackett Brothers and John Lenti.

The methoi'
failed to produce results and com-:
plaint continued.

Then it was decided to allow spe-
cial officers of the commission to
kill does in sections where they
were known to be too plentifw
That was the point where the real
trouble of the game commission be-
gan.

Hunters by the hundreds delug-
ed the . commission’s offices with
protests against the scheme. They
alleged that the original stocking
and conservation of deer were pos-
sible through the license fees which
they paid and that if anybody was
going to get a lot of deer meat It
ought to be hunters rather than
the medical staffs of hospitals.

Although a great many hunters
believed the method the best possi-
ble the commission finally was fore-
ed to abandon it.

Early in the summer the com-
mission announced that the entire
state would be opened for the kill-
ing of does while the shooting of an
antlered buck would bring a $100
fine.

Complaints Increase

Previous storms had been merely
a breeze compared with the tornado
of abuse and complaint that then
thundered into the commission’s of-
fices. Th~ hunters were determined
to have their respective heads and
get an ntirely new group of men
to administer the game laws.

It was then declded to permit the
killing of eight times as many does
this year as there had been legal
bucks slaughtered in December,
1927. The reports of bucks killel
by counties were computed and the
commission decided 4o issue by
counties eight times as many speec-
ial doe licenses. The total doe li-
censes to be issued is 114,932.

After issuance of the order it
was discovered that speeial doe l-
censes, under the law, may be ls-
sued only to those who hold resi-
dent hunter's licenses, That will
bar natives of other states who
would like to get one of the 100,000
does to be killed this December.

THE MAIN IDEA

With a fine simulation of indig-
nation the Hartford Times leaps
to the defense of Candidate Augus-
tine Lonergan, who, this newspa-
per had asserted, would be less use-
ful as a Connecticut member of
the United States Senate than
Frederic C. Walcott, for two rea-
sons—first because his contacts
and experiences have been fewer
and not so broad and, secondly,
because he belongs to the wrong
party with especial reference 0
the tariff requirements of Connecti-
cut's industries.

For some reason which we can-
not quite understand, the Times
seems to feel that the Herald has
not done full justice to Mr. Loner-
"gan's attainments by comparing
him, not at all unfavorably, with
tbe standard bearer of his party,
Governor Smith. Surely the Times,
{7 its Smith enthusiasm were as
tearty inside as outside, would
feel like pinning a rose on the Her-
ald for such a perfect tribute. Then
why the grouch?

Also for some reason not quite
comprehensible the Times altogeth-
er neglects to touch on the one,
and quite sufficient, disability as a
member of Congress which the
Herald attributed to Mr. Loner-
gan, This newspaper said that Mr.
. Lonergan went to the House of
Representatives from the First
Connecticut district as a declared
protectionist for Connecticut in-
flustries and that he was compelled
by his own party in Congress to
abandon his protectionist princi-
ples and to subscribe to the de-
structive (to Connecticut) tariff
views of his Southern party col-
leagues, On this point the Times
remains completely silent. And it
is vital.

If Mr. Lonergan were running
for the United States Senate in the
state of South Carolina or Ala-
bama, to take the place of such a
blatherskite as Cole Blease or
Tom Heflin, the Herald would be
for him, with all enthusiasm, be-
cause it knows him to be a gentle-
man and an intelligent American.
But, because it is within the pow-
er of the Bleases and the Heflins
to dictate the tariff determinations
of any Connecticut Democrat in
the Senate, sanity .and the law of
self-preservation make it manda-
tory that no Democrat go to the
Senate from this state.,

Also we see not the slightest
reason for not adhering to our
cpinion that Mr. Walcott is a big-
ger man than Mr. Lonergan, Which
can be said and amplified without
the shadow of a suggesfion that
Lonergan is not full grown, men-
tally and morally as well as physi-
cally,

HIGHWAY ANARCHY

We used in these columns, &
day or two ago, a term which we
frankly admit liking, It was ‘“‘high-
way anarchy."

The primary book definition of
ararchy is “absence of govern-
ment." That is precisely what is
thke matter with our automotive
system. The state of Connecticut,
in the matter of automobile travel
c¢n the open road, has practically
gbandoned government in favor of
a presumptive self control by the
individual in the interest of his
own and others’ safety,

Such is the principle preached
by all intellectual anarchists—that
if it be put up to the individual to
conduct himself fairly and prop-
crly toward his fellows he will do
g0, provided there is no sense of
compulsion and no threat of a
penalty. /

Anarchism never found any con-
scions supporters in America., The
theory that men and women would
get along better without law has
always appealed to just two classes
c¢f persons—those wild eyed half-
lunatics who never thought anv
farther than that to be rid of law
would mean freedom from restraint
upon their own primitive and sav-
age instincts; and a very few very
gentle and very hopeful old gentle-

men ‘and ladles whose own in-
stincts were so orderly and so ami-
ahle and their native consideration
jor their fellow Dbeings so over-
whelmingly great that they could
not imagine anybody doing any-
thing unfair or violent unless chal-
lenged to do s0 by provocative
laws.

And yet we have dritted straight
izto anarchy on the road—and it
proves to be just as bad a condi-
tion as the majority of folks al-
ways knew it would. There are too
many who confuse liberty with li-
cense. Too many who take advan-
tage of freedom from the law's re-
straints and conduct themselves
with total disregard to the rights
of their fellows. We have exactly
the same conditions on the high-
ways that we would have in soclety
at large if the theories of the sci-
entific anarchists were in force In
all the relations of life,

When the Connecticut Legisla-
ture, in order to get rid of the
hardships imposed on some motor-
ists—if they were hardships—by
the establishment of ‘“‘police
tiaps,” repealed the speed law
and put it up to the driver to ob-
serve due caution and reason, it
tock a long step in experimenta-
tlon with anarchism. Like every
such experiment it has been a fail-
ure,

The police traps may have been,
in some instances, contemptible.
Dut, at least, in the towns where
they were maintained very few
people were killed in automobile
crashes.

The laws which prevent one
from helping himself to his neigh-
bor's bank roll, his house or his
wife may be and probably are irk-
some .to some. But a quite large
niajority of Americans are still in
favor of them.

So_far, this civilization of ours
has not reached a state of develop-
ment where laws are no longer
necessary. Why on earth the han-
dling. of automobiles, an activity
fraught with infinite peril in de-
feult of very careful' control,
should no longer be a matter of
government we &are unable to see
—when in almost every other rela-
tionship of life we are hedged
about with law and more law.

It is our conviction that Con-
necticut is on the verge of the
restoration of government on the
highways. Highway anarchy is a
ierrible and bloody failure,

TOO MUCH MABEL

Four vears ago President Cool-
idge had his Curtis Wilbur.  This
year Candidate Hoover has his
Mabel Walker Willebrandt, It be-
came necessary to call Secretary
Wilbur to Washington and per-
emptorily command him to quit
trying to run~the ‘entire Coolidge
campaign in his own way. It would
not be surprising if it became nec-
essary for President Coolidge to
take a hand in the present situa-
tion by requiring Mrs. Willebrandt
to refrain from attempting to run
the Hoover campaign in her own
way.

Mr. Wilbur's contribution to the
1524 campaign was to rampage up
and down the Pacific coast and tell
the people out there that they
wculd have a Japanese armada on
their backs in the event of a Dem-
ceratie victory, at the very mo-
ment when Coolidge had scored
heavily by peacifying the Japanese
ration.

Mrs. Willebrandt's contribution
su far has been to arouse the bit-
terest resentment on the part of
independent voters by calling upon
a single Protestant denomimnation
to “swing the election' and to get
into a wrangle with Mayor Jimmy
Walker, out of which Jimmy
lemerges an apparent victor,

It is submitted that any Repub-
lican leader whom the fly-welght
Jimmy Walker can lick in a public
controversy is not quite capable of
being the whole show.

Mrs. Willebrandt is an able
speaker and an excellent lawyer.
She is nowhere near as good a
politician as she rates herself. She
would do infinitely better by sit-
ting for a while at the feet of the
j8reat and splendid leader whom
glhe is trying to serve and then by
following, with just & reasonable
bit of modesty, in his footsteps.

Mr. Hoover is entirely capable
of conducting this fight,

CLEVER, VERY

I1f, as has been intimated by
Informed observers of the Euro-
pean situation, Great Britain and
France are quietly urging Ger-
many to suggest to the United
States that the latter discount {f
not entirely cancel the European
war debts, the proceeding seems to
have been rather lomg delayed to
become effective at this time.

The idea is that an appeal from
Germany to America to forgive the
war debts of Hngland and France,
so that the latter in turn might
cancel Germany's reparation obli-
gations; would receive the power-
ful backing in this country of two
very Influential groups—first the
bankers end individuals who have
made heavy loans to German muni-
cipalities and industrial corpora-
tions; secondly the large number

of American voters of German
origin.

This was  skillful figuring.
Sprung six months earlier it might
have had a very important influ-
ence on the nomination of candi-
dates and especially on the tone of
party platforms for the present
Presidential campaign. As it is,
however, both parties are equally
committed to the status quo in the
matter of the war debts, and it is
impossible for the issue to be in-
troduced in any way into the cam-
paign,

As an example of high-class
diplomatic trickery the scheme—
always of course providing there is
such a scheme—is worthy of all ad-
miration. But in the element of
time it falls with a crash,

In the face of such a
catastrophe as has overtaken them
they cannot help but be panicky,
Iieffectual and overborne,

The people of the United States
cwe a tremendous obligation to ex-
pend much money and especial ef-
fort in behalf on these helpless
ones. They are fellow Americans
and they are, in a very particular
sense, our wards. Without us they
will be able to do nothing but die.

New York, Sept. 19—The stac-
cato kaleidoscope which -makes
up the color of Manhattan often
flashes its scenes so close to your
window pane that it becomes un-
necessary to move from your chair
to swing into a daily lettier.

I have often thought that one of
the best pictures obtainable of the
metropolitan crazy quilt might be
built out of the distractions encoun-
tered while setting down such para-
graphs as these.

Just across the street a beggar
crawls on all fours.

Anyway
he is getting ready to make the
night hideous. His main work
will come in the early hours of the
morning when the coffgse club is
crowded and the dancers entertain.
But that which he plays is related

to no music we recognize in this:

land. It is something between the
dervish tunes and the notes sound-
ed by the muezzin standing upon
his turret calling the faithful to
prayer. There Is something about
it that eludes the city, that flavors
of the Orient and the desert.

Just below and around the cor-
ner a fat and shawl-mantled wom-
an guards her shabby household
goods. She has been tossed bod-
ily out into. the street by a land-
lord who grew tired of walting for
his rent. And like the faithful dog
at the grave of his waster, she re-
fuses to leave. There she sits, in
a broken chair surveying her pa-
thetic ruins.

All about her fhe clty rushes
madly. For this is but one block
from the Pennsylvania rallroad
station, and the commuting mobs
all but tumble her from her chair.

In the street, just beyond her
chair, subway workers heave sec-
tions of rallroad ties, concrete mix-
ers churn and electric drills shoot
off thelr sparks. A careless work-
er tosses a tie on the heap of her
pathetic pile of belongings. A
heated argument follows.

The man carrying the sign “He
Understood Women” stops and
stares with open mouth. The crip-
ple crawls by on all fours and in
the window above the muezzin of
the Greek coffee house plays his
endless chant.

Washington, Sept. 19.—The time
will soon be here when nearly
everyone who wants to vote for
Hoover or Smith must remember
the necessity of registering.

All the states require registra-
tion of some sort for the sake of
protecting the purity of the ballot,
although that i{s often not required
in the rural districts where regis-
tration is more difficult and there's

little chance o6f floaters being im-,

ported.

Election judges, through the
registration system, know when to
challenge doubtful voters and cor-
rupt machines "are|often hindered
by the system in their attempt to
steal elections.

Often a citizen iz disenfranchis-
ed by the strictness of some state
registration laws, if he does not
disenfranchise himself by bad
memory or neglect. One danger
lies in absence of voters from their
own election precincts on registra-
tion days, in which case it may be-
come difficult or even impossible to
obtain a ballot. Anyone who is in
doubt about registration require-
ments in his community should
check up with local officials,

The national standard require-
ment for voters is that they be 21
years old and citizens of the Unit-
ed States. The various state laws
decide how long a would-be ballot
caster must have resided in state.
county, town or ward. Connecticut
and South Dakota require five years
residence in the United States.

More than two-thirds of the
states regquire a yvear's residence
within their borders for new vot-
ers, but it's two years in Alabama,
Louisiana, Mississippi, South Car-
olina and Virginia, and s.x months
in Idaho, Indiana, Jowa, Kansasg,
Michigan, Minnesota, Nebraska,
Nevada, New Hampshire ana ure-
gon. In New Hampshire only a six-
month town residence is asked.

Some states meke up their vot-
Ing lists from the list of poll tax
payers or accept a poll tax reciept

in lieu of registraiion. Those which |,

impose a poll tax on voters
Arkansas, TFlorida, Kentucky
soame towns, Louisiana,

are
in
Massa-

chusetts, North Carolina, Pennsyl-|

vania, Tennessee, Texas and Vir-
ginia.

Only two states still have prop-
erty qualifications for voters:
Rhodé Island and South Carolina.
In Rhode Island the voter must
have been taxed on $134 or more
for real or personal property, and
in South Carolina he must. have
paid a tax on an assessment of
$300 or morve.

Other stales, such as’'Georgia,
Mississippi and Vermont, demand
that all taxes due shall have been
paid by election time if one is to
vote.

A few states have literacy tests,
and these vary.

Arizona, Connecticut, Delaware
and Massachusetts equire that the
voter be able to read English,

In Maine he must be able to do

‘that and also to write his name. -

New voters in New York must
show that tney can both read and
write Engiish. Oregon and South
Carolina voters must be equally
proficieut.

In Washington the voter must
both read and speak English.

North Carolina voters must be
able to read and write English,
unless they were registered in

December, 1908, or-are the descen- |-

dants of voters who were.

In Wyoming they have to be able
to read the Constitution, unless
they were qualified electors in
1890. Mississippi voters must be
able both to read and understand
the Constitution.

Connecticut demands a good
moral character of its voters, while
Louisiana only insists on a good
character,

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A BLACK EYE
A Dblack eye, to a person who has

tunate affliction, and is ape to be
a subject of jest at the hands of

these circumstances is to grin and

Doctors have termed this condi-
tion ‘‘ecchymosis palpebrae’ which
means & discoloration of the skin
of the eyelids by a bruise, which
allows the escape of blood from the
small blood vessels into the tissues
of the eyelids.

The tissues about the eye are
particularly susceptible to bruising,
since they are very soft and have
hard bones of the cheek and the
ridge bone of the eye socket just
beneath. Anything that strikes this
area crushes the flesh and causes a
severe bruise. Individuals having
high cheek bones are more apt to
receive a black eye from a blow
than those without the prominent
bony ridge formatiun.

A black eye usually requires from
one to two weeks for the absorp-
tion of most of the blood, and us-
ually some discoloration remains
from three weeks to a month long-
er, but there is much difference be-
tween individuals. Those having a
good circulation do not stffer much
from puffiness and the discolora-
tion does not last long. Others,
with poorer circulations, may have
badly swoolen eyelids that remain
discolored for a much”longer time.

When you are first struck in the
eye by the “doorknob” or “goif
pall,” it is advisable to apply cold
compresses immediately and con-
tinue to do so for at least an hour.
Ice water is the most satisfactory,
I since it will greatly retard the flow
of blood into the tissues. The good
old fashioned remedy of applying
raw steak to the eye had its virtue
largely in the fact that it was cool
and moist.

After two or three days, when
all danger of increasing the hemor-
rhage of the blood under the skin is
nver, you may begin a gentle mas-
\age about the eys to asslst in the
\bsorption of the blood. Warm ap-

The islanders have long given up
fishing and piloting and concentrat-
ed on the easier work of boating
seaside visitors to the beach and
housing them on the island.

A memorial stone for the late
Ambassador von Maltzan has re-
cently been erected on the island as
a sign of honor to the deceased
diplomat who regularly spent his
vacation on its shores,

Fear that Heligoland would be
made & naval base again is said to
be one of the main reasons for
Heligoland's rejection of the Prus-
glan offer. During the war the is-
land had to be evacuated and the
Heligolanders were housed and fed
by the government on the main-
land. When they returned to the
island in 1918 they found their
house neglected or half wrecked.

Dislike Prussia

The islanders have been at log-
gerheads with the Prussian Gov-
ernment ever since the Hohenzollen
dynasty- was overthrown. Under
the Kalser the Island was exempted
from taxation and drew respectable
revenues from customs.

Under the Repuxlic these privil-
eges were abolished and the Heligo-
landers even went ae far as raising
protest with the British Govern-
ment and the League of Nations.

England, which owned the island
before it was exchanged for the is-
land of Sansibar in 1890, turned a
cold shoulder to the protest, and
ths League likewise declined to lis-
ten to the complaints.

For winning
that game the Yale players were
each presented with a gold base-

allowed nine hits, two of them be-
ing scored against him in the first
inning and in addition to this he
uncorked a wild pitch, gave a base
on balls, one of the two during the
whole game, yet managed to hoid
the visitors to three runs during
the inning.

The Southern Conference consists
of 22 large universities and this na-
turally makes a champlonship dif-
ficult to win. But the fact that the
leading teams play from six to eight
conference opponents results in a
schedule which is unusually diffi-
cult for any teanr to finish unda-
feated. Last season three teams
were undefeated in the conference
—Georgia Tech, . Vanderbilt and
Tennessee, .

Georgia Tech, Georgia and Van-
derbilt appear, at this time, to have
the best prospects for-a champion-
ship team this fall.

Georgia Tech should have =&
great team beeause from the.strong
undefeated 1927 team only two men
are lost. Last year's squad furnish-
ed strong reserve malterial, as well
as regulars; to this will be added
some splendid freshmen players.
Tech will have a veteran backfield
consisting of Thomason, Mizell,
KHandolph and Durant. The team
should be heavy, fast and experienc-
ed and should have a splendid for-
ward passing attack. I believe Geor-
gia Teoh should have one of the
outstanding teams of the year.

Georgia's teams was good last
year, largely on aceount of a splen-
did backfield that could run, block
and pass, and-was exceptionally ef-
fective on defense. Thiz complete
backfield combination will return.
Two very good ends will be missed
but it is belleved Georgia will be as
good as last year, when it was the
only team to defeat Yale,

From Vanderbilt’'s undefeated
team of last year three exceptional-
ly good men will be lost—Spears,
quarterback; Creson, end; . and
Sharpe, center. However, Vanderbilt
has a great back returnjng in Arm-
istead, and several good men who
were ineligible ‘last year have be-
come eligible and Vanderbilt will
begin the season' with the best ma-
terial in years. )

Tennessee also finished the sea-
son undefeated last year and has
bright prospects for another great
team in spite of the fact that sev-

He knows southern
football as well as any man in the
south, and if given proper suppor!
will undoubtedly develop a strong
team at Baton Rouge.

George Bohler, after several
years of very successful experience
at Mississippi College, has become
head coach at Auburn. Auburn has
good material and Bohler has re-
juvenated the old Auburn spirit Lo
'such an extent that his team will be
a hard one to defeat this fall.

Billy Laval, whose teams at Fur-
man won more games from confer-
ence opponents than any other S. L.
A. A, team, goes to South Carolina
as head coach., His material will be
good, and there is no doubt as to
his ability to make the most of it

There'are only three coaches in
the conferences who have been at
their present positions more than
five years. They are McGugin at
Vanderbilt, Byrd at Maryland and
Alexander at Georgia Tech. A
great improvement has been made
during the past year or so by those
teams in the Southern Conference
which has not been so strong in
footbhall.

Is the school furniture properly
adjusted?

Are there any physical defects,
such as poor sight and hearing, that
need Lo be considered?

Do the pupils have sufficient rest
between strenuous periods of work?

Is there sufficient time for lunch-
eon?

Are the pupils unhappy in their
work; if so, is the unhappiness due
to some health condition?

What opportunities are there for
pupils to practice health habits in
school?

To Do the Most Good

Naturally in schools individual-
ization is a difficult matter. It is
therefore Important to plan the
health training so that it will af-
fect the majority of the children and
take care of the worst problems.

As nearly all of the children have

defective teeth, dental hygiene may
be the problem of first considera-
tion.

In communities where dietary
habits have persisted which involve
the drinking of tea and coffee by
children under the age of twelve,
health education in proper diet may
be the health factor of most impor-
tance.

The department of public instrue-
tion of the state of Pennsylvania
has worked out a series of health
‘grades which
continue <throughout the second
year and which indicaté® the man-
ner in which systematic health
training may be carried on.

For instance, during September
children in the first grade learn
about the importance of cleaning
the face, hands, neck and ears; in
the gecond.grade, the chief atten-
tion is glven to the hair and nails;
in the third grade, to the mouth,
the teeth and the fingers; in the
higher grades infection from cloth-
ing, books and human contacts are
studied, as well as the manner in
which the body cells work to over-
come disease,”’ «

Posture and the Body

In October the lessons are cdn-
cerned chiefly with the question of
posture and play. The children are
taught about the importance of play
for mental hygiene and they learn
posture by marching, by gymnas-
tics, by blackboard demonstrations,
and by the study of posture in the
school and on the street.

In the higher grades, special at-
tention is given the prevention of
colds. The younger grades are told
about fresh air, about the removal
of outside wraps in the classroom
and about the proper use of a clean
handkerchief,

The middle grades are told about
the care of overshoes and wraps.

The higher grades study not only

OIL COMPANIES
FIND DEPOSITS

Wichita, Kansas.—Fifteen years
ag0 an oll company In quest of new
flelds made the first application of
the sclence of geology for this par-
ticular purpose {n the immense
Mid _Continent region near Wichita.

For a number of years geologists
had noted the fact that the ofl
fields of Pennsylvania were found
along the crests of folded and arch-
ed beds of surface rock formations.
It was suggested to the oil com-
panies seeking new f{ields that they
hunt out the spots in the prospec-
tive territory where folds existed in
the surface formation and drill
their wildeat wells on the crests
or axis of these poles,

The Empire Gas and Fuel com-
pfny was the first in the world to
apply the idea, says Willlam L.
Ainsworth, vice-president of the
Western Petroleum  Exploration
company which does much of the
work of analysizing the prospective
fields.

Two Big Fields

Bringing in the Augusta and the
El Dorado fields in Kansas, two of
the largest at the time that were
brought in, the latter now being
one of the big producers was the
contribution of the DEmpire Gas

and Fuel company to the world's
supply of petroleum. r

Even more significant than the
actual production of millions of
barrels of oil for the world's con-
sumption is the fact that this plon-
eering act in the use of geology to
find new fields has revolutionized
one phase of the Industry. It has
eliminated some of the early gam-
ble attached to it at the time that
Rockefeller began to amass his for-
tune in Standard Oil, besides mak-
ing for a much larger production
than would have been possible ‘had
the gambling chance remained in
the business.

Throughout the Mid Continent
region practically all of the areas,|
where surface formations are ex-
posed for the geologists work have
been mapped.

Drills Are Useful

There still exists, however, in
this great Middle West territory,
vast areas of land where the geo-
logists cannot map the surface be-
cause soil, silt or sand covers these
rock beds necessary in determining
places favorable to the accumula-
tion of oil and gas.

One method, however, is béing
used to overcome this difficulty
since the invention of the dmmondl
drills, now in common use where-
ever oil is being produced.

*“It 18 a foolish venture to put up
a rig and drill a well costing forty
or fifty thousand dollars on just
any location where the surface for-
mations are covered when a few
thousand dollars spent for core
drilling might eliminate &a very
great part of the chance,” Ains-
worth states,

DRAUGHTING CREDIT

Side Course at Trade School
Will Count for Graduation
Under New Plan.

For the first time In many years,
Manchester High School students
are receiving credit toward gradua-
tion for taking mechanical dreught-
ing at the State Trade school in
connection - with  their regular
courses, It was learned today. Pre-
viously, students who took up this
work receivéd no eredit toward
graduation although colleges ac-
cepting students for their engin-
eering courses have recognized it

I'nder a re-arranged plan for the
purpose of relieving congestion, the
mechanical draughting course for
High School students’ has . been
lengthened from four to eight 45
minnte periods per week. The
double length ‘of time devoted to
this work has caused high school
officials to allow one full point to-
ward graduation to a student tak-
ing the draughting course,.

In order to relieve congestion,
arrangements have also been made
whereby seventh and eighth grade
pupils who have been taking
wood-working at the Trade School
now receive that training in the
project shop in the Franklin build-
ing. There are 161 grammar school
boys taking pre-vocational work at
the Trade School now and 24 stu-
dents from the High School study-
ing mechanical draughting.

The enrollment of full-time or
all-day students at the Trade
School this fall is a liitle less than
it was a year ago because the es-
tablishment of a new state trade
school in Willimdantie has resulted
in the transfer of several boys who
previously had been coming here
and has also attracted prospective
first-year students from that vicin-
ity. Full-time enrollment at present
is as follows: Carpentry 27, draft-
ing 23, electrical 31, machine 25,
textile 3, total 109.

In the cooperative courses are
the following students: Carpentry
6, drafting 5, electrical 9, machine
8, textile 26, total 54. The total en-
rolilment of the Trade School ac-
cording to the figures taken at the
beginning of the fall term shows
350 as compared to 443 last year.
The decrease of 93 has been made
necessary by transfers to avoid con-

gestion,
