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HOOVER PLANS
AN EXTENSIVE
SOUTHERNTOUR

To Be First Republican Since
Civil War to Break Into
Solid South, His Friends
Say.

Washington, Sept. 20.—Showing
a keen interest in the reports of his
lieutenants that he will be the first
Republican; since the Civil War, to
break into the “Solid South,” Her-
hert Hoover today considered num-
erous requests to extend his south-
ern invasion early in October.

He has been asked to make three
speeches on his trip to Elizabeth-
ton, Tenn,, October 6 and he un-
doubtedly will make at least two.
One of these will be the Elizabeth-
ton speech, of a historical charac-
ter, while the other would give him
an opportunity to speak on cam-
;~'gn iss..cs. The secord speech
probably will be made in Johnson
City, Tenn., where the Hoover lead-
ers of the south will assemble after
the El. .betaton speech.

His Big Bid

The Hoover board of strutegy
plans to make this trip Hoover's
big bid for southern electoral votes.
Acco:dicg to his advisers, he has a
ckance of carrying Texas, North
Carolina, Florida and Virginia,
while they argue Tennessee will be
won by his visit.

Special efforts will be made to
assemble Republican leaders and
the anti-Smith Democratic leaders
from every state in the south ot
the Elizabethton gathering. Hoover
then wou.d addreas them at a din-
ner-conference or else meet them
personally at a series of confer-
ences, such as were held on his
visit to Cedar Rapids, Iowa.

In this manner, he would obtuin
a personal contact with the men
who will handle his campaign be-
low the Mason-Dixon line.

May Go To Texas

Some of Hoover's advisers have
urged him to make another trip in-
to the south and make a prepared
address in the southwest, prefer-
ably Texas. He may agree-to-speak
in Arizona on his way west to vote
at his home in Stanford University,
Cal., late in October but there ap-
pears little likelthood of an inva-
sion of Texas, If he again visits Ari-
zona, his managers would oally
Texan leaders at a series of con-
ferences at the city chosen for the
speech and thus kill two political
birds with one stone.

WEST PALM BEACH BURYING
" DEAD; TOTAL MOUNTS TO 600

RED CROSS DISTRIBUTES |
FOOD TO THE REFUGEES

Over 10,000 Injured Being Treated in Stricken Areas
‘With 15,000 Homeless—Carloads of Food, Clothing
and Building Material Pouring Into Florida—Center of
Storm Still Raging Along Virginia Coast.

Weary relief. workers in the
West Palm Beach section of Florida
buried their dead, sought to pro-
vide temporary shelter for 15,000
homeles and labored desperately to
ward off a threatened epidemic to-
day while unofficial estimates from

the Belle Grade-Pahokee sector in
the western part of Palm Beach
county placed the death toll of the
West Indian hurricane in that
bard-hit crea at 600.

S. W. Hiatt, a Palm Beach coun-
ty agricultural agent, reported after
a tour of the eyerglades section on
Lake OXkeechobee that 600 were
dead there and .taht between 600
and 650 others were believed to
have bean drowned when the Lake
'Okeechobee " dikes gave away on
‘Sunday night.

Commander J. McClellan, in
ckarge of relief work at Pahokee,
estimatel that deaths in- the Belle
(Glade-Pahokee district now total
500 and may reach 1,000. The
West Paim Beach Red Cross has
got recognized these totals a= of-
ficial, however.

Fear Epldemic.

Cutting of communication with
this section .is threatened. Relief
workers fear that a pweeping epi-
demic may wipe out the remairing
survivors , if they are unable to
reach. this. area.

Meanwhile the weary-eyed relief
workers in West Palm Beach, many
of them remaining on the job for
sixty hours at a streteh, nursaed 10,-
000 injured and planned to retuild
the devastated area.

Dr. A, W. Ziebold, gen-
eral manager of the Miami Cham-
bhar of Commerce, director of relief
work in the lake region, placed the
death in the entire storm area at
500.

‘Three. hnndred ‘actually counted
bodies at Belle Glade were report-
ed by H. 0. Bassett, head of anoth-
er party of relief workers who esti-
mated the total dead for that
reglon would be over 1,000.

‘Dr; Ziebold sald his estimate was
based op a tour df the Belle Glade
district late yesterday. Bodies of 38
white persons and 68 negroes had
been taken out of the adjacent
watere. -

‘Sewen miles away, South Bay re-
ported 140 dead, 25 per cent of
them white persons,

Buried Without Coffins.

RELIEF PROCRAM

Jacksonville, Fla., Sept. 20 —
With details of the horror and suf-
fering resultant from the tropital
hurricane which cu‘ a path of de-
solation sixty miles wide in south
Florida, practically all in, Floridans
today were turning their energies
to'a program of relief

Never before in the history of
Florida has stark misery followed
in the wake of a catastrophe that
compares with the desolation pre-
valent in the Palm Beach storm
area today.

Mothers are frantic because of
the shortage of nourishment and
clothing for heir ghildren—fathers
are helpless in thélr despair over a
situation and conditions which they
in no way can control and if offi-
cial and nnofficlal reports from all
gections of the storm ravished area
are true the logs of life from ex-
posure and hunger will exceed that
of the hurricane unless immediate
aid is given.

Appeal for Clothing
Following frantic appeals from
relief agencies in the storm area,
2 committee of Jacksorville citizens
and officials issued an appeal for
money and clothing.

Response to the appeal was
i prompt and yesterday afternoon a
| carload of elothing was dispatched
to West Palm Beach for distribu-
tion. The committee in charge of
securing funds and supplies éx-
pressed confidence that additional
supplies and a substantial amount
of money would be sent to the
storm sufferers today.

CAVELL SLAYING

Berlin.—A new defense of the
execution of Edith Cavell by Ger-
man soldiers is published in the
the German Jurists Journal by Dr.
Stoeher, the prosecutor at the
court-martial at which Miss Cavell
was sentenced to death,

Dr. Stoeber publishes his defense
in view of the international discus-
sion that has arisen in connection
with the production of the Cavell
fiilm.

Dr. Stoeber writes:

“Miss Cavell wag the director of
a large organization which cover-
ed all Belgium and whose purpose
it was to return - to the enemy
*rarmies all soldiers of the entente
who were behind our lines, espe-
cially many gscaped war prisoners.

Quotes Testimony

“According to the testimony of
her guide Gille who was later shog
and also executed, Miss Cavell had
brought across the Dutch frontier
about 200 such soldiers, among
them an English colonel and sever-
al people with espionage reports.
That these people actually reached
the enemy front swas proved by nu-
merous letters and cards address-
ed to Miss Cavell, but intercepted
by us in which the writers boasted
that they had happily reached the
front again and had already shot
so and so many ‘boches.’

“Such activity is punishable by
death acfording to par., 90 article
8 and 5 of the penal code and par.
58 of the military penal code; and
this punishment is meted out not
ionly in our country but also in the
countries of our former enemies,
The court-martial could do noth-
ing else therefore but pass th2
death sentence,

“Just as justified as the sentence
ilself was the execution if one con-
siders the circumstances, For Miss
Cavell had not only a directing po-
gition in this organization which
damaged our troops, but she was
also guilty of a serious breach of
cenfidence which weighed against
ber. When in 1915 all Englishmen
were removed from Belgium, she
managed to stay in Belgium by
|clalming for herself the protection
of the Red Cross, Despite this con-
fldence which the German authori-
ties” placed in her, she did not
shrink from using the hospital in
which she was active to shield the
soldiers mentioned above, to fur-
nish them there with false pass-
ports and to hide them in the hos-
pital until their guide arrived and
took them across the border, It
was this grave breach of confidenc:
which finally caused the sentence
to be executed.

“Does one really believe todav
that our enemies would have acted
aifferently in a like case? If so it
may be pointed out that the French
sentenced to death and executed
German women as well, and that
without a public court-martial and
without the admission of defense
lawyers from their own country,
as did the Germans in the trial of
Misg Cavell and her accomplices.

Cites German Case

““Here are 'wo namesg of execut-
ed German women who did nothing
else than to serve their fatherland:
Margarete Schmidt, executed at
Nancy., March 1915; Ottilie Moos.
executed at Bourges, May, 18915.

“Both were executed therefore
before the execution of Miss Cavell.
The French press naturally kept
entirely quiet about that until the
neutral Dutech General Seyders
forced it to speak, General Seyders
flaved the dishonesty and stupidity
of the entente press, which treated
two like cases in such a different
way, much more sharply than any
Cerman would have done,

“The assertion that ‘the former
Kaiser regretted the sentence' |is
not correct in that form. He mere-
ly ordered that before the execu-
tion of a woman the facts in the
case should be communicated o
his Cabinet.” )

The liberal newspaper “B. Z. am
Mittag' adds to this article: *‘Aft-
er this explanation of the facts in
the case there remainsg only one
question: Should a woman who has
been sentenced to death in war-
time be executed or mot?

Neither tables nor chairs are
festened to the floor in the home-
like salon. The round tables
gleam with napery, glass, silver and
slender vases filled with flowers.

“You do not think we will roll
ebout that much, surely,” was the
scornful comment of Captain von
Schiller to my surprised remark
about the safety of the glassware.

At Zurich we were 6,000 feet
in the air with a glorious view of
the Alps. We felt no fear. The heart
does not hang upon the motors as

It has been
ny fortune to make long airplane
flights, but never before had 1
traveled through the air with such
cnjoyment and comfort.

The bodies of 35 whites and 75
blacks were recovered, Hiatt stat-
ed, at Pahokee, 15 miles north and
also on the edge of Lake Okeecho-
bee. He reported that 45 blacks
were dead a Canal Point, and 65
others at ¢ point six and a half
miles west of Pahokee,

RED CROSS SURVEY

Miami, Fla., Sept. 20.—The es-
timate of Hoard Selby, chairman of

Commission, that 400 {ives were lost
in the Florida hurricane was re-
garded as conservative by other re-
ef workers today. He also said
there were at least 15,000 homeless,
8,000 of them utterly destitute and
placed property damage in Palm
Beach County alone at $30,000,-
000.

Most of the casualties occurred
along the shores of Lake Okeecho-
bee, where the colossal winds drove
the watérs into the fields for miles
around, flooding towns and farm
houses, These victims were swept
from the wreckage of thelr homes
and drowned.

Radio Replacés Legendary Verse To
Indicate  The Weather For Farmers

Washington.—Intelligent tarm-?good one for all outside work.

ers nowadays are not greatly in-
terested in predictions in almanacs
or in other long-range fiction, ac-
cording to Dr. W. J. Humphreys,
of the Weather Bureau.

They rely on official reports by
radio and on their own observa-
tions. Scientific forecasting of the
weather does not place reliance on
many of the old ‘signs,/’ particular-
ly of those that are supposed to
forecast one season from - occur-
ences in the previous season.

But Dr. Humphreys says that
many of the sayings in regard to
the weather that have been handed
down from generation to genera-
tion are based on many observa-
tions and are often reliable, For ex-
ample, he says a warning of some
value but not highly reliable is em-
bodied in the verse:

A rainbow in the morning

Is the shepherd’'s warning;

A rainbow at night

Is the sheplierd's delight.

One of the “very best indicators
of the wegther for the day,” Dr.
Humphreys said, ‘is the state of
the dew in the morning. It gathers
on the grass and other exposed ob-
jects when they are cool enough to
condense it out of the air, just as
molsture is condensed out of the
air on the side of a pitcher when
filled with ice water.

““Now, the grass and other out-
door things cool considerably only
on still, clear nights, the kind that
occur during a spell of fine weather
and at no other time. Hence a
heavy dew means that the air was
still and the s8ky clear, at least
during the latter half of the night.
And it is pretty certain that it
there was neither wind nor clouds
during that time, the 'day will be a

“On the other hand, If there is
no dew in the morning it is almost
certain that elther the sky was
clouded or that there was apprecia-
ble wind, or both, and both as a
rule, precede & general rainstorm
by 6 to 12 or even 24 ‘hours, ac-
cording to ecircumstances.”

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THE RAILROAD MIND

Coincidentally to the failure of
"the Public Utilities Commission so
f&r to order gates at the Oakland
street crossing, there comes to this
tiesk a copy of the fifth annual is-
sue of “Railroad Facts," which is
a manual of railroad information
prepared by the Western Railways'
committee on public relations. [t
is a very Interesting book, not only
for the number and presumptive
accuracy of the statisties it pre-
sents but also for the matters with
which it does not deal.

The index contains almost two
bundred and fifty subjects touch-
ing almost every conceivable fac-
tor in raflroading—save the one
factor of human life. Compsarative
tigures are given, as between years,
In the matter of damage and loss
nf freight. But not a word is ut-
tered concerning the number of
persons killed at grade crossings
tr in the operation of trains.

We don't suppose it ever enter-
ed the heads of the compilers of
this survey of railroad progress
that the human equation has any-
thing to do with the mathematics
of railroad management, or rall-
road management anything to do
with human lives.

“Good" railroading” is a major
topic of the book. We gather that
tke kind of railroading which han-
dles its cargoes of freight and hu-
manity with the least loss of mo-
tion and the greatest - celerity,
which keeps up its roadbeds, its
trackage and its motive and roll-
Ing stock, which produces the larg-
est possible income and escapes
with the least possible expenditure,
which keeps the most departments
out of the red ink and provides
the biggest reserves and the larg-
cst sums available for dividends,
is the best railroading. If it hap-
rens to kill a few hundred * more
persons in the course of year than
another conceivable kind of
railroading, where money might
he “sguandered” in protecting hu-
man life, there is nothing in that
i0 be considered in the judging be-
tween good and bad railroading.

In other words the managerial
railroad mind is a thing of figures,
of intake and outgo, of. relation-
ship between capital and securi-
ties and earnings, It is ag imper-
sonal as war—and as inhuman, Its
scle recognition of its responsibil-
fiy toward men and women and
clildren is covered by the sﬁ]lster
slogan, “Keep off the track.”

The New York, New Haven and
. Hartford rallroad has been for
years in a position to plead pov-
erty in answer to demands for ade-
auate protection of grade crossing.
But if the millions upon millions
its mBnagement squandered in the
wildcat speculation which produced
that poverty had been applied, to
the extent of a small percentage, to
the discharge of the moral obliga-
ion to prevent grade crossing fa-
talities, there would not be a deatl®
at grade in ten years through-
cut the whole of its mileage,.
The people of Manchester and
the state of Connecticut are not
responsible for the New Haven
road’s financial situation, And
they know that if the corporation
cared a tinker's hoot about the
lives of the people it could and
would find the financing to provide
full protection at every crossing in
the state,

Also they know, if they know
‘anything, that so long as the only
hope of obtaining such protsction
lies with the Public Utilities Com-
mission, as constituted now or at
any time in the past, théy will not
get it,

The Public Utilities Commission
is too coﬁslstently, it not too in-
tentionally, the mirror of the rail-
rcad mind.

Say that a Cgzech or
Spanish or Bavarian factory hand
can live on American food costing
him ten cents a day while the Man-
chester factory hand has to pay a
dollar a day for the same Ameri-
can bill of fare—then where does
the Manchester worker get off?
Cun the mill which pays him wages
on the basis of his dollar-a-day
food compete with the Czech or
Spanish or Bavarian factory that
pays Its worker on the basis of ten-
cent-a-day living?

Can it compete, either in the
markets of the world or in the
markets of America—of Connecti-
cut even?

That is precisely the principle in-
velved in this McNary-Haugen bill
to which Governor Smith is now
cumpletely committed by his Oma-
ba speech. That the difference in
costs of American foods at home
and abroad might. not be quite so
great as in the illustration we have
glven does not-in the slightest de-
gree affect the principle.’ Smith
proposes to feed Europe cheaply,
so that its workers -can work
cheaply, and to make America pay
through the nose for its own food
supply, so that its workers could
not possibly continue to compete
with European workers, no matter
how superior 'their industry, skill
or manufacturing methods.

If there are any Manchester
workers who like that prospect,
we advise them to support Gover-
nor Smith for the Presidency.

FOOL-PROOF PLANE

Flight of the English Channel
at the rate of 110 miles an hour
by a “fool-proof' airplane on the
helicopter principle, invention of a
young Spaniard, may mark the
ntost important phase of aviation
which has yet arrived.

This machine, which its creator
calls the ‘‘autogire,” is of the long
enticipated verticle flight and de-
gscent type, If it meets its inventors’
expectations—which seem to be
shared by the leading aviation
rainds of Europe—it will at once
solve the worst of the dangers that
beset the science of flight, the
peril of low angle take-offs and
landings.

It is easy to imagine the pilot
¢f one of these autogiros, com-
nelled to make a forced landing,
coming down safely in almost any
country and under almost any con-
ditions; while the hazards of the
take-off, which have cost so many
lives, would be entirely eliminat-
ed.

It is the lack of such qualities
&s are claimed for the mew ma-
chine which has made the preten-
gions of safety in airplane flight
so obviously exaggerated. Perhaps
row the science is on the verge of
a new start along lines which will
lead to actual rather than merely
ballyhoo safety in air transporta-
tion.

BLITHESOME SMITH

Perhaps James O'Donnell Ben-
nett, the Chicago Tribune’'s special-
!y assigned correspondent with
Governor Smith, came mnearer to
hitting the nall exactly on the
head with relation to the Smith
candidacy, in an almost casual ob-
servation, than has anyone else.

That 1s, “free” except for a small
charge for the materials used in
making the portrait, which would
come to about $2.98 or $3.98 at
the most. The salesman adds that
he personally does not collect one
cent of -this money but that the
amount is to be paid to the ‘‘artist”
when he calls to do the work. The
customer, with the advice of the
artist, will select the colors and
other materials for t.e painting and

will “only pay what these materials |

actually cost.” The salesman then
adds in a most emphatic manner
that he is not in the picture fram-
ing business, .

The scheme usually worked out
in similar propositions is for the
“aptist” to quote a price on the
materials for the painting which
appears unusuclly reasonable, so
madame usually succumbs to the
bargain hunting instinct, gives the
artist a family portrait which, as a
rule, she values very highly. Af-
terward she finds that in, order to
receive the “‘oil painting” or en
the original photo back, she must
pay for the frame that is priced.far
above its actual value, plus one or
two other incidentals that bring the
bargain portrait up to an exhorbit-
ant figure.

In a great many cases the cus-
tomer pays the price demanded in
order to again obtain possession of
the picture that she foolishly parted
with.

A double de-
feat for the league-leading Cardi-
rals this afternoon and the race
will be tied, with only nine gam=s
to go. A slmilar disaster for the
Glants and—pouf! just like that.
Oblivion,

The burden of proof most cer-
tainly was upon the Giants as a
crowd of 50,000 stormed the gates
at the Polo Grounds for its gsecoml
serious “series’ within a matter
of ten days. Long before noon, the
boys were resting comfortably on
the flat of their arches before the
well known portals and even the
whimsical uncertainty of early fall
‘weather couldn't disuade them
from their vigil.

Wasn't the first game of tho
double header scheduled for 1:807
Wasn't this at least 10:15? The
average baseball fan was born OD-
timistic and later became more
cheerful by degrees, Some of them
even conceded grudgingly, .some-
what after the manner of the aver-
age man conceding his personal
charm, that the Glants were going
to win three straight f{rom the
Cardinals, starting today and end-
ing on Saturday. There will be no
activities scheduled for tomorrow
unless today’'s program 1is rained
out.

That three-straight thing hap-
pened to be less of a mirage and
more of an absolute necessity to
the Giants insofar as their pennant
chances were concerned this morn-
ing. For, if they took only two of
the three games, the Cards would
go away from here with a one game
lead and only eight more to play.
They then would be faced with the
elementary problem of winning
only five of these eight in order to
force the Giants to finish with sev-
en out of eight to take the pen-
nant.

Considering the fact that St
Louis will play three of thes=
games with the Braves, from whom
they already have won 16 out of
19, and four with the Dodgers, to
whom they have lost only eight out
of 18, the magnitude of the situa-
tion confronting the Giants Is ap-
parent. It isn't wholly appdrent,
either, until one knows that the
Giants’ subsequent opponents will
be the Cubs and Reds, this pair
having beaten McGraw's enlry 19
times in 37 games this year.

The only game after this gerles
that won't be any tougher for the
Giants, in fact, or quite as easy for
the Cardinals, is the season's finale
September 30 between the arch-
contenders.

tarded spark.

He has strained his back
in a dozen different postures, shak-
ing outstretched hands, but no
speeches,

) All Expect Speech

At times it has been difficult to
stick to his program. At Topeka,
Kansas, for example, thousands of
people thronged about his train
and about the speakers platform
that had been erected, with loud
speakers and campaign parapher-
nelia, hard by the railroad tracks.
Senator Charles Curtis' home folks
turned out en masse for the Demo-
cratic nominee. They expected a
speech. They were disappointed.

“Al shook scores of hands with
a guttural “glad to see you, But
that was all. So it was all of yes-
terday through the towns and ham-
lets of Nebraska and Kansas,
Fairbury, Belleville, Clay Center,
Manhattan, Topeka, McFarland,
Herrington.

They told him a few weeks ago
in Albany to leave his famous
brown derby behind him when he
started west.

‘STRIKES NEW YORK

Four Dead, Hundreds  of
Ships Wrecked and Big
Property Damage.

New York, Sept. 20—Four per-
sons degd in New York and vicinity,
hundreds of small craft dashed to
bits along the New Jersey, Long -
land and  Westchester county
shores, property damage counted in
eight figyres, and a Ward line pas-
senger ship bound up from Havana
24 hours overdue and unreported,
was the toll today of the meeting
here of two gales.

Bright sunny skies and clear
weather with a light wind were
New York's lot today as the city
checked the damage. The tail of
the West Indian hurricane which
lashed Porto Rico, Florida and the
eastern geaboard with terrific loss
of life struck New . York last night
on the heels of an old-fashioned
northeaster which had been blow-
ing destruction from Maine to Dela-
ware for the past 24 hours.

Three Boys Missing

A dozen cases of major injuries
due to the storm were reported to
police while three boys were miss-
ing from their Staten Island homes.

The dead are J. H. Hughes, 786,
who died of shock at Cape May,
N. J., when wind uprooted some
100-year-old trees; Frank Inge:-
soll, fisherman, of Somer’s Point,
N. J., drowned; Thomas Wright,
35, of Sea Drift, N. J., electrocuted
when he stepped from a wrecked
automobile into a tangle of fallen
live wires at Highlands, N. J., and
an unidentified man killed by a
falling tree here.

The Ward liner Monterey with
nearly, 100 passengers and more
than 100 crew has no. been heard
from since she left Havana for New
York. The liner, in the hold of
which a small fire ocecurred last
week while the ship was tied up at
a pler at Progreso, Mexico, was due
here at dawn yesterday.
