Paris,—French feminists are
takng up arms and really 5 begin-
ning to fight seriously for! their
vote. Picketting by suffragettes’

Relleves Courts

The new poliey, it is anticipated,
will relieve to a large extent the
pressure of work at London police
courts, and it s hoped that it will
prove a sufficient check to further
violations.

Motoring offenses have {ncreased
by leaps and bounds in the last
few years, and the courts have beea
seriously handicapped in their ef-
forts"to deal with them. In 1924
there were 42,729 cases, and’ last
year, thére were no fewer than 79,-
834, The majority weré minor
cases, such as driving on the wrong
side of the street or parklnx too
long in one place.

The warnings will not be lssued
for dangerous driving in any form,
and will give the police more timas
to concentrate on the serious of-
fenders.

The use of a muffler eut-
out is one of the most serfous traf
fic offenses here, as the police have
made every effort to dispense with
unnecessary noises.

Along Conn. Roads Dur-
g Fall in Beautification
Program.

, Bids for the planting and care of
746 new trees to be set out along
Connecticut highways as part of
the highway department’s beauti-
fication plan will be received at the
office of the department's Lanud-
scape Architect at New Haven to-
day, according to a1 announcement
made by Highway Commissioner
John A. Macdonald. The trees are
to be planted. along highways in
Litchfield, Hartford and Tolland
counties to supplement the work
done along these lines on highways
in other counties last spring.

White Elm predominates on the
fall planting list, there being 466
trees of this type on the list open
for bid. Sugar Maple is the next
largest type with 167 trees. The
balance of the list congists of 31
Red Maples, 2 Silver Maples, 33
Pine Oaks, 29 White Ashes, 8 Weep-
ing Willows and 10 White Pines.
These trees together with those set
out during the spring months will
bring the total number set out by
the department this year close to
1,900.

It is stipulated by the highway
department that no bids may be
entered except by landscape archi-
tects, nurserymen or certified tree
experts; and that if it so desires the
department may call for references
or evidence of previous work ac-
complished by the bidder. All plant-
ing must be started by October 15
at the latest in order to obviate any
chance of death ol the new Ltrees
by frost. The successful bidder is
expected to supply all the stock
called for in the proposal whether
raised in his own nurseries or ob-
tained from outside sources.

In addition to furnishing and set-
ting out the trees, the contractor is
required to fertilize, muleh, water
and prune them and to guarantee
completion within one year from
the date of contract. He Is also
required to replace during that
period any defective, dead or dying
trees. The trees are to be planted
on 22 sections of state highway.

Such sacrifice deserves ap-
preciation expressed in terms of
the most exemplary conduct on the
part of the beneficiary.

DRY-FEET LAW

Stimulated no doubt by propa-
gandists’ reports of the success of
prohibition in the United States,
the Republic of Portugal has un-
dertaken a particular reformation
of its own which the royal govern-
ment of that country never had the
temerity to tackle, It is not the con-
sumption of alcohol which has stir-
reéd the antis of Portugal to suec-
cessful action, for the only persons
in that country who do not drink
at least wine, are those with stop-
p4ges of the esophagus and - who
can't swallow anything.

OUR SENSES.

Have you ever considered that all
of your consciousness of. the exter
nal world comes to you through
your special senses of seeing, hear-
ing, touching, tasting, smelling, and
couilibrium? If at birth a person
were deprived of the organs which
register these sensations, 1t s
doubtful if he would ever realize
that he lived.

Most of our actions are complex
reéflexes from stimulations that
have comie to us through thesa
sense organs, IFor example, il we
see an automobile coming at us
while we are crossing the street, we
dodge cr otherwise endeavor to
evold being struck, If we hear a
footstep climbing the stair at night,
we listen intently, and may even
get up to find out who is there. If
we smell smoke as of burning
wood, we look around to find out
whether or not the house is on fire
In fact, you will be able to trace
practically every movement or
thought that you have to some im-
pulse tha~ has come to you through
some of your organs of sense.

We nave the " eye for _detecting
variations of light; the ear for de-
tecting noises; the nose for detect-
ing odors; the tastebuds in the
tongue and mouth for overseeing
our food; touch organs in the skin
and internal organs for registering
heat, tcuch apd internal sensa-
tions; we have the semilunar canals
in our skulls near the ears, for ob-
serving our equilibrium. These
sensations are carried by nerves to
the brain., where they register and
start channels of impulses which
may cause us to perform very com
plicateld physical movements.

All of our knowledge of the
world has come to us through the
sense organs, and it 1is interesting
to trace the development of the
first recognition of these sense by
an infant. Probably the first
knowlzdge that a baby has of the
external world comes to it through
its sense of touch. It becomes con-
scious nf the support of the ped
and of things coming in contact|
with its arms and legs. Gradaally
If realizes the difference between
Leing held by the mattress and its
mother’s arms. 'The undirected
physical movements of the baby's
arms and legs bring its attention tn
clothes, pillows-and crib, One uf:
the reflexes that a child seems to
be born with is to try and grasp
any object placed in its hands.

At first a baby cannot see ob-
jects; IL 1s merely conscious of
lights and shadows. Gradually its
eyes become conscious of large
moving objects, and the eyes will
follow them in a horizontal pusi-
tion, since the muscles for raising
and lowering the eyes are not de-
veloped until some time after birth

The newborn child is deaf, but as
the air enters the middle ear
through the eustachian tube, the
hearing developed. Possibly sound
at first {is simply a disturbing fac-
tor. The child becomes ahle to dis
tinguish between harsh and sooth-
ing tonez, and the mother's lullaby]
has bean evolved in practically
every country of the world as an
aid to quieting the child. Heating
does not develop fully for from
several bours to several days after
Eirth.

The child at first is not consclous
of a sénse of hunger. The sucking
of milk .for the first few weeks
seems to be purely a reflex action.
Oaddly enough, the sense of smell
seems to be more acute than the
sense nf taste in recently born
babies. .

It is interesting to wateh a
baby's enjoyment of experimenting
with its pew-found senses. If baby
Ia given an object. or if an ohject
is placed within grasping distance,
first the infant looks at the object.
then grasps and tastes it, and may
mothers develop gray hairs because
baby insists on tasting everything,
but this is simply a natural methord
of the c¢hild trying out its mne'-
found sepses.

formed, and protection is so certain
that neglect of this scientific pro-
cedure represents the height of
foolhardiness.
" The other form of preventive in-
oculation which must be especiaily
considered in relationship to the
child's first attendance at schoul is
toxin-antitoxin immunization
against diphtheria.

Practically all physicians are
agreed that this method does in-
crease the immunity of the child
against the disease, that the
method is quite safe, and that the
ravages of diphtheria are so seri-

ous that the method should not ba
neglected.

In New York City more than &
million children have been inocu-
lated with toxin-antitoxin without &
single fatal result, and with only a
few cases of illness sufficient to

MURDERER WAITED
YEARS WITH RIFLE;
FREED BY TRIBE

Tiflis, Georgia. — A murderer,
who for three years lay in one spot,
rifie in hand, waiting for the op-
portunity to kill, has been acquitted
by a native judge on grounds of
“having paid a sufficient penalty.”

The strange story of the case
was brought to Tiflis by Maurice
Hindus, American writer and lec-
turer, from the mountain fastness-
ez of Swanetzia where mountain-
eerg still live in virtual seclusion
from the outside world. Stone
houses dating back to the Ninth
century have watch towers from
which invaders are spotted. Tha
ancient law of blood revengs is still
in force.

According to this code Jan Ord-
kidzie sought to avenge an insult
to his 16-year-old daughter by an-
other member of the mountain
tribe. Jan hid himself in the tow-
er of his home, waiting and watch-
ing for the moment his foe should
venture within range.
