Washington, Sept. 24.—1In keeo-"

ing with his purpose to conduct an
affirmative campaign, Herbert
Hoover will make a public address
during October on the subject of
governmental regulation of water

power and public utilities, it was
reported reliably here today at his
headquarters,

The Republican ngminee will
“speak his mind" on this lssue, 1t
was sald, because he feels the pub-
lic has a right. to know. his views
and not in any sense as a reply Lo
the attack of Cov. Alfred E,. Smith,
his Democratic rival. Hoover will
maintain his stand that his cam-
paign must be conducted on a con-
structive basis, absolutely devoid of
personalities. For this reason, he
will make no reply now to Smith's
Denver speech.

+ Hoover's Attitude

One of his advisers explained
Hoover's attitude, thusly: “In
making his own constructive cam-
paign, Mr. Hoover has no answer
for Gov. Smith. That would' be
engaging in personalities. Before
the end of the campaign, though,
he will make his own views on the
power question perfectly plain, sd
everybody will understand them.”

-Hoover's associates, however,
) v:'ere angered by Gov. Smith's tac-
tics.

“Gov. Smith is living in a glass-
house,” said one Hoover leader.
“He attacks Hoover because two
government employees, much un-
derpaid, accepted more luerative
posts in private busineus. The
governor would do well to tell the
people why he named a director of
the General Motors Company as his
campaign manager and why the
chairman of the board of the Gen-
eral Electric Company anrd the
president of the Montana Power
Company are among the heavies:
contgibutors to his eampaign fund.
These two concerns are the heart
and soul of the power trust.”

Down One Whisper

The Hoover leaders meanwhile
“gave the lie"” to one of the whis-
pers being circulated against the
Republican nominee, after Senator
William C. Bruce; Democrat, of
Maryland, gave it publicity in a
speech Saturday night. Bruce said
he heard that Hoover and Clarence
Darrow had had “numberous drinks
of liquor" together. He chargei

oover with hypocrisy on ‘his dry
stand. g

“Senator Bruce is simply giving
circulation to slander,"” commented
George Akerson, Hoover's assist-
ant. “Mr. Hoover does not know
Mr. Darrow and it is a falsehood
to say they had drinks together."”

With Darrow also issuing a de-
nial of the charge, it was said at
Hoover's headquarters that the Re-
publican nominee has not touched
liquor since the prohibition law
went into effect. As explained six

“If a Catholic like Senator
Thomas J. Walsh or any other con-
stitution-observing, loyal Catholic
had been nominated no such stand
would have been {aken by him as
Gov. Smith did in bolting the party
platform,” Mrs. Willebrandt assert-
ted, referring to the prohibition is-
sue.

IN THEATER FIRE

301 Injured When Explosion
Causes Blaze In Madrid:
Many Children Dead.

Madrid, Sept. 24.—Police today
estimated that at least 100 persons

perished in the fire which destroyed
the Novedades theater, one“of the
largest and most poptilar in this
city, during a performance last
night. .

Fifty bodies, charred and burned
beyond recognition, have been re-
covered but at least fifty persons
are missing and are belleved “to
have perished. Police, firemen ani
government troops continued ‘o
search the smouldering ruins for
additiona! victims today.

300 Are Injured

_All the hospital facilities of the
city are co-operating in caring for
victims of the catastrophe, More
than 300 persons of the 1,500 In
the theater at Lhe time the fire
started were trampled or burned in
the panic that followed. Many of
jthese are in a serious condition and
it is feared some may die.

The fire started upon the stage
during an intermission. To prevent
an immediate panie, the orchestra
bravely continued to play but an
explosion followed which killed sev-
eral of the musicians.

Mass Of Flames

In five minutes, the whole build-
ing was a roaring inferno. The
theater, an old-fashioned affair hav-
Ing six wooden balconies, was like
tinder to the flames.

In the mad rush towards the few
exits, many fell or were pushed
from the balconies to the orchestra
below. Many children were in the
balconies. )

In the midst of the stampede, the
main entrance collapsed, trapping
hundreds still inside the theater.

The fact that the fire started
while hundreds were outside the
theater because of the intermission,
saved many. - |

DEATH LIST GROWING
INFLORIDA; NOW 2,000

Hub Woman Murdered
In Western Mine Town

Burning Dead in Some Sec-

tions—98 P. C. of Live-
stock Lost in Farmmg
Communities—Red Cross
Working Day and Night;
15,000 Have Influenza in
Porto Rico.

West Palm Beach, Fla., Sept. 24.
—While alarming reports from
relief workers in the Everglades
doubled the latest estimates of
dead, the Palm beaches went ahead
with their reconstruction program
today.

Torn roofs were replaced with
new, plate glass windows were put
in, and old walls were ripped down
as officials planned newer and more
beautiful citles to take the place
of the ones devastated by the West
Indian hurricane.

No Rest

Sunday was no day of rest for
hurricane-beaten citizens of the
Falm beaches and the Everglades.
In the former place, they repaired
the terrific damage done by the
blow, while in the latter they went
ahead with the ghastly work sef
burying or burning their dead, now
estimated at around 2,000.

Farmers and laborers who have
lost  everything, were furnished
with tents and rations’ and given
inimediate employment such as
cleaning up ‘the huge piles of det-
ris that littered the streets, Others
were sent into the Everglades to
assist burial parties,

Owing to the floods, relief work-
ers have just been able to penetrate
into the Pelican bay section. This
is strewn with bodies, according to
A. L. Shafer, in charge of relief
work for the Red Cross. Here, 200
bodies having been found -along a
distance of a couple of hundred
feet. 'The bodies no longer can be
removed from the vicinity in which
they are found. They are being
piled up and burned in crude oil
immediately. Identification was
impossible; and white bodies cannot
be distinguished from negroes.

No Immediate Relief

No immedlate relief of the flood
situation was in sight, and entrance
into some of the stricken everglades
communities was possible only by
boat. Gov. J. W. Martin who has
been making a personal survey of
the stricken area, has left for
Okeechobee. :

The sitnation in Okeechobee ap-
pears to be goodf according to
Schafer, and the refugées from
Pahokee are being removed to that
city. More than 2,300 personas hava
been innoculated there against
typhoid. A report that influenza
was sweeping the stricken section
has not been verified, Shafer said.

‘a and its people. The reason for
this, he believed, was because
America had never taken away any
»f the land of the ClirLese. They
aad given them a square deal.

»f the greatest men of China had
received their education here and
ts these men returned from the
i'nited ‘States they naturally told
their own people of this country.

China, the speaker said, is mak-
[ng headway, Its leaders were
pleading with the American people
to bear with them and have
patience because it meant every-
thing to have the sympathy and
zood will of this country.

WANT NO BIGOTS. I

New York, Sept. 24.—"“We do
not desire the support of bigots
who put creed before conntry.”

This was the sharp repudiation
by Republican National Committee-
man Charles D. Hilles of New York
today to charges in Gov. Smith's
Oklahoma City speech that Repub-
iican managers were encouraging a
campaign attacking the Democratiz
nominee on religious grounds.

Hilles denounced the religious
campaign vigorously in a luncheon
address  before the Women's
National Club.

“Let us in this campaign con-
sider solely those issues which con-
cern the welfare of the country,
and not those which lead only tao
futile dessention,” he said. “Neo
friend of the republic will introduce
inlo the campaign a word of iniol-
erance toward a religious sect.”

Hilles declared that with but six
weeks of the campalgn remaining.
the Democratic attempt to divert
public attention f{from the funda-
mental economic issues of pros-
perity, tariff and equitable taxes
with the "smoke sereen of prohi-
bition'" had been unsuccessful and
that as a result the important east-
ern seaboard group—New York,
New Jarsey, Connecticut, Massa-
chusetts, Rhode Island and Dela-
ware—would be found safely in the
Hoover column in Novhmber.

Hilles said that it is probable
that sixty per cent of the people
will vote in the Norember election,
assertingz that 1928 *"is a year In
which the political- mariner must
reckon with more and deeper cross-
currents than ever before. ’

“These cross-currents,” he de-
clared, ‘‘are more general and more
difficult to fathom in New York
state than elsewhere, but they are
actively prevalent along the Atlan-
tic seaboard from massachusetts to
Maryland. The deep currents in
politics are mute. 7They carry the
silent vote to its destination. Those
that will have a determining in-
fluence in New York will also have
a determining influence in other
eastern states.

In Same Column

“It now seems probable that New
York, New Jersey, Connecticut,
Massachusetts, Rhode Island and
Delaware will be found in the same
column in November. New York Is
of first importance because she
sways the political opinion of her
neighboring states and because In
every presidential year for a decade
she has cast eleven per cent of the
votes of the entire nation.”

Regarding religion and the cam-
paign, Hilles said:

“It would be fauous to say that
religion will not be a factor. We
must make due allowance for re-
ligious sympathies and antipathies,
and for the passions that will in-
fluence the mind of the voter, but
no friend of the republic will intro-
duce into the campaign a word of
intolerance toward a rellgious sect;
nor will he introduce as an essen-
tial settlement an unwillingness to
tolerate a candidate in the enjoy-
| ment of his religious opinions and
worship.

Wants No Bigots

“We do not desiresthe support
of bigots who put creed before
country,  America is a land of op-
portunity. Hoover is a product of
it, and so Is Smith. Let us there-
fore in this campaign consider sole-

fare of the country, .rd mnot those
{ which lead to futile dissention.”

Matters of domestic concern, not
the attitude of the parties toward
foreign relations and international
co-operation, are the things to
grapple with and focus attention
upon, Hilles sald.

.‘““The most important' points in
debate in national campalgns are
economic issues,” he said, “and
there are two such that have come
to the fore this year, notwithstand-
ing the desperate effort of the com-
mittee on resolutions of the Hous-
ton convention to -blunt the point
of the matters depending in con-
troversy.

“The chief of these is protection
to American workmen. Protection
is responsible for the existing align-
ment in our polities. Its effcacy
can no longer be denifed. Requir-
ing a breaking down of the old
aliznment as condition precedent to
a new coalition, the Democrats
abandoned the advocacy of frge
iwrade, which was their first-horn
policy.

The other Issue, Hilles declared,
‘‘has been openly and squarely de-
veloped by the candidates outside
of the platforms.,” It is prohibi-
tion.

“Protection and prohibition are
qiestions that will determine the
result of the campaign,” Hilles as-
scrted.

Speaking of whispering, we
dcubt {f Herbert Hoover in his Oc-
tcber 6 speech or at any later time
will take up any minutes of his ad-
dress to deny that he drinks In-
toxicating liquors, us charged by
"Senator Bruce of Maryland.

Washington, Sept. 24.—A mini-
mum of $35,000,000 votes will be
cast in this year's presidential eloe-
tion, according to Simon Michlet.
president of the Natlonal Get-Out-
the-Vote Club and an outstanding
analyst of ballot statistics,

“l won't be a bit surprised,”
Michelet says, “If 1t's forty mil
lion."

Roughly estimated, about 59
000,000 men and women will be en-
titled to vote on November 6.
Thus, according to Michelet’s esti-
mate, up to two-thirds of the
oligible vote may be cast.

This would be an immense pro-
portional  increase over 1024,
when the 29,000,000 votes cast
for Coolidge, Davis and La Fol
lette were only about 52 per cent of
the total eligible vote., The per-
centage for 1920 is estimated to
have been about 49,

Mr., Coolidge, it may he ob-
served, was returned to the White
House by but 29 per cent. of th=
electorate, less than one-third.

Michelet explains that he has
teen in communication with state
county, c¢ity and other offieials irc
every stale.

“From every source,” he says,
comes the word that we are go-
ing to have the heaviest vote, in
proportion to the number who c¢an
vote if they want to, since 1896,

“The blggest increase is gomg
to come from the women. Olficials
fn many districts write that they
know of precinets in ‘which every
rian and woman will be at tlhe
polis this year. Hundreds of wnes-
sages are coming to me from iaern
and women who want to know
how they can vote. Wcmen's or
ganizations over the country are
intensely interested.

“Women take an interest in
presidential elections which they
don’t take in local elections., And
heretofare nearly all our natinnai
campaign Issues bave been eco-
nemic issues.

“Women aren't so much inter-
ested in economic issues and are
still in the process of being inform
ed about them.

“But they understand what the
issues are in this campaign and
they're not going to deperd on
their men folks to explain them
and tell them how to vote., In
previous elections they have gen-
erally voted as their men voled
but in November there will he a
great amceunt of division In fawmi
lies.
against iself,

“It's & sure thing, first, that
many more wcmen are going to
vote now who never voted before
and, second, that they will pegin
te vote with complete indepond-
ence."

Neither io 1920 or 1924, Miche-
let points out, did the campalgn
contain the issues of 1928. Nor
cid either of the last two cam-
paigns present a simlilar uncer-
teinty of outcome.

“There were very few doubtful
states in 1924," he says, “but_to-
dey half of them are doubtful.”

The number of persons who will
this year have the right to vote for
the first time is estimated " at 7.-
000,000. '

ture, and chemistry is, in many re-
spects, outstripping nature in the
work of creation, said Dr. Jocelyn
Field Thorpe, professor of Organic
Chemistry in the Imbperial Colleze
of Secience, London, and one of the
British contingent of scientists
here to attend the sixty-seventh
meeting of the American Chemical
Society.

Old conceptions of.life processes
have been overthrown by chemists,
the eminent scientist gsserted, anil
added that life is eternally busy
creating not only the living but
the non-living. Professor Thorpe
predicted’ that chemistry would be
the world’'s reliance for food shoutd
starvation through over-populatioa
threaten,

Chemistry of today is based ou
the prineipal tkat life processes are
not necessary to produce organie
substances, the English chemist
stated.

Doubt Removed

“For a long time it was an es-
toblished rule that what are
thought as organic products, thot
{s, all the vast number of things
yielded by nature, required the
presence of life. But this is not
the fact today: All doubt on this
pcint has been swept away.

“Whatever the life principle is,
and from the standpoint of the
gcientific researcher, it is still a
mystery, There is no need to con-
sider it. The popular mind has not
grasped the true conception of the
synthesized organic product, The
laboratory has not merely simulat-
ed the natural produect, it has re-
produced it,

“Synthetic indigo or synthetic
camphor are not merely like veg-
elable indigo or the product of
the camphor plant. They are iden-
tically the same, but curiously
enough, the laboratory product is
often purer than the natural prod-
uct,

“The structure of a plant, the
body of a man or of an animal is
built of certain key substances,
and these substances whether we
call them organic or not, are non-
living. From the viewpoint of
modern chemistry, the living body
is constructed of that which is non-
living, In the laboratory, a piece
of living tissue {s made up exactly
of the same constituents as a piece
of dead tissue.

’ Dead Tissue Differs

““However, the dead tissue is dif-
ferent from the living thing, The
life principle, not at all understood
with all our advances in chemistry
and physies, still exists as a great,
factor. And the seargh for the
secret of the principle of the life
process will go on. Even the slight-
est knowledge of how the life pro-
cess produces non-living substanées
will be of incaleulable value.

“We cannot reproduce the life
process, We cannot even approach
fermentation, a uatural phenomen-
on which is so important in the
production of natural organie sub-
glances. For example, we can make
alcohol from a derevative of pe-
troleum, but we cannot take it
from sugar or starch.”

There iz no sphere of human ac-
tivity In which chemistry does not

‘play a part, Dr. Thorpe said. All

CLOSE ELECTION
MAY RESULT IN
~ DIRECT SYSTEM

Washington, — A closely con-
tested and bitterly fcught presiden-
tial election this year may precipi-
tate demands for changes in the na-
on's political system far more im-
portant than the choosing of a chief
executive for another four years
from next March 4.

Direct election of presidents and
reappointment of Congress, bring-
ing with it a new distribution of
clectoral votes, already are being
suggested with renewed emphasis
on the eve of the formal opening
of campaign hostilities,

Should either Gov, Alfred Smith
or Herbert Hoover be placed in th«
White House on next March 4
without receiving a majority of all
the votes cast for presidential
electors, which 1{s possible under
the electoral college system, de-
mands for a change are sure to be
mada In the next session of Con-
gress.

Popular Vote

Many presidents have been elect-
ed by less than a majority of votes
and the injection of the Europeanu
Lloe system into the political struc-
ture of the nation has been avolded
only by the continued dominsncee of
the Republican and D+smoeratic
parties, Should #¢he Soecialist or
Farmer-Labhor parties rise 10 an
eminence where they could rom-
mand many millions of votes the
unique , electoral college system
would be brought more forcibly be-
fore the people.

With electoral votes apportioned
man for man among the states on
the basis of congressional represen-
tation many inequalities are certain
to be reflected in presidential re-
turns. The system, hogvever, has
been defended on the ground, that
it is the keystone of the represen-
tative system of government ag dis-
tinguished from a pure democracy.

An elector in Nevada represen's
22,000 votes while one in New York
represents approximately 220,000.
Each state is voted as a unit, and
therefore it is just as effective for
a presidential candidate to carry
a state by one vote as it is to carry
This system makes
it possible for a candidate tg carry
enough states by a small margin to
furnish the necessary electoral
votes, while the unsuccessful candi-
date might gain great majorities in
some other states which would give
him the greater popular vote,

TAKING OUT A NO TRUMP

Although it is worth one more
trick to ‘play tha hand in a
major suit than In a no trump,
i* is inadvisable to take out in a
major suit unless your total hand
is worth more than one quick
trick. A major take-out should
denote strength. Merely because
you hold five cards in a major suit
is no reason for announcing it.

A safe guide is to take out part-
ner's no trump in major when
holding:

(1) Any five cards as good as
an Initial bid, regardless of the
rest of the hand.

(2) Any five cards as good as
J 10 X X X if total hend is 2bout
as good as a defensive bid.

(3) Any five cards about as
~ood as K J 10 X X if hand con-
tains a singleton or blank suit.

(4) Any six or more cards re-
gardless of rest of hand.

Minor Suit Take-Out

Never take out your partner’'s
no trump Iin a minor- suit except
fo. a sound, logical reason. If
you hold high cards in a minor
suit you are under no compulsion
to announce it. They will help
the no trump.-

It . is seldom advisable to take
out in a minor suit containing less
than six cards and if in doubt do
not take out when holding less
than six cards. A minor should
only be declared when holding un-
usual length or to show that the
hand is worthless for a no trump
as when holding: )

" Spades—X X; hearts—7; dia-
monds—J 10 X X X X; clubs—
XXXX.
