Romance A g a i n  Invades 
Royal Rumanian Family; 
Name of Bride is Kept a 
Secret.

Budapest, Oct. 4.— Romance has 
again invaded the royal family of 
Rumania with the possibility pf 
melodramatic consequences, accord­
ing to rumors received here today 
from Bucharest.

Prince Nicholas, son of the late 
King Ferdinand and Queen Marie 
and the brother of former Crown 
Prince Carol is reported to have 
followed Carol’s example in elop­
ing to Paris with a beautiful young 
woman.

The feminine character in the 
love adventure was not identified, 
but was said to be the member of 
a wealthy and aristocratic Ruman­
ian family.

Queen Excited
Queen Marie and Princess Helen, 

the divorced wife of Carol, were 
understood to have sent urgent 
messages to Nicholas in Paris de­
manding that he return home, biit 
they were disregarded.

Nicholas, who was 25 years old 
in August, was recently reported In 
London. It was rumored at the 
time that his mother Queen Marie 
might become engaged to marry a 
rich American and that he was en­
listing the aid of the English royal 
family to try to prevent her from 
making her contemplated visit to 
the United States this month.

Married Twice
Carol, who has been married 

twice, once morganatically, was di­
vorced by his wife Princess Helen 
several months ago. A report was 
current in Brussels recently that 
be would marry Mme. Magda Hel­
ene Lopescii^ ,a-.heAUtifol red .haired 
Jewess with whom he has been liv­
ing for five years “ without benefit 
of clergy.’ ’

Carol and Helen are the parents 
of littl^ six-year-old King Michael, 
of Rumania.

Princess Ileana, si'ster of Carol 
and Nicholas, who is 18 ‘years old, 
was reported six months ago to 
have eloped with a Rumanian Navy 
officer.

More Than Four Million 
Peasants Face Stanation; 
Government Rushes Aid 
to Stricken Areas.

Moscow, Oct. 4.— More than: 4,- 
000,000 peasants in the twelve 
southern districts of the Ukraine 
and parts of Crimea are struggling 
to ward off starvation.

There is virtually no crop. A 
summer of drouth reduced’ the 
steppes to a vast, stubbled, sun­
baked deserjt on which not even the 
goats can find subsistance.

The government is pushing re­
lief work as rapidly as possible.

The greatest problem is transpor­
tation, since the best grain hdfvest 
this year was in the region east of 
the Volga river and in Siberia 
where railroads are few and far be­
tween. Heavy rains in those regions 
have reduced the higliwys to 
swamps, making it next to Im­
possible to move grain over them.

May Avert Famine
The purchase, of grain, though 

slow and difficult in those zones, is 
progressing sufficiently to give hope 
that there will not be any actual 
famine in any parts of the country.

The zone hardest hit is the seat 
of a colony of 100,000 jews. .These

POPULATION HERE 
PROBABLY 25.000

Post Office Census Shows 
Error in State Health 
Board’s Estimate.

Figures compiled by the State 
Board of Health, giving Manchester 
a population of 22,500, seems to be 
low, if postoffice figures are to be 
taken as a criterion.

Postmaster O. F. Toop of the 
South Manchester postoffice has 
taken a census of the routes cover­
ed by the ten carriers from the 
South Manchester office and also 
the one R. F. D. route, and has 
found that the average possibly 
stops made by each of the ten car­
riers Is 399.8 or near enough to 
call 400. Figuring that an average 
of four persons is supplied through 
its city carriers are now delivering 
to 16,000 persons. In the R. P. D. 
route, which also has 1,600 more, 
or a total of 17,600' persons that 
are served through the South Man­
chester postoffice alone.

FTrst Eight Districts
The enrollment of pupils of 

school age in the first eight school 
districts In Manchester as given in 
the last report of the town school 
board shows 2,244. Allowing three 
children to a family it means that 
there are 748 families. Allowing for 
a father and mother in each family 
brings the total of parents to 1,- 
496. These two figures to 3,740, 
which added to the 17,600 patrons 
of the South Manchester postoffice 
gives a total of 21,340. This is 
without considering the number of 
young men and women above school 
age in these first districts and also 
the unmarried men and women also 
in the district, estimated at at 
least 3,500 more, bringing the to­
tal to 124,840 which is probably 
nearer the correct population of 
Manchester than any other esti­
mate that has been made.

A round number estimate of 
25,000 is probably pretty close to 
the truth.

TO INVESTIGATE 
CAMPAIGN FUNDS

Democrats Have No Evi­
dence, However, of Im­
proper Expenditures.

New York, Oct. 4.— The Demo­
cratic national campaign managers 
have agreed upon a determined ef­
fort to bring about an Investigation 
of the Hoover campaign by the 
special campaign funds investigat­
ing committee of the House of 
Representatives.

Should the House committee, de­
cide at its meeting in Washington 
tomorrow that there is no evidence 
warranting the inquiry, an effort 
will be made to bring the-Senate 
campaign fund committee togeth­
er.

Representative Loring M. Black 
of New York, a Democratic mem­
ber of the House committee;' which 
was set up in the closing days of 
the last session of Congress, Is in 
charge of the case for the Demo­
cratic national committee, on 
which he serves as an advisor to 
Chairman John J. Raakob in head­
quarters here. He left for Wash­
ington today to present the nation­
al committee’s demands before his 
colleagues in an executive session 
at the capitol tpmorrow.

Has No Evidence
Black said he had no evidence 

of improper expenditures by the 
Republican campaign. He will pre­
sent a vigorous plea, however, *for 
a general inquiry into the source 
of funds for • the pamphlet cam­
paign attacking Gov, Smith’s re­
ligion, his Tammany record an‘3 
his prohibition stand.

“ I have no evidence connecting 
this campaign directly with the Re­
publican national committee,” 
Black said today, “ but I am con­
vinced an investigation would es­
tablish such a connection. Even if 
it did not, the committee is duty- 
l ound to protect the country from 
thp fraud which this pamphlet cam­
paign Involves. These statements 
about Gov. Smith are in many cases 
absolutely and palpably false. Since 
they involve pleas for money, they 
constitute fraud and the use of the 
tnails to obtain money under false 
pretenses.”

SMITH COUNTING ON 
THE BORDER STATES

Hoover and German Scien­
tist Discuss Matter; Both 
Agree That Fanners Must
Get Cheaper Machinery. Therefore His Next Speak­

ing Tour Will Be There;Washington, Oct. 4.— The farm, 
relief problem, which has become a 
major issue of the presidential cam­
paign, Is common to all the rest of 
the world. Herbert Hoover was in­
formed today by Prof. Qtto 
Hoetzsch, noted economist and 
member of the German Reichstag.

Hoover a,nd Hoetzsch discussed
the farm problem at length and 
were said to have agreed that the 
problem of placing agriculture oh 
an economic equality with com­
merce and Industry was the cure 
for agricultural ailments both here 
and abroad. The German econo­
mist declared the farmers of 
Europe and Asia were confronted 
with the same conditions as tjiose 
of<he United States— namely, that 
they were forced to pay higher 
prices ’ for , manufactured articles 
than they received for the products 
of their farms..

Praises Both Candidates.
Following his conference with 

Hoover, Hoetzsch praised both the 
Republican nominee and Gov, Al­
fred E. Smith, his Democratic rival, 
for the manner in which they dis­
cussed the farm problem in their 
acceptance speeches.

“ The agrarian question is the 
same all over the world,” said 
Hoetzscn. “ The farm problem Is 
the most acute and important prob­
lem facing a dozen different na-̂  
tions. It is very difficult to ascribe 
reasons for this universal condition. 
The problem exists not only in Ger­
many and the other vanquished na­
tions but also in the victorious na­
tions and now I find it in the rich 
United States.

The Trouble.
“ The trouble seems to be that 

the income i'eceived by the farmers 
for what they produce with their 
hands does not measure up to the 
level of what they have to pay for 
their other needs, such as machine- 
made goods. It is the same here as 
in Germany, Russia and southeast­
ern Europe. It is not a question pf 
over-production so much as a ques­
tion of providing a low cost of dis­
tribution. so that the farmer can 
get a greater share of the actual 
selling price. The agricultufallafs 
of all nations need to be organized 
in some way to meet the problem!. 
As It is the farming class through­
out the World cannot long with­
stand present conditions.

“ I think both Mr. Hoover and Mr. 
Smith* o-ealize the seriousness 
of this problem.”

New York, Oct. 4.— Medical 
scientists, seeking a way to increfise 
the “ spaa of life,” were told today 
by Dr. Samuel W. Lambert, presi­
dent of the New York academy of 
medicine and a man of high stand­
ing in his profession, that alcohol 
in the right amount— that is, a 
temperate amount— is good for peo­
ple when they grow old.

“ I hasten to deny that 1 am ad­
vocating drunkness for anyone, al­
though I may be accused of it,” 
said Dr. Lambert. ^

He spoke before an assemblage 
of prominent doctors from all narts 
of the country who are holditig a 
two-weeks conference at the New 
York Academy of Medicine. The 
physicians are laying the founda­
tion for 1  campaign against old age 
which they hope will be as success­
ful as that waged for years against 
infant mortality. '

Comforts the Aged. 
“ Alcohol gives a feeling of di.̂  

tinct warmth and comfort to the 
aged,” said Dr. Lambert. “ Bur its 
action on the blood vessels oi the 
brain alcohol, in moderation, quick­
ens the (cerebral activity and gives 
the imagination a freer play.

“ In the aged and in sufferers 
from chronic diseases, alcohol is an 
appetizer and helps digest other 
food. In severe cases of tho.se Iti 
the last stages'of cancer, alcohol is 
qften the only food which the di­
seased stomach can, retain and ab
s o r h . - T - — -------- ---

“ Fdrmented liquors form a most 
useful tonic and food In conval­
escence from prolonged infections 
and from severe surgical proceed- 
ure. Alcohol is an antidote to the 
chronic poisoning of the heart from 
overrindulgence in coffee and tobac­
co.”

• Man’s Capacity.
Dr. Lambert said it has been 

shown that a healthy man “ can di­
gest and oxidize from seven ,to ten 
cubic centimeters of absolute alco­
hol per hour without poisoning 
symptoms or any signs of intoxit^a-

Shak- 
lin, president of Congregation 
Adath Israel of Massena. Rabbi 
Wise, in turn communicated wltli 
G6v. Smith and the Investigation 
was started.

“ Parents are largely to blame 
for failing to stimulate their chil­
dren’s interest In practical educa­
tion.

Great Britain’s >62 millionaires 
in 192Z had a combined income o f ' 
more than SOO.OOO.uOO, more than 
$500,000 a year each on an aver- . 
age. Many of them individually 
were much richer.

Heavy Taxation *
Taxation on all Incomes of over 

$150,000 a year is approximately 
50 cents in eyery dollar, so that in 
four years British miliiouaires have 
paid to the state more than $500,- 
000,000, or half their total income, 
apart from death and other duties.

Banking, landed estates, ship­
ping, coal tobacco, spirits beer, oil, 
artificial silk, cotton, chemicals, 
meat and groceries have all laid 
the foundations of vast fortunes, 
and of these artificial silk is to­
day the most prolific.

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ROAD SHOULDERS 
CLEARED TO AID 
FIRE PREVENTION

Macdonald Orders Leaves
and Debris Cleaned Up;
Asks Help of Property

§

Owners and Motorists.

Rockville
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Instructions have been Issued by 
by the Connecticut Highway De­
partment to all division superinten­
dents to give special attention to the 
clearing of dead leaves and dried 
underbrush from the shoulders of 
state highways bordering along 
woodlands in order to prevent pos­
sible outbreak of forest fires from 
that source, according to an an­
nouncement made today by High­
way Commissioner John A. Mac­
donald.

Commissioner Macdonald also is­
sued a request to property owners 
near forests or thickly wooded spots 
to refrain from:'"building bonfires 
of leaves and debris on the shoul­
ders of the highways and to guard 
such fires carefully when built on 
private property. Bonfirtes should be 
avoided on days when high winds 
are blowing and should never b̂e 
left unwatched.

Throughout the summer months 
highway maintenance men have 
carefully cleared the brush from 
the shoulders of the state roads and 
have treated and oiled the shoul­
ders to harden them and prevent 
further growths on the shoulders. 
With the advent of fall, however a 
new fire hazard develops.in the fall­
ing leaves and small twigs that are 
blown from the trees. The fallen 
leaves and twigs usually find a 
resting place along the shoulders 
and make readily ignited tinder 
when a spark falls among them.

.Since it is almost impossible to 
keep the highway shoulders contin­
uously free from dried leaves and 
twigs, however. Commissioner Mac­
donald is requesting motorists to be 
yery cautious about dropping light­
ed cigars and cigarets from their 
automobiles. The latter are espe­
cially dangerous since they contin­
ue to glow several minutes after 

P being discarded. A lighted cigar 
flicked from a passing automobile 
into the dried leaves and brush may 
be the cause of a large forest fire 
which will ruin hundreds of acres 
oif valuable woodland.

Connecticut has had an enviable 
record in the reduction of forest 
fires during the past few years, and 
the efforts of the highway depart­
ment in keeping the shoulders of 
the roads bordering on the wood­
lands tree from debris, dead brush 
and fallen leaves has played ho lit­
tle part in bringing about the re­
duction. It has been several years 
since a forest fire in Connecticut has 
had its inauguration upon the shoul­
ders of a state highway.

New London, Conn., Oct. 4.—  
Twenty-seven men of the trawler 
n ie t  were landed here-early today 
from the Coast Guard destroyer 
Perry after they had been picked up 
at sea from their boats, to which 
they were forced by a leaking con­
dition.

Smith about the indignity to 
which the cleric was subjected, to 
which the governor replied today as 
follows:

Governor’s Reply
Dear Mr. W(sq:. „

“ I had not heard before this hour 
when, your message reached me of 
the rumor or ritual miirder which 
developed on Jewish Atonement 
Day atAIassena, St. Lawrence coun­
ty. ■ ■ ’

“ As governor of the state, I can­
not believe that this libelous myth 
has been resurrected and credited 
even for a moment by any one con­
nected with the service of the state, 
or any one in its civil divisions. I 
can hardly believe that either t^e 
mayor of Massena or a state troop­
er summoned a rabbi to a police 
$tation on a religious holiday , in 
connection with an absurd ritual 
murder charge to account for the 
disappearance of a child which, I 
learned, was found again within a. 
few hours after disappearance.

“ I wish to assure you that I will 
see to it, as governor of the state 
of New York, that this matter be 
investigated in the most thorough 
manner as to the action of the state 
trooper. I have, however, no con­
trol over the mayors of villages, 
The public officers law provides 
means of making charges against 
them. ■

In the 36 years that followed

The most striking fact in the 
study, however, is the steadily and 
rapidly decreasing birth rate in the 
United States which affects the 
number of pupils entering the 
schools each year, and which may 
become an outstanding racial phe­
nomena in the near future. That 
number may become stationary des­
pite an increasing population. • 

Reduced Birth Rate
“ The reduction in th birth rate,’ ’ 

says the Bureau of Education, “ is 
a fact that should not be overlook­
ed. This rate has dropped from 
25.1 per thousand population in 
1915 in the registration area, to 
20.6 In 1926. This area Included 31 
per cent of the whole population in 
1916, and 76 per cent in 1926.

“ Infant mortality rates have 
dropped off materially during this 
10-year period. The rate was ap­
proximately 102 per thousand live 
blrtbs in 1915, an 71.7 in 1925. 
Applying the birth rate and the in­
fant mortality rate for each year, 
this means that 22.5 children per 
thousand of the population reached 
the age of one year in 1916. and 
less than 20 per thousand in 1926.

Moscow.— War-time methods are 
being used to sell the 5 0 0 ,000,000 
rpble “ Second Loan for Industrial- 
ItP.tlon,’ ’ the largest Internal float­
ation ever attempted by the So­
viets. Though President Kalinin an­
nounced that the govenvnieiit 
frowned upon the use of pressure 
and Intimidation in selling the lot­
tery bonds to the people, trade 
union officials have adopted this 
method quite openly.

Trade union members, both men 
and women, are being asked to 
contribute from four to eight per 
cent of their annual wages for the 
bonds. The regular amount re­
quested is from one-half to a full 
month’s wage from those receiving 
100 rubles ($50) or more a month. 
By Inference, opportunities for 

■ promotion and even the holding of 
jobs is made dependent upon loan 
purchases.

The voluntary response has been 
cheerless. The vast majority of 
■workers and peasant barely make 
euough to live. What little they 
managed to save they spent for 
their holidays. Private merchants 
and kulaks (rich peasants) are un­
willing to touch their stowed away 
pioflts for ' f̂ear of disclosing the 

, fact that they possess wealth In 
currency form.

The loan is Intended for capital 
Improvements to Industry and in 
villages. It is the first time that 
the two objects have been com- 
b'4ned in one loan to arouse general 
participation.

The glee of the friends of alien- 

Ization of America over having a 
champion in the Presidential race 
is so great that the utmost circum­
spection on the part of the Demo­
cratic managers cannot always 
keep them silent.

In renominating Senator Royal 
S. Copeland in the New York Dem­
ocratic state convention at Roches­
ter Abraham Kaplan bragged of 
the activities of the senator in at­
tempting to “humanize” the immi­
gration laws. To “humanize” ^the 
election laws means, in the minds 
ot the alienizationists, to admit, 
outside the quotas, all “Immediate 
relatives” of quota-admitted aliens.

This elenient In the backing of 
Smith, which would stand over 
him, were he elected President, 
with a whip ot votes in its hand, 
is utterly opposed to any real im­
migration restriction whatever.

Seldom is its purpose permitted 
to come to the surface, where it 
can be seen. It is the subject of the 
real whispering in this campaign. 
“Elect Smith and he will let in the 
hordes of our ‘relatives!’ ” is the 
sibilent slogan.

Only once in a while, as in the 
case of Kaplan, does the spring of 
secret purpose bubble forth.

TEARS FOR THE BIRDS
A tender Iieart on the Hartford 

Times staff has voiced its anguish 
over the shooting of game birds. It 
longs for the time when bumah na­
ture shall have so amended itself 
that men will not “protect birds 
for the purpose of shooting them,” 
and expresses its conviction that 
“the killing of beautiful, helpless, 
winged creatures for ‘sport’ can 
scarcely be defended by any honest 
conscience.”

We would suggest that this is 
putting the matter jifst a wee mite 
ptrongly. We know a good many 
honest consciences that would at 
least^eek to defend the practice of 
shooting game birds under certain 
definite restriction?. And In saying 
this we are not backing up a per- 
f-onal appetite for slaughter be­
cause it is a great many years 
since we pulled a shotgun trigger.

But if the critics of regulated 
shooting imagine that, were in not 
icr the brutal hunter, our woods 
would be filled to Overflowing with 
ruffed grouse andSpheasants and 
that the birds’ existence would be 
equally filled with joy, they prob- 
pbly have not fully considered the 
matter.

Birds, to live, must eat. In this 
rigorous climate there is none too 
much food in the wildwood. If 
DOthing happened to kill off some 
of them the whole kit and billng 
i t  them would starve to death. 
Hawks and owls take care of some 
Df the* surplusage. The gunners 
|u6t about take care of the rest of 
It. The remainder of the birds eat 
np all the winter food.

Is it a kinder fate to let a par- 
t’idge alone^lll it falls victim to 
tny one of half a dozen Ills to 
ivhlch Its race Is heir and dies, mls- 
trahly in bedraggled wretchedness 
—for be it remembered that death 
Is the destination of the game bird 
lust as it is of man—or to have its 
life end in the full glory of its 
iirength and beauty, painlessly 
ind Instantaneously? Is it better 
lor the pheasant to grace the table 
»f the hunter’s family or decorate 
ihe interior of a goshawk?
' Besides if there were no hunters

[here would be ho pheasants in 
New England. And we never heard 
of the Audubon society tramping 
The woods in mid^winter with grain 
and gravel to keep the starving 
partridges alive.

So there!

THE BIG TIME
It’s World Series time in Amer­

ica. .
Possibly as many people in this 

country will be excitedly concern­
ed to learn the outcome of the 
Presidential election a little more 
than a month hence as today are 
all stirred up over the outcome of 
the contest between the Yanks and 
the Cardinals, but it is somewhat 
doubtful.

There is little use in moralizing 
over such a situation. It simply is 
and must be accepted. And of 
course It would be possibleYor the 
nation to be in worse business than 
going half mad over a game which 
not one in a thousand of its peo­
ple really knows much about and 
not one in a hundred ever played.

The sports Instinct is strong in 
almost all of us, Herded into, cities 
and big towns as the majority of 
Americans now are, and having 
little time and perhaps less Inclina­
tion to take active part in outdoor 
games, organized baseball provides 
a safety valve for the greater part 
ot them.

We have to get excited about 
something now and then, else our 
impulses would atrophy and we 
would become as clams. Baseball 
serves the pui^ose. So be it.

WITHOUT KNOWLEDGE
We are wearying, and we fancy 

a great many other Americans are 
wearying, of the everlasting carp­
ing against France and coddling of 
Germany, with relation to the 
Rhineland evacuatioil, indulged in 
by individuals and newspapers 
whose information as to the ac­
tual underlying motivation and the 
true potential military situation as 
between France and Germany is ex­
tremely sketchy it not nil.

Those whose arguments that the 
Rhinelands should be evacuated 
forthwith are predicated on the 
off-hand assumption that Ger­
many has complied with all the un­
dertakings resulting from the 
treaty—including the Hartford 
Courant—have, if we may make 
bold to say so, no possible way of 
knowing what they are talking 
shout. The extent of Germany’s 
disarmament is debatable, highly 
f 0. And as far as submitting to the 
principle of reparation is concern-  ̂
ed, the chilly fact Is that Germany 
hasn't paid a nickel that she hasn’t 
borrowed In the United States. .

France has proven by more than 
a hundred years of history that the 
last of her imperial aspirations 
died on the Island of St. Helena. 
Thefe is as yet no proof whatever 
that the imperial aspirations of 
Germany died on the 11th of 
November, 1918.

There is altogether too great a 
disposition to make the Zeppelins 
of 1928 overshadow the memory 
of the Zeppelins of J917. Which 
was our ally In that war, anyhow— 
Germany or France? ,

RECOGNIZING RUSSIA
Russia having sent in Its notice 

of adherence to the Kellogg-Brland 
anti-war pact, it Is difllcult to see 
how the United States Senate can 
ratify the treaty and the United 
States still continue to maintain 
Its position of non-recognition of 
the Russian Soviet Union without 
indulging in legal fiction to an ex­
tent passing the absurd.

It is the conviction of probably 
nine-tenths of the American peo- 
tle  that the present government of 
Russian is tyrannical, bloodstain­
ed, destructive and of profoundly 
(vil inception, i t ’ is, nevertheless, 
the only government of that coun- 
'vy and while it lasts its existence 
cannot be eradicated by mere de­
nial.

There may have been justifica­
tion in refusing to recognize the 
Soviet government while there 
ttill existed considerable doubt as 
TO whether it was actually recog­
nized by the people of Russia them­
selves. But time has done away 
with any such doubt. Though It is 
probably the worst government in 
the world it Is nevertheless a gov­
ernment. And It Is impossible that 
the United States shall go on re­
garding Russia as a blank spot on 
the map of the world while Ameri­
can business men are buying and 
selling there and while we have ob­
jectionable aliens to deport there, 
to say nothing of other considera­
tions like this matter of the Kel­
logg treaty.

VILENESS

for the new freedom of the stage 
in Its portrayal of the fats of na­
tural human life—much to be said 
in opposition to the sprained pru­

BRONZED SKIN DISEASE.
When your cat’s hair stands on 

end through fright, it is because 
his adrenals are throwing out 
quantities of their sCcfetlon. It is 
claimed that even humans have had 
their hair stand up when frighten­
ed. We are learning more each 
day about the function of ductless 
glands. If we ever learn to accu­
rately control these glands we may 
look for a race of supper men. The 
suprarenal glands of adrenals 
two small capsules, one attached to 
the upper part of each kidney! i 

' It has long been knotvn thAt a 
disease of these organs produces 
extensive changes within the body. 
The most pronounced symptom of 
a disease is a bronzing of the skm 
similar to stains from walnut juice. 
Sometimes this stain is very faint, 
and can only be detected On the 
mucous membranes of the mouth 
but it may become extensive hs to 
cause the skin to resemble that of s' 
mulatto. I .

This disease of the suprarenal 
capsules has been termed ‘;Addi 
son’s Disease” In honor of' the man. 
who first described It. The teruV 
"Addison’s Disease” usually means 
tuberculosis of the suprarenal cap 
sules, although Addison included 
any disease of the .suprarenal cap 
sules, such a.s cancer. The plgmeti ! 
tation of the skin is not always 
present, but it may precede or fol­
low symptoms of indigestion:

In addition to the digestive dis­
turbances, .thei patient notices a 
muscular weakness, ochronlc tired­
ness and lanquor, severe pain and 
tenderness in' the abdominal and 
lower back regions. The muscles 
afe usually not reduced Ifi size, In 
the earlier stages, but Advanced 
cases may be attended by severe 
einanciaticn. . The disease’fs accom*.. 
panted by symptoms showing an Ir-, 
regular or.deflciant blood supply, 
such as sleeplessness, ' sleep-walk­
ing, headache, dizzlnesSf rihglng In 
the ears, neuralgic pains, inusdulir 
twitchings and, in advanced cajies 
epIleptic-like convulsions,' dellrUtnj 
and coma. The last threb symp­
toms usually precede death, and tne 
symptoms greatly resemble thdse. of 
patients suffering from uremia.

The disease is most frWque&t 
between the ages of twenty to'foriy,; 
as In the case of tuberculosis, but 
there are several cases on record 
that have been present at birth, or 
that occurred in extreme bid age.

The disease Is mostly commonly 
found nmong males of the laboring' 
classes.

Advanced cases show very low 
blood pressure, lack of appetites, 
nausea and vomiting, alternating 
constipation and diarrhea, Any 
mental or bodily exertion is follow­
ed by extreme exhaustion.

In the treatment of this disease 
it is considered positively danger­
ous to use purgatives. I belib'Ye 
the best results can be obtained by 
using the short fnilt fast and diet­
ing regime that I advise in cases Of 
tuberculosis. The • patients must 
avoid wasting their nervous 

.energy. Short periods of five to 
eight days of fruit fasting,, {oliowoi 
by a diet rich in proteins and non*

, starchy vegetables, prove the molt 
satisfactory dietary measure.

The trsatment is also beneficial 
in certain cases where there is a de­
ficiency of adrenal secretion. In 
<iome of these cases where the hail

Washington, Oct. 4.— The forth­
coming election will be the first 
since! 1922 in which none of the 
original “ Newberry senators’ ’ will 
be Voted out of office.

There were 46 in that band of 
regulars who put through the 
Spencer resolution to seat Truman 
H, Newberry of Michigan after it 
had been shown that some $200,- 
000 had been spent to elect him 
despite a state law limiting his ex­
penses to $3750. "  .

The vote was taken January 12, 
1922.

^nce that time the political mor- 
talitV rate among that majority of 
46 has been enormous. Only 12 of 
them, or about 25 per cent, still 
remain in the Senate. A few, of 
course, have died, including Willis 
of Ohio and Gooding of Idaho, 
within the last year. But the great­
er portion of the 46 have been de­
feated at the polls after campaigns 
in which “ Newberrylsm” was feat­
ured as an issue against them.

i^nd It is also worth pointing out 
that 27 of the 41 senators who 
voted against the seating of New­
berry are still on the Job. Only 14 
are missing as against 34 of the 
Newberryites and at least half of 
those 14 either died, retired or re­
signed. Certainly no senator ever 
lost his Job because he voted 
against seating Newberry.

Furthermore, of the nine. Repub­
licans who voted against Newber­
ry only one has been defeated at 
the polls— Sutherland of West Vir­
ginia on a close vote. Norris of Ne­
braska, Borah of Idaho, Capper of 
Kansas, Jones of Washington a.nd 
Norbeck of South Dakota arc still 
important figures in the Senate. La 
Follette of Wisconsin and Ladd of 
North Dakota are dead and Ken­
yon resigned to go to the federal 
bench.

The 12 Newberryites still In Con­

gress are Curtis of Kansas, Edge 
of New Jersey, Hale of Maine, 
Keyes of New Hampshire, McLean 
of Connecticut, McNary of Oregoh,' 
Oddie of Nevada, Phipps of ColorsM 
do, Shortridge of California, Snj(Wt) 
of Utah, Warren of Wyoming an^. 
Watson of Indiana. Johnson' of’ 
California, who refrained from vot­
ing while under pressure from both 
sides, also remains. ■

Quite a few of the dozen virtual­
ly have lifetime leases on their 
Jobs. All of them have been up for 
re-election since the Newberry vote 
and some of them were saved by 
large campaign funds. Hale of 
Maine, despite, bitter - opposition, 
has been re-elected twice, .the. sec­
ond time at Maine’s recent 
tion.

Hale was the only one of the doz­
en up before the voters this year. 
The others are serving terms end­
ing in 1931 and 1933.̂

the MOTORIS

Reviewing the troubles most 
common to motoring In win­
ter, we find uppermost that of 
overheating of the engine. There­
fore our first thought should be 
that of avoiding motor overheating 
so far as possible.

The first step In avoiding over­
heating is maintaining a perfect 
cooling system. Tha radiator must 
be intact, not a hole in it, and it 
must be cleared of all rust and 
other matter that might clog it 
up. The cylinder head sbould also 
be cleaned of rusty accumulatlohs 
!—and summer Is the • tline iivhen 
this happens.

The hose connections must he in 
good shape and should be tightened 
up where they connect with the 
radiator and cylinder head. And 
the water pump must be tight and 
leak-proof.

To keep the radiator and cylin­
der head clear of rust  ̂and 
other material that is liable to'clog 
the circulation, the cooling .system 
should be cleansed thoroughly. 
This, In fact, should bb' done at 
least four times a year.

It Is a simple operation. First 
the water in the system Is drained 
out. Then fresh water is poured 
in slowly, the engine kept running 

'so that it may be pumped through 
the entire system, ah^ the thumb­
screw at the botto.n "o£>. the radia­
tor kept open to let thê  water flush 
out.

Then the thumb-screw is shut 
and the radiator filled about half 
way with fresh water. A solution 
'of baking soda, about two table- 
Ispoonsful to a glass of water, is 
"poured into the system and the ra­
diator filled the rest of the way 
with fresh water. This soda solu­
tion eats out the rust that accumu­
lates on the walls of the cyllrder 
head and in the radiatoi and clears 
the system of this refuse.

After running the .car'for a day 
or so this solution should be 
drained out, the system should be 
flushed again with clear water, and 
then refilled.

Flushing and refilling the cool­
ing system will do much toward 
avoiding overhauling troubles. But 
the rubber hose couplings should 
be renewed or tightened, so that 
there is no chance of any leakage 
through them.

The water pump must also be 
tightened up, especially the nut 
that covers the packing, so that 
there is no leakage from here. If 
the nut can’t be tightened and fur­
ther, and the pump still leaks, new 
packing will have to replace the 
old. This is a simple operation.

As part of the cooling’ system, 
the fan Is an Important factor. The 
fan belt must be kept tight and in 
good condition, so that the utmost 
air cooling may be added to that of 
the water. Let the fan belt slip a 
little and It will show In the ther­
mometer.

If there happens to be a leak in 
the radiator, no mattef how small, 
have the leak soldered up by a com­
petent radiator repair man.

The speed of this amazing world 
Increases, modern methods replace 
hand work, but in the small ham­
lets that dot the countryside of 
Mecklenburg County the same old 
flues in the same mud calked barns 
that were here when Robert E. Lee 
surrended to Gen. Grant are be­
ing renovated, and at night fire­
light flickers through the hsavy 
smoke in the woods just as it has 
year after year for more than a 
century.

All through the early part  of the 
month the bhg green leaves of the 
tobacco have been picked and mat­
ted into a thick curtain folded over 
tobacco sti;ks. Then it was placed 
in barns, where today it hangs like 
nests of great green bats.

With Cool Days
With the first cool days will 

come activity. The fires in the 
barn flues will be lit, and the 
“ watching” will begin. This 
“ watching,” necessary in order that 
an even temperature may be main­
tained for the curing of the tobac­
co. is the most picturesque custom 
of the many tha t  attend tobacco 
curing in the early fall.

A group- of farmers or negro 
workers remain with the tobacco 
from the day it is stored in the b'g 
barns, green and soft, until it is 
brought out ready to be carted to 
the markets and sold, crisp and 
brown.

Throughout the day the potter

and mending old and broken equip­
ment. At night, barefoot, they , sit 
in the shadows that streak Ihrough 
the woods as the wind fans the fire 
this way and that, to discuss to­
bacco prices, politics, and the vorld 
in general, to the accompanim nt 
of periodic swigs ftom a cider jug.

Few niight travellers see the 
cheerful pictures of negroes sitting 
around the barns singing, whanging 
away on old ■ memade banjos, con­
tented after the long, hot summers 
work.

Possum Hunting
And. tobacco curing is insepar­

ably connected with Possun hunt­
ing. Many are the nights when the 
countryside rings to the happy bark 
of floppy eared hounds, listless by 
day. but alert and happy when 
swishing through corn fields a t 
night, nosing a furry animal to the 
woods, where they will “ tree” him 
and raise an unearthly amount of. 
noise until the hun ter’s arrive, 
breathless.

In a few short weeks the chill 
happy nights beside the tobacco 
barn? and fires will end In a gen­
eral trek to the city markets. Like 
some migration of a nation the di­
lapidated trucks and carts move, 
procession like through the night to 
the markets. They s ta r t  a t  mid­
night, and the gray mist of morn­
ing usually finds them waiting, 
anxiously, in some big warehouse, 
for the staccato bark of the 
auctioneer who will give them gold 
In their hands for the brown, crisp 
gold they carted into the markets.

Paris—The gold rush is-on. m 
Paris! ‘

It is a rush to sell and buy gold. 
The scene'of frenzied transactions 
is on the edges of the' Central Mar­
kets where tons of carrots, cab­
bages, beef—rail the day’s eatables 
for the capital—are dumped etery 
morning. i

Peasants in wooden shoes and 
keen-eyed foreigners of nondescript 
appearance barter on cafe’’ terraces 
and curbstOLes, the peasants eftr 
deavorihg to obtain the highest 
price for their gold and the strang­
ers offering smooth arguments to 
close the deal. ;

Instead of “dust" or “pay dirt” 
the commodity at hand Is the gold- 
coin of pre-war date. Some of- 
these coins reposea impotent In 
woolen socks and masked nichss of 
provincial chimneys for ten and 
even twenty years.. ‘ :

With the stabilization pf the 
franc a flood of yejlow metal was 
released from Its. hiding place. The 
Bank of France^ willing to buy gold 
money at the legal rate, was over­
whelmed.

The unofficial gold market then 
sprang up at the point most easily 
accessible to the peasants—the 
huge municipal food depot where 
rural trucji gardeneru bring their 
produce every day.-

Posters and sandw’chmen offer 
bargains for gold.

“We pay more than any, bank for 
your gold coins.” says a poster. The 
peasant! is lured by this. Proof is 
that the gold merchants value cafe 
terraces so much that they pay up 
to $ 1 0  a day to retain an advan­
tageous-location.

Rivalry Is. keen. If a peasant 
starts toward one buyer. he is 
quickly buttonholed by - a competi-' 
tor’s scout. “Don’t go there,” 
whispers the spout.” My patron’s 
rate is ten centimes better."

Dishonest dealing, if any, re­
mains undisclosed. The buyers pay 
as much ’or more than the legstl 
rate. They .are speculating on the 
future of gold .coins. - The peasant 
at last is glad to rid himself of 
his idle gold. Buytr and seller are 
both satisfied. Only a financial 
profit can forsee who' in the long 
run will have made a bargain.

The average frenchman takes 
three baths’ a year, according to 
figures recently p'ubllshed in the 
‘Paris Solr.’ This means the 
Frenchman in Paris. Bath-tub? are 
so few and far between In the pro­
vinces and -small towns that It Is 
scarcely worth while accounting fop 
the baths In th ep  parts.

In Paris there are one hundred 
establishnients pf big baths and 
little ones, each consisting of twen­
ty tubs or more. In the two thou­
sands tubs there are taken about 
ten baths a 4 ay, making about 7,- 
3 0 0 ,0 (1 0 ,in a year.

Thenrthere are thirty swimming 
pools or steam-baths which func­
tion regularly four months of the 
year. Say at least 300 bathfS a day 
are taken at each, making a total 
of 1 ,0 8 0 . 0 0 0  in four months.

In round numbers this makes 
about 9 ,0 0 0 , 0 0 0  baths yearly taken 
by the three million inhabitants of 
the French capital, 'this means, 
according to the correspondent of 
the Paris evening paper,, that many 
of them take but one hath a sea­
son; others certainly Indulge In, wa­
ter more. frequently and others 
once in ten years. In ho.t wea'ther 
a large number of them refresh 
them-selves by drinking — but not 
water.

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Demands For Tickets 
Greatest In History

Hotel Rooms at a Premium; 
40,000 Reserved Seats 
Sold Out Week Ago— Be­
fore Game Was Called 
Odds on'Cardinals Stood 
at 7 to 5.

New Vork, Oct. 4.— As the light 
of a new day fell, pale and cheer­
less. upon a world that slept, un­
mindful of Its crisis, the inevitable 
nueque huddled In the lee of the 
Yankee Staudium wall this morn­
ing and probably mustered a toler­
ant amusement for the Bowery and 
the likes of those who stood last 
night at the doors of the missions. 
Derelicts, human driftwood without 
a purpose in life. They had waited 
only for bread and a (ilace to sleep. 
But those at the Stadium gates at 
last were waiting for something Im 
portant.

They were waiting for the open­
ing game of the 1928 world series 
between the Yankees and Cardinals 
and naturally an all-night vigil was 
as nothing to the reward that was 
to be theirs when the gates were 
opened at ten o’clock.

The presence of these faithful 
sentinels of the night gave mute 
warning that baseball’s annual 
brainstorm again was upon u6. 
However, the storm signals were 
flying on every front, what with 
downtown hotels crowded to the 
lobby exits and the up and down 
town ticket speculators over-run- 
ning the premises. There wasn’t a 
■first class room to be had, unless 
you had a certified reservation; 
there wasn’t a reserved seat to be 
had, unless you were willing to 
go for a net loss of $50 for a three- 
game ticket that once retailed for 
$16.50. In brief. New York, was in 
the clutches of the annual vortex, 
only this time the general tensity 
was worse, if anything.

Ticket Demand.
The ticket demand never before 

had been so insistent. Everybody 
seemingly wished to see this first 

■game of the big event, their desire 
heightened by the fact that more 
seats were available than had been 
the case in any previous series.

Given favorable weather, and the 
forecast was for blue skies and 
mild temperatures, it was the pre­
vailing conclusion that the greatest 
crowd in World Series history 

. would attend. At least 75,000 were 
expected in the stands at 1:30 this 
afternoon when the affair was 
scheduled to be called into action 
and, if ihe local fire department 
proved amenable to suggestion, ad­
ditional standing room for 5,000 
more might be made available. The 
crowd, if all went well, figured to 
write new chapters in the history of 
World Series play, as did the gross 
intake at the gates, provided the 
event went its full limit of seven 
games.

Financial Records.
World Series’ financial records 

were established in 1926 when the 
same teams played to a total of 
more ihan $1,207,000. Conserva­
tive estimates, based on the In­
creased capacity of the stadium, 
place the probable ’ ’gate” for the 
1928 affair at about $1,260,001).

The 40,000 reserved seats at the 
Stadium were sold to the last ticket 
five days ago, and one might add, 
probably re-sold several times over 
In consequence, there was only one 
way to beat this game and those 
v.'ho stood In line through the 
night, their corporal comforts as­
suaged by soap boxes and coffee, 
were taking advantage of it.

Through their foresight or de­
mentia or both, they had placed 
themselves in a poslUon to have the 
choice of the best seats In the un­
reserved sections of the covered 
stands and bleachers as soon after 
ten o'clock as protesting muscles 
could negotiate the necessai-y dis­
tance. All good, clean fun, as it 
were.

Seldom has any club entered a 
world series with a lack of physical 
condition that is supposed to be 
the lot of the Yankees. Pennock 
their key-pitcher, is definitely out 
of consideration with neuritis in 
his pitching arm; Lazzert, their 
second baseman, is to operate most­
ly on nerve alone; Combs, their 
center fielder, will be out of action 
.altogether, barring the possibility 
of being called upon as a pinch run­
ner. It wasn’t surprising, therefore, 
that those who make book on this 
thing offered the Cardinals at 7 to 
5 two days ago and showed a dis­
position last night to make these 
odds even more attractive.

Cards the Favorites
For as matters stood, the Cards 

had the better of the all-important 
pitching situation, with Sherdel, 
Alexander and Haines, the 1926 

. heroes, ready to go again;.they had 
superior catching and infield de­
fense and, in a pinch, could mus­
ter greater speed, both in attack 
and on defense. The only advantage 
conceded the Yankees was superior 
power on offense; That, as a matter 
of fact, couldn’t be taken away 
from them, with Ruth, Gehrig, Laz- 
z°ri and Meusel having given credi­
ble evidence of a retdrn to form 
during the dying w«eks of the 
American League campaign.

Already 
actors and actresses of waning popularity have “come 
back’’ with a hang. Lionel Barrymore is a good 
example. Gladys Brockwell is another.

Perhaps the best man in all Hollywood to speak on 
the talking pictures is Jack Warner, production chief 
of Warner Brothers. W arner and his brothers have 
pioneered this new movement and they are now reaping 
their harvest while the others are scrambling frantically 
to get started.

A gland is a portion of the body 

th a t develops a  secretion.
The breasts are  glands and milk 

is the secretion. i
The thyroid Is a gland and it 

gives the body a substance, thy­
roxin, necessary for many body 
activities.

The salivary glands secrete the 
saliya tha t moistens the m outh and 
contains ferm ents tha t help to di­
gest starches.

The stomach has glands tha t 
secrete hydrochloric acid and pep­
sin and thus help digestion.

The anatom ist and physiologist 
divide the glands into two varie­
ties, those th a t pour out their 
secretions on the surface such as 
the sweat glands, or into the Intes­
tines such as the salivary glands 
and those of the stomach and 
bowels, and those th a t pour their 
secretions into the blood, by which 
they are carried throughout the 
body. The la tte r are  called endo­
crine glands, or glands of Internal 
secretion.

Adrenalin
The adrenal glands ‘ lie ju st 

above the kidney and are therefore 
sometimes called suprarenal glands. 
They give as one secretion a 
powerful substance called adrena­
lin which can m ake its presence 
known when one part in one hun­
dred million parts of blood Is 
present.

The thyreid gland furnishes,' of

its main secretion, an amount esti­
mated as a thousandth of a gram 
per day. There are 480 grams in a 
pound. That is an amount equiva­
lent to one part in three million 
parts of blood.

Scientists discover the actions of 
the secretions of the glands in One 
of two ways. They can remove tjxe 
glands and find out what happens 
when the secretion is missing, or 
they can Inject the secretion and 
see the effects of an overdose of the 
substance.

The material secreted by the 
adrenal glands seems to have the 
power of aiding the action of the 
sympathetic nervous system. In 
fear, rage or anger the adrenal 
substance Is poured into the bipod, 
and the body responds.

Effect of Action
The hair seems to stand on end, 

the eyqs bulge, the, mouth becomes 
dry, the skin becomes pale, diges­
tion is interfered with and extra 
sugar is poured into the blood, 
since sugar is rapidly used up by 
extra activity. If adrenalin is In­
jected into the body similar effects 
may develop. The drug is used to 
raise the blood pressure, and to 
contract the blood vessels.'

The thyroid gland and Its secre­
tion are closely connected with the 
chemistry of the body, with the 
growth of the skin and with the 
functioning of the tissues general­
ly.

Overfunction of the gland and 
overdosage of thyroid extract pro­
duce rapid pulse, increased chemi­
cal activity in the body, restless­
ness and mental excitement. Less­
ened function is accompanie I by 
sluggishness In all these activltleB 
that otherwise take place rapidly.

One mother said to me, “All the 
fineness in our character is devel­
oped by sacrifice, sorrow, and serv­
ice to others.

Breathlessly we pulled up 
the flourishing radish tops, hoping 
to see the red stringy roots filled 
cut a little more toward a tooth­
some harvest. ' •

But never a,'bean came, nor a 
pea, nor a tomato, nor radish, 
nor a beat, a potato, nor carrot!

There wasn’t a thing that came 
out of our garden on the barren, 
stofiy hill.

I don’t say that a child’s life 
should be all codiHing and cush­
ions and comfort.  ̂A little sacri­
fice, certainly, and service, abso­
lutely.
