GRAF ZEPPELIN IS BIGGEST OP ALL

New York, Oct. 6.— William Ran­
dolph Hearst, newspaper publisher, 
returned yesterday from two months 
abroad and upon his arrival aboard 
the Cunard liner Berengaria re­
peated his announced policy of sup­
porting Herbert Hoover— “ to con­
tinue the present administrative 
syst6ni.**

“ I am inclined,” Mr. Hearst said, 
“ to favor Mr. Hoover simply on the 
basis of the administrative system 
which seems to have been very suc­
cessful and of benefit to the coun­
try. I am really not opposed to Gov. 
Smith, buc I am Inclined to continue, 
the present administrative system.” 

He continued with his belief that 
“ there is no great dlssaL'sfactlon 
that would justify trying ^ hew 
party. I am rather disposed to be­
lieve that the general public will uc 
inclined to preserve the present 
conditions.

Believe U. S. is Prosperous 
“ If we do not think we are pros­

perous in America, they certainly 
believe abroad we are very pros­
perous. In fact, t''_y think it so 
deeply that they think we ought 
not to expect them to pay their 
debts.”

Two factors that will help the 
candidacy of Mr. Hoover, the pul^ 
Usher believes, are his stand on the 
water power question and the re­
port that Andrew Mellon will be 
continued as Secretary of the Treas­
ury in case of a Republican victory. 
Although opposed to Prohibition, 
Mr. Hearst does not regard it as an 
important issue.

On Mellon Report 
On the Mellon report Mr. Hearst 

said: “ If thx.- is so it is of enorm­
ous importance and to Mr. Hoover’s 
advantage, because the American 
people are just as pleased over the 
manner in which Mr. Mellon has 
handled his porfolio as they are 
over Mr. Coolidge’s program.”

The nomination of Franklin D. 
Roosevelt as the Democratic candi­
date for Governor of New York is 
regarded by Mr. Hearst as decided­
ly favorable to the Smith cause.

“ Roosevelt is a very strong can­
didate,” he said. “ I think it is a 
very wise nomination. Gov. Smith 
has shown his usual* political saga­
city in persuading Mr. Roosevelt to 
run.

“ The fact is,”  he added, “ there 
are a lot of good men runnlnig for 
office. The only thing I care to em­
phasize is that we have the choice 
of preserving th« present system—  
which works well; or a change. I 
do not think a change is wise.”

GOV. SMITH NAILS 
ANOTHER WHISPER

Story Circulated That He 
Was Intoxicated While 
Talking Over Radio.

WHITE’S NEW BOOK 
PRAISES SMITH

Kansas Editor Who Attack­
ed Candidate Has Other 
Things to Say.

New York, Oct. 6.— High praise 
for Gov. Alfred E. Smith, from the 
pen of William Allen White, cele­
brated Kansas editor whose cam­
paign shafts have been among the 
strongest aimed at the Democratic 
nominee, was cited by Democratic 
managers today without comment.

In a new book, just ten days off 
the presses, White compares Smith 
with Abraham Lincoln and Andrew 
Jackson in political background. He 
treats Tammany with the declara­
tion that whatever might be said of 
it in the period of Smith’s training, 
“ it did make square men.”

“ And as far as the game and its 
morals went,” White’s ' published 
sketch of Smith continues, “ it was 
as square as the game that Lincoln 
learned, or Jackson in American 
politics.’

trand, pastor of the Emmanuel Bap- 
tirl' church of Albany, N. Y., had 
made a statement at the Bible con­
ference held at Winona’. Lake, Win­
ona, Indiana, that Gov.- Alfred B;

Berlin, Oct. 6.—When the great 
new dirigible Graf Zeppelin takes 
the air at Friedrichshafen- 
first trip to America, the world will 
get its first Inkling of the real pos­
sibilities of comfort, safety and lux­
ury in aerial travel. It is named In 
honor of Count Zeppelin, “ Graf” 
being German for “ Count.” . .

Nothing like it has ever flown 
through the air. The great Ameri­
can dirigibles Los Angeles and 
Shenandoah are far surpassed. The

floating liner of the air is at last 
a reality. Some idea of its possible 
speed is given by the estimate, pf 
Dr. Hugo Eckner,'the designer, that 
the big ship could fly from Berlin 
to Toklo In four days.

To begin with, the Count Zep­
pelin offers far better passenger ac­
commodations than any airship yet 
built. Twenty passengers can be 
carried, two to a room, in commo­
dious, Pullman-type staterooms. 
Their quarters are electrically light­
ed and heated. Electric ranges In

the kitchen provide hot meals, 
roomy lavatories are fitted for hot 
and cold water.

Gone are the days of the narrow 
“ cat walk” which featured the 
Shenandoah's interior living quar­
ters. The hanging gondolas of that 
airship are present inrthe Graf Zep­
pelin, to be sure, but only to house 
the five powerful motors. The con­
trol room is built-in, as in the diri­
gible Los Angeles; and on the same

For the game th*at afternoon in 
Willimantic the Thread City im­
ported Johnnie Cooney as their 
pitcher and Hank Gowdy was diis 
catcher. Cooney was under contract 
to report to the Boston Braves the 
following year. The game was play­
ed at the C'ose of the regular base­
ball season and Gowdy was manag- 
ing^^e Bra'»es on a barnstorming 
trip.

Manchester engaged the services 
of John Scott to pitch. He was to be 
paid ?100 if he lost and $200 if he 
won. Scott watched tnc- outfleld 
perform and then bet $50 of his 
own money that Manchester would 
win. He looked over the infield and 
got an idea. Walking over to the 
batter who was hitting to the in­
field he asked to be allowed to bat 
a few around. The infield was not 
bad. Bronkie was on the dizzie cor­
ner and Massey was at second. 
Billy Dwyer at short. Jerry Fay was 
playing first base. After trying out 
the infielders Scott came back and 
bet $50 more. At the end of the 
first inning, when he retired the 
Willimantic players with the aid of 
some sharp fielding by the Man­
chester men he walked over to 
Chambers and said “ Bet my $100.”

Scott pitched wonderful ball that 
day, turning back the Willimantic 
players _with ease. When Gowdy 
came to bat he ordered a shifb in 
the outfielders. The centerflelder 
refused to move where he was 
ordered and when Hank hit the jail 
he hit right into the spot where the 
fielder had been ordered to move. 
Gowdy’s hit was the one big hit of 
the day, but Manchester won, so 
Scott walked away with the $200 
he got for winning and $200 more 
that he had bet on the game.

It was a pretty good day’s work, 
•also a fair day’s pay. Scott went 
bad the following year and was let 
out by Boston, but lie went to New 
York, pitched wonderful ball fer 
one year, went bad and was let 
out. He was in the American As­
sociation this year when called late 
in the season by McGraw.

deck are the passenger accommoda­
tions.

776 Feet Long
The Graf Zeppelin is 776 feet' 

long by 109 feet in diameter— 
nearly 100 feet longer and nearly 
25 feet wider than the Shenandoan, 
and 116 feet longer than the Los 
Angeles. Towards the bow, along 
tbe bottom, protrudes the forward 
end of the cabin, running back in 
a straight line and merging almost 
imperceptibly with the keel. The 
great' size of the ship dwarfs the 
five small gondolas so tliat one 
hardly sees them at first glance.

Entering the cabin at the 'for­
ward end, one enters first the con­
trol room, where captain, navigator 
and helnj;3nien have their stations. 
Big windows give unobstructed vis 
ion straight ahead arid on both 
sides.

Back of this comes the naviga­
tion and chart room, extending the 
width of the cabin and filled with 
the multitude of dials, gauges, 
wheels, levers and so on with which 
dirigibles are guided.

Powerful Radio
From the rear of the navigation 

room opens a hallway leading to the 
back. On one side is the radio room, 
where there is installed a set pow­
erful enough to keep the airship in 
touch with land stations through­
out the trans-Atlantic voyage. On 
the other side is the kitchen with 
electric stove, coffee urn and cup­
boards. Beside the kitchen is a nar­
row thwart-ships passageway lead­
ing to a door on the starboard side, 
through which passengers come 
aboard.

The main passageway then opens 
into the largest room on the ship—  
the main lounge, which also does 
duty as a dining room* It is a luxu­
rious room, as little like a com­
partment on an airship as one could 
wish. A soft carpet coyers the floor. 
Wide windows in the walls provide 
for sight seeing; they are%ung witn 
rich curtains. There ar^ cushioned 
arm chairs and circular tables as 
in the parlor of a fine hotel. At 
mealtimes this becomes the dining 
salon, where passengers can dine as 
comfortably as in a hotel, During 
the rest of the day it is a lounge. 
Big cushioned sofas run along two 
walls.

From the rear of this compart­
ment opens the passageways lead­
ing to the staterooms. There are 
ten of these, five on each side. Each 
one has an upper and a lower berth 
of the Pullman type. The walls are 
papered, and there are curtains on 
the windows, a built in table and a 
stool in each room. Beyond the 
staterooms are two roomy wash­
rooms, one for the men and one 
for the women. At the very bacic 
the passage opens into the interior 
of the vast envelop itself.

Uses New Fuel
It Is not alone in size and lux­

ury that the Graf Zeppelin is a 
new departure ii* the world of av­
iation. The German engineers.have 
devised a new gaseous fuel for its 
motors; a fuel that weighs no more 
than air, and that consequently 
makes no difference in the ship’s 
weight when it is exhausted. The 
present practice of valving out hy­
drogen to make up for the loss of 
weight as fuel is consumed will be 
done away with.

Amazing as the Graf Zeppelin Js, 
however, it will not be long before i 
still another superairship comes jo  
surpass it. The British are now 
building a veritable giant, the R- 
100, which will go even farther 
along the road af size and luxury.
• The R-lOO will carry 100-passen­

gers and have three decks, or 
floors, in its living quarters, all 
built into the hull. The lower deck 
will house the crew and working 
quarters. On the second deck will 
be a dining room big enough to ac­
commodate 50 diners at once, 
flanked by staterooms with a roomy 
promenade running around on the 
outside. A  wide staircase will lead 
up to the third deck, where there 
will be mOre staterooms and anoth­
er promenade deck, on which pas­
sengers can lounge at their ease In 
deck chairs as comfortably as the^ 
do now on big steamships. There 
will be a well-stocked bar aft of 
the dining room.

In its outward dimensions the 
R-lOO will not look larger than the 
Graf Zeppelin. Its length will be 
even shorter— 709 feet— although 
its diameter will be 133 feet It is 
planned to equip U with Diesel ear 
gines which will bum heavy oil.

Smith had broadcasted that he w-is 
so intoxicated that he had to be 
supported by two persons.

“ I also made the statement in In­
diana that I had been informed that 
on the Sunday, following his nomin­
ation the governor went to New 
York and that when he was in the 
Albany station he had been drink­
ing.

“ I also made the statement that; 
in my opinion if anyone asked the 
governor the direct question as to 
whether or not during his occupan­
cy of that high office he had used 
Intoxicating liquors or had been a 
drinking man that the governor 
would admit that he had done so.̂

“ I further stated in Indiana that

Charles Coleman Sellers, of Ard­
more,'Penn.

The author is a graduate of 
Havei-ford College, with an M.A. 
degree from Harvard University, 
where he made a special study of 
American Social History.

The book shows evidence of 
thorough research, the author hav­
ing delved Into the records in a 
systematic manner, with the result 
that'much that Is new and extreme­
ly interestiuig has gained a hearing 
for the first time. For inst..nce, 
the story of Lorenzo’s Western 
Land Deals, and his pro.pjsed 
establishment of “ Loren, City of 
Peace,” which it was his dream to 
found. More familiar, perhaps, is 
the story of' his two unique court­
ships and marriages, to Peggy, his 
faithful “ rib” as he called her, and 
t") Lucy, who could stabd her 
ground, and who sometimes was 
known to use “ Lu;y talk.”

Mr. Sellers has visited the form­
er homes of Lorenzo at Ooventry, 
Hebron, and Montville. Here, and 
also at Salem, New London and 
around Norwich be has gathered 
fascinating stories and local loroen 
the subject of the Dows. He gives 
a penetrating psychological study 
bf the “ Crazy Preacher” as he 'as 
called, and a revealing picture of 
the religious emotionalism of the 
times.

Tbe book is illustrated with . ic- 
tures of Lorenzo and Fc.ggy, as well 
as with other interestin,g pictures 
sh9 wing the quaint feature^of the 
times, such as a camp-mioeting 
ground with a vast congregation 
goveling in an attack of “ the jerks” 
brought on by the religious power 
manifested by tbe preacher.

The author is a great-igrandson 
of Charles Willson Peale, a Gen­
eral in the Revolutionary War, and 
also celebrated as a portrait paint- 
eip, having studied under Benjamin 
West, and having painted more por­
traits of George Washington than 
any other artist of his time. Mr. 
Sellers, on his mother’s side, is also 
of Connecticut ancestry.

CANDffiATE HOOVER 
NOT COMING TO STATE

POTATO STOREHOUSE IS 
PLANNED FOR FUTURE

The concrete foundation Is near­
ly completed for a new potato 
storehouse that Lewis Bunce Is 
building south of his house. ..on 
Speneer'etrCet. -  ̂ - ‘ • ■

Mr. Bunce, a grower of tobacco, 
has been giving more attention this 
year than ever before to the grow 
ing of potatoes and has over thirty 
acres planted to that crop. The 
storehouse will be fifty-four by 
■Jhlrtyrsix feet and two stories high. 
The basement, which will be of 
concrete, will 'be used for storage 
and sorting and there will also be 
storage room on the second floor, 
bins being erected around the sides 
of the .building. The actual build­
ing of the storehouse is being done 
by Mr. Bunco’s brother.

The crop this year will not be 
sufficient to fill the storehouse, but 
Mr. Buhee is building «for the fu­
ture. The plan of the building 
such that ventilation will come 
from the sides and ends, with cir­
culation through air chambers be­
hind and under the bins to venti­
lators in the roof. The system is the 
same as that used by Lewis Grant 
of Buckland, who has a much larg 
er storehouse and who is the larg­
est potato grower in this section.

Mr. Bunce expects a crop of 6,- 
'000 to 8,000 bushels this year.

I ap* 
predate your feeling, however, that 
your efforts should be reserved for 
places of greatest advantage fo the 
campaign, and therefore my Inter­
est in the common cause does not 
permit me to urge you to come here 
at the expense of a more urgent re­
quirement elsewhere. Our State 
Committee will very keenly feel the 
loss of the opportunity to meet you 
as had been suggested. We felt very 
highly honored at the suggestion 
and we hopf: that at some time 
when the demands upon you are 
t ot so great, it will be possible to 
favor us with a visit.

Until I hear from you, I. will 
make no mention of this letter.

Everybody has heard of “ the 
Seven Wonders o f . the World,” 
though few-persons can name them. 
High in the list was the gorgeous 
'Temple of Diana at Ephesus, ahrine 
of the many-breasted goddess o£ 
fertility; “ whom all Asia and the 
world worshlppeth.” So secure 
seemed the fame of tjie temple, anl 
so deeply rooted the worship of 
Diana, that when Demetrius led a 
riot against the Christian mission­
ary, Paul, he was scoffed at by the 
town clerk for implying that the 
fame and -following of Diana could 
be impaired.

If anything in the world seemed 
sure, it was this sumptuous tem­
ple and the jewelled goddess whom 
it enshrined. ’The magnificent 
building was also used as a civic 
treas’ure house, protected by the 
sanctity of Diana. Her cult was the 
Established Church of the day. All 
that popular favor and ofilcial sanc­
tion could afford in the way of 
prestige belonged to this famous 
image. We may fairly say that the 
worship of Diana embodied the 
spirit of paganism which apostolic 
Christianity confronted. The strug­
gle at Ephesus between idolatry 
and the Gospel was symbolic.

What a Traveler Finds
Now, behold what a traveler 

finds when he visits the ruins of 
Fphesus! He will not see a traco 
of the majestic buildings that wer» 
the Temple of Diana: unless hp has 
an archaeologist’s help, he cannot 
find even the site thereof. And In 
all the world there remains to­
day not a single worshipper of 
Diana. Her cult is even deader than 
her temple. Both have passed away 
forever; whereas the Gospel that 
Paul preached rides on “ conquer­
ing, and still to conquer.” A more 
dramatic contrast cannot he im­
agined. This sort of long loolj at 
Christianity’s progress gives a 
vivid sense of Christian imperial­
ism. ,In the ruins of the city of-Ephe­
sus Itself the visitor may see ipany 
Christian memorials; especially 
“ the Double Church of St. John,” 
where the great ecumenical con­
ferences of Christendom were held. 
For this proud pagan city of Ephe­
sus soon became, and for several 
centuries remained, the Christian 
capital of the East.

No city had better right. In addi­
tion to its historic and commercial 
importance, it was hallowed by 
memories of the apostles. As I have 
sat in the old theatre, r.^sing up­
on the throaty mob ' hich there 
cnce howled for the life of the 
f’qnt-maker misslr_ary, Paul of 
Tarsus, I have ’̂ ad new visions of 
the conqueringypower of truth.

The 1 treels a  the excavated city 
aiso appeal to'one. Here walked 
St. John, perhaps with Mother 
Mary on his arm. Here Luke and 
Timothy and Apollos, and a large 
group of the associates of the apos­
tles, went their ministering way. 
For more than two years Paul 
dwelt in this teeming, prosperous 
Ephesus, and learned to know its 
streets and its baths ,and its tem-

On the same 
trip I saw a professioqal magic- 
corker pronouncing his' spells up­
on a house in the village near 
Babylon, quite as recorded two 
thousand years ago.

The Impact of a Man 
Paul’s presence in Ephesus re­

minds us that neighbors are the 
most valuable real estate- asset. The 
sort of people who live in a com 
luunity are the first factor in de­
termining property prices. The 
weakness of most of the real es­
tate subdivision projects is that 
they cannot guarantee the sort of 
neighbors one will have; and un- 
desirahle neighbors represent, 
among other things, a sure,, finan­
cial loss. The most important' fact 
about the great city of Ephesus 
this period was, not the volume of 
trade done, or the growth of the 
population, but simply that Paul, 
the Christian, missionary, had tak-' 
en u'P his abode there. Therein lay 
more of destiny for Ephesus than 
came .by the fleets of merchant ship 
in the harbor, or by the overland 
caravans from mid-Asia.

Essentially, the Christian is. one 
whose' life Christ uses to ' change 
things. Every home,- every neigh­
borhood, every, nation, is better for 
the Christians in it. Paul’s influ­
ence in .Ephesus expressed itself, in 
-many ways. .IJe definitely sdught, 
aVenues for the Impartatlon of the 
Christian message. . For 'thbe ê' 
nionths he taught in thu synagogue, 
until conditions became ititoler- 
able- Then he called out his group, 
and .held‘■'meetinigs in the hall of 
Tyrannus. Here he touched visitors; 
from ail the province ,o£ Asia. ,

THE SILK TARIFF
Any Manchester voter who read 

Horace B. Cheney’s brief, succinct 
end completely convincing exposi­
tion of the silk tariff situation, 
printed in last evening’s Herald, 
and who harbors any remaining 
doubt as to the absolute necessity of 
keeping the tariff on silk up to the 
highest possible point, must be as 
hard to convince as the man who 
saw the giraffe.

If a Manchester girl weaver gets 
S30.81 cents for 48 hours work on 
a power loom and a girl weaver In 
.Tapan gets $2.26 for the same 
amount of labor, also on a power 
loom, what is the answer, unless 
the tariff imposed on the product 
of the Japanese girl’s labor is suf­
ficient to cover the difference in 
labor-cost on the silk yardage?

With no tariff at all Cheney 
Brothers could probably compete 
with the Japanese silk manufac­
turers if its girl weavers could live 
on a wage of four or five dollars a 
■week. But if it took a wage of nine 
or ten dollars a week to keep a 
Manchester girl alive, the mills 
wculd have to go out of business.

Cut the tariff fifty per cent or 
twenty-five per cent or ten per 
font and you get the same reaction 
in corresponding degree. Cut 
wages to meet the tariff cut— or 
abandon the industry. There would 
be no other way.

It is because this matter of the 
tariff is so thoroughly understood 
by the many Connecticut workers 
whose livelihood depends on ade­
quate protection, that Mr. Loner- 
gan and Mr. Kopplemann are fran­
tically shouting, “ But we are pro­
tectionists!”

Again we must remind Man­
chester voters of the point brought 
out by Spe’aker Longworth at Lake

giess is certain to come from 
states which have no industries to 
protect, whose only Interest in silk 
is to buy it as cheaply as possible, 
and who have the power to bind 
Mr. Lonergan and Mr. Kopple­
mann by caucus action, should 
they be elected, to vote for what­
ever reductions in the silk tariffs 
the majority might please to make.

RATHER HOPELESS
An elaborate drive is being made I 

in Australia and other parts of the 
British empire to induce the peo­
ple of the various factors of the 
Commonwealth of Nations to re­
duce the extent of their expendi­
tures elsewhere and do more of 
iheir trading within the empire.

In Australia the people are be­
ing reminded'that they are spend­
ing In the United States much 
more than they can afford on lux­
uries, one-fourth of the Imports 
from this country consisting of mo­
tor cars and the rest of films, oils, 
gasoline, talking machines, wire­
less apparatus and such compara­
tive non-essentials.

The business men and manufac­
turers of the British empire are 
net, of course, to be blamed for 
trying their best to' keep the trade 
of the commonwealth in the fam­
ily. But it is seriously to be doubt­
ed that the trends of commerce wiH 
be substantially affected, by mere 
ntpeals to sentiment. It is unlike­
ly, for instance, that an Australian 
war veteran who contemplates 
'r<uying a car will pay twice as 
much for a poorer automobile, just 
for the sake of giving the trade to 
England.

It Isn’t so long ago, that war, 
that he has altogether forgotten 
that his cousin Tommy, from ’ome, 
regarded him as about as congenial 
an ally as a rattle snake. The An- 
zacs treasure such tales as that of 
the Sockney mother whose little 
boy cried, “ Ho, see all the sojers!” 
and who replied wRh a sniff, 
“ Them ’ere aynt sojers, them’s 
Austrylians.”

Economic influences, conven­
ience and the personal advantage 
of the purchaser are likely to con­
tinue to control the trade streams 
of the Commonwealth of Nations,

dale; that he was not born in 
Tuwa, as he had claimed, and bad 
never been in that state. He even 
lied about his address in New 
York. He had told about living 
with an uncle, Albert King, and 
no such person ever existed. He 
came not from Iowa but from Bal­
timore and was ^once convicted 
there, for stabbing a man with a 
butcher knife.

Here, then, was a singularly per­
verted Individual, given to the 

’ most fantastic flights of fancy, a 
natural liar with an undisciplined 
mind, tin whose levelness of head 
t'nd general dependability rested 
th^presumptlve safety of countless

REAL PREPAREDNESS
There was held at the Aberdeen 

proving grounds of the United 
States army ordnance department 
in Maryland, on Thursday, an ex­
hibition of the newest develop­
ments in anti-aircraft artillery, 
tanks, self-ranging guns, etc. Pres­
ent were scores of engineers and 
business men from the many in­
dustrial plants throughout the 
country which would be required 
to supply munitions in time of 
ivar.

This Is the kind of preparedness 
with which nobody except a hand­
ful of pacifists can find ground for 
criticism.

Given an adequate general staff 
und liberal financial provision for 
the development of war appliances 
end for keeping potential munition 
factories supplied with blueprints, 
patterns, etc., the United States 
need never stand in fear of a war 
of surprise, though we never have 
anything but a skeleton army or 
navy.

An immense amount of military 
knowledge is an essential of pre­
paredness and the existence of a 
complete system for converting 
peace agencies into war agencies 
at a moment’s notice is its comple- 
nient. To provide these things this 
great country should be entirely 
•willing to spend any necessary 
amount of money. And all it would 
ever have to spend in this way 
wculd be but’ a fleabite in compari­
son to the cost of maintMning an 
expensive, wasteful and socially 
and politically demoralizing huge 
military establishment.

HIJACKING?
Not all the hijackers are In the 

booze racket. For more than four 
years the so-called Albany base­
ball pools have been the subject 
cf intermittant attacks, which have 
never been very successfully fol­
lowed up. And in whatever quar­
ter any one of these attacks has 
developed, there has always been 
hovering in the vicinity one and 
tlie same figure, that of a person 
v'ho calls himself a Boston news­
paper man but whose regular con­
nection with any Boston newspa­
per it would probably be extreme­
ly difficult to trace. With first one 
kind of backing and then another 
this Indiyidual hangs around the 
edge of the baseball pool racket, 
subjecting it to a sniping fire.

The baseball pool business is, 
likely enough, no better than many 
another illegal racket.

There are two classes of dope 
addicts. The first may have de­
veloped the habit accidentally, per­
haps as the result of opiates ad­
ministered by physicians to control 
pain. The second class, and by far 
the most numerous, are tliose who 
begin to take’ dope simply because 
of the desire to experience a new 
thrill. The opponents of prohibi­
tion claim that this type is on the 
increase because prohi’oition. by 
taking away the alcoholic drinks, 
has forced these people to seek 
other types of thrill.

It Is claimed that many high 
s-’hool pupils are started on the 
road to ruin by the ageni of doie 
peddlers who, unknown to- their 
victims, places small quantities of 
these drugs in the drinks and fo.ods 
that are consumed until Lht habit 
has placed its tenacious clutches in 
the systems of its victims. ' These 
dope peddler agenca arc one of the 
gravest menaces of society, as they 
delight in perverting the thrill 
seekers, who might be called bord­
erline cases, and who could be 
saved by ,a small amount of con­
structive education.

It is Impossible to cure the drug 
addict who is simply looking for a 
tiirlll, unless he changes his atti­
tude of mind. These cases should 
be confined in public institutions 
where they will be enabled to do 
,som^ useful work and will be re­
moved from the possibility of in­
juring others. But those 'a ho were 
unfortunate enough to have form­
ed the habit without their own in­
tention have an attitude of mind 
that permits of a cure.

The desire for drugs is gradual­
ly decreased if the patient is placed 
on an exclusive di?t of acid fruits. 
Only one type of fruit should be 
used at a meal. Oranges, grapes, 
applas. peaches and cherries are 
extremely valuable. By their use 
t.-e liver is stimulated and regains 
its normal functions so that it can 
eliminate the toxic subUance® 
which are responsible for the dope 
crav ng.

Til’s fruit diet should be adhered 
to fo: at le ist two or tUr>-e weeks, 
and cll other eliminative m'^asures 
used, such as enemas, swea's, and 
shower baths. As the toxins are 
thoroughly eliminated from tli£ 
body,, the patient will actually de­
velop an aversion to the thought of 
using dope. Of course, the treat­
ment should be accompanied by 
helpful suggestions and educational 
measures. A normal, well balance;! 
diet following the fast will be of 
g"eat service in preventing the re­
currence of the craving.

Anyone who sincerely wishes to 
overcome the dope habit will find 
the fruit fast and increased elimi­
nation the best and surest method.

EDITOR’S NOTE— This is the ninth of a new series of 
special Saturday features. Each week another per­
son will be visited. It is an attempt to get Manches­
ter’s business and professional men and women a little 
bit better acquainted with their public.

T h e  little local sketch this 
week is about a man who 
came to Manchester, confi­

dent that here a man could 
build up a good business if he 
only worked hard enough and 
studied his trade enough and 
he has lived to see his ambi­
tion fulfilled.

Edward Hess, who is S3 
years of age, came to Man­
chester 18 years ago. He was 
then but l.'i years of age. Like 
others who strike this thriv­
ing little town, his first em­
ployment was with Cheney 
Brothers where he learned the 
weaver’s trade. He remained 
there, however, but three years 
•when he found employment 
with Ferris Brothers to learn 
the plumbing and heating 
trade. Later after he had be­
come a journeyman he went to 
Bridgepoft and then to Bristol 
wnere he had charge of a job 
calling for plumbing work 
in 69 houses, quite an under­
taking for a young man, but 
Mr. Hess was confident that 
he could see it all through suc­
cessfully and so it turned out.

After this job, Mr. Hess re­
turned to his home town just 
in time to run Into the worst 
cold spell that Manchester had 
experienced in years. It was 
bitter cold that January, 12 
years ago and the plumbers 
were on strike. He was living 
on Summit street at the time 
and calls came pouring in from 
all parts of the town as pipes 
continued to burst.

Worked Day and Night 
“ 1 never worked so hard in 

ray life,” said the local man. 
“ The snow was piled mountain 
high on the streets and one 
could scarcely get around, es­
pecially in the side streets. 
What to do? I had to do some­
thing and do it quick. I found 
a little pony and hired a sled 
and that's how 1 got around. I 
worked day and night during 
that period and then came to 
the conclusion that a man can 
do almost anything if he tries 
hard enough. My next vehicle 
was a motorcycle and with it I 
carried 20 foot ladders, anoth­
er thing I thought impossible 
until I tried it. 1 used them for 
tinning jobs as with Ferris 
Brothers I had learned all an­
gles of the trade.”

Mr. Hess then decided to go 
into business so he rented a 
little store in the Johnson 
block and as usual with per­
sons at that time, business was 
just picking up when war was 
declared and off he went to 
Camp Devens. When the Ar­
mistice was signed he returned 
to town to find that Ferris 
Brothers wanted him to come 
back so he decided to go back 
as the brothers had always 
been his best advisers. Then 
the Ferris block burned down 
so the young man decided to 
go in business for himself 
"again. That was in June, nine 
years ago and he has been do­
ing that ever since. Just re­
cently his store on Main street 
in the south end celebrated its 
ninth anniversary.
TALKS OF HIS 
FIRST BIG COXTR.\CTS

T h e  young man and not 
been in business more than 
a year when Cheney

Brothers decided to build 35 
houres on the west side and 
that was his first big job in 
Manchester. That same year 
he Installed 150 pipeless fur­
naces, no mean undertaking 
when consider.ed in addition 
to the 'other contracts he had. 
^ext came the plumbing and 
heating of the Chestnut Lodge 
which meant 35 rooms to be 
looked after. That is consider^ 
ed one of the biggest jobs by^' 
any local contractor. At that 
time Mr. Hess employed 14 
mechanics and kept them all 
busy.
' At this juncture a custom­

er came into the store so an 
opportunity was afforded to 
see him at work. Mr. Hess is 
a rather tall man. He is slen­
der. Wears horned rimmed 
si^ctacles and was wearing a 
dark business suit. He seems 
to .‘be’ of a nervous tempera­
ment. He talks very rapidly 
apd. walks quickly about bis 
place of business. He has a

wonderful grasp of details as 
was shown when he described, 
to a customer the intricat^, 
workings of an electrical api. 
paratus that he sold. When he 
returned he took up ..the 
thread of his narrative.

“ Next came the remodel­
ing of the Edgewood Inn and 
work' in private houses' here 
and in surrounding towns. I, 
decided to add electrical fix­
tures to my business. It was 
all new to me but 1 studied it 
and soon found that it was not 
such a difficult problem after 
all. I started at the Middle 
Turnpike with a store and 
then moved near the Center. 
Tw'o years there and I move to 
my present location in the 
Rubinow Block.”

Braises Local Folks .
Asked what he thought of 

Manchester folks as he met 
them in a business way he 
said:

“ They are the finest peo­
ple in the world. They are 
friendly and that means 
"much. You’d be surprised that 
persons from out of tow’n ajso 
deal here, but it is a fact. 
They come here from Hart­
ford and even from Spring- 
field. They must find the goods 
and the prices attractive or 
they would not do that. If 
people .will only shop around 
a bit in Manchester they will 
find anything they wish to buy 
in this town.”

The night before Armistice 
Day, 1923, Wilson gave a fiye-mln- 
ule radio address In which he 
branded Harding-Cbolldge foreign 
policies as “ Ignoble and cowardly,” 
and urged the nation to act on “ the 
biggest ideas and purposes of in­
ternational policies.” The next 
night 20,000 persons made pilgrim­
age lo*his S street home and he ad­
dressed them for two minutes.

It now seems likely that Mrs. 
Wilson will go no farther than tie 
did; that she will confine her ac­
tivity to a brief radio talk or a re­
ply to a letter from a friend, as 
Wilson did.

FOR MAN OF HOUSE

Gives Convenient Place for Do­
ing Extra Work; Room Is 
Readilv Partitioned Off.

With the general introduction of 
the livable modern basement, 
finished and decorated as a highly 
useful part of the home, many men 
have found a new means whereby 
they may increase the amount of 
time spent at home with their 
families. By fitting up a corner of 
the model basement as an office; a 
great deal of work may be perform­
ed at home which would otherwise 
require the husband’s absence, fre­
quently at night, when uneasiness 
may be caused by leaving women 
and children^unprotected.

The office may be elaborately or 
simply fitted out as required, a 
desk, chair, and a few shelves 
usually being the only real necessi­
ties. One of the numerous struc­
tural insulating boards may be used 
to line the interior and finished in 
any manner desired. The ceiling 
should be lined with lime piaster on 
metal lath, as should be the rest 
of the cellar. ^  ^

Linoleum may be cemented over 
insulating lumber or deadening felt 
to form a sanitary and warm floor, 
or one of the plastic composition 
floorings may be laid. Steel base­
ment windows of the double 
weathering type will admit ade­
quate light and ventilation and will 
prevent drafts in the winter.

Partitions are easily made of 
concrete block, common brick or 
hollow tile. If covered with fire 
resistant metal lath and lime plas­
ter, ordinary stud partitions will be 
satisfactory. They will also serve 
the purpose of stiffening the entire 
house and preventing sag if placed 
below the girders.

Adequate, wiring will give out­
lets for lights, fans, eleetric type­
writers or any of the”" numerous 
office conveniences. If planned be­
fore the house is built, condulic 
may be installed for a private or 
extension telephone.

Modern heating equipment makes 
it possible to have the present day 
cellar as attractive aa; the. rest of 
the house by preventing dust. The 
new sectional boilers are in them­
selves of attractive appearance.

With a conveniently fitted . up 
office in his cellar, the man of the 
household may finish up reports, 
letters and tag ends of his*.work, 
v/hich otherwise would keep him 
from his home and family. The

Interior Walls Left in Rough 
State Give i*leasing EfTects; 
Little Trim is Employed.

Chicago architects are developing 
what comes nearer to being a TOO 
per cent brick house than h^been 
in any other section of the country 
in many years. A century ago such 
houses were |milt and there are 
many samples of them still in use. 
just as substantial today as when 
they were completed. But for years 
past the' ordinary brick house has 
had only its exterior walls built 
of brick.

These Chicago houses have not 
only the outer walls but the parti­
tions of brick. The basement foun­
dations are of . brick. The ba.sement 
foundations are of brick. The chim­
neys are Of brick. The porches are 
floored with brick. And the inside 
surfaces of partition walls as well 
as the outer walls are in some In­
stances left in the rough state with­
out plastering. Properly treated 
this produces a very pleasing effect.

Where this method of rough In­
terior finish is employed the out­
er walls are invariably of a new 
type, giving the hollow wall whlcn 
breaks the continuous mortar joint 
always found in the solid wall. It is 
the continuous mortar joint that 
permits the peneratlon of moisture 
from the outside and makes furring 
necessary in plastering.

Further to make this sort of 
house positively fire safe the floors 
are of 'concrete; the stairs are of 
concrete, the roof is of slate or 
Spanish tile, and steel casement 
windows are installed. Only a mini­
mum of wooden trim is used. All

Coating Closes Pore's to Dirt 
and Moisture Injury.

stucco homes should be painted 
to retain beauty and usefulness 
over a long period of years. The 
advantages of painting stucco are 
so defined that painting is becoming 
common practice where stucco con­
struction is favored.

A smooth 
zinc pigment paint film represents 
the difference between an attrac­
tively clean and dry house and a 
damp, spotted one. Water cannot 
enter, but it can cleanse— it be­
comes an ally instead of a foe.

Weather-stripping, an important 
factor in keeping the home com­
fortable and the fuel bill down, is 
many tirnes not glveb the consider­
ation it. deserv.es.

A new type of weatherstripping is 
being marketed. Guaranteed by the 
manufacturer to provide a perma­
nent contact at all times between 
window sash and frame, this strip 
eliminates all danger of draft and 
escape of heat.

Of one piece construction, tongue 
and groove type formed in the shape 
of an S, this strip is fitted to the 
edge of the sash and is invisible 
from either the inside or outside of 
the window. Made of rust proof 
bronze, it will last indefinitely. It 
also conforms to all warping, 
shrinkage and expansion of sash, 
giving permanent protection.

Applied without the aid of special 
tools, the homeowner can weather­
strip his whole house with no ex­
pense other than the cost of materi­
als. This strip may be attached with­
out removing the sash or door as 
the case may be. All that is neces­
sary to be done to apply it is to cut 
the length desired. 'This ,may be
done with a pair of ordinary house­
hold shears.

Apply the strip to the window 
frame with the nailing edge to the 
inside. Punch holes for the nails 
with an awl and naij as the holes 
are punched. It is advisable to use 
flat head brass nails so making the 
whole job rust proof.

Building Loan . Association 
Survey Shows Owners to Be 
Avoiding Rust Losses.
Rustproof metals are in decided 

favor with the small home builder, 
in the opinion of George A. Martin, 
president of a large building and 
loan association. Mr. Martin pointed 
out that a recent survey made by 
Inspectors had brought out the 
facts that 70 per cent of the new 
houses financed by his association 
are now finished with copper gut­
ters, rain-pipes and flashings, while 
the hot and cold water lines of, at 
least 63 per cent of these homes 
are of brass pipe.

“ It is evident,” Mr. Martin said, 
“ that Mr. General Public and his 
wife, as represented by the average 
home buyer and home builder In 
the vicinity of New York City, are 
recognizing the advantages of non­
corroding metals.

“ We ^re told that the Egyptians 
were the first of ancient peoples to 
utilise copper pipes in their aque­
ducts, although other early races 
had used this metal for their deco­
rative arts. The New Yorker has 
proved himself a little smarter than 
the Egyptian. Today we know that 
brass is the more effective of the 
non-rusting metals for interior wa­
ter pipes, while copper, because of 
its flexibility, is more generally 
used for exterior drainage systems.

“ The present-day home builder is 
protecting his property against the 
leaks which often result from rust 
holes in corrodible pipes, damaging 
walls, floors and furnishings.

Perhaps also we have a greater num­
ber of costly automobiles than may be 
found throughout the rest of the world.
But at this point the comparison must end.
For it is elsewhere that we must search 
for the most expensive automobiles in use 
today.

In the records of the Packard Motor 
Car Company, for instance, are the stories 
of three very expensive cars, built to the 
order of eastern potentates, and all of 
unusual interest.

The purchaser of one of these cars 
was none other than the late Chang Tso- 
Lin, onetime lord of Manchuria and 
head of the North Chinese forces until 
he made his fatal flight from Pekin. M ar­
shal Chang was well aware of the danger 
in which he lived, so he ordered an 
American-made automobile in keeping 
with his unusual needs.

Paul Ostruk, the well-known body designer and builder, got 
this order six years ago when the Marshal was already forcing 
himself into prominence to the tune of rifle bullets and cannon 
fire. The militant Chinaman ordered a fully armored auto­
mobile, even down to equipment for a heavy bodyguard on the 
running boards.

“ W e gave it to him,” says Ostruk, “ and it was quite a job. 
It took a full year to build.”

Ostruk estimates that the total cost of construction and equip­
ment on this special automobile came to $60,000.

The chassis of the Marshal’s car was practically the stock 
Packard chassis, except for special shock absorbers and sturdier 
springs to withstand the rigors of the less traversable roads in 
China. I t was the body that cost the extra money. This was 
made entirely of armor plate steel to ward off the bullets of 
enemy soldiers. The windshield was bullet-proof and armor 
plate shutters were provided for all the windows.

Brackets were made for a machine gun in the driver’s com­
partment and two more in the rear compartment. Loop holes 
were cut in the sides of the body and the rear, for rifles. Three 
large straps were attached to brackets on either side pf the car, 
to support soldiers on the running boards.

The soldiers thus were free to use their rifles agaihst attack- 
’Vers, while the car speeded through to safety. If any of them 

were killed, the straps would keep the bodies from falling off 
to the side of the road.

This automobile has seen a tremendous amount of fighting 
in China, with Chang Tso-Lin inside. But, as fate would have 
it, the General met his death in his private railroad car, while 
his armored automobile was being transported on a flat car 
 ̂behind.

N O T H E R  Packard, that may not be as costly as the late 

war lord’s, but which surely wins the championship for 
most unusual use, is one that was made for a mandarin 

who lives in a remote palace in Tibet.
'This automobile, built with the luxury in interior equipment 

that only an oriental can devise, was completely dissembled, 
even to the frame, and transported to this mandarm’s palace 
by mule-back and coolie-back, after it had gone as far as it 
could by more modem means of transportation.

In this glorified truck cost­
ing close to $50,000  . . .

travels with his chauffeur,' 
a couple of wives, a brace

A  crew of mechanics, sent with the car 
from Detroit, set up the automobile in the 
mandarin’s expansive throne room. Onlj 
a few yards from the palace, the country 
is practically impassable for all but bear­
ers. But in his throne room the mandarin 
calls in his gang of coolies and has them 
push him about while he steers the car.

So far as cost goes, the P^ackard Motor 
Car Company has record of one automo­
bile whose ivory-paneled interior came to 
a higher figure than the rest of the car.
This was built for a rajah of one of the 
Indian states. It was quite an order, for i?-"
ivory is almost as hard to match as pearls, 
and the job involved not only building a 
veneer machine that would cut the tusks, but 
sorting over a tremendous amount of tusks 
to get ivory of uniform color.

Captain Ugo d’Annunzio, who is selling 
cars for Isotta - Fraschini in the United 
States, tells of three of his products that 
were made for oriental potentates, each at 
a cost of about $40,000. They are veritable palaces on 
wheels. One is owned by Zanditu, Empress of Abyssinia; 
another for the Maharajah of Kapurthala, and the third for 
the Maharajah of Baroda. ’

E T U R N IN G  to Amer­
ica, we find much less 
sumptuous creations to 

satisfy the desire^ of even our 
most eccentric of movie stars 
and social debs. Perhaps the 
most costly car in America took 
no more than $25,000 to pay 
for it.

On almost any afternoon, when there’s a social tea 
at Pierre’s on Park avenue, or when the market closes 
in W all street, the lines of Rolls-Royces, Packards, 
Cadillacs and IsottarFraschinis are as thick as Fords 
on a college campus.

These cars have nothing out of the ordinary in them, 
but the regular products of this type come high in 
value. A  Rolls-Royce chassis alone, for example, 
costs around $ 1 1,000, while the body is another 
$5000. Adding a few e.xtra accessories to make the 
millionaire owner more comfortable brings the average 
cost of such a car to about $20,000.

If any novelty is to be found in American auto­
mobiles, we must go to Hollywood, where movie 
actors and actresses have gotten rich so suddenly they 
don’t know what to do with their money.

Ethel Jackson, one of Hollywood’s favorites, is 
driven about in a Lincoln limousine. But what a 
limousine! The body, looking much like a coach 
of the. ’90s, could have been ^ ig n e d  only for the 
peculiar demands of the movie colony. It cost three 
times as much as the chassis itself, for the entire

En Route to St. Louis, Oct. 6.—  

This was Armistice Day on both the 
eastern and western fronts, a mora­
torium of 24 hours having been de­
clared so that the manly heroes of 
the 1928 World Series drama might 
be transported westward for the 
third game of the Yankee-Cardinal 
duel in St. Louis tomorrow.

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HEREDITY IS CITED AS
CHARACTER INFLUENCE

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIX

Sometimes a family is found in 
which one or more of the fam­
ily have five fingers instead of four.

Sometimes a person 
ered with two joints 
three on the fingers, and a thumb 
with one joint instead of two.

Investigation reveals that these 
characteristics run in families.

Cataract is a disease of the eye 
in which a part that is usually 
transparent becomes cloudy and 
opaque so that the person cannot 
see.

In a study of hereditary blind­
ness made by Clarence Loeb in 
1909 he found 58 per cent of 1012 
children in 304 families subject to 
hereditary blindness from cataract, 
a number that corresponds to the 
percentage expected when normal 
people marry those with a heredi­
tary defect. Similar studies of con­
genital deafness and deaf-mutism 
show that these are also inherit­
able in this way.

Bad Heredity
The investigators who have stud­

ied heredity in relation to feeble­
mindedness find that the great 
mass of this type of mental defect 
is due to bad heredity.

If a feeble-minded child comes

^from parents both of whom arA 
congenitally feeble-minded or who 
both have a great deal of feeble­
mindedness in their anefestry, that 
child is likely to have e double dose 
of the factor for feeble-mindedness.

If a person comes from parents 
one of whom is entirely normal and 
one feeble-minded with many fee- 

, ble-minded ancestors, It is probable,
' according to Downing, that such a 

is discov-1 person will pass for normal, since 
Instead of feeble-mindedness is what the 

Mendelian laws of inheritance 
classify as a recessive character. 
If, however, such a person married 
one of complete feeble-minded an­
cestry, one-half of the children 
and one-half normal.

480 Descendants Traced 
In the days before the Civil War 

a young man, to whom Goddard, 
who described the case,. gave the 
name Martin Kallikak, had chil­
dren by a feeble-minded girl. Four 
hundred and eighty descendants of 
this mating were traced and all of 
them were found to be below nor­
mal intelligence.

Later this man married a good 
Quaker girl; 496 of the descendants 
of this marriage have been trac­
ed, and all of them found normal i 
mentally. The case described is the 
famous Kallikak case, which is 
mentioned in every modern discus­
sion of heridity in human affairs. 
It is instructive as to the dangers 
of mating when some of the fam­
ily have hereditary forms of men­
tal disturbance.

I do not consider that mother 
mistaken who “pays” her children 
for work done at home.

She used to be thought a poor 
sort of mother who brought up 
her .family co be commercially 
minded. But it would be foolish 
to persuade ourselves that this 
standard hasn’t been discarded.

We are living, breathing, and 
having oiir being in a world that 
thinks of little else but money. 
Is it fair to a child to bring him 
to maturity equipped for the 
struggle?

Money training consists of three 
things: earning, spending, and 
saving. In other words, thrift.

Thrift does not mean merely 
saving in the common conception 
of the word. It means earning, 
first of all, and then a wise ex­
penditure of money—buying the 
right things at the right time, well 
within one’s means, and, with a 
surplus put to join the savings 
account.

A penny saved is a penny earned 
but that is not enough. Thrift 
refers to the more active matter 
of earning as well.

It is right to pay children for 
work done at home. An allowance 
is. a better thing. To save part of 
the money they earn is best of all.

What is wrong with paying 
John 25 cents to cut the grass, or 
Mary 10 cents to do the dishes? 
Not a thing in the world, and it 
teaches valuable lessons. _

Mothers may object to thp' sys­
tem on the grounds that John 
ought to do. a favor for his mother 
for nothing. These same mothers 
will then give John spending 
money “for nothing.?’ That is all 
very well—while John is at home.

But unfortunately, that is not 
%e;sort of economic world that 
J'ohn will be living in when he is 
a man. Nobody will, give him 
his lesson, when learning is. not so 
easy—rthe lesson that he has to 
work'and work hard for every 
nickel he gets.
.,,)A boy who Is paid for service at 
home learns to value money. He 
discovers that money is hard to 
get and treasures it all t’qe more. 
What we are given has little value. 
What we pay for wll’j  work or 
otherwise we prize. We do not
spend' so lightljr or thonghtlesslr.'

In.addi­
tion, $25,000 is allowed for travel 
Appropriations for the upkeep of 
the White House, and for secretar­
ies, clerks and other routine ex­
penses, amount to about $300*000 
a year.

Q.— Âre women less Inclined to 
vote than the men?
