. Washington, Oct. 13.—In the
first serious effort of the Republi-
can Party to “break into" the Solid
South, Senator Borah (R) of Idaho
will depart tomorrow to trail the
footsteps of Gov, Al Smith, the

Democratic nominee, througl Vir-
ginia, the Carolinas, Tennessee,
Kentucky and Texas.

Republican “G. H. Q.” announc-
ed today that Borah would make a
particularly determined attack
against Smith in Texas, speaking at
Dallas October 22, and from that
time would follow the Democratic
candidate until he gets back to New
York City just before the election.

Borah was personally delegated
by Herbert Hoover for the cam-
paign through the south. This ac-
tion was taken after Thomas B.
Love, and a 'delegation of Texas
Democrats who have climbed off
the Smith vehicle, informed Hoover
that his appearance in Texas would
mean the Lone Star State in the
Republican column in November.

Couldn't Go Himself

Hoover told the committes that
If he couldn't speak in Texas he
would send one of the leaders of
his shock troops, Senator Borah.
The action in detailing Borah for
the job is taken to mean that Hoo-
ver will not speak in Texas, al-
though farther developments as
the campaign takes shape may
thange the situatios.

Borah ¢pens his tour , Monday
night at Richmond, Va. He will
successively speak at Charlotte,
Knoxville and‘ Louisville before he
goes into Texas.

Nashville, Tenn., Oct.». 13, —En-
route with Gov.

ACROSS ATLANTIC

HOOVER, HOST |EXPECTED OVER BERMUDA

EARLY SUNDAY MORNING

Last Reports Place Big Dirigible About 2,000 Miles
From New York—To Circle Over Metropolis Before

Proceeding to Lakehurst,

N. J, Her Destination;

Speed Slackened for a Time Because of Adverse

Winds But at Present Is

Morning.

Driving forward at an average
speed of 70 miles an hour, without
any interference from storms, the
aerial greyhound Graf Zeppelin,
bound from Friedrichshafen for
Lakehurst, N. J., on her first over-

seas voyage, with passengers and
mails, was more than half way to
her goal today. She was about 1,-
700 ‘miles east of Bermuda this
morning and speeding - rapidly
ahead. .

It was estimated in Berlin that

the giantress would pass over Ber-
muda tomorrow morning and that
she would reach New York Sunday
night or Monday morning, circling
the city, then proceeding to Lake-
hurst to land the passengers.

It was estimated at mid-morning
that the Zeppelin was slightly more

After passing the Azores at ten
o'clock last night, Greenwich Mean
Time, or 6 p. m., Eastern Standard,
the course was slightly altered but
a steady speed was malntained. The
weather was good and stéamships
reported intercepting =a veritable
flood of congratulatory messages to
the dirigible.

Weather observers said there
were Indications of bad weather be-
tween Bermuda and New York
which might detain the ship,

The Naval radio station at Lake-
hurst early today heard the Zeppe-
Iin in wireless conversatipn with an
unknown ship. It was thought that
the Zeppelin gave her position as 36
West 36 North, but when the naval
station communicated with the DPOW-
erful Cape Race station in Nova
Scotia it was learned that the po-
sition given by the German alrship
was really 36 West and 32 North.

Changes Direction

After passing over the Madeira
Islands shortly before 2 o'clock
yesterday ' afternoon (Greenwich
Mean Time) or 9 a. m., Eastern
Standard Time, Commodore Hugo
Eckener, director of the flignt,
turned his ship: in a northwestern
direction and set forth across the
Atlantic. It was a fitting occasion
for the start on this epic voyage
for it was the anniversary of the
discovery of America by Columbus
In 1492, But while Columbus jour-
neyed in tiny shallops requiring
months to cross the Atlantic, tha
Zeppelln was lunging through the
clouds at express train speed.

The general belief on both sides
of the Atlantic is that the flight
will be a success and that it will
arouse fresh interest in dirigibles
as swift passenger and mafl car-
riers. The air worthiness of tha
Graf was shown by the fact that she
bucked headwinds for 500 miles
after starting her historic journey.
Even with this handicap she travel-
led at a speed of about 50 to 53
miles an hour, After leaving Fun-
chal,. Madeira, alded by a steady
tall wind, the dirigible worked her
'speed up to nearly 85 miles an

IS HALF WAY ACROSS

evidénce for the sky passengers if
the dirigible passes here in the day-
light.

Heorta, Azores, Oct. 13.—The
Graf 'Zeppelin' was racing through
the sky at top speed when she pass-
ed south of the Azores. Commodore
Eckener was evidently trying to
make up for the time he lost be-
tween Lyons, France, and Barce-
lona, Spain when the ship was
forced to buck strong' headwinds.

It was between 9 and 10 o'clock
last night when the great silver
liner passed the Island of San Mi-
guel, It was about 35 miles distant.
The wind had fallen but there were
gusts of rain. The rain did not in-
terfere with the alrship which was
ploughing through the misty clouds
at a speed estimated at from 75 to
80 miles an hour.

The Zeppelin®was in radio com-
munication with the loecal station
while passingi and received weath-
er bulletins.

Naval Air Station, Lakehurst, N.
J., Oct. 13-—All roads led to Lake-
hurst today. Great throngs eager
to witness the arriyal of the dirlgi-

shafen, Germany, converged here
in every form of conveyance—by
automobile, on foot, by bus, on
special trains and even by airplane.

By nightfall fully 50,000 persons
probably will be maased as near to
the spot where the trans-Atlantic
dirigible will land as it is possi-
ble for them to get. Already auto-
mobiles have usurped cholce park-
ing spaces in the vicinity and the
police are’ beginning to have an
inkling of what to expect in hand-
ling the huge throngs.

Officials “of+  German-American
socleties are’‘dn thé ground com-
pleting arrangements for a great
welcome for the 59 men and one
woman who are aboard the world’s
largest dirigible. The Lakehurst
naval air station authorities have
completed all arrangements for the
handling of the great air liner
when it arrives, The hangar is in
tip~top shape and réady to receive
the Zeppelin. "It will be wheeled in
beside its sister dirigible, the Z-3,
now the Los Angeles, which four
years ago made a similar flight
from Friedrichshafen.

The housing and feeding of thc
great influx of visitors is the big-
gest task of all. That has fallen
upon the business interests of the
three. nearby towns of Lakehurst,
Lakewood and Toms River., Hun-
dreds of persons have wired for
hotel reservations and have been
turned down. Many homes are be-
ing transformed into ‘boarding
houses and nearly all hotel rooms

so thousands probably will sleep
in parked automobiles tonight.
Taxi drivers were reaping a har-
vest transporting the thouszands
from Lakewood to Lakehurst to
within striking distance of the
hangar.

c¢rowned by a castle; for it s a na-
taral invitation to build strongty
and grandly. In this case, howuver,
the imposing. forndation was suar-
mounted by a smail .nd nonde-
seript and ‘' tumbledown shack,
which may have been a baru or a
corn-crib. The incongruity was
striking: upos this great uvase a
farmer had erected a.trivial and
temporary board structure, without
any beauty or much usefulness:
and an affront to the .ye ot the
passer-by.

* To any thoughful observer the
spectacle eried out a message con-
cerning the olunder of building in-
adequately upon a great founda-
tion. Such a hzse merits a strue-
ture of strength aud beauty. Yet
that Ontario farmor's mistake is
being repeated a millior. times
daily in the realm of morals and
religion.

®and unloveliness. Thelr Huilding is
not worthy ot its base. Iastead of
noble castles or stately cathedrals
or- spacious. mansions, they have
set up small and iosignificant strue-
tures, whose -unscemliness attract:
the attention of every behol.er.

Any fresh, "open-minded readin:

If we were to stumble, all of a
sudden and for the first tjme, upon
this passage ym Paul's letter to
the Christians at Corinth, this idea
of the Seripural expectition of
excellence would make its appeal
more strongly. Famfliarity with
these lofty phrases has du'led the
2dge of their waning. For herein
the Apostle paints a picture of the
life of fove, as.it is to ke sought
and practiced by ihe diseifle of
Christ. Instead of merve poeticy
fancies, In glowing generilizatiops,
he breaks up into its practical
meanings the supreme: quaiity of
life, which is love. Here is provided
the foundation upon which the low-
liest Christian may bnild grauodls.
Paul makes lo-e practicabie, an at-
tainable ambition for the least of
us. Not every one may be wise or

eloguent or powertnl' but ’evari

one may love,
What Is Love, Anyhow? '

Yesterday I examined a long and
garish array of ‘“popular maga-
zines on a newsstard. Nearly all of
them dealt with what they called
‘love. Most we:e trashy; some were
filthy. Their theme was romance
and passion and violations of the
ageless code qf character «id down
in the Bible. Their readers seek, in
the excitation of this unieal realm
of maech'ne-made ‘sex” stories, a
satisfaction for every homan
spirit’s deepest desire for the great
reality of love. That display of the
perversion of the publisa:ng art
czlled to mind a pleture of the
poblishing art called to mind a
picture of the countless multitudes
ef persons who are trying to satis-
fy themselves with painted "imita-
tions of living actuality.

For these trivial and artificial
fales are not real love. They are
erotic, neurotic, exotic pictures of
passion and lawless lustfulness.
Jheir portrayal of love is wholly
inadequate and unnatural. As Dr.
Henry- van Dyke once finely said:

“Love Is not getting, nut giving:
not a wild dream of pleasure and a
madness of desire—oh, no, love 1=
not that: it is goodness and honcr
and peace and pure living—yes,
love is that, and it is the best thxng
in the world and the tinng that
lives longest.”

In his deathless address, *‘The
Greatest Thing in the World,”which
every young per.on should read at
least three times, Henry Drummond
analysed Paul's portrayal of love ag
we have it in this Sund«y School
[-esson. Because he war sueh i
pure-souled and knightly gentie-
men, Drummond, whose simple
green grave in Scotland is a shrine
for many travellers, was able to
enfer Into the spirit oi Paul's
poem, and translate its meaning
more fully into our com™o0.1 speech.
Our Lesson 1 reclly a manual ot
life, a eode of conduet and charae-
ter, a handbook of happiness. _

Greek word used in the New Testa-
ment, which is “‘agaja”.

NOT SO SOFT
Subsequently to the publication
in this newspaper of the terse ani
telling statement by - Horace B.
Cheney concerning the effect of any
‘owering of the tariff on silk prod-
uets, which- was on the fifth day
of this month, the chairman of the
Smith-Robinson club of Manches-
ter, Atty. R. L, Carmody, wrole to
Mr. Cheney, in effect challenging
him to a discussion of the tariff
vuestion through the columns of
the Manchester Evening Herald,
“1 request,” sald Mr. Carmody
im his letter to Mr. Cheney, “that
you extend to the Smith-Robinson
club of Manchester the opportuni-
ty _and honor of answering your
letter., That you ald us in securing
the publication of this answer In
the Manchester Evening Herald.”
It will be noted that Mr. Car-
mnody's sense of courtesy is at least
pdequate, It is not always that po-
litical workers feel constrained to
consult the feelings of the fellow
cn the other side as to whether his
arguments should be answered or
not, Just where the aid of Mr.
Cheney was necessary in obtaining
the publication of the Smith-Roh-
inson club's answer to his article
we confess we can't see, for Mr.
Cheney has nothing to do with the
Herald, axy more than any other
reader of it, and no more personal
influence as to what goes into its
columns than has Mr. Carmody.
However, our assumption was that
Mr, Carmody, when he supplied the
Herald with a copy of his letter to
Mr. Cheney, was making its publi-
cation contingent on the latter's
willingness to enter a newspaper
debate on the subject of the tarift
as it applies to the silk industry in
Manchester—the only 1issue on
which Mr. Cheney's article had
touched.

of Mr. Cheney’'s tariff statement, a.

copy of the New York World of
October 12, carrying a “double-
truck” editorial on “prosperity,”
and assumes that the Herald will
reprint it as the first of two com-
raunications in reply to Mr. Che-
ney.

We are extremely sorry to dis-
arpoint Mr. Carmody or the Smith-
Robinson club, but we do not in-
tend to print the World editorial.

This is a Republican newspaper.
It is doing what it can to convince
ils readers that the best interests
of Manchester will be served by the
election of -Herbert Hoover as
President. It is fighting as fairly as
its opponents will allow it to fight.
It is opposed to religious bigotry,
to snobbery, to attempts to link
church and state in thig fight.

HOUSEMAID'S KNEE AND
SYNVOTIS

Between most movable joints'

there is a*kind of sag or bag con-

taining a fluid which acts as a me-

dium for preventing the grating of

one bone upon another. This is also

upper and lower .legs, and between!
the kneecap and the joint.

Housemaid's knee is an acute in-
flammation of the sac or bursa that
lies in front of the knee. This dis-
ease i3 often mistaken for an in-
flammation of the synovial mem-,
brane of the knee joint. In the lat-
ter disease the kneecap is thrown
away forward and there is much!
swelling at the sides of the knee,.
but with housemaid's knee, the|
swelling is superficial and mostly in
front of the kneecap. The treatment
of the latter ig to rest the knee and
to apply cold applications. If pus
forms from a chronig¢ infection, it
may be necessary to have the sac
opened to permit drainage.

An inflammation of the synovial
membrane or sac of the knee is
also' a common occurrence, most
frequently found in those of a rheu-
matic tendency. In this trouble an!
excessive amount of fluid forms in|
the synovial membrane causing a
rapid increase in pain and swelling,
If long continued, an inflammation
of the entire joint may result in se-
vere arthritis and cause a destruc-
tion of the ligaments of the joints,
and even of the ends of the bones.

Chronic synovitis (inflammation
of the synovial membranes) often
oceurs after serious diseases, such
as smallpox, scarlet fever, gonor-
rhea, pyemia, ete., This inflamma-
tion may be 80 severe as to com-
pletely and permanently cripple the
joint within a few days. Sometimes
the joints may be attacked by tu-
berculosis.

Children are frequently affected
with inflammatien of the long
bones which is known as ‘‘growing
pains'’ and which may extend to the
joints and produce synovitis.

Chronic synovitis is usually pre-
disposed by a very chronic condi-
tion of toxic poisoning and ¢ne can
not expecl a cure within a few days.
Focal points of infection should be
treated by your doctor and you
should also employ a cleansing fast
to assist in absorbing the toxic ma-
terials irritating the joints. It is
usually necessary to employ an ini-
tial fast of from eight to fifteen
days, followed by a well balanced
diet for about a month, and then,a
shorter fast of perhaps five days
which may be repeated at intervals
until the inflammation has subsid-
ed. It 1s usually also advisable that
your doctor employ diathermy elee-

Field,

The plane was piloted by Lieu-
tenant Herbert Mills, and was the
last of ten aircrafts to leave Brain-
ard Field during the day for Provi-
dence, where today and tomorrow
they are to take part in an air meet.
With Mills was his mechaniclan!
Although the field proved a little
rough it was a perfect landing and
within an hour and a quarter a
fresh start was made for Provi-
dence.

Lieutenant Mills said he had
waited at Brainard Field while all
of the other planes had taken off as
he was supervising the flight. Pass-
ing over Manchester he 'decided to
climb, but found that he could not
get above 1,600 feet. More altitude
than this iIs necessary in passing
over the Bolton Hills, and ‘to make
long volplanes possible in case of
trouble, as there are few landing
fields east of Willimantic.

Couldn't Get Altitude

When he tried to get the addi-
tional heighth his motor started to
skip and there was apparent trouble
in the gas line.

Mills at first thought he would
try to make the home field, but was
not able to do so, so sighting the
Cheney lot and finding the wind
blowing from the west he decided
to try a landing there. Keeping lo
the south of Hackmatack street he
camre onto the fileld from the south-
east, straightened out as he passed
over the fence to the
west, and took the ground just to
the west of the alfalfa patch. Hs
taxied down the lot about fifty
yards and brought the plane to a
stop.

The plane was not damaged by
the landing. The pilot started out
to intercept an automobile which he
knew to be on {ts way to Provi-
dence in connection with the flight
and the mechanician. stood by the
plane until Officer John MecGlynn
arrived. Then he .went to a ’'phone
on Hackmatack street and ‘tele-
phoned to Hartford for assistance.

Brainard field attaches made a
rush trip to Manchester with repalr
supplies. The gas pipe was discon-
nected, a wire ran through it and a
quantity of dirt flushed out.

When the plane took off again
it took the air just before reaching
the three rall fence at the east eund
of the field, made two circles of the
field and then headed towards
Providence. It left here at 4:14,

NEW PASS 'RULE”’
IS lMPROVEMF.NT

Sutherland Says It Will De-
velop Additional Use of
Pass.

By JOCK SUTHERLAND
Coach, Unlveg'slt,v of Pittshurngh,, .

The Rules Committee has defined
the difference between a “muffed”
and a “fumbled" ball. Last year,
if the safety man failed to Zajn
complete possession and control of |
the ball, and fumbled, it was called ]
a "“"muff.”

The defensive team could re-
cover but could not advance the
“muffed” ball, However, if the
safety man had possession and con-
trol of the ball for a num of
steps, and then fumbled, lt\was A
free ball and might be recovered
and advanced by either side/ 23
- The safety man in retuming a
punt now may carry the ball any
distance, and in the event of a
fumble the ball is deciared dead at
the point of recovery by either
team.

The shift rule has been so clari-
fled that its interpretation should
have the same medning in all parts
of the country. In many intersec-
tional games last season it was mec-
essary by agreement of coached‘and
official to determine before "tHe
game how the shift rule should be
applied,

The new rule says that all play-
ers must come to a stop for ‘a full
second after the shift or huddle and
that no man can be in motion until
the full second has elapsed) after:

wards his own goal line, or oblique-
ly toward the same, before the ball
Is snapped.

The new rule regarding the
sereened pass will eliminate many
evils that officially frequently were
held responsible for in the past,

CHAPPING OF THE SKIN—

ITS CAUSE AND. CU&ETfam and to take away from the

With the coming of fall and with

‘the exposure of the skin to the win-

try blasts, chapping of the skin bs-
comes a daily problem.

Chapping'is the way the skin has
of expressing its reaction to physt-
cal irritations. In winter the air is
dry and the glands of the skin sit-
uated just below the surfice are
They produce
less moisture than formerly.

This, coupled with the increased
dryness of the skin, because the
wind and dryness of the air serve
to evaporate the moisture more
quickly, Is responsible for chap-
ping.

Skin Becomes Brittle

The lack of moisture makes the
skin inelastie, brittle and more
easily attacked by irritating sub-
stances, such as oceur in dish wa-
ter and in some soaps. When the
fat secreted by the skin glands {s
present in abundance . these f{rri-
tants cannot attack it.

Soaps serve to dissolve such
surface. When thé hands are badly
chapped, soap and water should be
used in great moderation, and
when  they are used, the hands
should be dried immediately after
, with a soft towel. -

| Since the fat of the skin is Tess-
ened, and since this is one of the
causes' of the chapping, the defi-
clency of fat may be supplied by
'‘putting on any such ointment as
cold cream or vaseline. During the
winter season, particularly if the
hands are likely to be exposed a
igreat deal to outdoor air. thew
should be greased twice each day
with one of the ointments men-

Thick Coat at Night

If chapping has already occurred,
the cold cream or vaseline may be
put on thickly at night and allow-
ed to remain on the skin. During
the day it may be put on lightly
and rubbed in by rubbing the
hands logether for a few minutes.

If the skin of a woman's face
tends to chap. it may be protected
by a veil; and by a man through use
of the coat collar and suitable
grease.

Smallpox still claims a deathtoll
that might be startling to some of
the uninformed but “only in com-
munities not protected by vaccina-
tion.” In these places and in these
places only there {s still an oceca-
sional flare-up of the disease as an
epidemic, Twenty-seven thousand
cases of smallpox were reported last
year in the United States. Not one
person who had been vacecinated
within ten years died. There wera
over 16,000 cases alone in one city.

Diphtheria is a form of blood
poison. It affects not only the
throat but it poisons othér parts of
the body as well, It affects the heart
particularly. Anti-toxin may save

organs before
given.

I have had a “diphtheria heart"”
:for twenty years. Had I had anti.
toxin as a preventative instead of a
cure I would  have been savei
months and years of anxiety and
Isufferlng.

I firmly believe that state boards
of heafth amd child clinics know
what they are doing when they in-
sist on vaccination for smallpox and
the immunizing serum for diph-
theria,

. Tlfe next thing, I hope, will be a
preventative for infantile paralysis.
The germ has not been isolated. No
ccure is yet known.
