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PRESIDENT EXTOLS 
PROSPERITY OF U. S.

Speech, at Fredericksburg 
Interpreted as an Answer 
to Recent Attacks Made 
by Governor Smith.

Fredericksburg, Va., Oct. 19 — 
President Coolidge hoisted the ban­
ner of prosperity above the nation 
and the Republican administration 
here today in a manner which gen­
erally was interpreted as an answer 
to the recent attacks of Gov. Alfred 
E. Smith, the Democratic presiden­
tial nominee.

Come to Virginia to play the 
leadin,g role in the dedication of the 
.memorial to the battlefields of 
Fredericksburg, the Wilderness, 
Spotsylvania and Chancellorsville—  
bloodiest of the conflicts of the 
Civil War— Mr. Coolidge devoted 
more than half of his speech to the 
opulence of the national pocket- 
book and the serenity of the people.

Prosperity Speech
The address fairly breached pros­

perity. The United States today, 
he said, is enjoying a “ general 
standard of living never before ex­
perienced by any people in human 
history.’’

Without taking any direct cogniz­
ance of Smith’s challenge to Her­
bert Hoover and the Republican 
Party to prove that the country was 
being run economically and pros­
perously, the President nevertheless 
went straight down the line in cat­
aloging America’s claims to world 
leadership commercially and in­
dustrially.’

because of the nature of today’s 
ceremonies, the executive compared 
the present with the Civil War 
period, quoted 1860 figures as 
against 1928. National wealth 
which was then sixteen billions is 
now 350 billions, he said. Foreign 
trade has grown from $785,000,000 
to more than $9,000,000,000. Rail­
road mileage has increased from 
31,000 to about 249,000 and its 
revenues from $153,000,000 to $6,- 
250,000^000. Manufactured pro­
ducts have jumped from less than 
two billions to nearly 63 billions. 
Farm products have gone from less 
than $2,500,000^000 to about $13,- 
000,000,000.

Quotes Figures
“ So great has been our enter- 

•prlse and industry,” Mr. Coolidge 
declared, “ that with only 7 per cent 
of the land and 6 per cent of the 
population of the world, we produce 
over 5 per cent of the grains and 
basic raw materials.”

The President acknowled,ged that 
in this country there are many in­
dividuals of vast wealth, but this 
situation, he said, will continue “ so 
long as men are free and enterprise 
and ambition exist.”

“ The millions of our people who 
are investors in securities, the ‘527,- 
500,000,000 of deposits in savings 
institutions, which have more than 
doubled in nine years the $7,200,- 
000,000 of assets of building and 
loan associations, which have more 
than trebled since 1919, the wide­
spread individual ownership of 
homesteads, the possession of 23, 
000,000 motor vehicles, which 20,- 
000,000 are passenger cars, the 
general use of the telephone and 
radio, the constantly increasing 
rate of wages even when the price 
of commodities has been declining, 
and the general standard of living 
never before experienced by any 
people in human history all testify

I Ridgefield, Conn., Oct. 19.— Con- 
i summation of a suicide pact was 
indicated today when the bodies of 
Miss Margaret Moffitt, 36, maid in 
a wealthy family at ■ Wilton, and 
Frederick Bowater, 38, of 189 Gil­
bert street, Bridgeport, were found 
in a car parked near the New York 
state line here. Following an in­
vestigation state police announced 
they had found a note written by 
Bowater in which the couple’s in­
tention of dying together ;svas an­
nounced. Bowater had been in poor 
health for years. He was engaged 
to Miss Moffitt.

Miss Moffitt had been stabbed 
three times in the breast, once di­
rectly through the heart. Bowater’s 
head was nearly blown off by a 
double-barreled shotgun. The 
knife was not located but the shot­
gun with both barrels containing 
newly exploded shells was in the 
car. Because Miss Moffitt was clad 
in a white house dress , and bed 
room slippers police believe she 
was killed elsewhere.

Miss Moffitt was for several years 
employed as maid in the Wilton 
home of Miss Alice Smith and Mrs. 
George Martin, sisters. A second 
maid in the family told state police 
today that Miss Moffitt left the Wil­
ton house'at ten o ’clock last night 
with Bowater.

Bowater had six thousand dol­
lars on deposit in banks in Dan­
bury and Bridgeport, and purchas­
ed the car in which the bodies were 
found at New Haven on Tuesday.

A FORLORN HOPE
London, Oct. 19.— Although 

more than forty hours have elapsed 
since Commander H. C. MacDonald 
hopped off from Harbor Grace, N. 
F,, In his daring attempt to.make a 
solo flight aerbss the Atlantic In a 
tiny 85-horsepower Moth plane, his 
wife and many of his friends here 
today still clung to the forlorn 
hope that he was forced down at 
sea and picked up by a ship carry­
ing no wireless. .

The miniature plane was sighted 
only once since leaving its starting 
point. The Dutch steamer Harden- 
burg reported sighting the plane 
about 12:30 o’clock yesterday 
morningjit a nosition bet$Keeo..&OiU 
■arid 700~ miles north and east o f  
Harbor Grace.

MacDonald had intended nego­
tiating the 2,000 miles to Croydon 
Field, England, in about twenty 
hours. Weather conditions almost 
over the entire route were reported 
as favorable and it is this fact 
which is causing much misgiving 
here. Even if he encountered ad­
verse conditions, MacDonald should 
have arrived at the Irish coast yes­
terday afternoon..

The daring flier carried approxi­
mately 110 gallons of gasoline and 
had expected to get about twenty 
miles out o f  each gallon unless he 
met head-winds. His plane was 
capable of 110 miles an hour but he 
was expected to keep to a speed of 
about 100 miles an hour.

Forced Into Sea
The general feeling in aviation 

circles today was that MacDonald's 
failure to reappear a,nywhere on 
this side of the Atlantic was a sign 
that he had gone tfie way of many 
other intrepid souls who had pitted 
their all against the Atlantic and 
lost.

While praise of his daring and 
courage was heard on all sides, 
many made no attempt to hide the 
fact that they ^thought-MacDonald’s 
attempt to emulate Lindbergh in so 
small a plane; with an open cock­
pit and no wireless, was foolhardy.

All shipping along the coVirse ne 
was to have traversed, has been

Donald’s plane. Beacon lights 
flared all night along* the Irish 
coast and at Croydon with the dim 
but vain hope that the Moth plane 
would make a belated appearance.

The early records of postcffices 
in M anchester show th a t w hat Is 
no.w. known as the M anchester post- 
o^ace was the second offlc,e festalr- 
lished in town and was located In; 
Oakland, th a t being on the old 
stkge or tu rnpike line and was. 
known as the Oakland Postofflee, 
In 1849, the earliest date for which 
figures are available concerning 
any postoffice in M anchester, the 
receipts io: the year.w ere $76 and 
the “salary” of the postoffice was 
$31 a year.

In the sam e year the M.anches- 
te r Green Office, the first office es­
tablished, did $466 worth of busi­
ness and the postmaste-; was paid 
$158. Buckland also had a post- 
office in those days known as the 
Buckland Corners office and lis 

■ business for the same year was 
$104 and. the  governm ent paid the 
postm aster $44 a year.

W ith the coming of the union 
mills to the center of the noi th  end 
d istrict the polstoffice -Was moved 
from Oakland, to Union village and 
thence to Depot Square

Grows Nearly Twice 
E rnest F, Brown, the present 

postm aster, took office in 7 920 
when the receiptjj of the office were 
$16,805.89. The office has continu­
ed to show an increase each year 
until this year the receipts will go 
over $30,000, or nearly twice tha t 
of five years a.go.

Last year the receipts of the 
office were $246.29 below the^$27,- 
000 necessary to have brought 
about an increase in the salary  of 
the postm astei, bu t now there  is 
every indicaGon that the $30,000 
m ark will be icached.

The increase in the business, Mr. 
Brown stated is due largely to big 
shipm ents made isy the B urr N urs­
ery Company. Ju s t a t  present there 
are about 4,000 packages of nurs­
ery stock a week going out of the 
office.- The Bon Ami Company 's 
also sending samples to the num ber 
of 8,000, to high schools and 
schools of domestic science. These 
are followed lat.er in the winter, or 
about the middle of November, by 
the shipment^ of larger packages 
by the Bon Am. Ccmp.ahy

His hands 
already  had been strapped a t  his 
sides, giving him a stiff and grew- 
some appearance.

shoulders.

The executioner, having less lo 
do than the others, was finished 
before the two guards. He glanced 
quickly a t them as they looked to ­
ward him. An unspoken signal told 
him the last moment had come. ,

He raised  his righ t hand. It 
was the signal for the three men 
in, the  little  box-like room on one 
side of the gallows. H ardly had ne 
raised his hand when these men 
m ust have slashed a t th e ‘three 
sm all cotton cords, one of which 
connected, with a heavy iron ball 
which in tu rn  released the trap  
through which H ickm an's body 
shot to death.

Detective F ain ts
The. moment the trap was sprung 

one person fainted and fell to the 
floor. L ater another man fainted. 
Detective Dick Lucas of Los Ange­
les.

The two prison doctors, Dr. 
Blecker and Robinson, waiting in­
side the roped square a t  the foot 
of the  gibbet stepped forward as 
H ickm an’s  body dangled momen­
tarily  and began to curb the mo­
tion of. the rope.

Dr. Blecker put out his righ t 
hand and stopped the movement of 
th e  dead man. He then m ounted a 
sm all ladder, unbuttoneii H ickm an’s 
black blouse and held a stethoscope 
on h it heart.

•  Standing near H ickm an’s dang­
ling feet Dr. Robinson reached up 
and grasped the slayer’s left wrist.

H ickm an had clutched the hem of 
his coat with his righ t hand as he 

.dropped' and the fingers of his left 
hand were, clenched tightly.

His neck, reddened by the vice- 
like grip of the noose soon w hiten­
e d -u n til i t  took on the shell like 
color of flesh,
.. The knot had been drawn tightly  
under h is  righ t ear and It was seen 
tha t his head was tilted  slightly.

Consoled by Religion
As the final hours of jife. .slowly 

ebb away, the Fox buoys him self 
up with an uncanny religious exal­
tation.

.Throughout the early hours of 
the m orning a small phonograph;

London.— Fear that the unusual 

plague of Insects which has been 8 
feature of the •ummrt ‘may lead to 
S'recurrence of the terrible in­
fluenza epidenilc of 1918 is ex­
pressed by Dr. Moore Hogarth, 
chairman of the College of Pestol- 
ogy,

Dr. Hogarth points out that there 
has been more  ̂insect activity this 
year than in any since that of the 
epidemic which claimed a toll of 
so marly lives. ,

“ Insects,” adds Dr. Hogarth, 
“ and especially the house hold fly 
are the principal and most deadly 
carrier of disease germs, and\the

cdniUtlons now prevailing are so 
similar to those of 1918, Just before 
the 'start of the epidemic, that'the 
(^6- wnich should be taken in all 
h()useho!ds to destroy these inserts 
cannot  ̂be over-emphasized.

““ The germ known as influenza or 
grippe is one of the most common 
in this country, and those of us 
who have made a special study of 
the question have little doubt tjiat* 
The 1918 scourage* ' was a direct 
outcome of the fly epidemic during 
that summer.
’ ''This plague of flies has recu-, 

red this year, and—.although I hope 
I may be wrong^there seems 
every probabilltyYhat the coming 
weeks will- e.xact a heavy harvest 
of illness.”

- RITCHIE DESCENDS
We have always entertained a 

large measure of admiration for 
Governor'Ritchie of Maryland. He 
is a brainy and courageous man 
and his official record is a splendid 
one. It is a matter for profound 
regret that at Stamford last night 
he showed that he Is temperamen­
tally lopsided, to such an extent 
that he permits even his fine intel­
lect to be overbalanced by his im­
pulses. His Stamford speech was 
unworthy of his reputation .and of 
his character.

It Is all very well for light-weight 
ward spellbinders to play the re­
ligions issne of this campaign to 
the limit; it is another thing for 
a person of Governor Ritchie’s 
standing in the eyes of the coun­
try to declare, as he did, that if 
Governor Smith Is defeated it can 
be for no other reason than be­
cause he is a Catholic.

For some three years 1 have 
dwelt in Greenwich Village.be­
cause it made me feel more

living in a small community. There 
is little of the severity of the cold 
lines of brownstones encountered 
in the mid-town and up-town belt. 
The places ,are, on an average 
smaller. In the morning as I make 
my>%ay to the subway I can see 
women going to the market places 
with their baskets.

Riverside Drive is austere, aloof 
and impersonal.

But I could go about the Village 
without speaking to a soul for years 
and still have an overwhelmiug 
sense of being part ot the life.

DRIED BEEP
Dried beef is one of the most de-‘ 

llcious and tasty meats; but-Is-not 
quite as digestible as the fresh beef 
because the smoking and salting 
have had a toughening effect upon 
its protein. The usual method'-of 
preparing beef for drying is to soak 
it for about ten days in a mlxtUrfe- 
of salt, sugar or molasses and, vis­
ually, a small amount of saltpeter.!' 
The meat is then taken out and 
smoked like ham, cut into thin; 
slices, and dried. The thick flank 
or round steak is the part generally. 
used.

Even tho,ugh not quite as digesti­
ble as when fresh, aried. beef is 
quite wholesome • if soaked in 
water to remove the surplus salt, 
and has the added advantages of 
keeping for a long time in almost 
any climate and being easily trans- 
portated because of its light weight.

When properly prepared dried 
beef sho-vs a flue, firm, red texture 
and has the agreeable tasty flavor 
which accompanies all smoked 
meats.

The Indians, found that by mixin,g 
drlef beef, buffalo, moose meat or 
venison with acid berries, dried 
currants or raisins, a very- concen­
trated food was produced, which 
would sustain life almost indefinite­
ly and was for this reason especial­
ly suitable for carrying on long 
expeditions.

In preparing chipped * beef, it 
should be removed from the first 
water In which it has been soaking, 
then boiled in fresh water. Cream 
dressings with flour should not be 
used, but some of the following 
recipes will be found both appetiz­
ing and holesome:

Cooked Mock Pemmican '
To one pound of chipped beef, 

soaked for one hour and parboiled 
for 10 minutes In fresh water and 
then drained, add one-fourth cup of 
raisins and one-fourth cup of 
chopped celery. Stew in enough 
water to cover until the celery 's 
soft, then remove the cover and 
evaporate most of the water. Add 
two tablespoonfuls of butter and 
serve.

Dried Beef and Spinach
One pound ô  dried beef, soake', 

parboiled, drained and chopped, 
should be mixed with three cups of

“POLITICAL”  CRIMES
In practically every civilized 

country a pronounced distinction 
la drawn,' in the severity of punish­
ment and in the stigma attached to 
conviction, between political offend­
ers and persons found guilty of 
crimes of violence and property.
There Is every argument for this 
condition. The trouble Is that. In 
this country, there is a marked 
and growing tendency to treat as 
political offenses crimes that can 
be so regarded only by holding the 
most complete misconception, of 
what politics Is.

Maurice E. Connolly, president 
of the New York City Borough of 
Queens until last May, when he re­
signed under fire, was convicted on 
Wednesday of having participated 
in a ten million dollar sewer pipe 
graft— and has been sentenced to 
a year in jail and fined $500.

I t  was 
found th a t 53 per cent, had  hot 
w ater, SO per cent, soap, and 85 ( 
per sent, towels.

Soap was not available 
and because of the  absence of 
towels, children had to wipe their 
chapped hands on th e ir clothing.

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Everything Serene
Sees No Change In Rules 

Of Football For A While
Lateral Pass, Dead Ball on 

Fumble and Goal Posts to 
Remain, Says Sports Ex­
pert.

MCGINLEY GIVEN 
$500 AT BANQUET

By DAVIS J. WALSH

New York, Oct. 19— For the first 
time since they took the bustles off 
the players and put them on cheer 
leaders, we seem to have achieved a 
game of football that is coming in­
to acceptance even if only by a 
minority of those actively identified 
with the proposition. The writer 
naturally has talked with only a 
comparative few of the thousands 
who make football their life but 
these have been unanimous in their 
tacit affirmation of the rules as 
they are constituted at the mo­
ment. At the very worst, they feel 
that the code should be sent out 
on approval for an interval lasting 
-well into the third year.

It is the writer’s opinion that, if 
the goal posts continue on the end 
zone, the lateral pass still is operat­
ing agd the dead-ball-on-a-fumbled- 
punt remains in force with some 
degree of satisfaction at the end of 
the interval in question, they may 
stay with us not a great deal less 
than forever. Minor repairs, per­
haps; but none of those machine 
shop jobs where you leave the car 
as security and hope the man will 
have the common decency never to 
mention the bill again.

The football rules committee, 
which after all represents the only 
and ultimate sentiment in the mat­
ter, isn’t going to do anything 
radical without provocation or even 
with it. This committee has been 
“ provocated” before absolutely 
no purpose because it is uncommon­
ly consistent in at least one respect. 
It never actually disapproves of it 
self. If charity begins at home, it 
is firmly convinced that self-appre­
ciation pays off the second mort­
gage. It has reared this step-child; 
it will stand by it as long as it has a 
leg of its own.

Lateral Pass to Stay
It, therefore, is encouraging that 

criticism, always to be expected in 
the face of perfection itself, seems 
to be at something of a minimum 
As far as my observation goes, the 
lateral pass appears destined to be­
come an integral part of the attack. 
A new play last year, it perforce 
was approached discreetly or not ,-t 
all. But now they are beginning to 
sense the possibilities of this- play 
and gradually it is coming into 
general and expeditious use. As 
it develops it may throw too great 
a burden on the defense, in which 
case they may have to hobble it. 
But it isn’ t likely they ever will 
throw it away entirely.

The committee made a dead ball 
of the fumbled punt to take an ele­
ment of great uncertainty out of 
the game and the! football coach 
never breathed who would think 
of objecting. Those gentlemen 
are ail for a life of untroubled 
security, never having had one. 
Some of them indeed, are for go 
ing further with this rule. Glenn 
Warner, for example, is for making 
a dead ball of all fumbles. I think 
you can write the fumbled’-punt 
rule in the book in indelible ink.

The Goal Posts
There has been some adverse 

comment on the current position of 
the goal posts on the ground that i’’- 
discourages field ^goal kicking. 
Rockne isn’t even sure that it does 
that, since he points out with jus­
tice that it opens the angle on kicks- 
from the sidelines and corners. At 
that, the average coach claims that 
he isn’t for drop ki hers, per se, 
since most of them are specialists 
or at least give too much attention 
to their art. I have known coaches, 
however, who were able to success­
fully conceal this antagonism with 
the'score tied and thirty seconds to 
play.

Anyhow, for those who like their 
posts on the goal line, there are a 
dozen who can give you some very 
plausible reasons why they should 
remain, as is. Who, for example, 
hasn’t seen the goal line charge 
that had to be shot on one side of 
the line or the other in order to 
avoid the posts? Merely by acci­
dent, the attack, which had earned 
its position on the threshhold f'f a 
score, found itself hampered un­
naturally on its clima play.

Another sound argument advanc­
ed in favor of the present rule is 
•that it leaves the end zone open tn 
passes from any angle. And it does 
make some contest of the matter 
of kicking the point after touch­
down.

As for the time limit on the hud­
dle and shift, both provisions are 
in to stay, whether you like thepa or 
don’t. For the committee does and 
there aren’t any post-entries in a 
case like that.

The tfry^that "football takes up 
too much Of the players’ time is, in 
nine cases out of ten, unwarranted. 
Some coaches may overwork their 
players, but the majority of them 

} j  understand the problems of their
■ men and deal with them according­
ly.

In planning his practice sched­
ule a coach should consider among 
other things, the experienae of his 
candidates and the spirit and en­
thusiasm of the squad.

If the schedule permits the squad 
to dqvelop slowly, the coach- has an 
opportunity to work with “ green” 
material and is not forced to 

. “ cram” instructions into his play­
ers.

The makeup of the squad— that 
is, the age, physical and mental 
ability, and scholastic aptitude— 
must be taken into consideratidn.

It is more important to have 
spirit and enthusiasm than long 
hours of practice. An hour of peppy 
drill is worth more than an after­
noon of listless practice.

Long, drawn-out practices send 
a boy home weary and dull. He 
forgets what he has been told. It 
is just as bad to have an over­
coached team as an under-coached 
team.

The average student should be 
able to give one nnd one-i alf to 
bwo hours to football practice every 
afternoon without his studies suf­
fering In the Isast. The majority of 
students waste the time between 
their last classes In the afternoon 
and dinner hour, anyway.

Some coaches believe that long 
hours of practice and intensive 
preparation for an important game 
put the squad on edge, but I am 
convinced that it is more impor­
tant to keep up the spirit of the 
players.

I usually have an hour and a 
quarter of snappy practice daily.

If a ,boy wants to "put in addi­
tional time, I have no objection. 
One of the best halfbacks I ever 
had was an apparently hopeless

■ prospect when he came out for 
! football his sophomore year. He

was out on the field an hour before 
practice began in the afternoon. He 

^ took a ball home with hi 'c at night

‘‘Lot of Hooey”

But most of 
the folk out here whose faces are 
their fortunes would like to see 
the 'producers forget all about 
dialogue in films. And many base 
their opposition to talkies on logi­
cal reasons.

Charlie Chaplin, who is the

‘ ”nie art of pantomime is con- 
plete. It doesn’t need words,” 
says Chaplin. “ If we put speech 
into motion pictures we are com­
plicating something it has taken 
us years to simplify. I will never 
use dialogue in my pictures. I can 
say far more with a gesture than 
I can with words.”

There has been. In the last few 

days a great gathering and burn­
ing of leaves, all over town. And 
in many cases, though the leaves 
are gathered from the yards they 
are burned in the gutters.

This is a practice which. In m$,ny 
places, is forbidden by city ordiur 
ance. Manchester has no such bŷ  
law. Yet there are several reasons 
why the practice is a bad one— 
primarily that the building of fires 
of any considerable size in the gut­
ters Is very likely to crack the curb­
ing or the gutter or both. This is 
.especially true of concrete gutters 
and curbs. And particularly If the 
concrete has recently absorbed con­
siderably moisture, as is the case 
just now.

Bonfires are tricky things. They 
have to be closely watched, if built 
at all, to prevent their constltu mg 
a serious peril to young children. 
And in this motorized age there are 
^0 many parked automobiles every­
where that a bonfire in any gutter 
is fairly apt to spread so as to iur 
volve one of them.

The best way to control a gutter 
bonfire is to build it somewhere 
else, so to speak.
