The Hoover
board of strategy took the stand
that Hoover will win if the party's
organization maintains the speed it
has shown to date, until after al
votes are counted.

Dr., Hubert Work, Republican
national chairman, voiced the
Hoover strategy in a radio address
last night.

Work's Warning.

I would warn all good Repub-
licans and our friendly supporiers
from .all parties that straw votes
cannot reach or record the full
sentiment or purpose of all voters,”
said Work. “The results of all
straw votes "indicate a gratifying
predominant faith in our naticnal
candidates but there must be no
abatement of our efforts to get the
vole casi—we must carry on to the
end, up to the vary hour that the
polls close”’

In his esddress, Work also prais-
ed President Coolidge's administra-
tion, declared Republican prosper-
ity was thie principal issue in the

campaign and assailed the Demn-|

crats, for conducting a campaign of
villilication.

“T am willing to leave to the
judgmenis formed in the quiet of
the family circle the decision be-
tween the calmm and lofty appeals
to intelligence and consclence of
Herbert Hoover,” said Woik, ‘"and
the outpourings of abuse and ridi-
cule, misrepresentation and flip-
pant criticism, which have consti-
futed most of the speaking cam-
paign of the opposition.”

Hoover, starting Thursday, will
travel across the country to Cali-
fornia for a final speech on electlon
eve and to vote. Enroute he will
deliver a number of short speech-
es, and a set address in St. Louis
on Nov. 2.

Both concluding speeches will be
broadcast over a nation-wide radio
hookup.

As usual, both parties are highly
confident of the outcome, but im-
partial observers predict the elec-
tion will be the closest in years.

BUT WEATHER CLEARING

Many Messages Plcked Up Dnrmg the Day—Sighted by
Atlantic Steamers—Eckener Reports “All's Well,” as
He Steers Northward to Escape Storms Reported

From the Irish Coast—Now In Direct Communication
With European Radio Stations—May Sight Land

About Noon Tomorrow.

The Graf Zeppelln huge trans-
oceanic air liner, today was buck-.
ing headwinds over the North At-:
lantic and making slow progress,
on #s retura flight from Lakehurst
to Friedrichshafen, according to
word flashed ‘from ships at sea to
International News Service.
According to present indications
the airship will not sight the coast
of Ireland until about noon tomor-|
row, and will not reach its home
port until Thursday. |
The . long over-water Journey of
the Zeppelin was plotted through
messages from the S, S. Ascania and
the S. S. American Banker, and ,
from points in Newfoundland, Nova
Scotia and Europe.
The report f{rom
stated that she was in communica-

tion with the Grarat 7 a. m., (E. 8§
T..) at a point about one-third of
the way across the Atlantic,
ship gave its position as
North, 42:03 West,

Later the American Banker re-
ported by radio that the air liner
passed over her at 10:40 a, m., E.
S. T., at 52:30 North, 37:40 West,
headed east northeast.

This indicated that the Zeppelin
was not keeping up to its intended
schedule.

However, other reports stated
that later in the day the Graf
reach an area where she would
benefit by favorable tail winds,
thus inecreasing her gpeed consid-
erably.

Berlin, Oct. 30—The Graf Zep-
pelin entered an area of good
weather today after a storm of cy-
c¢lonic proportions which lasted
through Monday afternoon and last
night, according to a copyrighted
message filed from the airship at
10:30 a, m., BEastern Standard
Time, by Rolf Brandt, corréspond-
ent of Lokalangzeiger, who is a
passenger. At that time the Graf
had covered one-third of the ocean
route and one half of the total trip
from Lakehurst, N. J., to Germany.

Radio via
Chatham, Mass., Station to Inter-
national News Service)—The Graf
Zeppelin passed over this ship at
3:40 p. m.,, G. M. T., (10:40 a, m.,
Eastern Standard Time) today,
heading east north east. The posi-
tion of the American Banker when
the. Zeppelin nosed into sight was
55.30 North 37.40 West.

The position given by the S. S.
American Banker indicates that the
Zeppelin is still some 1,060 miles
from the coast of Ireland, and is not
making fast time. At the present
rate of speed it is probable thal
the air liner will not sight land
much before noon tomorrow, unlecs
there is a decided chapge in the
weather for the better.

Although the message from the
gteamer to International News Ser-
vice did not state the weather con-
ditions, it was regarded as probable
that the Zeppelin was bucking head
winds which greatly retarded its
speed.

LONDON BULLETIN

London, Oct. 30.—The Portis
Head radio station - plcked up a
wireless from the Mauretania at
7:19 a. m., today, Eastern Stand-
ard Time, saylng she had just been
in radio’' communication with the
Graf Zeppelin. The position of the
liner was given as 45:53 North,
41.40 West, which is slightly less
than 600 miles east of Cape Race.

Talks About the New At-

lanta Crime.

New York, Oct. 30.—The Harsh-
Gallogly “thrill murder” case in
Atlanta presents some of the same
interesting psychological questions
and sociological problems which
made the Loeb-Leopold case ip
Chicago one of the outstanding
murder trials of our age, in the
opinion of Clarence Darrow, whao
saved the latter pair from death on
the gallows. >

The noted c¢riminal defense law-
yer was asked by International
News Service to draw some paral-
lels between the newest student
crime for a thrill and that in which
he was chief defense counse), Dar-
row is making a speaking tour on
behalf of the presidential candi-
dacy of Gov. Al Smith,

Not Strange

“The case is unusual but it is
not strange,"” Darrow said slowly
after he had studied the Interna-
tional News Service report of the
case from Atlanta and Milwaukee,

"Can you think of anything any-
one does except for a thrill?"” Dar-
row asked his interviewer.

The famous lawyer who has done
little legal work in the last two
years speaks a great deal in gener-
alities. He said he thought every
human act was motivated by a de-
sire for s “thrill,” of one sort or
apother. But Darrow saw many
points of paralle] between George
Harsh and Nathan Leopold. In tha
Atlanta e¢ase Harsh has confessed
it was he who planned and direct-
ed the store hold-ups in which two
men were killed, Dicky Gallogly he
sald was the follower. In the kid-
naping and murder of Bobby
Franks, Leopold was the master.
Dicky Loeb was his accomplice,

A Parallel

“If it {8 true that these crimes
were committed merely for thrills,”
sald Darrow, “there is a parallel
between the Atlanta case and the
case of Loebh and Leopold.”

The parallel, he sald, exists in
the fact that in both cases the al-
leged slayers are youthful, sons
of wealthy families, with plenty of
mouney for their own devices; that
in both cases the® principals are
college students of a high intellee-
tual type, concerned with wmental
processes and metaphysical gub-
jects, and searchers after Lknowl-
edge beyond their years,

Doth Harsh and Leopold affected
a boredom with life and in custody
displayed an unconcern that ap-
proached nonchallance, They seem-
ed unaffected by their deed nor ap-
peared to realize the horror with
which sociely looks upon suech
crimes,

“The wealthy don't often become
involved in hold-up killings and to
& case of that type attracts more at-
tention,” said Darrow.

The lawyer who has turned from
the courtroom to the library and
now emplioys his time in  writing
thought that the Harsh-Gaitlogiy
case may arcuse interest similar'to
that in the notorious Chicago trial.
He made it clear that he did not
* like to talk about another attor-
ney’s case and in answer to a ques
tion said that no appeal for legal
aid has been made to him by rela-
tives of either Atlanta boy.

Darrow did not think that he
would brealk his retirement even
for a case which obviously interest-
ed him.

“Although I never could stand ¢
to sit by and see such a court battla
as this will doubtless be and not. get
into it if I were asked,” Darrow
mused with a twinkle in his eyes.

A Hard Age.

“It is a hard age for a boy tc
grow up in,” Darrow continucd, “I
wouldn't let my boy become so
serious.

“No, I don't mean I would keep
him from reading anything he
wanted but I'd see that he didn't
take things too seriously; that he
didn't grow introspective.

“Do you suppose this case lnay
bring up some of the same psycho-
legical questions and indications of
the problems of the sociology and
discussion of modern vouth that
the Loeb-Leopold case did?” Dar-
TOwW was asked.

“Such cases always do,"” the
lawyer replied resorting to a gener-
ality again. '‘But there is nothing
wrong with™ modern youth: these
things are unusual incidents.”

Darrow thinks Harsh suffers
from some mental irrgularity. But
he closed the interview with an-
other generality.

“We cansider anyone who does
an unusual thing a little insane;
everyone who commits a erime is
unbalanced in some way. Each of
us is merely seeking his thrill in his
own way."”

religious opposition to him in rural
Maryland, Gov, Smith, with charae-
teristic audacity, chose Baltimore
last night for one of the must sen-
sational speeches of the entire ecam-
paign. He ripped into intoierance
with both hands, denounced the
Anti-Saloon League and the Ku
Klux Klan by name, and while a
breathless audience of 20,000 peo-
ple hung on every word, he said:

“lI wonld rather go down to ig-
nominjous defeat than to be raised
to the greatest position in the gift
of the people by any influence that
may be exerted by any organization
with such perverted ideas of Amer-
icanism.”

Rapping Klan

He was speuking particularly of
the Ku Klu. Kian. Just a few mo-
ments before he nad paid his re-
spects to the Anti-Saloon League,
which he denounced as a “propa-
ganda organization,” as an organi-
zation which intimidated and
tkreatened public officials, and
which had set up an office aeross
from the capitol *‘to keep an eye
on these fellows” in Congress,

“Does Mr. Hoover deny that the
Anti-Saloon League is a propaganda
association?” demanded Gov.
Smith,

“If he does, I would iike to know
what he thinks it is. Will Mr.
Hoover deny that the Anti-Saloon
League has dominated legislators
or intimidated officlals? He knows
differently. So do L”

With this as a starting poiat, the
Democratic nominee went into the
subject of the morality of prohibi-
tion. And while 20,000 people
roared their approval of his senti-
ments, he declared that opposition
to prohibition couid not, by any
Stretch of dogma, be construed to
he anti-religious,

The Volstead Act

“You can legislate from now un-
til doomsday,” he said, “every
legislative body and every legisla-
tive chamber n the world can sit
night and day, but yoa cannot
make a new sin by law. If it was
not cut out on the slaos of stone
that were handed down to Moses
on the mount, {t {s not 2 sin. The
Volstead Act was only passed in
1919 over the veto of President
Wilson.”

Gov. Bmith boldly eriticiced the
Churches for their espousal of the
Eighteenth Amendment apd the
Voistead Act, and their making it
an issue in tlis campaign. ‘‘One
of the worst things the Anti-Saloon
League can bhe charged with,” he
said, “is the fiood of propazanda
they have spread throughout this
country in an_effort to make God-
fearing meny{xd God-feariny wom-
en believe that the 18th Amend-
ment and the Voistead Act are dog-
mas of uuligion. No Chusch that
you ever heard of, has attempted
to make the 18th ‘Amendment or
the Voistead Act an act of faith.”

“They are nothing more or less
than legislation passed in the tress
of war and lobbied through Con-
gress by the brow-beating methods
of the Anti-Saloon League.

Church Teachings

“For as lonz back as I can re-
member every rel}gion teaches us
the value of sobrfety. It teaclies us
the value of temperance and the
dangers of intolerance. It must
be quite a shock to the American
people to have the moral power of
the Church usec to impress men
and women with the idea that in
talking against the 18th Amend-
ment or the Volstead Act, they are
against every Church, or that they
have sinned zgainst God himself.”

The governor went further than
his Oklahoma City speech on intol-
erance when he cirectly laid at the
door of the Republican Party much
of the !ntolerance whi:h he said
was characterizing the campaign.

. The K. K, K.

“I have in mind,” he said with
obvious sarcasm, “‘that gallant
band of patriots known as the Eu
Klux Klan. I never heara those
words without the thought flashing
through my mind what must the
American people think after the
countless billions of dcllars they
have poured iuto the cause of pub-
lic education to see reared up in a
country like ours an organization
calling itself 100 per cent. Ameri-
can, without the slightest notion,
conception or understanding of
American ideals.

“Certainly,” he wont on, “nobody
would have the hardihood to deny
that that organization is promoting
the Republican candidacy.” \

In substantiation of his claim
that the Klan {ir receiving support
from the Republican management,
Gov. Smith cited a public advertise-
ment, published in New Jersey
newspapers, which gave cotice of a
Klan mesting “in conjunction with
the Republican National Commit-
tee.” He also read a statement
from an anonymous Republican
leader of New Jersey to the effect
that several times the national or-
ganization had gone over the head
of the local organization and caused
trouble over the raligious issue.

“If I understand the English
language,” the governor said, “that
man meant to say that on two oc-
casions without his consent, the
Republican natfonal committee in-
_jected religion into the campaign
in New Jersey.” g

In further support of his
charges, Gov. Smith declared that
the Republican state chairman in
Virginia was one of the owners of
the “Fellowship Forum,” a Klan
paper, and that he was-a “member
of the presidential candidate's
(Hoover's) party on its way to
Tennessee,””

Gov. Smith spoke with obvious
feeling about intolerance. Under
the glare of the arc lights his face
appeared tilred and drawn to the
thousands who alternated their si-
lence with vociferous applause.

“I was -born in t.ho United

[States,” he sald, “so was my
father and my mother. And from
the time I was old enough to un-
derstand anything my mother
tanght me to believe that the great-
est thing about this counntry was
that noble expression in the Decla-
ration of Independence that all
men are cfeated equal,

“And -it is quite natural, there-
fore, that_when I get on a ‘subject
on this kind I get heated up a little
bit. For the last 25 years I have
been active in the service of the
state of New York, Eight of these
25 years I have been the chief exec-

utive.
‘In Indiana

“Recently I made a trip to In-
diana. I went there not only as the
candidate of the oldest political
party in the country, but as the
governor of a sister commonwealth.
As we were passing along in the
train I saw in the darkness by the
silde of the track a blazing cross
and one of the men in charge of
the train told me that was symbolie
ot the Klan's defiance for me,

“There is a fine state of affairs
in this Twentleth Century with all
of our education and all of our

the hollow mockery of it, to raiss
between heaven and earth the em-
blem of Christianity as a defiance
to.a fellow citizen, the executive of
a great state,

“So far.-as I am concerned 1
would sooner go down to ignomin-
fons defeat than be elected to of-
fice in this country, if to accom-
plish it I had to have the support
of any group with such perverted
{deas of Americanism.”

Gov. Smith had ample opening
for his sensational speech on intol-
erance from the address of the
chairman of the turbulent and en-
thusiastic meeting, Gov. Albert C.
Ritchle, also a wet and an uncom-
promising states rights advocate.

Not all of Gov, Smith's speech
was devoted to prohibition and in-
tolerance. He dealt with foreign at-
fairs, the tariff, governmental re-
organization, water power and he
pald high tribute to Senator George
W. Norris, the Nebraska Progres-
sive whose announcement this week
of supporting Smith has done much
to boister Democratic chances in
the northwest.

The jurors de-
clared they do not belleve this
mouey could have beon obtained
honestly by the policemen on the
small salaries they received. The
presentment covered thirteen type-
written pages and gave a report on
the fortunes of each official. In ad-
dition the report indicated that
other officials are under suspicion
and will be dealt with.

The report, the fourth since the
jury was ordered to probe gang
slayings, bootlegging and other
eriminal activities here, ten weeks
ago, eame as a surprise. 1t was filed
with Judge Lewis lasL night.

PROSPERITY PICTURE
PAINTED BY PRESIDENT

No Chance of a Deficit at End
of Fiscal Year, He Declares.

Washington, Oct, 30.—A bright
pictnre of business conditions and
federal finances was painted at the
White House today by President
Coolidge who has beén keeping in
close touch with Director of the
Budget Lord over the question of
a possible deficit in the treasury at
the end of the current fiscal year.

All reports reaching Mr. Cool-
idge, it was stated, make him most
optimistic about the return of suf-
ficlently heavy revenue from taxa-
tion of this year’s business to take
care of all inereased expenditures
and eliminate the prospect of  a
deficit, .

As the overtaking of a deficit de-
pends upon the amount of federal
receipts, and the receipts in turn
depend upon ‘businéss conditions,
the President has been studying
the latter subject carefully of late.
Imports and exports, he finds, are
keeping up well, indicating good
business and Insuring profit,

That the foundation upon which
American business is laid is most
firm, the President believes has
been demonstrated by the fact the
current presidential campaign has

Dry Weather Burns Up Crops;

30.—Aid i[5 being

rushed to 350,000 starving children |

in the famine districts of southern
Ukraine and parts of Crimea where
drouth burned up every bit of the

crops. The Russian Red Cross sub-|-

seribed an f{nitial $10,000 for the
relief work and is establishing soup
kitchens throughout the region.

Premier Rykov, who toured the|’

famine areas on his return from a
health cure on the Red Riviera, re-
ported that speedy action is need-

ed to save thousands from starving

to death.

Since all the 4,000,000 Peasants
in the district cannot be provided
for immediately, the government
decided to give first air to minor
cl3lldren and mothers nursing In-
fants.

No doubt in the hills of Ten-
nessee ang Kentucky, in the back
counties of Georgia and Alabams,
In the Mississippi swamplandg and
in other ocecaslonal isolated regions
of the country there are stlll nu-
merous old-time preachers whose
equipment copsists largely of a
“call” to spread the Word of God.
But it seems difficult to helleye
that, on the whole, the ministry of
this land ig for the major part in
the hands of men not especially
educated for it. Still, of courge, Dr,
MacKenzie should know and we
must teke hiz word for it, If he has
been correctly quoted.

There is one point, however, on
which gt is perhaps not necessary to
accept thea word of Dr. MacKenzie
or anybody else. That point is the
one introduced when he said: “We
want a religion that is not preach-
ed by ignorant men.”

It is impossible to refrain from
suggesting that the greatest Teach-
er of 'all was a graduate of the car-
penter's bench and never heard of
& university or a theological semin-
ary. While the assumption that
the lack of a sheepskin must nee-
essarily stamp a man or woman as
“ignorant," or the possession of
one guarantee his erudition and in-..

Smith has been attacked as a “ne-
gro bootlicker,”

But the dominant Democratic or-
ganization appears to have pulled
Smith oyt of what might have been
a hole, despite Sepator Heflin, and
party by giving plenty of publicity
to Hoover's anti-segregation order
in the census bureau.

ANOTHER RED LEADER
IS TO BE THROWN OUT

Berlin, Oct, 30.—Ernst Thael-
mann, titular head of the German
Communist Party, president of the
Red Front Fighters League—the
“Red Army" of Germany—and Von
Hindenburg's rival in the presiden-
tial election of 1925, has been de-
throned.

He has been suspended by orders
of the Moscow executive committee
of the Third International and or-
dered to proceed to Moscow to de-
fend himself personally against
charges that he tried to cover up
corruption within the party.

Thaelmann is the fifth leader of
the German Communists to be de-
throned by M.oscow. Others were
Ruth Fischer, noted woman politi-
cal leader; the Herren Maslow,
Brandler, and Thalheimer,

All the others, however, were de-
posed because they refused to fol-
low the changing directions from]
Moscow. Thaelmann is the first to
be ousted for non-political reasons.

The specific charge agalnst
Thaelmann is that he knew about
the embezzlement of some $500 of
party money by his friend, Wittort,
of Hamburg, and tried to cover it
up. The Socialist papers, which are
the greatest rivals of the Commu-
nists, charge that Thaelmann lIs
more intimately invoived in the al-
leged embezzlement.

Communists point to the de-
thronement of Thaelmann as proof
that their party disclpline is excel-
lent and that justice within their
ranks is no respecter of persons.

T0 HOLD FORUM
AT INDIANAPOLIS

Indianapolis.—Unsolyed prob-
lems of history will be discussed
by leading scholars at a series of
forums at the forty-third annual
meeting of the American Histori-
cal Assoclation to be held here De-
cember 28, 29 and 31,

More than 700 historians, repre-
senting schools, colleges, universi-
ties and learned societies in all
parts of the country will attend.
Public health, and political condi-
tions in the South will be chief
themes.

The Committee on History and
Other Social Studies in the Schools
will consider objactives to serve as
guides for the preparation of tests.
Among the objectives-Hsted is "“tol-
erance—racial, religious, nationa!,
and social.” The announcement
added:

Know Other Races

‘“Acquaintance with and under-
standing of other races, religions,
nations, and social groups is be-
lieved to contribute toward this
end.”

““Objectives,” it was explained, is
the term now in general use in the
schools for the “aims and values"
of an earlier day.

At a sectional meeting Prof.
Frank Maloy Anderson of Dart-
mouth College will present for de-
bate a problem involving the iden-
tification of the author of the an-
onymous ‘‘Diary of a Public Man,”
published in the ‘“North American
Review"” in 1879.

Prof. Anderson's paper will be
entitle “Who Wrote the ‘Diary of
a Public Man,” Amos Xendall,
Henry Wikoff, or X7"

“Three or four other historians
who have worked upon this prob-
lem of identification,”” the an-
nouncement said, ‘**will open the
discussgion, at which it Is hoped
progress may be made toward a
definite conclusion of this ques-
tion,"”

Presidential Address

The presidentia]l address will be
delivered on Friday evening, De-
cember 28, by Prof. James Henry
Breasted of the University of Chi-
cago, noted for his Egyptian ex-
plorations,

Prof. Nellie Neilson of Mount
Holyoke College will present a pa-
per on “The Medieval Manor' for
open discussion., A session will be
devoted to a paper by Prof. Ulrich

Sessions of the Indianapolis
meeting will also take up mooted
questions of the American Revo-
lution, the West Indies, the Far
East, modern English history, mod-

There will be a conference on ar-
chives, and of historical societies
at which Worthington C. Ford of
the Massachusetts Historical So-
clety will discuss “Historical So-
cieties, Living and Dead.”

Allled socleties convening in In-
dianapolis at the same time include
the American Biblographical So-
ciety, the American Catholic His-
torical’ Association, the National
Council for Social Studies, the
Mississippi Valley Historical Asso-
ciation, and the Agricultural His-
tory Society.

Ma il s0, by inferenoce, in an-
swering a hypothetical question as
to what manner of puncher might
be the man who hit another seven
times on the chin, knocked him
down and couldn't keep him there.

“That's easy,” sald he, "1 was no
fighter that night, I had left all my
fight in the training camp, I made
the mistake of traininig for it as I
did for the Willard fight at Toledo,
forgetting all the time that I was
elght years older. If I ever had the
same ohance, ' I wouldn't do that
again, In faot, if I ever come back,
1 would handle myself in training.

“Don't use the forward pass un-
less you have tal” were the final
inatructions given to a quarterback
ten or twelve years ago. The paas
waa then censidered an emergency
play. Many eoachea refused to use
it, and some used the pasa only
when defeat seemed certaln,

The forward pass has come Into
{ts own. Teda,, & team unable tg
pasa effectively faces defeat.

Foatball now la easeptially built
around the forward pass, Blrategic
mavements to wealken oy worry the
defense lay more in the power of &
well-eoneelved passing attack than
in any other department of the
game.

The pass 1s a potentially great
round-galner, It spreads the de-
ense, keeps it worried, and makes

the use af ather plays stronger
when used Ia combined effeel.

All backs should be taught to
throw passes, It is time well spent
te drill passers and receivers, There
naye been whole seasons whep I
have devoted nearly hall eof the
practice sessiona to lmprove the
passinig game.

I think passes are most success-
ful when used from the so-called
regular formations, The reason
for this Is that the defense la just
as llkely to be expecting any other
play. If it is obvious that a pass
will be attempted, the e¢hances for
its success are lessened.

passes are usually as safe deep in
@

defensive territory as in any ether
part of the fleld, if the defense is
not in position, The idea prevalla
that passes should net be used in-
side one's own d-yard lne under
any circumastauces,

In 1923, while I was eeaching
Lafayette, 1 instrueted the quarier-
back to throw passes from behind
his owa goal line, whiech he did
with good results. The Rutgers
fullback in the first half had been
coming wp on the line, haping io
block punts. Two Rutigers men
went back to the safety posttion to
recelve the punts, legving only omng
man between the line of senim-
mage and the safety man, soms 40
yards back,

There was no danger of a pasa
jgoing wrong with this kind of a de-
fense. The pasition af the defense
determines what play sheuld bhe
used, and when it should be used,

SIx ar seven yearg ago, Penn
State met Pitt on Ferbeg Field,
Pittsburgh. Glepn Killinger, Penn
State’s quarterback, called for a
pass fram behind hiz awn goal line,
which was completed and carried
for a teuchdown,

I am nat advocating the yse of
pasges from behind the goal line,
[ merely point out that it is possi-
ble to use passes in any part of the
field, depending upon the positien
of the defense.

The indooy seascn arrived but
the employment office at the Gar-
den was so short of clients that
Rickard took ., maelf off to Florida
with the optimistic statemenf that
—''"S8ome young feller will be com-
ing out 'fore long like Dempsey did
and he'll meke busingss over
again.”

The slow progress pf Rickard’s
assistants In petting another one of
those heavyweight elimination
things gtarted might have:convine-
ed a less optl.nistio soul that it will
be a long timo ‘fore some young
savior comes uut to save the busi-
ness,

The heavywelght situation will
1ave to be straightened out before
the boxing buus'ness gets bagk on ita
feet and it probably will be two
years befors a champion will be
recognized who can catch the fancy
of the pubiia.

Before the recent annual meet-
ing of the National Boxing Associa-
tion it was announced that the as-
soolation would do something about
someone’s oversight in falling to
place a reprepentative of the ase
sociation on tle committee that
was appointed by Mr. Tunney to
recognize his suceessor.
