BIGGEST HOOKUP
FOR THE RETURNS

—_—

Sixty-Five Stations to Broad-
cast on' Next Tuesday
Evening.

New York, Nov. 1.—Through a
chain of 65 stations, the largest
radio network ever attempted, the
returns of the general election will
be brodcast to the world next Tues-
day night,

Compared with the broadecast of
election results in 1920 when re-
turns were broadecast to probably
fifty owners of receivinig sets in
America by Station KDKA at Pitts-
burgh, officials of the National
Broadcasting Company estimated
today that at least 50,000,000 per-
sons will receive election returns
through the giant hookup.

Whereas fifty radlo receiving sets
were in operation at the time Pres-
ident Harding defeated James Cox,
there are more than 10,000,000 re-
ceiving sets in use today.

Special wires will transmit elec-
tion returns as they are assembled
by International News Service to
the studio of the broadeasting com-
pany here Tuesday night. As quick-
ly as received the. returns will be
transmitted to the radio audience.
The broadcasting of returns will
start at 7 p. m. (Eastern Standara
Time) and continue Indefinitely.

Extensive preparations have been
made by International News Sery-
ice for fast and accurate assembling
of returns Tuesday night. Augment-
ing the returns, analysis of the re-
turns will be provided by political
experts of International News Serv-
fce. "The analysis of these writers
will be made available to the ra-
dio audience.

In addition to the chain of 68
stations in this country, plans were
announced today to broadecast—the
election returns through three sta-
tions on short wave lengths to all
countries of the world,

' For five minutes each hour, the
radio network in this country will
be broken to allow the Individual
stations to broadcast state, counly
and local returns.

“First Lady” Lays Cornerstone for D. A. R. |

®

High Grade Self-Serve Gro-
ceries and Markets to Be
Started in Hartford and
Elsewhere. ~

When the J. W. Hale Company {

opens its new self-sarve grocery and
health market in the new Richards
building at Main and Park streets,
it will be the first of a proposed
chain of slores throuzhout the
state. Hartford I8 to be the next
place in line and other large ecities
will tollow.

The store in the Richards build-
Ing to which finishing touches are
now being applied, is intended to
take care of the overflow of the
present self-serve store and market
in the Hale department store. It
will have twice the amount of space
for meats available In the present
market. The grocery department
will contain fewer counters and
there will be more shelf room.
There wlll also be a large sectlon
devoted to frults and vegetables, !
and a fish section that will make!
the service of fresh and frozen fish
possible the whole year around. A
department will be deyoted to deli-
catessen. The south half of the

store will be devoted to the grocery
department,

Double Store

The double store has a frontage
of forty-seven feet and there will
be a depth of trading floor space of
seventy-one feet. This leaves a
small storeroom in the south-west
corner of the store for surplus stor-
age and recelving.. To the north
of this will be concrete refrigera-
tion and cold storage ‘'boxes, in
which the meat will be cut.

Entrance to the store will be
through the door at the corner of
Main and Park streets,

A novelty will be a vaporizing de-
vice whereby fruits and vegetables
will be protected from drying up
while on display.

Fish still alive will be another
feature, and the fish section will he
cooled by anomina refrigeration
Fish refuse will be sent through a
chute into a special container in the
basement, the fish department be-
ing kept perfectly odorless.

A fourteen foot section of the
market will be devoted to corned
beef alone, '

The fixtures on the south and
north walls will be six feet high ani
above this the wall will be painted
a light color while the celling will
be of white. The concrete floor
will be deeply tiled and the show
cases will be-of plate glass with
plate glass shelves and the base will
be of a marble effect, It will be
possible to flush and mop the floors
without leaving marks along the
sidey6f the fixtures.

[ The North Store

In the north front section, using
two large windows for display, will
be located the fruit and fresh vege-
table department. This will be in
charge of John Andisio, who has
had much experience in this line.
Fresh supplies will come from the
basement by a small electric power
lift that will ecarry the fruit m
cold storage to display.

The big cold storage plants are
now being built.

The store will open on November
17.

As soon as this store is in opera-
tion it is proposed to make it the
nucleus of the chain to be estab-
lished throughout the state.,

Frank H. Anderson, discussing
the plan this morning said that It
had been the intention of the J. W,
Hale Company for the past six
years, to start a chain of thes
stores, and that the time was now
ripe.

Story .of Death.

Miss Bayes story told just. before
she died, was.that she accepted a
ride from an attractive looking
youns: man when she was en route
te the Stamford railroad station a
week ago this evening to see Gov.
Alfred E. Smith. The young man
forced his attentions.vpon’ her; she
said. She repulsed- him and he
threw her from. his automobile af-
ter ‘beating her. H:r head struck
a rock by the roadside and her
skull was fractured.

Lambert told Stamford police:
that hre had been: employed a8 a
caretaker on a Shippan Palnt éstate
and was also demonstrating and
selling aluminum-ware. He claim-
ed to have been visiting with a Mr.
and Mrs, E. F. Lockwaod at the
time the attack was taking place,
and the Lockwoods bore him out in
this statement. Police proceeded
to fingerprint Lambert and also to
investigate a story that the suspect
had washed his Dodge touring car

last Friday mornjng, the day after

Republican Gets 632 Per
Cent of Ballots to _35.7
for Smith.

New York, Nov. 1.—Final fig-
ures in the “Literary Digest's" pres-
idential election poll were publish-
ed today, giving Herbert Hoover a
commanding lead over Gov. Alfred
E. Smith.

A total of 2,767,263 votes were
received out of the hallots sent out,
and of this number Herbert Hoover
received 1,750,684 to 987,795 to
Gov. Smith, or a percentage of 63.2
for Hoover to 35.7 for Smith.. Some
cf the returns were scattered
amoeng other candidates.

The digest poll showed Gov.
Smith leading only in four states
—~Georgia, Loulsiana, Mississippi
and South Carolina.’

_Republican - leaders, of course,
are well satisfied with the poll, but
Democratic leaders depreciate it.

"It is interesting to note that if
the figures shown in the poil nre
corrected through applying the
sanie errors as occurred in the 1924
poll, Gov.

MACHINE VOTING

New Voters and Forgetful

Ones Should Visit the Mu-
nicipal Building.

Tomorrow and Saturday the vot-
ing machines, as set up for the state
and natlonal election of next Tucs-
day, will be demonstrated at the
Muniecipal building, New
and those who have not voted by
machine for so long that they have
forgotten the process, will save
themselves the risk of confusion
and possible error in casting their
ballots if they will visit the Muni-
cipal building and have the opera-
tion of the machines explained to
them,

It is evident that with only eight
machines at their command Man-
chester election officials are going
to have their hands full to get the
town's vote in within the preseribed
hours, The voter is only allowed
one minute behind the curtain and
if he has any idea of splitting his
ticket he must be pretty familiar
with the operation of the machine
in order to finish the job inside the
allotted sixty seconds. Any elector,
even the *“straight” voter, who is
not perfectly familiar with the

- workings of the machine will do
well to drop in on the advance
demonstration which will continue
all day tomorrow and Saturday and
until 7 o'clock each evening.

Women's Teague Busy

The League of Women Voters Is
doing its best to educate new voters
into the use of voting machines by
holding a demonstration at the J.
W. Hale Company's store, hut the
instruction given there, while help-
ful, is not altogether satisfactory.
since the machines used in this
demonstration are dummies of
about fifteen space capaclty, while
the machines used in the election
will have thirty name-spaces.

New Voters can get, of course,
some idea of how machine voting is
done from an examination of the
J.eague's sample machines and {from
the accompanying instruction, but
for those who can manage it a visit
to the Municipal building demon-
stration Is strongly advised.

Before 2 o'clock 212 persons,
most of them women had called to
receive instructions in the use ol
the voting machine at Hale's radio
shop. It is expected that number
will be at least tripled before 9
o'clock this evening when the slore
closes.

TO BURNING OF GIRL

tial evidence seems to bear
her story,
Names a Man

The girl named Charles W.
Hitcheock, a Lake Bluff policeman
by night and a teacher of expres-
slon, salesmanship and applied psy-
chology by day, as her “spiritual
lover.” -Hitchcock, ta]l and hand-
some, is' a former motion picture
actor, He liveg with his wife and
four children in Lake Bluff, I'or
the past week he has been laid up
at his home with a broken leg. He
formerly taught salesmanship and
psychology to Miss Knaak.

The girl insisted_her *love af-
fair” with Hitchcock was purely
psychie. It seemed she had an ap-
pointment with him in the police
station Monday midnight, and
when he did not show up his voice
came to her across the intervening
space telling her to “have faith—
have faith.” She glanced into the
firebox of the furnace and decided
to purge herself with fire—*for
faith, for purity, for love."

Miss Mueller, who is being
sought for.questioning as to her
whereabouts Monday night, is now
a member of Hitchcock's psychol-
ogy class, authorities learned. The
girl, when found, will also be
questioned as to the nature of the
psychic adventures . slie shared
with Miss Knaak.

Hitcheock said he had taught
both girls, but that he had no idea
Miss Knaak was “in  love” with
him. Ie said he had seen her {from
time to time since she finished his
course, but that these meetings
were arranged to help her with
some difficult problem she had en-
countered in her work.

Private detectives, hired by the
statles attorney also questioned Mrs.
Hitcheock, wife of the patrolman-
teacher. She is said to have ad-
mitted that she passed the police
station in which Miss Knaak was
burned at 1 o'eclock Tunesday morn-
ing, she said she was accompanied
by Selvi Carlson, owner of a music
shop in Highland Park. She sald
lier trip was necessary because of
the injury of her hu:band.

The authorities are reluclant to
believe the girl's story in full be-
cause they cannot conceive hiow she
could bear to torture herself to that
extent, They argue (he pain would
have been too severe, and that she
would have fainted or drawn away
at the first touch of the flameoes.

Psychiatrists who were asked
their opinfon of the strange case
took a different view. They argue
that it Is possible for a person to
become so inspired with emotional
fervor as to produce self-hypnosis
and thereby become insensible. to
pain.

Dr. C. A, Neyman, noted psychia-
trist and former superintendent of
the Cook county psychopathic hos-
pital, said he would not say Miss
Knaak was Insane because she
sought to immolate herself. e
declared the idea of persons think-
ing to purify themselves through
fire is not unusual.

The gir! insists she feels no pain.
She gives no evidence that she does
from her hed in the hospital. She
insists it was not an attempt at
suiclde and that she Is “sure” she
will get well.

TALKS OF PACT

Lake Forest, IIl.,, Nov. 1.—
“There was a pact . ., . a pact that
one of us . . . did not go throueh
with ., . . so I went alone, . , ."

These stumbling words, through
tortured, flre-seared lips, pretty
Alfrteda Knaak, haltingly whisper-
er today from a hospital cot as the
first definite clew that there had
been a second party to her perhaps
fatal burning “psychic rite" in the
basement of the police station at
Lake Bluff where she was found.
heér arms, legs and head horribly
burned.

This wasg the first time that the
high school teacher and co-ed ad-

mitted that her attempt at self-im-
molation was inspired by other
than her own emotional impulss
of exaltation to “purify herself by
fire, to be worthy of her spiritual
lover.”
The words were gasped out to
her brother, Alvin, who has been
at the bedside constantly.
Doctors hurriedly administered
nepenthes and pain-easing drugs to
conserve the strength of the girl,
who is belleved to be dying, that
she might tell authoritles the sec-
ond party of the weird pact,
Kept Silent

From the first moment the girl
was found, lying beside a furnace,
nude, her clothing burned, she has
insisted she burned herself with no
other party present, Por her motive
she cited her great love for a Lake
Bluff policeman, who she said, fall-
ed to,reciprocate her love “in the
spiritual world."

“It was jast before daybreak,”
her brother, Alvin said, ‘““when she
broke what had been mnearly an
hour of silence.”

‘“When she stopped speaking I
asked her quietly who was the
other party of the pact, who it was
that did not go through this horri-
ble rite with her., She shook her
head slowly and then gseemed to
realize that she had said something
she should not have sald for she
turned over on her side and ap-
peared to go to sleep.”

Alvin then said he tried to
awaken her and when he succeed-
ed she shook her head wearily and
said:-

“*No, no, Alvin, I made a mis-
take. It was I and I alone that did
it. I went alone. Please forget what
I just said.”

Alvin and the doctors said they
hoped to nurse the waning strength
of the girl so that she might reveal
fhe name of the missing person be-
fore it is too late,

CHUM ENOWS NOTHING

Elfrieda Xnaak hovered between
life and death in & hospital here to-
day, bewlldered relatives and Lake
county. authorities stood watch at

Even as Miss Mueller stood at
lier bedside, Miss Knaak forced a
faint smile and said:

Despite the lmmprobable aspects of
the case, Miss Knaak insisted she
went to the basement of the pulice
station at midnight last Mondayv for
a rendezvous with her ‘“astral
sweelheart,” and that when he fall-
ed to keep the appointment she de-
cided to “purify’ herself with fire
and so become “worthy of the great
love'” she bore him,

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VOTING MACHINES
MUST CLOSE AT 6

Last Minute Election Ques-
tions Are Answered by
Attorney General.

Hartford, Conn., Nov. 1.—Solu-
tions for last-minute election prob-
lems were announced by the attor-
ney-general's office here today, Lhe
chief problem being that of when
the polls should close. Benjamin W.
Alling, attorney-general, definitely
announced that ballot boxes or vot-
ing machines must be closed
promptly at 6 p. m., Election Day,
no matter how many people had
been unable to vote.

In the matter of ballot boxes he
sent his reply to C. H. Skilton, of
Watertown, while’ the voting ma-
chine problem reply was sent to
Henry P. Bliss, of Middletown. To
Skilton he pointed out the law
which says: *“The ballot boxes shall
be open from six a. m., Lo six p.
m., and to Bliss he showed the law
six a. m., and cease at six p. m."
reading: “Voting shall begin at

Another Decision

Jeremiah Sheedy, of Middletown,
asked if registrars could go to the
home of a person unable physically
to go before the registrars. The
attorney-general announced this
could be done provided the regls-
trars voted to adjourn to sonie par-
ticular residence or residences.

C. J. Downs, of Norwich, pointed
out that in the tuberculosis sani-
torium in his town are many boys
who will be unable to go home to
vote and who yet have been in the
institution a year or more. The at-
torney-general declared that only
the town board of registrars could
decide whether these might vote in
Norwich. The board alone had the
facts to enable thém to reach a de-
cision, he said.

E. L. Averill, Deputy attorney-
general, issued an informal decision
pointing out that Connecticut has
no absentee hallot act as many
other states have, and therefore
there ecan be no absentee voters, In
1916 the state made speclal pro-
vislon for soldiers at the border to
vote but when they had voted the
law was repealed.

To John E. Lawb, of Plainville
Mr. Averill sent the information
that people who had lived in that
town up to one day less than six
months ago and the. moved else-
where in Connecticut could vote in
Plainville, but if they had left the
state, they had lost their right to
vote here.

To J. C. Roraback, of Canaan,
Averill sent the information that a
person who moves out of the state
had lost the right to vote in the
state. the moment that person

oves away.

& H. E. H}ungerford. of Hartford,
was notified he cannot vote in the
election. He moved from West
Hartford without first being made
a voter in that town. He has not
been in Hartford long enough to ob-
tain a residence.

A representative gathering of
people of the town interested in
educational economics heard the
address of Dr. A. B. Meredith, head
of the State Board of Education,
Monday evening, at the Town Hall,
Hebron Center. Most of the mem-
bers of the local town school com-
mittee as well as other officials of
the town were present, Dr. Mere-
dith’s talk concerned the financing
of education, and set forth a plan
which it Is proposed to lay before
the state legislature in the near fu-
ture in which the state will be call
ed upon to assume a larger share
than it now does in the responsi-
bility for the support of schools,
and with an equitable distribution
of this buorden, Told briefly, the
plan Is that g minimum expendi-
ture of §70 shall be allowed in the
education of each pupil whether of
the rural districts or of larger
towns, “In 1907 and for several
vears thereabout the state was pay-
ing through grants approximately
17 per cent. of the current school
expenses ol the towns and cities.
Euach year since that date the state
hits pald a less and less percentage
0f these ceurrent expenses until in
1927 only about 6.30 per cent was
paid. The sharing of local school
expenses by the state has come to
be relatively insignificant at a
time when, ag shown by the report,
local abilities to support schools
aund educational opportunities pro-
vided are extremely unequal, The
disastrous effects upon education
which are resulting in many of the
poorer communities and which will
increase with a continuation of this
policy must be apparent to think-
lug citizens,” Dr, Meredith declar-
od,

In order to share in the benefits
of this proposed plan each tow:
will be called upon to appropriuate
towards local school expenses a!
least 34 per cent of its tax income
derived from the grand list. Of in-
terest to taxpayers here is the fact
that Hebron is included amongz
those towns of the state which al-
ready are paying more than the re-
quired 34 per cent of tax for school
purposes  and are giving their
school children more than a $70
per pupil education yearly, ag an
examination of the town 1repor:ts
will show, This burden of schonl
support has been a severe drain on
the taxpayers of the town and
other much needed improvements
have had to suffer in conseguence.
If the proposed bill is approved by
the legislature it will afford much
needed relief to this and other
towns similarly situated.

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IN THE BAG

Only four days intervene be-
tween this one and the day on
which the people of the United
States will choose their next Presi-
dent, Though both major candi-
dates are to make several speeches
in the course of those four days
and the spell-binders will continue
to ring changes on the well worn
topics of the campaign until with-
in a few hours of the opening of
the polls, the bolt is shot, to all in-
tents and purposes—the battle of
words is substantially over, It is
highly improbable that those per-
sons who have not definitely de-
cided how they are golng to vote
is big ehough to appreciably affect
the result in a single state. And
when an American voter has really
made up his mind whom he is go-
ing to support at the polls nothing
that the other side can say will
convert him.

It is probable that if the voting
were to be done tomorrow instead

of next Tuesday the result would |

not be different, by a tenth of one
per cent in any state in the Union,
from the face of the returns on
November 7.

Wherefore the only results like-
ly to be attained In these last days
of oratory and discussion is an in-
tensification of the partisan spirit
in the individual citizen—already,
it i3 submitted, sufficiently tinctur-
ed with a sort of superficial ugli-
ness.

We say superficial advisedly, be-
cause we do not believe that the
unpleasantnesses born of this po-
litical campaign are the kind that
survive, We don't believe that can-
did disagreement on political and
economic subjects is golng to split
the American people into perma-
nent antagonistic camps. We know
very well it isn't, in fact.

This newspaper has, from the be-
ginning, supported to the best of
its ability the candidacy of Herbert
Hoover. It favored his nomination
from the start even when that
nomination was not the choice of
many Connecticut Republican lead-
ers, who wanted to force the re-
nomination of President Coolidge.
Consistently, it has favored Hoo-
ver's election, This would have
been the case no matter whom the
Democrats had nominated, The
Herald has supported and is sup-
porting Mr. Hoover because it be-
lieves him to be the best gqualified
American‘'for the job—bar none in
either party.

For the achievements of Gover-
nor Smith this newspaper has noth-
ing but admiration., For his person-
ality it has nothing but respect,
‘With his religion it is no more con-
cerned than with that of the man
in the moon, for the Herald stands
on the constitution of the United
States—the provision that ‘“no re-
ligious test shall ever be required
as a qualification to any office or
public trust under the .TUnited
States.” -

But we have expressed our in-
alienable right to express our belief
that Mr. Hoover and Mr. Hoover's
party are better qualified to con-
trol the affairs of the United States
for the next four years than Gover-
nor Smith and the heterogeneous
Democratic party, made up as it is
of conflicting and {irreconcilible
groups, On that position we stand
—and on that position we belleve
that the majority of Connecticut
voters will stand on election day.

And that, when you come to fit,
is the sum of all the discussion of
this campaign. Last hour raving
won't affect the situation. Then
why rave? '

EVERYBODY INTERESTED

All Manchester feels a sort of
proprietory interest in the beauti-
ful South Methodist church, so sa-
lient a figure is its.edifice in the
physical picture of the town. So
will all Manchester find itself in
sympathy with the emnergetic pur-
pose of its pastor to raise in one
day, next Sunday, so big a sum of
money as fifteen thousand dollars
and to burn the notes representing

the church’s remaining indebted-
ness on that day,

There would seem to be an al-
most subtle propriety in the deter-
mination of Rev. Mr. Colpitts to
call the occasion ‘““Joash day.” For
Joash, who became king of Juda
at seven years of age and reigned
for forty years, had very definite
ideas about church debts. It was he
who, finding the great Temple of
Jerusalem sorely in need of recon-
struction, waged a vigorous cam-
palgn for years, getting the priests
stirred up to the point of “repair-
ing the breaches;” and then was
just as vigorous in seeing that the
work was paid for and that the
money raised was not diwerted to
other purposes, since *“‘there were
not made for the House of the Lord
bowls of silver, snuffers, basons,
trumpets, any vessels of gold or
vessels of silver of the money that
was brought into the House of the
Lord. But they gave that to the
workmen and repaired therewith
the House of the Lord.”

Obviously King Joash was a
forthright individual who went aft-
er what he deemed right to get—
and got it, And the Good Book
says of him that all his works were
good works.

We are very sure: that many
hundreds of persons in Manchester
who are not members of the church
and not Methodists at all will re-
joice with Pastor Colpitts and his
flock over a complete success of
“Joash Day.”

STATE TICKETS

So Intensely interesting has been
the Presidential campaign that
there has been an unusual lack of
concern over the contest for state
officers in Connecticut. This of
course is very largely due to the
circumstance that it is generally
accepted by everybody except a
very few ultra-sapgulne Democrats
that the naturally great Republican
majority in Connecticut would be

amount of battering that it con-
ceivably might get on election day.
Even a Smith “landslide,” of which
there is no evidence whatever,
would have to take on the quality
of a political revolution in order to
endanger either the national or
state tickets in Connecticut.

But aside from that, the Repub-
lican ticket in Connecticut is pret-
ty well invincible in its own right.
Governor ' Twumbull’s administra-
tion has been an extremely popular
one, The pay-as-you-go policy has
made a hit with the people of the
state; Ocular evidence of efficient
government has presented itself to

improvement in our motor
system in the last two years, The
knowledge that this great work is
being steadily carried on, our in-
stitutions maintained at a high
grade of service and the routine
business of the state smoothly
conducted, all without the creation
of a cent of public debt, is not go-
ing to be dismissed as of no ac-
count by the citizens of the state.

There is not a name on the Re-
publican state ticket which is not
there because its owner has earned
his nomination and election by loy-
al and capable service to the peo-
ple of Connecticut,

As to the Republican Congres-
sional nominees, we can think of
nothing more unlikely than that
any Republican voter in this state
will not welcome the opportunity
to cast his vote for Frederic C.
Walcott as senator when. it i3 so
well known that no man .in the
country stands closer to Mr. Hoo-
ver and no person in Connecticut
could possibly be of so much serv-
ice to this state in the Senate, un-
der a Hoover administration, as
Mr. Walcott; and why any single
Republican in the First Congres-
sional district should vote for the
amiable but sorely mixed-up - Mr.
Kopplemann in preference to the
veteran Fenn it is impossible to
{imagine,

If there {sn't much noise being
made over the state ticket the rea-
son is obvious. Both Republicans
and Democrats know very well
that, no matter what may be the
results elsewhere, Connecticut isn't
even remotely likely to turn over
the machinery of its state manage-
ment to a party which is not only
without experience in the govern-
ment of Connecticut but falls to
present a single constructive rea-
son for a change.

BETTING DOPE

The New York Times professes
to be puzzled by the arithmetical
processes of bettors 'who, holding
New York to be an even break as
between Hoover and Smith, and
Massachusetts worthy of very
slight odds on Smith, yet regard
four-and-a-half to one on Hoover
to be a sensible gamble,

For our part we are not in the
least surprised at long odds in fa-
vor of Hoover, even granting the
New York and Massachusetts situa-
tions to be as indicated in the bet-
ting, We do not, however, entirely
[credit the four-and-a-half ballyhoo.

Those odds, ag a betting proposi-
tion, don't make sense because
they cannot bring into the game

But what the Times is losing
sight of {s the important difference
between state bets and natlonal
bets. It should consult its own|
sporting department and learn
something about parlay hetting on
the race track.

Suppose a bettor plays a four-
horse parlay; which means that-he
must pick the winner in four suc-
cessive races in order ‘to win at
all. Suppose, for the purposes of
simplicity, he picks in each race a
horse against which the price is
two to one, He bets a hundred dol-
lars, His first horse comes in first
and the bettor wins two hundred
dollars and gets his original stake
back. That three hundred dollars
goes on the second race, Again the
bettor's horse wins, He takes down
six hundred dollars plus his own
three hundred, or nine hundred in
all. He wins the third race, collect-
ing on his nine hundred dollar
stake eighteen hundred dollars
plus his nine hundred, or twenty-
seven hundred, His fourth horse
wins and he cashes in five thousand
four hundred dollars plus the twen-
ty-seven hundred staked, or eight
thousand one hundred dollars.

He has won eighty times as
much as his origlna.l stake, In
other orders the bookmgkers
have bet him elghty to one that
not all the four horses he picked
would win, And yet the odds
against any one of them, for one
race, was only two to one.

Now a Smith bettor could very
much better afford to bet even
money that Smith would win New
York and even money that Smith
would win Massachusetts than to
bet even money that he would win
them both—that is obvious. And

have a better gamble at 3 to 2 that
Smith wouldn't carry them both
than at evens, in separate bets,

THE PREVENTION AND CURE

OF TUBERCULOSIS

O

There is mnothing mysterious
about the development of tubercu-
losis if the bugaboo of the germ
theory is forgotten and the funda-
mental causeg of its origin are
studied.s

While the bacillus of tuberculo-
sis is usually found in the sputum
of patients suffering from *pulmo-
nary tuberculosis, it iz often im-
possible to find any trace of this
bacillus, which is so commonly

cited as the cause of tuberculosis.

The fact that the germ is not al-
ways present should show us that
it is not the primary cause of this
disease,

From practical experience in di-
agnosing and treating thousands of
cases of pulmonary tuberculosis, I
have been forced to the conclusion
that there are only three important
underlying causes of this disease, 1
will mention them in the order of
their importance:

First, every tubercular patient
has a tight, almost immovable
disphragm.

The diaphragm is a flat muscle
separating the chest organs from
those of the abdomen, It is the
main muscle used in breathing, and
accomplishes this act of breathing
by contracting and expanding, and
in this way forces the air in and
ont of the lungs with a kind of bel-
lows action,

Those of tubercular type are
born with this limited diaphragma-
tic action and, if it is discovered
early in life, suitable breathing ex-
ercises will entirely correct this
dangerous defect and a mnormal
condition can be developed. After
the disease has progressed to any
great extent, great care must be
used in taking these breathing ex-
ercises, or the strain on the irritat-
ed lungs will only break down the
tender tissues and retard the heal-
ing processes.

When inhaling, the tubercular
patient should not attempt to en-
large the upper chest, but rather
concentrate upon swelling out the
lower ribs to the greatest possible
circumference, When exhaling he
ghould force the air out with a se-
ries of “grunts” and try to com-
pletely empty the lungs, contract-
ing the lower ribs and making the
waist as small as possible,

Taking up the second ol the im-
portant causes:

Enervation always precedes tu-

When health obtains in the body,
the normal blood pressure is found
to be between 120 and 130 milli-
meters. This is determined by the
use of a blood pressure meter
which is attached to the upper arm
and, when correctly adjusted, indi-
cates on the dial the amount of
arterial tension registered by the
pressure of blood. When this pres-
sure is below mnormal, it. simply
means that the bodily energies are
low, Very few diseases ever devel-
op until this enervation has con-
tinued for a considerable period of
time. Tuberculosis is one of the
diseases that never develops until
enervation is present, and is never
cured until the bodily strength is
brought back to normal.

As health is the normal condi-
* tion of the body, it is well to un-
derstand what causes lead to this
enervation which prepares the only
soil in which tuberculosis can grow.
These causes are always found in
bad habits that waste energy! They
may be bad physical habits, or bad
mental ones, Overeating of even
good food is always a potent cause
of enervation, Physical excesses of
all kinds tend to lower the physical
resistance and waste valuable en-
ergy. Late hours, dancing most of
the night, cooling off too quickly
. after exercising, swimming too
long, playing too many sets of ten-
nis, or any other injudicious waste
of vital force will be a factor in
the development of the conditions
favorable to this disease,

In addition to these destructive
habits .of action, of equal import-
{ ance are those which may be said
to be of a mental or emotional na-
. ture, The mistake is made of work-
ing too many hours at brain work
: and thus, through the mental pro-
“cesses, using too much energy
which is needed and should be used
in the physical body to digest and
assimilate food, or in taking the

I be-
lieve that this stuffing process, so
commonly used, is respomnsible for
most of the early deaths, It Is a
well known fact that the digestion
and assimilation of the one suffer-
ing from this disease is always im-
paired. If this is true how can any-
one—by any flight of the imagina-
tion—bhelieye that if more food is
used there will be a beneficial re~

sult? Nothing but indigestion and

excess fermentation can be the re-
sult of such ridiculous practices as
overeating and other harmful ex-
cesses at the table,

The use of wrong food combina-
tions always furnishes the material
for the production of quantities of
catarrbal muecus which flood the
delicate lining membrane of the
lungs and make respiration so dif-
ficult,

of Cleveland, Roosevelt and Wilson?

“Tammany Hall is not a political party but purely a
business enterprise ... not only does the organization stand
as the orgamzatzon of crime but it embodies the tyranny
of crime.”

Founded in1789 as a “benevolent, patriotic and charitable”
society, Tammany became a political organization in 1800.
Its first «“boss” was Aaron Burr.

Croker and his henchmen garnered un-
told millions.

Then came Murphy—alleged organizer of a “New" Tam-
many. True, the more brazen methods of corruption and
graft were abandoned, but only for less open and equally ef-
ficient ways of plunder. Murphy died early in 1924 and the
local press summed up his efforts:

“Tammany Hall has a longrecord. It professes to cherish
the people but at heart it always intends to exploit and
debauch them ... It has greatly refined its methods. There
are no longer crude Tweed stealings. But by subtler means,
usually within the forms of law, Tammanyris still able to
enrich its masters . . . For New York it is just as much a
disgrace as it was fifty years ago that it is so often ruled
by this secret and self-appointed oligarchy, which does
not publish its accounts, and yet presumes to direct the
public administration and the political fortunes of a great
City . « « @ system which, without official responsibility, de-
grades our official life and which condemns New York to
suffer from maladministration and the lowest moral stand-
ards in public life.”

N. Y. Times, editorial, April 26, 1924

Murphy launched his campaign for thg nomination of Gov-

ernor Smith for the Presidency in 1924, culminating in the bitter
struggle of the Madison Square Garden Convention. He was
succeeded by Olvany, largely through Smith's influence.

While he cannot be held responsible for Tammany’s previ-
ous record, Alfred E. Smith isa product of its system. Backed
by his “political godfather,” “Big Tom” Foley, a saloon-
keeper and Tammany district leader, Smith was elected to the
State Assembly in 1903 and has ever since served Tammany
faithfully and well —its most distinguished member and
apologist:

Motorists will walver between
two problems this winter, in their
effort to use the best anti-freeze
liguid in their cooling system.

One will be whether to use glye-
erine or some similar substance
and so no longer worry over the
proper proportion of anti-freeze so-
lution in the radiator. The other
will be whether to use denatured
alcohol and be sure nothing dele-
terious is happening to the connec-
tions or other parts of the system.

The answer is more a matter of
personal judgment, since the need
for one type of anti-freeze over the
other varies with the locality and
its peculiar weather conditions,

For instance; in the north where
winter stays practically over the
entire season and even beyond,
there i{s less chance of losing alco-
hol by evaporation than in the
southern and more varying climes.
Therefore aleohol would be much
cheaper and more efficient than
glycerine.

But farther south, where winter
is interspersed with warm snatches,
the best anti-freeze to use is glye-

In real cold climate as in Cana-
da and even in some of the more
northerly parts of the United
States, glycerine would have anoth-
er disadvantage. As it gets colder,
this anti-freeze tends to grow thick
and sluggish, therefore retarding
the flow of cooling liquid through
the radiator, pump and water jack-
et.

Although it would keep the sys-
tem from cracking up due to freez-
ing the glycerine might have a ten-
dency toward clogging the radiator
and the water pump and as a re-
sult produce just the opposite ef-
fect. The motor would suddenly get
very hot before the liquid could
thin down enough to be effective.

Alecohol, however, maintains a
regular consistency from freezing
to boiling, has even a lower freez-
ing point than glycerine and there-
fore is more effective in real cold
weather,

Okra and Tomato Stew

Two cups sliced okra, 2 cups
sifted tomato pulp, 1 teaspoon salt,
14 teaspoon pepper, 2 teaspoons
sugar, 4 tablespoons minced onion,
1 large sweet green pepper, 2 table-
spoons butter, 2 tablespoons minced
parsley, 4 tablespoons grated
cheese.

Melt butter in sauce pan and
add minced onion. Cook over a low
fire until onion is a golden brown.
Add finely shredded green pepper.
The seeds and white pith should be
removed from pepper before shred-
ding. Cook five minutes with oniong
over a low fire. Add tomato pulp
and prepared okra, season with
salt, pepper and sugar and coonk
closely covered until okra is tender.
It will take about an hour as the
mixture should cook very slowly.
If too thick and there is danger of
burning add a little water. Serve in
a hot vegetable dish sprinkling
parsley and cheese over the tap.

Do not cook okra im Iron as it
will become black.

4, Each time you finish wearing
a hat, air {t and either put a sachet
In its lining, or give it a little whiff
of perfumery from your atomizer.

5. Furs and artificial flowers
both should be perfumed. But
vaguely, sparingly. For too delicate
a smell of some.scent alien to both
furs and flowers is not good taste.

6. The only permissible applica-
tion of perfumery when finished
dressing is to spray the halr and
touch the lobes of the ears with
perfumery.

The new fruit and vegetable
presses shown at recent loecal dem-
onstrations are veritable time-sav-
ers for housewives who are busy
outside the home or those with
large famllies. For instance apples
may be washed, cut up, skin, core
and all, for in those parts are the
most vital food elements, After
cooking by the newest method,
without water, the fruit {s pressed
through the press and a smooth
cranberry, apple or other sauce is
the result. Potatoes may be riced
by the same utensil, and where it is
desired to serve them in this way,
vegetables may be pressed through
and soups or gravies strained.

HINTS ON HOW 10 KEEP WELL
by ‘World Famed Authority
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DIPHTHERIA NOW UNDER
CONTROL OF MEDICINE

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN

L.ast year there were seven cities
in the United States without a sin-
gle death from diphtheria.

Here is one disease for which
the cause, the means of transmis-
sion, the method of prevention,
and for which medicine has a
specific method of cure.

Whether or not diphtheria oc-
curs in a famlily and whether or
not a case is fatal depends largely
on the willingness of human be-
ings to availl themselves of the
advance of medical science in the
control of this disease.

Ohio City Chosen

In 1924 the city of Youngstown

and Mahoning county in Ohio

‘| were selected for a demonstratio-

of the effectiveness of immuniza-
tion against diphtheria, because
they had the highest case and
death rates from the d¥ease of
any Ohio communities. s

The number of cases dropped
from <1070 in 1923 to 323 in
1924, to 108 in 1925, 64 In 1926,
and 118 In 1927. The death rate
dropped from 84 deaths {in 1923
to 27 deaths in 1924, 17 deaths in
1925, 6 deaths in 1926, and 23
deaths in 1927.

It has been pointed out _that
diseases tend to take on increased
severity at certain intervals, and
that we are now passing through
a period in which diphtheria is
more virnlent than it has been
in the past.

The toxin-antitoxin method of
immunization against diphtheria
is not dangerous. With a properly
standardized preparation, a com-

The second revolves around the
report that Clarence Spears, Min-
nesota coach, may be blandished in-
to coming in here next year to see
what he can do about it. Nobody
appears to have anything definite
on Clarence in this respect, ex-
cept that his contract with Min-
nesota expires :is year and that he
is such an ardent exponent of the
shift that he even has been known
to use it n connection with his
professional . fii'iations. Clarence
coached successively and 1 may say
stccessfully ut Dartmoath and at
Virginia before going to Minnesota.

Another Candidate

The third ciimax may be furnish-
ed, they say, by Sam Willaman,
present oackfield coach here, who
had more than a modicum of suc-
cess at Ames and at East High in
Cleveland. Samuel, as a candidate,
is nobody’s chump but that won’t
save him fro'n being forgotten in
the event that Wilce wins at least
two of his three big games yet to
be played with Princeton, Jowa and
Illinois. There is none so sincerely
penitent as the Crusader who finds
that pe has campaigned against a
winner.

You should not be surprised if
you hear that Dr. Wilce has been
asked to reconsider his resignation.
These words are said to have been
spoken before a representative
gathering of local business men the
other day and the speaker is alleg-
ed to have be>n L. W, St, Jjohn, di-
rector of athleties at Ohio State;
and a pro-Wilce man from the first.
On sound authority, I am informed
today also that a petition for
Wilce's re-engagement in 1929 has
been circulated at the Columbus
Athletic Club, one of the most in-
fluential of local organizations.

Of course, all that {8 necessary
to make this sentiment congeal is
for Dr. Wilce o blow the Princeten
game on Saturday and I mention
Dr, Wilee as doing the blowing,
devisedly. For the past perform-
ances of local sentiment heve prov-
ed that, although the team wins the
ball game when it is won, the doe-
tor always loses it when 1t is lost.
One also gets that way from play-
ing toss with u two-headed coin.

Many quarterbacks think
terms of mathematics when
teams are in scoring positions. In-
stead of ‘‘the shortest distance be-
tween two points is a straight line,”
it should be “Lhe shortest distance
to a touchdown is through the
weakest part of the opposing team.”

Anyone who has followed foot-
ball has seen teams work the ball
into scoring territory and then fail
miserably in the attempt to score.

Sometimes the offensive team is
excited wHen a score is imminent,
and loses its calmmness and preci-
sion. The players forget how the
ball was advanced within striking
distance and think only of the
score,

A judicious mixture of plays is
overlnoked and fuiile line smash-
ing is  attempted. Line bucks
usually fall because the secondary
defense is playing up close to the
line of serimmage.

I have often seen a fullback sent
into the line on a fourth down and
fail when there was less.than a
vard to gain. It is not the fault of
the ball-carrier, but is a case of
poor judgment on the part of the
quarterback.

Suech a play will fail fdine times
out of ten, not only near the goal
line but in any part of the field,
when the defensive center has mov-
ed up into the line, and all defen-
sive linesmen are playing low.

The offensive center's first duty
is to pass the ball. He has little or

@no power in his charge, and the de-
fensive lineman playing in front of
him has a decided advaniage. He
plays lower, has more drive, and is
set to start a hard charge,

In case the ball-carrier doeg get
through the line, he is usually met
head-on by a defensive man back-
ing up the line. The other backs
also close in, and if yardage is gain-
ed it is through good fortune rather
than good play.

In my early coaching experience I
had what would have been a per-
| fect record spoiled by such foolish-
ness. Since that time, however, one
of the first things I teach my juar-
| terback is never to hit the center
of the line when ¢ yard or so is
needed if the defensive center is
playving in the line.

Apother sure way to have a play
fail is to have the offensive team
pocketed near the side-line, I have
seen &8 number of teams attempt to
use a powerful back in an attemnpt
to score when there was scarcely
enough field for him to run in,

Plays generally fail because the
quarterback fails to use his head.
The guarter must lonk over the sit-
uation, consider what plays have
gained ground, and determine
whether they will gain again.

The oldest moth-eaten plays will
zain ground if the defense isn't set
for them, and that is the auarter-
back’'s job—to use plays that the
defense is not set for.

Delivers Another Slashing
Attaek on G. 0. P. Lead-

ers and Their Policies in

Newark, N. J.

New York, Nov. 1.—Another
siashing attack on Republican poli-
cies and leaders behind him, Gov.
Smith was back in New York to-
day to finish his fight for the presi-
dency on home soil. He will not
leave the city again until he knows
whether he is to be the next presi-
dent or just another defeated
aspirant for that high offite,

Gov, Smith closed his eampaign
outside New York last night with
a speech in New Jersey in which he
assaulted the whole Republican
breastworks, from candidates to

|

certain terms with the issues
himself has raised in the
paign, .

The speech followed an old-
fashioned politica] celebration iu
the Democratic stronghold of
North Jersey, which for sheer ex-
uberance, red-fire, and boisterona-
ness equalled anything that the
Democratic candidate has met in
his campaign travels, The Jersey-
ites literally took the lid off to
wealcome “Al" from across the riv-
er, and it was early this morning
before the last dying embers of
the red fire burned out and the
whoopee-makers trudged wearlly
homeward,

primarily a bid for the big labor
vote of the country, for he pledged
himself to end the abuse of labor
injunctions, to seek out and rem-

he
cam-

policies, and again dealt in no un-"

edy the causes for unemployment,
and (o pursue.no policy: as presl-
dent, with regard to tariff or gen-
eral business, that *‘will take one
five cent plece from the pocket of
the American working man."

But with his own proposals, he
coupled a slashing and sardonic at.
tack upon Herbert Houvver, Charlus
Evans Hughes, Senator Wm. E
Borah, and other Republican -ta-
tors, as well as upon the recora of
the past elzght years. '

Again he sarcastically challenged
his Republican opponent to say
whers he stood on prohibition; on
waler power, on farm relief, and
with a tinge “of bitterness ip li:s
voice he denounced Republican et-
torts *‘to scare the American wage-
earner” with the bogey of *“hard
times” should there be a Demo-
cratic victory next Tuesday,

He held aloft circulars which he
said Republican employers had been
slipping into Lhe pay envelopes of
their workmen, which “gravely and
grossly misrepresenled the natiuna,
campaign.” Sueh employers, he as-
serted, were ""not the best kind of
citizens."

The Republican leadership, he
declared, ir “trying to fool .ne
American workmen,” just as it aas
“fooled the American farmer” for
eight yvears. And in this connection
he flung out a definite challenge to
Mr. Hoover to say flatly at St
Louis tomorrow night whether hs
Gid or did not keep farm prices
down in the war period.

Raps Borah.

“Senator Borah told the farmery
that during the war and reconstruc-
tion period Mr. Hoover kept up 1ne
prices of farm products,” he szid.
“But Mr. Hoover sent a cablegram
from Europe over here that was
transmitted to one of the farm
leaders saying he kept prices down
