rote to Louisville, Nov. 2.—Spced-\
ing westward along ‘‘my own Main
street,” Herbert Hoover carried his
Republican prosperily keyno:‘e into
Ohio, Kentucky and Indiana today.

Happy over ovations accorded
him uniformly in hamlet, village
and town throughout Maryland and
West Virginia, the nominee and his
campaign chief, Dr. Hubert Work,
Republicen national chairman,
swung in'o the Ohio valley with re-
newed confidence on the oufrome of
next Tuesday's presidential ballot-
ing.

“The Victory Special’ was the
rame giveu the Hoover train by his
campaign managers aboard. Skirt-
ing Cincinnati, the special crossec
the Ohio river into Kentucky short-
Iy after 8 o'clock this morning.

A stop of an hour and a1 half,
with a street parade and a brief
address, comprised Hoover's Louis-
ville program between 10:10 and
11:40 a. m., after which he was to
head northward through Indiana
for St. Louis, where he is to deliver
his pen-ltimate major campaign
address tonight.

It is a serious question whether
the system of enforcing trafic reg-
ulations in this country will not
have to be completely revamped in
the very near future, unless the
use of automobiles is to be con-
ﬂned to the very class which ought
not to be permitted to use them at
all,

It is not characteristic of Man-
chester any more than of practical-
ly every other community—and it
is just as much characteristic of
tkis town as of others—that scarce-
ly any attention is paid to viola-
tions' of trafiic laws unless an ac-
cident results, As fool luck or the
skill of the offended driver pre-
vents accidents in multitudes of
cases where they are courted by
the recklegs, the result is that
probaBly not one traffic law infrace
tion in a hundred, anywhere, comes
to the atteption of the courts,

Whether 'such wholesale viola-
permitted
without driving all sane and re-
sponsible citizens off the roadways
and out of their automobiles {s
problematical,

On Main street a block or two
south of the Center one day this
week, one of Manchester's best
known financlers K was driving
north, He has driven an #ttomo-
bile almost since the beginning of
the motor era and had never had
an accident., He passed a trolley
car which was running very slow-
ly. Behind him was a car driven by
a suburbanite, At a point where a
car was parked at the curb the
suburbanite passed the Manches-
ter man—on the right side, Then,
in order not to crash into the park-
ed car, he cut squarely across in
front of the financier's car, The
Manchester man was forced to
swerve to the left, taking his foot
off the gas as he did so; otherwise
he would have collided with the
suburbanite. The trolley car, be-
cause the motorman was onto his
job, stopped quickly enough so
that the resulting crash was mnot
very serious, The suburban offend-
er went on about his business se-
renely indifferent to the result of
his rotten driving.

Nobody complained. Nothing
happened—except that the Man-
chester man will pay for his own
new mud guard. Here was an ut-
terly flagrant violation of the
rules of the road. But it7is a com-
mon one—and unless there is an
accident nothing transpires.

Everybody knows, too, that the
practice of running past standing
trolley cars is as common as tak-
ing in the morning's milk. But
there are very few places where the
people who do it are arrested—un-
less they hit some one.

These things grow with what
they feed on. Pretty soon the aver-
age run of motorists will get the
impréssion that there is only omne
regulation—''"Don't have an acci-
dent."”

Twenty-five automobillsts
brought .into police court and fined
five dollars apiece, every day for a
week or two, for violations inde-
pendent of. accidents, might, by
their example, produce a better
condition. And a hundred and
twenty-five dollars a day would pay |.
quite a number of cops.

A QUEER PROBLEM

One of the thousand ,and one
curious problems constantly being
created by prohibition has to do
with the sale at auction by the
United States government of the
effects of some dead or deserting
sailor. Such effects are by law turn-
ed over by ship masters to the gov-
ernment and when enough of them
accumulate they are sold, A bidder
at one of these auctions in New
York the other day offered two
dollars for a ‘suit case and its un-
known contents. It was knocked
down to him. Opening it, the pur-
chaser found he had five bottles of
real rye whiskey. A customs agent
pe€ked and grabbed.

The customer protested that the
sale was valid, made by Uncle Sam
himself, However, they took the
case away from him and. gave him
back his two dollars, formally con-
fiscated the booze and then offered
the sultcase again, Someone else
bought it for 33 cents.

The first purchaser left the
Barge Office declaring he was go-
ing to get a lawyer. It won't do him
any good If he does. This is only
one of a good many ways in which
enforcement of prohibition .over-
rides what appear to be the rights
of the cltizen. And nobody has been
able to get any relief from any of

them.

ELECTION WEATHER

Nature may possibly take a
hand in the Presidential election.
Regorts from the liocky Mountain
réglon this morniffg told of a bliz-
zard of apparently broad dimen-
slons that was sweeping eastward
and bade fair to interrupt travel in
a considerable number of Western
gtates. Assuming that the storm is
as violent as described, and that
it may Mdeed prevent a great many
lsolated voters from reaching their
polling places next Tuesday, who
can say whether or not the absence’
of those voters may not change the
result in a state or two or three—
and just posslbly in the nation?

Political leaders can and do an-
ticipate pretty much every conceiv-
able eventuality, including eley-
enth-hour roorbacks and buchard-
isms, and put out buffers against
them. But the weather is an . ele-
ment that mo amount of political
genius and no amount of campaign
funds can combat. It may at any
time determine the making of a
President.

‘Heated argument is not going to
settle the Presidential election,
neither are the wishes of any in-
dividual going to affect the out-
come beyond the extent of his own

Prevention of Tuberculosis (Cont'd)

The blood is starved for oxygen
and metabolism is seriously inter-
ferred with. The weak patient who
is fearful of developing this dread
disease is unwisely urged to eat as
much as pgssible of the starches,
under the delusion that they will
provide energy and *“build up” the
system. Especially after some acute
sickness, when the vitality is low,
this Is a hurtful method to use in
an attempt to galn strength.

Tuberculosis of the lungs rarely
occurs in its acute form called quick
or gallopinig consumption. This
form is rare and is almost the same
as an attack of pneumonia., It is
difficult. to tell the difference until
the eighth or tenth day, when the
condition becomes more aggravat-
ed, with sweating and expectoration
of greenish, mucopurulent sputum.

Most cases of acute tuberculosis
do not get well, but die between
the first and third months. If pro-
per treatment
beginning of the attack, the death
rate could be materially reduced.
Those who do recover generally set-
tle into chronic tuberculosis,

The majority of cases of chronie
pulmonary tuberculosis are of the
uleerative type and begin in one
of the lungs, usually in the apex,
or top lobe. Excepting the cases
which have developed from gallop~
ing consumption, the onset of tu-
berculosis is generally quite grad-
ual. There will be months and even
yvears of noticeable enervation,
Night sweats often begin quite
early in' this disease, and the pa-
tient will feel as tired in the morn-
ing as when he went to bed. A
glight cough will develop, but usu-
ally only after months of weakness
and increasing depression. The
patient has plenty of warning, even
before tuberculosis can be said to
have developed into its incipiaut
stage,

It is impossible for the layman to
dirgnose his own diseases and tu-
berculosis of the 1lungs {s often
well advanced before a physician s
consulted. One whose blood pres-
sure is low and who I8 tired most
of the time should have a careful
examination made at frequent inter-
vals, and then follow the best ad-
vice obtainable in order to regain
normal strength. If, however, one
has walited so long that the physi-
cian makes the diagnosis of Incipi-
ent tuberculosis, it is necessary to
use radical measures and a striet
dietetic and hygienic regime to
bring about a cure.

In DIETING FOR
TUBERCULOSIS, the first thing to
do is to take a short fast, using the
followiing acid fruits: Apples, apri-
cots, peaches, pears, grapes,
oranges, cherries, berries, tomatoes,
and melons. Use only one of these
fruits on any one day, but vary the
kind from day to day if desired.
The fruit fast should be continued
for at least a week and, in many
cases, for ten days or two weeks.
One enema should be taken each
day to insure proper cleansing of
the bowels, with at least two sponge
or shower baths to thoroughly
cleanse the skin and thus assist in
elimination. During this fast a
large amount of impurlties will be
eliminated, and the patient will

Upon arising in the morning, take
a warm or cold sponge or shower
bath, Then,

BREAKFAST: One or two eggs
prepared in any manner except by
frying; Melba toast or toasted
Shredded wheat biscuit; choice of
one of'the following stewed fruits:

okra, chayotes, kale, oyster plant,
mallow or zucchini.

\ LESSON ON COLDS

It is a common conception
much exposure to
huildg resistance to the common
cold, that the way to keep from
having colds is to submit oneself
to extremes of temperature, The
notion is comparable to the sym-
bolic belief that smallpox could
be conquered by putting velvet
hangings on the windows.

Scientific evidence as to the sus-
ceptibility of the Eskimo to the
common cold {is now available
through the results of research
by Drs. Peter Heinbecker and
Edith I, M. Irvine-Jones, who
studied these diseases in Green-
land in 1926, The evidence seems
to establish definitely that the
catching of a cold depends on con-
tact with persons who have colds
and that the Eskimo by the nature
of his living has not built up any
special resistance,

Bring Colds to Pole

Among the Polar Eskimos not
a single case of infection of the
breathing tract had appeared until

that

with colds. Within 72 hours after
the arrival of the expedition

Greater Susceptibility

It was the opinion of the inves-
tigators, in fact, that the Eskimo
apparently has an Increased sus-
ceptibility to infections of the
breathing tract which resembles
that of all primitive groups when
new infections are brought among
them.

When measles was first intro-
duced by white man in the Faroe
Islands the epidemic was terrifiz
and killed hundreds of persons.
When tuberculosis was first intro-
duced to the American Indian,
thousands died of the disease be-

Bedlam broke loose when
Garcia caught Tucker square on the
chin with a solid right and floored
him for a count of nine in the first
round. The crowd :iood up and
many climbed onto their chalrs
shouting their approval.

Laurence R. Wilder. chairman of
! the Trans-oceaniec Corporation of
the United States and one of the
ecountry’s most  suceessful ship-
huilders. R

The Trans-oceanic Corporation
has been working toward the' de-
velopment of Heets of American-
built and American-owned ships
since its purchase three years ago
of the New York Shipbullding cor-
poration frow P. A. S. Franklin,
chairman of the International Mer-
cantile Marine corporation, Mat-
thew Brush and their assoclates.

Wilder put forth his views and
wnnounced some of his plans In a
speech here before the Propellor
Club, an organization of shipping
! men.

Build Sea Power
| “National economic necessity,
| national defense and public con-
| sclousness demand that we bulld
adequate sea power,”" Wilder said.

““The trade is there and the prob-
lem is solely that of adequately
serving it. It is ou. trade. Its ser-
vice desires and requirements are
known. It wants improved speed,
frequency and reliability. It can
have it and at no greater cost. It
is purely a matter of mass trans-
portation, of which we are national-
ly past masters.

“In our consideration of where
to start the rebullding of an ade-
quate merchant marine we turned
to the sea route which has the
heaviest national traffic—the North
Atlantic. More than 70 per cent of
the total of all passenger trafile
between our country and all for-
eign ports crosses by this route.
More than 50 per c¢ent of all our
forelgn mail and more than 60 per
cent of the total of our exported
and imported foodstuffs, semi and
finished manufactures of all kinds,
are carried to and from Huropean
countries, In other words, more
than one-half of our entire ioreign
passeager, mall and freight trafilc
is carried in this service,”

Wilder cited how the United
States is losing this volume of
trade through Inadequate sea
power.

Atlantic Traffic

“Of the total first-class North
Atlantic passenger trafic 70 per
cent is ours, of cabin class, 60 per
cent. Of this total we are now
carrying 12 per, cent. Of the total
of our exports and imports, of
manufactured food products, we
are transporting 4 per cent in
American flag ships on this route.

“The market for the services of
adequate American ships is clearly
well developed in the North Atlan-
tic. It requires only the right ships
and proper operation of these ships
profitably to absorb this business.
If our ships supply the eguivalent
or better service at the same cost,
our ever-increasing foreign passen-
ger, express and freight -business
will follow the fiag.

“Summed up, primarily becauss
our trade exists in such volume on
the North Atlantic, we can bulld
ships to render far better service
and operate them at lower cost
‘than our forelgn competitors, with-
out subdldy o« subvention. -The
Jones-White bill provides adequate
mall pay for service rendersd. As
this 1s not available to our forelgn
competitors, it is an item of rey-
enue which, properly used, will pro-

vide a war chest which should . is-
courage imprcper competition.,

Snow Removal Equipment in
Cofidition for Immediate
Use on Appearance of

First Snowfall.

Althoug™ there is normally no
heavy snowfall in Connecticut until
late in December or early in Jan-

uary, the State Highway Depart-
ment nas already put into first class
condition {its spow removal and
road vlearing equipment in antici-
pation of its annual warfare against
snow blucked roads and. wintry
weather, according to an announce-
ment today by State Highway Com-
missioner John A. Macdonald.

As early as the month of August,
orders were sent from department
headquarters to distriet super-
visors and garage foremen to make
a thorough examination of snow
plows, brushes, and other snow
clearing equipment, to repair any
parts worn or broken by work in
last winter's storias, and to make
requisitions for any mnew parts
needed, The work of getting the en-
tire snow fighting equipment ready
was completed this month, Even if
a heavy snowiall should blanket
the roads of the state tomorrow,
the department would immediately
be ready to begin widespread snow
clearing activities.

On the various roads throughout
the state, the highway department
has seventy garages, and in those
garages is ‘housed its road clearing
apparatus. Snow plows, ten feet in
width, are now ready to be attach-
ed at the first sign of considerable
snow to each of the motor trucks
of the department’s vast fiset, num-
bering close to 200. Every one of
those trucks, carrying crews of
three to five men, will automatical-
1y begin work as soon as the first
snowfall of the winter season
reaches a depth of three inches, and
these forces will continue the battle
until every highway in the state is
again open to traffic in both direc-
tions.

Bmployées of the highway de-
partment have for many years
taken pride in the fact that they
are able to clear every main high-
way in the state within 24 hours
after the snow stops falling. Pride
of the respeciive crews in their
efficiency vesults in keen rivalry
among them when they and their
equipment are marshaled for bat-
tle against a storm. It is not un-
usual for crews to work continu-
ously for 48 hours, when snowfalls
continue ., over long durations-of
time,

Londcn.—“Beware of the ‘Talk-
fes’ for he time being” is the ad-
vice given to its members in a spe-
cial report of the Cinematogro-
phers Exhibitors’ Association,

A committee of the association
has been Investigating the revolu-
tionary situation brought about by
the introdnction of dialogue films.

“*At least another two years will
elapse before one can attempt to
answer, with any degree of defi-
niteness, the question as to wheth-
er talking or dialogue films will be
the possibllity of the future,” says
the report. '

“It is considered unlikely that
even first attempts at ‘talkie' films
will be available to picture thea-
tergs generally before the end of the
vear, The reproduction of speech
by mechanical means in large halls
has also enormously to be im-
proved,

“The talking or dialogue film, as
such, is not at the moment within

immediate range, Even supposing
it were, the expense would make
it prohibitive to 80 per cent of the
theaters in this country.”

““The greater part of the claims
for talking films,” according to the
report, ‘“‘are entirely visionary.”

Synchronized sound flims—those
which give only an orchestra ac-
companiment and effects—are put
in a different category by the re-
port, The committee thinks that
synchronized sound films are like-
ly to stay. BExperience already
avallable shows that after movie

| statetnent, therefore, probably rep-
resents Lis final, active political
campaign utterance as. a United
States Senater, and {isin typical
style.

In repeating at this time itz
promises to safeguard industry and
labor, S2nator McLean reminds the
Democratic party that its 1912
claims along the same iine proved
so empty and impossible of fulfill-
ment that It immediately enacted
the Underwood low tariff law, and
did exaetly to Connecticut indus-
tries what it solemnly promised
during the campaign that it would
not do.

The Statement.

His statement follows:

““As the campaign draws to a
close, we find our Democratic
friends inspired with the usual
ante-election assurance of victory
and fully restored to their old time
confidence that if given the oppor-
tunily they will solve the problems

before the convening of Congress in
1920 and that the committee framed
a bill upon the American valuation
plan. To aid them they had exten-
sive hearings and the full benefit
of the investigations of the tariff
commission begun as far back as
1917, This commission, as I have
noted, was appointed by President
Wilson for the express purpose of
taking the tariff question out of
politics and its personnel was a safe
guaranty that its reports and rec-
ommendations would not permit ex-
cessively high rates. The Senate, re-
alizing that Democratic Senators,
with the aid of Progressive Repub-
lican Senators, would reject a bill
based on American valuations, was
compelled to go back to the old
plan of basing rates on foreign val-
uations.

passed the House,

‘““‘Honorable James B. Reynolds
was appointed as Director on Sep-
tember 27, 1921. The staff and of-
fice force was organized immediate-
ly and work began October 1, 1921.
The final report of the investiga-
tion was submitted to the Chairmun
of the Senate Committee on Fi-
nance under date of January 18,
1922, In the course of the investi-
gation approximately 85 persons
were employed at various times for
varying periods.

““‘“The amount of the appropri-
ation was $100,000; the amount
used for salaries, trayel expenses,
freight and miscellaneous purposes
was $82,693, leaving an unexpended
balance of $17,307.

Combed the World

“It is my recollection that for
more than three months, forty men
at least were at work all the time
combing the wide world for costs
and prices that would enable the
committee to ascertain rates that
would fairly meet competitive con-
ditions at home and abroad. In
some instances foreign costs could
not be obtained but foreign whole-
sale selling prices disclosed at the
custom houses supplied information
that enabled the committee to fix
both ad valorem and specific rates
that were sorely needed and entire-
ly justified.

“As a member of the conference
committee of the two houses, which
finally passed on the rates report-
ed to Congress, I can say that in no
single Instance did the rates in the
McCumber Bill exceed the rates
clearly indicated as necessary in the
reports of the investigators,

‘“When the McMaster resolution
which demanded an immedite revi-
sion of the tariff downward, was
being debated in the Senate last
winter, I challenged its proponents
to point to a single rate that was
higher than it ought to be and this
challenge was not accepted,

“It will be remembered that
many Republicans and Republiean
newspapers took the position that
the McCumber Bill was enacted at
an inopportune time. Some of the
great metropolitan papers,. includ-
ing the New York Herald Tribune

then owned by Mr. Munsey, took
this view and adversely - criticised |
the bill. But, a year later the Her- |
ald Tribune frankly admitted thnt
the McCumber bill had fully justi-
fled its enactmient in 1922 as well
a8 the rates imposed.

“The opposition ..r‘ we had o
meet from the impoir.cis in New
York, in combination with Demo-
cratic and Progressive Senators and
chain stores and mail order houses,

that the rates which finally ran

the gauntlet of the Senate wers

none of them tpo high and many of
them too low as subsequent events
have clearly demonstrated. So much

In the Conn-
cressional Record of September 13.
1922, are similar Aennunciations nf
thie protective theory. ‘Nothing'. he
=aid, ‘has been more rpnductive nf
mnnnpoly than tae Republican
poliev of high proteective tarifis’.

“Next comes Mr. Oldfield of
Arkansas, a lifelong opponent of
nrotective tariffs. In the Concres-
sional Rzenrd of January 29, 1926,
Mr. Oldfield declared that he ‘would
reduce the Fordnev-MeMumhber law
to a revenue hasis. and that means
a competitive hasis.”

“Mr. Hull of Tennessee, another
Demneratic leader and member of
the Ways and Means Committee of
the House, on Fehranarv 22nd. 19°°
declared that ‘protective tariffs are
dishapest." Fonr years later in
1927 Mr. Hull declared on the floor
of the House that ‘e’zhiy-five per
cent. of the American peanle de-
rived no benefit from protection but
onlv tariff injuries.’

“Mr. Rainey is annther memher
of the Ways and Means Committee
of the House. On January 17th of
this year, Mr. Rainey said that ‘any-
bndy who tried to defend a protec-
tive tariff in this world at the pres-
ent time has a warped sense of
logie.'

“In a word, we have no evidence
that the Demoecratic leaders of the
House. who would have absolute
control over legislation in the next

[(‘nngress would echange their views

“When we come to Lhe Senate,
the situation is even more discour-
aging.

“Senator Simmons of North Car-
olina would be Chairman of the
Committee on Finance of the Sen-
ate.
