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COAL RATES
CASE WON BY
CHENEY BROS.

Interstate Commerce ' Com-
mission Finds Anthracite
and Bituminous Charges
Unfair; Awards Damages.

Cheney Brothers today announc-

ed that their petition to the Inter- |

state Commerce Commission for an
adjustment in coal freight rates to
South Manchester had met with
success and that the commission
had ordered a reduction as request-
ed by Cheney Brothers and other
local concerns, A complete sum-
mary of the case which I8 over two

years old follows:

On October 2nd, 1926 Cheney
Brothers, the Manchester Lumber
Company, Rogers Paper Mfg. Com-
pany, Case Brothers, Harry E, Sea-
man, Archie H. Hayes, and L, Pola
filed complaint with the Interstaie
‘Commerce Commission alleging that
the rates on anthracite and bitu-
minous coals and coke to South
Manchester were unreasonable and
unduly prejudicial as compared
with the rates on like traffic to
Manchester, Hartford, and East
Hartford.

While the South Manchester
Rallroad heads the list of the names
of the defendants it, however, an-
swered the complaint acquiescing in
the contentions of the complajnants
and became a party to the case as
a eross-complainant thereupon plac-
ing the burden upon the New York,
New 'Haven & Hartford Rallroad
and the other participating coal
raflroads to defend the action.

-Argued Before Commission

The evidence in the case was pre-
sented a®* a hearing at Hartford
during March 1927 before Examin-
er McGrath from the Interstate
Commerce Commission., The case
was afterwards argued before .Divi-
sion 3 of the Interstate Commerce
Commission in Washington on No-
vember 25th, 1927. The Commis-
sion decided the case on October
4th, 1928 and released its decision
about November 1st, 1928.

The Commission found.that the
South Manchester Railroad is a
common carrier lawfully entitled to
participate in and receive divisions
of joint interstate rates.

Financial District H,eafs Re-
port That Governor Will
Go Into Business.

New York, Nov. 8.—Governor Al
Smith, who says he i8 ““through
with public life” and ‘‘going to
worl:,” may become a banker.

The financial district buzzed to-
day with a report that he will soon
receive the offer of the chairman-
ship of the directors of the newly
projected $55,000,000 Wall street

bank. The name ef Willlam F.
Kenny, millionaire contractor and
boyhood friend of the governor, is

mentioned as a probable director of

the new bank.
John J. Raskob, who resigned
a8 chairman of the finance commit-

tee of General Motors Corporation !

to direct Al Smith's campuaign for
the presidency, was reported on
August 16 to be the founder of the
bank but this Raskob denied. There
has been {timation in Wall street
since then, however, that he would
be connected with it.

Smith would make a good bank-
er, his friends say, pointing to his
flair for figures. He has had the
directing hand in the expenditures
of as high as from $200,000,000 to
$2560,000,000 a year in the state's
publi¢ husiness,

His First Defeat

After Smith was defeated for re-
election as governor in 1920 he
went into the trucking business, be-
coming an official of the United
States Trucking Corporation. This
is the only private business the
governor ever engaged In, having
devoted 25 years of his life to pub-
lic afiairs, He made good in the
trucking business. His employer,
George F. Getz, a Chicago business
man, was quoted in dispatches to-
day as saying Al was a success with
the trucking company and that he
has “‘a job for Al Smith any time Al
wants it,"”

. Smith  is expected to receive
countless offers of positions. The
advertising value of his name alone
is worth considerable to almost any
venture. Tt is understood that a
position such as chairman of a big
Wall street bank would 'appeal to
- him. He also has indicated u desire
to do some wriling after he gets
through as governor on January 1,
- A929,

IMPORTANT ISSUE

Hoover is Certam to Call

Special Session to Solve
Problem.

Washington, Nov. 8.—The eclec-
tion of Herbert Hoover and an
overwhelmingly Republican Con-
gress has made farm relief the out-
standing legislative issne of the
vation as. long as the problem re-
mains, it was declared by leaders
today.

The farm will raise its head on
the first day of the short session
in Decémber and may result in a
special session after March 4.

On nearly every-other issue Hoo-
ver has unqgualified endorsed the
Coolldge policies. His new legisla-
tive«proposals are expected to be
few.

While rezarded as sympathetic to
the administration’s farm stand,
Hoover nevertheless professad. to
‘offer a complets plan to the voters
and expressed willingness to make
the problems his own by calling a
special session.

For Special Session.

Senator Borah (R) of Idaho, tak-
ing Hoover at his word, has already
deelared for the special session, as-
gerting that nothing can be done in
the three months short session.

On the other -hand Sen. Mec-
Nary (R) or Oregan, co-author of
the now crphaned McNary-Haugen
farm bill, is confident that Hooyer's
plan can be put over this winter
under President Coolldge. McNary
will offer the plan when Congress
meets.

Among the other legislative
questions to be raised in the short
session are: enactment of $274,-
000,000 naval. building program;

Lynn, Mass.,, Nov, 8.—Fifteen
persons, including, four children,
were killed' and thirteen persons
were injured today whenm an ex-
plosion and fire tore apart a cellu-
loid and leather factory on the
Swampseelt line and sent out

five dwelling houses.

The roar of the explosion and the
great flashes of flame were attrib-
uted to fifteen drums of - alcohol

seven drums of benzine and a large
quantity of celluloid stored in the
two story factory building of ce-
ment construction,

The Dead.

The dead:

Harry Blaney, his wife Lillian
M., their children, Heler, 7; Thel-
ma, 15; Dorcthy, 3 months; Vivian,
8; John E. Nelson and William
Clement, both factory workers; and
seven others believed to be factory
workers.

These burned bodies were on
slabs in a local morgue where they
were identified. e

At the same time in  hospitsls
Lhirteen persons, including several
children, were suffering great pain
from burns. The fnjured list in-
cluded four other Blaney children
—Harry Jr., 14; Norman 17; EHa.
18; and Lillian Jr., 12, The Blaneys
occupied a dwelling house next door
to the factory. Thelr home was’a
roaring furnace and the majerity
of the family were killed before
they had a chance to eseape,.

The dead .factory workers were
buried beneath the debrig of cement
and timbers.

As Chief of Police Euward E,
Chase began an investigdtion to fix
the responsibility for the fire'a spe-
cial meetfing of the City Council
was called to revoke the permit,
which allowed the érection of the
factory in the residential district.

The fire recalled the fatal blaze
in the Esséx Castle, an apartment
house here, in 1922 when seven
lives were Iost. That had been
Lynn's worst fire.

The . factory warkers who
were killed and the two others who
were burned were just putting on
their overalls preparatory to begin-
ning their day’s work when a blast
shook the building. This was fol-
lowed almost immediately by & sec-

entire front of the factory build-
Ing, The .building was of fireproof

thick and made of cement..
Fire Starts.

As the falling front of the fac-
tory building fell into the street
flames burst forth from the great
opening and also from
windows, 'the glass of whieh had
been blown out by.the two blasts.

Great tongues of flame leaped
across the short space between the
factory -and- the Blaney home and
across Groveland street to the front
of the three houses on' the otlmr
side of the street.

Mothers and children preparing
to go to school were a majority of
the occupants of the dwelling
houses in the path of the flames.

The kiddies, some of them burn-
ed, ran to the street and officials
said it was fortunate that the loss
‘of life was not larger.

~ Firemen Arrive

Firemen of Lynn and Swamps-
cott quickly had the flames under
control and, ailded by police and
volunteers, turned their attention
to searching for bodies,

Under the ruins of the factory the
bodies of the six men were found
and beneath-the charred debris in
the dwelling house next door were
found the bodies of Mrs. Bhney
and her three little ones. :

Group Meetings

At 2 o'clock the group meetings

ing, and production.

The next speaker was Gilbert H.
Montague who spoke on *“‘Lawful
Combinations in  Industry, or a
1928 view of the Anti-Trust Laws."”
The key statement of his speech
was that “Sensible co-operation be-
tween competitive producers is pos-
sible today without any relaxation
of the anti-trust laws.” He counsel-
ed against the ruthless amendment
of the anti-trust laws because the
ehanged allitude of the administra-
tive and judicial bodies durinz the
past eight years, looking toward
reasonable co-operation between
competitors, has actually brought
about the same desirable situation
which the uninformed producer is
needlessly seeking to bring about
by legislative amendment,

Accounting
John V. Montague, in his talk on
cost accounting, brought out in a
forcible manner why it is vital to
the successful manufacturer that he
know his costs and how to use

-

them. He stressed the value'of an
accountant of experience as a mems
ber of the force of any manufactup=
ing concern. Some manufacturers
may look upon the accountant as
a mere historian but he is algo that
man in dan organization, more than
any other, who tells you what may
be expected to happen. - He does
this from reading the history he
has written and providing others
in his
of that  history from which
they may also read the
future. The enterprising manu-
facturer should not underestimate
the value of this historian as a
member of his personnel,
Reports were given by the of-
ficers of the Connecticut Manufac-
turers Assoclation and by the sub
commlittees on the activities of the
past year.

COAL RATES
CASE WON BY
CHENEY BROS.

Pennsylvania, Maryland, and West
Virginia .moving all-rail to South
Manchester, Conn., are unreason-
able or unduly prejudicial except
that the rate on bituminous coal
from New Haven to South Manches-
‘ter 18 unreasonable.

That the rates found reasonable
for .the future should be published
as joint rates. i
That reparation-should be award.

And that record insufficient to

afford basis for determination of

divisions to participating carriers; -
The Order

On the basis of the findings the
Commission issued an order brief-
ly as follows: '

That on and after December
22nd, 1928, the rates on all-rail an-
thracite and bituminous coals from
points in Pennsylvania’ must not ex«
ceed the contemporaneous rates to
Manchester and on allerall trans-
portation of coke from certajn re-
glons in Pennsylvania and Mary-
land to South Manchester, Conn.,
the rate must not exceed the pres-
ent rate to Manchester.

And that on tidewater bitumin-
ous coal fromr New Haven, Conn., to
South Manchester, Conn., the rata
must not exceeéd $1.50 per ton of
2400 poundgs. This latter rate at
present 18 $1.64,

Jn other words, ‘the aforesald
rates to South Manchester on all-
rail anthracite apd bituminous
coals and coke are reduced 31l%ec
per ton s0 that sald ,new rates to
South Manchester shall not exceed
similar rates  to Manchester ' and
Buckland in order that these rates
will be the same at every station in
the town of Manchester.

On the tidewater bituminous
coal the rate to South Manchester
will be reduced only 14c.leaving the
the new rate to South Manchester
17c over the- present Manchester
rate. Chalrman Campbell of Divi-
slon 3 of the Interstate Commerce
Commission took exception’ to the
decision of the Commission as to
this last named rate and. said “I
regard the tidewaler rate from
New Haven to South Manchester as
unreasonable, per se and relative-
ly, to the extent. that it exceeds.
$1.33 (Manchester rate), I can find
no justification for a rate differ-
ence of 17¢ for an additional haul
of only 1.94 miles . , . particular-
ly when Manchester and South
Manchester now take the same all-
rail rates on classes and all- com-
modities except coal. . . ."”

Reparations

The Commission also awarded
reparation and found that certaln
of complainants, namely Cheney
Brothers, Manchester Lumber Com-
pany, H. E. Seaman, Archie H.
Hayes and L. Pola made shipments
of these commodities and pajd and
bore the chargés thereon:; that
they were damaged thereby to the
amount of the difference betweén
the charges paid and those whieh
would have accrued at the rates
herein found reasonable; and that
they were entitled to reparation
with interest. It is estimated that
this reparation will probably
emount to about $50,000 all told.

I'he- suit was designed to ralse
= issue regarding the establish-
ment of reasonable rates from the
producing fields but rather as a
matter of the relationship of South
Manchester to other .destinations.
It was claimed, for example, that
inasmuch as Rockville, located in
the neighboring town of Vernon,
was given the same rate as Vernon
that South Manchester, similarly
located In the town ‘of Manchester,
should have the same rates as
Manchester Station. .

As far back as 1912 and from
that time on up to the filing of
this complaint’ in 1926, Cheney
Brothers and the South Manches-
ter Rallroad endeavored by nego-
tiation and mutual agreement to
get The New York, New Haven. &
Hartford railroad to establlsh at
South - Manchester the samée cono-
temporaneous coal rates as existed
at Manchester but without success
and were finally compelled to peti-
tion the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission for the. establishment. of
such rates with the results as giv-
en in the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission’s aforesald report.

TAKES IMMUNIZING
IDEA TO PARENTS

Dr. Holmes Makes Direct
Appeal to Counteract Op-
position.

Presumably as a counteracting
agency against certain opposition to
diphtheria immunizing treatments
for pupils that has developed in his
jurisdiction, Dr. LeVerne Holmes,
school physiclan for the first eight
districts, has begun circularizing

the parents of school children in
those distriets, using the following
letter:

“Diphtheria is one of the most
diteaded Alseases to which children
are exnosed. It is often fatal and to
those who survive the effects are
often far-reaching and serious.
When your child enters school he
has started to make his way in the
world. Have you given 'him every
protection against the dangers that
he must meet?

“The use of toxin-antitoxin In
millions of cases seems to have es-
tablished the fact that it is harm-
less, rarely causes any discomfort,
and renders the child free from the
dangers of diphtheria for several
years and in most cases for life.

“In our school but very few chil-
dren have been given this protec-
tion, ~ while over the country at
large millions of children have been
immunized by the use of toxin-anti-
toxin. Our duty is clear. Protert
our children and schcools in every
way possible. To delay means to
forget and sometimes to regret.

“The doctors of the town have
shown their willingness to help by
making a rate of $1.00 for each
office visit (one-half the usnal
rate,) and the State will furnish
the toxin-antifoxin free of charge o
those who are referred from the
schools. Take the attached request
to your family physician and when
the trea.ment is completed bring a
certificate to that effect to the
school."

Attached to the circular is a
blank form for an authorizing
order to family physicans calling
for the administration of the im-
munization treatment, to be signed
by the parent or guardian of the
pupil.

With letters to parvents living n
the Fourth District there is enclos-
ed a letter of endorsement of the
practice of- immunization signed by
the members of the committee of
that district, which reads as fol-
lows:

To the Parents:

“Last year when our school was
threatened ' with  diphtheria epi-
demic the District Committee in
co-operation with the school pyhsi-
cian sent out a letter to all parents

urging them to have their children |

inoculated against this disease.
‘““The parents
heartedly to this appeal, nearly all
the children being inoculated,
“The District Committee feels
that we should continue this work
and urges all parents whose chil-
dren have not been inoculated to
take advantage of the offer made
by the physicians of Manchestep."

The premoni-
tory rumble of it was heard yester-
day from Texas where Governor
Dan Moody laid Stith's defeat to

alcoholic ecomplex.” The national
chairman, Gov. Moody sald, had
“no conception of the ideals of the
south and west.”

It was such a combination that gave
him vietory in 1916 when he lost
New York, New Jersey, Massachn-
setts, Rhode Island and Conneecti-
cut, and still was elected by the
votes of,the south and west.

- The Moody statement kicked up
a lot. of acrid comment today
around the well-nigh degerted
Democratic headguarters here.

Friends of Gov. Smith pointed
out with some acerbity that Texas
for the first time in her history
had bolted the Democratic Party
and given her twenty electoral votes
to a Republican. In contrast, they
pointed to the fact that normally
Republiean Massachusetts and
Rhode Island, alone of the north-
ern and eastern states, were car-
ried by Smith.

It is yet too
early to say with any degree of
definiteness, but he -ig still the
party leader, nominally at least,
and John J. Raskob is his friend.

It last Tuesday had not been an
exceptionally fine day for the time
of the year—if in fact there had
been a downpour of rain or a bliz-
vard, as is always possible in No-
vember—the probabilities are that
the total vote in Manchester might
have been reduced by many hun-
dreds, possibly cut in half. Voters
cculd scarcely be blamed for balk-
ing at participating in an election
at needless risk of life or health.

We don't know what provision is
made for the control of such mat-
ters in the proposed new charter
but we take it for granted that
Manchester, under that charter,
will be empowered to take what-
‘ever gteps are necessary for the ra~
tional conduct of elections. And
even if there should be no new
charter at all there are ways of
avoiding the present cumbersome

SMITH'S BIG VOTE

In considering the. landslide vie-
tory of Herbert Hoover at the
polls on Tuesday it might be as
well not to lose sight of certain
facts, One of these {s the declara~
tion of Dan Moody, Texas Gover-
nor, that the Solid South is still
the Solld South and can be depend-
ed on to resume {ts place in the
Democratic Hindenburg line now
that it has destroyed g kind of
leadership to which it objects. An-
other is that, despite the over-
whelming majority obtained by the
Republican ticket in the electoral
college, the vote for Smith was not
only the largest ever polled for a

/bemocrauc Presidential candidate
but Hoover's plurality over Smith
is almost if not quite two million
less than that of Coolidge over
Davig four years ago. The Smith
vote on Tuesday, as & matter of
fact, was almost 80 per cent of that
received by Coolidge in 1924 and
was B0 per cent greater than the
total popular vote polled by Davis
in that year,
' If it had not been for the whole-
sale defection of Democrats in the
Bouthern states--which they them-
selves declare to have been delib-
erately sacrificial and temporary——
Mr, Hoover’'s majority in the popu-
lar vote would have been surpris-
ingly small compared to the over-
whelming results obtained in the
electoral college., Instead of,the
popular vote figures standing at
approximately eighteen million for
Hoover to thirteen million for
Smith it is highly probable that
sixteen and a half million against
fourteen and a half million would
have been nearer the actuality,

In view of the imposing numeri-
cal strength exhibited by the Dem-
ocratic ticket in spite of a crush-
ing defeat, it would appear that
that party, instead of being com-
pletely destroyed, as at first seem-
ed inevitable, is likely to continue
to figure to an important opposi-
tion force,

This, of course, is a matter for
national self-congratulation, An
intelligent, organized and numeri-
cally important opposition party is
an absolute essential in ‘'a democ-

NICARAGUA AND HOOVER

We intervened in Nicaragua to
prevent the Liberal party in that
country from taking possession of
the government. That, not to put
too fine a point on it, was the pri-
mary purpose of our intrusion into
the situation, Now, after a long
period, ‘after a good many Ameri-
can marines have been killed, we
come out at the door where we
went In, The Liberals, in a periect-

supervision, have achieved by bal-
lots what they were on the point
ol achieving by bullets when we
interfered,

The United Stateg has saved its
face. We can get out of Nicaragua
now with an excellent grace, It is
sincerely to be hoped that we shall
do so, at once, for one especially
good reason,

It is only four months hence
that Herbert Hoover will become
Presldent. It i his right to take
over the duties of the office with-
out being compelled to pick up a
lot of  unnecessary weight colleot-
ed by the preceding administra.
tion. He ought not to be put in the
position, at the very outset of his
term of office, of having to disavow
a measure of .foreign policy with
which he is the last man in the
world to be in sympathy and for
which the present secretary - of
state is Individually responsible,

The marines can be brought out
of Nicaragua forthwith, We are, in
fact, under a tacit pledge to with-
draw them now that the election
there s over., This pledge is given
legs to Nicaragua than to all Latin
America and to the world at large.
It should be redeemed at once.
Herbert Hoover's most powerful
appeal to many thousands of citi-
zeng who voted for him 1lles in
their faith in his ability to adjust
America’s relationship with the
rest of the world on a kindlier
basis, They want him to have a falr
and square chance in that direc-
tion, with no inherited handicaps
that can be as easlly difiposed of
as this Nicaraguan muddle,

GETTING ELBOW ROOM

The establishment by Sears Roe-
buck & Co. of a great retail de-
partment store in a purely residen-
tial- distriet of Cincinnati may
prove to be the first crystalization
of an idea that has been lurking,
we _have no doubt, in the back of
many & business mind for two or,
three years. ;

Why, the question suggests it-
seli, should business places any
lcnger find advantage in huddling
together in thoss retail gsections
which have been a part of every
American city sincs there were
cities in the land?

The congestion of traffic in these
business centers, the complete im-
possibility of finding contiguous
parking places, or often any park-
ing place at all without great loss
of time, and the insignificance to
the motorist of a distance of half
a dozeq or a dozen blocks, combine
to create a gquestion whether there
is any virtue in stores flocking to-
gether any more,

It has come to be a. fact that
more people get about in automo-
biles than in any other way. Yet
when it comes to using them for
shopping the great numbers of the
cars serve to defeat their purpose
because the streets of the shopping
districts in the big cities simply
will not carry the potential motor
trafiic.

It would appear entirely possi-
ble, then, that a great department
store located in & part of a city
where there were no competing es-
teblishments but plenty of parking
space might gain substantial ad-
vantage through its very isolationm.
At all events that {s probably the
reason for this Sears Roebuck ex-
periment, It would not be in the
least surprising to see other de-
partment stores following the ex-
ample,

TONS OF JUNK

This newspaper feelg that it has
Iittle ethical right to intrude into
Democratic family rows in Connec-
ticuf, i any. It therefore refrains
from anything beyond the expres-
sion of a natural curiosity as to
the selling of “two and a half
tons” of Democratic campaign lit-
erature for junk by a janitor or
by someone else, as the case may
be. Of course most anyone would

As a matter of fact the quick
and efficlent disposal of this partice
ular lot of campaign fodder seems
to us ideal. And we hasten to re-
mark that we do nmot say this just
because it was Democratic cam-
paign literature. We have received,
.since last spring, probably a good
deal more than two and a half tons
of printed political ammunition—
not only Democratic but Republi-
can—which we have had a thou-
sand reasons for wishing the junk
man had received before instead of
after it came to us.

Hundreds of thousands of dol-
lars, perhaps milllons, are wasted
in the production and dissemina-
tion of campaign literature, every
four years, not one per cent of
which is worth the good biank pa-
per it uses up, We only hope that
in 1932 both Republican and Dem-

That was all right as far ag it
went. But there's a lot more to
it than that, In the first place,
something more than ° 150,000
federal jobs were at stake in the
election, wholly aside from the
tens of thousands of state, county
and munieipal jobs involved in the
general campaign,

And it would have been ~only
fair to say that if the Democrats
were clawing greedily at the door
for those jobs, them by similar
token the Republicans were using
feet, nalls and teeth in a savage,
selfish. fight to hold onto them for
.another four years. Anyone will
fight just as bitterly and just as
unfairly to hold his job as another
will to get it, —

That, of couxrse, ig what it all
boils down to. That ifs what
most politicians really mean when
they roar in righteous wrath or

bleat plously of law enforcement,

the poor farmer, the peril to
prosperity or the sins of the op-
position, ‘

It is pot fair to say, of course,
that every politiclan acitve in an
election Is merely worrying about
hig job. Some hold their jobs se-
curely and merely want more pow-
er, though power and patronage
are almost inextricably bound to-
gether. Some of the more puissant
gents merely want to stand in.a
little stronger with selfish interests
on whom they depend for support
or even to erect new bulwarks. for
the politico-economic system with
which thelr own interests and those
of their frlends are identified, -

And goodness knows how many
of the dirty little boys of politics,
unknown to fame, are in the busi-
ness not for jobs, but simply for
cold cash. Here and there are even
some who yearn to serve first of
all the best interests of common,
ordinary people, though of these
one cannot recall more than a few.

Nor is it necessary, in guestion-
ing the professed motives of the
politicians’ union, to assume that
the system is completely rotten.
The fact is that the peopls some-
times get a break. That is, there
is always a chance that an election
result will make life a little hap-
pler and easler for many of them.
Furthermore, politics s not =
closed corppration; anyone can en-
ter it and there is abundant evi-
dence that it takes very little in-
telligence to succeed,

How many federal jobs depend
on a presidential election? Well,
one starts with the cabinet and
diplomatic gervice and works down,
There are, of course, some pretty
swell jobs and some pretty soft
ones; rewards of every degree, in
fact, for the type of service ren-
dered. But let's take the big bulk.

The president appoints 60,000
first, second and third-class post-
masters, internal revenue collee-
tors and - deputy colleétors, mar-
shals and deputy marshals, collec-
tors of customs and similar offi-
cials., Thelr salaries amount . to
nearly $180,000,000 a year. Then
there are 80,000 fourth-class
postmasters and rural mail car-
riers, who in  almost every case
get thelr jobs through polities.
They are pald more than $100,-
000,000 a year,

Some of these officials, it has
been proved, have to buy their
jobs from politicians, though
their own politicd]l work general-
ly suffices. Anyway, those are the
great bulk of the political jobs
and they.are the private soldiers
in  an enormously powerful self-
interested machine, If a man with-
out politfcal contact gets a politi-
cal job he hastens to make up the
deficiency,

FRENCH PRESS COMMENT
ON RECENT ELECTION

. Paris, Nov. 8.—After a 24-hour
apalysis of the American political
situation, leading French newspa-
pers today expressed the apinion
that President-Elect ~Hoover will
continue the policy of aloofness
from BEuropean political affairs but
will aid American efforts to capture
foreign commercial markets,

“Like Abraham Lincoln, Mr.
Hoover was born in a humble
home,” commented Gaulois. “Like
Mussolini, he is the son of a black-
smith. The Americans elected him
because he is a symbol of Ameri-
canism. There will be no eonnectinn
between reparations.and war debts
under his administration and both
will be. paid in full. But there Is
nothing to prevent the future pres-
ident from agreeing to accept pay-
ments with indispensable American
credits.”

L'Oeuvre commented: “Mr. Hoov-
er's polities will be American; per-
haps, aven Yankee., Europe will be-
come more and mare a faraway col-
ony upon which merchandise must
be forced. Now to deal profitably
with America, Europe must show a
united front.”

Thus only a small proportion of
alechol should be used in the syss
tem at the beginning of the win-
ter. when temperatures aren't ex-
nected to fall much. But as the
season progresses this proportion
must be raised with the insertion
of more alcohol.

On Monday, November 12th, Manchester is to act as
host to the largest gathering of Military organizations since
the town was founded over a century ago, Principal among
them is the 169th Infantry, Connecticut National Guard.
Manchester’s representatives in this historfc organization are
the Howitgzer Company, and Company G. To better inform
the citizens of Manchester a brief history of this regiment
whose ancestry dates back to 1789 is =et forth.

This regiment had its origin. in the 1st Connecticut “

Militla, organized on October 11, 1739, from the existing
companies in the towns of Hartford, Windsor, Bolton, Sims-
bury, Tolland, Harwinton, Southington, New Hartford,
Barkhamstead, Hartland, Colebrook, Winchester and the
First Soclety in Farmington. This regiment continued in
Colonial service until 1776, when it became a part of the
state militla of '‘Connecticut. Its service during the Revo-
lutionary War was as follows:

Campaign Around New York....1776
Danbury- Raid, April 25-28......1777
Saratoga, Sept. 19-Oct. 9........1777

The 1st Regiment Infantry, Connecticut: Militia, con-
tinued. in state service until 1816, when a reorganization of
the State Militia took place. This regiment, however, was
not materially affected by the reorganization.

In August and September the
most severe putbreak of (he dengue
known to medical records oceurred
in Greece, particularly in Athers.

Although few cases have heeh
occurring in Athens since Septem-
ber, 1827, the outbreak in August
was explosive in character. For
instance, 1,268 deaths oecirred in
Athens im August, and 4I3 of
these were verified and was due fo
dengue; 582 deaths were recorded
in Piraeus, of which 176 were due
to dengue.

In Athens, 239,000 people were
affected ertember 4 by the di-
sease which had not yet disap-
peared from the community. The
epidemiec spread over most of
Greece, particularly in the islanc}s
and coast towns. }

. In the distant past an enldémlc
such * as this occurring in ope
country was. likely to gpread rapii-
Iy throughout the wrorld Indeed,
it is reported that-the bringing ot
malaria into .Greece by tore!gn
tribes may have been responsi
for the downfall of the great Gr
cian civilization.

The cities of Athens and Piracus
offer favorable conditions for the
spread of depgue oOwing to ths
prevalence of mosquitoes and fles
which develop in the marshes sur-
rounding  the cities, =~ There has
been a tremendous {nflux of refu-
gees lataly into Greece, so that the
population of these twa cities have
doubled within a few years: it
tas been. impossible to develop
water supply and sewage  disposal
sufficiently rapid. to take care of
the. increase population.

‘The symptoms. of dengue faver
include severe headache, shiver-
ing, painsiin the , muscles and
jointe' and. high temperature; a
slight rash occurs in about 70 per
cent. of the. cases and dls&ppeara
on the third day.
