Rep. Britten Has Novel Plan
for “Peoples Conference”
to Prevent Race for World
Supremacy.

Washington, Nov, 28— Having
launched a revolutionary move for
a "“peoples conference" to prevent
the United States and Great Britain
from being precipitated Into.a race

for world naval supremacy, Repre-
sentative Fred A. Britten, Repub-
lican of Illinois, chalrman of House
naval affairs committee, today
awaited reaction to the proposal,

The Britten plan, suggested in a
cablegram to Prime Minlster Stan-
ley Baldwin of Great Britain, calls
for a meeting of members of the
House naval affalrs committee and
a select committee of the British
Parliment In Canada after March 4,
1929,

The two committees, composed
entirely of civillans and all elected
directly by the people, would take
up the naval dispute Letween the
two great powers which the tri-
partite conference called at Geneva
by Preszident Coolidge falled to set-
tle.

After canvassing the
naval situation from a.  ‘“peoples
viewpoint"” the legislators would
make reports to their governments.

Comes As Bhock

The proposal came as a shock to
diplomatic Washington. It is de-
clared to shatter all precedents in
Its proposal to go over the heads of
the American State Department and
the British foreign office and insti-
tute a “‘public diplomacy' policy.

The plan however, Britten said, is
well founded upon his.authority as
a member of Congress and . the
further fact that his committiee Is
charged with preparing plans to
maintain -the America navy. The
constitution, he sald, puts the bur-
den or regulating both land and
naval forces squarely upon Con-
gress,

While the Harding naval disarm-
ament conference in 1921 brought
out a radio limitation plan upon
capltal warships, there Is no limita-
tion upon cruiser building and air-
craft development, The present
$274,000,000 cruiser bill pending
in Congress is designed to cut down
British supremacy.

Need For Settlement

With the Coolidge Geneva con-

The Daily News warned the public
not to take too seriously the “whis-
pering campaign" concerning the
King's i{llness but to put impliecit
faith in the doctors.

“DISEASE CONTROLLED.”

London, Nov. 28.—Lord Dawson
of Penn, the court physician, in a
communication to Home Secretary
Sir. Willlam Joynson-Hicks this
afternoon admitted that King
George’s illness is ‘serlous, but de-
clared it is “being controlled” and
that he hoped its duration would ba
curtailed.

The letter was sent In response to
Lthe Cabinet's request for fuller in-
formation about the monareh's
sickness in view of the publie
anxiety and the cpnflicting reports
that have heen current.

“The King,” wrote Lord Dawson
of Penn, “is suffering from Inflam-
mation of the right lung with ex-
tensive plastic pleurisy on the right
side, which, as you know, is a paln-
ful condition. Such infection must,
from its nature, be serious.

“In all ilinesses of this character
there must be anxiety which will
continued for the present.” .

After rgpeating the 11 o'elock
sick bed bulletin, the letter pro-
ceeds:

“So far then, the illness is being
controlled; its force lessened; its
symptoms alleviated; and, I hope,
its duration will be curtalled.”

The 11 o'clock bulletin said:

“The Xing passed a quister
night.

Before Civil War Vet

Burvige Coleman Tranum

Westernport, Md., Nov. 28—Bur-
vige Coleman Tranum, the country’s
oldest Civil War veteran will cele-
brate Thanksgiving tomorrow—and
he says that each year Thanksgiv-
ing Is better than it was before.

Born in Richmond, Va., in 1816,
Tranum is still hearty and active,
He is no sit-in-the-corner old man, '
content to dodder about the fire-
place with his memories; he prefers
to get out and see his friends. He
counts them the chief of his
Thanksgiving day blessings.

“For all the things in the world
I'm thankful, but my friends are
my greatest comforts,” he says.
“But I have so many blessings they
are beyond recall.”

He talks in stilted, old-fashioned '

phrases like that, does this old
man who has lived a dozen years
past the eentury mark. It's easy
to understand why he does; after
all, he was a middle-aged man
when the Civil War broke out.
"l‘odny’s Young People

“Young people today aren't at
all thankful,"” says Tranum. “They
should be even more thankful for
the bounties of the earth than ad
old fellow llke I am, that's just
waiting for a call to an unknown
world.” -

He casts his mind far back when
you ask him to tell about the first
Thanksgiving he can remember.
His mind delves back into the days
before your grandfather was born;
then he says:

“The first Thanksgiving I can re-
call wasn't such a pleasant one. 1
was at the home of old Marlin
Kneff near Harrisonburg, Va.,
Kneil had kidnaped me after my
father and mother died. He was
the meanest man on earth,

“I was only ten. Every day he
took me out to the stable, tied me
to a beam and whipped me with a
switeh until the blood would run
down my legs. Then he would run
salt and pepper in the wounds.

“The day before Thanksgiving 1
had some fun, though. T snared =
hare and had him for dinner—not
a rabbit, a hare. There used to bhe
lots of them in Virginia. and they
were better than any old turkey
gobbler ever expected to be,

And Got Drunk, Too!

“The Thanksgiving I remall most
vividly was in 1865, just after the
war,
and won nine turkeys, a quarter o
beef and two geese. And I got
drunk, besides.”

He takes pleasure in telling abont

the old days. He has plenty to talk;

about; his story is like a romance
of America's youth;  colorful =and
bright with the tang of a day that
has been dead for many decades.

When he was a tiny boy he went
to a forest outside of Richmond
with his father to haul some wood.
The team bolted and their -wagon
overturned, pinning his father be-
neath it. The Ilittle boy scurried
home, a distance of a mile, to tell
hie mother, who was sick in bed.
She ran all the way to the wreck,
found her husband dead, and col-
lapsed. A few days later she, too, |
died,

There were no relatives, and
young Tranum became a homeless
waif. In‘'a few days Martin Kneft
appropriated him and gave him the
kind of treatment Tranum has just
described. A few months of this
was all the boy could stand; so, one
day, he stole & knife and revolver
and  ran away. He hid in a wheat
field three days, living on wheat
that he plucked on the spot. Once
Kneff, hunting for him, ,passed
within a few feet of him without
seeing hitn, Tranum says that if
Kneff had found him he—Tranum
~—would have shot him, At that
ulge. remember, he was nine years
ol

A few days later the boy met a
teamster, told him his story, and
was invited to ‘“‘come along and
make your home with me.” His
new friend drove up to the Win-
chester Valley, where he and his
wife gave the boy a good home.

It was only a few years, however,
beforé the untamed and unschooled
youngster ran away and took io
wandering again.

Tranum's pet aversion {s the au-
tomobile, He has ridden in one
only once, and he refuses to have
janything to do with them., He pre-
fers to walk, and says that he could
walk mueh farther and faster if
the automobiles didn't clutter up
the roads so badly.

“I'm just waiting for the Lord
to transplant me to another and
better country,” he says. But he
ia comfortable and happy in his ex-
treme old age, and he will not be-
lieve that this Thanksgiving can
possibly be his last.

would hear testimmy and fully
discuss all gquestions in connection
with applying the principle of
equality in sea power between
Great Britain and the United States,
ot all ships of war not already
covered by the Washington treaty.

“America's naval poliey has
never been competitive but on the
contrary has always been defensive
and rarely commensurate with the
world position in the United
States,” said Britten. “We have
attually been backward in promot-
ing true natlonal defense. Ameri-
can people favor general armament
reduction but only to a limit of na-
tional safety. Pacifism will never
reign in our red-blooded country.
If it should we are lost.

“England and America
lead the way now toward naval
limitation and & peaceful unpder-
standing on the seas, we must never
h2 regarded as military competi-
tors.”

Meanwhile there was considera-
ble speculation here today as to
whether Rep. Britten will be ol.-
cially ““spanked' for boldly sending
such a proposal to the head of a
foreign government without consul-
tation with the State Department,

There is on the statute books a
law. the Lozan Act, designed speci-
fically to prohibit such communica-
tions between American citizens and
the heads of foreign governments,
The exact scope of the Logan Act
is somewhat hazy, some officials in-
terpreting it to cover only com-
munications tending to embroil
American relations with foreign
country, but others asgerting it
covers anything proj.osed in an of-
ficial or semi-official way.

George A. McManus, Broadway's
smiling plunger, was in the Tombs
formally charged with firing the
shot which killed Rothstein. “Jane
Doe,” mentioned as a murder ac-
cessory by District Attorney Joab
Banton, was known by authorities,

in the assassination plot,

The only woman publicly con-
nected with the affair to date is
Mrs. Ruth Keyes, pretty Chicago
manneguin, who identified certain
men in the room where Rothstein
was haled to his death. Mrs. Keyes,
through a flirtation, visited the
“death suite” in the Park Central
hotel shortly before the shooting.

If the four men held as material
witnesses finish their testimony be-
fore the Grand Jury today, that
body will be ready for action.

These men, who have many
timeg sat around the green baize
table with Rothstein, are: .

“Titanic” Thompson, of Chicago.

Jimmy Meehan, in whose JNew
York apartment Rothstein: dropped
