He emphasized that the! term
v American’ should not be appliéd [
merely to cilizens of the-
States but should include citizens
of Pan America. The word “Amer-
jean” should be all- inclushe
said the United States should recbz-
nize that South America leads "in
many things, notably edueation. He
pointed out that gord newspapers
were published in Soufh Amerlea
vears before the pilgrim ‘fathers
landed and that great univergities
in South America ante-date ‘John
Harvard.

Dr. Owens delivered’ ‘a prepared
speech at today's session in which
he outlined the history of the Pan-
American Congress and its-affiliat-
ed organization, the Southern Com-
mercial Congress.

Other speakers were on the pro-
gram for talks dealing with ‘im-
ports, exports, trade balances, trade
routes from the United States fo
the ports of the Americas, “the
movement of capital to Latin
America and other pertinent sub-
jects, Statesmen, foreign diplo~
mats and consuls general and lead-
ers in business and finance were on
the program.

This disease i3 usually rare, but
I hayve been receiving -letters re-
cently inguiring as to its cause ang
cure. I do not know whether there
are actually a greater pumber of
cases than uspal or ywhether doctgrs
are becoming more proficient in
diagnosing this dfkeass.

The first usuglly noticeaple
symptom is an eplargement of the
lymphatic nodes of the neck, cer-
vical region, under the arms, or |n|
the groins. The lymphatic swelliny |
way be in one or all of these
groups. The swelling causes no
pain at first, but some fever is uso
ally presen{, seldom exceeding 102
degrees Fahr. i

The disease ocecurs mgst fro
quently between the ages of mn,
and thirty-fiye. Seyenty per cuent
of all cases are males. The disease
ordainarily termjpates fatally within
a period of from twe months to

In additiop to the enlargement of
the lymphatic glands, the sple=n
and sometimes the liver may be
swollen. This is bgcansg Lhere -
a close associgtion’ between th=
functions of the lymphatic glaun |
and the spleen, -

The swollen glands of Hodgkin’ J
Disease do not form adhesions and
are freely movable under the skin
with pressure from the fingers. C1-
ceration is rare.

As the disease progresses thers
may be unplensant symptoms, from
the internal pressure of enlarged
glands, depending upcn the location
of the pressure; if on the trachea
or wWindpipe, coughing or choking
will result; if on the esophagus, an
ipabllity to swallow; if in the abdo-
men, yarying symptoms,
jaundice, due to the presence of
bile pigaments, blueness of the
skin, dropsy of the abdgmipal cav-
ity, and pain in the extremities.

Since the lymphatic glands arg
for the purpose of filtering out
toxins from the Intersgctional tie-
snes of the body, it appears that
this djsease is of a togic type.
Authorities différ as to whether it
is a tubercular diphtheria, or causeg
by a special -orgapism fermed the
corynebacterinm granqlomaus nma-
ligni.

The removal of the enlarzed
glands or of the spleen by surgery
has not gccomplished desirable re-
sults in true cases of this disease.

I have found that the Dbest
method of treatment consists in re-
stricting the patiept tp an exclusive
aeid fruit fast for from ten days to
two weeks at a time, followed by a
well balanced diet rich in alkaling
elements. In adyanced cases, it is
usually necessary fo repeat the fast
after an interval of gne or two
months. Tpe patient should alsp
receive  daily actinic treat-
ments or sunhaths. The length of
time required for the treatment de-
pends upon _ the ecgnditjon of the
At first the treat-
ment should be short wnd the timsg
gradyally inpressed.
