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BINGHAM URGES 
QUICK AID FOR 
PORTO RICANS

Draws Telling Picture of 
Desperate Plight of Hero­
ic Islanders as He Pro­
poses Relief.

The Congressional Record cover­
ing the proceedings of Wednesday 
of this week carries a highly inter­
esting verbatim report of a report 
made to the Senate by Senator 
Hiram Bingham of Connecticut on 
his recent visit to Porto Rico and 
his investigations of the effects of 
the September hurricane.

Granted unanimous consent Sena­
tor Bingham spoke a follows:

“ Mr. President, on the 13th of 
September there occurred the worst 
hurricane in the entire history of 
the West Indies. It is very difficult 
to talk about this hurricane with­
out dealing in superlatives, and 
when one starts dealing in super­
latives it is very difficult to persu­
ade his audience that he is not exag­
gerating.

“ On the map behind be there is 
an indication of that part of the 
island of Porto Rico wh'ch was 
devastated as it had never been 
devasted before. It will be seen by 
a glance at the map that a very 
large part of the productive area, 
practically all of the area in which 
coffee grows, every bit of the area 
in which the tobacco grows, a small 
part of the area in which the tobac­
co grows, a small part of the area 
in which citrous fruits are grown, 
and a small part of the area in 
which sugar is grown, were hit by 
the center of this hurricane.

“ The last serious hurricane be­
fore this occurred in 1899. At that 
time the excessive winds lasted for 
about three hours. This year the 
hurricane’s excessive winds lasted 
for nearly 12 hours. The most seri­
ous part of the damage was due to 
the fatigue of materials during the 
last two or three hours of the hurri­
cane.

Twice As
“ In 1899, during the last very 

severe hurricane, the wind reached 
a velocity of between 90 and 100 
miles an hour. This year. In San 
Juan, the capital, which is near the 
north coast but several miles away' 
from the center of the storm, the 
wind gauge was registering 150 
miles an hour when it blew to 
pieces. The wind, continued to in­
crease in velocity for three hours 
longer.

The meteorologist of the station 
at San Juan, Doctor Fassig. who 
has been there many years, and is, 
perhaps, the leading authority in 
the world on tropical .hurricanes, 
estimates the wund velocity in the 
southeastern part of the island—  
to which I am now pointing -on the 
map— as between 180 and 200 
miles an hour and the wind velo­
city over most of the north coast 
as being 150 miles an hour.

It can be. readily imagined that 
with a velocity of that intensity, 
and with the period of .time over 
which it.lasted, practically nothing 
escaped some harm. Of the nearly 
1,500,000 people who inhabit the 
island, practically every one was af­
fected to a greater or less degree.

The American Red Cross, which 
went to the relief .of the island im­
mediately, as soon as vessels could 
be engaged and men could reach 
there; and the Army, which divert­
ed one of its transports immediate­
ly, and did everything within its 
power to furnish supplies, cots, and 
bedding, report that in the first 
two or three weeks of the hurri­
cane 513,000 people were' absolute­
ly destitute, without food, without 
shelter, and without any clothing 
except the little that they had on 
their backs.

“ In the hurricane of 1899 there 
were 3,000 people killed, chiefly by 
floods. The rainfall during that 
hurricane was about. 23 inches. 
But. fortunately, during this last 
hurricane; although the rainfall in 
the center of the island reached the 
unprecedented magnitude of 29 
inches during 24 hours, there were 
only'300 people or less — perhaps 
only 250 people— who lost their 
lives, because the hurricane moved 
slowly and was anticipated by two 
days. Warnings were sent to every 
part of the island; by telegraph and 
telephone and by foot messengers 
every part of the island was reach­
ed. The. people were warned to 
leave the valley bottoms and to get 
up onto the hills, so that although 
in some places the roads were 5 to G 
feet under water, and although the 
dwellings of half a m,illion people 
were destroyed, fortunately, the 
loss of life was very small.

Five Crops
“ Porto Rico depends on five 

crops for its livelihood —  sugar, 
tobacco, citrus fruits, coconuts, 
and coffee. The sugar grows most­
ly along the south coast, which was 
not sd severely devastated. There 
is also some sugar cane on the 
north coast and some along the east 
coast. It all grows in the lowlands. 
The sugar plantations on the south­
east and east coasts suffered very 
severe damage. Most of the plan­
tations had their mills Insured so 
that the total loss of the sugar 
plantation will not exceed $17,000,- 
000. They are not asking for any 
aid, although the small planters,

So Officials Board the 
Maryland.

Aboard U. S. S. Maryland, off 
Chile, (Via Arlington, "Va., Radio 
Station) Dec. 8.— The Chilean 
cruiser Chacapuco joined the 
Maryland early today to escort 
President-elect Hoover down the 
coast to Antofagasta and Santiago.

The president-elect brought the 
respects and good wishes of the 
United States to a SouthyAmerican 
republic, whose soil he will not 
touch on his visit of amity— Bo­
livia. Bolivia has no sea coast.

A delegation of 80 persons rep­
resenting Bolivia and 45 others 
were to board the Maryland at 
10:30 o ’clock (Chilean time) to 
exchange greetings with Mr. Hoo­
ver on this ship.

Captain’s Plans
Caplain Kimberly, of the. Mary­

land, planned to drop anchor two 
miles of Antofagasta at ten o ’clock, 
remaining until 3 o’clock this after­
noon  ̂when the journey will be. re­
sumed to Santiago. The ship is due 
to reach Santiago at 7 o ’clock Mon­
day morning.

Commercial Interest as well as 
friendship is attached to the brief 
stop as Antofagasta is the chief ex­
port port for Chile nitrate.

Among those making up the 
party of visitors to the Maryland 
were Alberto Palacios, acting min­
ister of foreign affairs for Bolivia; 
representatives of 15 leading com­
mercial and civic organizations In 
Bolivia; Bolivian state and muni­

■ 'Washington, Dec.-*8.— Treasury

Washington, Dec. 8.— Efforts to 
curb the smuggling of narcotic 
drugs into the United States this 
year have been futile. Prohibition 
Comissioner J. M. Doran declared in 
his annual report today.

Large supplies are coming into 
the country through illegitimate 
channels, according to Doran. He, 
attributed the situation to the 
strong demand for dope by non­
medical addicts  ̂ the resourcefull- 
ness of the drug rings, and the ef­
ficiency of domestic producers aud 
distributors.

“ The Illicit traffic- in narcotic 
drugs smuggled into the country 
seems not to have abated in any 
degree,” Doran said.

“ To stop the traffic at ports and 
borders is admittedly difficult, if 
not impossible, with the present fa-, 
duties available. The progress of 
efforts to secure international co­
operation looked to an efficient 
measure of control is seemingly 
quite slow.”

Easy to Obtain.
Doran called attention to the fact 

that narcotics are comparatively 
easy to obtain in Europe and Asi­
atic countries. Addicts find it im­
possible to obtain drugs from Amer­
ican producers and therefore must 
look to smuggled goods, accord­
ing to Doran,

During the year 26,332 ounces of 
drugs were seized. Convictions of 
those charged with drug violations 
number 4,738. the usual high per­
centage of convinctions. Legitimate 
imports included 140,172 pounds of 
opium and 234,282 pounds of cocoa 
leaves, a decrease from last year.

7.j,000 Arrests,
Prohibition agents made 75,307 

arrests and seized automtibiles and 
boats valued at about $3,200,000 in 
the year. Federal courts terminat­
ed ^7,799 prohibition case's with. 
58,813 convictions. About one- 
quarter of them were jailed. For 
conspiracy to violate the liquor 
laws 370 persons were indicted.

Doran approved of civil service 
regulations for dry agents remark­
ing that the personnel had been 
improved. A special inspection unit 
was setup to investigate serious 
charges against agents.

The foreign control section has In 
progress negotiations with other 
countries Indicating that in the 
coming year a number of foreign 
bases of operation for smugglers 
will be closed. Negotiations result­
ed in the closing of ten bases last 
year, Doran said.

Alcohol production was 169;149,- 
000 gallons. About 8,600,00 .gallons 
went for medicinal purposes and 
Uie rest was denatured. The coun­
try’s legitimate supply of whiskey; 
rum, gin and other spirits was 
10,000,000 gallons June 30.

$500 for his service and also re­
ceived pay for carfare and shipping 
expenses.

' In, 1928, the date not being given, 
the writ continues, Kenyon learned 
that the defendant had “ grossly mis­
represented and exaggerated” the 
amount that he said he had paid 
for the horses, which was over­
stated by $3,000. The sheriff was 
directed in the writ to attach the 
pi'operty on "Woodland street and 
also to garnishee money on deposit 
with the Hartford Connecticut 
Trust Company of Hartford and the 
Manchester Trust Company of Man­
chester.

Mount Eetna in eruption has call­
ed the world’s attention to qne of 
the perennial centers of human 
history. The glowing sulphur plume 
that rises from the volcano’s crater 
was looked upon by many of the 
celebrated characters q£ classic-il 
times. For Etna stands sentin;! 
over the Straits of Messina, the 
highway from the Agean Sea to the 
Bay of Naples, where the water 
whirls and swirls, leaps and dance’?, 
between the storied perils of Scylla 
and Charybdis.

Most famous.of all the travellers 
who have looked upon the loveli­
ness of Sicily, and upon the awe­
some majesty of Mount Etna, was 
the Apostle Paul, on his way to 
Rome as a prisoner, for the Gospel’s 
sake. Thanks to the fact that Dr, 
Luke was such, a good reporter- 
historian, we may trace Paul’s 
route exactly: and- follow it, too, as 
I have done. The trip may be com­
mended to the intelligent traveller 
as affording a greater variety of at­
tractions than almost any other 
journey of equal duration in the 
world.

What the Reporters Missed
Recently Gene Tunney escorted 

his bride-elect from Naples to 
Rome, over Paul’s route; and al­
though he himself may have known 
the significance of the scenes 
amidst which he travelled^ the 
newspaper correspondent did not. 
The men of the press followed Tun­
ney in an automobile, and they re­
corded their speed and their trif­
ling misadventure; but not one of 
them gave any sign that he knew 
he was traversing the famous Ap- 
pian Way, the most historic road 
on earth. Evidently the news writ­
ers were more familiar with the 
sporting pages than with the New 
Testament; for no alusion was made 
to the most celebrated personage 
who ever passed over this route, 
Paul, the conqueror in chains.

Tunney and his pursuers cover­
ed in a day the road that took Paul 
and his soldier escort more than a 
week. For the soldiers, and most of 
the prisoners, were afoot; though 
friendship may have provided a 
humble donkey for the great- 
apostle to ride. Despite the dimt 
raised by the pounding feet of the 
legionnaires, Paul saw many a fair 

— vistas of the beautiful Med- 
iterranean, with the colored sails 
of the fishing fleets; uplifted moun­
tain.peaks and ranges; the wide and 
death-breeding of the Pontine 
Marshes; grim castles crowning 
ci'ags; lovely Roman villas, maid­
ens filling graceful w'ater-jars from 
springs flowing through ornament­
ed spouts; pastoral scenes, with 
piping shepherd boys; slow-moving 
plowmen and vine-dressers; and all 
the kaleidoscopic play of huma.a 
life, as village succeeded village, 
town followed town. , „  i

Given the leisureliness of Paul 
and his party,, and we perceive at 
once the personal friendships • he 
formed with officers and soldiers, 
and with dwellers by the way. There 
was a chain on his body, but none 
on his lips; and at every opportu­
nity, the great missionary told th'i 
wonderful story of how God had 
again come to man in the person 
of Jesus Christ, the crucified and 
risen Saviour. Paul did not need a 
church for his preaching. Every­
where was his pulpit.

One Man’s Crowded Life
Emptiness of life Is more to be 

dreaded than a wooden leg or tuber­
culosis. Just to drag out an exis­
tence, without anything’s ever hap­
pening to the real you, which <3 
your inner self or even to your 
body, which is less important— that 
i3 to have lived scarcely at all. 
Every heart is hungry for adven­
tures; that is why travel tales and 
foreign fiction are so popular. And 
this old philosopher-preacher-tent- 
maker-raissionary-prisoner Paul h-id 
an exciting, crowded life. Things 
were always happening to him. He 
was a news center wherever he 
went.

It is a pulpit fashion to pity 
Paul for his vicissitudes. Far more 
reasonably should he be envied. 
For that doughty old adventurer in 
the greatest Cause really lived. Life 
was rich and varied and eventful 
for him. No cloistered saint was he. 
but a man among men, a hero 
among doers, a leader wherever his 
lot.

Was there a shipwreck impend­
ing? Paul stood forth in the crisis 
above the sailor or the soldier. Em­
ergencies proved the man; and 
Raul’s conduct during the Malta 
shipwreck made him a marked cha­
racter in the eyes of the soldiers, 
of the sailors, of his fellow prison­
ers and of the natives. What tales 
about him garlanded his journey to 
Rome! Is It not a reasonable pro­
position that the Christian, who 
must think of himself last and 
have no fear of death, should be 
foremost in helpfulness in everv 
crisis? Great Paul, counsellor of the 
captains in the thick of the storm, 
became a busy"gatherer of fuel for! 
the shipwrecked company’s fire, 
while many a lesser man cowered 
in despair and Idleness.

Those Nameless Christians <
One of the beautiful sidelights of 

this story of Paul’s journey to 
Rome— so unlike the approach of 
other - great conquerors seeking 
the strategic center of a struggle— 
is the fact and conduct of the

<^^Roman Christians. There were 
Christians in Rome before ev.-̂ r 
Paul got there. Who converted 
them? How did they come to be? 
What is the explanation of this 
clear evidence that the Message had 
outrun its chief messenger?

Ah, there you have • the ever- 
ffew" old romance of Christianity. 
Often the missionary has arrived 
upon a far field to find that the 
Good News had preceded him and 
prepared the way for him. Some 
unknown and unrecorded Chris­
tians— perhaps prisoners, perhaps 
merchants, perhaps travellers, per­
haps slaves— had carried to the 
capital of the Roman Empire, frurn 
its outlying eastern provinces, the 
Story of a Saviour come. We can­
not ever learn definitely the identi­
ty of the Christians who had pion­
eered the Gospel 
throne of Caesar. But their work 
was so faithfully done that upon 
Paul’s arrival a large group of fel­
low disciples awaited them, and 
even went out a day’s journey along 
the Appian Way, to meet him at 
Three Taverns and the Market of 
Appius.

Here let us write down a pr.o- 
found truth. The man who knows 
the fellowship of sincere friends, 
such as Paul made all through nis 
tumultuous career, has earned one 
of life’s greatest rewards. Many a 
Caesar has gone to Rome over the 
Appian Way knowing less of real 
loyalty and friendship than was re­
corded to this prisoner in chains. 
Paul belonged to the greatest fra­

ternity'of all— the brotherhood ,?f 
the disciples of Jesus Christ. And 
to us today that fellowship should 
mean more than any dther rela­
tionship in the world, except the 
family itself.

Rome At Last!
Although welcomed by the Chris­

tians, Paul’s entrance into Rome b.t 
the time meant nothing to the 
proud city. He was, but one more of 
the endless stream of prisoners 
from the far-flung empire, seeking 
Caesar’s clemency. To the Church, 
he might be the greatest of apos-̂  
ties; but to Rome he was only aq- 
entry In a docket, and a man to be 
kept guarded. Little did proud 
Rome dream that the ages would- 
write down this dusty little old Jew 
as the greatest of all the figures 
that ever trod her streets. Still les.S 
did any one suppose that he carried 
a conqueror’s sceptre, and was beot 
on winning the capital city, and the 
empire itself for his King.

Although his scholarly mind waj 
the sights of Rome, Paul set 
bursting with eager interest In all 
straightway about his Master’s bus­
iness. Because of his character ani 
conduct, he was accorded the privil­
ege of dwelling in his own hired 
house; and there he remained tw  
two years. Within a few hours of 
his arrival in Rome, he had sen* 
for the leaders of the local Jewish 
community, to set forth to them his 
status and his Message. It was an 
all-day conference, and it resulted 
in some of the Jews being convinc­
ed from their Scriptures that Je.sas 
i- the Messiah: and some refusing 
to believe.

Paul had followed out his usu-ll 
practice of going first to the Jews; 

up to the verv ^nd then to the Gentiles. So our his­
tory leaves him, dwelling in his 
own hired house, surrounded by the 
ministry of devoted fellow disciples, 
receiving all who came to hear his 
Good News, and teaching concern­
ing the Lord Jesus Christ without 
let or hindrance. W’hat an end for 
such a journey!

THE NEW MONEY
Very interesting are the descrip­

tions of the new paper money, to 
be Issued sometime next year, and 
very excellent, beyond doubt, are 
some of the changes made. It will 
be a decided advantage, for in­
stance, to have the backs of all ten 
dollar bills, say, exactly the same 
In design, w'hetlier the bills be 
United States notes, silver certifi­
cates, 'gold certificates. Federal Re­
serve notes or naUonal bank notes.

But it would be also very inter­
esting to know. If It were possible 
to do so, just how much It Is go­
ing to cost the business houses, 
banks and individual citizens of the 
country to have in concurrent cir­
culation two different sizes of pa­
per money; also how many years 
or bow many decades the country 
will have to put up with such an 
inconvenience.

That the existence of the two 
sizes of bills will be an infernal 

' nuisance for a time seems to be be­
yond question. In institutions 
where large sums of money have to 
be handled quickly, as in banks, 
ft is inevitable that an immense 
amount of new and profitless labor 
will be created, and the impossi­
bility of stacking, on counters or 
in pocketbooks, the old type of 
bills' with a type almost an inch 
shorter and correspondingly nar­
rower, is certain to make for loss­
es of time, if not of the money it­
self, Avhich in the aggregate will 
be tremendous.

It is not as if the government 
could call in on a certain day or 
■within a week or a month all the 
old money and substitute the new 
for it. In any such event there 
would bo little objectlou to the 
scheme, for the present currency 
is certainly a piebald and rather 
ridiculous cciiglomeration in every­
thing except size. But no such 
thing can be done. United States 
money is United States money, 
from the time it is issued till It is 
turned in for redemption, and 
hoarders are hoarders and will 
continue to have a perfect right to 
keep the first dollar they earn for 
the rest of their lives, if they so 
choose; also their heirs may still 
demand the right to pay a bill with 
it a hundred years from now. It 
■will probably be years before we 
shall see the last of the present 
issueg of currency, and until we do

BUSTED
The active retrogression of the 

stock market Thursday and yester­
day did not take on exactly the 
character of a Wall street panic, 
nor is It certain that a permanent 
end of the mad bull market has 
been attained, but the slump was 
sudden enough and drastic enough 
to w'lpe out thousands of the small­
er speculators who have been ven­
turing into the speculative game In 
the last few weeks and who, up to 
Thursday, were indulging in 
roseate dreams of quick and un­
earned wealth.

In addition to that many millions 
of paper profits, hugged to the 
bosoms of earlier adventures, have 
melted. In the case cf the former 
class no upward rebound now can 
help them— they came, they saw 
and they have been conquered; it 
is all over for these belated riders 
on the financial bull. They can now 
go back to work ^nd try to save 
up some more money to hand over 
to the professionals in due course.

If it is any satisfaction to the 
speculative lambs, they can take 
refuge in the knowledge that they 
have been basely deceived. They 
have been reading the predictions 
of star-eyed prophets forecasting 
an unlimited duration of the period 
of ascending prices, and believing 
them— the while these same 
prophets have been busily and 
gleefully getting on the short side 
of the market. How was an honest 
little Iamb to know that mankind 
could be so vile.

Connecticut has had many rea­

sons to be proud of its junior Unit­
ed States senator— soon to become 
ita senior senator but never any 
better reason that is supplied by 
the vigorous, efficient and humane 
course he has followed in the mat­
ter of the Porto Rico disaster.

In order that the plight of the 
islanders resulting from the Sep­
tember hurricane might be fully 
understood Senator Bingham made 
a ten days tour of Porto Rico by 
automobile, talked with hundreds 
of the inhabitants and presented to 
the Senate, at the earliest possible 
moment after Congress convened, 
a report which for clarity, brevity 
and powerful drawing would do 
credit to the most conspicuous ex­
amples of reportorial proficiency in 
the history of journalism.

^P.\YS TO SELL CROPS 
IN HARTFORD■RVIN S. COBB, the humor-

Itst, once said that the most 
expensive thing in the world 
to buy is an abandoned farm 

in New England. And it is 
cei)«ra.lly believed but a group 
of Ita,lians have shown the 
world and incidentally Man­
chester that these farms 
be made to pay and this iitue 
storyis about one of them.
' John Lenti lives on Gardner 
Street .Where is that? 0, you 
juist walk up Charter Oak 
Street'to the east until 
tired and— there you are. Cld 
tImeTS call it “ Germantown 
sa nOvst-you know just where it

■ , ,
' -  John Lenti is 43 years old 
and his family consists of a 
wife and four children. He 
waŜ  born in Fubine. Northern 
Italy where his father con­
ducted a vineyard that ma^e 
from 15.000 to 30,000 gallo'ns 
of wine annually. 
was sixteen years of age, 
John, with his two brotheis. 
came to this country. Eacli 
took up different work, John as 
a waiter, and for years he was 
employed in some of the most 
famous hostelries in Manhat­
tan His brothers meanwhile 
had come to Connecticut .and 
settled in Bolton and John 
eventually joined them. They 
bought one of these old aban 
doned farms and it 
long before their hard work 
brought its reward.

Their Crops
When John left the broth­

ers were selling yearly 15,000 
baskets of peaches, 800 crates 
of strawberries, 400 crates of 
raspberries and 1,000 bushels 
of peas. John then left the 
partnership to become the man­
ager of the Olcott farm here 
where he remained until' two 
years ago when he purchased 
 ̂his present place.

Hencoop House 
There was no house on the 

land which comprised some 66 
acres. It was old tobacco land 
that had been cropped to death 
and much of it had not even 
■been cleared but John was 
hopeful as he settled down to 
work;' A house was th'e first 
considera,tion so he huilt him­
self one Which was later turned 

.into a chickencoop, so one can 
Imagine how pretentious it 
was. Later on the present 
house will be described to 
show the comparison with the 
chickencoop home.

“ It was hard work” said 
Mr. Lenti but if one just 
studies this farm question he 
can solve the problems. For 
instance I discovered that 
sweetcorn is a more valuable 
crop than tobacco. That will 
surprise many tobacco growers 
w lio  put BO much labor into 
producing the weed.

All Run Down
"The place was all run down 

as these farms generally are.
It would not grow weeds. Al­
ready I have four acres of as­
paragus ready to cut next year, 
five acres of strawberries, 1,- 
500 peach trees and 500 apple 
trees set out. I had six acres of 
tobacco this year just to help 
me out but I’ll never go in 
for any more of that.

I sold 2,500 doiens of sweet 
corn this summer and this 
crop with little work, paid bet­
ter than the tobacco with its 
dozens of operations. From 
now I will go extensively In for 
fruits, berries and general 
truck.”

This brought up an interest­
ing subject. . Mr. Lenti was 
asked if he sold his products 
direct to Manchester stores. It 
has always seemed very odd 
that market gardeners in this 
neighborhood carry their pro­
duct to Hartford.' There they 
sell it. The Manchester store­
keepers in turn send their 
trucks to Hartford and buy 
the same stuff to cart back 
again when it had already 
been carted past their doors a 
couple of hours before. The 
question naturally pops up: 
"Why cannot our grocers here 

tr.opji. the fartpers here 
'  amT’ savfe ail that time and save 

money a,lBo? . . .

M'|R. Lenti answered the 
question: “ It may
seem , odd to you but 

it pays to ship your stuff to 
Hartford. I tried both ways 
and the Hartford plan is the 
better one. Just think of go­
ing from store to store in 
Manchester. One would never 
get through with the job. 
Many of them can give you no 
order for the next day or will 
go days without an order. In 
Hartford I go to four or five 
of the biggpst stores. They tell 
me they want so much the 
next day and in an hour my - 
whole truckload is sold. One 
could sell to Manchester in 
small quantities but never in 
loads. So the only way is to 
sell to the bigger Hartford 
store or to the whole-salers.”

Fei'tilizer Needed
The subject then returned 

to farming and Mr. Lenti 
spoke about building up aban­
doned farms.

“ Manure is what they need 
and plenty of it. I’ve already 
spent 55.000 on this item 
alone but from now on my 
cows will help me save some 
of that money. With a big crop 
of sweet corn I fill my silo and 
that feeds the cows. They sup­
ply the manure and that is my 
greatest need. The money from 
the milk goes into feed. I will 
have quite a herd of cows be- . 
fore the next season is over.”

Clearing up ah bid farm' Is 
no easy task, the farmer ex­
plained. The old stumps had to 
be dynamited and then a 
loaded disk harrow drawn by 
a tractor was run over the 
ground to cut the little roots. 
He cleared 15 acres that way 
and has now 40 acres of tri­
able land. Some of this will be 
seeded down for pasture. 
There will be regular crop ro­
tation and all Improved meth­
ods followed. Such crops as 
barley and rye will be grown 
and then turned under to act 
as fertilizer.

Old St.yle Methods
“ The trouble with the aver­

age New England farmer,” 
said Mr. Lenti, “ is that he 
says ‘my father raised these 
crops so I must do thp same.’ 
One musC study the soil, con­
ditions of the markets and 
raise any old thing that 1s 
profitable whether! one ever 
raised it or not.”

The speaker is a man a bit 
below the medium stature. He 
is of heavy build, is smooth 
shaven and has hair of a 
slight brown shade. He wore 
his farmer’s clothes as he 
spoke in his modern home. 
And it is a modern home in 
every  ̂ . respect. Screened-ln 
porch'with ornamental stone 
steps. Outdoor porch upstairs, 
Italian villa style. Antiques 
of old American and European 
origin. Works of art on sten­
ciled walls. 'Electric kitchen 
stove. Period Vlctrola and an 
all electric radio as large as a 
piano. Of course the piano is 
in a modern music room of 
waxed fioors and pretty rugs. 
The contrast with the }ien- 
coop house is surely remark­
able.

A Happy Family
“ It is my home and I want 

to make it as beautiful as I 
can. We have a happy family. 
,My children go to school. Qne 
of them walks home for din­
ner all the way from the Bar­
nard school. After school they 
work on the farm and they 
like it,. I do no ordering. They 
want to do their bit and they 
do it with little I Instructions. 
The youngest get up at 6 in, 
the morning and milk and 
think it is fun. I have no trou­
ble with them, "l̂ hey see me 
working and they want to \ 
work too. That sbems to be 
the explanation. They had no 
special training.

Judicial Council Proposes Law to Prevent Minor 
Courts from Freeing Drunk Drivers With­

out Public Knowledge of Facts. -
This is the third of a series of 

Judicial Council explaining variou 
Council in its recent report to Go 
with the subject of sentences susp 
town and borough court judges:

The present statutes give the 
judges of our city, town and b 'r- 
ough courts a veij wide discretion 
in suspending sentences Imposed 
by them , either during or after the 
adjournment of the term. ()f course 
there are judges of these courts 
who do not abuse their discretion, 
but there areother Judges of these 
courts who do. The sentence 1 n- 
posed in court may carry a jail sen­
tence but when the court has ad­
journed, sometimes on the same 
day and sometimes later, the judge 
orders the jail sentence suspended 
or abrogated And not infrequently 
this happens in the case of a sen­
tence for reckless driving, or it>r 
driving under the influence of 
liquor. The public knows nothing 
of these suspended sentences. Some­
times, we understand, they are 
made by telephone message to the 
keeper of the jail.

Reckless drivers or drunken driv­
ers are a menace to every traveler 
on our road. The public is en­
titled to know why it is in each 
case that the judge changes the 
sentence he imposed in court in the 
Interest ot the man who Is a pei.l 
to the lives and limb of every 
traveler on the highway.

The Judicial Council do not pur­
pose to take away this power fro a 
these judges but to require that 
they make these suspensions in 
open court and cause to be spread 
upon the record of the court the 
reasons for their action. 
Council are depending upon the 
publicity of this judicial act to cor­
rect the present evil. We think it 
will In most cases work. If time 
proves that it does not the PO^er 
ot suspension of sentence should be 
further curbed.

Few Would Oppose
We do not see how any of these 

officials can. at least openly, be op­
posed to this remedy. We Imagine 
few of the recommendations of the 
Judicial Council will And higher 
favor with the traveling public. It 
Is time we drove drunken drivers 
and reckless drivers off our high­
ways. We are glad to note that 
Commissioner Stoeckel favors jnore 
drastic action against these iola- 
tors of law and has, even in cases 
where the courts or juries have 
found them not guilty, held a hear­
ing and taken away their license. 
Undoubtedly public opinion sup­
ports the Commissioner In this
course. .

We give in full the reasons or 
the Judicial Council for its recom­
mendations.

Text of Reasons
“The Act of 1923. Chapter 62, is 

very broad In its scope as it pro­
vides that “ any criminal court may 
Impose sentence and suspend tn 
execution thereof Indefinitely in 
any case within Its jurisdiction.

“ The Act of 1921, Chapter 175. 
provided that any criminal court or 
Judge holding said court in cases 
within its jurisdiction, “ except in 
cases after commitment to the state 
prison or state reformatory,” mav 
during or after the adjournment of 
the term, after hearing, continue 
tlie case or suspend the execution of 
the sentence and commit the ac­
cused to the custody of a probation 
officer.

“ This broad power is given to 
every city, borough or town court. 
Its proper exercise rests in the 
sound discretion of the court or 
judge, based upon the peculiar cir­
cumstances of the particular case. 
But this power to relieve the 
wrong-doer of the sentence fixed 
by the Legislature ought not to he 
exercised unless such action is 
clearly justified by mitigating cir­
cumstances in the case. A continu­
ous abuse of this powet would re­
sult in a serious breakdown In the 
administration of the criminal law. 
To what extent such abuse is prac­
ticed. particularly in town, city and 
\)orough courts, it is Impossible to 
determine without the aid of accur­
ate data covering the records of 
such courts for a period of at least 
two years, showing the names or 
those found guilty, either on plea 
or after trial, the offense charged 
and the disposition of the case. 
Even with such data it would not be 
possible to ascertain the grounds 
for the suspension of sentence un­
less these had been made a part ot 
the record of the case.

Common Knowledge 
“ It is, however, a matter of com­

mon knowledge that some town, 
city and borough courts are impos­
ing fines, or fines with a suspended 
iail sentence,.in many cases Involv­
ing second, third and fourth of­
fenses, rather than a jail sentence 
with the poksihlllty of an appeal 
and loss of fine to city or to 
We have particularly In mind the 
driving of an automobile under the 
Influence of Intoxicating liquor, the 
transportation of liquor in violation 
of law and the reckless driving of 
motor vehicles.

Old Offenders
“ The second and third violation 

of these crimes ought not to be 
treated as lightly as our city, town 
and borough courts frequently treat 
them, penalizing the violation of a 
fine, or a fine with a suspended Jail 
sentence. The driver of a motor 
vehicle who Is under the Influence 
of Intoxicating liquors Is a menace 
to every vehicle he may meet on the 
road, in every such case unless the 
mitigating circumstances are very 
exceptional such a driver when con­
victed of this offense should be ''om- 
mltted to jail and his license re­
voked and the license not renewed 
until the commissioner of motor 
vehicles is fully satisfied that the 
driver Is in no likelihood Of again 
becoming under the influence of in­
toxicating liquor.

“ As we construe the Connecticut 
statutes, the criminal cotlrtfi and 
♦he judges of these courts have the 
power under these statutes to sus-

artlcles prepared by the Connecticut

vernor Trumbull. This one deals 
ended v/ithout publicity by city,

pend a sentence indefinitely in any 
case within the jurisdiction of their 
co.urts, and have the power, except 
In cases after commitment to the 
state prison or state reformatory, 
to continue the case or suspend the 
execution of the sentence and com­
mit the accused to the custody of 
the probation officer. Prior to the 
decision in Alcorn V. Fellows it was 
a common practice of justices of 
the peace to suspend sentences. 
That decision denied to justices of 
the peace that power. In the be­
lief that some of the justices 
of the peace throughout the state 

'had continued to suspend sentence 
,in ignorance that this decision had 
held that a justice court was not a 
criminal court, nor a justice of the 
peace a judge of a criminal court, 

. the Council advised, by letter, each 
i justice of the peact of the holding 
in this case and that he no longer 
had power in criminal cases to sus­
pend sentence or place an accused 
on probation.

Justices' Questionnaire
“ At the same time we sent the 

•justices of the peace a question­
naire designed to ascertain what 
records they were keeping of cases 
disposed of by their and tha man­
ner ot their disposition. We shall 
later set forth the conclusions we 

I reach from our examination of 
j these statistics concerning the office 
of justice of the peace.

“ We also wrote the Judges of all 
town and borough courU re­

garding the suspension of sentences 
! In their courts, recommending the 
adoption of each of these courts of 
a rule of practice for their courts 
that sefitences imposed in crimi 
cases should not be suspended un­
less the mitigating circumstances of 
the case clearly justify such action 
and upon the exercise of such 
power of suspension the court will 
cause to be spread upon its records 
the facts upon which the order of 
suspension.has-been passed.

“ If there can be uniformity in 
the exercise of the power of suspen­
sion, and In each instance a public 
record made of the reason for its 
exercise, we have been convinced 
that the public interest will be serv­
ed and the administration of jus­
tice in Connecticut promoted. , The 
vital Importance to our people, to 
the peace, order and safety, of the 
adoption by these courts of this 
practice, cannot be overstated.

Reconimendatitms
“ The Council recommends:
“ That Capter 175 of Jhe Public 

Acte of 1921 be amended so as to 
provide that at the time any crim­
inal court or the judge holding such 
court shall suspend the execution 
of the sentence, or shall continue 
the-case and commit the accused to 
the custody of a probation officer 
the court or judge shall cause the 
facts upon which si cb action is 
based to be made part of the record 
of such case.

“ That Chapter 62 oi" Public Acts 
of 1923 be amended so as to pro­
vide that the suspension of the 
execution of any sentence shall be 
during the good behavior of the ac­
cused for the ensuing six years and 
that upon the suspension of the exe­
cution of any sentence in any case, 
suen court shall cause the facts 
upon which such action is based to 
be made a part of the record in such 
case.

Second Offenses
‘ ’That the said Public Acts of 

1921 and 1923, be amended by pro­
viding that the provisions of said 
acts shall not permit the suspension 
of the execution of the sentence of 
a person convicted of operating a 
motor vehicle while under the in­
fluence of Intoxicating liquor if such 
offense was committed within a 
period of six years immediately fol­
lowing the final conviction of a like 
offense by a court of this State, or 
by a person convicted of a felony if 
It shall appear that he has been 
previously convicted two times of 
any felony.

“ These provisions if enacted into 
law will tend to stop, in large part, 
the abuse of the suspended sentence 
as now practiced and tend to rid our 
highways of many drivers of motor 
vehicles who continually imperil all 
other users of the highway. The 
safety of society and the Safety of 
the traveling public upon our high­
ways will be promoted by the pas­
sage of the proposed Acts.

who sell their crops to the mills, 
will need it for the next year or so 
if they are to come back to normal.

“ Citrus fruits grow largely on 
the North coast. The planters in 
this area (indicating) did not lose 
more than 5 or 10 per cent of the 
trees, but, as will be seen from the 
chart which I have on the wall be­
side the map, the citrous fruit crop, 
which was estimated at 16,800,000, 
is more than half destroyed. The 
sugar crop, estimated at $54,000,- 
000, was abouttone-fourth destroy­
ed. The coffee crop? which this 
year was to be a bumper crop, was 
90 per cent destroyed.

“ Coffee grows in the central por­
tions of the island and almost en­
tirely in the area which was totally 
devastated. It takes a coffee tree 
nearly five years to-reach normal 
production, or to come into bearing 
after being planted. Coffee grows 
in the shade and does not flourish 
in the sun. It will t?ke the shade 
trees six or seven years to come 
back to normal.

His Own Experience
“ I was born and brought up in 

the Tropics and lived there during 
the first 16 years of my life, and I 
did not believe it possible that the 
great forest trees, especially in the 
troplcarjungle, with their strength 
and vigor in a country h^fssed with 
an abundant rainfall, could be kill­
ed by wind. But this hurricane 
wind there, which had an estimated 
velocity of 180 miles an hour, tore 
off all the foliage ind killed most 
of the trees all through this section 
here (indicating). It will take the 
coffee planters at least five years to 
come back to normal production. 
It happens that their crops have not 
been very good in recent years up 
to the present year. Ij 1913-1915 
the coffee crops averaged about 50.- 
000,000 pounds a year. About 
vears ago they had a small hurri­
cane and the coffee was partly dam­
aged and their ctops came down to 
about half that amount. Two years 
ago. in the hurricane that struck 
southern Florida, a good part of 
the coffee was destroyed and the 
crop came down in the past year o 
less than one-sixth of the normal 
production. This year the planters 
were blessed with a great crop. 
They saw actually on the trees a 
crop amounting to nearly 500,000,- 
000 pounds ot coffee, valued at 
about 25 cents a pound, finding Its 
market chiefly in Europe where 
Porto Rican coffee is particularly 
valued. That coffee crop is almost 
a total loss. It will take the coffee 
planters from four to five years to 
come back. The coffee trees were 
about half destroyed. The coffee 
shade trees were about 60 per cent 
destroyed and it will take them six 
or seven years to come back.

“ The coconut crop, which fortun­
ately is not a very Important Item 
in the island, was totally destroy­
ed. The coconut trees were 32 per 
cent destroyed and when they plant 
new trees in their places it will be 
eight years at least before the trees 
will begin to bear.
• Tobacco Losses

“ Tobacco seed beds were not 
greatly harmed, only about one- 
quarter of them being destroyed, 
and a new crop was just only start- 

led, so the tobacco crop was not 
seriously harmed, but so much of 
last year’s crop as was In barns was 
totally destroyed. There were In 
Porto Rico. In the area shown on 
the map‘ in tobaccio plantations, 
about 6.950 barns and warehouses. 
Most of the barns are small, cost­
ing only about $2,000 or $3,000i 
built of timber, and naturally out 
in the open. There are today in 
the island, so far as we are able to 
find out, of those 6,950 barns just 
3 that are standing. I was unabje 
to find any,of the three. I stood in 
one place where I could count 42 of 
them in on(? valley, all in sight, and 
all leveled to the height of piles of 
kindling wood. Some of them were 
insured and the planters have be- 
,gun to replant the seed beds, which 
are coming on, and next year’s crop 
it is hoped will be a good one. The 
total loss of property is about $90,- 
000 , 000 .

An Herojc People
“ Mr. President, the finest thing 

that I saw in the 10 days ^pent in 
Porto Rico was the attitude of the 
people. Instead of being depressed. 
Instead of standing with their 
hands out begging for charity, they 
were all at work doii»g what they 
could, although there are nearly 
300.000 unable to find employment 
due to the fact that the natural em­
ployers of labor can not borrow 
money because of the fact that 
their plantations are so far gone 
that they can not for the next three 
or four years pay any interest on 
the money that they might bor- 

Vow. Credit Is frozen.
“ I traveled 600 miles on the isl­

and by automobile. \i(e  stopped 
from 50 to 75 tinpes a day, inter­
viewed a great many people, and 
only had two people ask for char­
ity— one old' man and one little 
boy— a most extraordinary thing 
In a land where 1,471,000 people 
were affected and where over 500,- 
000 people were reduced to a state 
of utter destitution without food 
or shelter. They are a splendid 
folk, all trying to help themselves.

“ Mr. President, at this time I In­
troduce a joint resolution, which I 
ask to have referred to' the Com­
mittee on Territories and Insular I 
Possessions. We shall have a meet-' 
ing of that committee next Monday 
to hear the Governor of Porto Rico, 
the auditor of Porto Rico, certain 
of the planters who have come up, 
the manager of the farm-loan bank, 
and the officers from the War De­
partment who were sent immedi­
ately to study the relief situation.”

' The Resolution
The resolution Introduced by 

Senator Bingham provides fo f a 
commission to be known as the 
Porto Rican Hurricane Relief Com­
mission, to consist of the Secretary 
of the Treasury, the Secretary of 
War, the Secretary o f  Agriculture,

with the secretary of ;war as chair­
man assist in the rehabilitation of 
agriculture in the island of Porto 
Rico, particularly on the coffee 
plantations and on the cocoanui 
plantations, to enconrage a more 
general planting of food crops 
needed by laiborers on the planta­
tions. especially of root crops, to 
aid in the repair and restoration of 
schools and - roads, and to assist 
in providing employment for unem­
ployed and destitute laborers.

It provided that this commission 
shall have aathority to muke loans 
to individual- planters in sums np 
to $25,000 and of ten years dur i- 
tion at five per cent interestT with 
the commission empowered to post­
pone the collection of interest for 
such periods as may be deemed 
necessary. It provides for the au­
thorization of appropriation of the 
sum of $10,000,000 for these loans.

It also provides for the appro­
priation of $2,000,000 to be ex­
pended in the repair of schools and 
employment of labor in the repair 
ami construction of roads, and for 
the employment of $100,000 in the 
purchase and distribution of seeds 
and seedlings, especially for food 
crops.

Concluding, Senator Bingham 
said:

Aid by Christmas
“ Mr. President, there are one or 

two things I should like tp say be­
fore I sit down. 1 would like to call 
attention, first, to the fact that nev­
er before in the history of Ameri­
ca, so far as 1 know, has so large 
a part of any political area been 
devastated; never before has so 
large a part of any population 
within any State or Territory or in­
sular possession been rendered des­
titute. Never before in American 
history have so many very poor 
people been seriously hurt. Most of 
the 500,000 people who were fed 
by the Red Cross, if they could se­
cure normal employment, would ba 
earning from 60 to 70 cents a day. 
It will be seen that in an attempt 
to support their families on 60 or 
70 cents a day they have, been un­
able to lay bY‘any thing; They are 
destitute and have very few friends 
to help them. The need for immedi­
ate employment is very great. If we

do not enact some legislation in the 
very near future for their relief 
there will be an enormous amount 
of suffering inflicted upon those 
people. I hope very much that the 
committee will consider the matter 
in the near future and will report 
the joint resolntion back favor­
ably. and that the Senate will be 
willing to consider it in the morn­
ing hour at some time when noth­
ing else interferes, so that. If pos­
sible. we may get this relief meas­
ure enacted into law and the com­
mission under way before Chris.- 
mas.”

reasons for their action. The --------------

proves that it does not the power 
of suspension of sentence should be 
further curbed.

Few Would Oppose
We do not see how any of these 

officials can. at least openly be o ^  
posed to this remedy. We 
few of the recommendations of tne 
Judicial Council will find higher 
favor with the traveling public. It 
Is time we drove drunken drivers 
and reckless drivers off our high­
ways. We are glad to note that 
Commissioner Stoeckel favors nruire 
drastic action against these -lola- 
tors of law and has, even In cases 
where the courts or juries have 
found them not guilty, held a hear­
ing and taken away their license. 
Undoubtedly public opinion sup­
ports the Commissioner in this
course. . _ .We give In full the reasons of 
the Judicial Council for Its recom­
mendations.

Text of Reasons
“The Act of 1923. Chapter 62. is 

very broad In Its scope as It pro­
vides that “ any criminal court may 
Impose sentence and suspend tn 
execution thereof Indefinitely m 
any case within Its jurisdiction.

“ The Act of 192i. Chapter 175. 
provided that any criminal court or 
Judge holding said court In cases 
within Its jurisdiction, 'except In 
cases after commitment to the state 
prison or state reformatory, mav 
during or after the adjournment of 
the term, after hearing, continue 
tlie case or suspend the execution of 
the sentence and commit the ac- 
ciisjed to the custody of a probation
Offl®®’''' . I K +/,“ This broad power Is given lo 
every city, borough or town court. 
Its proper exercise rests In the 
sound discretion of the court or 
judge, based upon the peculiar cir­
cumstances of the particular case. 
But this power to relieve the 
wrong-doer of the sentence fixed 
by the Legislature ought not to be 
exercised unless such action Is 
clearly Justified by mitigating cir­
cumstances in the case. A continu­
ous abuse of this powet would re­
sult in a serious breakdown In t®® 
administration of the criminal law. 
To what extent such abuse Is prac­
ticed. particularly In town. ®lty and 
borough counts. It Is Impossible to 
determine without the aid of accur­
ate data covering the records of 
such courts for a period of at least 
two years, showing the names of 
those found guilty, either on plea 
or after trial, the offense charged 
and the disposition of the case. 
Even with such data It would not be 
possible to ascertain the grounds 
for the suspension of sentence un­
less these had been made a part of 
the record of the case.

Common Knowledge
“ It is, however, a matter of com­

mon knowledge that some town, 
city and borough courts are Impos­
ing fines, or fines with a suspended 
iall sentence,.in many cases Involv­
ing second, third and ' fourth of­
fenses, rather than a jail sentence

f“ We also wrote the Jud.ges of all

less the mitigating circunistances of 
the case clearly justify such action 
and upon the exercise of such 
power of suspension the court will 
cause to be spread upon its records 
the facts upon which the order of 
suspension,has-been passed.

“ If there can be uniformity in 
the exercise of the power of suspen­
sion, and In each instance a public 
record maAe of the reason for its 
exercise, we have been convinced 
that the public Interest will be serv­
ed and the administration of jus­
tice In Connecticut promoted. .

Second Offenses

who sell their crops to the mills, 
will need it for the next year or so 
If they are to come back to normal.

“ Citrus fruits grow largely on 
the North coast. The planters in 
this area (indicating) did not lose 
more than 5 or 10 per cent of the 
trees, but, as will be seen from the 
chart which I have on the wall be­
side the map, the citrous fruit crop, 
which was estimated at ?6,800,000, 
is more than half destroyed. The 
sugar crop, estimated at $54,000,- 
000, was aboutsone-fourth destroy­
ed. The coffee cropf which this 
year was to be a bumper crop, was 
90 per cent destroyed.

“ Coffee grows In the central por­
tions of the island and almost en­
tirely In the area which was totally 
devastated. It takes a coffee tree 
nearly five years to-reach normal 
production, or to come into bearing 
after being planted. Coffee grows 
in the shade and does not flourish 
in tlie sun. It will teke the shade 
trees six or seven years to come 
back to normal.

His Own Experience
“ I was born and brought up In 

the Tropics and lived there during 
the first 16 years of my life, and I 
did not believe it possible that the 
great forest trees, especially In the 
troplcarjungle, with their strength 
and vigor in a country blessed with 
an abundant rainfall, could be kill­
ed by wind. But this hurricane 
wind there, which had an estimated 
velocity of 180 miles an hour, tore 
off all the foliage i nd killed most 
of the trees all through this section 
here (indicating). It will take the 
coffee planters at least five years to 
come back to normal production, 
it happens that their crops have not 
been very good In recent years up 
to the present year. I.i 1913-1915 
the coffee crops averaged about 60,- 
000,000 pounds a year. About six 
years ago they had a small hurri­
cane and the coffee was partly dam­
aged and their ctops came down to 
about half that amount. Two years 
ago, in the hurricane that struck 
southern Florida, a good part of 
the coffee was destroyed and the 
crop came down in the past year -O 
less than one-sixth of the normal 
production. This year the planters 
were blessed with a great crop. 
They saw actually on the trees a 
crop amounting to nearly 500,000.- 
000 pounds of coffee, valued at 
about 25 cents a pound, finding its 
market chiefly In Europe where 
Porto Rican coffee is particularly 
valued. That coffee crop is almost 
a total loss. It will take the coffee 
planters from four to five years to 
come back. The coffee trees were 
about half destroyed. The coffee 
shade trees were about 60 per cent 
destroyed and it will take them six 
or seven years to come back.

“ The coconut crop, which fortun­
ately Is not a very important Item 
In the island, was totally destroy­
ed. The coconut trees were 32 per 
cent destroyed and when they 
new trees In their places it will be 
eight years at least before the trees 
will begin to bear.
' Tobacco Losses

“ Tobacco seed beds were not 
greatly harmed, only about one- 
quarter of them being destroyed,

Aid by Christinas
“ Mr. President, there are one or 

two things I should like tp say be­
fore I sit down. I would like to call 
attention, first, to the fact that nev­
er before in the history of Ameri­
ca, BO far as I know, has so large 
a part of any political area been 
devastated; never before has so 
large a part of any population 
within any State or Territory or in­
sular possession been rendered des­
titute. Never before in American 
history have so many very poor 
people been seriously hurt. Most of 
the 500,000 people who were fed 
by the Red Cross, if they could se­
cure normal employment, would be 
earning from 60 to 70 cents a day.

of suffering Inflicted upon those 
people. I hope very much that the 
committee will consider the matter 
in the near future and will report 
the joint resolution back favor­
ably, and that the Senatq  ̂will be 
willing to consider It in the morn­
ing hour at some time when noth­
ing else interferes, so that. If pos­
sible, we may get this relief meas­
ure enacted into law and the com­
mission under way before Chris,- 
mas.”

Flatulence is the presence of ex­

cess gas n̂ the intestines; It is a 
symptom and not a disease.

Gas may get in'to the Intestines 
by swallowing, or It may be gener­
ated there. Very rarely it; gets 
through the intestinal wall from 
the abdominal caviety.

Gas Is, of course, swallowed with 
almost every mouthful of food! The 
quantities are usually small and 
are easily taken care of in the or­
dinary case.

In the case of an infant that eats 
too rapidly, much gas may be

Sources
The gas generated in the bowel 

comes either from chemical chang­
es In food or from the action of 
bacteria on the food or on the 
bowel lining.

As pointed out by Dr. Albert S. 
Welch, ordinary articles of diet, 
such as cooked potatoes and tender 
meat, are acted on by juices in the 
stomach and small intestines, and 
after about two hours pass Into the 
large Intestine.

If for any reason tbq food Is hur­
ried through the small intestine, 
much undigested material will pass 
into the large intestine. Certain 
foods resist the digestive action of 
the stomach juices, but are readily 
broken down by the bacteria which 
are normally found In the large 
Intestines.

Dried beans and coarse vege­
tables are substances of this char­
acter.

The excess amount of cellulose 
or indigestible material In lettuce, 
celery, cabbage, radishes and spin­
ach may lead to fermentrtion In 
the large bowel with the formation 
of gas.

Irritants
The reason for this Is rapid pas­

sage of this material throrgh the 
small intestines because of the in­
digestible. fiber that it contains. 
Foods that are decomposed or that 
contain chemical irritants or poi­
sons which stir up inflammation of 
the intestines will also generate 
gas.

Obviously there are many causes, 
and each case must be studied- in 
its entirety to determine t the fac­
tors responsible before the physi­
cian can outline a suitable diet or 
suitable change of bkbits' which 
will lead, to the prevention of gas 
formation and recovery from dis­
ease.

BEETHOVEN TALK TO 
COSMOPOUTAN CLUB

Mrs. F. Gadd Tells of Oddi­
ties and Genius of Great 
Deaf Composer.

The monthly meeting of the Cos­
mopolitan Club, held yesterday af­
ternoon in the parlors of the Man­
chester Community club, was large­
ly attended. Its feature was a talk 
on Ludwig van. Beethoven, the com­
poser, given by Mrs. Robert F.

The speaker dealt with the char­
acter. genii’ s and personal pec’i- 
liarities of the great German musi­
cian, who was- born in Bonn In

his best work was done under the 
handicap of the deafness which be­
gan to manifest itself when he was 
only 28 years old and became total 
in early middle life.

Egotistical, temperamental, giv­
en to outbreaks of passionate au­
ger, Beethoven’s persistence in his 
art nevertheless made him an ad­
mirable figure. In -the view of the 
syeaker. Eccentric in his habits— 
h]2 loved bread soup and would 
break a dozen eggs Into a bowl 'it 
it, flying Into a rage If one of them 
proved inferior— never marrying 
because none of the several women 
he successively loved would have 
him, poor and unappreciated, he 
yet produced nine symphonies 
which have survived, more than the 
permanentLy successful composi­
tions of many composers, who were 
far more prolific.

Mrs. Gadd is a fine speaker an-i 
her talk was much appreciated.
