DIES ON CRUSADE

Pre-Eminent  Prohibitonist|

Taken by Heart Attack as

He Faces Most Strenuous,

Campaign in Behalf of Is-
sue to Which His Life Was
Dedicated.

———

Death claimed Emil Louis George
Hohenthal, Manchester's most re-
nowned citizen, Saturday noon as
he faced one of the most strenuous
campaigns in the crusade to which

he gave his life.  Hurrying to St
Louis, Mo., to take part in a con-
ference of great importance to the
world prohibition movement, he
was stricken as his train neared In-
dianapolis, Ind., early Saturday
morning. At Indianapelis his con-
dition was such that he was taken
to St. Vincent's hospital. For a time
it seemed that the attack had been
driven off, but at 12:20 p. m. Sat-
urday it was renewed with such
force that it took his life at 12:30
p. m.
The Funeral.

The funeral arrangements are as
vet indefinite because of the fact
that the family daes not know just
when the body will arrive from
Indianapolis. It will probably be
Thutsday afternoon. It will be held
in the Center Congregational
church following a brief service at
ihe home cn Center street, Burial
will be in the East cemetery.

. Mr. Hohenthal left Manchester
Wednesday night for Elmira, N. Y.
He was in apparent good health, but
he had tired under the burden of
preparation for his long series of
conferences, addresses and reports.
He carried three portfolios heavlly

packed with necessary data as well |

as a heayy suitcase. Members of his
family believe that in his hurry to
make train connections thus bur-
dened he became exhausted and the
strain on his heart was too great
to withstand. Thus he died, carry-
ing on a crusade for the world-wide
adoption of a belief that was sac-
red to him and upon which his en-
tire life had been founded,
Important Factor Here

Emil Hohenthal has-been one of
the most important factors in the
civic, political and spiritual life of
Manchester since his coming here
42 years ago. In all matters of wel-
fare, in all things judicial and gov-
ernmental, his ideas and opinions
were not only sought but actually
depended upon. In three decades
nothing of importance in the devel-
opment of the community has been
done without counsel to some de-
gree from the wise, logical and far-
seeing brain of Emil Hohenthal.

A First Citizen

His fellow citizens in Manches-
ter, of course, have known of him
as a prohibition worker. That great
social movement could scarcely he
thought of or discussed here with-
out connecting with it the name Ho-
henthal. Even aside from his work
in the cause of local, national and
world-wide temperance, Manches-
ter people generally would have
known Emil Hohenthal as a worker
for the common good. He always
attended civic meetings. His knowl-
edge of parliamentary law was 80
great that, when questions arose, it
was to Emil Hohenthal the people
turned to learn v-at was right.

Next in importance to his prohi-
bition work as far as Manchester
people were concerned was his In-
terests in the South Manchester
Fire district. He had been a fire
commissioner since 1922 and had
just recently been re-@lected treas-
urer of the fire district for another
term of three years. He worked dili-
gently in the Interests of those who
lived outside the fire district in or-
der that they might receive protec-
tion, and just recently the South
Manchester distriet bounds have
been extended in accordance with a
plan he outlined. He was serving on
Manchester's Charter Revision com-
mittee and was chairman of the
rommittee on the consolidation of
the town's fire distriets.

Centenmal Proponent

Mr. Hohenthal was the first man
to suggest that the town celebrate
|ts centennial on a big scale. He
sjpoke to the selectmen on that
point two years before the time.
He was & member of the committae
and was chairman of the commit-
tee on speakers. As a selectman he
iid much to clear up the confu-
sion which existed with respect to
the authority attached to various
»ffices. He was secretary of the
poard and as such did a great
unount of work, much of which
10w requires a full time clerk.

Emil Hohenthal was born in New
York City, October 15, 18G4 the son
of Louis and Charlotte (Schom-
burg) Hohenthal who had come “to
this country from Germany In 1862,
His antecedent lived in the vicinity
of Hanover, Germany, His mother
with Emil and his five sistes came
lo Manchester from New York City
about September 1, 1886. His fath-
ar had dled in New York when Emil
was but 11 years of age,

First Employment,

With the loss of his father the
Hohenthal family had been left In
rather trying circumstances.

President Coolulge Speaks

to Delegates From 20
South and Central Ameri-

can Nations; His Speech.

Washington, Dec. 10 — The
Americas led the world as far back
as 1823 in undertaking to settle
international disputes by peaceful
means, when the principles of ar-
bitration and conciliation were
practically unknown in the rest of
the world, President Coolidge told
delegates from 20 South and Cen-
tral American countries, in an ad-

dress opening the Inter-Ameriean
conference on arbitration and con-
ciliation here today.

The President spoke in the tropi-
cal setting of the Pan-American
Union building here, dedicated (o
maintenance of friendly rvelations
among the nations making up the
Amerieas.

Led The Wést

Declaring. that the .countries of
South America led all the world-in
their coutribution to the cause,
President Coolidge pointed to the
treaties of 1822 of zreater Colum-
bhia with Peru and Chjli, and with
Mexico in 1825, followed by a
treaty with Central America in
1825, as fore-runners of efforts that
many yvears later were to be made
part of a world program for neace,
through counciliation and arbitra-
tion.- .

“It is a record to stir the pride
of all those who love peace and
justice,” he said.

The President also recalled thal
the United States had contributed
to the "furtheranoe of these great
principles.” 'as early as: 1794 in ne-
gotiating the Jay treaty with Great
Britain. Tt then became {he privi-
lege of the: United States. he sald,
to introduce into modern diplomacy
the prlnmple of arbitration, and she
has since throughout a period of a
century and a hal{, supported her
gister republics in upholding the
cause,
Principle's Uzknown

What contributed to the force
of the. early efforts in South Amerj-
ca. the President declared. was the
fact that the principles of arbitra-
tion and concillatio nweré practi-
cally unknown in other sections .of
the world.

Some of the other early treatien
the President cited were the Con-
gress of Lima, Peru. of ‘1847, of

Sanfiago; Chill, of 1856, of Lima.
ln 1864, Caracad. Venezuela, and
the series of intephational confer-
ences of American. states heginning
with the conference of Washington
in 1889, and incindinz the Havana
Congress of last Janunary, of which
the present méeting is the offspring.

He was initiated
into the Grand Division of Sons of
Temperance at New Haven Octo-
ber 27, 1887, elected Grand Sea-
tinel at Bridgeport, October 20
1888 and Grand Seribe at Manches-
ter April 23, 1891. He was elected
Grand Worthy Patriarch October
96, 1893, fre-elected to that oflice
October 25, 1894 and again Octo-
ber 23, 1909.

Senor Zubizarreta, foreign min-
ister of Paraguay, claims that re-
sponsibility for the clash last
Thursday rests with the Bolivian
troops. The foreign minister alleges
that the Bolivian soldiers “invad-
ed Paraguayan soil."

It was reported to Asuncion ad-
vices that the Paraguayan govern-
ment would send a note to the cap-
itals of other South American re-
publics explaining and giving that
povernment's version of the recént
fighting.

Neither country showed signs ol
a backdown today indicating that
outside mediation may be necessary
to prevent hostilities,

To Defend Rights

President Siles, of Bolivia, was
quoted in a La Paz dispatch as
saying that “the national interests
would be defended and that the
people are firm in asserting their
rights."

The territory in dispute Is a great
inland “tract known as Gran Chaco
lying between the Pilcomayo and
Paraguay rivers, It Is sparsely in-
habited by roving heads of Indians.
The quarrel over this land dates
back half a century,

['nder the dictatorship of I'ran-
cisco Lopez, [rom 1865 to 1879,
Paraguay built up the most power-
ful military establishments in South
America. Lopez, who has been des-
cribed by historians as "half mad"
had an ohcession for milltary
achievements, He went to war
against Drazil, Argentina and Uru-
guay and fought until his forees
were scattered, Later Dolivia went
to war against Chlle, but lost the
conflict.

Maraguay's population is only
900,000, The republic has an army
of 2,500 men with offlecers trained
by a I'rench military mission. Bn-
livia has a population of 3,000,000
with an army of 7,500 actives and
a reserve force of nearly a quarter
o a million,

HARTFORD SPEAKER
BEFORE KIWANIANS

Dr. George Tucker Tells of
Handicaps and Their Ef-
fects on a Man's Success.

* Dr. George Tucker of Hartford
was the speaker before the. Man-
chester Kiwanis club this noon at
the Hotel Sheridan, His subject
was  “Handicaps and Success.”
*With Dr. Tucker came a fair-sized
delegation from the Hartford Ki-
wanis club and the main dinlng
room of the hotel was well filled
with Kiwanls members, most of
whom came with the express pur-
pose of hearing Doctor Tucker.
They were certainly not disappoint-

The speaker reviewed the early
lives of such men as Lincoln, Char-
les Darwin, Robert Louls Stevenson
and Theodore Roosevelt to show
the terrible handicaps each had
Lo overcome and yet became fa-
mous. Most of the time was devot-
ed to Lincoln and Darwin, who by
the way, were born on the samse
day, though Darwin was born In
England and Lincoln in the wilds
of Kentucky. Lincoln was handi-
capped because of the dire povertly
in which he was reared and .the
shiftlessness of his father, Thom-
as Lincoln, who spent most of his
time hunting, Darwin on the con-
trary was brought up in an aristo-
cratic family but was always In
disagreement with hig father be-
cause of the fact that he would not
follow in his father's footsteps and
bécome a great physician,

Doctor Tucker spoke very highly
on the achievements of Roosevelt
despite his handicaps. Never a
healthy child even to his college
days he took up athletics for no
other reason than to keep allve.

I know of no man during the
past forty years in the town of
Manchester who has faken a kceper
or more intellizent interest in the
welfare of the town or who has
worked more industriously for its
hest interests, the number of young
people who have been Influenced
for good by his precept and example
can doubtless be rumbered in
thousands.

It is peculiarly fitting that such
an exhibition should be held in New
Haven, for the “American Diction-
ary" was printed in Naew Haven by
Liezekiah Howe of whose printing
Webster himself said, In an an-
nouncement of the work: *‘The
mechanical execution of this work
is very excel.ent, and does much
credit to: the publisher and his
workmen,'” In New Haven, too, was
published in 1798 the first English
dictionary made and publisbed in
America.. A Schoo! Dictionary, by
Samuel Johnson, Jr., of Guilford,
the son of Samuel Johnson of the
class of 1714 of Yale College, For
four years Webster attended Yale
College as 2 member of the class of

1778, and for two subsequent per-
iods of his life he lived in New Ha-
ven, dying here in 1843,

In the passing of Bmil L. G.
Hohenthal Manchester loses one
who was puot only a consplcuous
figure in the most conspicuous so-
cia] experiment of the age, but
who, besldes, with all his wide ac-
tivities in the prohibition move-
ment, remained a keenly interested
participant in the civic 1ife of this
community.

Though for many years his
duties in connection with the war
on the saloon and on the liquor
trafic demanded an Immense
amount of travel both within and
beyond the boundaries of the coun-
try, he never lost touch with .the
problems and enterprises of his
home town but was, on the con-
trary, much more alive to them and
gave to them more Informed
thought than many a citizen who
fdoes not leave Manchester or Hart-
ford county from one year's end to
another. In his mere capaclity as a
man of Manchester, which was far
from being his most [{mportant
function from his point of view, he
will be greatly missed.

Manchestér people, who had
known Emil Hohenthal from his
early manhood, though many of
them were not of hls way of think-
ing on the subject of alcoholic pro-
hibition, are a unit in accrediting
to him a degree of sincerity not al-
ways attributed to workers in his
chosen fleld, They know that in
every fibre of his being he was con-
vinced of the validity and vital
character of the prohibitory move-
ment, Long before that movement
gained any important strength Mr,
Ilohenthal had given himself to the
promotion ¢! the cause of total ab-
stinence, And long before he adopt-
ed that promotlon as his life work
te adopted its tenets as his own
nersonal guide; he practiced all his
lile what he so earnestly and capa-
bly preached during the greater
part of it.

SHOTGUNS

It has taken the underworld a
Iong time to learn about the shot~
gun, but now that the
killerg have taken to that arm they
find themselves in possession of a
terrible weapon, Perhaps it was
not ignorance of the potentialities
of the fowling piece that kept it
apart from the armament of the
thief and the assassin, so much as
its too-great visibllity—a factor
now rendered unimportant by the
fact that crooks in these days go
about in automobiles, But in any
event the shotgun has lately coms
to be a new and deadly menace in
the hands of evilly.disposed per-
sons,

Tire average gunman can be de-
pended on to miss with fonr shots
out of five from a ,revolver or an
automatlc pistol unless the range
is very short indeed, But the worst
shot in the world can hardly fail
to plant at least part of a load of
heavy shot from a twelve-guage in-
to his victim at three or four rods
distance, even when the target {s
moving.

Roadside assassinations, killings
of law officiuls in their homes, the
cold blooded slaughter of bank and
transfer guards are made easy to
the murderer by employment of a

ple of ounces of slugs or buckshot.

What, if anything, is to be done
about the shotgun, so far as it re-
lates to murder, it {s difficult to
imagine. Of all lethal weapons it
{s the one for the ownership of
which it Is easlest to account with
an appearance of entire innocence
Perhaps it will prove to be easler
to dispose of the killers than of
the tools of killing.

A MORAL QUESTION

The Herald Is glad to hear the
voice of the pulpit raised in pro-
test against the slaughler of men,
women and children in automobile
accidents, In his Sunday address
on the subject of the Vestris disas-
ter Rev. R. A. Colpitts of the South
Methodist church yesterday took
occasion to contrast the feellng of
horror that swept around the
world at the loss of so many lives,
while the killing, with even great-
er needlessness, of far greater
numbers of people on the streets
and highways of the Unlted States
goes on almost unnoticed.

So far the church has not ap-
peared to regard the automobile
problem as being within its prov-
igde, Yet we know of none calling
for a more drastic revolution in
1he moral attitude of the peopls,
There is no hope for ethical or re-
ligious or moral growth in any
race or in any period where the sa-
credness of human life is no long-
er recognized.

More than any other force, per-
haps, the fufluence of the church is
essential to the achievement of any
considerable reform in the matter
of automoblle murders. Because
the establishiment of safety on Lhe
roads will, as surely as the sun
rises, come only when the automo-
biling public—and that means the
greal majority of all the people—
has been brought to realize that it
must sacrifice much of what it has
cciie to regard as the, benefits of
the automobile, the speed, in the
interest of humanity,

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CELEBRATING WITH FEASTS,

The harvest days are ending, and
the treasures of the field and gar-
den llave been stored away for use
ihrough the winler months, At this
time in the year all over the world
from the earliest times certain days
liave been set apart for thanksgiv-
ing to the Diety or to that Higher
Power manifested through what we
call Nature.

The ancient Romans held thanks-
giving feasts in honor of the goddess
Ceres, and the Greeks, at the same
time, honored Demeter. The Feast
of the Tabernacles was celebrated
by the Israelites, and this is per-
haps the oldest religious Thanks-
giving Day known. The Hollanders
gset apart & Thanksgiving Day In
October, 1575, for thelr dellverance
{rom the Spaniards In the seige of
Leydon. England, thirteen years
later, celebrated September 3rd as
a day of thanksgiving for the de-
feat of the Spanish. In 18§72, Ed-
ward, Prince of Wales, was restor-
ed to health, so this furnished an-
other occaslon for thanksgivingz.
Still another was celebrated in 1887
at the Jubllee of Queen Victoria’s
fifty years' rein,

The first Thanksgiving In the
United States was held in Novem-
ber, 1621, and this was truly a re-
iiglous ceremony to give the
settlers an opportunity to express
their gratitude to God for the perils
they had passed through. The fall
Thanksgiving Days were held ir-
regularly until 1863, but ars now
always celebrated on the last
Thursday in November throughout
the United States. In Canada the
Governor General annually pro-
claims this holiday which {8 now
fixed as Monday of the week |In
which November 11th oceours,

Undoubtedly the. early Thanks-
giving Days were true religiqus
celebrationg, with much praying
and sincare demonstrations of
thankfulness to the Dilety. Of
course, the feasts were also an im-
portant part of the celebration. But
with all of our sermons in  the
churches and the noble sentiments
expressed in editorial articles,
Thanksglving Day is as are all ol
the other holidays, mainly celebrat-
ad now as an occaslon for gastrono-
mic gymnastics.

I am in favor of plenty of holl-

days, but I do not belleve that any,

of us should use these days as an
excuse for stuffing  orgies. These
are good days for the gathering to-
gether of seattered family olrcles
and tha renewing of old friendships,

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Defends Vestris Crew
| I_'l_ Sermon About Sea

Rev. Rokert A. Colpitts De-
fivers Eulogy to Piameersl
of the Ocean—Entire
Service Yesterday Found-
ed on Sea Theme.

A large and interested congrega-
tion was present at the South
Methodist Episcopal church, yester-
day morning when Rev. Robert A.
Colpitts, the pastor, took as the
subject matter ‘‘Society's Debt to

the Sailor”, with a particular bear-
ing on the recent disaster at sea,
in which the S. S. Vestris, was in-
volved. Incidental and appropriate
music was supplied under the di-
rection of the Organist, Archibald
Sessions. As a prelude Mr. Sessions
played an improvisation, on the |
themes ‘‘Eternal Father strong to|
save,” and “Jesus Saviour Pilot
Me,"" which was interesting. The
vested choir sang ‘Fierce was the
Wild Billow',, by Noble, and “Cross-
ing the Bar'” to the setting by !
Barnaby.

The pastor in his discourse dealt
very largely with features of sea
life, which personally came under
his observation while in the Mer-
chant Marine service and as will be
seen by the sermon which is here-
with submitted, opened up a wide
field for thought.

“Soclety's Debt to the Sailor"

The two fragments of Scripture
upon which the discussion was
based were Psalm 104:26—"There
go the ships”—and also Psalm
107:23—"They that go down to the
sea in ships.” After explaining that
* the Hebrew people were not a sea-
going race but that probably Solo-
mon found occasion for these writ-
ings of sea and ships and sailors by
a visit to his friend Hiram, where
he saw the Tyrian harbor filled
with shipping, Mr. Colpitts spoke in
part as follows:

Have Done Most

“] hazard the proposition that no |
single group of men have done
more for the advance of civilization
or rendered a larger service to
society than the men who go down
to the sea in ships. Who are out to-
day on the wild ocean in winter

'backgrouud‘ is that

storms securing the millions and
millions of pounds of fish—fish for |
American tables? Answer—the |
sailor, Who has opened up the far|
corners of the earth to trade and
commerce? Again answer — Lhe.
gailor. Who carry the millions who
annually sail the seven seas of the |
world in search of pleasure or lfor
business? Once more—the sailor. |
Who carried the three or four mil-l
lions of American men to France
and then saw that food and cloth-
ing were supplied from the home-
land? Again it was the sailor daring
the mine and submarine infested
seas. Who carries the commerce of
our country—the produets of our
farms and factories—and brings
baclk th2 coffee and the tea, the
sugar, tte spices, and fruits from
these foreign ports? Again—the
sailor. If as some predict Mr. Hoo-
ver's good-will visit to Latin-Ameri-
ca is to double our trade in ‘he next
four years, the carrying of this
trade must be done by the men of
{ive sea. Let the sailor go on strike
and half our factories will close, in-
numeraple farms will be abandoned
and our whole delicate commercial
organization will go to smash.

But I hazard a second proposi-
tion. No group of men has *eceived
as little consideration from ggciety
as the sallor. Conventional thinking
continually does him injustice. He
has been sent to sea In ships little
better than floating coffins, paid
starvation wages, but expected to
behave like an angel of light and
die for others when dangers come:
he carries troops overseas and fol-
lows them with supplies but is not
permitted to become a member of
war organizations; nor is he con-
sidered worthy of a pension no mat-
ter how long or faithful have been
his services, These are but a few of
the disabllities which soclety has
heaped and {is still heaping upon
the sailor in return for the service
which he has rendered.

The Vestris Tragedy

“Just now a terrible marine
tragedy has brought upon him
multiplied maledictions. No one
feels more keenly the ‘““Vestris”
tragedy than sailor men themselves.
Blunders were made and I would
be the last to attempt any condona~
tion whatsoever. Nevertheless, it is
well to remember that after a
tragedy is past it is not a difficult
thing to note how things might
have been different. And it is also
well to remember that when a man
is dead and cannot speak for him-
self it is easy to make him a serape-
goat for the white-washing of the
wrongs of others.

“If one is going to be at all fair,
in passing judgment in a case of|
this character he must project the

‘occasion against a background
some features of which I wish to
bring to your attention. First, the
human greed that ramifies quite as
much into marine life as into other
fields of life. The Plimsol Iline on
each British ship brings eloquent
testimony to the bravery of that
man in fighting the greedy British
ship own.rgs who sent sallors to sea
in what was somgtlmes little better
than a floating coffin.

Other Disasters

Thirty-one years ago when the
“Portland” was lost off Cape Cod
some of the life-preservers were
found to be filled with sawdust-in
place of cork, Evidence of human
greed so delivish as to be beyond
the bound of words. And the loss
of the “Titanic’ was not the fault
of the brave Captain Smijth. It was
due to human greed which set oul
to win the blue ribbon of the North
Atlantic and to get trade from other

Another factor is the
difficulty always attendant in
launching life boats in a gale of
wind, especially if the boats are

loaded. With the boat deck on any.

consideraple liner twenty to forty
feet above the surface of the water
and with the ship rolling and pitch-
ing the problem iz very &reatly
complicated. And still another
factor is the present ~abominable
marine salvage laws; which are
largely a carry. over from.the old
days of piracy. Only when a r-arine
tragedy is studied in the light of
these and other factors ean any-
thing like a fair judgment be ren-
dered, .

“There has never heen an-hour In
American history when the services
of the sailor were more greatly
needed. Here has been bullt an
economic structure that is the pride
of the country and the wonder of
the world. There is, However, one
very apparent weak spot. It it
were not for foreign ships and for-
eign sailors that economic structure
would speedily crumble. Whose
ships and sailors carried our sol-
diers to Europe? Whose ships and
sailors carried the necessary sup-
A study of the
statisties will not be without inter-

‘egt., “Our-Merchant Marine is a na-

tional disgrace and is likely to re-
main so until in some fashion we

evidence a decent appreciation of,

what the saflor does. Very few
self-respectingz men will enter a
calling upon which society always
looks with indifference, and often
with scorn and coatempt.

Our Debt

“And now in conclusion let an
attempt be made to assess very
briefly somewhat of the debt which
society owes the sailor. First, this
is seen in the fieli of exploration.
“There go the ships.” Every single
milepost of progress In the world
of exploration can he credited to
the sea-faring men. In imagination
we see three little:ships sailing té-
ward the west. The Captain on the
prow of one of thesg, the "Sauta
Maria", is Chrigtoplier Columbus.
He s sailing toward the: golden
west. And when }is men filled with
fear tried to dissgagde him he cries
with his untimoRgfis” spirit of ad-
venture: “Sall ou,"&8il on and on
and on!" Columbus the sallor
opened this whole new world where
today we Amer!c&m:have peace,
plenty and prosperity. As one has
said, he made America the Bethle-
hem of a new ecivilization. Who
brought the “Mayflower" across the
wintry seas and set on Cape Cod
that lion-hearted hundred men and
women? The sailor. Who dis-
covered the great Hudson Bay?
Another sailor—Henry Hudson,
who with his son perished in an
open boat having been get adrift by
his mutinous men. Who found the
passage around Cape Horn? Who
discovered the Cape of Good Hope
India?
Who cireumnavigated the globe?
Always the answer is the sailor.
Who first planted America's flag at
the North Pole? Again a sailor—
Admiral Perry. Who made their
way to the South Pole? Again
gailors—Roald Amundsen who Iliv-
ed to return and the heroic Captain
Scott and his little band of noble
souls who also won but who died
as the price of their winning. Sure-
ly the fleld of exploration reveals
a debt of very great maguitude
which society owes to her sailors.

In the second place this debt is
manifest as one turns to the field
of commerce, As a nation we have
one material god. It is the god of
rosperity. What makes prosper-
ty? Producing things from-farms
and factorfes and selling the sur-
plus to the peoples of the world.
Before the war we were using every
American ship available to send our
surplus products over the seven
seas of the world and in addition
were paying a half million dollars
a day to other ships and sailors to
care for our foreign trade. Return-
ing home these ships bring the raw
material which makes more fac-
tories busy and makes larger ex-
ports possible. See the significance
of this in relation to Manchester,
without the sailor grass would soon
ye growing in-many of our streets.
For without the sailor there would
be no ships, If there were no ships
there would be no silk brought
trom abroad. And no raw silk, no
husy factories v~~king tomorrow
with their thou. ds of employees.
And in a briefl period our beautiful
town would be little more fhan a
memory.

And finally, society's debt to the
sallor is very evident as one studies

hhe story of the spread

of the
Christian religion. Had it not been
for the sailor Christianity would
have been shut up in all probability
in western Asia. Paul had a vislon
that the glorious Gospel was not
only for his own race but also for

the Gentile world as well and the

27th and 28th Chapters of Acts re-
veal that it waa the sailor who
made possible the travels of Paul to
Europe. There gpes another ship.

Other Ships

This time it is with the mission-
aries sent by Gregory to our Eng-
lish ancestors who were among the
most brutal of the world's pagans:
There goes another ship with the
English cobbler “Carey’” on board.
He is on his way to India where in
a few years he translated the Gos-
pel into Hindustanri. and Bengall
There go other ships. On one 18
Morrison going to China. On anoth-
er, Moffet and Livingstone going to
Africa. On another John Patson go-
ing to the cannibals of the He-
brides Islands. Another with Chal-
mers to the pagans of New Guinea
where he gave his life a ransom.
What epies these! Surely society
owes a debt to the sailor which It
should endeavor to pay by appreci-
ation and respect.

“Jt was Paul himself who sald
in speaking of some of the great
Hebrew characters who had gone
before that they compassed us by
a great cloud of witnesses. So do
the spirits of the immortal sailor
heroes. John Maynard on the

of that burning ship until, at last
with passengers safe he slipped into
the furnace of burning embers. The
engineer of the ‘Tenapee"” tele-
graphing to the captain on the
bridge “It's getting hot here. The
fire i coming close. But every man
of us will die before he deserts his
post.” Or Captain Smith of the
“pitanic’” who after going down

with' his vessel refused to get into|

a life boat lest it might add too
much to- the weight, picked up a
little flaxen-haired c¢hild from a
plece of wreckage carried her to a
nearby boat and then deliberately
swam away to find his sepulchre
with his ship in the depths of the
ocean. Or the captain of the *“‘Cen-
tral America,”” who like Captain
Smith when entreated to get into
a partly loaded life boat refused to
do so but passed his watch to the
officers with these sacramental
words: “If you get to land give
this to my wife and tell her that 1
died loving her.” And Captain Ca-
rey, blundering no doubt but yet
not playing the part of a coward,
refusinig to don a life preserver,
standing on the bridge to the last
and then voluntarily wrapping him-
self in a winding sheet of waves. It
was the Master of Men whe sald
“Greater love hath no man than
this, that a man lay down his life
for his friends." By this standard
let us judge the.men who go “‘down
to the sea in ships.”

This is the flrst of two articles
on “Growing Old Gracefully."”

BY DR. MORRIL3 FISHBEIN

In a scientific considerztion of
the changes that take place in the
human body during the aging pro-
cess, Dr. Alfred S. Warthin finds
that the peak of life is reached
somewhere in the level plateau of
years between 30 and 50.

1t is not possible to say in what
year the peak is reached, because
the procrsses of life are gradual,
and there is a complicated
locking of activities.

The peak is that point at which
the vital energies make use of the
food taken into the body lo run
and repair the machine without
adding to its substance.

There is usually an increase In
weight for both sexes during the
period from 35 to 40. which is'due
to an increase in the storage of tat |
resulting from the disproportion
between the fuel taken in and the
fuel consumed.

It is interesting also that at this
time the greatest activity is shownI
by the creative and productive ac-
tions of mankind.

In apalyzing human agvance,
the success of life, the career in
business or professxon. the fullest
mental and splrltaal deyelopment
and hapriness are closely related
to and dependent on the manage-
ment of life during the period be-
tween 35 and 45 years of age.

After that period has passed,
the human being begins to pass
through the regressive periods of
senescence and old age. Changes
take place in the body, beginning
gradually and insidiously about 45
vears of age-and continuing until
the ages of 65 and 70.

Everyone knows the chief con-
ditions associated with this period.
The teeth begin to decay and de-
mand more dentistry;: the eyes
fail, so that glasses are required:
the hearing begins to Jose its acute-
ness: after 65 the memory weak-
ens, and is extremely poor after
70 in most cases.

After 60 years of age the appe-
tite becomes less and the digestion
is not infrequently disturbed. The
