Fear Big Liner Celtic
May Never Sail Again

Queenstown, Ireland, Dec. 11.— «they had run afoul of the danger of
The 21,179 ton White Star liner 
Celtic, former “ Queen of the Seas,” 
and a survivor of one torpedoing 
and several minor mishaps, may 
never sail the seas again, it was 
feared today.

This morning she was still fast 
grounded on a ledge of rocks at the 
entrance of the harbor here. Water 
poured into her hold through a 
gaping hole at the side of her en­
gine room. At ebb tide during the 
night, she had lain high and dry on 
the rocks, upright and steady, bat 
helpless.

Her 254 passengers were today 
safely in Liverpool. They had been 
taken off by tugs with all their 
baggage and then put aboard trains. 
They had experienced the thrill of a 
shipwreck, but had suffered little 
inconvenience owing to the effici­
ency of the crew..

Aboard the ship were 29 survi­
vors of the "Vestris disaster. For the 
second time in less than a month

■the sea.
Attempts by three tugs to tow the 

Celtic from the rocks failed before 
the tide ebbed last night. At 9:30 
o'clock this morning additional 
tugs were awaited for a renewed 
attempt to refloat the liner if the 
tide permits.

New York, Dec. 11.— If it is im­
possible to retrieve the liner Celtic, 
now aground off the coast of Ire» 
land the White Star line, owners of 
the ship, will suffer a loss exceed­
ing $2,000,000, it was estimated In 
shipping circles today.

Although an accurate checkup 
has not yet been made the ship’s 
cargo alone may reach the $1,000,- 
000 value mark, officials of the 
White Star line said. The cargo, 
which totals 7,800 tons Is made up 
of grain and miscellaneous mer­
chandise. Both the/ship and the 
cargo are fully insured, the com­
pany officials said.

Two international agencies were 
at work today to prevent war be­
tween Paraguay and Bolivia over 
disputed territory.

The Bolivian-Paraguayan clash 
takes on added * importance and 
general interest because President­
elect Herbert Hoover is at present 
in South America upon a mission 
of peace and good-will.

Hoover Keeps Silent

Police had' little hope of finding 
the girl’s body, however, for in a 
conflicting statement made later 
this morning the slayer declared he 
had cut up the little girl’s body in 
the box car, put the pieces in a bag 
weighted with brake shoes, and 
thrown it off the moving train into 
the Delaware water gap.

It was admitted unofficially that 
the physicians' were concentrating 
their treatment to maintain the 
King’s strength as far as possible 
until .he Prince of Wales arrives 
tomorrow morning..

Facing Facts
The possibility of the King's 

death is now being squarely faced 
by the nation. Reading between the 
lines of the medical bulletins the 
people discern more than a fight to 
curb the illness. It is now a grim 
battle to prolong life.

A medical bulletin issued shortly 
after 11 o’clock said the King's 
fever remains high, but said there 
had been no further impairment of 
strength since the preceding bulle­
tin of last night.

The King has now been sick more 
than three weeks and his constitu­
tion, which n‘ormalIy is not robust, 
has suffered severely from the long 
strain.

Lord Dawson of Penn, one of the 
King’s two persona.l physicians, 
made a call at York House, the 
private residence of the Prince of 
Wales in London, this afternoon, 
but the significance of the call was 
not divulged.

Loudon.— Predicting that with­
in twenty years there will be no 
big game left in Central Africa, 
Cherry Kearton, the famous Eng­
lish naturalist and explorer, bitter­
ly attacks big-game hunters who 
shoot just fey the fun of destroy­
ing.

Kearton, who knows Central 
Africa ,as well as any man living, 
recently returned to Durban, South 
Africa, after a journey through big 
game country lasting several 
months, during which he filmed 
wild animals in their natural sur­
roundings.

“ The country was strewn with 
expeditions,'’ Kearton said. “ There 
was a trail of destruction in many 
cases outrageous. In places where 
I once encountered thousands of 
head of game there was no living 
creature.

Unnecessary Killing
“ Near Nairobi, Kenya Colony, 

from where the majority of big 
game expeditions nowadays start, 
there is so much game killed and 
wounded every week-end that on 
Mondays vultures can be seen cir­
cling on every side.”

Arthur S. Verney, another Eng­
lish big game hunter, who is leaV- 
ing London shortly to shoot big 
game in India for the American 
Museum of Natural History, New 
York, doê s not see eye to eye with 
Kearton, however.

“ There is more danger of game 
becoming extinct in India than in 
Africa, because the game laws 
there are not so strictly enforced,” 
Verney said.

“ In my opinion, however, ther?

“ Fortunately the game laws 
around Kenya are very strict, and 
I know there are plenty of rhino­
ceros. I have seen as many as 
half a dozen in a day. Lions, too, 
are very plentiful in certain dis­
tricts.

“ Elephants with big tusks are 
very scarce. Still, I do not fore­
see a shortage of big game, be­
cause the game laws are carefully 
enforced, and there is an increas­

Berlin.— Restoration of the Ger­
man monarchy by a nation-wide 
referendum.

This is the aim of the “ Steel 
Helmets.” a national orgsnization 
of war veterans claiming nearly a 
million members, which is at the 
same time the backbone of tlie new 
“ Kaiser party” that is being form­
ed in Germany to work for a return 
of a German kaiser.

The executive committee of the 
organization passed a resolution re­
questing the commanders of tlie 
organizations to initiate a national 
referendum fo” a “ change” in the 
constitution of the German Reich 
as a first “ attack on the fundamen­
tal evils of the parliamentary sys­
tem” ’ and in order to make “ the 
coming fight of the ‘Steel Helmet’ 
a national movement.”

' National Rally
A few days 'ater, the “ Steel Hel­

met” staged a national rally of its 
sujporters in Berlin which was at­
tended by Prinz August Wilhelm of 
Prussia, son of the lormer Kaiser, 
by Count Westarp, leader of the 
National People’s Party,” and other 
prominent nationalists.

At this rally. Colonel von Struen- 
see declared in the name of the 
League of National Organizations:

“ The battle begins; it will end 
with the coronation of a kaiser.”

The fiasco of the Franco-German 
negotiations regarding the Rhine­
land evacuation, which’ becomes 
clearer as later development dispel 
the fog of the mag’c formulas of 
Geneva; the failure of the dis­
armament negotiations: the restor­
ation of the Franco-British entente 
and the consequent new isolation of 
Germany; above all the failure of 
Germany’s former enemies to make 
any concessions to the Democratic 
and Socialist government, swept in­
to power by his hope of the Ger­
man people; and the half ironical 
half jeering oration with which the 
French Foreign Minister ' Briand 
put Chancellor Mueller in his place 
at Geneva as soon as Mueller dared 
openly to demand something— all 
these factors have stiffehed the na­
tional backbone of Germany and 
convinced many honest friends of 
the Locarno policy of reconciliation 
that such a policy was hopeless. 
This has opened the way for a new 
activity of the nationalist fohees 
who are again finding a greater re­
sponse among the masses of the 
people. ,

New Referendum 
The agitation of the “ Steel Hel­

mets” for a national referendum on 
the constitution is expressly indors­
ed by the National People’s Party 
had already declared war on the 
present parliamentary system when 
it went Into the last election with 
the slogan “ More power to the
president” and that' preparations 
for initiating a national referen­
dum are already under way''.

Washington.— The G;af Zep­
pelin's trans-Atlaittic flight and the 
projected construction of even larg­
er dirigibles in Europe and America 
have greatly increased interest in 
Texas gas fields which produce 90 
per cent, of the world’s helium.

This rare' gas, the only non-in­
flammable volatile suitable for 
use in the titanic lighter-than-air 
craft, is now being used in Army 
ami Navy dirigibles, but European 
airships must still depend on the 
higlily inflammable and dangerous 
hydrogen, which allready has caused 
several air disasters.

If regular trans-oceanic air serv­
ice is to he developed with thg 
great cigar-shajteci airships a less 
dangerous gas tlian liydrogen is 
necessary for tlie safety of tiie pas­
sengers.

U. S. .Monopoly.
The United States is the only 

country known to have sufficieiu 
resources to produce a commer­
cial supply, however, is not iii- 
e.xhaustible. To fill the Los Angeles 
2,500,000 cubic feet of helium are 
needed, and the Petrolia field, in 
iiorthern Texas, already is nearly 
exhausted.

This field iias been iii continuous 
operatiou since 1922. Until 1925 it 
was operated by the Navy Depart­
ment but in that year, by Congres­
sional action, it passed into the 
hands of the Bureau of Mines.

Realizing the field soon would be 
exhausted, the bureau investigated 
ether natural gas fields for a new 
source. The Cliffside field, near 
Amarillo, Texas, finally was pitch­
ed upon, as its gas contains one 
and three quarters per cent heli­
um, a comparatively high helium 
content. Construction on the new 
plant at Soncy, six miles from the' 
field, is nearly completed and the 
field is expected to provide Ameri­
can dirigibles with safe gas for 
many years.

The Amarillo Oil Company, un­
der contract to supply the helium 
l)lant with gas, is now producing 
27,0.00,000 cubic feet per day.

Helium is recovered at the Soncy 
plant by cooling the gas to approxi­
mately 300 degrees Fahrenheit be­
low zero, a temperature at which 
all other constituents of the gas are 
liquified, permitting the helium to 
be drawn off and compressed in 
tank cars.

Coldest .Spot.
At this temperature air is a liq­

uid and an icicle is, in comparison 
with the gas glowing hot. The 
plant has been' called the “ coldest 
spot in the world.” Arctic v/eather 
is balmy by comparison.

Before the entrance of the Unit­
ed States into the World War, heli­
um was a scientific curiosity, 
manufactured in a few laboratories 
at the cost of about $2,000 per cu­
bic foot. The work of the Bureau 
of Mines and other agencies has 
reduced the cost to a few cents per 
cubic foot.

The bright yellow line, character­
istic of helium when viewed 
through a spectroscope, was first 
discovered in 1868, when a group 
of scientists in India first turned the 
instrument on the chromosphere, 
the part of the sun’s atmosphere 
which merges into the coma., 
llecognizing a new element not pre­
viously discovered on the earth, the 
element was named for the Greek 
word “ Helos,” meaning sun.

Terristial helium was discovered 
by Sir William Ramsay, an Englisli 
scientist who found the bright yel­
low line in an inert gas obtained 
from radio-active mineral clevite.

The two 
are bound, together in a curious 
manner, and the melody is so in­
timately associated with the rhythm 
that it is impossible to separate 
the two.

“ I am Incapable of doing it, un­
fortunately, but I am sure that if 
I could separate the pure melody 
from the rhythm whlc)i repeats it 
in the way of _ the modern jazz 
tunes, I would' find an old, old 
Frepch chason^ or one of the gal­
lant old airs of the 17th and 18th 
centuries which was sung through 
the period of Romanticism to the 
days of our grandmothers.

“ Often, when listening to the 
epileptic orchestras of Broadway 
and Coney Island, .1 could distin­
guish the old French melody for­
merly accompanied by the little 
clavecin.”

Just when jazz was born, the 
Frenohm-an cannot say, but hê  is 
certain of how and where. The 
young French Creole, settled on the 
banks of the great American river 
brought ■with her or had sent to her 
from her native land, the French 
songs in vogue and the latest hits. 
Her slaves, while listening to her, 
instinctively imposed the rhythms 
on their tom-toms. And viola— 
jazz.

“ Which only goes to prove, once 
more,” adds Monsieur Strowski, 
that French genius and wic had as 
much to do as the old Puritan 
spirit in the creation of the 
young French nation. And 
when a Frenchman makes fun of 
everything American —  customs, 
tastes and habits, he is making fun 
of his first cousins, ■without know­
ing it.”

20,000 Cubic Yards of Dirt 
Coining Out in Operation 
Near Bon Ami.

E. J. Holl has two steam shovels 
und a fleet of auto trucks at work 
excavating the steep bank to the 
north of Hilliard street, into what 
will be known as Canterbury street.

pany will ask the right to remove 
the rails, wooden ties and other 
equipmeni along the route. How­
ever, it is generally believed here 
that the tracks will be left in the 
concrete and the present highway 
surface coated with either asphalt 
or amosite. Highway Commissioner 
Mac Donald says that the results 
will be just as satisfactovy if the 
new surface isja,id over the present 
tracks rather than going to the ex­
pense of removing the, entire equip­
ment.

Many people along East Center 
street and in the Green residential 
section have urged the removal of 
the trolleys simply because of radio 
interference caused by the pa'.sing 
cars. Those who live adjacent to 
the trolleys cannot get good radio 
reception when the cars are in 
operation. This agitation is of far 
greater importance than one would 
believe because it comes from every 
home that owns a radio along four 
miles of highway.

Hartford, Conn., Dec. 11.—For 

the first time in the history of the 
state total assets of savings banka, 
state banks and trust companies in 
Connecticut report assets of more 
than one billion dollars, according 
to the annual report of the State 
Banking Commissioi^er, Lester E. 
Shippee, to Gov. John H. Trumbull, 
filed here>j|^ay. The report covers 
the yeac^ipiQg June 30, last.

Assedn[p savings banks totaled 
about«^fo,000,000 more than as­
sets G ather banks under the state 
jurisdiction, and all classes of 
banks showed substantial gains.

Total assets of savings banks 
amounted to $681,278,934, as com­
pared with $637,000,000 a year 
ago.

Assets of state banks and trust 
companies amounted to $396,043,- 
460, an increase of more than $33,- 
000,000 .

The savings banks, at ihe end of 
the period covered by the report, 
had outstanding loans on real es­
tate amounting to $357,745,000.

Bond Investments
There were $54,000,000 invested 

in public utility bonds, and other 
assets included loans on collateral 
securities $16,529,000; oh person­
al security $3,103,000; state, town 
and district bonds $24,210,000; 
United States government securi­
ties $30,086,000; foreign bonds 
$44,523,000; railroad stocks and 
bonds $102,493,000; bank stocks 
$28,622,000; bank houses and 
equipment $6,803,000; and cash 
on hand $12,531,000.

State banks and trust company 
loans arasunted to $170,855,000 an 
increase of $15,800,000. Funds set 
aside for savings depositors totaled 
$142,889,000, an increase of about 
$13,879,000, Capital stock reached 
$21,412,000; surplus $21,560,000; 
undivided profits $11,857,000.

General deposits of trust com­
panies and state banks • totaled 
$183,985,783.

NO MORE FIGHTING
Buenos Aires, Dec. 11.—The 

Bolivian-Paraguayan war scare, 
which flamed up while President­
elect Herbert Hoover is making his 
good will journey through South 
America, appeared to have been 
allayed today through the peace 
efforts of outside agencies.

While there have been no fur­
ther repoi’ts of fighting in the dis­
puted territory abutting the Boli­
vian and Paraguayan frontiers, the 
Bolivian government is reported to 
be mobilizing troops.

A dispatch from Asuncion said 
that Paraguay had asked the 
League of Nations to intervene 
and that the matter would be 
brought before the League Coun­
cil at Lugano today.

Mediation Offer
Chile has already offered to 

mediate. This offer attracted un­
usual attention from the fact that 
President-elect Hoover was on 
Chilean soil when the offer was i 
made.

Official dispatches bearing upon i 
the situation, and -especially the I 
belligerent attitude of Bolivia, have 
beep exchanged by the Argentine. 
Chilean and Brazilian governments 
in the past 24 hours.

If these governments decide up­
on concerted action to prevent hos­
tilities, Uruguay probably would be 
invited to participate.

LEAGUE TO ACT.
Lugano, Switzerland, Dec. 11.— 

For the first time since its creation 
the League of Nations'today turned 
its attention towards the prevention 
of war upon an American continent.

Foreign Minister Briand, of 
France, head of the French delega­
tion to the League Council meeting, 
was instructed to send telegrams to 
Bolivia and Paraguay pointing out 
to them their peaceful obligatious 
under the League covenant.

Both Bolivia and Paraguay are 
members of the League, but neither 
is a member of the council.

Paraguay had sent a communca- 
tion to the League, making an of­
ficial report upon the breaking off 
of diplomatic relations between the 
two republics following a clash be­
tween Bolivian and Paragua.van 
troops on tne frontier. Paraguay 
asked for inteiwention by the 
League to prevent war.

Secret Discussion.
The South American situation 

was discussed secretly by the coun­
cil as soon as it convened today- At 
the conclusion ' of the discussions, 
Mr. Briand ŵ as instructed to act.

League officials admitted that 
the organization felt obliged to 
move slowly and cautiously owing 
to the dominant position of the 
United States in the western hemi­
sphere. Heretofore the United 
States has been regarded by Europe 
as the “big brother” of the Central 
and South American states and the 
proper power to act in such an 
emergency as '.he present one.

The Monroe Doctrine.
Another consideration is the 

Monroe Doctrine, with its im plica-, 
tion 'Of "hands off” to Europe.

However, the whole internatioual 
situation has been changed by the 
creation of the League with many 
American republics as members, al­
though the United States never 
joined.

Belief was expressed that the 
League, if it decided upon decisive 
action, might delegate the work to 
a commission of neutral South 
American republics that are league 
members.

This is the first “war scare” on 
the American .continents since the 
League came into being at the end 
of the World War. Also, this is 
the first appeal of such importance 
that has been made to the League 
by any American republic.

It was understood here that the 
Cuban and Chilean delegates to the 
League might plead "neutrality” in 
behalf of their countries. Such ac­
tion would put them beyond the ac­
cusation of interference in event 
the United States wished to take 
the leadership in maintaining South 
American peace.

There is both relief and hope 
among the delegates to the council 
meeting that the matter will be ad­
justed without any diplomatic 
complications and in a matter sat­
isfactory to the two hostile states 
and the other republics of North, 
Central and South America.

Hindenburg And Ludendorff Split; 
Revolution Blamed On President

Berlin —  President von Hinden- 
hurg and Gc^neral Erich Ludendorff, 
the two German “ war lords” who 
together won the famous battle of 
Tannenherg and later became com- 
inanders-in-chief of all the German 
armies and virtual dictators of 
Central Europe, have definitely 
come to a parting of their ways.

An open attack on Ilidenburg 
has been launched by Ludendorff’s 
personal or,gan, the “ Deutsche 
Wochenscau,” which is the publi­
cation of the “ Taunenberg League” 
of which Ludendorff is the patron.

In this attack, coming just be­
fore the tenth anniversary of the 
stirring events of 191S, the paper 
charges:

Makes Charges
THAT Hindenburg was in effect 

responsible for the Germah revol­
ution and for the abdication of the 
former kaiser by remaining silent 
in the critical days preceding the 
revolution and letting events take 
their conrse.

THAT Ludendorff did all the 
work, created all the magnificent 
BtratPrgic plans, and won all the 
battles, while Hindenburg “ silently 
])ermitted the world to celebrate as 
his own work the deeds of Luden- 
dorff's genius which had created 
Ilindenlmrg’s reputation.”

THAT Ludendorff’s dismissal by 
the former kaiser October 2fi. 191S. 
was the signal for the German 
revolution; that Hindenburg could 
liave prevented it, but that he pre­
ferred to remain silent again.

THAT Hinden1)urg did nothing 
to check the attacks and “ slanders” 
against Ludendorff after the lat­
ter's dismissal, and that just now 
he has permitted a “ new slander 
campaign” against Imdendorff by 
a new silence to the latter’s call to 
him to “ rid Germany of the Crim­
inal pest of the Free Masons.” 

President Silent
“ His silence in his deed,” the pa- 

]ier says.
The attack is the result of Hin- 

(lenburig’s refusal to take any no­
tice of a telegram from Ludendorff 
in which the latter charged that the 
Free Masonic lodge “ To the Rising 
Sun” had decreed Ludendorff's 
death and had sent him a “ murder 
sentence” because Ludendorff had 
revealed all their secrets “and their 
crimes.”

Ludendorff has long been wag­
ing a single-handed war against 
Jews. Catholics ami Free Masons 
wliom he characterized as the three 
“ super-national” i)owers that plot­
ted the war and are responsible for 
Germany’s tlefeat.

lAidendorff's telegram to Hinden­
burg was merely acknowled.ged l y 
State Secretary Meissner, and 
when General von Bronsart, titu- 

.lar head of the “ Tannenberg Lea- 
*gue,” sought to^interview with Hin­
denburg about this it was refused. 
The letter of refusal said that “ if 
your excellency should really be­
lieve that General Ludendorff’s life 
is in danger the president of the 
Reich suggests that the material be 
submitted to the Bavarian ministry 
of justice.”

TAideiuloi fl’ “Slandered'’
“ Tlie ruling press,” the Deutsche 

M'ochenschau complains, “ seconds 
tile decision of fhe Reich President. 
AVhen we hear it declare the most 
daring slander that Ludendorff suf­
fers from persecution mania we 

.know that the decision of the presi­
dent has made such slanders im­
possible. Indeed, if the president 
himself had wanted to circulate and 
support this slanders about the 
clearest mind that won all his bat­
tles and thereby created his world

relations between Hin- 
and Ludendorff have been

The first break came when Lu­
dendorff participated in the Hitler 
revolution in Munich in 1923, Lu­
dendorff had characterized August 
Hitler, the painter-orator and fas­
cist leader as the “ drummer” who 
wa.s casing Germany to a new life.

“ Whoever heard of a general 
following the drummer’.’ ” Hinden­
burg then in retirement of Hann­
over, remarked. And that ’ivas the 
end of a beautiful friendship.

Did \ot Speak
At several later meetings' Hin­

denburg and Lude.-dorff still shook 
hands, but did not exchange a word.

At the unveiling of the Tannen­
berg monument on the battlefield 
of Tannenburg, East Prussia, last 
year, however, Ludendorff refused 
to stand on the presidential plat­
form. ostensibly on the .ground that 
“ civilian” members of the “ revolu­
tionary” government were also 
standing there.

In following up its attack, the 
“ Deutsche Wonchenschau” quotes 
Hindenburg as having said, when 
the slanders against Ludendorff 
were brought to his attention:

“ I know nothing of these press 
standers; I read only the Kreuzc- 
tung (an ultar-monarchist paper) 
and there is nothing of them in it.”

Regardiiiig Ludendorff’s dismis­
sal, the paper says the former kai­
ser said to him on October 2G, 
191S:

“ You will do me a favor if you 
go. I must create for myself a 
new empire with the aid of the So­
cial Democrats.” .

It quotes the former German 
Crownprince’s description of this 
scene:

Remained Silent
“ The kaiser’s eyes sought the 

eyes of the Fied Marshal as if he 
wanted to find strength and help in 
his plight— but there was nothing! 
Hi hopeless silence stood the great 
old man and permitted the fate of 
hi.s king and master to fulfill it- 
self.”

The paper also claims that if Lu­
dendorff’s advice had been followed 
before the war, Germany would not 
have been caught short of troops 
when the war did come, and that 
if Ludendorff had been at the side 
of chief of the general staff from 
the beginnir.g, “ he would have 
never permitted the retreat from 
the Marne; this great decisive bat­
tle would have bee!i a victory for 
Germany— with Ludendorff! ”

The paper adds:
“ It was the greatest tradegy in 

the life of His Majesty the Kaiser 
that he recognized neither the sur­
passing qualities of Ltidendorff nor 
the sinster influence of the slaves 
of the super-national powers sur­
rounding him.”

It is the great public itself that 
is cast in the role of Nero.

If the public turns its thumbs 
down on certain types then it is up 
to the casting director to find the

types the great public Nero wants, 
the other types are thrown to the 
lions.

It is, therefore, easier for a man 
who looks like Jack Gilbert to get 
a Job than who has the proud stride 
and robust cheat of a last year's 
star. And it would be no hard task 
to go througli the studios today and 
find any number of young women 
who look like Greta Garbo. There 
are too, any number of film girls 
who resemble Esther Ralston, Bebe 
Daniels, et al.

The talking pictures, have almost 
over night, made a radical change 
in the casting production of motion 
pictures. The blonde woman of 
aristocratic bearing is wanted as 
“ atm' sphere” because, whethe' or 
not you have noticed it, practically 
all of the talking films are “ inter­
ior” pictures. The studios have not 
been able to simplify the taking of 
talking pictures to a point where 
many “ exterior shots” ’can be made. 
The microphones are so delicate 
that they would pick up the slight­
est sound, perhaps a child’s cry at 
play, a passing street car, the rum­
ble of a truck Just as Jack Gilbert 
was breathing tender phrases Into 
the ear of Greta Garbo.

Deinge of Talent
With the advent of the speaking 

pictures, there has descended upon 
Hollywood a new deluge of talent. 
It used to be pretty girl, steno­
graphers and what not in their 
home towns, handsome youths from 
the haberdashery and foundry. Now 
it is a distinct class, a somewhat 
more Intelligent class. Film as­
pirants coming to Hollywood are 
bringing along certificates of grad­
uation from their home town 

i schools of elocution.
The day of the “ dumb blonde” is 

gone fore.er, the film producers 
believe. Either a blonde must thlk 
or get off the stage. Strangely, and 
in contrast to a general belief, 
there will not b3 an entirely new

school of film players, although a, 
lot of new faces will appear.

There is one small city in the 
v^orld where there are more beauti­
ful women to be found than any­
where else in the hemispjiere, yet 
so little consideration is given them 
that they might well be freckled 
and pugnosed.

New York— Continuing and sta­
bilizing the prosperity of the auto- 
mooile industry through sound in­
stallment selling and the extension 
of the installment plan into new 
fields and the problems arising 
therefrom will be the theme of the 
two clays session of the National 
Association of Finance Companies 
to be held at the Hotel Roosevelt, 
November 20 and 21.

Bankers, automobile manufactur­
ers and financial analists will lead 
the discussions, which will cover 
the relationships between manu­
facturers, merchants, banks and 
the companies which finance in­
stallment sales of automobiles and 
other merchandise in the United 
States alone, according to C. C. 
Hanch of Chicago, general manager 
of the association, who maintains 
that the present banner year in mo­
tor car production is made possible 
by the wide distribution resulting 
from the consumer credit supplied 
by the finance companies. Mire 
tjian sixty per cent of the automo­
biles sold last year were marketed 
through extended payment plans, 
according to his estimate.

Saturation Point
"Foundations for present motor 

stock values were laid fourteen 
years ago,” said Mr. Hanch. “Au­
tomobile production had reached its 
cash sales ‘saturation point’ previ­
ously dee*ned impossible. The banks 
of the country wanted some evi­
dence that this comparitively new 
scheme was sound and could be 
kept within bounds. The answer 
of the finance companies was the 
adoption of standard terms. These 
terms have nothing to do with 
rates charged but with the condi­
tions under which the purchase 
money is advanced.

“ Experience showed that the pur­
chaser must have a substantial 
equity before the deal was safe. 
This lead to the requirement that 
one third of the purchase price of 
all new cars must be paid in cash. 
The only other requirement was 
that the balance be taken up with­
in a year in equal monthly pay­
ments. These terms reduced losses 
to a poin^ which entirely satisfied 
the bankers, and put the finance 
companies on the preferred list 
among the hanks’ best customers.

Consumer Credit
At the conference the discussion 

of the place of consumer credit in

the worlds economic system will be 
led by J. Gibson Jarvis, general 
manager of the United Dominion 
Trust, Limited of London. The 
general credit situation will be dis­
cussed by George E. Roberts, vice-

Berlin.— The claims of Madame 
Anastasia von Tschaikjvski. that 
she is the Grandduchess Anastasia 
Nikolajqvna the only surviving 
child of Nichclac II, the last of the 
Romanovs has bee- repudiated in 
a formal statement issued by the 
surviving members of the Romanov 
family.

This repudiation has been also 
approved by the late Empress Ma­
ria Feodorovna, the mother of the 
Czar and grandmother of the 
Grandduchess Anastasia.

The statement as published in 
the German papers rea.ls:

“ The press has frequently re­
ported about a woman who calls 
herself Madame von Tschaikowski, 
and asserts to be the Grandduchess 
Anastasia Ni'co’.ijevna, daughter of] 
Czar Nichols II. She claims to have ' 
escaped death in a miraculous way 
and according to newspaper reports 
several p îrsons are supposed to 
have recjgnized her as thexCrand- 
ducliess.

Study Identifications
“ We are now asked as to whether 

these identifications are true. Inas­
much as our silence may be inter­
preted as confirmation of these re­
ports we consider it our duty to 
make an end to all rumors and 
false assumptions by making the 
following declaration:

“ The Grandduchess Olga Alex- 
androvna who was intimate with 
the children ot the Czar, her broth­
er, has seen and talked with the 
so-called Madame von Tschalkovski. 
The Grandduchess now declares 
positively that this woman has 
nothing in common with the Grand- 
duchess Anastasia Nikolajevna.

“ The Lady-in-waiting of Her Ma­
jesties Baroness Buxhoevden, Mr. 
Gilliard the principal teacher of the 
-Czarevitsh and ht the same time 
the French language teacher ol the 
daughters of the Czar, and Mrs. 
Gilliard who guarded the latter— 
all these personalities who were to- 
getlie. iiith the family of the Czar 
up to their confinement in Jekater- 
inburg in May 1918 have also seen 
Mme. von Taschaikovsky and con­
versed with her and these too have 
declared emphatically that by no 
means could they recognize in this 
woman the Grandduchess Anastasia 
Nikolajevna.

“ Mr. S. Kestritsky, the dentist 
of the perial family who treated 
the teeth of all the children of the 
Czar and saw them last at Tobolsk 
ill 1918, has examined reproduc­
tions of the teeth of Mme. von 
Tschaikovsky. He could only affirm 
that these reprodretions did not 
cerrespond wit’ the jaw formations 
and the teeth of Grandduchess 
Anastasia i'likolajevna.

“ Professor Bischof, director of 
the institute for police science at 
the University of Lausanne, has 
likewise made a close scrutiny and 
comparison of the photographs of 
the Grandduchess Anastasia Nikn- 
lajevna and those of Mrae.Tschaik- 
ovsky, too declares;

Cailcd Impostor
“ It is impossible that Mme. von 

Tschaikovsky could be identical 
with the Grandduchess Anastasia 
Nikolajevna.

“ Supported by all this testimony 
we here vith declare our firm con­
viction that the woman who calls 
herself Mme. von Tschaikovsky and 
who at the moment is in the United 
States of North America is not the 
Grandduchess Anastasia Nikola­
jevna.”

What had riches to do with his 
place in the world? What did they 
do to make him considerable or 
considered?

We do not believe for an instant 
that Mr. Herg’esheimer or anybody 
else can successfully demonstrate 
the theory that in this age any 
man or woman must be inconsider­
able who is not rich. We know too 
many men and women whose lives 
are fine and fragrant and lovely, 
and who have no riches at all, and 
who are considered and esteemed 
for the true worth that is- in them, 
to permit any such discouraged 
conviction to establish itself in our 
inind.

The consideration that is paid to 
wealth is one thing, and not a few 
things at all but old as history. 
The consideration that is paid to 
human worth Is quite another, and 
is probably as great today as it 
ever was— in the South, in the 
North, in either hemisphere.

A SOLID REFORM
Declaration by the Connecticut 

Company of its intention to substi­
tute buses for trolley cars on the 
Crosstown line as soon as the vehi­
cles are ready, and the expressed 
Intention of Highway Commission­
er McDonald to ha.ve the rails re­
moved from that part of Main 
street between the Center and 
Depot Square, will be received with 
rejoicing by a very large part of 
Manchester’s population. No per­
son who has occasion with any fre­
quency to drive an automo­
bile over that stretch of street will 
fail to greet the news with sighs 
of relief, for if there is a more 
perilous spot within ten miles of 
the Municipal building we don’t 
know where It Is. Accident after 
accident and narrow escape after 
narrow escape have occurred there, 
and that some of them have not 
been fatal has been just a manifes­
tation of freak luck. Only a com-, 
plete rebuilding of the trolley line 
would lend any decent degree of 
safety to the situation, and there 
has never been any hope that there 
would be any such rebuilding.

The alternative has lain, for a 
long time, between the continua­
tion of the present precarious state 
of affairs and abandonment of the 
trolley equipment In favor of buses. 
Now the adoption of the latter 
seems at last to be imminent, only 
the consent of the Public Utilities 
Commission being needed, and it 
is dlfllcult to see any preponder­
ance of reason why that sanction 
should be refused.

That there will be some opposi­
tion to the substitution of buses 
for the time honored trolleys is 
not unlikely. Habit is a potent fac­
tor in such matters and a good 
many Manchester people have had 
the habit of riding on the Cross­
town trolleys for a very long time. 
There is sure to be doubt as to 
whether buses “ can take care of 
the traffic.”  That doubt should re­
solve itself Into the question 
whether they “ will”  take care of 
the traffic. There isn’t the slightest 
doubt that if the Connecticut Com­
pany undertakes in good faith to 
provide bus service adequate to 
rush hour demands it can do so, 
profitably. It would appear that the 
best bet of Manchester citizens who 
attend the Commission’s hearing 
on the subject would be for them 
to confine themselves to drawing 
the Commission’s attention to that 
aspect of the case.

In any event, the removal of the 
death-trap rails from upper Main 
street is a major interest for Man­
chester. They have been a menace 
and a peril for years, a detriment 
to property values and a handicap 
to the growth of the north end.

Convert that stretch of roadway 
Into a safe and comfortable artery 
of travel between Depot Square 
and the Center and one of the 
worst obstacles to the complete 
unity of the two sections of the 
town will have been eliminated.

For the Impending Improvement, 
three hearty cheers.

HANDCUFFS
If you see a small boy swagger­

ing up the street with one of a pair 
of handcuffs dangling nonchalant­
ly from his pocket— brightly
nickled and apparently the very 
real thing— do not get excited and 
imagine that he has been picking 
the pocket of a policeman or a dry 
sleuth. He has only been investing 
in the latest toy to appeal to the 
imagination of Y.qung America.

It is a commentary on the state 
of our civilization that the tenden­
cies of the times should be reflect­
ed— as children’s toys always re­
flect the tendencies of all times—  
in a pair of handcuffs.

In emperialistic countries until 
the World war, almost every male 
child’s most valued ^possession was 
his squad, company or regiment of 
tin or lead soldiers. In America, 
after the hobby horse, the boy’s 
favorite toys used to be little rail­
road trains and practicable en­
gines. After them came the engi­
neering elements— toy structural 
Iron work for the building of sky­
scraper frames and bridges. Now, 
it seems, the machinery of crime 
hunting takes a foremost place in 
the mind of the masculine child.

Crime and its deterrents, the 
war between the police and the un­
derworld, the activities of the boot­
legger, the hl-jacker and the pi­
rate, are brought vividly to the at­
tention of the youngsters by the 
news of the day and by the movies. 
So it is not, perhaps, to be won­
dered at when we see the small 
boy devoted to handcuffs, detec­
tives’ shields and make-believe au­
tomatic pistols Instead of the toys 
of yesteryear.

But we grownftps ought to be 
fairly well ashamed of it, just the 
same.

There are several Manchester peo­
ple who have seen dirigibles— one 
or two who can boast of having 
seen both the Shenandoah and the 
Los Angeles, to say nothing of a 
varied' assortment of small blimps. 
But up to yet these hills and dlles 
have never been shadowed by the 
passing of one of those overgrown 
sausage skins full of gas.

And just so that Waterbury 
needn’t feel too darned smart over 
the visit of the J-4, we don’t care 
a hoot if we never do have to 
crane our necks at one of the 
things. We don’t like 'em, don’t 
believe in 'em, can’t see any good 
in ’em. And if one of them wants 
to blow up or crack up and come 
down all a-whirl we’d rather have 
Waterbury cover the story than 
have to cover it here.

Anyhow, the mail planes 
smack over this town!

CELTIC
The wounding of the famous old 

steamer Celtic on the rocks off 
Cobh harbor, accompanied by the 
orderly rescue of all her passengers 
without the loss of a life or the in­
jury of a single person, provides 
an encouraging contrast to the his­
tory of the Vestris disaster.

There may be inquiry as to how 
the Celtic got off her course almost 
at the end of her voyage, but that 
is a question of seamanship, pure 
and simple, and one on which the 
layman cannot have a worth-while 
opinion. Wrecks, collisions at sea 
and marine accidents of all kinds 
are likely to persist as long as the 
sea' is as angry and unstable a 
thing as it always has been and as 
long as the wind bloweth where it 
listeth. The fact of accident Itself 
is seldom one for adverse criti­
cism. It is the measure of prepared­
ness, the element of discipline and 
of capacity on the part of the offi­
cers in an emergency with which 
the traveling public has a logical 
right to audibly concern Itself.

In the case of the Celtic the re­
moval of the passengers was evi­
dently accomplished with all skill 
and proper method, the equipment 
was in condition to make their re­
moval possible, there was no panic 
and all the traditions of the Brit­
ish maritime service appear to have 
been thoroughly lived up to.

So far, the piling up of the Cel­
tic seems to provide a timely anti­
dote for the loss of confidence aris­
ing from the Vestris tragedy. If the 
good ship had to meet such a fate, 
it could not have come at a better 
time.

Washington, Dec. 11— Mrs. W. 
A. Oldfield, our fifth congresswo­

His widow’s name 
was Immediately placed in nomi­
nation by the Arkansas state cen­
tral committee and submitted to 
the governor of her state for con­
sideration at a special election. 
The special election required 30 
days’ notice. But the word has 
gone out that there is no shadow 
of a doubt that pretty Mrs. Old­
field will be the fifth congress- 
woman and take her seat the first 
of the year.

But the fifth congresswoman Is 
not sure that she wants the honor, 
nor that she believes in it, 
though she does appreciate it.

It merely means that the ap­
pointment is given through sym­
pathy, and not because of ability 
or fitness for the job,” she said to 
me. “ One can’t but be touched 
by the loyalty and honor and trib­
ute to the services of one’s hus­
band, of course, but I do wonder 
if it’s just the thing.

In proportion to its population, Connecticnt Iteads all of the 

o ther New England states in the consumption of electricity and 
stands well above the average in per capita use of electricity in 
the United States, according to figures based upon the annual 
electrical production reports of the United States Geological 
Survey.

The per capita consumption of electricity in this state dur­
ing the year 1927 was approximately S66 kilowatt hours. The 
average consumption for each individual in the United States 
during the same year was 746 kilowatt hours, while for all New 
England the per capita consumption of electricity for 1927 to­
taled 7 60 kilowatt hours.

Inasmuch as the United States is the leading nation of the 
world in the utilization of electric light and power, the figures 
show th a t  Connecticut is not only among the leading users 
of electricity in this country, but in the world.

Connecticut’s per capita consumption of electricity is 47 kilo­
w att hours more than that  of Rhode Island, the second high­
est state on the New England list. Massachusetts, the largest of 
the New England states, is fifth in per capita usage.

The per capita consumption of electricity in Rhode Island 
last year amounted to 819 kilowatt hours. In Maine, th ird  in 
standing among the New England states, it was 817 kilowatt 
hours and in Vermont, 760 kilowatt hours. The per capita con­
sumption for both Massachusetts and New Hampshire was be­
low tha t  of the United States, being 677 kilowatt hours for the 
former and 622 kilowatt hours for the latter.

Before the Ohio State-princeton 
game Fesler, along with Larkins, 
spent the night at a friend’s 
house. While they were dressing 
the next mornin,g Larkins dropped 
his arms around Fesler’s shoul­
ders and talked to him about the 
coming game.

"Say, It’s about time for some 
o- you ends to get going for that 
All-America team,” he told Fesler, 
"and TODA'Y is THE day for you 
to do your ’ stuff. Get out there 
before- all these experts today and 
make the All-America.

Mr. George Keogan, whose busi- i 
uses it is to make Notre Dame 
basketball teams as famous as 
Notre Dame football teams, has his 
own particular pet theory about the 
winning of basketball games.

Any time you can hold your op­
ponents to 19 points in one game, 
jrbu should put that game on the 
victory side of the ledger.

That Is Mr. Keogan’s theory and 
from the- manner in which his 
teams at South Bend in recent 
years have been winning It must be 
accepted as a very sound theory and 
cne w'orth getting a slight bit of 
attention from some of the institu­
tions whose teams don’t rate as 
high as those teams at Notre Dame.

It may be news that Notre Dame 
basketball teans rate just its much 
in their own particular* sport as 
Mr. Rockne’s football teamr do in 
the g-id world. In fact, long before 
Rockne made Irish football teams 
at Notre Dame what they are to­
day the oasketball teams of that 
institution were right on toi with 
the best.

Keogan Started in 1923
That, to he sure, was many years 

ago and the few years before 
George Keogan took charge were 
not ones to brag about. But in the 
olden days about the time that 
“ Hippo” Vaughn, later to become 
famous as a fullback at Harvard, 
was playing cen:er for Irish cage 
teams, the Irish had teams that 
took the best over in a basketball 
tussle.

The Irish basketball teams w’ere 
down, in fact way down, when 
Keogan arrived in 1923. Only a dir-t 
basketball court was available for 
practice. All home games had to be 
played in thq local Y. M. C. A. gym­
nasium.

Despite the handicaps and a 
slight lack of interest in basketball, 
the first team Keogan had at Notre 
Dame in 1923-1924 was better 
than any in years. The team won 15 
games anu lost eight. His team a 
year later won 11 while losing 0.

This success causfed the universi­
ty oiBcIals to get generous and 
when the third year of Mr. Keo­
gan’s stay arrived his team was 
uiing a brand-new $5000 basket­
ball court, one of the best in the 
country, built in an add-ltion to the 
gymnasium.

Champions Two Y^ars in Row
The Irish were western cham­

pions in 1925-1926. They repeated 
the next year. Each club won 19 
games and lost only one, each year 
losing cut to Franklin, Ind. These 
games were lost on a small court 
at Franklin, and it is interesting to 
note that the Irish walloped the 
Franklin boys each year when they 
had them on that big court at South 
Bend.

Last year was not quite as good 
a season for Keogan’s team. They 
lost four games. Butler, Northwest­
ern, Michigan State and Pittsburgh 
heat them, but every one was lick­
ed. in return battles except Pitts­
burgh.

The Panthers, an undefeated 
eleven, scored more than 19 points. 
They scored 22 and all the Irish 
could score was 20. Had the boys 
followed Keogan’s theory, they 
would have won.

Notre Dame teams are familiar 
with and employ three general 
styles of play. In some games, the 
short pass, pivot and dribble attack 
is used; in other games, the slow, 
methodical type of play, generally 
known as the delayed offense. 
Again, he uses the fast-breaking 
offense typical of Indiana basket­
ball.

Keogan stresses a tight defense. 
That is the basic fundamental of 
his 19-poInt theory. If your op­
ponent doesn’t score 19 points, you 
ought to win: if they score 20 or 
more points, you have only a 50-50 
chance to wim

Notre Dame’s basketball team 
looks at this stage as if it will be 
one of the best teams of the year. 
They have nine lettermen back. In­
cluding every regular of last year. 
They pla: what were considered the 
two strongest teams in the east last 
year, Pittsburgh and Pennsylvania, 
and the best teams In the middle 
west, being in this respect some­
what of a rambling outfit like the 
Irish football team is— they play 
teams from all sections, preferably 
the best.

Georgetown did the same to New 
York University; Notre Dame 
swung east to treat Army in. simi­
lar fashion, and there were many 
more similar cases, as every eleven 
in the east, except Boston College, 
suffered defeats or equally disap­
pointing ties. *

With the ups and downs of the 
teams came the ups and downs of 
their stars and the elimination of 
many potential greats from con­
sideration.

It is on the basis of consistent 
or near-consistent excellence that 
ih e accompanying teams have been 
selected as representing the best In 
individual play In this section.

The ends, Donchess of Pitts­
burgh and the P4-ovincial of George­
town, lead the list of wlnginen who 
have been a trifle below the usual 
standard.

Both are rugged; both are fast; 
both are quick in diagnosing ene­
my plays, and both have flashed 
super performances in their im­
portant games, and take rank over 
Barrahee of N. Y. U., Godfrey of 
Temple,, Rosenzwleg of Carnegie, 
Barna of Hobart, Pickard of Har­
vard, Lawler of Princeton and sev­
eral other very good ends.

The tackle positions offered 
many fine candidates— too many 
to be accommodated In the limited 
number o f  honor positions to be 
filled. Of the many Lassman of 
N. Y. U. and, McGuirk of Boston 
College, each a captain of an out-*- 
standing eastern eleven,, were the 
best. They had the robust physique 
desired in their positions and an 
abundance of football know-how.

Council evidently had in mind the 
plans adopted in other jurisdictions 
but it has attempted to evolve a 
plan which should be simpler and 
more effective than any so far 
adopted. The plan will be subjected 
to. very close Inspection; if further 
study shall develop a better plan we 
have no doubt the Council would 
welcome it. ■ Unless defects in it 
which are not apparent shall be 
found we would expect Legisla­
ture would desire to give it a trial.

Tbe Council- furnish quite an 
elaborate statement in explanation 
of their plan. We give It in full 
so that the public may have the op- 
portunitv to consider tbe plan.

Wrong .Application. 
Commissioner Stoeckel said in a 

pamphlet issued by the Department 
of Motor Vehicles that: “ To call a 
man a criminal or to designate piy 
act or ommission of his as a crime 
Invariably provokes indignation or 

i worse, for no one wants to be so 
designated, nor to have any partici­
pation in life with which he is con­
cerned so called.

“ There are a large number of 
statutes involving violations of the 
Motor Vehicle Acts which are petty 
in character and yet are treated as 
crimes, and many traffic regula­
tions of our cities, towns and bor­
oughs also similar in character 
which are treated as crimes. We 
refer only to statutes and traffic 
regulations and ordinances where 
the penalty is a firte. These viola­
tions we have in mind do not 'in­
volve moral turpitude or serious 
danger to Society or individuals. 
The violators are not criminals and 
should not be treated as such under 
our law. To convict them of a 
crime and place upon the records of 
a court their guilt does a grevioUs 
wrong to the individual convicted. 
The strong probability is that their 
violation was not intentional, but 
one of mere casual inattention, or 
ignorance of one of the multitude 
of traffic regulations. .More is in­
volved than a wrong done to Indi­
viduals. The violations are so num­
erous and so minor in character 
that Society does not attribute 
criminal wrong-doing to the viola­
tors The law decrees them to be 
criminals. Society refuses to so con­
sider them or to regard the viola­
tions as real crimes. Such an at­
titude of mind breeds disrespect for 
these laws and gradually • tends to 
breed disrespect for other la-ws 
which constitute crimes. A rfemedy 
must be found to remove these 
classes of’ violators from the ranks 
of the criminal. The violations of 
these traffic laws and regulations 
are so numerous that they congest 
the docket of our municipal courts 
and add greatly to the burden of 
the police and peace officers by 
compelling their • attendance in 
court when these cases are being 
heard. In attempting to remedy 
this evil we have necessarily 
studied with some, care, the Motor 
Vehicle Acts and reached tbe con­
clusion that they need a tboroqgb 
revision. We have not attempted 
this since it is probably not wUbm 
the scope of the CounCil’s^du^K 
The precise evil we do suggest i f  
remedy for Is within our duty since 
I f  affects so seriously the adminis; 
Iration of our courts which Is oqe 
of our most Immediate concerns 

"Chicago and Los Angeles ha've

“ The Act specifies that the first 
and second violations within a 
period of twelve months shall not 
be deemed a criminal act. whether 
the defendent confesses the viola­
tion, or contests it. But the Act pro­
vides that any third or subsequent 
violations within a period of twelve 
months shall be deemed a criminal ^  
act. And, of course, would be dis- S 
posed of as such under the statute 
or traffic regulation violated. The 
Act gives the court power to_ excuse 
the payment for the first violation 
If it appears to hav,e been uninten­
tional, or if no person or property 
could have been endangered there­
by.“ The Act also provides that with­
in forty-eight hours after a com­
plaint for violation of the statutes 
relating to the registration of 
equipment of a motor vehicle the 
person complained of, in the event 
that he has confessel his violation, 
or been found guilty, shall furnish 
the Commissioner of Motor Vehicles 
with satisfactory evidence that he 
has remedied the defect or act com  ̂
plained of. The protection of 
travelers requires that the defect 
be remedied even more than that 
tbe Violator should make these pay­
ments.
