This was the gist today of
identic notes from the Para-
guayan government which
were delivered by the Charge
d'Affaires, Juan Ramirez, to
Secretary of State Kellogg and
to Victor M. Maurtua, Peruvi-
an minister, who is chairman
pf the Pan-American confer-
ence's special mediation com-
mittee,

The mnotes reiterated charg-
es that Bolivin s massing
troops and war supplies on the
frontier.

Private dispatches to Sec-
retury Kellogg  however, did
not indicate such a grave sit-
uation as desceribed by Rami-
rez. There is no evidence, Kel-
logg said, that Bolivia is mo-
bilizing large numbers of
troops.

Washington,

Lugano, Switzerland, Dec. 13.—
IParaguay today informed the
League of Nations Counceil that the
Paraguayan government is willing
to arbitrate the fronlier dispu‘e
with Bolivia.

One communication already has
been received from Bolivia setting
ferth the Bolivian government's po-
sition in the boundary controversy,
but it is expected that another mes-
sage will be received shortly.

The Paraguayan note, which was
an answer to the message sent by
T'rench Foreign Minister Briand in
behalf of the League of Nations,
said in part:

Willing to Arbitrate

“We are willing to accept arbl-
tration and conciliation, vut Boli-
via is not inclined to do so."”

As a Private Citizen He
Could Do Much to Settle

Bolivia’s Trouble.

Aboard Hoover Special Train,
Villa Mercedes, Argentina, Dec. 13.
—While President-Elect Herbert
Hoover. on his good will tour of
South America, has remained striet-
1y aloof and silent upon the terri-
torial quarrel between Bolivia and

Paraguay, the circumstances, as
they exist today, may result in the
possibility of Mr. Hoover becoming
a peaceful mediator in the event
the United ftates government de-
cides to offer its good offices for in-
tervention.

As Mr. Hoover is making
zoodwill visit as a private citizen,
this fact would enable him to act
without directly involving the high
office to which he has been elected.
So far, since cessation of diplomatic
relations between Bolivia and Para-
guay, he has filled the role of silent
spectator.

The fact that the League of Na-
{iong, anrting upon representations
from Paraguay, has, to some extent,
intervened, Dbrings about an un-
precadented situation in the Amer-
iras which may induce Washington
to take direct action.

EPIDEMIC OF FLU
COMING THIS WAY

Federal Officials Say It Will

Strike East in January or
February.

Washington, Dec. 13 — Nation-
wide and concerted efforts to check
the epidemic of influenza DOW
sweeping eastward across the coun-
try were considered today al a

speclal meeting of officials of the
United States Public Health ser-
viee. The service is flooded with
thousands of inquiries from state
pfficials and physicians concerning
preventative and curative remedies.

Although the epidemic admitted-
ly is serious and widespread, of-
ficials took a somewhat optimistie
view of the sltuation because of the
lack of virulence that accompanies

the present sweep of the disease.

Searching for Germ

A more intensive search for the
isolation of the ‘flu germ Is ex-
pected to result from the epidemic.
Seientists, although they have
labored for ten years, have never
succeeded in Isolating the germ.
Like the cause of cancer it remains
one of the mysleries of medical .re-
search,

The epidemic has been most
severe in the west and southwest,
but that it is travelling in a regu-
lar wave eastward already has been
established to the satisfaction of
fedvral health officers. There is a
bend to the wave to the southward,
and, it is expected that another
curve will be apnarent in a few
weeks. The epidemic is expected
to strike the east in January or
early In Febroary.

Dr. M. Nichol. head of the New
York Puablie Health Service, noti-
fied the federal service todav that
the wave has not vet been felt in
New York. H¢ indlcated the New
York service already Is taking steps
to combat the diseasz: when it
strikes the state.

Saw Husband On Floor

Hartford, Conn., Dec. 13.—The
Grand Jury investigating the al-
fairs of.Roger W. Watkins, a for-
mer broker mnow in state prison,
was dismissed by Judge L. P. Wal-
do Marvin in Superior Court today,
and the sheriff directed to empanel
a new Grand Jury, to report next
Monday. Judge Marvin acted after
Ralphh 0. Welles, 1qcal attorney,
read a lengthy report telling of
miany. details of the doings of Wat-
kins' ‘attorney who defended him in
his trial early in the fall.

Judge Marvin expressed the wish
that the next Grand Jury might be
composed of the men who were dis-
charged today, so they might go on
from the point where the men then
reporting to him had lelt-off.

Mr. Welles told of the investiga~
tion uncovering many ‘liguor law
violations” and asked the judge If
the jury was supposed to go into
such matters. Judge Marvin in re-
ply declared that the matter was
up to the Grand Jury entirely. They
must decide whether such affairs
affected the Watkins case.

Expressing the belief that douh’.|
existed as to the rights of the|
Grand Jury to function, Judge Mar-
vin discharged the jury and order-
ed steps taken to form & new one.

Funds Traced

The report of the Grand Jury as
read by Mr. Welles traced the funds
of Watkins from the time that he
was In the hands of attorneys. of
the money that Watkins once pos-
sessed, Mr. Welles, declared, “‘there
is $59,000 still to be accounted
for.”” .

Mr. Welles started by tellipg of
the connection of William E. Egan,
local attorney, with the Watking'
case. Egan racelved a payment of
$500 on November 2; 1827, this
being the first he recelved, but oth-
er payments were traced to Janu-
ary 1. Frank E. Healy, former at-
torney general, received $3,000.
Up to January 1 Mr. Egan recelv-
ed $17,000. Of this §3,000 was for
thbe sale of stock of the Natlonal
Associated Investors, 2 Watkins’
conecern. There was no record of
Mr. Egan having any such stock in
fiis name. Mr. Welles declared the
Grand Jury accepted Mr. Egan's
statements on their face.

250,000 Draft

On April 3, 1928, a draft was
made out to M. E. Tresslar, which
is the maiden name of Mrs. Wat-
king., This amounted to $50,000.
Mr. Egan received this money and
deposited in a special bank account
of his own. On April 16, a $25,000
check was drawn and delivered to
Mrs. Watkins. Of the remaining
$25.000 the Grand Jury finds, $6.-
000 is not accounted for in any way.

Other amounts were used to pay
Watkins’ employees or given L0
members of the Watkins family.

The Jury also traced a number
of other checks and cash paid to
Mr. Egan, and the return of the
$25,000 in cash, Wich Mr. Egan
had given to Mrs. Watkins.

The report declared Mr. Egan
denied on three oeccasions that he
had received this amount back, but

Woman To

For Selling Liquor

Lansing, Mich,, Dec. 13.—Eita
Miller, 48, mother of tén children,
was in jall here today awaiting sen-
tence of life imprsonment, while
state-wide protest against her fate
gathered momentum. and appeals
for her pardon were carried to Gov.
Fred. W. Green. Under the new
eriminal code the life sentence is
mandatory and Judge Charles B.
Collingwood is required to impose
such senténce.on Mrs. Miller after
her conviction yesterday of a fourth
violation of the-prohibition law.

She is the first woman to receive
a life sentence under the new code.
She has never been convicted of any
erime except selling or delivering
liquor. The total of her three pre-

While the Senate has frequently
been referred ‘o as a “Rieh Man's
Club” the House has until the last
few years been heralded as the op-
portunity of the poor publie serv-
ant.

| triets, higher living costs and lax

corrupt practices laws have all com-
bined to bring :Dbout the conditinn
which must now be faced, he said.
He would Ilimit a Congressman's
campaign expense to $3.000.

Cost Prohibitiye.

“The cost of Congresdsional cam-
paigning has become almost pro-
hibitive,” he raid. “As 8 result,
{here is an increasing number fnT
weallthy candidates running for
Congress.

“The presefdt corrupt practices
act nractically permits an unlimit-
ed amount of money to be spent in
a Congressional campaign. This
should be changed so that no candi-
date could spend more than $3,000
for all purposes in a Congressional
district.

vCommittees working in behalf
of a candldate should consolidate
{heir expense returns with that of a2
candidate so that this limitation
will be ohsgerved.

Millionaires' Congress.

*“We do not want a millfonaires’
Congress. The ambitions of worthy
men.of moderate means shouid not

- yery-smail-and’ -operates en-
tirely by hand, it is capable of
bursting arn inch thick wall of
the hardest steel or other
matal.

The pressure of 600,000
pounds corresponds to the
pressure of an atmeosphere 5,-
000 miles high and an ocean
250 miles deep. An ordinary
steam boiler has pressure of
about 400 pounds per square
inch, and concrete collapses at
2,000 pounds per square inch.

Graves Commission, which has
after ten years nearly .finished its
labors, brings freshly to mind the
awful sacrifice of life that Britaint
offered in what we made, before it
was too late, a common cause.

Of these 582,783 have been
identified .and buried in known
graves. .

Constitution Bars Hainisch; Austria

To Pick New Educator-President

Vienna.—The platonic ideal,
that the highest power in the state
should be vested in scientists and
educators seems to have been rea-
lized in the case of the President
of the Austrian Republic, as only
unpolitical and impartial *‘Profes-
sor''—candidates are likely to be
nominated for the presidency, to
gucceed President Michael Hainisch
who was himself a professor of
sociology hefore elected to his high
office in 1920.

Hainisch whose term expires at
the end of November was re-elected
in 1924, which fact proves, that the
country was satisfied with the rule
of the “Herr Professor.'”” As a mat-
ter of fact, he would certainly be
re-elected for a third term, If the
Austrian constitution did not limit
eligibility to two terms. His popu-
larity is such, that a strong party
favors an amendment to the con-
stitution only in order to enable his
re-election.

Two Other Candidates,

The two other candidates are:
Professor E, Wittstein, the famous
botanist of the Vienna University,
whose scientific works are known
to every expert all over the world;
and Professor C. Pirquet, who is

today a world authority on chil-
dren's diseases, especially on child
tuberculosis.

Professor Pirquet, who is the
tmore popular of the two, is well-
known to Americans. For several
vears he was a . professor of chil-
dren’s diseases at Johi® Hopkins
University in Baltimore, and he has
made many visits to Ameriea,
where he lectured at various medi-
cal schools and associations.

Born in Vienna he belongs to an
old Austro-French aristocratic
family, before the abolishment of
titles, he was called Baron Clemens
von Pirquet. One of his best friends
is Herbert Hoover, who is curiously
enough also a candidate for the
presidency, of course, in the United
States.

During the world war they work-
ed together as commissioners” for
the care of children.

Thus Austria, surrounded with
such belligerent neighbbrs as Italy,
Hungary, Yugoslavia, and strongly
feeling the turbulent influence of
Russia and the Balkans, seems to
have realized the platonic ideal by
electing scientists instead of politi-
cians to the presidency.

Of course, to tell the truth, thé
presidency\ in Austria is a purely

ldecorative office. The real execu-

tive power is vested In the govern-
ment responsible to the parlia-
ment.

The worst of it is, according to
Mr. Simonds, that it is apparently
impossible to convert Britain to any
other point of view than her histories
one save by the single and Infalll-
ble device of outbuilding her and,
by virtue of greater naval strength,
automatically destroylng her pre-!
tenslons to sea command by de-
stroying her potentiality to rule,
the oceans,

For this reason and for this rea-
son slone Simonds is a big-navy ad-
vocate, for he points out that, once
Britain abandoned her claim to the
right to intérfere ‘with nentral'
commerce for military reasons of,
her own, there need be no further
rivalry in the matter of naval
strength,' ag the British have not
thé remotest thought of engaging
in War with the United States, and
Amtericans have no thought of en-
gaging in war with Byitain except
possibly in defense of their free-
dom on the sea. |

If Mr. Simmonds' analysis of Lhe|
situation be correct it might, per-
haps, be met by a very simple if ex- |
traordinary proceeding on the part!
of the Congress of the United)
States. Instead of whispering the
real reasons for a bigger navy and
openly pretending that we afe
building it for reasons that do not
exist and that everybody knows do
not exist, how Wwould it do if the
United States and Congress were
to become suddenly frank in the
matter? If, instead of compromis-
ing on fifteen cruisers on the pre-
tense that théy are for replace-
mefts, and instead of making their
authorization contingent on events
of no outline whatever, Congress
would authorize the building of a
fieet big enough to settle the whole
question of sea control at once—
and then make the entire lump
program conditional on the failure
of QGreat Britain to acknowledgze
the principle of freedomn of the sea
to neutrals?

This would be ccass- and un-
diplomatic. Certain English politi-
cians would cal]l it tantamount to
a declaration of war. But Great
Britain as & whole would not re-
gard it as a war measure—coulil
not. There would be no war, There
would be no great fleet buiit. Be-
cause Britain knows and the world
knows that Amerieca is in a position
right now to build herself a navy
big enough and powerful enough
to establish our right to trade when
and where we please, war or no
war—and then another twice us
big, if we were fools enough,

If this is indeed the issu2
wouldn’t the best way to face it be
to face it?

‘SUBMARINE SALVAGE

In converting the tragic S-4 into
a dummy submarine .for experi-
mentation in methods of rescué of
sunken submarines the Navy De-
partment has been vell advised.
Probably there never was any se-
rious thought ef reconditioning the
ship and returning her to service,
and there never should have been.

The submarine service involves
enough of nmerve-rack and strain at
best. It would have been unthink-
able to have required flesh-and-
blood men to llve and dive in a
craft that for long months had been
the tomb of its former crew.

,0f a thousand times more use
will the S-4 be, serving as a model
for the .rying out of half a dozen
new devices for the saving of life
in cases of submarine wreckage'
and for the speedy raising of un-!
derwater vessels in cases of accly
dent. i

The first experiment to which'
the S-4 i to be subjected will be
an attempt to lift her from the
means of pontoons
which will get their hold on the
hull by attachment to lifting hooks
with which the ship has been pro-
vided. This will be watched with
very genera]l interest, because the
employment of such hooks or eyes
had been urged on the Department
before the S-4 disaster but had not
bheen generally adopted.

Dr. Cooper Gives é Frank
" Talk at Men's League
Banguet at Center.

“Birth control is nothing more
than .the application of intelligence
to the birth rate.”

This statement was made by
James F. Cooper, M.D., Medical
Director of the Birth Control Clin-
ial Research Bureau of New
York, to the Men's League at =&
banguet held at the Center church
last night. Dr. Cooper was former-
Iy professor of clinical surgery at

Foochow Union Medical
Foocfiow, China. He was clinical
instructor in obstetries at Boston
University Medical School bhefore
entering his present position.

In his talk on “Eugenlies and
Birth Control,” Dr. Cooper did not
dwell on technicalities but gave a
brief but comprehensive outline of
nis subject.

Ancient Subject

Birth control, he said, is a sub-
ject of increasing importance to the
world, Recently a great discussion
took place in the newspapers on
the sensational case of a man and
his wife, with three children, who
appeared in court on an gpplica-
tion for a divorce. As the court be-
lleved . that reconciliation more
than separation was needed, the
judge suggested that the couple go
home and for three years practice
birth control, This is merely a case
in point, :

Birth control, said the speaker,
is not new. As far back as hiblical
times, It was in practice. An an-
cient Jewish law required that if o
man died without issue hig brother
must marry his widow and raise
children, Onan, a young man, re-
belled at this.
live with his wife keeping up all
putward appearance but having no
children. This is an example of
birth control. Onan was later put
to death for disobeying the Jewish
law.

Those interested in the subject
of birth control are those who have
the welfare of the general social
order at heart, scentists, biologists,
physicians, ete. Birth control Is
not wild, irrational or amarchistic
but a sane program of curbing the
birth rate. i

Scientists' Views

. RECALL CELTIC'S CASE

Three Months After War

Torpedoing.

To many Manchester people who
are familiar with Belfast, Ireland,
the news that the White Star Liner
Celtic had been wrecked off Cobh
harbo., Ireland, brings back
memories of ‘days when this same
liner 1 as the proud favorite of the
seas. '

Built in pre-war days at Harland
& Wolll’'s famous yard in Belfast,
the Celtic was one of the best
known vessels afloat. Numbered
among its passengers, at one time
or another, were many of the most.
notable people of the day. It was
the Celtic that carried the major
part of the Connecticut delegation
to the American Legion convention
In Paris last July.

During the war the Celtic was
msed to transport food from the
United States to Europe.

In the latter part of the war an

enémy snbmarine made her a target
‘for its . missiles, Struck sguarely
amidship, the Celtic was deeply
wounaed.. Immedigtely afterward
the bulkhead doors were closed,
trapping - thirty members of the
“black gang' in the fireroom com-
partment. This act, at the sacrifice
of a comparatively few lives, saved

! the ship and the Celtic made port

under its own steam. "

For three months she lay in Bel-
fast Lough awaiting a chance for
repairs, When the liner was finally
dry docked the compartment was
opened and the men who had been
sacrificed that others might live
were brought forth from their
tomb. .

WALLACE NUTTING GIVES
AN INTERESTING TALK

Lectures Instructively on Old
American Furniture at Wat-
kins' Auditorium. l

Wallace Nutting, celebrated col-
lector of and authority on early
American furniture talked to a
deeply interested audience at Wat-
king Brothers’ audltorium last
evening, his subject being, “Old
New England Homes.” As he said,
it might better have been“The !urn-
ishing of Old New Epgland Homes,"
tor most of the large number of
heautifully colored slides shown in
sonnection with the lecture were
»f example of the old time cabinet
makers art or of interiors furnish-
ed with Antiques, all but a few of
them of American origin. He did.
however, show a few beauliful ex-
lerior views. All the photographs
were made by Mr. Nutting.

One of the points especially rade
4y Mr. Nutting was that over-furn-
ishing of a home is an error—fewer
xnd better and more harmonious
nieces being the proper obJective
Another was that the furnishing of
1 home with ‘‘good' pieces need
not necessarily involve great ex-
senditure. “‘I have seen many a
iome.” said Mr. Nutting, ‘the
‘nrnishings of which did not cost
ihe owners more than $1,200 or
$1.500, yet which were perfectly
sharming. - A few years ago, before
arices arose to their present points,

wounld have undertaken at any
time to furnish a moderate sized
1ome, completely \\Hh antiques, for
1 thousand dollars.”

The greater part of the talk con-
jsted in the fdentification or clas-
sifieation of the various pieces
haown in the numerous heautiful
nteriors shown. One thing that
he lecturer made clear and that
wany of his hearers carried awav
villy (hem was the fact that °*t is
1ot possible to classifly old Ameri-
an furniture, as to maker or
naker's style, on such hard and
ast line as many furniture an-
iquarians imagine. A great manv
‘ery fin2 pieces are composites of
wo or more of the influences. Mr.
Sutting illustrated this with photo-
araphs of pieces manifesting almost
winally the Sheraton and Hepple-
vhite chardcteristics.

He showed a photograph of the
olahrated Samuel Fuller cradle,

Chains take a great deal of pun-
ishment during a winter's usage,
but they gilve a proportionate
amount to the automoblle,

On a 30 by 4.40 tire, it has
been pointed out, a cross link hits
the pavement 660 times in g mile.
When the car has gone 100 miles,
each cross link has come into con-
tact with hard pavement or ice
66,000 times.

Add to this poundin the
strains of braking, startifg and
pulling, and little more may be
expected of ¢hains.

In return for this hard usage
the chains take their revenge out
of the tires, force the engine to
work harder and may even rip
holes intg the fenders.

This is, of 'ecourse, i the driver
is eareless about them.

Proper attachment of chains
and careful driving will afford
the :most possible benefit out of
them and the least possible harm
of tires, engine or other parts of
the car.

In the first place, the chains
must be put on loosely to zallow
them to work their way around
the tires. If they are tight they
will stay in one position cutting
into the casings and causing tire
trouble. A little play will cause
even wear on the tires all around.

The chains, however, must not
be too loose or they will rattle
against the fenders when the car
Is going and will break easily.
Furthermore, constant tappiry of
a chain on the same spot will
eventually wear a neat hole there.

Rubber chains,
trary, must be applied as
tight as possible. A good way to
do this is to let out about fiva or
ten pounds of air from the tires,
put on the chains as closely as
possible, and then tighten them
up by Dboosting the reduced ailr
pressure in the tires ggain to what
is required for driving.

Applied tightly rubber chains
will help lengthen the life of the
tires. They may be kept on all
winter, no matter what the
weather or condition of the pave-
ment, for they are no bother
either in driving or in the way of
comfort. '

With chains applied, motorists
might feel free to skim alongz the
iriest roads with porfect safety.
But chained tires skid as well as
unchained. Chains are helpful for
good traction, but they are useless
when the car begins to skid.

Tire chain wmanufacturers say
that drivers should not gzo mare
than 235 miles an hour when
chains are on the tires. Weather
conditions alone should compel
us to keep within this limit,

on the con-

Because of the modern hard
pavements, {t is advisable to
keep chains on the tires only when
necessary. Chains on dry pave-
ments are harmful to the tires,
make riding uncomfortable, are a
strain on the engine and wear out
faster,

The exceptiun to this is rubber
chains.

SOVIET EXPORTS
OF OIL INCREASE
BY 34 PER CENT

Moscow.—The growing import-
ance of Soviet Russia on the.world
oil market I8 emphasized in the re-
port of the Oil Syndicate for the
fiscal y2ar which closed Oct. 1. Ex-
ports of crude petroleum aad
petroleum products increased 34
per cent. over the previous year.
They reached a total of 2,683,000
tons, or three times the average an-
nual pre-war exports,

@oviet oil, which Sir Henrl De-
terding hranded *‘stolen goods” In
recent price war between the Royal
Dutch Shell and the Standard Oil
company of New York, has pene-
trated every continent of the globe
except North America. It i8 sold
in South America, South Africa,
India, China and throughout Eu
rope.

4 The export. o Gert y increas-

ed from 242,000 tons in 1927 to
337,000 tons this year. Spain
bought 200,000 tons as against 68.-
000 tons in the preceding year. The
exports of crude petroleum to Eng-
land remained stationary, but the
sales of gasoline by the Russizn
0il Products, Ltd., increased 70 per
cent. The gasoline which the com-
pany sells is a mixture of Russian
and California, because Soviet gas
is too heavy for British market.

“Tha prospects for next year are
exceptionally bright,"” the report of
the Oil Syndicate said. “The de-
pression in the industry is over.
The demand for gasoline is so great
that we can barely fill all the or-
ders. Prices are satisfactory ex-
cept for crude oil.”

Further Incr'easee.

The Syndicats a.nnonnced its in-
tention to increase production of
crude petroleum by 13 per cent
next year, though the output of re-
fined products will Increase 27 per
cent.

Capital reserves of the Syndiate
were deseribed as very small. This
factor combined with the refusal
of the government tq-grant all the
requested credits for drilling of ad-
ditional wells has forced the Synm-

cate to operate more eficiently. It
is now the best managed of ali So-
ciaiist industries. The most modern
methods of refining petroleum. like
the “cracking process,” are beinZ
adopted gradually.

LEAD IS ONE OF WORST |
INDUSTRIAL POISONS

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN

Before the Fifth International
Congress for Industrial Accidents
and Occupations, held recently in
Budapest, Sir Thomas Oliver, one
of the most widely known authori-
ties on industrial diseases, consid-
ered the inflience of industrial
pcisons on the different bodily or-
gans.

One of the most serious of Indus-
trial poisons is lead, toward' which
human beings react in different
ways. :
Factors in Lead Poison
Much depends on the speed with

body; the age of the patient is im-
portant, since young persons are
more likely to be affeclted by lead
than older ones; women also seem
to be more seriously-affected by
lead than are men. In one case a
healthy girl, 18 years of age died
from the effects of the lead on her
brain after working in'a white lead
factory for six weeks.

, The more delicately organized
the tissue of the body, the less re-
sistance to poisons; hence alcohol
and lead affect the nerve centers of
the brain earlier than the other tis-
sue of the body. Among the earliest
tissues affectéd by lead polsoningz
also are the blood and the blood
forming organs,

In most cases under the condi-
tions of industry, the worker re-
ceives small doses of lead day after
day, so that symptoms of poisoning
may not arise for several years.
However, because of the effects of
the lead on the blood, the possibllity

of lead poisoning the blood long

which the lead is absorbed in the|!

before the obvious symptoms de-
velop.

It is the general opinion that
workers in the lead industry in the
course of time develop changes in
their blood vessels and are likely to
have high blood pressure. Their
death rate from brain hemorrhage
is larger than that of workers in
other occupations.

The constant absorption of the
lead ,also affects the kidneys, and
these changes may be responsible
for the changes in the blood vessels.

Frequent Examinations

A single dose of lead seldom
gives rise to symptoms, but i{f small
quantities are repeatedly. passed
into the body, chronic changes de-
velop. After death lead can be found
in the liver, the kidneys, the braia
and the bones.

It is because of the danger of
small doses taken iIn repeatedly
over long periods of time that mod-
ern industries in which lead is em-
ployed arrange for frequent exam-
inations of all workers so that the
dangers may be offset before per-
manent changes take place in the
body. .

YALE FOOTBALL
YIELDS GREATER
GATE THIS YEAR

Gross Receipts Exceed En-

tire Funded Endowment!

of Many Colleges in Coun-
try.

Seven football gzames in Yale
Bowl vield more gross receipts
{han the entire funded endowment
of one out pf every six Universi-
ties or colleges in the United
States, and the net profits are
Jarger than the total receipis of
one out of every twelve of the
same institutions of learning.

Such i3 the discovery made by
Frank E. Spaulding, [ormer super-
Intendent of schools at Celeviand,
and now Sterling professor of edu-
cation at Yale, and announced hera
through Yale Alumni Weekly.

Profesor Spaulding's football
finance researches have disclosed:

In 80 States.

“In thirty states there are alto-
gether 203 privately controlled
higher institutions, not counting
teachers’ colleges. Only fourteen
of these have productive endow-
ment funds equal to Yale's annual
gross football recsipts. Many of
the remaining 139, it is true, are
comparatively small; but four of
them enroll from 2,000 to 2,500
students each, and eleven others
enroll from 800 to 1,400.

“There are 28 states In whick
not one of the total of 247
privately controlled higher insti-
tutions enjoys a total I{ncome
from all sources and for all pur-
poses, excepting additions to en-
dowments, which is equal to Yale's
football profits of last year, Four
of these enroll over 2,000 students
each; eight enroll from 1,000 to 2,-
000, each; and eight from 800 to 1,-
000 each. These states are found
in every part of the country from
Maine to Oregon, from Michigan
to Florida.”

‘“‘In New England, where current
costs of education are greater than
in the country as a whole, we find
that of the 47 colleges, gunjversi-
ties, and professional schools, only
23 have income-producing sndow-
ment as large as Yale's last year
football recsipts, and only 19 have
annual incomes from all sources as
large as Yale's clear profit from
foothall.

Other Figures.

“Both Bowdoin and Colby, en-
rolling together 1,150 students,
could operate on Yales net foot-
ball income with an annugl deficit
of less than $12,000. Clark Uni-
versity and Worcester Polytechnis
Institute, with a combined enroll-
ment of 962 students, would be the
losers by less than $5,000 if they
should exchange their total receipts
from all sourcss except endow-
ment, for the net proceeds of
Yale football.

As to Yale, Professor Spaulding
has found that after being in ex-
istence 1560 years that institution
was still $171,987 short of Jast
vear's net receipts -from {ootball
at Yalz.: Harvard after 184 years
was $43,000 short of these receipts.
Princkéton in 106 years, even with
was getfing
only one-third of Yale's recejpts
for football last year. And Colum-
bia, after 136 wyears, was stjll
$171,987 behind the same Yale
football receipts when all Colum-
bia's receipts were considered.

XMAS DECORATIONS
FOR SOUARE VOTED

Improvement Club Starts
- Subscription List So That
Work Can Be Done

Depot Square, a section ‘of Main
and North Main streets are to be

decorated and, lighted for Christmas
as never before, it was decided at
the meeting of the Manchester Im-
provement Club beld last night. In,
addition to dressing up for the
holidays plans are under way that
will put life and activity into the
business and civic lines in that sec-
tion of Manchester.

The Manchester Improvement
Club, when organized and active in
1924 did accomplish much for the
good of that section around the
Square, but there has been a fall-
ing off iy interest which has started
to sparkle again during the past
week and was a real live flame
at the meeting last night.

An impression existed that the
club was entitled to some money
that had been left in the treasury of
the old Manchester Tmprovement
Association, which was formed
many years ago for the purpose of
improving the appearaace of Depot
Square. It took a lorz time o have
the changes made, but when this
was done the money that was left
over remained in the name of the
late William Buckland as treasurer.
Two vears ago, when he was in
Florida the question of turning
aver the money to the Imprevement
Cluh was taken up. After an in-
vestization it was found that the
old Tn@rovement Soeciety had 2
board of tristees and when they
met to dispose of the money they
voted to use it in the erectinn of a
flaz pole at Depot Square. Sn there
was nn money left fo turn over to
the Tmprovement Cluh last night,

The purpnse of the meeting was
first to nominate a commitlee to
bring in a list of nfficers to be elect-
ed in January and also to see if the
fmprovenient eluh would not do
somethine towards nayvment for
lights. But., when the treasurer's
report was read it waa found out
that no hills for dues were sent out
last vear and the club instead of
having money on hand owed about
$12. So no financial assistance
could be hoped for from the clubh,

.. N. Heehner., general manager
of the Manchester Electric Com-
panv, attended the meeting in an
advisory ecapacity. B. J. Murphv
told the gathering that he had -all-
ed on a few merchants on Depot
Sgnare and he had been able to
raise ahont $70. He had learned
that it would probahly cost §180 to
have the decoration dode as Mr.
Heebner had =also gone over the
matter with him. He asked that
Mr. Heebner be given an opportun-
ity to exnlain.

What It *Vill.Caost

Mr. Heehner explained that .t
was the plan of the merchants at
the South End to decorate forty-
three poles, starting from the Cen-
ter and going to the junetion of
Charter Oak and Main street, alnng
the east side of Main street. This
wonld require the decoration of
forty poles on the east side and
three poles on the west side of Main
street; The plan to be followed at
the South End, he said, was to have
two trees, sO arranged by strapping
the trees together around a pole sn
as to give the appearauce of being
one tree. On each tree the lighting
campany will place fourteen lights.

The section that he considered

best to light starts at Main street,

just south of the railroad tracks
and then crosses over to the light
noles on the north side of North
Main street, continues west as far
as the vacant store in the Fuller
building and then comes back
across the .street, lighting up the
streef from the junction of Main
and Allen place and then around
Depot Sguare including the poles
in the park. The North End resi-
dents, he said would have to take
care of securing and placing the
trees on the poles and the Electrie
Light Company would see that the
necessary wiring and the bulbs for
the lighting of the trees were pro-
vided.
