L e^ l Procedure
The notice is signed by Judge 

Allyn L. Brown of Hartford County 
superior court and is simply le,gal 
procedure necessary to bring t .e 
charter properly before the next 
session of the Legislature.

Still in Committee 
The revision of the present town 

charter is now in the hands of a 
committee named at the annual 
town meeting a year ago October 
Judge William S. Hyde who with 
Raymond R. Bowers and Robert J. 
Gorman, is a signer of the notice as 
a petitioner, is the chairman of the 
committee. No meetings have been 
held during the past summer or 
fall the work of revision being 
left entirely to sub-comniittees. 
Since the naming and organization 
of the charter revision committees 
one member has died, E. L. G. 
Hohenthal. Mr. Hohenthal's work 
was relative to fire district consoli­
dation and he had made no report.

Nothing Definite Yet 
No definite changes have been de­

cided upon as yet by the commit­
tee, but the public f.i Manchester 
will be well informed regarding all 
proposals before the final draft of 
the charter is submitted to Ihe 
LegTslature.

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Over Half of 28 Million 
Amusement Tax C a m e  
from Five Cities.

Washington, Dec. 17.— Judging 
from the cold statistics, America’s 
amusement centers are in the 
Roarin’ Forties of Broadway, Chi­
cago, Philadelphia, Los Angeles 
and staid old Boston,

Well over half of the amuse­
ment taxes collected in the United 
States this year will come from 
these districts, according to figures 
issued today by the Bureau of In­
ternal Revenue. The amiftement 
tax collection for the fiscal yedr 
was about $28,000,000.

From, the internal revenue col­
lection district with headquarters 
in New York City came $5,743,177 
in theater taxes alone. That district 
led in the tax on roof gardens and 
cabarets with $171,575, and as­
sessments against social clubs 
which netted $1,099,000.

Chicago Second
Chicago was a close second as a 

club center, the tax collection hav­
ing been $1,033,000. Theaters 
brought $1,930,000 while Chicago 
cabarets and roof gardens ranked 
second with $114,805.

Los Angeles for the first time 
pushed ahead of Philadelphia as a 
source of amusement taxes, the 
total having been $1,521,000 com­
pared to $1,425,800 for the Quak­
er city. The theater tax in Los An­
geles totaled $817,210, compared 
to '$866,000 for Philadelphia. The 
tax on clubs in Los Angeles, how­
ever, was $686,000, exceeding 
Philadelphia by over $100,000.

In Boston
From Massachusetts came amuse­

ment tax collections of over $1,-
405.000, most of which originated 
in Boston. The theater tax was 
$787,067, with $533,890 on club 
assessments.

From lower ̂ ew  York City came 
the only substantial tax against 
pleasure yachts. Small collections 
were made in Philadelphia, Boston, 
Florida, Delaware and San Fran­
cisco.

Total amusement taxes from 
New York state amounted to $10,-
326.000.

There were slight disorders due 
to fights between members of the 
throng. After reaching the hotel a 
cordon of 250 foot and mounted 
troops was placed about the build­
ing for continuous duty while Mr. 
Hoover is here.

Another Demonstration

but was turned back by the soldiers.

No one was permitted within

WRIGHT'S AIRPLANE 
TO BE RETURNED

Senators Start Move to Have 
First Air Machine Placed

The first fighting took 
place at Fort Vanguardia.

According to advices from Ascun­
sion, Bolivian troops attacked the 
Paraguayan garrison in Forts Bo- 
queron, Rivarola and General 
Genies where the fighting lasted 
more than eight hours. From 20 
to 30 men were reported killed in 
the clash at Fort Vanguardia while 
the losses In the later fighting were 
heavier. A dispatch from Lapaz es­
timated that about 100 Paraguayan 
soldiers were killed at Boqueron, 
Rivarola an^ General Genes. The 
Bolivian casualties were said to be 
slight.

In view of this new aggression, 
greater, deliberate, and unjustified, 
the government of Paraguay' has 
had to give way to the overwhelm­
ing necessity of taking the most 
urgent measures for the defense of 
its territory. '

"Confirmation, moreover, has 
been given to the fact- announced a 
few days ago that Bolivia was con­
centrating troops and arms in an 
aggressive spirit on the frontiers of 
Paraguay and furthermore confirm­
ation has been received of ihq state­
ment made when the small clash 
occurred near Fort Galpon, that 
Boliva was only seeking a pretext to 
provoke the war which she has 
been preparing against Paraquay in 
the belief that thereby she will be 
able to obtain that which she coUld 
not hope to achieve either by arbi­
tration or by any other pacific and 
juridical proceedings.”

NTJMEROUS FATALmES
Buenos Aires, Dec. 17.— Reports 

from Bolivian and Paraguiyan 
sources received here today indi­
cated that further serious clashes 
between troops of the two countries 
have resulted in numerous fatalities 
in the disputed Chaco district.

Bolivian reports declare that al­
most 100 Paraguayans were killed 
when Bolivian troops captured a 
number of wagons loaded with mu­
nitions and provisions. Many Para­
guayan prisoners were taken and a 
number wounded, the reports star­
ed, while the Bolivian losses were 
comparatively slight.

Reports from Paraguay on the 
other hand, asserted that Bolivian 
troops had been put to rout, that 
only a few Parai layan fatalities 
occurred while Bolivian losses were 
heavy, and that several forts in the 
disputed district had been held des­
pite determined assaults by the Bo­
livians.

Calls* for Mobilization
Paraguay has issued a call for 

the mobilization of all its fit men 
between the ages of 18 to 29.

This was announced here In a 
communication issued by the Para^ 
guayan legation. The communicM 
tion stated -that the Paraguayafl 
government had decided upon tb^ 
mobilization order because Bolivia 
had taken the aggressive in attack­
ing Paraguayan forts in the disput­
ed district.

Both countries are in a frenzy 
of patriotism. Hundreds are enlist­
ing. Parades and demonstrations 
fill the streets of all the principal 
cities."

Expect Declaration
A formal announcement of war 

appears inevitable, dispatdhes re­
ceived here from both sou ces Indi­
cate.

Each country declares the other 
the aggressor. The governments of 
both promise their respective popu­
laces -immediate redress.

The Bolivians are u^ing modern 
war methods. A Bolivian airplane 
flew over Bahia Negra and drop­
ped four bombs. None of the explo­
sives did any damage.

In*view of the renewed hostili­
ties, neither country appears to be 
willing to wait for arbitration either 
by the Pan-American conference br 
the League of Nations.

Both are reported massing troops 
and equipment along the borders of 
the disputed district.

Inhabited by Indians . -
Gran Chaco, the territory claim­

ed by the republics, contains more 
than 100,000 sqrare miles contain­
ing large areas of swampland and 
jungle. It stretches eastward from 
the foothills of the Andes moun­
tains between tho Pilcomayo and 
Paraguay rivers and a great deal of 
it is une.xplored. Except for roving 
bands of Indians it is uninhabited.

The nature of this terrain makes 
It improbable that Bolivia and Para-: 
guay could carrj on a war on g 
big scale, owing to the absence >»f 
roads and the impossibility of send­
ing large bodies of 'troops through 
the jungles.

That part of the territory easiqsf 
of access lies along the Pilcomayo 
river close to the frontiers of Ar­
gentina and Paraguay.

Small Forts
The forts, where fic’-itlng already 

has taken place, are only block­
houses and stockades and barracks 
for the garrisons.

Owing to the impenetrable jun­
gle growth upon the mountain sides 
and in the swamps it would be im­
possible for cavalry or artillery to 
be moved. Small detachments of in­
fantry might be able to advance, 
but would have to cut their way 
through the thick undergrowth.

Military observers here believe 
that, if war actually comes, both 
sides would have to employ the tac­
tics followed by the United States 
marines in Nicaragua of using air­
planes.

Between Bolivia and the northern 
edge of ̂  Gran Chaco is a 16,000 
foot mountain wall.

Troops penetrating thl- immense 
wilderness would have to carry- 
both food and water as the streams 
in the jungle are unfit for drinking - 
purposes.

AlU.^IEX PAY TRIBUTE.
Kitty Hawk, N. C. Dec. 17.— 

A quiet, silvery-haired man, avIio 
with his brother taught the world 
to fly, returned today to the isolat­
ed scenes of his first aerial experi­
ments to receive the plaudits of the 
aviation world.

He was Orville Wright, brother 
of Wilbur. Back in 1903, the two 
pioneers experimented on these 
lonely snores with mechanical 
wings, and made the first sustained 
flight.

And today repcesentatlves of 
practically every nation on earth, 
together with high public officials 
and modern-day aviation heroes, 
came to this picturesque coast 
country to pay tribute to the two 
brothers.

Atop Kill Devil hill rests the 
cornerstone of the government me­
morial dedicated to the memory of 
the Wrights. It Is the very spot 
where they coasted down the dunes 
In their first glider.

Dedicate Memorials.
Another memorial— a seven-ton 

slab of Carolina grey granite— 
was placed on the spot from which 
the first epochal take-off was made 
on Dec. 17, 1903. The two me­
morials are to be dedicated today.

Heading the pilgrimage to "The 
Shrine of the Air” today were Sec­
retary of War Dwight F. Davis, As­
sistant Secretary of War F. Trubee 
Davison, Senator Hiram Bingham 
Republican of Conn., President 
of the National Aeronautic Associa­
tion, Maj. Gen. James D. Fetchet, 
Chief of the Army Corps, Brig. 
Gen. Benjamin Foulois, Col. 
Charles A. Lindbergh, Clarence 
Chamberlin,, Lieut. Lester Maitland, 
and Miss Amelia Earhart.

Mail letters and packages during 
the daytime instead ot waiting un­
til night whenever possible, is the 
postmaster's advice.

Mail Gifts Now
Christmas is only eight days 

away. Mr. Toop urges all patrons to 
mail theii out of town letters, cards 
and packages without further delay 
so as to insure delivery before 
Christmas. During the holiday time, 
the volume ( f mail increase^ ap­
proximately 200 percent. It is a 
physical impossibility to handle this 
great mass of mail matter efficient­
ly and promptly in a few days. 
Special delivery stamps are avail­
able as a further assurance of 
speedy delivery from point of desti­
nation. Mr. Toop also advises the 
insuring of all valuable domestic 
parcels post mail.

Wrapping
Articles easily broken or crushed 

must be cratea or securely wrapped, 
the postmaster stated. Liberal 
quanties of excelsor, or like ma­
terial, should be used.

'Washington, Dec. 17.— The twin 
battle over American adherence to 
the Kellogg anti-war tre.aty while 
increasing the strength of the 
American navy was expected to en­
ter its major stage in the Senate 
this week, with proponents of both 
measures predicting victory.

London.— Winston Churchill,
Chancellor of the Exchequer, has 
been declared ineligible for mem­
bership in the Bricklayers’ union.

World-Wide publicity was given a 
few weeks ago to the announce­
ment that Churchill had been made 
a member of the Union because of 
his activities in connection with the 
construction of a brick cottage on 
his estate at Westerham, Kent.

Dressed in old clothes. Churchill 
spent six or seven hours a day for 
several weeks this fall laying bricks 
and taking an active hand in tlie 
building of the cottage. He was 
rewarded for his efforts with an or­
dinary laborer's membership in the 
Union.

Now. however, the Union has ap­
parently thought better of its ac­
tion, for in an official announce­
ment, it was stated that the Chan-, 
cellor of the Exchequer, for a num­
ber and variety of reasons, had 
been found Ineligible.

“ Mr. Winston Churchill,”  the 
announcement stated, "was not in­
tending to work as a bricklayer. It 
went without saying that he was 
no intending to earn his living at 
the trade nor to play any part in 
the Internal affairs of the Union.

“ The Executive of the Amalga­
mated Union of Building Trade 
Workers keenly appreciates the in­
terest of the members, which indi­
cates the deep respect with which 
they regard the union to which they 
belong,'how zealous they are of its 
prestige, and how concerned they 
are to maintain Us Integrity and 
dignity, and expects them to re­
gard this matter in the lighter vein 
in which it was Intended.”

SCIENTHSTS WHO UPSET 
LAW OP GRAVITY 

CLAIM IS SUBSTANTIATED.

CURB MARKE'I

London.The claims of two scien­
tists— British and Italian— to have 
modified, and even upset, the New­
tonian Law of Gravity, have been 
challenged, but the Italian experi­
menter has made a statement which 
will be read with interest.

At Bologna" this scientists, Sig­
nor Majorana said:

“ I hope during the next year to 
be able to make a definite an­
nouncement of the results of my re­
searches, which may open a new 
and fascinating field to speculation, 
both in physics and astronomy.”

He said that his researches Into 
what is known as the absorption of 
gravitation by Interposed bodies 
had interested him for ten years.

Gravitation, he considered, must 
apparently suffer a reduction in 
force because it was passing 
through matter. He had obtained 
confirmation of their theory by 
many researches.

“ This theory,” he added, “ would 
lead to the correction of Newton’s 
Law of Gravity, Calculations would 
show that the sun, instead of hav­
ing the mass which is generally ac­
cepted, would have a mass twice or 
even four times greater.”

It is expected that the Sejm will 
shortly make duelling the subject 
of a special debate ^nd a bill deal­
ing with his problem will prob­
ably be introdheed in the House.

NEW CABLE LAID

New York, Dec. 17.— Completion 
of the world’s fastest du,,lex cable, 
which will faciliate commuhication 
between Germany, Spain, Italy, 
Portugal and Africa and this coun­
try was anuoai-ced today by the 
Western Union.

The new cable, which cost $1,- 
800,000, was laid in record, time be­
tween Bay Roberts, N. F., and 
Horta, Fayal, the Azores. The suc­
cessful laying cf the cable recalls 
the first attempt in 1858 to lay a 
cable between North America and 
Europe by Cyrus West Field, an 
American merchant, who succeeded 
after three failures.

New York, Dec. IT.— Mrs. Mar- 
lyse Maye. former French war 
nurse, was sentenced today by 
Judge Albert Cohn, in Bronx 
county court to five to ten years in 
Auburn prison for the slaying of 
her sweetheart, Andrew Devola.

Although tried on a 
first degree murder, she was con­
victed last week of manslaughter.

“ I am satisfied,” Judge Cohn 
told her, “ that you killed Andrew 
Devola.

"I believe that you shot him 
down in a fit of rage and jealousy 
and I believe, too, that when the 
jury found you guilty of man­
slaughter the verdict was fair and 
just.

“ So I sentence you to five to ten 
years in Auburn prison.”

The maximum penalty is 20 
years.

Colla))ses in Court.
She cried as the judge spoke to 

her, as she had cried all through 
her trial, and when sentence was 
j'ronounced she collapsed and had 
to be carried from the courtroom.

The bullet which she fired into 
her own breast after the shooting 
of Devola resulted in partial para­
lysis but Dr. Jo.seph I.einer, chief 
neurologist of Fordham hospital, 
told Judge Cohn that the paralysis 
is only temporary and will eventu­
ally pass away.

Her husband, Adam Maye, was in 
court when she was sentenced. He 
had come down from a New Eng­
land tuberculosis hospital, where 
physicians have been daily expect­
ing him to die.

It was when he wms forced to go 
to the hospital that his wife enter­
ed into her admitted liason with 
Devola, his best friend, in whose 
care he left her. The state charged 
that she shot him when he told her 
he was going to leave her.

Mave was not allowed to plead on 
behalf of his wife. After she had 
been sentenced he said he would 
not desert her. If he himself is liv­
ing when she comes out of prison, 
he said, he will take her back to 
her mother in France where 
married her after the war.

at all. That, the speaker pointed 
out. is because the Chinese long ago 
learned how to compromise and 
adapt themselves to differing points 
of view, and the Christian nations 
have not yet learned that.

Bishop McConnell referred to his 
wide experiences in industrial 
troubles and said that these trou­
bles arose from lack of understand­
ing of the other fellows outlook. 
The worst offender, he said, was 
the head of some great industry 
who had himself risen from the 
ranks. “ You can't tell me about 
those fellows,” says such a peison, 
“ I was one of them. I came up 
from the bottom.”

And right there, said the speaker, 
he points the reason why we can­
not at all understand the other fel­
low. He came up. The other fel­
low didn’ t. Two entirely different 
minds operating in two different 
wavs. The one who comes up knows 
nothing whatever of the view of 
the one who didn't.

Matter of Custom
There is the same lack of under­

standing between nations. If you 
go into a Mexican’s house and ad­
mire a picture on the wall the host 
savs, “ It is yours, Senor, take it at 
once." Of course, he doesn’t mean 
anything of the kind. If you were 
to sav, “ All right. I’ ll send a man 
around for it,”  he would later call 
you a barbarian and a thief, and 
vou would call him a liar and a 
chat. Whereas the whole thing is 
nothing but a convention and if you 
understand Mexicans you will 
politely say, “ I could not think of 
depriving you. Senor; the picture 
must remain on the walls of the 
person whose taste is so excellent 
as to have made him purchase it.”

Much of the international mis­
understandings are the result of 
matters of etiquette, not mutually 
understood.

\11 the international cleavages 
and the industrial cleaveages are 
less than one cleaveage right here 
among ourselves — between the 
femine and masculine minds.

Ci’inies of Violence.
Violent crimes, such as women 

slaying their husbands and sweet­
hearts, college youtiis essaying hold­
up forays “ for a thrill” and dry 
agents shooting citizens fleeing with 
contraband rum and gin. are on the 
increase, reports to International 
News Service today indicate.

"Christmas booze”  Is pouring in­
to New York and other ports on the 
Atlantic seaboard from the “ rum 
fleet and Into Detroit from across 
the Canadian border. Motor trucks 
are swinging along country r'^ads 
nightly with booze destined for one 
interior city to another. “ Beer 
flats” have sprung up in large num­
bers in Chicago, and reports from 
many ether cities, including St. 
Louis, .Atlanfa, Los Angeles. San 
Francisco. Denver. New Orleans. 
Minneapolis, Fort Worth and 
Toledo, show that the “ speak­
easies” are flouri.shing. Even at 
Washington. D. C., the natiorai 
capital, wholesale violations of the 
prohibition law are reported.

Not Fnou'ih Funds.
Government officials, including 

Mabel Willebrandt. are apparently 
making a sincere effort to cope with 
the problem of enforcing the 
Eighteenth Amendment but they 
are confronted with a monumental 
task. They haven’t enough money, 
they claim Dr James M. Doran, 
federal prohibition ■ commissioner, 
told a Con.gressional committee the 
other day that it would take $500,- 
000.000 to effectually enforce the 
prohibition law.

The Canadian border is a source 
of great trouble to the enforcement 
officials. Mrs. Willebrandt. the as­
sistant attorney general, has esti­
mated that $2,000,000 worth of 
liquor is smuggled monthly into the 
United States from Canada. The 
government is making preparations 
for an informal conference with 
Canadian customs officials in Otta­
wa in January to remedy the situa­
tion along the border.

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Silence O f Accused 
An Unfair Privilege

J u d i c i a l  Council Urges 
Change in Uw to Permit 
Prosecution to Argue on 
Refusal to Testify.

The Judicial Council think that if 
a person Is accused of a fault, an- 
offense or a crin.- and stauds mute 
and refuses to speak when he is 
given the right to, it is a clear in­
dication of his guilt. This they say 

. is tho rule and custom of life, in 
our business, our activities and our 
social Intercourse. They reason if 
this is the universal rule, outside 
the court room, why should it not 
be the same in tho court room?

They point out that our trial 
courts in recent years have yielded 
to the requests of attorneys for ac­
cused i’.nd construed the provision 
of our statute to require the court 
to instruct the jury that “ no opin­
ion prejudicial to him (the accus­
ed) can he drr.wn from such a fail­
ure to testify.”

Within a few weeks our Supreme 
Court, in an opinion by Mr. Justice 
Haines, has held that the statute 
made no such requirement. Thus 
jurors will no longer be required, 
by instruction of the court, .t draw 
no unfavorable inference against 
an accused who does not become a 
witness in his own behalf. If the 
state does not put on the witness 
stand the complainant and the prin- 
fip.al witnesses to a crime the ac­
cused may comment on these omis- 
Bions. ’cut.the state has no like' 
privilege.

A cri linal trial is viewed too 
much as a legal combat. The fact 
that the prosecution of criminals is 
the only way society has to protect 
itself agj lust crime and that our 
public prosecutors represent in 
their official capacity the protection 
of the safety of our homes, our 
lives and our property is often for­
gotten.

The Judicial Council evidently 
believes in treating both sUte and 
accused alike and letting in evi­
dence an important fact in a case 
and having it considered and weigh­
ed in the same way it would be in 
our daily lives. The propose.' will 
not appeal to those who defend 
criminals, who will understand liet- 
ter than most the advantage it is to 
the guilty to padlock the state's at­
torney’s mouth

Kellc of Coinnion Law 
Under the common law tlie ac­

cused in a criminal case was not 
competent to testify as a witness in 
his own behalf, and in consequence 
the prosec ting officer v.-as refused 
the privilege t comment upon the 
failure of an f.ccused to testify. The 
two prohibitions went together. 
Long years after the disqualifica­
tion of an accused to testify war re­
moved by statute in England and 
has now been removed, we believe, 
in every state e.xcept Georgia. When 
th.o disqualiricalion was removed 
our states failed to repeal the re­
fusal to allow the prosecuting officer 
to comment upon the failure of the 
accused to test fy. We thus remov- 
o.d the prohibition as to the accused 
but failed to remove it as to the 
prosecutor.

E.igland no longer recognizes 
.such a rule. Yet it persists in all 
but two of the states of the Union. 
While the failure of the accused to 
testify cannot he commented upon 
by the prosecuting officer, it he or 
the complainant fails .0  testify 
when his testimony is relevant and 
material, his failure may be a sub­
ject of comment l)y the accused.

No Good Reason
We can conceive of no reason 

why the accused should have this 
]trivilege when it is denied to the 
state. The trial of the accused is 
to determine his guilt or Innocence | 
of the crime charged. If he is not 
guilty-he should take the stand and 
exculpate himself: if he fails to 
deny the ch:;rge under oath the

ty for any act, criminal or other­
wise, to either deny his guilt or re­
sponsibility will be accepted as evi­
dence to establish that he cannot 
exculpate himself. The purpose of a 
criminal trial is to ascertain the 
truth. Why should not the failure 
of an accused to deny or explain the 
charge .■•.gainst him be deemed to 
have evidential value? Why should 
a court of justice act contrary to 
the experience and practice of every 
person in the ordinary affairs of 
life? “ It is'dear'*, said Secretary of 
State Hughes in 1924, “ that re­
versals because a prosecuting attor­
ney has directed the attention of 
tho jury to a circumstance which 
no intelligent person could help 
taking into consideration of his own 
accord should have no place in any 
well ordered system of criminal 
procedure.”

The interests of justice and the 
rights of society demand the aboli­
tion of this privilege of an accus­
ed.

iUoorfield Story, in his address as 
President of the American Insti­
tute of Criminal Law and Crimin­
ology at its fifth annual meeting 
held at Montreal, said: “ But among 
the most absurd protections now af­
forded the guilty by law is the pro­
vision that the silence of the ac­
cused in the face of accusation, or 
his ommission to take the stand in 
his own behalf, shall not warrant 
any inference against him. The 
prosecution carries burdens enough 
without being forbidden to use an 
argument the force of which is felt 
by every sensible man in the com­
munity.

Forbidden to Rejisoit
The inference ir inevitable and in 

saying that it shall not be drawn, 
the law is forbidding men to use 
their reason. It has been said that 
to take away this privilege would 
compel an accused to incriminate 
himself. Not so. It would be option­
al with him whether he took the 
stand or not. If ho failed to take the 
stand the jurors would consider hl;̂  
failure as an additional fact in the 
case, and this would be a fact for 
which the accused alone would be 
responsible.

It was decided in Twining v. New 
Jersey, 211 U. S. 78, that exemp­
tion from’ compulsory self-incrim- 
ination was not guaranteed by the 
Constitution of the United States. 
The arguments for the exemplijn 
are mainly two. that the taking 
from the statute of this provision 
would (1) compel an accused to 
take the stand and since the inno­
cent accused may he nervous when 
upon the witness stand a grievous 
wrong may be done him through his 
nervousness. The reason is a pure­
ly sentimental one and not based 
upon actuality. Besides, exemption 
from becoming a witness is a 
privilege in no instance accorded 
any other man or woman save an 
accused. And (2) it might compel 
an accused to disclose his past life 
with its record of wrong-doing. If 
this comes out legitimately why 
should it not be disclosed, rather 
than that justice should miscarry 
and the guilty escape penalty?

Siipieine Court’.s .Attitude
Tho attitude of our Sui)reme 

Court towards this provision of the 
statute is- reflected in The State v. 
■Monahan. 9i! Conn. 289. “ This 
Statute,” the court says, “ deemed 
so essential to the jnst rights of 
the accussed when first enacted, to­
day has its doubters among our 
foremost jurists and publicists. But 
even though the appellate court, or 
the trial court may regard the 
statute with less veneration .than 
its originators did, and think even 
less of the judicial reasoning which 
supports an accused in failing to 
testify in his own behalf, neither 
court must permit any neglect of 
unseemly tolerance in its enforce­
ment.” bur trial courts in recent 
years have construed this provision 
to require them to instruct the jury 
that “ no opinion prejudicial to him 
(the accu,sed) can be drawn from 
such a failure to testify.”

The conscientious juror was thus 
forbidden to draw  ̂ the inference 
which would be. drawn by all per­
sons in daily life when one stood 
mute in the presence of accusa­
tion. The statute did not require 
this construction and our court has 
so held in the recent case of Rtâ e

Paris.— Thomas Bata is Ameri­
canizing Czechoslovakia— and he Is 
making the United States foot the 
bill.

Thomas Bata is a shoe manufac- , 
turer, the biggest in Czechoslova­
kia. His business is as young a.? 
the republic which celebrated its 
tenth anniversary ten days ago, 
but he put American efficiency and 
welfare methods into it and speed­
ed up production to a point where 
he is now encroaching on the 
United States market.

This story was brought out of 
Mr. Paul Wynne, trade editor of 
Blnghampton, N. Y., who has giv­
en the assignment to interview the 
“ shoe king of the Carpathians” and 
report on his activities by Mr. 
George F. Johison, shoe manufac­
turer of Endicott, N. Y.

“ Bata has made shoe manufactur­
ers all over America sit up and 
take notice and I understand he ac­
tually has the New England indus­
try worried by his heavy exports 
to our country,” Mr. Wynne told 
International News.

“ He is of the go-getter type, ap­
parently with a limitless ambition; 
to shoe the world. He exploits 
cheap domestic labor without tak­
ing advantage of it. By that I 
mean giving labor American work­
ing conditions and .holding forth 
American living conditions as the 
reward for efficiency.

“ To expand his industry Bata 
has looked to Ford, General Mo­
tors, Johnson and others for meth­
ods of handling men and organizing 
factories.

“ As a result thousands of Cze­
choslovak peasants are enjoyinig an 
eight hour day, automobiles, cheap 
movies, and to a certain extent 
American cut clothes. They form­
erly eked out a pittance in the foot­
hills. Now they are making $1 a 
day,, a fair wage when it is con­
sidered they can live comfortably 
for a third of the amount.
■ “ Bata is shrewd enough to pre­
vent labor's contentment from kill­
ing ambition. He continually in­
troduces some new phase or pro­
duct of American life to the coun­
try. “ See what fine things they 
have in the United States.’ he tells 
his men.’ Let us works together and 
have the same. And in no small 
measure is it the money derived 
from the sales of Bata shoes in 
America that enables him to keep 
his promises.

“ Although enjoying a low Unite! 
Slates tariff on shoes Bata is readv 
to buck trade barriers. 1 was told 
Denmark tried to shut him out ')y 
increasing the shoe tax from 20 to 
i o n  per cent. He cut production 
and shipping costs, paid the new 
duty and boosted his sales in that 
country from 250,000 to l,000,00'l 
pairs a year.

“ Besides putting a large share 
of his profits back into the business 
Bata is trying to build macadam 
roads, modern houses, more exten­
sive railways.

IRISH FREE STATE ARMY 
TJ.MITED TO .-S.OOO MEN.
IS GOVERNMENT DECISION.

Dublin.— That the standing army 
cf the Free State shall consist of 
only 5,000 men Is the decision of 
the Government. T’ney are to have 
a volunteer force who will receive 
annual training.

The whole Irish Army is being 
reconstructed, chiefly on American 
lines and as a result of the recent 
visit of Irish Army officers to the 
States. The first step is the estab­
lishment of an Irish military Col­
lege at the Curragh. and this will 
be under the direction of the offi­
cers who were trained in America.

The present state of the Irish 
army is as follows. There are 8,- 
454 privates and 735 officers. Dur­
ing the Civil War there were 50,- 
000 privates.

There are also at present army 
reserves consisting of about 4,000 
privates and about 60 officers.

Stories In It
What happens to this reclaimed 

silver? Much of it is sold to the 
United States mint at San Francl.s- 
co. Some Is sold to silversmiths. 
Some is sold back to the film man- 
ufaeturers to be prepared for use 
on more of the celluloid reels. 
Dentists, too, are good customers.

So it may be that the spoon with 
which you stirred your coffee last 
night once 'was a scene of Clara 
Bow doing something or other. Or 
it may have been a combination of 
Clara, John Barrymore and Greta 
Garbo. The silver filling which was 
recently put Into your aching tooth 
may have been a funny sequence 
from one of Charlie Chaplin’s pic­
tures.

For after all, the reclaimed sil­
ver— if it could speak— would tell 
of faded glories, of great moments 
gone forever or perhaps only “ the 
face on the cutting room floor. ”

Hollywood, Calif., Dec. 17. — 
FOUND: A new excuse for the e.x- 
istence of Hollywood. It is a great 
silver producing center, with an an­
nual output exceeding that of Ida­
ho, listed as the third greatest sil­
ver producing state.

However, there Is a difference in 
the process of obtaining the silver. 
In Idaho it is taken out of the 
ground. In Hollywood it is taken 
oyt of the bilge vats In which mo­
tion picture film is developed.

According to the estimates of 
Frank Garbutt, head of the labora­
tory department of the Paramount 
studio, Hollywood reclaims approx­
imately $8,600,000 worth of silver 
every year. Idaho’s annual output 
is about $5,500,000.

Odd Place for Economy
The reclaiming of silver from the 

celluloid films is one of the few 
genuine economical movements I 
hkve noticed around Hollywood 
studios. Most film executives ^fTl 
spend $500 worth of time trying to 
save $50. And then will turn around 
and throw away $25,000.

The reclaiming process is Inter­
esting. Motion picture film is sur­
faced with a solution of silver. 
When this silver-coated film passbs 
through the movie camera, It Is 
treated to a rapidly varying and 
shifting flood of light rays. These 
light rays cut Into the micrascopl- 
cally thin veneer of the valuable 
metal.

Thus, rays from a white dress 
completely oxidize the sensitive 
emulsion while black leaves It un­
touched. All varying degrees be­
tween white and black have an ef­
fect in direct ratio to their light val­
ue. •

When the film is developed hypo- 
sulphate and other chemicals search 
for the oxidized silver surfaces-. 
Those completely “ burned” are tak­
en entirely away, leaving a clear 
surface on the celluloid film. This 
freed silver remains in the develop 
ing solution which each we

IN NEW YORK
With war apparently a realized 

condition in Bolivia and Paraguay, 
it may yet become the business of 
the peace-making agencies of the 
world to not only learn but disclose 
the precise Influences which have 
caused this ancient smoulder to 
break out at this particular mo­
ment into flame.

Just why. In 1928, should the 
Bolivians suddenly become ani­
mated by a fervor of militant pa­
triotism over a question which 
most of them have grown up with 
since childhood?

On the surface there appears to 
be nothing in the situation which 
has not existed for decades. Three 
or four years ago the Gran Chaco 
did not particularly interest Bo­
livians or Paraguayans in general. 
They knew, of course, that there 
was a large area in dispute as to 
possession, but what of It? Land is 
the last thing that need concern 
either of these populations, both 
of which have far more of it than 
they need, for all the people of 
Paraguay are only about as many 
as those of Detroit, and Bolivia’s 
not so many as those of Chicago.

But that there is something new 
in the situation, despite surface 
appearances is not only probable; 
it is quite certain. Else there would 
not be, at this special time, this 
special manifestation of belliger­
ency.

That the root of that something 
new is oil, is of course highly prob­
able. But the mere discovery of oil 
on disputed territory need not 
drive two comparatively friendly 
peoples into war. As a matter of 
fact, ordinary common sense 
would indicate to both the wisdom 
of forgetting the war folly and 
patching up some sort of a deal 
whereby both sides could get to 
work on the oil and '  make some 
money for themselves.

If oil has bedeviled Bolivia and 
Paraguay into the bad business of 
trying to kill each other off, it is 
to ,be suspected that the clever fing­
ers of coolly calculating outside in­
terests have been stirring the hell- 
broth. Take two of the lesser 
states, poor in money if rich in re­
sources, and if they can be gotten 
into a war they and their resources 
become quick and easy prey to the 
concessionnairo who is ready to 
supply them with guns and powder 
in exchange for mining or other 
rights.

If the League of Nations or the 
Washington government or any 
other agency interested in preserv­
ing the peace of the world is to ac­
complish anything in preserving 
that peace between Bolivia and 
Paraguay, it will probably accom­
plish most by ascertaining the im­
mediate incitatlon back of this out­
break, and exposing it— if it dare.

EDISON ON WATERPOWER
The latest move of the water­

power monopolists is to get Thom­
as Edison to pooh-pooh the whole 
idea that water power is important 
to the economic development of 
the country. Everybody is all wrong 
on this water power question. It 
isn’t cheap at all. Out on the Pa­
cific coast some concern that has 
been developing the white coal is 
now turning to the erection of 
great steam plants because it can 
make the power cheaper out of 
coal. All this fuss about Boulder 
Dam and Muscle Shoals and the 
rest of the potentialities is foolish­
ness, child’s play. New England has 
no undeveloped water powers of 
any consequence^—a statement that 
may interest the New England 
Council.

•The worst of it Is that Thomas 
A. Edison— probably because he 
has always possessed certain per­
sonal oddities, such as bad man­
ners and the telling of terrific tales 
about needing no sleep— has been 
so touted, throughout the decades, 
that the public is extremely liable 
to take heed of anything he says 
as being words of god-like wisdom. 
Instead of which he is now, in his 
old age, what he has been through­
out his life, the most reckless talk­
er who has evei attained to a posi­
tion of high repute in America.

It was Edison who, when the 
Viscaya visited New York just be­
fore the Spanish-American war,

That was jus*- an example of the 
amazing amount of poppycock 
which this ancient has gotten away 
with. He has been a foolish and 
garralus braggart all his life— one 
who has spoken without reflection 
and without that restraint which 
candid men put upon their speech.

All of which has nothing what­
ever to do with his capacity as an 
“ electrical wizard” but simply pro­
vides a yardstick to appraise his 
utterances on such subjects as this 
of -ttmter power.

You meet them hanging, wearily 
from subway straps. You meet them 
before dawn, carrying scrub pails 
and brooms to their scenes of 
labor.

What answer there might be can 
be read in their faces. Watching 
them, as I have watched them, you 
may be reminded of old dray horses 
being whipped do-wn the cobbled 
streets: old dray horses that strain 
and tug and plod along ever so 
slowly. Watching them, as I have 
watched them, you sense a listless­
ness, a blank weariness, a dejection, 
hopelessness; a human living with­
in a shell and looking blankly out, 
without much interest and with less 
hope.

It would be pleasant to find de­
spair m those faces, too! But they 
are beyond despair. Despair writes 
something dramatic upon the faces 
of those it haunts. The army of old 
man and women are beyond expres­
sion. They look blankly, dully 
ahead upon the life spectacle pass­
ing before them. Life has become a 
wearisome routine of-rising, work­
ing, eating and retiring. Only the 
^hell remains!

ABUSING DEFENDANTS
About the last thing that this 

newspaper would want to do would 
be to become emotional and sobby 
over murderers or murderesses. 
Yet there Is one aspect of the some­
what notorious Maye case which 
stirs our blood.

This is the case of the’ young 
French war nurse who took care 
of the American doughboy Adam 
Maye, came to America as his wife,

WRONG FOR ONCE
Under the caption “ O’Neill Plays 

a Game” the highly sophisticated 
editor of the Waterbury Republi­
can scoffs at Eugene O’Neill’s hon­
esty in declaring that he was quit­
ting Shanghai on account of the 
“ snoops and gossips” and intimates 
that O’Neill is delighted with ail 
the publicity he can get. If not, the 
Republican Inquires, why did he 
let it be known that he Intended 
to go to Honolulu from Shanghai?

Sophistication— a certain amount 
of it— is all right in a newspaper 
shopl but when it leads an editorial 
writer to confusing the mind of a 
Eugene O’Neill'with the mental 
equipment of an Earl Carroll, not 
so good.

Their grand-dames ride in mo­
dish cars, driven by liveried chauf­
feurs. Often their white hair is 
bobbed and their attire of the latest 
Paris mode: again, they reflect the 
aristocracy of the naughty nineties.

Along Fifth avenue the club win­
dows reveal groups of white-haired 
men in natty afternoon attire, 
slouching comfortably in easy 
chairs as they scan the Wall Street 
columns. Or you’ll meet them in the 
heart of the Wall Street belt, brisk­
ly swinging into office buildings.

In all New York there is no 
greater contrast than that between 
the old folk who are poor and the 
old folk who are rich.

I remember one day coming upon 
two bent and broken sandwich men 
who stood in mumbling conversa­
tion before the window of a smart 
Fifth avenue club. And in the win­
dow stood a frock-coated old man, 
swinging a gold knife in his hand 
and staring out at them as if fasci­
nated by contemplation of their 
plight.

INFLUENZA

Influenza, also known as La | 
Grippe or epidemic catarrh, recurs i 
almost each year at about this time I 
in a mild epidemic form. There 
have been numerous epidemics in 
the past but none as serious as m 
1918. It is believed that some at- 
mosphf/ic change determines the 
severity of this disease, but the ex­
act cause of its spread is unknown. 
There are many. Instances where 
isolated ships or colonies have con­
tracted influenza without _ any 
known means- of communication 
with epidemic areas.

This disease usually starts with 
a sudden attack of fever, chilling, 
shivering, headache and pains 
throughout the muscles of the body, 
followed by an acute sore throat. 
The urine becomes highly colored. 
Indicating that the body is excret­
ing a great deal of poison through 
the kidneys. The bladder becomes 
irritated and sometimes inflamed.

Influenza may attack any organ 
of the body, but the three principal 
forms are: the respiratory, where 
the lungs and bronchial tubes are 
affected; the nervous where the cen­
tral nervous system is especially af­
fected; and the digestive. People 
with good vitality, who are young 
and slightly overweight, seem to 
be especially susceptible to influen­
za, although it refepects neither age 
not sex.

Influenza is always preceded by 
two harmful conditions, auto-into.x- 
ication and enervation. Late hours, 
mental overwork and destructive 
habits of thought are the principal 
causes of the enervation, and the 
auto-into Vation may be produced 
by overeating, wrong food combin­
ations or constipation.

If influenza is prevalent in your 
community, it is a wise plan for 
you to develop such a fine state of 
health in your body that you can­
not develop this ailment. Start byj 
giving yourself a good bodily house­
cleaning. Stop all regular food for 
four or five days and take a fruit 
fast, using some one kind of 'acid 
fruit three times dally in place of 
meals. You can get good results by 
taking your choice ,of these fruits: 
Oranges, grapefruit, grapes, pears, 
pineapple, without sugar, or toma­
toes. Use only one kind of fruit 
on any one day. For instance, if you 
use oranges for breakfast, you 
should use oranges at noon or at 
night on that day. The next day 
change to one of the other fruits 
if you desire.

At the same time as you take 
the fruit fast, you should keep 
your bowels open by using one or 
two enemas daily.

Develop your strength and en­
durance by exercising more each 
day. If you have been working long 
hours, cut , the hours down to not 
more than eight hours, five days 
of the week, and try to get out into 
the country over Sunday. The open 
air in the pine woods seems to be 
an especially good preventive.

If you will follow this advice, 
you will be able to avoid an at­
tack of influenza.

In tomorrow’s article I will tell 
you of a method for treating in­
fluenza which I have used  ̂in hun­

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AUTO DEPARTMENT 
OF STATE IS BUSY

Over 8 Million Cards Kept 
to Keep Track of Motor 
Cars In This State.

SUNDAY MAIL DELIVERY 
FROM HARTFORD A HELP

First Time Sacks Have Arriv­
ed Here on Sabbath— Aids 
in the Christmas Rush.

Hartford. Dec. IT.— Approxi­
mately tl,500,000 separate record 
cards, case documen1,s and letters 
are now on file with the State 
Motor Vehicle Department, as re­
quired by law or common business 
practice, to efficiently handle the 
state’s work which has developed 
because of the increase use of auto­
mobiles. Upwards of 7,000,000 of 
these records are renewed, clianged 
or added to every year, according to 
department estimates.

There are now 27 5 employees of 
the department engaged fn serving 
the public, directly, or compiling 
the information required in the 
operation of the moto^ vehicle laws. 
Quarters for this staff and the 
housing of the records now requires 
fully 500 times as much space as 
was used in 1917, when the depart­
ment was a part of the state secre­
tary’s department.

Use Four Floors
Much of four floors of the Capi­

tol, besides storage and desk space 
in the basement and branch offices 
in five cities, is now occupied. The 
department has been obliged to 
over-flow into the halls on the third 
and fourth floors of the west side 
of th. Capitol. This over-flow will 
be greater soon when the the mem­
bers of the Legislature require 
rooms now used by department 
clerks.

Among the records renewed each 
year are the copies of registration 
and operators’ certificates. Ap­
proximately 325,000 registration 
cards are copied and filed in four 
separate files, as required by 
statute. About 70,000 transfers are 
recorded four times, and 350,000 
operators’ cards are filed twice. The 
law also requires that these records 
be kept on hand for 3 years, so 
that the number of cards, never de­
creases, but increases with the cor­
responding advance each year^in 
registrations and new operators.

There is also an “ all time’’ mas­
ter file, which contains the records 
of 320,000 or more operators who 
have been in accidents, in court, 
suspended, complained of, or guilty 
of some infraction of motor vehicle, 
regulations since 1917. Separately, 

• these case records often include as 
many as five, eight, twelve and even 
twenty cards listing offenses or 
happenings connected with the 
various operators.

Histories o f Accidents
Also among the ^>ermanent rec- 

ol-ds are tEe histories of'more than
244.000 accidents, dating as far 
back as 1918: 170,000 court con­
viction records, including two cards 
to each conviction, and dating to 
1920; 7,000 complaint cards; and
27.000 records of operators who 
have been asked to furnish finan­
cial responsibilitv since January 1, 
1926.

There have also been filed 44,-
000 suspeVision record cards, and
29.000 records of permits issued to 
gasoline filling station proprietors 
since 1918. The correspondence 
necessary to carry on the business
01 the department is also reaching 
great proportions. In the past four 
years more than 400,000 letters 
have been required to retutn and 
explain incorrect applications for 
registration or operators’ licenses. 
The department also mails registra­
tion and operators’ cards annually 
to every one interested, besides 
much information concerning laws 
and regulations.

In 
fact, he may be said to be flat on 
his face.

Yet, by subterfuge 
these same athletes In many ways 
receive handsome compensation for 
doing little or nothing at some 
other job as a coverup for their 
sport work.

“ The trouble, with the governing 
bodies of most anaateur sports Is 
the fact they are too narrow mind­
ed. The rules and standards they 
set are so severe that a majority of 
the amateurs seek to beat them 
through various forms of deception. 
In other words the rules make 
cheaters out of athletes who are 
able to capitalize more on their 
ability In sports than in any other 
line.”
The comment of the famous foot­

ball coach interested me because 
during the past summer I have run 
into any number of conditions 
which bear out the thoughts ex­
pressed above.

From major lea.gue baseball 
scouts I get the information that 
throughout the country there are 
many star college players perform­
ing on the diamond under assumed 
names. Many of these’ players rep­
resent the leading colleges of our 
country, both east and west. A 
good many of the players are poor 
boys who. because of their baseball 
ability, are able to make good 
money during the summer to aid 
them pay their college expenses.

I think it is a serious mistake to 
say a college pla5-er cannot play 
ball during the summer for pay. 
provided the club he is connected 
with is no part of organized profes­
sional ball. A great many college 
players are holding down some job 
that doesn’t deserve more than $25 
per week as far as actual work is

He signed with a 
team In the Mississippi 'Valley 
League under an assumed name 
and played long enough to get the 
desired money. His work Im­
pressed the manager of a team In 
a league of higher classification 
and he was bought for $1000. 
Shortly after the sale of the 
player was announced he dlsapr 
peared.
. A few years later, after gradu­

ating from college, this same 
player was sent to the New York 
Giants for a fancy figure and 
later turned over to an Interna­
tional League club for more ex­
perience. After a season in that 
league. In which the player 
showed big league ability, it was 
discovered by chance that he was 
the same plaver who has signed 
In a “ bush”  league under an as­
sumed name. He was suspended 
for a year as a result and has Just 
completed his sentence and re­
turned to the team that bought 
him.

All of which makes the ama* 
teur stuff seem all the more the 
bunk.

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Dick Dillon*s Chasing
Was Done By Himself

The basketball season has opened 
and the CentraT Connecticut Board 
o{ Approved Basketball officials has 
named twenty-four men as referees 
for the season, includin,g Richard 
Dillon of Hartford, who has officiat­
ed at more games than any other 
man in the state.

As the season goes along it will 
be announced that Dillon has just 
completed his 2,000th or 2,000,- 
000th game, or some' such figure, 
and then there will be a story how 
in all his long term as a referee 
only twice has he been endangered 
by actions of the crowds. The ac­
count will tell howjie stopped with 
his face a blow swung at him in 
Winsted and tell how he brought 
suit and recovered damages for that 
punch. The other time he will re­
late goes back to 1912 when he 
refereed a game in Manchester that 
was so clpse and exciting and how 
the Mancliester team, the old “ G” 
tear, lost and how the crowd tried 
to break into his dressing room and 
how he only was saved by dashing 
from the dressing room, half dress­
ed and outruiining the big crowd 
that chased him.

For over fifteen years this story 
about being chased in Manchester 
has been told annually so to the 
facts:

Dillon did referee the game. He 
was slightly off and was tooting his 
whistle too much to suit the crowd. 
The local team did lose and Dick 
went into the dressing room to the 
west of the main entrance in the 
old Armory to change his shoes and 
get into his street clothes. Dick 
did not wear knickers in those days 
and he traveled by trolley rather

< t̂han by automobile, as is the case 
now.

Something must have been talk­
ing to Dick inside himself for he 
was nervous and when a player 
would enter the room some kid 
would make a noise outside. One 
boy had a shoe in his hand and as 
the door opened several times the 
.shoe was thrust through. In Dick’s 
mind the shoe must have grown to 
the size of the one that the old 
woman lived in with so many chil­
dren. It was evident that Dick 
did some thinking and then sud­
denly decided to act on his own ac­
count.

The writer was in the hallway 
leaving the game when there was a 
noise, a gust of wind and a person 
with his shirt in his arm, holding 
his coat, shoes and other wearing 
apparel rushed by and down Wells 
street. About six boys followed 
him to the door and then stood 
stamping on the wooden steps out­
side giving the impression that they 
were in pursuit.

Dick made the jaunt from tlie 
Armory on Wells street to the 
trolley car at the South End ter­
minus in “ nothing fiat” and when 
the writer, who had occasion to 
board the same car walked down 
the street Dick was recovering from 
a cold sweat and was shivering so 
he could not tie his shoe laces.

Dicks thinks to this day that he 
was going to be manhandled and 
that a crowd of at least 100 chased 
him. In fact he never was in dan­
ger and he never was chased by any 
angry mob, on that^occasion or any 
since. Today Dick is the best 
whistle tooter running around the 
floor— but he is not considered the 
best referee by many, not by a long 
shot.

Four Horsemen Gallop 
Still But A s Coaches

It seems a difficult matter to 
keep the Four Horsemen of a few 
years back at Notre Dame out of 
the reading columns. Not that any­
one wants to, but it does seem as if 
four fallows who got as much space 
as they did as collegians would not 
be grabbing much these days.

Of course, all of this is unsoli­
cited and comes about from the fact 
that these four young men are gal­
loping ahead in the coaching game 
with just about as much success as 
they galloped to touchdowns for 
Knute Rockne and the South Bend 
institution In 1924.

As individuals and as a group, 
they’re doing nicely, thank you, and 
they probably will be nicely the 
next time you bring their names up 
over a cup of coffee.

Two of them are connected with 
undefeated teams, one is with a 
team that lost only one- game in 
nine played, and the fourth is Jim­
my Crowley, whose pay check at 
Georgia wasn’t much this season.

One of these young men is trot­
ting back to Pasadena this year to 
see some of his proteges attempt to 
do what he and his mates did there 
in January, 1925— beat a powerful 
■western team. This is Don Miller at 
Georgia Tech.

Miller and Crowley are mere as­
sistant coaches in charge of the 
backfield candidates at Georgia 
Tech and Georgia. Elmer Layden is 
the boss at Duquesne, a team that 
lost only one game this year, and 
Harry Stuhldreher is at Villanova, 
an undefeated although tied team 
of 1928.

Had the team with which Crow­
ley is connected with had as nice a 
season as the ones Miller, Stuhldre­
her and Layden are with, the Four 
Horsemen might have set some 
sort of a record for victories this 
season. As it is, counting the five 
socks the Georgia boys took on the 
chin, the four teams compiled a 
record of 29 victorias, six losses and 
one tie for the year.

The record of Villanova and Du­
quesne answers any question you 
may ask concerning the ability of 
Stuhldreher and Layden as coaches, 
and the fact that Georgia Tech and 
Georgia backs as groups are con­
sidered the equal of just about any 
you name in the country ,ire enough 
recommendations for Miller and 
Crowley.

Georgia Tech has one of the most 
versatile backfields in the country. 
Not just four men, but about 10 of 
them. One of the lot is an All-Am­
erica performer, this Warner Mizell, 
Stumpy Thomasson is not far be­
hind in ability. You haven’t heard 
much about Durant, Tech’s quarter­
back, nor about Lumpkin and Ran­
dolph, fullback^ nor about those 
reserves— Faist, Parham, Shulman, 
Dunlap, Horn and Smith.

Those subs are good enough, you 
hear, for many college teamis.

And the man who taj^ght them 
most of their trickery is Don Mil­
ler.

Before the 1928 season -got u.n- 
derway, it was said of Georgia’s 
backfield that it was one of the 
best in the country with Johnson, 
Hooks, Dudley and McCary running 
regularly. Injuries stepped in, a 
line failed to function properly as it 
should have, and as a result you 
didn’t hear much about those backs 
as the season went on. But those 
backs, behind the line they had in 
1927 with Nash and Shiver on eml.s, 
would have been heard a-plenty th's 
fall.

It is a recognised fact that the 
leaders in this coaching business 
are those fellows of long experience 
like the Warners and the Rocknss 
and the Zuppkes, but there is a tier 
o)’ youngster fellows just below that 
group who are coming along— the 
Hanleys, Meehans, Wades and 
Machmans, and there’s still another 
group, you might term them the 
kids of the game, that also is get­
ting along in great shape.

Into this,last group, along with 
Joe McKenny at Boston, Bo McMil­
lan at Kansas State and the numer­
ous other young coaches • through­

out the country, the Four Horsemen 
fall, and from the success already 
achieved it seems only a matter of 
time before their stars will shine 
higher.

But, all hasn't been said about 
the success of the Four Horsemen 
as coaches for the year. The final 
word will come on New Year’s Day 
at Pasadena when Bill Alexander 
throws his Miller-coached backfield 
against the California eleven.

Perhaps the kind of candy that j 
appeals mos to you is the kind that 
is easy to make. Chocolate covered 
creams are delightful and bespeak 
the skill of the maker but the pro-,, 
cess is somewhat long and tedious, 
requiring two separate and distinct  ̂
sessions.

Fudge, penouchi, jelly bars and 
many other varieties are always 
popular and are easier for the ama­
teur candy-maker than the elabor­
ate and fussy bonbons.

The following uncooked candy 
Is rather novel and very easy to 
make:

Uncooked Fruit Candy
One-half cup pecan nut meats, 

1-2 cup Brazilian nut meats, 1-2 
cup chopped figs, 1-2 cup stoned 
and chopped dates, 4 tablespoons 
shredded citron, 1 tablespoon or­
ange juice, 2 squares bitter choco­
late, powdered sugar.

Put nuts and fruit through food 
chopper. Mix thoroughly with or­
ange juice. Melt chocolate and stir 
into first mixtv.re. Work with a fork 
until peffectly blended. Pack into a 
buttered square pan. When fi-m cut 
in squares and roll in powdered 
sugar.

Lemon Drops
One cup powdered sugar, 1-4 cup 

lemon juice.
Put sugar into a smooth sauce 

pan and add lemon juice. Let stand 
undisturbed until sugar is dissolv­
ed. Put over a low fire and bring 
slowly to the boiling point. Boil 
gently until a few drops tried in 
cold water are hard .and crack 
against ^he bottom of the saucer. 
Do not |tlr while cooking and dip 
the tines of a fork into the syrup 
to test. When candy is done drop 
from tip of spoon onto a marbie 
slab or waxed paper spread over 
smooth traye.

Orange Jelly Bars
Two tablespoons plain granulat­

ed gelatine, 2 cups granulated 
sugar, 3-4 cup boiling water, 1-3 
cup cold water, 1 large orange.

Soak gelatine in 'eo ’ d water for 
ten miautes. Add boiling water and 
stir until dissolved. Add sugar and 
grated rind or orange. Bring quick­
ly to the boiling point and boil for 
15 minutes. Add orange juice and 
boil seven minutes longer. Pour 
through a fine wire strainer into a 
brick shaped bread pan. Let stand 
two or. three hours in cold place. 
Cut into oblong shaped pieces and 
roll in powf^ered sugar.

This ca .dy can be stirred occa­
sionally while cooking to prevent 
burning.

Penouchi
Two cups light brown sugar, 1 

cup table cream, 2 tablespoons but­
ter, 1 cup mixed chopped nut meats, 
1-4 teaspoon vanilla.

Combine sugar and cream and 
let stand until sugar begins to melt. 
Bring slowly to the boiling point, 
without stiiring. When syrup be­
gins to boil stir constantly until 
candy is removed from fire. Add 
butter soon after syrup begins to 
boil. When a soft ball is formed 
when a few drops are tried in a 
saucer of cold water the candy is 
done. Remove at once from the fire 
and cooi quickly without stirring. 
When cool add vanilla and beat un­
til creamy. Add nuts and continue 
beating until mixture loses its gloss. 
Turn into a buttered dish and,cut 
in squares.

It takes longer to cook brown 
sugar than it does white, so if you- 
are in. the habit of makl.ig fudge 
penouchi will require more min­
utes of boiling than the fudge. The 
syrup should be firm enough to pick 
up betw'een the fingers ŵ hen tried 
in water.

ARSENIC POISON PERIL
IS BEING CONQUERED

BY DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN

In 1900, 22 cases of industrial 
poisoning due to arsenic were re­
ported to the British Home Office, 
and of these there were three 
deaths.

In 1926, there were five cases 
with three deaths, and in 1927, 
three cases with one death.

Many years ago, before we knew 
what we now know relative to the 
danger of this chemical, its pres­
ence in wall papers and in paints 
resulted disastrously for hundreds 
of people.

Thomas Oliver cited as the chief 
evidence of arsenic poisoning vio­
lent adbominal pain, vomiting, 
muscular cramps, collapse, feeble 
pulse and, if sufficient arsenic is 
taken, death.

No matter how the arsenic gets 
into the body, it Is eventually pass­
ed into the intestines from the 
blood, although small amounts are 
eliminated in the hair and consid­
erable of it may be carried to the 
skin to rroduce pigmentatibn.

If small doses of arsenic are 
taken into the body over long 
periods of time, irritation of the 
nerve endings is produced.

Years ago arsenic was found to 
contaminate beer made under bad 
conditions In England, and there 
was an epidemic of such irritation 
of the nerves among persistent beer 
drinkers,

"Workers In arsenic may have the 
skin of the hands so severely affect­
ed that' there will he ulceration 
down to’ the bone.

Mercuric Symptoms
Mercuryls used in many indus­

tries, particularly as an amalgam. 
The symptoms of mercury poison­
ing are known to almost everyone. 
They Include irritation of the 
bowels, swelling of 'the gums, loos­
ening of the teeih, and a tremen­
dous flow of saliva.

Eventually there may be muscu­
lar tremors so revere as to render

the individual helpless. These 
symptoms are particularly apparent 
in workers in mercury mines who 
are not properly protected against 
the fumes of mercury in the smel­
ters.

Workers with mercury com­
pounds may'also have irritation of 
the kidneys to the point of develop­
ing Bright’s disease.
