Fifty-Eight Year Old Conflict
Between Popes and State
to Be Settled—To Recog-
nize Papal State.

Rome, Dec. 18.—The 58-year-
old conflict between the Vatiean
and the Italian State is believed tn
be on the eve of settlement, it was
learned from authoritative quarters
today. >

Negotiations between representa-
tives of Pope Pius XI and Premier
Mussolini have been under way for
many months.

The agreement, which is believed
imminent, is expected to be based
upon the following principles:

1. Regulation of the future re-
lations between Italy and the Vati-

can.
o

-

Italy will recognize the Papal
State as a sovereign entity.

3. The Papal State will be
formed of territory upon which the
Vatican now stands with surround-
ing properties.

4. The Papal State will possess
at least one railway station Instead
of a territorial corridor to the sea
as first suggested.

Pope Keeps Silent

The negotiations have been pro-
gressing slowly and quietly. It was
significant that the Popu made no
mention of them in his allocation
at yvesterday's consistory.

The five popes who have reigned
at the Vatican since the church loat
its temporal sway over mid-Italy In
1871 have been voluntary prison-
ers in the Vatican, never leaving
chureh ground. This was in accord-
ance with a vow not to set foot
upon the soil of the Italian State.

Under the Italian law of May 31,
1871, the popes lost their secular
authority and the territory over
which they had ruled was incorpor-
ated with the Italian State.

Pope Pius IX occupled the Vati-

Under the 1871 law, the popes
were granted a yearly income of
3.295.000 lire by the Italian State,
but it was never claimed.

Whiskey is considered by most
medical authorities to be the best
deterrent as well as remedy for
‘flu,’ and the fact that the govern-
ment is the possessor of the only
pure whiskey stueck in the country
hes turned the eyes of many suf-
ferers toward Washington.

Many Letters Received

Letters arve reaching the White
House and the Treasury Depart-
ment, proposing modification of the
regulations pertaining to liquor
distribution.

Assistant Secretary  Seymour
Lowman, in charge of prohibition
enforcement, admitted that there
is nothing that can be done by the
treasury, since the law provides
for the distribution of medicinal
liquors. In some states even the
sale of medicinal whiskey is pro-
hibited,

Similar Situation

A somewhat similar sitnation
came up after the Florida hurri-

Has Halted Hosﬁliti‘es.

Against Paraguay—But
Adds That They Are Tak-

ing Precautions Against
An Invasion; Tension
Lessens Among Diplo-
mats in Washington.

Washington, Dec. 18.—The sun
broke completely through the South
American war clouds today.

Both Bolivia and Paraguay have
now agreed to accept the good
offices of the Pan-American Con-
ciliation Conference, in sessjon

here, in the settlement of their
bloody boundary dispute, and little
doubt was felt here that the age-
old differences will yleld to pacific
adjustment. .

Bolivia's® acceptance of the
mediation offer was delivered to
Secretary of State Kellogg at noon
by Senor Diez De Medina, the Boli-
vian minister. Paragunay signified
her willingness to arbitrata the
heated controversy last night.

Both acceptances were without
reservation, according to officials,
which means that the conciliators
may now grapple with the contro-
versy unhindered by conditions or
exactions on the part of either
country.

The prosperts of peaceably ad-
justing one of the oldest con-
troversies in South America
rhrough American auspices, rather
than European, highly elated of-
ficials of this government.

While little has been said, it has
been an open secret inm Washington
that administration officials were
extremely _reluctant to-see the
League of Nations step into the
picture. Both_ Bolivia and Iara-
euay had placed their cases before
the League, and Geneva has been
busily engaged for days in prepara-
tions to take a hand., It s now
anticipated tnat the work of ad-
justing the dispute will go on un-
in-
stead of European, a development
highly satisfactory to the United
States.

Soon after the Bolivian minister
rppeared at the State Department,
it was also announced that the sub-
committee of the Pan-American
conference had reached an agree-
ment upon the terms of the general
conciliation resolution which is one
.of the main objectives of the con-
terence. This resolution broadens
the scope of the old Gondba
treaties, and will permit investiga-
tion of international disputes con-
currently with efforts to dispose
them.

Limitations Necessary

The statute which the Council
hag drafted places necessary limita-
tions upon the State's attorney.

He cannot express nor give his opin-
jon or conclusions upon any matter
of fact pending. He cannot he pres-
ent during the discussions or delib-
erations of the grand jury. Aside
from these provisions of the law,
State's attorneys are named by the
Judges, subject to removal by them,
picked for their character and pro-
fes®dnal capacity and standing as
men of the highest professional
ethies., It is inconceivable that they
would violate their sworn duty, the
Council think.

The present practice of permit-
ing counsel in all cases to examine
jurors.on the voir dire was enacted
in Chapter 194 of the Public Ac!s
211925 as amended by Chapter 279
o! the Public Acts of 1927. Prior
to that time under a practice which
hagd long existed the right of coun-
sel, to examine jurors on the voir
dire was diseretionary with the
court. That discretion was seldom
evercised except in murder cases
when it was always exercised. This
change in our long exisling prac-
{ice had not been subjected to any
considerable criticism and it had
worked well. The present method
whic¢h is used particularly in erim-
ina.f cases has resulted in very large
expénse to the State. In some In-
stances the selection of a jury has
taken, in a murder case, nearly
thrge days, while in one instance in
an ordinary liquor case, where the
penalty was not to exceed sSixty
days, the time consumed in select-
ing a jury was upwards of a dav
andsa half, In England in either
case the jury would have been se-
lected in not to exceed an hour.
When a hundred jurors may be in
atfendance at a murder trial the
payment of them and all of the
court officials malkes an intolerable
hurden of expense upon tie State.
The,judges are engaged 'n endeav-
orippg to keep abreast of the judicial
budness. They ought not tn he de-

GRIFFITH DEFENDS

Chief Sources of Revenue

Demand the New Films,
Says Great Director.

By D. W. GRIFFITH.

Hollywood,, Calif., Dec. 18.—
There has been a great deal of dis-
cussion concerning the bad judg-
ment being used by many produc-
ing companies in casting aside al-
wost completely the silent pie-
ture for its more recent out-
growth, the talking film,

The condemnation seems to be
based entirely on the fact that
{here are now cnly about 800 the-
aters in the United States cquipped
to exhibit sound pictures. It would
seem that in their zeal to enter the
sound picture field, the producers
are losing of the tremendons mar-
ket still open to the silent film,
namely about 17,000 theaters.

Tue real faets, however, are nol
what thiey seem.

In the first place the average
succecessful picture plays only 8,-
600 or 9,000 of the total theaters in
this country. Of the total theaters
played by this average successful

film, approximately 80 per cent. of
the ,gross income is derived from
the first 2,000 houses. ‘These the-
ater all come within a group known
as first-run and second-run houses.

It is easy to understand such a
division of revenue when one con-
siders that in the case of a pic-
ture grossing $1,500,000, one the-
ater in New York produces about
$80,000, one 1in Chicago about
$50,000. one in Los Angeles about
§£30,000, one in Detroit about
$40,000 and so on right through
the list of large cities.

Finally, when the picture has
exhzusted its earning life, it Iis
quite certain that an accounting
will show 80 per cent of its total
income earned in the first 2,000
theaters.

In many cases, a producer sell-
ing a film to 8,000 exhibitors does
not make any profit on the last
thousand or more eontracts sold.
The return from such contracts
usually is not sufficient to cover
the depreciation on the cost of the
print and the sales expense.

Relation to Sound Film.

All of this bears a very im-
portant relatton to the sound pie-
ture problems and justifies the pro-
ducers’ attitude in not devolving a
scheme whereby the small ex-
hibitor can afford to equip his
theater for spund f{ilms.

The theaters now equipped for
talking pictures are. well within
the group which produce 80 per
cent. of a film's earnings. Those
which will be equipped within the
next twelve months just about
complete this group. Therefore,
it is quite apparent that producers
must deliver what those houses
demand and they are demanding
sound pictures.

Of course, there are smaller in-
dependent producers who will con-
tinue to make silent films for
gilent theaters. And when the
march of progress advances bhe-
yond that point, then the silent
nouse will become a sound theater|
or go out of business.

"FACE FIGHT
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THAT GERMAN GUN

Presumably by orders of the
superintendent of parks of Hart-
ford, and certainly under his
authorization, somebody early yes-
terday morning removed the cap-
tured German field piece from its
position in front of the Old State
House and put it In a shed in Colt
Park. Late yesterday afternoon
members of the American Legion,,
discovering its whereabouts, got a
truck, loaded the gun onto it and
carried it back, re-locating it in its
original position. Now nobody can
be found who will admit having
authorized the park superintend-
ent to have the trophy hidden
away,

The removal of the gun was, of
course, in line with an agitation
for a general scrapping of such
mementoes of the World War
which is being conducted by paci-
fists of the extreme school. Inci-
dentally it is interesting to note
that almost never is one of these
people heard to suggest that tro-
phies of the war with Spain, many
of which are to be found through-
out the countiy, should be included
in the junking; the movement
seems to refer to the World War
alone,

It strikes us that about the poor-
est sort of pacifism—If by pacifism
one means anti-jingoism and a
logical desire for international
peace—is the kind which would
eradicate the memories of the hor-
ror of 1914-18., We are at exact
opposites with those who contend
that world amity is to be promoted
by forgetfulness of that enormous
cataclysm,

Of especial usefulness are these
very trophies of the World War
that were captured from the Ger-
mans. For if they convey any
thought whatever to those who be-
hold them it is the message that
the most highly perfected military
machine is no guarantee against
national disaster. Every German
cannon displayed in an American
town or city is a mute warning
against glant armies, giant navies
and reliance on the right of might.
Any pacifist that is intelligent

ought to recognize that and see the)

value ofithese relics of the fate of
militarism in the World War.

TREATY XMAS UARDS

More mean, petty, narrowly sus-
picious and cowardly things have
been written about the Kellogg
peace pact and in support of the
petty, narrow and meanly suspi-
cious reservations with which such
irriconcilibles as Senator Moses
seek to surround it than about any
subject that has come bhefore the
American pecple in a long time,
not excepting the issues of the re-
cent Presidential campaign,

And we make no bones about
saying that we don’'t believe that,
in one case in ten, the pettiness and
narrowness and suspicion have
even the saving grace of being hon-
est,

Nothlng more supremely ridicu-
lous was ever offered than the la-
bored reasons advanced why the
United States would be imperiling
itself, fairly to the verge of de-
struction, by ratifying the Kellogg
pact, as {s, while submitting to res-
ervations or declarations of under-
standing—all the same thing—on
the part of other signatories. There
Is no sense of such rubbish—and
we don't belleve the people who
wre talking it believe there is, They
are posing as welrdly wise and far-
seeing, that's all.

Everybody above the age of ten
sears, everywhere, knows that
there iz nothing to the Kellogg
pact but a sort of exchange of
Christmas cards, Sending a Christ-
mas card commits one to nothing.
You don't have to assume the sup-
port of the person you send one
lo, in case he goes broke; you
lo’z\i‘t have to ask him to come and
live with you.

The Christmag card does no
jarm and it even does some good

in contributing to the world’'s sum
of pleasant thoughts. But what on
earth would the friend think if he
got a Christmas card from you
reading like this: *““Wishing you
a Merry Christmas and a Happy
New Year—with the reservation
that this does not mean that I am

‘to lend you money or marry your

widow or leave you a bequest in
my will or endorse your note, or
in any way be called to be muke
good on the claims of friendship.”
How long would that friend re-
main your frieud. Better send no
Christmas carg at all.

Fortunately, there is every indi-
cation that a large majority of the
senafors are beginning to see ths
nonsensicality of tacking reserva-
tions onto a pact which is nothing
whatever but an expression of good
will, and that the treaty will be
ratified with adding insult to ne-
gation.

SILVER ANNIVERSARIES

Twenty-five years ago today the
Wright Brothers, Wilbur and Or-
ville, made the first successful
flight in a heavier-than-air ma-
chine in all history. Today is, then,
the silver anmiversary of aviation.
It is being fittingly observed,

The Stockton & Darlington rail-
road was opened in England in
1825. All previous ¢ attempts at
steam railroading are about com-
parable to the flying attempts of
Professor Langley, ploneering ef-
forts that failed. The rallroad
stood, then, in just about the same
position, in 1850, in which avia-
tion stands today, as far as time
for development is concerned,

But the steam railroad, in the
first twenty-five years of {ts his-
tory, revolutionized the transpor-
tation system of the civilized world.
By 1850 there were more than nine
thousand miles of railway in the
United States, six ‘thousand miles
in Great Britain, France, Austria,
Belgium, Germany, - Russia, Italy
aund Holland had important sys-
tems in operation. The rail and the
locomotive had wrought an utter
change not only in the economic
outlook of the world but in the
then present systems of production
and distribution.

Twenty-five years after the dem-
onstration of the airplane no such
effect has bcen produced by that
invention. If every airplane line in
operation should go out of exist-
ence tomorrow the effect on eivili-
zation would be scarcely mnotice-
able, Some mail' would be a little
slower, a considerable number of
fliers and alrplane factory workers
would be thrown out of jobs, but
there would be no huge dislocation
such as would have transpired if,
in 1850, the railroads had been
suddenly scrapped.

And this in face of the fact that
the airplane came into a world in-
finitely more receptive of the new
than the world which greeted the
steam railroad with skepticism and
reviling.

That aviation has made great
strides since the Wrights made
that first flight at Kitty Hawk is
not to be denied. That {t has, in the
same length of time, done’anything
to compare with the growth of the
railroad is not to be maintained.

LEAGUE'S HARD JOB

The interpcesition of the Council
of the League of Nations in the
Bolivian-Paraguayan imbroglio Is
said to have resulted in orders
from the Bolivian government to
its troops to cease offensive opera-
tions, Whether such orders, if
they have actually been issued as
reported by Bolivia to the League,
can stem the tide already loosed is
of course problematical, for it 1is

infinitely easier to start a war than |

to stop it.

If, however, League interposi-
tion shall turn out to have prevent-
ed this needless and inevitably
bioody little war, there are ele-
ments in the situation which will
make it, in some ways, the most re-
markable achievement of that in-
stitution.

Any efectual operation of the
League in preventing a war on the
western hemisphere 1is rendered
immensely difficult by the fact that
tke United States is not only out-
side the League but ig always
ready to regard with the extremest
suspicion any European influence
in the affairs of the New World.
Any move toward interference with
a western hemisphere war, by the
League, is sure to be resented by
millions of Americans who have a
strained and exaggerated idea of
what the Monroe doctrine means,
as an interference in the affairs of
Amerieca.

The difficulties of League opera-
tion on this side of the ocean are
incalculable. If it has scored in
this case the fact should set Ameri-
cans to thinking,

“As judge of the Juvenile Court,
it 18 my duty to sit in judgment
over delinquent boys and girls—
most of them under 16—who prac-
tically repeat every known crime,
from throwing rocks, stealing pen-
cils to stealing automobiles and
selling liguor, and they are grow-
ing in crime and immorality.

wholesomeness, it is an important|
for you to us as much caution in|
selecting food as you would in reg-
ulating any other acts of your life.

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TO KEEP WELL
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“ARTIFICIAL SUN" DOSES l
MUST BE REGULATED
BY DR. MORRIS FISHBZIN

Editor Journal of the American
AMedical Association and of Hygela,
the Health Magazine

Since it has been shown that the
Buman being when he moved in-
doors lost a great deal of the value
of sunlight for proper nutrition and
growth, various means have been
suggested for providing him with
the sun’s rays artificially.

Thus cod liver oil, which con-
tains vitamin D, has been charac-
terized as “'bottled sunshine.”

. Vitamin D is developed in the
body through irradiation. It has
also been shown that highly con-
centrated preparations of vitamin
D may be obtained by submitting
a substance known as ergosterol
to the action of the sun's rays.

Experimental investigations have
fevealed the fact that it is possible
t store up sunlight in foods of
warious kinds through submitting
these substances under properly
¢ontrolled conditions to the action
of sunlight.

Already attempts are being made
to sell to the public generally prep-
arations of various cereals, ice
cream, yeast and similar products
which have been submitted to the
aotion of sunlight or of artificial
sunlight, and which probably can
provide the body with =adequate

j,gopy of vitamin D.

——
. -

Unfortunately progress has taken
place so rajidly that nobody knows
exactly how much vitamin D is
necessary for the human body. Ex-
periments on animals have indicat-
ed that tremendously excessive
doses of this substance throw a vast
amount of caleilum into the blood
stream and cause the calcium de-
posits or stones in the kidney and
in some of the blood vessels. This
dosage is, of course, thousands of
times beyond the average does of
cod liver oil.

Other investigators have shown
that irradiation for many months
of the skin of the rat will cause
changes to take place in the skin
of the nature of new growths.

it is an old aphorism in medi-
cine that any medicine that is
potent for good may also be potent
for harm. If people begin' to take
doses of irradiation in practically
everything they eat or drink, in
addition to the irradiation received
from the sunlight, it is possible
that even the maximum safe dose
may be exceeded.

A still greater danger lles in the
fact that people may sometimes re-
ly on small doses of such Irradia-
tion taken in certain food sub-
stances without realizing that an
adequate dose is many times the
amount received in this way.

Weather Bureau Experts Explain

Washington.—How
wind blowing?

Ask. three people their opinions
and you are likely to have three
different answers, according to
Weather Bureau experts.

What seems a modest breeze to
one will be a *gale’" to another.
The Weather Bureau has worked
out a scale ‘of wind velocities as
measured by scientific Instruments
and as correlated with the effects
observed on varlous common ob-
jects in the outdoors.

A light wind, according (o Lhis
scale, is one moving not more than
seven miles an hour. Direction of
the wind is shown by smoke drift;
wind is felt light on the face, leaves
rustle, L

A gentle wind has a velocity of
from 8 to 12 miles an hour and can
be identified by the fact that it
kkeeps leaves and small twigs in
constant motion. Such a wind will
extend a light flag.

Moderate winds blow from 15 to|

18 miles an hour and raise dust
and litter. Small branches are
moved and swayed.

Fresh winds have velocities of
from I9 to 24 miles an hour and
cause small trees in leaf to beginy
to sway.

American Skyscrapers

By MILTON BRONNER

London—To be or not to be—
a skyscraper city. .

That is the gquestion that Ber-
lin business men, real estate op-
porators, city officials and Prussian
state officials are discussing.

Two world cities of Europe —
London and Paris—have set their
faces against skyscrapers. London
opposes them for practical rea-
sons. The soil of London is main-
ly sandy and it is felt that to build
skyscrapers would entail danger,
to say nothing of immense cost.

The other big reason is Lon-
don's continuous winter fogs. It
{s Dbelieved that canyon-like
streets, such as in New York,
would make London more gloomy
than it is now, enchanced by the
tact that in its financial district—
The City—the streets are very nar-
row.

Paris is against skyscrapers be-
cause the French see no beauly in
them. Such buildings  would
spoil the ensemble of the town.

Overcrowding

Berlin — claiming 4,000,000
people — a busy, world city in a
country rapidly forging ahead in
a business “and Industrial way,
finds the heart of its business dis-
triet is overcrowded. Buildings
now are filled to overflowing.
Those who want to do business in

certain districts ecan't find room.

Some of the leading business
men of Berlin are clamoring for
American skyscrapers, not the ex-
tremely tall ones but from eight
to fifteen stories in height. They
maintain that real estate in this
district is too valuable and too
heavily taxed to be burdened with
small and old-fashioned buildings.

But the men who want to
Americanize face no easy task.
City fathers and state fathers—as
well as many Berliners — are
against skyscrapers. They say
skyscrapers in Leipziger Platz and
Potsdamer Platz would only add
to  congestion- that is already
there. In the evenings, employes
poured out on the streets would
cause greater jams,

Individuality

Others olject because they say
skyserapers woflild change the face
of Berl.in and take away individ-
ual character.

The least determined of the op-
position say skyscrapers should be
allowed in limited numbers. Their
plan would allow them where
streels are wide anG the build-
ings would face out on great
squares and park places.

Even then, they insist, they
should be so constructed that in
the center there would be enor-
mous courts so that every room in
the buildings would have ample
fresh air and light.

BIG FILM COMBINE

T0 INVADE AMERICA

London, Dec. 18—A merger of
British,  Canadian, German and
French film companies is under way
to make a supreme effort to capture
the European “cinema market"”
from Americans, it was learned to-
day by International New Service.

Leaders in the negotiations plan
an invasion of United States film-
dom,

If the ne’xotia‘tions are successful
they wtll give British interests con-
trol of the largest film combine in
the world.

The proposed merger is backed
with $30,000,000 capital. .

In an exclu-
sive interview with .International
News Service, Woodger said:

“We belleve this combine will
revolutionize the film world.

It will-produce
its own pictures and distribute
them to its own theaters as well
as to outside distributing com-
panies, Distribution wili include
an invasion of the -American mar-
ket. The enterprise will be thor-
oughly British and British stars
will predominate.”

London.—Influential Britons are
making'.fforts to revive interest in
the project of a Channel tunnel be-
tween England and France, which
has been shclved since the Com-
mitiee of TImperial Jefease .of
Great Britain rejected the scheme
four years ago.

The idea o a tunnel linking the
two countries has been in mind
since the beginning of the present
century., Shortly before the world
war, the idez reached such a stage
that v1 gineers surveyved the French
side of the projected tunne! and
commenced structural operations.

Main Objections

Objections to the tunnel mainly
center arcvund Lthe belief that il
would prove a danger to eithes
country ip time of war, since it
wou!ld facilitate the quick passage
of iroops from the contincat of
Europe to England or vice versa.
Engineers have pointed out, how-
ever, that means could be provided
{for flooding the tunnel from either
end in time of erisis.

Sine the war there has been a
lgr(.w;ing opinion in favor of the
| scheme in E.gland, and frequent
Channel storms, which interrupt
communications with the Continent
strengthen the arguments in its
favor.

Sir William Bull, Chairman of
the Channel Tunnel Committee in
the British House of Commons,
which has the support of the ma-
jority of members of Parliament of
all parties, told Internationdl News
Service ‘hat it is proposed to sum-
mon the commitiee to reopen the
ques:ion.

TO TEST DEVICES

—_—

New Hooks Placed on Her
So That She Can Be
Brought to Surface.

New London, Conn., Dee. 18.—
Reminiscent of the frantic efforts
of a year ago today when rescue
crews were laboring to raise the
submarine S-4 and its crew of for-
ty men as it rested in the mud at a
depth of 55 feet off Provincetown,
Mass., men from the submarine ten-
ders Falecon and Chewink shortly
before noon today began attempts
to raise the submarine from the
bottom of Long Island Sound juat
off Block Island.

The S-4, without a crew, was
sunk there yesterday afternoon, for
the purpose of experimenting with
new rescue and salvage dgvices da-
signed to avert a disaster such as
befell the submarine a year ago.

New Lifting Hooks

New types of lifting hooks de-
signed to do away with the neces-
sity of tunnelling under the hull
of the ship before it could be rais-
e¢ to pontoons were to be tested.

Experiments at Washington have
shown that the new hooks have a
lifting capacity of 160 tons or 60
tons more than the weight of Lhe
submarine.

Attempts will be made to plan=
the submarine on pontoons and
raise it to the surface in sueh a
short space of time that loss of life
to anyone trapped on the ship would
be virtually impossible.

The marriage is arrang-
ed by represent, tives of the two
families; Lthe bride and groom have
no voice in the matter.

When the marriage pact is ar-
ranged, and the father of the bride
has been ‘“‘paid’ he demands the
date of the marriage is set.

The father of the groom and his
family, along with other relatives
move near the home of the bride
and set up tepees., Then the festi-
vities start. Tribal members from
all parts of the Red” nation ga-
ther and for a week they dance the
ancient tribal dances of the Osages.

The Ceremony

The next week the bride’s famlily
together with their entourage sa2l
up eamp at a distance not more
than a quarter of a mile away.

At the groom’'s camp a great
feast is prepared and placed nn
the ground on a special canvas.
But the groom is strangely absenlt,

tent and emit loud calls in the tri-
bal lahguage which translated into
English asked the groom to come
into the camp that the bride i{s soon
to arrive.
