This
would have made their task far
easier than to secure ils passage
once the Senate has approved a
treaty, which, its sponsors contend,
will outlaw all war between the
great nations of the earth.

Paris, Dee. 21—A large, blond-
haired man, giving the name of
“William Goldsmith,” was the Paris
purchaser of morphine, oplum and
cocaine, valued in illicit markets
at $4.000,000, §eized upon the
French liner Rochambeau at New
York in the general American drug
investigation, it was established to-
day by International News Service
after an investigation in this city

|and Havre.

“Goldsmith” is now believed to
be in Berlin.

U. 8. Treasury Department
azents, who have been investigating
the European activities of the in-
ternational drug ring, are making
a report to Washington based upon
information obtained by Interna-
tional News Service. This report
containg the information that
“Goldsmith” left Paris for Berlin.

Where Dope Was Bought

“Goldsmith,” who had no per-
manent Paris address bought the
narcoties from Lefavrais and Pig-
noil, of 31 Rue Richelieu, a chemi-
cal firm, ordering them shipped to
Brenner & Company, of Philadel-
phia.

There were nine crates in all.
The purchaser, according to the
French firm, asked that all be num-
bered from 601 to 609 inclusive
and be shipped under the name of
“L,. Garin" without the sender’'s ad-
dress.

While advices from New York
said that the cases were marked
“serubbing brushes,” the chemists
declared that each bore a red label
with the word ‘‘poison.”” There
was an entirely separate crate
marked “scrubbing brushes,” but
“Goldsmith" explained he was
sending the “brushes’ for the con-
venience of an American client who
would not officially declare the nar-
cotics for fear they_might be *“hi-
jacked"” enroute.

Legal To Ship

As chemists are authorized to
ship narcoties for medical purposes
by virtue of a police order number-
ed B-284 obtained on July 20, 1827,
and customs officlals permit the ex-
portation of consignments’ regular-
ly declared, the Havre customs of-
ficials delivered a certificate for the
shipment. It was marked: “270
pounds of morphine, 112 pounds of
cocaine, 18 pounds of opium In two-
pound loves, domestic value 325,-
000.

The chemists said that “Gold-
smith’s"” request that the drugs be
shipped under the false name of
“ILgarin' without an address was
unusual but the purchaser insisted
this was his usual method as he
was traveling all the time. There-
fore the name and domicile did not
nfean anything.

Ordered More

“Goldsmith" then ordered an
equally large consignment for ship-
ment in a few weeks but left with-
out paving for it.

The chemists said they expected
“Goldsmith’” to observe the United
States law by declaring all narco-
tics at the U. S. Consul where con-
signments have a value of more
than $100, Apparently this was
not done.

EFFICIENCY

Hartford seems to be up agalnst
an unexpected levitation in the cost
of dike building. A presumably in-
formed committee reported that a
levee capable of keeping the Con-
necticut rtiver out of the South
yleadows could be built for a mil-
lion dollars or less and the city
made an appropriation on that
basis. Now engineers report that
the work will cost more than a mil-
lion and a half, and Hartford is
up a tree,

The type of dike recommended
is one formed by dredging sand
from the river and facing the river
eide of the resulting bank with con-
crete,

We know next to nothing about
the Hartford project, but wonder,
nevertheless, whether the authori-
ties of the Capitol City have ever
conferred with the War Depart-
ment as to the practicability of
combining the dike building proj-
ect with a project of river develop-
ment.

One of the most ludicrous pos-
sible instances of waste is any case
where the government spends large
sums of money in the dredging of
river chanpels and carrying the
dredged matter, at great expense,
considerable distances in an effort
tc get rid of it, while the river
banks a furlong away are crying
for diking in order to prevent in-
vndation.

1f we are not mistaken, the fill-
ing in of the Potomac Flats, at
vashington, a great many years
ago, was undertaken at the same
time as, but as a separate Wwork
from, the dredging of the Potomac
for navigation purposes. The same
concern got both contracts. It put
a great suction dredge to work,
pipe-lined the mud onto the flats
—and pulled down an unconscion-
able profit. ®

1f the building of a South Mead-
ow dike and the improvement of
navigation in the river could be
tled up into one job, it would
seem as though the federal gov-
einment might very well Dbe
brought into the project as a con-
tributing partner,
