Aboard U. S. S. Utah, (via Ar­
lington, Va., Radio Station)— Dec. 
27.— The prohibition issue together 
with the many enforcement prob- 
iems that wiii confront his admin­
istration are engaging the close at­
tention of President-Elect Herbert 
Hoover on the leisurely northward 
voyage of the Utah.

He 
is merely giving thought to this 
matter along with the other prob­
lems that will face him when he 
enters the White House on March 
4. The isolation of ocean travel 
with only the wireless linking him 
with political matters at home, 
gives the president-elect ample time 
to ponder upon the matters that 
may call for definite leadership.

The president-elect appeared in­
terested in the plan for making pro­
hibition effective which Major 
Chester P. Mills presented to win 
W. C. Durant’s $25,000 prize.

Like Costa Rica’js.
Major Mills’ plan is similar to 

that used in Costa Rica. When 
Mr. Hoover visited that country a 
month ago he appeared much inter­
ested in the system of controlling 
the sale of liquor there.

The Costa Rican government pro­
duces or imports every gallon of 
alcohol allowed in circulation in 
the country. It sells to distributors 
on an allotment basis, giving them

Hartford, Conn., Dec. 27.— The 
Republican party is pledged to un­
dertake a general revision of the 
tariff. Representative John Q. Til- 
son of Connecticut, Republican 
floor leader of the House, said In 
a speech before the State Chamber 
ot Commerce here today.

The pledge is contained in the 
party’s platform, in the attitude of 
its campaign orators and in a “ gen­
eral understanding’’ in Congress 
when the McMaster resolution for 
emergency farm tariff legislation 
was defeated last year, he said.

During the Campaign 
“ During the campaign the sub­

ject was referred to very often so 
that it may well be said that the 
party that was successful won out 
with the wide-spread understand­
ing that a general revision of the 
tariff should be undertaken and 
fortunately the party platform, th-c 
campaign waged upon the plat­
form, coupled with the sweeping 
victory, all made it clear what was 
really wanted was a revision along 
protective lines,’ ’ said Tilson.

In referring to the defeat of the 
McMaster resolution in the House 
by eight votes after it passed the 
Senate, Tilson said;

Understanding Existed 
“ In fact, I am violating uo 

pledge of secrecy in saying that a 
sort of understanding grew up at 
that time that in case the immedi­
ate revision was obviated an early 
general revision, including both 
agriculture and other industries, 
would be undertaken. No pledge 
of this sort was made, of course, 
for no one had the right or the au­
thority to make such a pledge but 
the feeling existed that this should 
be done and that feeling has 
grown.’ ’

Tilson said that enactment of 
farm legislation in the present ses­
sion apparently was impossible.

“ It is, therefore, in my judg­
ment, most probable that Mr. Hoo­
ver will redeem the campaign 
pledge of calling Congress together 
in extra session to consider the en­
tire question of farm relief, whicn 
it is conceded includes tariff, revi­
sion,’ ’ he added.

EDUUTION PLAN 
TO ENFORCE U W

Advertising Man Would Han­
dle Volstead Act in Novel 
Way.

New York, Dec. 27.— A plan for 
expenditure in a great national edu­
cational advertising campaign of a 
great part of the $13,000,000 ap­
propriated by Congress for prohibi­
tion enforcement, was among the 
23,000 plans submitted in the $25,- 
000 prize contest of W. C. Durant. 
This was learned today by Interna­
tional News Service.

The plan was submitted by Ed­
ward R. Oldham, a native of Wil­
son, N. C., formerly of Washing­
ton, D. C., and now advertising 
manager of a local manufacturing 
company.

Briefly, Mr. Oldham’s plan is 
similar to that of any large busi­
ness concern, to which he compares 
the United States government. The 
government, the Oldham plan 
points out. Is engaged in putting 
over what he says is one of the big­
gest educational campaigns in his­
tory. In effect, it is something like 
the campaign of education which 
thj government carried on Imme­
diately preceding- and during the 
World War, and through the dif- 
fl.ult post-war period. In that cam­
paign the government started with 
advertising to educate the public In 
the necessity of the pre and post­
war laws and regulations essential 
to winning of the war.

In effect, the Oldham plan points 
out that 110,000,000 people are 
confronted with a revolutionary 
change in their national and in­
dividual habits due to the 18th 
Amendment and the Volstead Law. 
The government must adopt the 
methods utilized by any great busi­
ness this contestant pointed out in 
putting an entirely new idea or 
article on the market. This, he says, 
must be done by every known form 
of advertising after a carefully 
worked out plan has been adopted. 
Newspapers partlcular’ *f and maga­
zines and billboards the most 
important media suggested.

There was no wailing or 
gnashing of teeth, no curses for 
Big Business. They wanted to find 
out what there was in THEM­
SELVES that had caused the fail­
ure. Unkn(^ving, perhaps, It was 
a flashback to a Russian ancestor 
who traded In India and they were 
practicing a bit of Hindoo philos­
ophy which teaches "When you 
leam you know nothing, then, my 
sons, you begin to learn."

First Producing Venture 
When Warner ^ o s . became pro­

ducers they determined to capital­
ize their failures. Experience had 
developed their latent talent as 
showmen.

They proved to he good pictures 
and became i>opular, thus brought 
high prices. Once more Warner

Bros, were up and coming. T h e y \  
smiled as business expanded and 
grew.

But 
there was a weakness in their po­
sition they had not anticipated. 
The Warner Bros, were not experi­
enced in corporation matters and 
frenzied finance and proved easy 
game for the people who wanted 
them out of the way. In order to 
meet the growing expenses—which 
were showing a handsome profit— 
Warner Bros, had to go into the 
market for the sinews of'war in 
the shape of cold cash.

Getting money seems an easy 
matter when you have a profitable 
business. But the Warners were 
unknown, the husiness was young, 
motion pictures a new venture and 
capital was shy.

The one chance of the adoption 

of a state income tax law by the 
incoming legislature lies in the 
circumstance that the people of the 
state decline to believe That there 
is any chance at all of such legis­
lation. Taking that position they 
are liable to defer protest until it 
is too late.

It is not to be forgotten that a 
great many members of the Legis­
lature are lawyers, and since an in­
come tax law, particularly one so 
drawn that it is incoraprehensiblo 
to the average citizen, is alwayc* 
nuts to the lawyers, it is highly 
probable that a considerable body 
of suppWt will accrue to any In­
come tax measure that may be pro­
posed. This may not be a polite 
thing to say, but it is frank.

And besides the lawyers, always 
alive to the creation of profitable 
legal business, there is another and 
equally influential force which will 
be behind the proposed tax, those 
educational enthusiasts whose idea 
df insuring a proper degree of cul­
ture for the people of Connecticut 
is merely to keep on spending more 
ind more money on schools.

It Is submitted that the people 
of Connecticut are sufficiently tax­
ed. I£ there is anybody who will 
dispute that he is probably not a 
taxpayer— or doesn’t know that he 
is. paying as he does his tax 
through his landlord. By far the 
major amount of the public funds 
contributed by the people of the 
state are expended in two services, 
schools and highways. And in the 
^rmer of these services there is a 
continual cry for more and more 
money, which “ must be raised 
somehow.’’

It would seem as though the 
time had arrived when the tax 
bearers of the state began to ques­
tion the inevitableness of some of 
these expenditures. It would seem 
to be about time to inquire what 
they are getting in return for these 
constantly mounting taxes.

The proposed income tax has to 
do with the expenditure of more 
money on schools. Well, what do 
we know about our schools? What 
have we known about them— about 
the value received in fact, as meas­
ured by best value possible, in the 
way of results?

About all that most of us know 
l.s that the schools cost several 
times as much per pupil as they 
cUd two or threa decades ago— and 
that it Is supposed to be a sure in­
dication of Ignorance and lack of 
culture to question any expendi­
ture, no. matter how great, for 
^hools purposes. Whether pupils 
are coming out of the schools any 
better grounded in the essentials, 
any better developed as to their 
minds, than they did two or three 
or four decades ago, when the cost 
of their education was a fraction of 
what it Is today, is a subject which 
we do not investigate. Yet it would 
seem to be a vital one.

A slate Income tax, as surely os 
the sun risej, would net for the 
St bools less than half of the total 
amount paid by the people to the 
slate— less than a third of what 
they would pay to the slate and to 
the lawyers combined. That has 
been the experience of every state 
operating an income tax.

Are the people of Connecticut 
prepared to throw away two-thirds 
of such a tax on the salaries of an 
aimy of state clerks and on law­
yer's fees, on the slim chance that 
tho remaining third will contribute 
to the making of a better educated 
citizenry?

We doubt it. We suspect they 
will demand to be shown what 
they are getting for their school 
money now, as compared with what 
they ought to be getting, rather 
than submit unquestionlngly to this 
new school Impost through a new 

 ̂ channeli

Palestine concerning the security 
of the border because the Wahabis 
are on the war path again and have 
just destroyed two lesser Bedouin 
tribes in Transjordania. They 
massacred all the men of the tribe 
of Atie and when the tribe of En 
Ad learned about It and started In 
pursuit the Wahabis turned on the 
avengers and slaughtered them al­
so.

All this pleasantness is taking 
place within the legal limits of the 
British-mandated territory of Pal­
estine, but concerns a part of Pal­
estine which is not Jewish but 
Arabian. And it is all part of a 
definite scheme started by the Ara­
bian Prince Abdul Aziz at the be­
ginning of the present century, to 
bring about the settlement of the 
large nomadic portion of the Ara­
bian people in agricultural commu­
nities. He employed a religious “ re­
form” as a core around which to 
crystallze a nationalistic rather 
than merely tribal spirit. Wahabl- 
ism Is a modernistic form of Islam, 
and an Intensely practical one. 
"What we need we take” is the big 
idea. And as arable lands are 
scarce in the present limits of 
Arabia the Wahabis have gone 
looking for new locations from 
time to time.

They are at present engaged in 
consolidating what was known In 
Biblical times as Gilead, Moab. 
Edom and part of Bashan, into a 
Wahabi empire, In rather serene 
disregard to the pretensions of the 
British High Commissioner to be 
running that part of the world.

The Transjordanian territory af­
fected lies directly east of the ma­
jor parts o f Jewish Palestine and 
Jerusalem itself is only a few miles 
from the frontier.

The complete enthusiasm with 
which the Wahabis clean up any 
opposing force which they can lick 
makes them highly uncomfortable 
neighbors. No wonder Jerusalem is 
getting nervous.

■ mittee members select to represent' 
America in the conference, are to 
go to the conference “ unofficially”-' 
why should the United Sstates gov­
ernment have anything to say about 
whether they go or not? Surely if 
the European revisionists merely 
wanted to call Mr. Young and any 
other American Into conference la 
their individual capacities they 
could do so without asking the per­
mission of the Washington authori­
ties, which can scarcely, in time of 
peace, exercise any restrictive in­
fluence on the lawful activities of 
its citizens, either at hoine or 
abroad.

The mere fact of “ consenting”  
to the “ unofficial” presence of 
American revisionists in the revi­
sion conference is to endow these 
members of the conference with a 
very pronounced official quality 
indeed. The pretense to the con­
trary is as futile as it is fictional.

A FUSSY CASE
Perhaps it may all be clear to 

the legal mind, and perhaps legal 
minds will all be clear about it in 
just the same way, but we suspect 
there is the makings of quite a 
case in the arrest and fining of a 
man in the town of Wolcott for re­
moving the windows from a little 
one-room schoolhouse on a cold day 
last week, while the school was in 
stssion.

The man who did the opening 
up of the Interior to the icy blasts 
was the man who had built the 
srhoolhouse.' There was some jam 
about the amount of his bill and he 
didn't get bis money. So he took 
out the windows and was about to 
take off the doors— one front and 
one back— when the strong arm of 
the law intervened and he was 
pinched. That same evening he was 
fined for destroying town proper­
ty and appealed.

Now the question is, did the man 
destroy anything? And if he did 
was it town property? Is a door, 
which can be removed by slipping 
a bitt-bolt, a part of a building 
if  the legal sense That it belongs to 
the ground even though not paid 
for? Is a window destroyed by be­
ing taken out from behind remov­
able stops? Has the creditor a 
right to take back such an adjunct 
tc a building if he thinks he is go­
ing to be whittled out of his pay 
for it?

Is there any law, similar to the 
automobile laws, prohibiting one 
from operating a carpentering busi­
ness so as to endanger life and 
health?

We should think that a man who 
would take away the windows 
which protected a bunch of chil- 
dien from frostbite and pneumonia 
was not our idea of a nice man; 
but the question is. Did he break 
any law? The appellate court will 
have to settle that, and meantime 
it’s a fine thing to guess about.

OV’^ERHEAD LIGHTING
A growing appreciation of the 

possibilities of the electric current 
as a decorative element has led to 
the development of Christmas illu­
mination on a new and unprece­
dented scale. Many of the commu­
nity efforts at holiday illumination 
in this vicinity have been splendid­
ly effective, particularly those in 
Hartford and New Britain, where 
results have been obtained that 
might almost be called magnificent 
and which are certainly delightful.

There were no flies, so to speak, 
on Manchester’s community deco­
rations this year, the illuminated 
Christmas trees by which the side­
walks of the business sections were 
flanked forming a colorful and gay 
spectacle. Possibly, however. It 
might be determined, another year, 
that overhead illumination would 
be a little more satisfactory, for 
two reasons. One is that it seems 
impossible to teach mischievous 
children to let the Christmas tree 
bulbs alone; the other is that In 
the presence of long ranks of park­
ed automobiles many of the lights 
on the trees are hidden from many 
angles and the sum of the effect Is 
lessened.

“ UNOFFICIAL”  DELEGATE 
It is to be hoped that with the 

incoming of a new administration, 
headed by one of the greatest ne­
gotiators the world has ever 
known, Herbert Hoover, the Unit­
ed States will rid herself of that 
penchant for legal fictions which 
has characterized so many of her 
dealings with Europe since the 
war.

The ,'-\er sometimes becom:s 
badly diseased before one becomes 
conscious that his skin has become 
a sallow yellow color, his tongue 
badly coated, and that he has per­
sistent headaches and other indica­
tions of bile being stored up in the 
liver and sufficiently eliminated. 
One in thir condition is literally 
poisoned by bile which, in right 
quantities and properly discharged, 
is necessary and helpful to diges­
tion.

One of the most frequent causes 
of retention of bile is the stopping 
of the bile duct by a catarrhal in­
flammation or by the lodgment of 
gallstones. As constipation usually 
also exists where the bile duct is 
obstructed, one has in addition the 
absorption of putrefying poisons 
f.om the intestines.

If there is simply a congestion of 
the liver, a cure usually takes place 
rapidly by giving the liver a rest 
from handling rich foods, but there 
are other diseases of the liver 
which are not so easily handled. In 
many cases, only a careful diag­
nosis can determine the distinction 
between these diseases. *

A severe inflammation of the 
liver sometimes occurs to white 
people living in tropical climates. 
This is cat!?ed by their continuing 
to eat the quantities and kinds of 
foods used in cooler countries.

An abscess of the liver is often 
associated with dysentery. The 
symptoms are sometimes very pro­
nounced and may cause an en­
largement c ’ the liver and the usual 
symptoms of abscesses. To establish 
diagnosis a physician usually ex­
amines the blood, and may make a 
puncture of the liver with a hollow 
needle to discover the pus pocket. 
In this disease an operation is 
usually necessary to drain away the 
pus.

A passive congestion of the liver 
sometimes exists without inflam­
mation as a result of a valvular dis­
ease of the heart or of some ob­
struction to the circulation, either 
In the liver or lungs.

A fatty degeneration of the liver 
becomes enlarged and usually inter­
feres with diaphramatic breathing. 
This frequently occurs in case of 
obesity. The fatty degeneration of 
the liver greatly lowers one’s resis­
tance to disease.

Acute yellow atrophy of the liver, 
although rare, is usually fatal. The 
symptoms are so similar to phos­
phorus poisoning that some itoxic 
substaneb has been suggested as 
the cause. This disease comes on 
with a simple Jaundice, suddenly 
becoming darker after a few days, 
and there is a severe pain in the 
liver, convulsions and finally de­
lirium. Women, during pregnancy, 
are affected in a larger proportion 
than the average populace.

Cancer of the liver is not an un­
common disease. It usually appears 
in old people suffering for a long

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(212) SO.ME CONNECTICUT LITERARY FIGURES.
Connecticut, settled by people of intelligence and mental vig- 

ui, developed a literature of Interest and variety. One of the 
earliest writers was Roger Wolcott, born in Windsor in 1679.

Following the Revolution, an influential element in the life 
of Connecticut was the group of nine men known as the Hart­
ford Wits,” young Yale graduates who took upon themselves 
the task of I’tesisting with satire the influences which were 
working towards lawlessness.

Fitz-Greene Halleck, born in Guilford in 1790, wrote some of 
the best poetry of his day. Another gifted poet was John G. C. 
Brainard, born in New London. Mrs. Lydia H. Sigourney, °orn 
in Norwich in 1791, was a writer of prose and verse of decided 
industry and copiousness.

A vital force in the literary life of Connecticut, not on)y by 
his writings but by his striking personality and gifts as a lec­
turer, was Samuel L. Clemens (Mark Twain, who in 1871 came 
to Connecticut lo make his home in Hartford. The gifted Har­
riet Beecher Stowe, whose “ Uncle Tom’s Cabin” has been 
lated into 20 languages, dramatized, abridged and arranged for 
children, was born’ in Litchfield in 1811, daughter of the farn- 
ous Lyman Beecher. Charles Dudley Warner, a distinguished 
Connecticut newspaper editor, exerted a powerful infiuence on 
the writing of his day.

Edmund C. Stedman, whose activity'as a broker ^d  not pre­
vent his writing poetry of a high order and Henry Clay Work, 
born in Middletown in m 2 ,  a famous song writer, among whose 
works is “ Marching Through Georgia,” are two more of the 
many Connecticut figures in the literary world.

And after some weeks of dole­

Only the 
three key theaters, which present 
prologues Avith their pictuies 
maintain the usual symphony or­
chestras.

There remains, then, the sym­
phony orchestras— and there are 
a limited number of these— the 
jazz bands, to which the old-time 
mnsicians are not attuned and the 
concert artists. If the musical 
celluloids continue their invasion, 
Ihe necessity for orchestras will 
disappear. Thousands, I am tol'i, 
will,,-be out of work this winter, 
and the problem is one which 
brings premature gray hairs to 
those organization heads which 
look after the interests of the. mu­
sician.

Exemplifying the trend in motor­
ing, toward the more room, greater 
comfort, more power and easier 
driving, come Hudson and Essex 
with their 1929 models.

These new cars typif.v what is 
going on today in American auto­
mobile manufacturing, a move­
ment away from the European

' chambers, and so assures an equal 
fuel supply at the same time in 
all the cylinders.

This is the culmination of a re­
search that had been a serious 
problem to automotive engineers 
for some time. The ' old type in­
take manifold was so designed 
that the end cylinders would get 
a lower charge of .gasoline, and 
slightly later, than the middlej j i c L I L  a  TV c * j  —  *  --------C O ------------  ,  ---------------

snfall car in response to a popular j chambers. The result was uneven
demand for greater comfort. A 
longer wheel base is the result. In 
the case of the Hudson, although 
the Essex remains the same 
length as before.

In order to satisfy the popular 
taste even further, the Hudsoii- 
Essex maufacturers have devised 
10 additional body types, making 
21 In all. These run all the way- 
up from . . 69 5 for the Essex coach, 
coupe and phaeton, to $2,100 for 
the Hudson limousine.

Both of these models, no mat­
ter what the type, include 
such automotive developments as 
chromium plating, adjustable 
wheel and front seat, larger and 
roomier bodies, larger more 
powerful motors, automatic prim­
ing, a vacuum tank “ booster” at­
tachment to assure an even sup­
ply of fuel at all times, vibration 
dampening, an electrically con­
trolled oil and gasoline indicator 
gauge, wateproof brake lining, 
non-shatterable windshield, wider 
control pedals and rubber engine 
mountings.

Perhaps the most pronounced 
mechanical improvement is v̂ hat 
is termed the “ moose horn” man­
ifold. This is so designed that the 
vaporized fuel has the same dis­
tance to travel from the carbure­
tor to each of the combustion

distribution of power and a great 
waste of ’fuel.

In addition to this achievement, 
the Hndson-Essex engineers have 
placed the spark plug immediately 
above the exhaust valve and 
fashioned the chamber so that 
the cold incoming fuel would pass 
over this valve and tend to cool 
it somewhat. This is expected not 
only to assure complete combus­
tion of the fuel and greater 
power, but to prevent pre-ignitlon 
and its resultant difficulties.

Further assurance of complete 
combustion is .given by passing 
the gasoline over the hottest spot 
in the motor and raising it alrnost 
to the point of combustion just 
before firing.

The result has been an increase 
of 2.5 per cent in power for the 
Essex motor and 14 per cent for 
the Hudson. Increased torgue or 
pull at low speeds raises the en­
gine’s accelerating ability and 
.gives .greater pull in hill climbing. 
The Hudson engine develops S2 
horsepower while the Essex Chal­
lenger, which is the new name for 
the smaller brother, makes 55 
horsepower.

The speed range of the Hudson 
goes up to 85 miles an hour, 
while the Essex is good for 
speed of 70 miles an hour.

it is estimated that the final cost 
will be about $175,000. For the 
present, however, a fairly satisfy­
ing condition can be established by 
the installation of a process, which 
will allow for the use of filter beds, 
at a cost of $60,000.

It was only thirty-three years ago 
that Manchester made its protest, 
but it looks .now as though the 
objection then made might he met 
within the thirty-five year period.

Thoughts of Cold!

He thought he couldn’t play that 
night, but the cold he’d caught that 
morning Lad departed. Most pro­
fessional people know what really 
knocks a cold In a few hours:

many go through the winter with­
out any trouble from colds. It’s a 
compound that comes in little 
white tablets. Take one, and that 
first snuffle is just about the last; 
or several tablets If you’ve let the 
cold go until it’s-serious.

Motoring In winter Is uneconomi­
cal at best. Quito a bit of gasoline 
is needed to warm up the engine 
even before the car can be taken 
out of the garage. In add'tion, the 
fuel mixture from the carburetor 
has to be heavier, the choke has to 
be applied often and the oil in the 
crankcase requires more frequent 
changing.

Taking time to warm up the en- 
’gine in the morning, nevertheless, 
returns quite a saving eventually. 
For then there is less chance of un­
burned fuel seeping down into the 
crankcase, diluting the lubricating 
oil, scoring the cylinders, and speed­
ing the engine toward a state of 
ruin.

This is perhaps the most impor­
tant way, at least, to keep down the 
cost of running an automobile in 
winter to as low a mark as possible.

♦ • ♦
It is understood that there is 

enough alcohol or glycerine in the 
cooling system to keep the solution 
from freezing. If there isn’t, 
there’s no hope for the fellow who 
rushes out of 1-is garage as soon as 
he has started the engine. That 
gives the frozen solution no chance 
to thaw and steam almost immedi­
ately results with drastic conse­
quences to the motor block.

If it is cold outside and y w  
know there is not enough’ anti­
freeze to avoid a frozen cooling sys­
tem, the best you can do is to warm 
up the engine slowly and carefully. 
The choke should be used sparing­
ly, the throttle shouh' be held down 
only so far as to keep the engine 
going easily and— of all precau­
tions— the doors of the garage 
should be kept wide open! The 
latter is essential if carbon mon­
oxide poisoning is to be avoided.
■ By warming up the motor slowly, 
even if there is a semblance of a 
frozen system, steaming may be 
avoided dilution of the crankcase 
oil may be kept down to a minimum 
and the best efficiency of the motor 
during winter maintained.

The loss in economy during win­
ter occurs while the engine is cold. 
Then all the fuel that is drawn into 
the combustion chamber isn’t 
burned up. Some of it is blown di­
rectly out through the exhaust. 
Some remains behind in the form 
of carbon. And some does the 
worst d’amage by seeping down the 
cylinder walls into the crankcase.

There the fuel, mixing with the 
lubricating oil, thins it out consid­
erably and makes it less effective 
as a protective, anti-friction film. 
The cylinder walls become scored 
and the piston, cam and crankshaft 
bearings are left unprotected.

* ♦ •
It is good practice, whatever the j 

precautions that are taken, to test 
the oil in the crankcase every 500 ' 
miles or so. Diluted oil thinner 
than a lubricant should be and it 

 ̂ contains black sediment.
If the oil is too thin and con­

tains such sediment, it should be 
drained out and replaced with 
fresh lubricant. This should be 
thinner than the kind used for sum­
mer driving, for the cold weather 
tends to thicken it and retard its 
circulation.

London.— George Bernard Shaw 
is not indignant with the Irish Li­
brary which has placed a semi-baii 
on his books. On the contrary he 
seems quite ccmplaisant.

“ A trivial and unimportant busi­
ness” he termed the action of the 
County Galway Public Libraries, 
following the instruction of the 
Archbishop of Tuam, in putting his 
works on a shelf “ from which they 
can only be obtained with the sanc­
tion of the Library Committee.”  
The Archbishop, of Tuam is the of­
ficially appointed censor of the Li­
braries Committee.

“ What the County Galway Li­
braries do today.” says Shaw, “ does 
not matter in the least, seeing that 
in a few weeks no books, pictures 
or sculpture will be permitted in 
the Irish Free State at all.

“ I do not know the Archbishop 
of Tuam and i have no quarrel with 
him, neither am I an enemy of the 
Roman Catholic church. But, when 
the hew Free State Censorship 
Bill becomes law, all my books and 
everyone else’s will be Illegal 
throughout the length and breadth 
ot the Irish Free State.

“ Ireland— that is to say the Free 
State— has apparently decided not 
to be a cultural country. It was 
decided that books, pictures and 
statues are dangerous, so it is not 
going to have any.

“ It is perfectly simple. Ireland 
ia going to lapse into the Dark 
Ages. It will sink to the cultural 
level of the Agdaman Islands or 
any other islands, that’s all.”

The Free State Censorship Bill, 
which passed its second reading re­
cently, has met with violent oppo­
sition from the most highly edu­
cated and cultured Irishmen.

The bill, which is supported by 
the^Roman Catholic church, will 
create a censorship more rigorous 
than that of any other country. -A

DEAN OF CHESTER 
WINS RETURN OF 

. U. S. CUSTOMS FINE
London.— After a lapse of two 

years, the Rev. F. S. M. Bennett, 
Dean of Chester Cathedral, has won 
an unusual action against the 
American eus'.oms’ authorities.

The story of his victory-is told by 
him in his diocesan magazine.

“ Many will remember,” he writes, 
“ that when I went to the United 
States two years ago I got into 
trouble over some books, which I 
took over with me to dispose of for 
our cathedral funds.

“ In stating their value I piade a 
technical error," which cost me, in 
fines, fees and railroad journeys, 
something like $500.

“ When I left, a friend who had 
been helping me asked if I v̂ as will­
ing to appeal to a higher court. I 
said nu— I would not throw any 
more good money after bad; but 
that, if he liked to appeal and take 
the risks, I would neither be re­
sponsible for any further losses, nor 
lay claim to any rebatement.

“ He had more confidence in the 
equity of his government than I 
had, and events have justified him.

“ About a fortnight ago 1 met him 
in the cathedral and he told me that 
the previous day he had received a 
letter informing him that a check 
had reached his office in repayment 
of my fine. He added when he got 
home he would send me a substan­
tial part of it.

“ I reminded him that I had no 
claim on any of the money, but he 
insisted on giving me the lion's 
share.

“ I think he was even more pleas­
ed than I was that In the famous 
case of the Dean pf Chester versus 
the United StatestGovernment the 
Dean of ’Chester has come out all 
right in the end. I~have since re­
ceived his donation.”

Coal Car Drops While Men

There is such a thing as too much 
.'hooting and too many off-stage 
uoi.ies, as the Broadway mystery 
pirtys have proved.

When Poe gave the .world some 
of the finest of eerie tales, he did 
net intend that the hour of day 
and the absence of the nurse-maid 
should constitute the important 
factors in his goose-fiesh provokers. 
The human mind entered vitally in­
to his tales and there was an ele­
ment of the psychological sadly 
missing from the quick-and-hasties 
of the moment.

That the detective story passed 
into the hands of literary hacks and 
offspring of Old King Brady is 
largely the fault of readers who 
preferred a bad puzzle to an involv­
ed human riddle. The detective 
himself has gone through a num­
ber of metamorphoses, most of 
them more or less patterned after 
the analytical design of Sherlock 
Holmes. Craig Kennedy was, after 
all, little more than a rewriter of 
encyclopedic Information with a de­
tective thrown in for good measure. 
Recently the idea has been to fasten 
a crime on the least suspected of 
characters— an idea very popular 
with the drama. But, in the end it 
seems to us that the crime tales 
must wear out their welcome un­
less they employ methods such as 
are to be found in Milne’s and 
Clemence Dane’s stories.

For after all, what fun will there 
be when such volumes as “ The 
Baffle Book”  and “ Murder”  teach 
the young idea how to pick the 
solution out of thin air?

a recent Uiscusisicn of lying as a so­
cial ptieuoiuenon, the Cv>umiaiia 
meul not to lie appears in almost 
every formulated religious and ethi­
cal system.

There nave been liars, however, 
since man began to record buman 
activities. Liars vary in ability 
from Ananias, Jjllini, and liaron 
Munchausen j  lliose individuals 
who are so completely honest tint 
everyone knows they lie in the 
slightesV venture into untruth.

Among several savage tribes ly­
ing is condoned, and in some tribes 
and racial groups the children are 
taught to lie as a useful social ac­
complishment.

Our own society sancli.^ns a cer­
tain amount of lying or e.-iaggera- 
tion, to use a more polite term, 
everyone taking il for granted that 
certain advertising statements or 
claims relative to goods are to pe 
subjected to certain definite dis­
count.

Friction inevitable.
Our social scheme demands a 

large amount of adaptation of the 
individual to the group and to the 
demands made upon him. In hu­
man society a certain amount of 
friction is inevitable.

Certain instincts in life are as 
fundamental as life itself.

Distinpished Players.

Seven Greatest In American League History

Familiar names are found in the 
majority of the places on the Na­
tional League’s list of distinguish­
ed performers* for 1928. And those 
•who have not been listed in previ­
ous years hardly need an introduc­
tion as strangers.

In h i t t i n g ,  
fielding, pitching 
and base run­
ning, the famil­
iar names of 
Rogers Hornsby,
Dazzy V a n c e ,
Kiki C ^ ler, Jim 
Bottomrey and 
Hack Wilson are 
In accustomed 
places and the 
newcomers, Lar­
ry Benton and 
Taylor Douthit, 
aren’t i n f a n t  Hemy L. r;arclJ 
prodigies by sev­
eral seasons.

Mr. Hornsby occupied a role in 
the year’s doings that he has been 
•well fitted for by past experience- 
He lost his job as a managei’, was 
traded to another club and led the 
league In batting for the seventh 
time in ten years. He now needs 
only one more year as thd cham­
pion batter to tie the record of 
Honus Wagner.

Hornsby’s average for the year 
was .387, which was behind his 
.397 for 1921, .401 for 1922, .424 
for 1924 and .403 for 1925, but 
it was enough to give a comfortable 
margin over Paul Waner’s .370 and 
Fred Lindstrom’s .358, which were 
second and third behind him.

Did Some Real Hitting
Jim Bottomley, winner of the 

most valuable player prize, may 
have been the most valuable hitter 
in the league even if he was way 
down the line with a season’s aver­
age of .325.

Bottomley hit for the most total 
bases, 362; the most triples, 20, 
and tied with Hack Wilson for the 
most home runs with a total of 31.

From a spectacular standpoint 
Larry Benton was the standout 
pitcher of the year. He won 25 
games and lost 9 and almost pitch­
ed the Giants lone handed into the 
pennant. He was fifth on the list 
of earned run averages with 2.73. 
Benton also distinguished himself 
as being the first pitcher since 
Christy Mathewson, who was ex­
cused from taking bench orders 
from John McGraw/when he was 
working.

The Dazzler Did Noble
Considering the hopeless posi­

tion he was in, the real pitching 
of the year was done by Dazzy 
Vance, who, iij the opinion of the 
ball players, is the greatest pitcher 
in baseball. He won 22 games and 
lost 10 for a terrible Brooklyn ball 
club and with practically no de­
fense but his own skill he held the 
opposition to 2.09 runs per game 
and was first on the list.

The weight of the burden im­
posed upon him may be seen in the 
records which show that he fanned 
200 batters, leading both leagues. 
It was his seventh year as the 
strike-out king of his league and in 
that time he has struck out a total 
of 1,338 batsmen. ^

REC GIRLS CHALLENGED.

Who are the seven greatest play­
ers in the history of the American 
League?

Naming the “ Big Seven” of the 
junior organization is unquestion­
ably a real task. Few people would 
care to tackle it and, as a matter of 
fact, only a limited dumber are 
realiy competent to express an im­
portant opinion.

While fanning with Connie Mack 
one day last summer, the thought 
occurred to me, “ Here is the one 
man who is in a position to express 
a really worth while opinion on the 
seven greatest players that have 
graced the American League since 
it entered the field.”

In matters pertaining to baseball 
I have the greatest regard for the 
judgment of Connie Mack. He 
pioneered with the American Lea- 
,gue and has seen it grow from a 
weakling into a great organization 
that has kept pace with the Na­
tional, which for years had the 
major league field all to itself. In­
cidentally, Mack, aside from being 
a great manager, starred in his days 
as a player.

Here was a man who for nearly 
30 years had seen hundreds of stars 
and near-stars come and go. Dur­
ing that time he developed many 
outstanding players and won pen­
nants and world championships. I 
made up my mhud I was going to 
get his opinion on a question so 
often asked me: “ Who are the 
seven greatest players in the his­
tory of the American League?”

Mack smiled, then held -up both 
hands in horror at the very idea. 
“ No one can answer that one with 
any real degree of accuracy,” he 
finally answered. “ After all, those 
all-star things are just a matter 
of personal opinion. Ask any six 
prominent baseball experts to an­
swer/such a question and no two 
will'agree, so great is the differ­
ence of opinion ■ of the relative 
merits of the various players.” 

However, I continued to press 
Connie for bis opinion., He finally 
agreed to give it, all the time 
stressing that his ideas about the 
matter meant no more than any 
well versed fan. After a few min­
utes of study, in which he seemed 
to be recalling the stars of the last 
30 years, he replied:

“ Ty Cobb is my first choice. I 
think he is not only the greatest 
player in the history of the Amer­
ican League but the greatest of 
all time. His achievements have 
been so notable that I doubt If the 
game ever produces his equal, cer­
tainly not his superior^ Cobb 
didn’t have a weakness as a 
player.

“ Babe Ruth is my second 
choice. He isn’ t far behind Cobb. 
I am sure there are some people 
who will consider him even 
greater. Ruth is more colorful 
and the greatest drawing ĉ ard in 
the history of the gamn 
some things . better 
others not so good.

“ Eddie Collins is choice number 
three with Larry Lajoie in the 
number four berth. Here we have 
the two greatest second basemen 
I have ever seen in action, with 
little to choose between them. Col­
lins had more speed.

“ Tris Speaker is number five, 
Walter Johnson number six and 
George Sisler number seven. 
Speaker I rate the best outfielder 
I have ever seen; there never was 
a man who could cover more terri­
tory. Johnson is my idea of what 
a great pitcher should be. Chase

Several times during the past fbotball season, I took occasion to 
remark in favor of abolishing the try for extra point following a touch­
down because In a great majority of cases Its success or failure depends 
upon Individual superiority rather than team play. The suggestion was 
advanced that some reward beyond mere publicity should be granted 
for the manufacture of first downs.

And so it is with extreme satisfaction that the writer learns that 
Pop Warner, one of the country’s foremost coaches, now believes that 
in cases of tie games, the team making the most first downs shall offi­
cially be declared the winner. Fine idea, but why not do away with 
the extra point and let this solution apply to all tie games? Surely 
no fair-minded person can honestly state that the extra point decides 
the better team. Therefore, why have it at all?

Let’s take a local instance for illustration. The second game of 
the Cubs-Cloverleavea series is good enough. Fans will recall that 
the Cubs outclassed the'Cloverleaves quite thoroughly in this game, 
yet were unable to score only one touchdown. Their try for the extra 
point was a fizzle. The first downs stood in favor of the Cubs. Yet 
in the closing minutes of the game, the Cloverleaves with their backs to 
the wall, threw pass after pass in desperate attempt to score. One of 
these, a long heave from Moske to Crockett, almost resulted in a touch­
down. Let’s suppose it had, and the Cloverleaves had been success­
ful in their try for extra point. Would you have admitted that the 
better team won? But if the most first downs were to be considered, 
the Cubs would be the winner in such an instance.

There are hundreds of other similar examples which could be 
offered in favor of the abolition of the extra point. The only argu­
ment in favor of the extra point is that it prevents tie games; The 
writer admits that some system is necessary for this purpose but be­
lieves that the first down suggestion i^the best solution for the matter.

Let’s move the goal posts back where they belong, allow seven 
points for a touch down and give an extra point for the most first downs 
in cases where teams are tied at the end of regulation,time. We need 
the return of the goal posts to revive tlii first goal, football’s most col- | 
orful play, save possibly, the forward pass; It is a dead issue as mat 
ters now stand. - •

If statistical reports from 60 col­
leges whose football teams are 
ranked as of national or sectional 
impottance can be taken as a fair 
basis for a record of the leading 
scoring plays of the year, it is plain 
that more touchdowns were made 
from running back kickoffs in 1928 
than in many previous seasons. At 
least, more than in 1926 and 1927.

Twenty-five such plays are 
recorded in the official records for 
1926 and 35 for 192-7. The 60 
teams that we are using In this 
basis of comparison made 19 such 
plays. It is safe to assume that the 
250-odd ones not included certainly 
made more than 16 to the top high 
mark of 35 in 1927.

It might be even assumed, if the 
ratio Of touchdowns to teams will 
hold up, that we will find 50 or 
more recorded for.the season when 
all the returns are in.

It is not necessary to get reports 
from all the 300 or more colleges in 
the country as the 60 representa­
tive teams from all sections are 
enough to'make a fair comparison. 
It also makes a fairly interesting 
story for those who like their statis­
tics.

Luck Is Big Factor.
Whenever one team scores a 

touchdown on a kickoff, you can at­
tribute it to about 90 per cent, luck 
— perhaps more than that. The 
theory that a touchdown can be 
made on every play IF every man 
does exactly what he is supposed to 
do Is a nice one to work on, but 
just suppose what would happen if 
all the fellows on the opposing 
team did exactly what they were 
supposed to do! No, it doesn’t work 
out.

A coach of one of the teams that 
suffered a kickof being run back on 
it for a touchdown this season ex­
plained how it was done. It seera.s 
one fellow got in the wrong posi­
tion, shoving another out of the 
way and the toirtShdown was madei 
on a direct line dov/n the field 
exactly where the first fellow 
should have been and wasn’t., .And 
that Is how a lot of them are made 
— some opponent isn’t where he 
should be.

Longest Reported.
The 60 reports on hand show 

that Stubbs of Denison in Ohio 
made the longest riinback of a 
kickoff. He grabbed a ball two 
yards back of his own goal line and 
ran 102 yards behind perfect inter­
ference for the entire distance of 
the field— 102 yards from -where 
he caught it.

Two dashes for the even hun­
dred yards, the length of the field, 
were checked in. One v/as by Uansa 
of Pittsburgh In the last game of 
their schedule against I’enn State 
and the other was by Dills of Mis­
souri against Kansas. Both balls 
were daugbt while the players were 
standing on their O'wn goal line.

One team crashed through three 
times with such plays, two of them 
in one game. That was George 
Little’s Georgetown outfit. Duplin 
ran 90 yards for a marker against 
Lebanon Valley and Maezees and 
Hannigan ran 88 and 85 yards 
against Susquehanna for touch­
downs. '

Incidentally, this Georgetown- 
Susquehanna game was one of 
two that had two such thrills in 
it. Jarrett and Boyd of South 
Dakota each pulled the trick 
against Jamestown, the former 
running 85 yards and the latter 
90 yards.

On Successive Saturdays.
